Among those announcing so far
are Plymouth city attorney Ron
Lowe, Plymouth city commission-
er Dennis Shrewsbury, and Plym
outh attorney Michael J Gerou.

Preservation efforts draw praise

Canton got gold stars and
straight A's for its first three
years under a national historical
preservation program.

“We really knocked their socks
off in developing a historical pres-
ervation strategy through land-
use planning,” said township
trustee Melissa McLaughlin, a
Canton Historic District Com-
mission member.

This was Canton's first review
by the state Bureau of History,
which reviewed Canton’s partici-
pation and adherence to the Cer-
tified Local Government program.
It's a national effort designed to
improve the coordination of pres-
ervation through federal, state
and local partnerships.

“After three years, they come in
and review the program,” said
Mike Ager, township resource de-
velopment manager, whose office
—along with the historic district
commission — handles historical
issues. “They commended us for

innovation in our land use and
rural historic preservation district
and the Cherry Hill district.”

What Canton does differently
than other communities is actual
preservation projects, such as the
Cherry Hill and Sheldon school-
houses. The historic district com-
mission, however, goes one step
further by trying to review land
use surrounding historic build-
ings.

‘If development was to occur
around the Cherry Hill school, it
would be annihilated. So that’s
why we went into the rural preser-
vation zoning district," McLaugh-
lin said.

Such a district provides guide-
lines designed to make any devel-
opment nearby complement,
rather than overpower, a historic
site. The township board has not
yet adopted the designation but
may consider it while revising the
master land-use plan and com-
prehensive development plan,
which will include transporation,
utilities and recreation facets.

“It would be like a mini-master
plan for the Cherry Hill historic
district,” McLaughlin said.

Canton was the first township
in Michigan to be certified as a
local government in the national
preservation effort, in 1990. As
part of the program, Canton is eli-
gible to apply for federal money
that is distributed through the
State Bureau of History.

“We never turn down an oppor-
tunity to bring dollars into the
community,” McLaughlin said,
referring to the decision to be-
come certified for the program,
which recognizes that historic
preservation is accomplished
through local communities.

Canton got a grant in its first
year of certification to do work —
such as establishing design guide-
lines —on forming a rural preser-
vation district. It was, however,
denied its grant request in 1992
for the process of getting the
township’s five remaining one-
room schoolhouses into the Na-
tional Register of Historic Places.

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The commission is likely to ap-
ply for a grant this year for 1995
to hire someone to begin a histori-
cal survey for a designated part of
the township. “It would be more
than what they call a windshield
survey. We would target about 20
or so houses and buildings as po-
tential historic sites that are not
yet designated,” McLaughlin
said.

To be certified, the historic dis-
trict commission must meet on a
regular basis and must have a
historic preservation ordinance
that is identical or companion to
state and federal preservation or-
dinances.

“We had to demonstrate all
these things. We had a commis-
sion involved actively in the com-
munity,” McLaughlin said.

As a certified community, the
historic district commission must
participate in continuous survey-
ing of historical resources and
must act as a funnel through
which nominations are made to
the National Register.

Why?” he
asked at the Jan. 24 board meet
ing.

Selling buses

In response, trustee Dave Art-
ley said there was a price drop.

Bohlen wants to know what
background information the
board received before making the
decisions. “Ann Arbor schools
provide their board members with
the specifications, bid abstract,
maintenance records, other school
districts’ experiences and com-
plete written explanations regard-

ing thair recommendations to the
board,” he said “Ann Arbor
schools and Saline schools sell
their used buses themselves be
cause they get more money doing
it that way."

At the Dec 13 school board
meeting. Goby told trustees that
Tri-County buses don't meet
specifications, and that the com
pany doesn't have a proven track
record, as it doesn’t have buses on
the road in Michigan

Bohlen also is questioning
what specifications weren’t met.

Purchases defended

Goby defended the purchases.
He also said he was aware of the
indictment, but that there wasn't
a need to share the information
with the board.

“l was aware of Hoekstra’s in-
dictment as well as that of the
other bus distributors in the state
of Michigan up through 1988 for
price rigging,” he said. “Since
they were all indicted, it makes it
all pretty much equal. If you’re
going to buy a bus in the state of
Michigan, you have to buy from a
distributor. Even according to the
federal government, it ended in
1988. | don't see that it’s really an
issue in terms of our purchases at
this point.”

Goby said the problem with
Genesis buses is that the engines
are front-mounted.

“We specified a rear engine
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with certain transmission and
other requirements Genesis has a
front engine mount,” he said. "It
also doesn’t measure up to those
standards  Consequently, the
price isn't the same ”

A front mounted engine is less
desirable because it presents a
hazard for the driver, he said. “It
changes the entry configuration
for students, it increases noise
levels and hampers serviceability
We believe the rear-engine config
uration is far superior

Flat nosed buses are much
safer from a visibility standpoint,
larger, and have a longer life, he
added.

Of the district's 52 regular
buses, 27 are rear-engine mount-
ed. The remainder are conventi-
onal front-engine mounted buses.

Track record

Bohlen says more than 1,000
Genesis buses are on the road in
Michigan and the Midwest.

Goby says while that may be
true, “1 knew of none in the area.
They have no proven track record.
They’re a relatively new introduc-
tion. They have less passenger ca-
pacity than what we specified.
I've also heard they've had prob-
lems controlling them on the road
and have had to add steel bars to
the back to balance them out.

Budget deficit picture brig

Observers were interested to
learn at Monday’s public hearing
that the Plymouth-Canton school
board now projects a $1.1-million
budget deficit next year, down
from $1.5 million estimated last
week.

Revised numbers were present-
ed by Superintendent John
Hoben and associate superin-
tendent for business Ray Hoedel.

Hoedel identified health-care
costs as a bright spot. “Actually,
they’re much less than we budget-
ed,” he said.

Overall school expenditures
will increase 11 percent, from
$77.6 million to $86.2 million, ad-
justed as of Jan. 31 due to a de-
crease in the projected health cost
budget, he said.

The state now projects basic
funding to be $5,566 per student,
which will increase revenue 8 per-
cent in 1994-95, from $78.5 mil-
lion to $85.1 million.

The bad news, said Hoedel, is
that “we’ve been informed by the
state that we’re in deficit because
our fund balance went below $1
million, we believe for the first
time in our history.”

Factoring into the budget
scenario is $997,853 in "Section
17" money, given to the district
by the state each October and
taken away each August.

“In effect,"” said Hoedel,"that
helps their books look better.
They dont recognize that as a
budget item, and they want us to
take it off our balances. In the
past, we have included it as an as-
set.”

Subtracting the $997,853 from
the schools’ rainy-day fund of
$320,549 leaves a deficit.

Said Hoben: “We've received
notice from the state that we are
in deficit finance. We have a year
to come back, and will have to
make monthly reports to the
state” on how the deficit will be
eliminated.

Hoben recommends as a mon-
ey-saving measure the closing of
Tanger, Starkweather and Galli-
more elementary schools. Tanger
and Starkweather house special
programs; Gallimore serves Can-
ton’s Forest Trails subdivision
and neighboring areas.

The extent of cutbacks neces-
sary will depend on how much the
district ends up with in its fund
balance, and on how much it re-
ceives in per-pupil revenue from
the state, Hoedel said.

Hoben recently called for the
possible closing of Lowell Middle
School, currently leased from
Livonia. He’s backed off that
stance since administrators con-
ducted a student housing study.

Dave Rodwell, administrative
assistant for research, said, "We
recommend we don't go to four
(from five) middle schools. It
would be too difficult to house
students and still have reason-
able capacity.”

Craig Van Vliet did some budg

eting on his own. “You asked for
alternative proposals, so here’s
mine," he said, adding that, "I
don't think it’s fair to close
schools and move kids when
you’re using busing costs that
can't be verified."

Van Vliet calculates that the
district could realize a surplus by
closing Lowell and Starkweather
and taking other measures.

Dale Engel, who has two chil-
dren at Miller Elementary, said
the board won't conquer its finan-
cial problems until it addresses
the cost of salaries and fringe
benefits, which amount to 85 per
cent of the budget.

"Have we gotten estimates on
privatizing and co-pays?” he
asked. "There are six depart-
ments (employee groups) still
negotiating, and it’s almost Feb
ruary. 1I’m paying the bills for all
this, and we are being left out of
this process. | dont see any im-
provement on lowering the costs
of running this school district.”

Superintendent John Hoben re-
sponded, saying Plymouth-Can-
ton gets "a pretty good bang for
the buck Ann Arbor has 12,000
students; we have 15,000. They
have a $109 million budget We
operate on $76 million."

Forest Trails parent Mark Ste-
vens complained that an orga-
nised group of subdivision resi-
dents has waited weeks for an

swers to its financial and housing
questions. "We are a third of the
way through the (budgeting) pro-
cess, and we've gotten no answers.

Geake said legislators are be-
coming increasingly concerned
about the number of complaints
from parents being investigated
for child abuse based on the flim-
siest evidence.

“The child-abuse reporting law
makes it clear that a teacher or
other person making a report
must have ‘reasonable cause’ to
suspect child abuse or neglect be-
fore making such a report,” he
said. “Anyone who makes such a
report without even a cursory at-
tempt to verify the facts cannot
establish that they had reason-
able cause and leaves himself and
his school or agency open to suit.”

Geake added that it’s no secret
that reports of child abuse are ris-
ing. “What is not well-known is
that while the number of reports
has been rising, the number of
cases substantiated after investi-
gation has been falling, so that
now less than one-third of them
turn out to be valid.”

Not only do invalid accusations
outrage the falsely accused, but
they cause a devastating drain ori
resources, preventing children
who do need protection from get-
ting it, the senator added.

No options

"By law, teachers dont have
any other options. They found out
the kid lied, and the parent
should take a hard look at the kid.

"Sometimes children have very
vivid imaginations,” the police
chief said. “Do you take the
chance on not believing the child
and have the child tum up seri-
ously injured or dead7 You have
to protect the child, and secondly
the family as much as possible,
but you have to follow the law in
doing it.

“That requires that the DSS be
notified within 72 hours after a
suspected case of child abuse is
identified.

“If someone didn’t look out for
her child,” added Berry, “Mrs.
Schneider would be equally em-
barrassed, upset and angry, and
rightfully so. Just because DSS
comes out to talk to someone
doesn’t mean you’re a horrible
criminal.”

Maybe there is another way it
could have been handled, he said.

“I agree with her that maybe we
need to review the process, and we
are doing that with the school
system and with the DSS. We're
going to look at a better way of
handling it, or at least at a more
efficient way, so people don't get
embarrassed.”

Schneider said she wont sue,
even though she contends she has
reason to. She charges that school
employees admitted they
shouldn't have called DSS.

“I'm sure | have the grounds,
but I don't feel | want to do that. |
don’t want to hurt the schools, or
take any money that would go to
education,” she said. “I’'m upset
they dont have funds for books.
They’re lucky. The next parent
might take them to court.”

Under existing law, a home
stead will be taxed at the 24-mill
rate in 1994 under either the con-
stitutional or statutory backup
plan if the form is not filed by
March 1. These homesteads
would not be exempt until 1995
taxes are levied, and then only ifa
claim was filed by March 1,1995.

“The facility is going to enable us
to expand. Our art classes have
become more popular and we can
offer more ofthem,” she said.

The church building is also acces-
sible from the ground floor, making

for easy access for seniors and oth-
ers unable to scale stairs to current
upstairs arts council facilities.

The facility also has a stage,
where Lee said the arts council
plana to schedule arts-related per-

formances.

The arts council last year aban-
doned plans to use the former
Wilcox Mill as a headquarters for

School administrator certification snafu raises man

Lawmakers eliminated a school
code requirement that school ad-
ministrator* be certified by the
state But their school aid act
penalises school districts that
hire uncertified administrators.

“We are the only state not re-
quiring professional certification
to administer our schools. It’s a
significant step backwards," Rob-
ert Schiller, superintendent, told
the State Board of Education.
“There has to be some cleanup."

“The State Board’s authority
has been usurped by the law.”
added Dorothy Beardmore, R-Ro-
chester Hills, the board treasurer.

“Several sections in the code have
some constitutional questions.”

The Michigan Constitution or-
ders the Legislature to “maintain
and support” free public educa-
tion. But it give* the eight-mem-
ber State Board of Education
"leadership and general supervi-
sion over sill public education” ex-
cept universities.

The state Legislature, in a 26-
hour marathon, completed work
Dec. 24 on laws to replace local
property taxes and change the
way schools are run.

Schiller and his staff couldn’
explain the Legislature’s error, so
board member Gumecindo Salas,
D-East Lansing, took a stab at it:
“This is part of the initiative to
privatize schools. If you remove

Gov. John Engler, in his Octo-
ber special message on education,
told lawmakers that auto execu-
tive Lee lacocca couldn’t be hired
to teach businesa. Justice Doro-
thy Comstock Riley couldn’t
teach civics end prees corps dean
Tim Skubik couldnt teach jour-
nalism under Michigan’s tight
certification laws.

Lawmakers did little to change
that. Instead they allowed hiring
of uncertified administrators —
such as superintendents, princi-
pals and curriculum directors.
Not only need they not be certi-
fied as administrators, but they
wouldnt have to be certified as

The new school code (Public
Act 336 of 1903) eats a June 30
deadline for the State Board of
Education to oatahliih mw con*
tinuing education requirements
for administrator*.

The law applies to school dis-
tricts, public school academies,
intermediate districts and non-
public schools.

“The good news,” Schiller said,
comes in new requirements for
teachers.

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Reporting abuse

A b e tte r sy s te m
recent report of suspected child abuse
points up the problems in trying to per
feet a system to find such cases. If this
local incident did anything, it shows we
have a long way to go and we had better start
moving.

Because ofthis case, the Plymouth-Canton
schools, police departments and state Depart-
ment of Social Services should form a task force
to explore the reporting of child abuse, set
guidelines for teachers and others who work
with children and, if needed, hold training ses-
sions.

Teachers are required by a state law to report
abuse cases. However, teachers can’t be expect-
ed to treat such a case as would an experienced
investigator. It’s unrealistic.

Here’s how the recent incident developed. A
first grade boy at Farrand Elementary School
told his teacher he was left alone for long peri-
ods oftime and that a bicycle lock key hanging
around his neck was a house key.

The teacher reported the suspected home
alone child to the state Department of Social.
Services, which sent a representative to the
child’s Plymouth Township home.

The mother was horrified. She is always
home for the child. When she and the social
service worker compared notes, it turned out the
child told his teacher a lie.

ThingB didn’t stop there. The mother pur-
sued the issue and is asking the Piymouth-Can-
ton school district for an apology. She contends
the school didn’t do enough checking before
sending the social worker to the home.

ichigan’s Legislature has a chance to

inject some sanity into an emotional

issue that in at least one regard has
gotten out of hand: mandatory life sentences for
drug dealing.

In the hysteria called the “war on drugs,”
Michigan lawmakers made possession of 650
grams of cocaine punishable by a life sentence
with no parole.

That tough stance on sentencing has been
part of the push nationwide for more police and
more jails. But no other state has nearly such a
strong penalty.

The trouble is that the law, which was de-
signed to put away drug kingpins, has instead
put small-time dealers, many who had no previ-
ous record, in the same category as criminals
convicted of first-degree murder.

Although the United States Supreme Court
upheld the law by a 5-4 vote in 1990, Michigan’s
highest court struck it down.

‘It constitutes an unduly disproportionate
response to the serious problems posed by
drugs in our society,” ChiefJustice Michael F.
Cavanagh said for the majority.

Now the legislation needed to bring the pen-
alty for drug dealing into line with other drug
crimes is going through the Legislature:

Senate Bill 909 would codify the decisions of
the Michigan Supreme Courtand Court of
Appeals, providing eligibility for parole after 10
years in prison.

Senate Bill 910 amends the public health
code to allow a court to depart from the manda-
tory minimum prison term if the offender has
no concurrent or previous conviction for any fel-
ony or assaultive misdemeanor.

Senate Bill 911 makes the appropriate
changes pertaining to probation and parole.

We agree with the mother, but we also back
the teacher and the schools. It’s better to err on
the side ofcaution than to ignore suspected
child abuse.

Time after time, we read about child abuse
cases where friends, relatives and neighbors
knew about abuse, but said or did nothing.

However, there should be a middle ground.
State Sen. Robert Geake, R-Northville, is con-
cerned about that, along with Plymouth Town-
ship police Chief Carl Berry.

Geake said legislators are becoming con-
cerned about the large number of complaints
from parents being investigated on flimsy evi-
dence. He said child abuse is on the rise, but
that the number of substantiated cases is de-
clining. He said less than one-third are valid.

Geake said, “The Child Abuse Reporting Law
makes it clear that a teacher or other person
making a report must have ‘reasonable cause’to
suspect child abuse or neglect before making
such a report. Anyone who makes such a report
without even a cursory attempt to verify the
facts cannot establish that they had reasonable
cause and leaves himselfand his school or
agency open to suit.”

Because ofthat responsibility, the schools
should make an effort to train teachers and give
them information to handle suspected child
abuse cases.

It’s time for the police, courts, schools and
social workers to get together and establish re-
alistic guidelines that can be used by teachers
in the classrooms.

The law would help almost three out of every
four people now serving life sentences under the
650 law. Ofthose convicted since January 1991,
46 people or 73 percent ofthose convicted since
then, do not have a history ofa prior felony con-
viction or assaultive misdemeanor. These are
clearly not hardened, dangerous criminals.

No one supporting these bills is suggesting
that drug crimes are not serious. What they are
saying, and what Michigan’s highest court has
said, is that the sentence must fit the crime.

Michigan will spend $1.1 billion on prisons
this year. And yet, if small-time drug dealers
and users are given stiff penalties, parole
boards and prisons will be pressured to release
violent criminals early. So a law designed to get
tough with criminals is letting tough criminals
get back on the. streets sooner.

Although Michigan’s high court has opened
the door to correcting the problem, it’s hardly a
done deal. Abill introduced in the House in
1990 that would have streamlined drug sentenc-
ing and put drug crime sentencing in line with
other crimes died for lack of action.

And that’s a crime.

The only other crime in Michigan with the
same severe sentence is first-degree murder.
The average sentence for second-degree murder
is 20 years. For rape (first-degree criminal sexu-
al conduct) the average sentence is 13.7 years
and for armed robbery it’s 6.4 years.

For that reason, and for the sake of most of
the 155 people serving life sentences thanks to
the 650 law, the Legislature must reverse this
injustice.

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Crimes against men

was shocked to learn ofthe outcome of the
I case and the acquittal of Lorena Bobbit of
the charge of malicious wounding. However
on further reflection this could have well been
expected.

In a similar trial in the United Kingdom not
long ago a similar acquittal ofa woman for mur-
dering her husband with unproved abuse in her
defense ensured that the matter of taking the
law into one’s hands could be justified with the
physical abuse of men still being a non-issue.

The grounds oftemporary insanity seem
highly unjustified and one observes increasing
instances of this tool being used to shield
perpetrators of various types of crime today.

To the best of my knowledge the concept of
insanity protecting an individual from unfair
trial was done with good and logical reason.
However, its abuse in the current legal system
all over the world simply indicates that one
should reconsider its use, especially in the light
ofthe fact that most brutal crimes have been
committed in moments of temporary insanity.

Sane human beingB do not kill or maliciously
wound each other in every day conflict, so there-
fore they are all subject to the same laws of the
land especially when other avenues of justice
are open today.

How often has the accuser become the
accused and the case conveniently twisted?

The outcome of this case gives a clear mes-
sage to everyone and men in particular that be
it divorce cases or one of physical abuse as
this one, the law simply goes against giving
them a fair trial and that it may pay to take the
law into one’s own hands to seek justice.

A fair trial should be one that goes by factual
information, where testimony is substantiated
by irrefutable evidence and supported by genu-
ine witnesses and where displays of emotion in
the stand (more difficult for men as compared
to women) do not undermine the importance of
logical reasoning.

Thus the fundamental concepts that every-
one accused is innocent until proven guilty be-
yondTdoubt by the presentation of factual evi-
dence and that even under stress it is unaccept-
able today in society to take the law into one’s
own hands should prevail.

That is the job ofthe legal system. In this
case one saw how while both parties stood
accused, the accusation of rape was not proven
in comparison with the evidence of physical vio-
lence against the woman. Yet both were acquit-
ted.

One also wonders if in gender related cases,
there should be an equal representation of both
sexes in the jury just as women highly object to
ajury consisting ofonly men in a rape trial.

I do believe that this case is significant as it
effectively demonstrates how women in almost
any situation are perceived as victims while
men are looked upon as general perpetrators of
all crime.

It shows us that it is OK to take the law into
one’s own hands. It also endorsee a sad (set that
violence against men is even today still not con-
sidered a serious issue and that aggressive and
abusive behavior on the part of women is ac-
cepted as a certain new assertiveness.

It hasnt always proven so,
but for the University of Mich-
igan-Dearborn's women's bas-
ketball program, it hasn’t prov-
en otherwise, either.

Mann was a volunteer coach
under St. John, helping out as
much as possible after the con-
elusion of Bishop Borgess’ sea-
son.

In retrospect, Mann proba-
bly would have been a better
choice as head coach. “Sandy
worked real hard,” he said be-
fore leaving on a trip to Tri-
State University Tuesday.
“But she’d never been a head
coach before. She got real ffus-
trated, probably by things
someone with experience
would never let get to them.”

Mann is certainly experi-
enced — and successful, at
least at the high school level.
He guided Borgess to the Class

“In fact, I've said just the
opposite.”

With nearly everyone back
from a very talented state
championship team, Mann’s
desire should surprise no one.
Borgess will be a heavy favorite
to repeat as Class C champions
in 94, and junior-to-be Max-
ann Reese should receive rec-
ognition for Miss Basketball,

Also, it was announced last
week that Borgess will move
back into the Catholic
League’s Central Division in
girls basketball starting in "94.
The Spartans have played in

ne may all
at sincerity we also carry two ma-
jor flaws in attempting to arrive at
this thing called a moral perspec-
tive.

On the one hand, the sincerity
that we claim is all too seldom at-
tributed to those on the other side
of the argument at hand. At the
aaass time wa operate as though
our own perspective is the whole
story, that we, indeed know the
truth, the whole truth and noth-
ing but the truth, thank you very
much.

Perspectives on anything are
always biased. No matter where
we stand, we can only see things
from our own angle of view. Any-
one who wants to know the colors
of the entire beach ball must hear
from the other side to complete
the picture.

Some issues do not matter as
much as others. The stakes in
knowing the colors of a beach ball
are not nearly so high as the im-
plications of other biases. Hearing
from the other person or the other
group may not matter as much in

one instance as it doss ia another.

But hers our priorities ms
bo a bit flawed Many an
concerned about how their dress
or their suit looks from the bock,
the side they cannot see, than
they are about hearing what
might be a piece of the truth from
the other side of an issue that for
them is closed for eternity.

Even beyond our flaws, attain-
ment of moral perspectives that
reflect truth are not easy to come
by. It does demand a process
more complicated than a vote,

This contrast of structure goes
unnoticed in summer, when
leaves blanket the thin twigs of
the canopy that form a pattern
when viewed against s gray sky.
Though tree trunks are easier for
us to examine, twigs reveal some
information on how a tree grows.

If you examine a twig from a
hardwood tree in your yard you
will see leaves, scars, rings, bun-
dles and flowers. All these things
can be seen if you look closely —
even in winter.

Leaves are compressed in tiny
buds visible as swellings along
the twig. Sometimes the buds are
opposite one another (maples,
ashes and dogwoods), but most of
the time the buds are scattered
along the twig. Surrounding each
leaf are the bud scales that cover
and protect it while it grows.

Other buds may have a flower
developing inside. If you cut a
flower bud lengthwise you might
be able to identify some of the

Below each bud you will see a
scar. This scar is this area where a
leaf was once attached. Different
species of tress have scars of dif-
ferent sixes and shapes. Rad
maple has a triangular or vV
shaped scar, while black ash has a
circular scar.

Inside each scar are small
marks known as bundles. They
are arranged in a particular pat-
tern inside the leaf scar and vary
in number. Bach bundle scar rep-
resents the area where water
flowed from the woody twig into
the leaf and from the leaf into the
twig. Last foil a corky layer grew
over the connections and stopped
the flow of water resulting in the
death ofthe leaf.

Along the length of the twig, no-
tice the collection of rings at vari-
ous locations. These bands of
rings are the areas where the end
bud stopped growing at the end of
the year. The space between the
rings is the amount of growth that
occurred during the following
growing season.

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Bookstore reaches out
to The Curious Child

o the beet of my knowledge, thie is the only
T store of its kind," says Susan Fitzmaurice,

owner, manager and sole employee of The
Curious Child, a bookshop in downtown Plym-
outh that caters to kids with special needs.

With its rainbow-colored books and toys, cozy
spots for reading and a fuzzy, lemon-yellow toy cat
to greet visitors at the front counter, the little shop
at 11 Forest Place looks a bit like a bookstore in a
fairy tale. The friendly shopkeeper completes the
picture.

She’ll be glad to show you any book in the store
(she’s read every one of them), help you pick just
the one you need (it may not be the one you
thought you wanted), or tell you the story of The
Curious Child

The store, opened in 1990, is the end result of a
dream she’s had since she was a child growing up
in Detroit suburbs. “I think everybody grows up
wanting to change the world. But 1really, really,
really did want to do that,” she said.

When she graduated in 1972 from Livonia Bent-
ley, she thought about getting into politics but
eventually decided on teaching.

Then, after earning a teaching degree in special
education from the prestigious Bank Street School
of Education in New York City and teaching for
several years, she decided it wasn't really the right
road for her.

“I discovered the only way I could really impact
on children was to impact on parents,"” she said.
“You can create this wonderful 9-3 time for chil-
dren in the classroom. But then they go home, and
if their parents are racist or sexist or whatever,
that’s the biggest factor in their lives.

“The thing was to interact with parents. But the
problem there was that you always had the school
systems and the school boards that only let you
say so much and do so much. | felt like | was
always banging my head against a wall.”

Now, Fitzmaurice feels she has more freedom
“to do everything.”

‘If parents come in and say, ‘lI’m looking for
such-and-such a book,’ I try to find out why they
want that book because | might think it's a horri-
ble book! And then I try to steer them to some-
thing I think is suitable. That’s really, in a sense,
what the goal of the store is: to get people what
they need, not necessarily what they want.”

With a background in special education and the
mother a disabled child herself, she originally
opened the store with an eye toward catering to
kids with disabilities and their parents (one rela-
tively small section of the store is for adults).

She’s quick to add that the disabled child has
other issues to deal with besides the disability.

Specialized sectiona in her store focus on small
children facing such big problems as hospitaliza-
tion, different types of physical illness and dis-
ability, mental illness, nightmares, moving, rac-
ism, and the arrival of new siblings. Readers can
find books about parents who quarrel and fight,
parents who divorce, single parents, gay parents.

At The Curious Child, young readers and their
parents will discover books not juat on the general
subject of adoption, for example, but books for
those who were adopted as infants, those adopted
as older children, those adopted from foreign
countries, those who are adopted, but remain curi-
ous about their birth parents.

Shelves contain books dealing with a child’s
loss of a loved one through death. At least one
book is written for children facing their own death.

Some books are printed in languages other than
English. Braille books also are available.

The Curious Child is notjust a place for “se-
rious stuff,” however. Games and toys make up
about 26 percent of the merchandise. Kids will
find countless treasures like tiny dragons and glit-
tery stones and crystals they can pick up for small
change at the front counter anytime.

Among fun events at the bookstore Is the Amer-
ican Girl party that Fitzmaurice hosts for Cans of
the popular American Girl series on the first Fri-
day ofeach month, starting at 7JO p.m.

A large-scale paper casting
focusing on s school of dolphin
looks easier said than dona The
three- by five-foot, all white paper
piece required several months la-
bor and drying time. Initially
carved in clay on a Lucite board,
the surface was then oonvered
with plaster of paria Altar wait-
ing two months for the plaster to
dry, Tarkington was ready for the
final step, casting the handmade
paper image over the 350-pound
mold.

But back to the polar bear.
This clever oil bear was meant to
light the way for students enrolled
in an oil painting class Tarking-
ton teaches for Livonia Public
Schools Continuing Education
Services. Unfortunately, due to
low enrollment in the class, it was
canceled but Tarkington plans to
be back next fall. In the mean-
time, she continues to teach
drawing and mixed media at The
Aurt Store on Ford Road.

Tarkington’s mother and father
were the reason she began teach-
ing art. Due to illness, both were
residents of the Westland Conva-
lescent Center when she ap-
proached the director about pro-
viding art classes as a form of
therapy. Tarkington taught art at
the Westland nursing home from
June 1987 until her parents’
deaths there in 1991.

Over her 40-year painting ca-
reer, Tarkington has studied con-
tinuously in a quest to perfect her
art. She attended Cass Technical
High School in Detroit before

1994

winning a scholarship to Syracuse
University, Coliegs of Fine Aft*.
She studied there two yeara before
returning to Michi®n to merry
and raise three children.

While at Caas, aha participated
in a co-op program at Dodge
Mein, where aba illustrated aafety
posters for employees.

Tom and Grace Poyma, Farmington Hills
residents, describe themselves as creative
people.

Grace said she’s always been interested in
nature and flowers. “I've personally been in
the floral industry more than 20 years,” she
said.

Tom said he spent upwards of 15 years in
the hospitality business. “In the restaurant
field, you can see instant satisfaction,” he
said. “You do a good job, the payoffis there.
Same in this business."

Sixteen months ago, the husbhand-wife
team opened Twigs Floral Gallery in West
Bloomfield.

A European style of selling, where fresh
flowers are displayed in vases in the center
of the store rather than behind glass doors of
coolers, is the cornerstone of their business
marketing strategy.

The couple also is working to develop a
home, office and special events decorating
clientle.

The Poymas invested an aggregate of
$125,000 - their own money and that of fami-
ly members and friends - to open their shop.

They said they made a profit during the
first year of operation and have applied for a
Small Business Adminstration loan to help
fertilize future growth.

Following are edited excerpts from a re-
cent interview:.

How are you different from other
floritttf

Grace: We're pretty diverse. We go beyond
what the typical flower shop does with walk-
ins and weddings.

Floral decorating is an up-and-coming
trend, creating a natural environment in any
type of home regardless of what the deeign la.

Tom: A lot of people in glass and steel
towers all day are leading nano-aecond
lifestyles. What they’re trying to do ia de-
stress the environment, soften the environ-
ment with fresh-cut flowers, plants.

I understand that you hava a differ-
ent way of selling fresh-cut flowers from
your store.

Grace: In Europe, the consumer haa grown
up living with flowers on a dally baais.
Florists display in carts right out in the open.

Tom: We try to involve our guests in our
stora aa much as possible. Whan they can
com# in and asparianca tha fragrance and
beauty of blooms, they become involved.
Whan people get involved, included, their en-
thusiasm spreads and they realise the value
of flowers.

Droopy shopping center rejuvenated

An abundance of space still available in newer
shopping centers makes it especially important
for the owners of older strips to refurbish in or-
der to remain competitive.

The shopping strip was built in
the late 1970s and acquired by
WLB Properties in a distressed
property sale in December 1992.

“My approach to the project, my
philosophy behind it, was to estab-

all other competitors,” Shinn said.

“Priorities were individual tenant identi-
ty projection . . . the immediate neighbor-
hood’s identity and the city’s identity.

“l wanted to give each tenant its own sep-
arate identity, project its own strengths, but
bring it all together as a unit,” Shinn said.

“The identity of the neighborhood is mid-
dle class, family. Livonia has always been a
city that set standards before other cities.

“We wanted to project the owners’ im-
age,” Shinn continued. “Their corporate
culture was to take a piece of property in
distress and bring it up to market value."

A big key on this job, as well as others, is
to avoid costly demolition expenses, Shinn
said.

“The goal was to enhance the architecture
that was here. In fact, we recycled some sid-
ing on the gables,” he said.

Shinn has been involved in several other
projects, including Regency Square in Gar-
den City and Wayne Road Pla.a in West-

land. A renovation finished a couple years
ago in Milford won a chamber of commerce
award, he said.

“Ed is probably the most talented design
man in the state, if not the country,” said
Jerome M. Beale, one of three owners of the
Livonia center.

“He has a tremendous ability to convert a
property from it’s present state to a condi-
tion that would complement an area, facili-
tatg traffic and enhance tenant mix,” Beale
said.

“Ed gets a feel for what the needs of the
tenants are,” said John G. Liadis, another
owner. “We look at working as a team, the
landlord and tenant working together.
They’re marketing a store. We’re marketing
space.”

Shinn said he’s basically learned by
doing.

“There’s no academic study for environ-
mental graphics design. My ideas come
from all over. Publications 1 read, research

Virtually all of his work is generated by
computers, Shinn said.

“There’s a combination of things that
present a nice street appeal — security, am-
bient lighting, architecture, sipage, in-
gress/egress, color, texture," he said.

Liadis, who specializes in turning around
distressed properties, believes there’s op-
portunity to make money by spending mon-
ey on refurbishingB of older shopping cen-
ters.

“The way the economy is now, you’ll see
very few centers built. You’re getting an ex-
isting base of population. Rezoning land is
difficult.

“I think we’re far better off redeveloping
rather than moving off to Timbuktu and
hope that one day there will be more people
out there,” Liadis said.

Joseph F. Slavik
remembered as ‘a
giant and legend’

Friend*, family and buaineaa
associate! of Joaeph F. Slavik re-
member the Orchard Lake devel-
oper/builder as a trendsetter in
the industry who always had time
to share his insights with others.

Slavik, 76, died Sunday after a
lengthy illness.

“Id characterize him as both a
gipnt and a legend,” said Irvin H.
Ypckness, executive vice presi-
dent for the Farmington Hills-
based Builders Association of
Southeastern Michigan.

“I’ll remember his warmth and
outreach in terms not only of his
business enterprises, but to his
friends. He was always available
to provide counsel. He was just a
tremendous friend.”

Slavik's son, J. Ronald, presi-
dent of the Fourmidable Group,
said his father inspired him to en-
ter the business of property man-
agement.

“He taught me all the lessons
of life like honesty, a can-do atti-
tude, hard-work ethic,” J. Ronald
said. “He’s been a client, confi-
dant, partner and employer. He
was a consummate deal-maker.
He made things happen here.”

Joseph Slavik, who started the
Slavik Organization with his
brother, Stephan, built and sold
more than 2,600 houses and de-
veloped more than 500 lots be-
tween 1946 and 1954.

During the 1960s, Slavik devel-
oped Burton Hollow in Livonia,
one of the first projects to mix dif-
ferent styles of houses such as
ranches, bi-levels, cape cods and
colonials.

Slavik’s touch also extended to
the Great Oaks subdivision in
Rochester, one of the first golf
communities in the area, and Riv-
er Towers, the first senior housing
project in Detroit.

Other projects in Detroit that
bear his stamp include Gray-
haven, the Lofts at Jefferson and
the Victoria Park Homearama.
He also developed apartments in
the suburbs.

Slavik was a founding partner
of the BBC Group, now Heritage
Residential Group. He also was
active in land development in
Florida.

“Joe was always on the edge of
cutting issues relating to develop-
ment and building,” said Stephen
J. Taglione, president of Heritage

Residential Group. “He was very
generous with his time. He was a
real prince ofa guy.”

Mel Rosenhaus, president of
Uniland, recalled that he and Sla-
vik worked together on many
apartment projects, including
Oaks at Hampton in Rochester
Hills, Ramblewood in Farmington
Hills and Westhaven Manor in
Westland.

“He was just so vibrant, a long-
range thinker,” Rosenhaus said.
“He was the kind of guy you could
call day or night for support. He
was completely involved in civic
and social things taking place as
well as the business arena. He
was just a super guy.”

Slavik, active in BASM during
his entire career, was a past presi-
dent, a hall of fame inductee and
a developer of the year for that
professional association.

He also was inducted into the
National Association of Home
Builders Hall of Fame.

“l cant retire,” Slavik said a
couple of years ago when he was
honored with yet another award
from his peers. “Retire from
what? And then do what? | love
my work.”

To illustrate that point, Slavik
attended the National Associa-
tion of Home Builders annual
convention in Las Vegas a week
before his death.

Slavik served the community in
a variety of capacities outside of
the building industry. He was a
trustee for St. Mary’s College in
Orchard Lake and on the Nation-
al Board of Governors for St. Jude
Children’s Hospital in Memphis,
Tenn.

He was a decorated bomber
commander during World War I1.

Slavik is survived by his wife,
Edna; a daughter, Bemeda (Lou-
is) Meeks of Boston, Mass.; son,
J. Ronald (Lisa) of Orchard Lake;
six grandchildren; brother
Stephan of West Bloomfield; and
sisters Helen Loren of Royal Oak
and Polly Golding of Palm
Springs, Calif.

Funeral services were conduct-
ed Wednesday at Our Lady of
Orchard Lake Shrine Chapel.
Burial was in Holy Sepulchre
Cemetery, Southfield.

It's important
that they find one who can build the
style they want the way they want it.”

The real estate section of your local
newspaper is a gmxf place to start.
Reading it over you can find out which
builders are active in your area, what
types of homes are being built, and what
price you might expect to pay. In addi-
tion. the Builders Association of
Southeastern Michigan has a list of
builders who construct homes in various
areas. Local real >*stale agents are also
often helpful in conducting the search.

Friends and relatives can provide
useful recommendations. Ask them

about builders they have dealt with or
for the names of their friends who have
recently had a good experience with a
builder.

After making a list of builders,
make notes about their reputations and
quality of work. Recording all factual
information as well as your own impres-
sions. will make comparisons easier
later on.

Perhaps the best way to learn about
builders is to visit homes they have built
and to talk to the owners. Ask the top
builders on your list for addresses of
their recently-built houses. At the very
least, drive by to see if the homes are
visually appealing and. if possible, get
the phone numbers of the homeowners
S0 you can see how they feel about the
homes after having lived in them.

Ask people if they are happy with
their homes and if the builder did what
was promised and performed in a timely
manner.

The most telling question of all may
be whether they would buy another
home from the same builder. Most peo-
ple will tell you if they are pleased with
their homes; if not. they usually will
want to tell you about their experiences.

looking for quality and value. The con-
struction features of the home, such as
the detail work on cabinets and trim,
will tell you a great deal about the
prospective builder. Price is important
but value is more so. Just because a
home is more or less expensive than
another does not mean it is the better
value.

"Value takes more than just price
into account.” comments Jones. "The
quality of the construction and the loca-
tion of the home, along with the price,
make up the value of the home. Each
home will have a different value tor dif-
ferent buyers." Another important factor
in selecting a builder is the warranty
provided on the home. Get a copy of the
builder’s warranty and read it over. If
you feel you need help understanding
any aspect of it. take it to an attorney.
Don’t wait until you move in and a
problem arises to find out what coverage
you have.

"Most builders offer some torm of
written warranty," Jones adds. "Many of
them back their own work while others
offer a warranty backed by an insurance
company. To get an insured warranty,
you must buy from a builder who
belongs to an insurance program.”

Another thing to find out from a
prospective builder is what kind of ser
vice you can expect after the sale
Typically, a builder makes two serv ice
calls on a new home One comes
between one and three months after
move-in, while the other comes at
around eleven months, usually right
before a one-year warranty would
expire Inan emergency, the builder
should send someone to your home
immediately.

Be thorough in choosing your
builder. Ask a lot of questions and make
sure you get specific answers. If you
receive the answers verbally rather than
in writing, take notes. Never hesitate to
ask a question for fear of sounding stu
pid or uninformed. What seems like a
stupid question might yield an informa-
tive answer.

"Buying a new home is one of the
biggest and most important purchases
you'll make in your lifetime." concludes
Jones. "By doing your homework,
you’ll be able to look for your home
with a sense of confidence and the
knowledge that will help you make the
right decision."

But at 2 a.m. the morning before
Molly’s wedding, she and her mother
were sitting at the kitchen table doing
the seating chart for the reception and
Molly hadnt even started packing for
her honeymoon!

“It was horrible,” says Molly. “All |
wanted to do was get some sleep, but
there were so many decisions and de-
tails that still had to be resolved. |
ended up totally exhausted on my wed-
ding day.”

shoes; practice walking in them.

m Deliver unity candle, ketubah to cer
emony site. ) )

m Write out day-of-wedding checklist/
timetable; keep it handy.

m Show someone how to bustle your
train.

m Check attendants’ outfits and acces
sories.

m Have going-away outfits delivered to
reception site.

m Ask best man to pick up honeymoon
luggage; store in his trunk.

m Put cash in envelopes for tips, offici
ant’s payments; give to best man for
distribution.

Prepare a wedding day emergency
kit; sewing Kit, extra stockings, tissues,
aspirin, makeup, extra pair of glasses
or contact lenses, nail polish, spot re
mover.

1did. And I found the origins in Grant Campbell’s insightful and

delightful book, "Words.”

The wedding ceremony was once known as bride-ale, from the Anglo-Saxon
brydealu, a blending of bryd (bride) and ealu (ale). Acup of ale sealed the
exchange of vows to marry. Bride-ale eventually became bridal.

Bridegroom hails from the Scots' brydgrome, a takeoff of the old English
brydguma, bryd plus guma, for man. Guma eventually became gome, grome

and groom.

Prior to its marital sense, to wed meant to wager, Middle English for a
pledge in the form of a bet. Expansion to the marital sense produced “weddian

for fairer, for fouler.”

Honeymoon is derived from a German custom of newlyweds drinking mead,
wine made with honey, for alrout a month after “tying the knot” (itself a
colloquialism that’s a reminder of when the presider at a wedding ceremony,
while blessing the couple, tied together two comers of their wedding garments

to symbolize the new union).

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Bridal expos unveil one-stop shopping

yd LaChiusa, president of
Brides-To-Be Inc., knows better
C than most business people that
necessity is the mother of invention.

In 1976, as she watched her engaged
friends search for gowns, florists and
caterers, LaChiusa came up with a
concept for one-stop wedding shopping
— a place for brides-to-be to see all of
their wedding must-haves under one
roof.

Today, her successful Clinton Town-
ship company conducts 25 bridal
shows every year. The firm’s biggest
exposition, at Dearborn’s Hyatt Regen-
cy in January, drew about 4,000 visi-
tors, including prospective brides and
their parents, fiancees and members of
the wedding party.

Here’s a list of upcoming shows in
Observer & Eccentric communities:
12:30 p.m. Sunday, Feb. 6, Northfield
Hilton, 5500 Crooks, Troy; 6 p.m. Sun-
day, Feb. 13, Livonia Marriott, 17100

day, Feb. 27, Rochester Hills Country
Club, at M-59 and Rochester Road,
Rochester; and 12:30 p.m. Sunday,
March 27, Sheraton Inn, 27000 Shera-
ton, Novi.

“We can feel the excitement at the
bridal shows. It’s like opening night at
the theater, it’s electric,” said LaChiu-
sa, 38, who remembers her first show at
Zuccaro’s Country House in Mount
Clemens.

“I had 25 exhibitors who were willing
to take a chance on the concept. | was
the commentator for the bridal show,
my father developed the advertising
and Zuccaro’s donated the room. Re-
sponse was wonderful, so | knew | was
on to something,” she said.

She now has a full-time staff of six
and 25 part-time models who work the

shows. Smaller shows include 40-60 ex-
hibitors and three to four bridal salons.
Big expos, such as the Hyatt, include
more than 200 exhibitors and about 20
salons.

Typically, visitors check in at the
door and pick up a vendor directory
and a packet ofexhibitors’discount
coupons. Since the show is mainly for
looking, visitors use the directory to
check-offthe vendors they’ll call later
for prices, LaChiusa said.

Besides gowns and formalwear, mod-
eled in a runway show, every expo in-
cludes representatives from local
jewelers, bakeries, limousine services,
caterers, florists, invitation engravers,
entertainers, travel agencies, restau-
rants, photographers/videographers
and other wedding suppliers.

Brides usually visit booths for about
75 minutes before the fashion show
that features gowns from L’Elite Bridal
Salon, Southfield; Only You Bridal
Salon, Livonia; Poliak’s Bridal Salon,
West Bloomfield; The Manhattan Col-
lection, Troy; and others. Gowns from
Jacobson’s, Rochester, will be modeled
at the Feb. 27 expo. Men’s formalwear
is from President’s Tuxedo, one of
Bride's-to-Be’s original exhibitors.

Most brides see at least two shows in
the 18 months before the wedding, La-
Chiusa said.

Because price is important to brides
these days, LaChiusa makes sure ven-
dors offer low- to high-end packages.
At larger shows, brides see gowns
priced as high as $10,000, to previously
worn gowns, sample dresses and can-
celed special order gowns for about
$100 to $300. Atypical photo package
costs $500 to $2,000, she said.

This is a service-
oriented system that’s designed to help
the gift buyer as well as the bride,” she
says.

For many couples, the decoration
that adoms the top of the wedding cake
is as important as the cake itself.

$175 to $400, often are purchased by a

time to celebrate your marriage.

Just as you considered the style,
form and location of your wedding cere-
mony, consider the same elements
when planning your reception.

Provided by Copley News Service,
here's a general checklist, offered in
“The Creative Wedding Guide”
(Heartstrings Inc.) by Cookie Roberts,
that may guide you in choosing where
to hold your reception:

m How many guests will attend?

m What kind ofatmosphere do you
wish?

m Will it include a sitdown dinner,
buffet or hors d’oeuvres?

m Do you want dancing? To what kind
of music?

m How far is the reception hall from
the wedding ceremony site?

m Are there kitchen facilities available
for outside caterers?

m |s there adequate parking?

You may choose to hold your recep-
tion at the site of your wedding or else-
where in a hotel, restaurant, historic or
public building, private club or a pri-
vate home.

It may be indoors or outdoors. Ifit is
outdoors, consider the weather and
prepare for inclement conditions by
renting a tent, which can also create a
festive atmosphere.

Modem Bride magazine offers some

sions, museums, lofts or botanical gar-
dens.

“Resources for such places are wed-
ding consultants, party planners or
your local chamber of commerce, parks
commission or historical society,” the
magazine advises. You will have to hire
a caterer to use these kinds of facilities.

Choosing the menu

First, consider the time of day you’ll
be hosting the event. If you’re holding
the reception at a hotel or restaurant,
the establishment will prepare the food
for you and will provide options.

Asitdown dinner is a formal choice
and can be more expensive. A buffet
can offer substantial entrees or finger
foods and can be either formal or infor-
mal; it encourages mingling among
guests. You might consider butler ser-
vice for hors d’oeuvres rather than a
buffet.

Ifyou hire a caterer, choose one who
is established and ideally has been rec-
ommended to you by someone you
trust. The caterer will typically give
you a package price based on a cost per
person, advises the “Modem Bride
Guide to Your Wedding and Marriage”
(Ballantine/, it should include food
and beverages, wait staff, bartenders
and all utensils. Go over all the details
S0 you won' be surprised by any omis-
sions.

For beverages, you should offer
champagne or sparkling cider for toast-
ing, beer and wine or an open bar,
which should include all kinds of
premium drinks. Make sure you go
over your desires with the caterer or re-
ception establishment personnel.

Your cake doesn't have to be the
traditional white-frosted tiered variety
anymore. Choose your favorite flavors
from a baker you know; make sure you
have enough for all your guests.

Flowers and music

Generally, continue the floral theme
from your wedding at your reception.
You may even arrange for someone to
pick up the flowers from your wedding
site to take them to the reception site.

Flowers decorating the buffet and
bar tables as well as individual tables
will set a formal or informal tone, de-
pending on your desire. Hire a florist
whose work you admire.

You may choose a seasonal theme
with your flowers, depending on what
time ofyear you mairy. Or if you’re
marrying in an exotic locale, choose flo-
wers indigenous to the region.

Music adds to the atmosphere and
can convey either formality or infor-
mality. Aformal affair can be lovely if
you select a single harpist to play in
the background or a trio of classical
musicians.

An informal affair may be centered
on a rock n’roll or country-western
band that will invite the guests to
dance after any ceremonies.

Ifyou are limited in your budget,
hire a disc jockey to play exactly the
kind of music you choose. Usually, he
or she will give you a list ahead of time
and ask you for your favorites.

Make sure you pick a special song —
“your song” —when you and your
groom go to the dance floor for the first
dance, which traditionally signals
when everyone can follow you to the
dance floor.

the garter, which the groom removes
from the bride’s leg, to the unmarried
men. The one who catches either is the
next to be married.
