Pappas said plans call for hav-
ing all memorials placed in a cres-
cent shape in front of the school.
The military park has enough

space and nearby parking to ac-
commodate those attending cere-
monies honoring veterans.

To win approval, the move of
the “Our Lady” statue must be
presented to the planning com-
mission, cemetery board, school
district and local veterans organ-
izations, by city policy.

Pappas has already presented
the plan to the planning commis-
sion.

“You just cant find a more per-
fect place,” Pappas said, adding
that creating a military park
“keeps with our conception of
keeping it all one area.”

Pappas told commissioners the
move of the statue would cost less
than an earlier proposed move to
Kellogg Park, “not even $2,500.
We’re going to take care of that,”
he said.

Keith Thompson, a Civil War
re-enacter from Livonia who at-
tended the commission meeting
dressed as a Civil War Union sol-
dier, told commissioners, “People
don’t often go to cemeteries to
look at a monument.”

Aninos said she and daughter
Nicole, 6, and son Paul, 2, started
feeding the birds last fall. “We
usually feed them five days a
week before she goes to school,”
Aninos said.

Even before unwrapping the
bread, dozens of geese and ducks
begin approaching them in antici-
pation of food.

“Once in a while, the kids get
their fingers nipped,” Aninos
said. On this morning, the birds
don’t get that close, as they wait a

few feet away before spearing
pieces of bread tossed on the
muddy ground.

“See the one with the broken
wing? We always have to make
sure we get him something be-
cause she’s always worried about
him,” Aninos said.

Tim Payne, district wildlife
biologist for the state Department
of Natural Resources, said,
“We're very strongly against feed-
ing Canada geese or ducks for

that matter.

“We discourage that because
usually they’re not getting a good
diet,” he said.

Canada geese naturally graze
on grass in the summer and eat
com and other grains in the win-
ter — and wetland vegetation
year-round. They’re even known
to eat apples, Payne said.

The DNR does relocate young
birds when enough lakefront own-
ers ask. But Payne said the coun-

DNR to look into the rising geese
and duck population in Hines
Park.

Payne said geese and ducks
have enough insulation to survive
a severe cold snap like the one iD
January, adding they need open
water and food.

He suggested that people who
have in effect made pets out of the
birds by feeding them in summer
should continue to feed them in
winter.

Pig In apartment: A Canton woman wants to keep
her Vietnamese pig in her apartment.

A Canton woman wants to
know why cats and ¢ogs are al-
lowed as pets in some apart-
ments but pet pigs aren’t

“The first thing people think
is — barnyard. A big, dirty
barnyard. And that's not true.
These pigB are easier to train
than a dog or cat” said the
woman, who asked not to be
identified for fear of eviction.

The woman and her family
have a new Vietnamese pot-
bellied pig, weighing in at a lit-
tle more than four pounds and
sporting a pinkish body and
black hair. She’s checked
around at apartments, includ-
ing her own, and the answer is
no, she is not allowed to have a

Pi

OI'éut the woman wants to see
that changed, especially when
communities, such as Canton
Township, view the non-farm
pig as pets.

“Pot-bellied pigs have be-
come fashionable lately,” said
Miles Davis, township inspec-
tor. “They are considered a do-
mestic animal. | just dont see
anything (in township ordi-
nances) that would prohibit
them.

That really doesnt matter to
most apartment owners and
managers. They don't want
pigs in their apartments. “I
don’t have to let them in my
building,” said David Sparrow
of Management Corp. of Mich-
igan, as well as the vice presi-
dent of the Apartment Associa-

tion of Michigan.

By far. Sparrow said, cats are
more prevalent and more ac-
cepted in apartments. While
some apartments allow dogs,
size restrictions apply. “Gener-
ally dogs are more difficult.
They bark and there’ no place
for them to run,” Sparrow said.

The Canton woman, howev-
er, sees her pet pig, named
Curley QP Quincy, about 12
weeks old, as more similar to a
cat than a dog. Consequently,
she reasons, the pig should be
acceptable in an apartment.

Like a cat, Curley uses Kitty
litter. Unlike many cats, she’s
affectionate and loves to be
handled. "And Bhe doesnt
stink like a dog or cat. She
doesn’t chew,” the woman said.

Curley eats food prepared
specifically for pot-bellied pigs.
She can eat fruits and vegeta-
bles, but no meat, salt or choc-
olate.

Like other domestic pets,
pot-bellied pigs are given the
necessary vaccinations, they
have their hooves clipped and
can be trained.

Pot-bellied pigs are generally
short, reaching only about 15
inches at the shoulder, but
they can weigh up to 50-60
pounds, said Elizabeth Dun-
can, a pot-bellied pig breeder
in New Boston.

“They are very quiet. They are
a lot easier to house train than
a dog. And they dont jump up
on a table like a dog.”

The commission has scheduled
a public hearing on the ordinance
for its next meeting, 10 a.m
Thursday, March 3, at 600 Ran
dolph in Detroit.

Homeowners object to SS number request

Homeowners who object to giv-
ing the local assessor their Social
Security numbers may have to
prove by other means that they’re
eligible for the lower school prop-
erty tax rate this year.

Citing fears of “Big Brother,”
some homeowners are refusing to
give their Social Security num-
bers when they send city or town-
ship hall the affidavit entitling
them to a six- or 12-mill tax rate
on their domiciles.

Without some proof, they may
have to pay 24 mills.

“The Michigan Department of
Treasury has the legal authority
to use Social Security numbers
for tax purposes,” according to
the/tate treasurer’s Feb. 10 advi-
Sory memo.

“Federal law prohibits the state
or local governments from releas-
ing a Social Security number to
unauthorized persons. Local gov-
ernments may not use Social Se-
curity numbers for any purpose
other than to administer the

California by his parents, Ed and
Rosemary. “He’s loose with every-
one and relaxes people. Just by
his nature, he makes everyone feel
welcome.”
* Sieracki enjoyed the contest-
ants as well. “A big part of it was
their personality. Everyone there
was open and very friendly.”

Sieracki and his fellow contest-
ants fielded questions on non-fic-
tion; anagrams; Euro Disney,
state flags; transportation; and
dogs. “The questions weren* that
hard, but the pressure was. The
TV cameras got to me at first. At
the beginning of each show, the
pressure got to me a lot and |
couldnt concentrate. Conse-
quently, | missed the first two
questions. After a minute or two,
it was easier.”

“Because some taxpayers may
inadvertently make errors on
their affidavits or improperly
claim more than one homestead
exemption, we ask for a Social Se-
curity number tp verify that the
property is properly claimed," she
said, citing three sections of the
Social Security Act.

-» Wayne County roads officials
have seen the future of road con-
ditions around here —and it isn't
pretty

Last week county road workers
discovered that this winter’s frost
has penetrated four feet into the
ground beneath paved roads, and
three feet beneath unpaved roads

deeper than in recent years.

That means there’s more water
than usual trapped under the
roads. The simple translation is
this: Paved roads may be rougher

this spring and gravel roads im-

spassable.

So county road crews are al-
ready beginning preparations for

the "big thaw,” which may have
already begun. “We are making
sure that all of our yard locations
are stocked to the ceiling with
large-stone gravel for the unpaved
roads and cold patch for the
potholes,” Wayne County director
of roads Robert Mahoney report-
ed in a press release.

The way it works is this: Thaw-
ing frost near the surface, unable
to drain through the froxen
ground below, mixes with soil to
form a soft mud unable to support
the weight of pavement and vehi-
cles..

Homeowners am likely to aee e May 1 deadline
/or filing a homestead exemption affidavit to get a
major break on the school property taxes.

DNR’sregulation function

In an effort to apead the process
of everything from road building
to redevelopment of proparty, the
Wayne County government is
trying to taka over many of the
kay oversight responsibilities of
the state Department of Natural
Resources.

“We have major problems with
the DNR now, as | suspect every-
body does,” said deputy county
executive Michael Duggan. "UltI-
mately, what we'd like to do is be
free of the DNR bureaucracy.”

Specifically, Duggan objects to
the DNR’s performance regarding
permit applications, which must
be submitted whenever building
activity occurs near water or re-
quires soil to be moved.

Some developers, Duggan said,
have waited more than two years
for the DNR to act on a permit
application. Wayne County won’
take as long, he said. “The answer
may be no, but we promise them a
prompt answer.”

So far, thanks to a Clean Air
Act bill passed in Lansing last
year, Wayne County has the re-
sponsibility to administer air pol-
lution laws that the DNR handles
everywhere else in Michigan. All
air pollution emission fees in
Wayne County are now paid to
the county instead of the DNR.

County officials hope to get au-
thorisation this year to add
ground contamination and wet-
lands to its list of responsibilities.

Feeding hungry program’s goal

The Food Ib Share program, in which Kroger
mtores team up with volunteers to provide food
for the needy, is already under way in Livonia.
A group ofarea clergy plan to bring the program
to the Plymouth-Canton community this spring.

Good ideas tend not to stay in
one place. That’s certainly true of
the Food To Share program, in
which the Livonia Education
Association teachers’ union and
Kroger have teamed up to help feed
the hungry.

The Rev. Bryan Smith, pastor
of Geneva Presbyterian Church in
Canton, read about that program
and thought it would be well-suit-
ed to the Canton-Plymouth com-
munity. He contacted Nancy
Spinelle, LEA board of directors
member and community relations
representative.

“It allows people to purchase per-
ishable items,” said Smith, a
Canton resident, in describing the
local effort, being organized by more
than 20 local churches.

Work on the Plymouth-Canton
program began late last year.
“Geneva sees it obviously as part of
our mission,” Smith said. “It really
ties in well to our mission state-
ment.”

In Livonia, shoppers at Kroger
are able to spend a certain amount
over their grocery bill, keeping their
receipts for tax purposes. Kroger
handles the accounting and, based
on what was contributed the previ-
ous month, makes so much avail-
able the following month for needy
families and individuals.

“Our program got going almost a
year ago,” said Spinelle, a Westland
resident and kindergarten teacher

date, some $5,000 in donations has
been made available to needy cus-
tomers at the two Kroger locations
in Livonia.

Such a program helps to avoid
“double-dipping,” in which dishonest
recipients take advantage of gen-
erosity, said Bill Roberta, director of
social services for the Plymouth-
Canton Salvation Army. “This’ll
help out a lot of the churches that
dont have the resources we have,”
added Roberts, a Detroit resident.

Participating churches will dis-
tribute certificates for contributions
in worship bulletins. A letter on the
program just went out to local cler-
gy, Roberts said.

The Salvation Army also oper-
ates a food bank, and demands are
considerable, which means dona-
tions of non-perishable food items
are much-appreciated. Donations
pour in for Thanksgiving and
Christmas, he said, but help is
needed throughout the year.

“Then we have to keep it going

do some other area churches,’'EuT ‘through the whole year. Usually

most aren’t able to provide such
perishable items as fresh produce,
meat and dairy products, which re-
quire refrigeration. “It also helps to

Railroad crossings
City should drop fight

he city of Plymouth should drop its bat-

T tle against the CSX railroad over the
length of time train crossings can be
blocked.

A new state law extends by two minutes the
length of time a railroad crossing can be
blocked, from five minutes to seven.

Plymouth, using a local ordinance, is looking
at continuing to ticket CSX for violating the *
five-minute limit. If the city does, a legal battle
with CSX is expected. Such a battle isn’t worth
the cost..

The new state law is a good one. Railroads
operate under many more regulations than the
trucking industry. Railroads build and main-
tain roadbeds while the trucking industry uses
roads built with public money and then com-
petes with railroads.

Granting the railroads two more minutes
eases the restrictions. Also, the new law puts
money into a fund to pay for improvements to
rail crossings. Such improvements will allow
trains to move faster.

The city is trying to block those changes be-
cause of money. Railroads regularly block cross-
ings for up to 10 minutes and And it cheaper to
pay fines than make up smaller trains.

Writing tickets to CSX has been a gravy boat for
the city, which has used the fine money for its
general coffers. Under the new law, that money
will go to make needed repairs.

That makes sense. Making improvements to
crossings helps speed up trains and cut down
on traffic delays. The new law addresses the
real problem, track conditions.

And of course, the city of Plymouth doesn*t
like it because a revenue source has dried up.

The entire Plymouth community owes much
to the railroads for its development and charac-
ter. 1t’s time for the community to learn how to
live with the railroads.

Trading lawsuits with CSX and ignoring the
new state law do nothing but harm the resi-
dents. Money should be spent on improving
crossings not on court suits.

Marketing ploy a useful tool

hen someone advises you to “call New
W York,” it’s usually a sarcastic inference

that you’re incapable of handling
things yourself.

Well, some Oakland County folks did call
New York —actually The Wall Street Journal
— recently. But, in so doing, they lead us to
believe that they’re handling things just fine.

Oakland County will be the subject ofa 12-
page advertising supplement in the Journal.
Stories and pictures will tell and show how good
it is to live and do business in Oakland County.

The supplement makes Oakland County look
good. A similar effort could do the same for
Wayne County, we believe.

Oakland County is the fifth wealthiest in
United States, according to one estimate, and is
certainly “the epicenter of business in Michi-
gan” in the words of Ken Rogers, the economic
development director for county government
who helped secure the deal with the Journal.

The supplement will appear tomorrow, Fri-
day, Feb. 25, in Wall Street Journals that are
sold in 15 Midwestern states.

If Rogers and Oakland County Executive L.
Brooks Patterson are smiling over this deal, it
could be because all the positive publicity
about their turf apparently didn't cost the coun-
ty one single tax dollar.

The Wall Street Journal wrote the stories,
took the photographs and sold the advertise-
ments that appear in the supplement.

That’s fine with us. Oakland County is blow-
ing its horn on somebody else’s battery juice.
But the important thing is that the horn gets
tooted and the county’s story gets told to some
very important Midwestern readers who are
eoncemed with business.

And, if it works in Oakland County, why not
try it in Wayne County, too? After all, western
Wayne County is certainly no slouch when it
comes to providing good places to work and do
business.

When Ed McNamara was mayor of Livonia,
we remember, the city administration engaged
in a lot of one-on-one promotion, advertising
and recruiting.

Such efforts haven’t been very noticeable for
a long while south of Eight Mile and west of
Telegraph. It’s time to revive them, and some-
thing like this Wall Street Journal supplement
would be a good way to do it.

“We think it (the Journal supplement) is an
opportunity for everyone to explore,” said Oak-
land County’s Rogers.

Rogers said he thinks the Oakland supple-
ment will recur next year and the year after and
S0 on.

“It’s a demonstration of government not set-
tling for the status quo,” he said. “We need to
find new ways to talk to the people we want to
do business with. We’re trying to do new things,
getting off with the old and on with the new."

resident fees charged for the roller skating
class she signed up for through the City of
Plymouth Parks and Recreation Department.
First, let me state why we charge a non-resident
fee for all our classes. The majority of our par-
ticipants are non-city of Plymouth residents
and do not pay taxes to the city to help support
the recreation department.

However, after talking to Coppiellie | realized
that for these particular skating classes the
non-resident fee of $8 was not appropriate. The
recreation department gets a percentage from
the Skatin’ Station for signing up participants.
The classes are not held in any city facility and
we are not paying the instructors as is the case
with all our other classes. These roller skating
classes are the only classes we offer that fall
into this category.

In order to rectify the situation a voucher for
$8 was sent to each non-city of Plymouth resi-
dent who signed up for the roller skating classes
through the recreation department. This vouch-
er will allow them an $8 savings on any future
class they wish to sign up for.

Yes, we do need to protect our children from
abuse and neglect, but if someone has a suspi-
cion, they must make an effort to verify that
suspicion ifat all possible. We must follow the
law to help prevent innocent parents from need-
less accusations. The answers were in the
school office. All they had to do was look.

I don’t feel it’s too much to ask for those in-
volved to admit their mistake, take responsibil-
ity and apologize. | do, however, feel it will nev-

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Lawmakers look folks square in the eye and
talk taxes instead of preying on gamblers.

Horse racing is regulated by%he Michigan
Department of Agriculture. In the old days,
horses were considered a farm industry deserv-
ing of promotion, the way apples, cherries and
beans are promoted today.

Clearly, horse racing’s heyday is past. Lad-
broke DRC in Livonia set its attendance record
Memorial Day 1962; Northville Downs, May 15,
1960; Haxel Park. Memorial Day 1965

From the tax standpoint, Michigan’s record
horse racing year was $28.9 million in 1975.
Since then, state taxes have slipped more or
less steadily to the $21 million mark, according-
to the racing commissioner’s annual report.

Michigan has been trying desperately to raise
the take by expanding the racing season from
590 days in 1976 to more than 900 days current-
ly —even as wagering and attendance have
slipped.

It was silly, in my opinion, to expand racing
dates because the horse supply is down —
17,000 in 1991 compared to 19,000 in 1984, ac-
cording to the Senate Fiscal Agency.

Fewer horses and more races mean poorer
quality. A decade ago, | went to Northville
Downs on a Wednesday night. The first five or
six races were 'maidens”- horses who never
had won a race. Handicapping (rating) horses of
such poor quality Is Impossible —like predict-
ing the weather without satellite maps or look-
ing out the window at the sky. Any bet is a
sucker bat I havent bean back. Obviously,
other ax-fans agree.

The Michigan Lottery is having a similar ex-
perience. A decade ago. ticket sales were lass
than 1600 million a year. They topped in 1988
and have been slipping sines then.

Lottery Commissioner Jerry Crandall notes

that Michigan pays out only 45 cents of each $1
bet. State taxes eat the lion's share. The retailer
geU a fee.

Clearly, lottery players are making a wager
with poor payoff odds.

Crandall thinks taxes should be cut. He
thinks legislators blundered when they exempt-
ed lottery winners from the Freedom of Infor-
mation Act. Newspapers used to give the lottery
a lot of free publicity when they published fea- 1
ture stories on local winners. No more.

Crandall also thinks lottery fans become dis-
trustful when Lansing doesn't (cant) tell them
winners' names. Folks suspect bureaucrats are
hiding the money.

Some lottery players believe fervently that
certain numbers have "luck,” as if luck were a
measurable quality like radiation or calories.
That’s raw superstition, unscientific and anti-
religious. The chances that any digit will come
up are always one in 10. Ask your pastor. Ask
your kid’s math teacher.

If gambling casinos ever come to Michigan, |
bat they go broke.

Three young men wanted to
oteal weapons when they broke
into a house in the 36200 block
of June, near Wayne Road and
Palmer, a proeecutor said.

The allegation — voiced by
Wayne County assistant pro-
secutor Maria Petito — came
last Thursday as defense attor-
neys tried to convince a judge
to reduce bond for the defend-
ants, including one Canton

“They were looking for
guns,” Petito told 18th District
Judge C. Charles Bokoe.

Bokos refused to reduce
bonds ranging from $10,000 to
$25,000 for defendants Aaron
Michael Thomas, 18, of Livo-
nia, Ryan Donald Morrison,
18, of Canton Township and
Jeffrey Brian Parsons, 20, of
Auburn Hills.

Bokos, noting that the de-
fendants fled from police and
had to be captured on foot, said
he feared the men would also
flee the area and try to avoid
being tried on breaking and en-
tering charges.

Moreover, Bokos said the al-
legation that the three men
were trying to steal guns is “a
great concern to the court.”
The incident was reported at

9:46 a.m. Fab. 7.

- Three men broke into the
June house while they knew
the homeowner was in court on
another matter, Westland po-
lios Sgt. Steve Ryskamp said.

But the homeowner returned
home and caught them in the
act, prompting the three sus-
pects to flee the house and
leave behind a Ford Bronco
that they drove to the scene,
Ryskamp said. The vehicle
didnt belong to any of the sus-
pects.

Police arrived quickly on the
scene and caught one suspect
just three blocks away. The
other two were later ap-
prehended separately during
foot chases that ended in
Wayne, police said.

Thomas, Morrison and Par-
sons appeared in 18th District
Court on Thursday for a pre-
liminary hearing to determine
if they should stand trial. All
three volunteered to waive the
hearing, in a move that auto-
matically sent their cases to
Detroit Recorder’s Court for
trial.

Al three could face up to 15
years in prison if convicted.
Not guilty pleas had been en-
tered for them in court, prior to
Thursday’s hearing.

Defendant’s sentence
reduced In appeal

A man Who pleaded guilty in a
robbery that left a Livonia motel
manager paralyzed had his prison
sentence cut in half Friday.

Roby Davis, 26, was resen-
tenced by Detroit Recorder’s
Court Judge Bruce Morrow to 14-
30 years in prison for the Decem-
ber 1991 incident at the Comfort
Inn, east of Middlebelt at 1-96 in
Livonia.

Davis’ original sentence of 46-
70 years was vacated by the Mich-
igan Court of Appeals. The
appeals court ruling called the
sentence handed down by Judge
A. George Best in July 1992 “too
lengthy, too far outside sentenc-
ing guidelines.”

A second defendant, James Ar-
thur Hayes, is serving 36-70 years
after being found guilty at trial on
two of three charge stemming
from the incident.

Thomas Hoatlin Jr., then of
Bedford Township, remains para-
lyzed from the chest down after

being shot at point-blank range
with a .44-caliber revolver during
the robbery. No one was convicted
of the shooting.

Hoatlin, 30, who attended the
resentencing, couldnt be reached
for comment this week.

Livonia Police detective Capt
Mike Murray said Hoatlin made
an emotional plea for a tough sen-
tence the second time arotfnd.

But Morrow, who inherited the
case after Beit'failed to win re-
election, said gwdelmes wouldn't
allow that because “excessive
brutality” wasn’t involved.

“There was no additional bodi-
ly injury since the initial act”
during the robbery, Morrow said.

The judge delayed a ruling on
whether Davis would serve the
new sentence consecutively or
concurrently with time being
served for two armed robberies in
Macomb County.

If served consecutively, he
could spend as much aa 36\8
years in prison. Concurrent sen-
tences could mean parole in about
12 or 13 years.

Canton shocks ‘nervous’ Salem

Call it a preview to the big
event.

In truth, last Saturday’s Michi-

And that’s not meant to belittle
the WLAA —particularly consid-
ering this season’s meet, which
promises to produce one of the
best and most talented fields in
the league's 12-year history.

the 100 is among the top three.

Not to be overlooked was Plym-
outh Salem’'s Fred Locke, who
was second to Clark in both the
50 (22.02) and 100 (48.87). Both
swimmers bettered the MHSAA
state qualifying standards in each
event — which was the object for
those competing.

Livonia Stevenson’s Jeff Buc-
kler showed that the WLAA will
have solid representation in the
50 at the Class A state meet —
the big event previously referred
to — by finishing fourth with a
state-qualifying 22.62.

Other state cuts were turned in
by Canton's Mike Orris in the 200
(sixth in 1:46.98) and 500 (12th in
4:56.52) free; Livonia Franklin’s
Randy Cobb in the 100
breaststroke (third, 1:01.75); Ste-
venson's Falk Roading in the 100
breast (seventh, 1:02.48); and
Livonia Churchill’s Jon Carlson

in the 200 free (seventh, 1:48.59).

Kummer made all seven of his
free throw attempts to finish with
nine points and seven rebounds.
He also played strong defense,
holding Louisville’s star forward
Dwayne Morton to 14 points on 6-
15 shooting from the floor.

The 49ers lost the earlier meet-
ing at Louisville, 76-55. A possi-
ble third game between the two
teams would take place at the
Metro Conference Tournament
held next month in Biloxi, Miss.

“Now we know we can beat
them,” said Kummer, who would
settle for snipping the net off the
rim instead of standing on it. “1
want to get a Metro League ring.”

Kummer has been in the
UNCC playing group since arriv-
ing in the fall of 1992,

As a freshman, he averaged 5.0
points and 2.6 rebounds per game
coming offthe bench.

Kummer earned a starting role
earlier this year and is averaging

6.3 points and 4.6 rebounds while
shooting 40 percent from the field,
including 35 percent from three-
point range (21-60).

Kummer scored a career-high
17 points, including five triples,
in a 60-58 win over Butler on Dec.
29 in the Cable Car Classic in
Santa Clara, Calif. He had 14
points, five rebounds and three
assists on Feb. 5in a 76-71 win
over Tulane.

Kummer’s confidence has car-
ried over to the free throw line,
where he is shooting 78 percent
(36-46).

“Last year | played, but it was a
pretty simple role: scrap and get
garbage baskets,” Kummer said.

Cast does a good job In ‘Guys and Dolls’

With its opening
and closing num-
bers. the Plymouth
Theatre Guild pro-
duction of “Guys
and Dolls" gets off
to a flying start and
finishes up with a
big bang. In be-
tween, though, it’s
an odd mishmash
of ingredients that
is sometimes de-
lightful, sometimes

> disappointing.

With music and lyrics by Frank
Loesser, “Guys and Dolls” is, as
you'll remember, a story about a
zany group of Runyonesque card
sharks, horse players, etc. who hang
around the sidewalks of New York,
and eventually meet up with a group
(also zany) from a Salvation Army
mission. Romance plays a large
part, of course. After all, this is mu-
sical comedy.

Adam Carey is the suave Sky
Masterson, who eventually wins the
hand of the Salvation Army's Sister
Sarah Brown (played here rather in-
consistently by Lisa Brandow).
Carey has a pleasant voice and a
distinctly appealing way with a
song. In the acting department, he
does a good job, too (although one
sometimes wishes his Sky were a bit
more "shady” and a little less
sweet).

The irrepressible Ivory Mckay
plays Nicely-Nicely Johnson, one of
the most lovable crooks you’ll ever
encounter. When McKay is onstage,
his sense of fun is of epidemic pro-
portions. His appearances seem to
literally energize this cast and, con-
sequently. the audience benefits, of
course. His big number, “Sit Down,

You're Rockin’ The Boat,” is a veri-
table showstopper.

Stephanie L. Hindmarsh as the
frustrated songstress. Miss Ade-
laide, punches up this production
too. A gifted comic who can really
lielt out a song, she's also cute as a
button, even when she’s wearing
some pretty frowzy costumes.

Nathan Detroit, a character af-
flicted with probably the worst fear
of matrimony in the history of musi-
cal theater, is played by John Jor-
dan. Although Jordan is fun to
watch, his portrayal of Nathan
seems slightly off the mark. Isn't
“good old reliable Nathan” in fact
about as slick and slippery as a sew-
er rat? Here, he just seems flustered
and overwrought most of the time,
which is kind of funny in itself, but
is it Nathan Detroit?

Jeannette Sowman, as Sister Ar-
vine Abernathy, has an especially
nice moment with Loesser's fine cre-
ation, “More | Cannot Wish You.”
And Wendy Sielaff, along with

Brandon Gauvin, Amber Thrift, and
Andrea Gauvin as Gen. Cartwright
and her sidekicks, are always a riot.

In general, the sizable supporting
cast of “Guys and Dolls” does a
good job.

Peripherals are a little spotty, al-
though clever sets amount to some
first-rate fun.

Much of the show’s disappoint-
ment has simply to do with the ex-
asperating acoustics at the Water
Tower Theatre. The snappy dia-
logue  so much a part of the fun in
"Guys and Dolls” — is often lost to
the audience. Even more regrettable,
many of Loesser's great lyrics are
lost too.

Many migratory birds are in-
sect eaters. Not many insects are
available early in spring. They
could get trapped here because of
ice and snow and not be able to
find food.

Trees may open their buds too
early because of the warm weather
and force flowering too early. If
freezing temperatures occur dur-
ing blooming, the flower dies and
no fruit will form. Since fruits are
what make more trees, the chance
to replace dead or dying trees has
been lost.

Food supply for winter resi-
dents also Is at its lowest point. If
there has been a hard winter and
spring temperatures are late in ar-
riving, there many not be enough
food to last until new food sup-
plies occur.

On the other hand, if a bird ar-
rives early and can find food and
a nesting territory, it may be able
to raise more young than those
birds who do not arrive early. Ifa
tree blooms early and leaves come
out early, because of the warm
temperature, it will set seed early
and have leaves to produce food
for a longer period. Producing
more food for storage will help the
tree to survive during periods of

stress. )

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Tantrums:
Some ways
to stop them

friend and associate of mine talked shop
A over a cup of coffee the other day. We

were between meetings, so what did we
talk about? Whining, teary eyes and temper
tantrums, of course.

Although Helen is a child care consultant and
teacher, she admitted her weakness in dealing
with and handling her own daughter’s temper
tantrums. Helen’s youngest child of three years
apparently has been giving her the blues with
her whining and wailing while stiffening her
young body, making it hard to hold or move her.

By the time we reached our respective cars, |
had given Helen some written information that |
had in one of my many file folders in the back seat.
It apt offered tips on how to stop temper tantrums.

Many young children show their angry feel-
ings by screaming, kicking, throwing themselves
on the floor or banging their arms. These temper
tantrums are no fun for parents or children.
Here’s how to help curb them:

At home

(1) After making sure your child cannot hurt
him- or herself, someone else or objects around
him or or her, ignore the temper tantrum. Don't
talk to your child during the tantrum.

(2) Walk away from your child, if you’re hav-
ing trouble ignoring the tantrum.

(3) Ifyour child follows you, close yourselfin a
bedroom or bathroom until the tantrum ends.

(4) When the tantrum is over, tell your child,
“I like being with you when you are smiling (or
sitting quietly or playing with your sister, etc.)”
Say nothing about the tantrum.

(5) Dont give in to a tantrum. That is, do not
give your child what he or she wants to make he
or she stop screaming.

(6) Ifthe tantrum is over something your
child does not want to do, wait until the tantrum
is over, then calmly but firmly say, “Now it is
time todo . . .” Again, say nothing about the
tantrum.

With company

It is often difficult and embarrassing if your
child has a temper tantrum when you have com-
pany or are visiting. At these times, it might
seem easier to give in to your child. However, if
you give in to tantrums only when company is
present, you may teach your child that temper
tantrums work when company is around. It is
best to respond as consistently as possible to
tantrums whenever they occur. When possible
use the six steps listed earlier and alert your vis-
itors to your plan. 1fyou’re unable to carry out
this plan, you might try the following:

(1) If you or your guests are unable to ignore
the tantrum, lead or carry your child to his or
her room, saying, “Your behavior is not OK. You
may come out when you’re finished.”

(2) Ifyour child comes out of his or her room
before the tantrum has stopped, lead him or her
back to the room without saying anything. If
your child leaves his or her room repeatedly and
you are uncomfortable leaving your guests, try to
ignore the tantrum as much as possible. When
your company leaves, you can then lead your
child back to his or her room.

(3) Once the tantrum is over, let your child
leave his or her room, saying, “Would you like to
join us?" or “I like the way you are behaving.”
Say nothing about the tantrum.

(4) In some cases, you may not be able to al-
low your child to “scream it out.” If your child is
starting to throw a tantrum in front of company,
you might try distracting him or her. Another
approach is to give your child a choice other than
what he or she is demanding. For example, if
your child is demanding a drink of soda, you
might offer him milk or juice.

(6) Sometimes it is difficult for young children
to share their parents’attention, particularly if
they are used to being with them much ofthe
day. You may be able to prevent tantrums for
your attention ifyou spend a few minutes help-
ing your child become acquainted with your com-
pany and by giving your child a little special
attention during the visit. ,

Some children seem to wait until they are in
public places before they throw temper tantrums.
Not only is this behavior highly embarrassing, but
also many parents don't tike to let their children
scream in public because they are afraid ofwhat
people might think.

culinary arts. That’s why
agroup of Plymouth
Salem High School stu-
dents took to the road to
see what goes on behind
the scenes at two hotels

in the metropolitan area.

At one time, high
school  students
dabbled in home
economics. The stu-
dent of the 90s,
however, is into the
culinary arts.

A name change for turning out
scrambled eggs and buttermilk bis-
cuits for the family? Nope. It’s the
first tentative step toward a possible
career in the food service industry.

For culinary arts students at
Plymouth Salem High School, the
class gave them a chance to see
what goes on behind the scenes at
two of Wayne County’s better known
hotels - The Ritz-Carlton and Hyatt
Regency, both in Dearborn.

“Most kids say ‘l want to work in
a hotel’ . . . this gives you an idea
of what you have to do,” said senior
Paul Montresor.

The students, most of whom work
at their school’s Salem Rock Cafe,
learned that it takes an army of peo-
ple to run a hotel. They toured the
laundry facilities, the kitchens, VIP
suites (which seemed to be a fa-
vorite), health clubs, restaurants
and management offices.

At The Ritz-Carlton, the teens
participated in the India portion of
the hotel’s International Cultural
Festival, watching a demonstration
by visiting chef Jeet Reen of
Shalimar Restaurant in Farmington
Hills. Afterward, the students tasted
Reen’s Tandoori Chicken spiced with
ginger, pepper, allspice and paprika.

While waiting for the school bus
ride to the Hyatt, aspiring hotel
manager and high school junior
Chris Weidman took the opportunity
to inquire about future employment.
Others quizzed The Ritz-Carlton’s
employees about their experiences
and pay at the hotel.

At the Hyatt Regency, the teens
got a bird’s-eye view of the hotel
through the glass walls of the eleva-
tor, visited with the hotel manage-
ment team, and compared the
hotel’s facilities with those of The
Ritz-Carlton.

The students also gazed at the
view of the Detroit skyline from the
revolving restaurant atop the hotel.
They finished the day by having
lunch at Kyoto Steakhouse in
Dearborn.

In retrospect, Stephanie fill, a se-
nior, said she was impressed with the
benefits that hotel employees receive
like “how the staff gets to eat free,
how they take care of them," she said.

The tours and meal were sched-
uled to prep the students for their
participation in the Salem Rock
Cafe, said teacher Carey Garey. The
restaurant, open to the public, offers
a variety of dishes, including Cqun

catfish, Tex-Mex chicken and
desserts.

“We have a set menu for entrees,
salads and sandwiches and grill
items and desserts to our specials
that we have everyday,” she said.

The restaurant, which opened in
1971, is open to the public and
teachers. Plymouth Salem and
Canton students - except those who
work in the cafe - cannot eat in
there.

“That's part of the perk for giving
up their lunch period. The time we
need to be open is during lunch so
they have lunch after our doors
close, but they eat in our dining
room," Garey said.

The students have also toured the
restaurants at Henry Ford
Community College and Schoolcraft
College. In March they will tour
Oakland Community College and

learn about its curriculum.

These field trips, Garey said, offer
orientations to the different schools'
programs.

Her students have gone on to be-
come chefs on cruise ships, man-
agers of restaurants in Hawaii and
at Disney World in Florida. Another
student was presented with the first
bachelor’s degree from Johnson and
Wales College and has since become
a teacher’ assistant. That’s the part
ofthe job that makes Garey proud.

“That’s one of the best things
about this job, training these kids
for actually doing something.”

Students who choose to go onto
other fields still learn valuable em-
ployability skills, she said.

“Even if a kid decides they are
not going to be interested in culi-
nary arts ... all the employability
skills are all the same no matter

which job they go to,” she said.
“They have a time clock that they
have to punch. We try and treat it as
a regular job. They don't get paid
but what they do get in terms of ex-
perience and experiences that they
wouldnt have gotten otherwise."

Junior Heather Anderson wants
to go into marketing but she agrees
with Garey. Her experience and ex-
periences have taught her valuable
skills of dealing with people.

“The people ... | like to work
with people. | love serving people,”
Anderson said. “Except for the peo-
ple that come through and yell at
me because their food isnt ready or
something. They don’t understand
that I dont cook.”

That’s part of maturing, however,
Garey said. The students find “out a
lot about themselves which is part of
the learning process."

Before | build a wall, I ask to
know what | was walling in or
walling out, and to whom | was to
give offense.”

Over the centuries, people have
had enough religion to hate each
other, but not enough to love each

other. Minority groups have
found themselves excluded from
participation in the Soda) and
economic life of the societies in
which they lived. The original
meaning of the word “ghetto” is a
walled-off section of a city, physi-
cally separating Jewish inhabit-
ants from contact and commerce
with others. Such walls, actual
and symbolic, have become sym-
bols of degradation and destruc-
tion for all groups that have been
forced to be separated and there-
by rejected.

The fomenters of group hostili-
ty are still active in the world to-
day.

In the United States, prostate
cancer is the leading malignancy
in men, and the number two
cause of cancer deaths. Current
estimates are that a 50-year-old
American male has a 40 percent
chance of developing microscopic
prostate cancer during his life-
time, a 10 percent chance of being
diagnosed with the disease and a
2-3 percent chance of dying of
prostate cancer.

Data from the Center for Dis-
ease Control’s National Center for
Health Statistics shows an alarm-
ing increase in the incidence of
the disease since 1980. The num-
ber of prostate cancers diagnosed
increased 8-10 percent annually
the past few years.

This trend may be due in part
to aging of the population (pros-
tate cancer occurs with a greater
frequency in elderly men), to im-
proved diagnostic procedures that
discover tumors that may other-
wise have been undetected in the
past, or to increased awareness

ofhomegrown herbs

eve you always wanted to have an herb
| garden, but thought you didnt have
enough sun?

A surprising number of herbs do grow
well in a partially shady location. Some of them
are perennials, meaning they grow from year to
year without having to be replaced, while others
are annuals, those that need to be replanted each

ear.
Y Herbs generally don’t require much effort and
dont need a lot of fertilization because flavor is
sacrificed when there is lota of growth. And fresh
herb flavor can’t be beat! Herbs also are fragrant
and pretty and reward the gardener in many ways.

Herbs do like a rich soil. Compost or spaghnum
peat worked into the existing bed will accomplish
this. Good drainage is necessary. Herbs don like
wet feet any more than we do.

Most people begin growing herbs for the part
they play in our culinary world, so that is the type
of garden | have planned. Start small —the gar-
den can always be enlarged and | don’t want you
to be discouraged with too much work. But as |
said, what little is required is well worth the effort.

Garden planning

I’ve designed a small rectangular garden about
20 feet by 5 feet. It doesnt have to be “squared
off” —it could be oval in shape or some other
configuration. Use this plan as a guide (see related
story).

Araised bed will allow the soil to warm up earli-
er in the season, but isn’t necessary. It will be easy
to reach all the plants from all sides, but if the
garden abuts a building or hedge, a path of step-
ping stones, gravel or wood chips will make it easi-
er to care for the plants. A layer of newspaper or
landscape fabric under the latter two will reduce
weeding chores.

Some perennials will form the bones of the gar-
den and will do fine in the semi-shady location.
They can be bought as plants in May, while the
annuals can be started from seed indoors in early
March or sown directly into the garden when the
soil warms up.

Savory characters

Perennial plants include Lavender, which
blooms a beautiful deep blue-purple and will pro-
vide a fragrance as you brush the foliage — Mun-
stead and Lavender Lady are good choices. Com-
mon Thyme is a relatively short upright plant
with deep green foliage, while the foliage of Lemon
Thyme is tinged with yellow. Sage plants are love-
ly with gray-green, purple or variegated foliage.
Taste the leaf of the French Terragon plant before
you buy it to be sure the flavor is strongly anise-
like. Space them 18 inches apart.

Livonia shows African artobjects

m In honor of Black History
Month, tke city of Lhronlaex-
hibits Its African art collec-
tion thought to be objects of
the Ovimbundu tribe of Por-
tugese Angola.

| n celebration of
Black History
Month, the
Livonia Arts Com-
mission presents
an exhibition ofthe
city’s African arti-
facts through Feb. 25.

The tum-ofthe century art,
thought to be tribal objects ofthe
Ovimbundu people from Portugese
Angola, laon display in the circular
showcases on the second floor of the
Livonia Civic Center Library, Farm-
ington Road and Five Mile.

“This is the appropriate time to _
display our African artifacts, in hon-
or of Black History Month,” said
arts commissioner Lee Alanskas.

“It is an expensive exhibition that
belongs to the residents of Livonia
and they should be able to enjoy it."

Donated to the city 30 years ago
by The Rev. and Mrs. Paul Haakell
Clark ofthe Pilgrim Congregational
Church in Livonia, the art objects
were collected by the missionary
supported by the congregational
church.

The collection was originally as-
sembled by Brewster Pilgrim Con-
gregational Church of Detroit, which
became Pilgrim Congregational
Church when it moved to Livonia in
1957. It was the wish ofthe church
that the artifacts be shared with the
community as a whole.

Handcarved figures and drums,
baskets, war clubs and com cob
dolls reveal a culture where art was
a part of daily life.

Appraised in 1986 by David Ack-
ley on the recommendation of Evan
Maurer, director ofthe University of
Michigan Museum of Art, the value
ofthe collection was placed at
132,545,

Most of the objects were readily
identified and appraised, being com-
parable to known objects in the lit-
erature and on the art market,
stated Ackley.

However two of the objects, a
handcarved mask and a female fig-
ure with child, posed problems of
evaluation, leading Ackley to believe
they could be priceleas due to the
fact the existence of such a mask, if
it is a tribal work of the Ovimbundu,
until that time had been unknown.

When arts commissioner Dorothy
Wilshaw found the collection tossed
haphazardly into a library closet in
1992, she took it upon herselfto see
that the objects were stored properly
in acid free paper.

“I think since we have this valu-
able collection, it should be looked
after "said Wilshaw.

City librarian Michael Deller says
that when he first came to Livonia,
he was i«apressed by the quality of
the African art collection. He con-

m Ilvm in Importantbo-
caooo thoy roprotoata
cuttaro that’s rapidly
disappearing as ws
know It In Africa.’

siders the residents of Livonia very
lucky to have these artifacts.

In his travels, he has seen compa-
rable pieces only at museums in
New York and California.

Of course, that’s not to slight the
fine collection of the Detroit Insti-
tute of Arts, whose collection former
Gov. G. Mennen Williams was in-
strumental in assembling during
the time he served as ambassador to
Africa.

“The items themselves are im-
portant because they represent a
culture that's rapidly disappearing
as we know it in Africa,” Deller said.

Over the years, the collection was
loaned to load schools and colleges

as well as the University of Michi-
gan Art Museum.

Hollowed from a tree stump, a
tribal drum with pyro-engraved
incised patterns sports a four-legged
animal crawling up the side. The
animal and drum were carved from a
single piece ofwood. In 1985, the
drum was appraised at 1375.

Another ofthe art objects, a
female figure holding a child has the
word fetish carved into the back. It
is more than likely a fertility image.

The figure of woman with child
according to Ackley is a rare object
that he roughly valued at $2,500.

The seeds of the basils and sa-
vory can be started indoors in
March, although they can be sown
directly into the garden as can
parsley and coriander. Follow the
directions carefully that are print-
ed on the seed packets — they
contain a wealth of information.

The Real Estate Show, a method of
“showing” houses on cable TV, is
going great guns as it approaches it*
first anniversary.

That’ the word from Sam Cherrin
of Farmington Hills, the local found-
er, organiser and producer of the pro-
gram, and a couple of Realtors who
use that marketing strategy.

Sam and his wife. Bonnie, buy one-
hour blocks of time from Metrovision
franchises, then go out and sell 15
second bites to real estate agents to
tout individual houses they have for
sale. A couple hundred houses can be
shown in a fast-paced hour.

“We take still shots of different
houses supplied by Realtors, the fa-
cade of the house," Sam Cherrin said.
“We do a 15-second voice over for

each.

m ‘We’ve had homes ee lew as $20,000. The most
expensive property te date, | think, was $1.0 million.
Typically, they range from $70,000 to $200,000.’

“On the screen, we show a picture
of the home, a picture of the Realtor,
two phone numbers and the price of
the home during the voice over,”
Cherrin said.

The tape is updated weekly.

“Currently, I’'m running 20 differ-
ent companies,” he said. “We've had
homes as low as $20,000. The most
expensive property to date, | think,
was $1.8 million. Typically, they
range from $70,000 to $250,000.”

To cut ties, explore options

Q. We’re sick of
our management
company, which
was hired by the
developer, and we
want to get rid of it
at the time of turn-
over.

Cherrin said he has no figures on
how many people tune in.

Cherrin said he looks at his service
as complementing rather than com-
peting with print advertising.

“Our program and your advertising
really work in tandem,” he said. “In
real estate, it's very important the
public believes there's a lot of adver-
tising out there on houses. We're
reinforcing what's in your newspaper
and your newspaper reinforces what’s
on our show.”

Cherrin also distinguished his
show that airs continuously from
similar productions with much more
limited air time. "We’re bulk. We

have as many as 127 hours per week.”

Connie Isbell, a Realtor with Rad
Carpet Keim in Farmington, said
she's enjoyed much success with The
Real Estate Show.

"By far, it’s our best source of ad-
vertising,” she said. “Yesterday, | had
four calls from The Real Estate
Show. To get four calls in one day
from any source of advertising is
unheard of.

“The other thing we're impressed
with is a lot of buyers calling who
watch the show are just starting to
look,” Isbell said. “We meet them
early in the process, start on the right
foot. That makes for a much easier
transaction. They don’t always buy
the house advertised . . . but the con-
tact was made as a result of the
show.”

Jack Padley, classified advertising
manager for the Observer A Eccentric
Newspapers, said he’s familiar with
shows like Cherrin’s.

“It’s a neat, new twist on an old
concept that could complement tradi-
tional advertising,” Padley said. “But'
on a cost or response basis, real estate
ads in newspapers have always and
will continue to be the most effective
advertising."

Cherrin’s next expansion will be to
cable systems serving other commun-
ities.

White Oak boasts north Michigan feel

Builders and developers who work together on
several projects tend to build good rapport and
quality subdivisions. Three with Rochester con-
nections are combinig efforts on a 35-acre parcel
a few miles north of The Palace of Auburn Hills.

A residential subdivision that
attracts buyers with no models on
the site must be something special.

That’s how Rochester builders
James Rutkowski, president of
James Joseph Builders, and
Mario Cerqua, president of Stella
Homes, view W hite Oak in Orion
Township.

“Youve got a wooded, beautiful
subdivision, you’re right by Bald
Mountain State Recreation Area,”
Rutkowski said. “lI was out here
Sunday and people were riding

horses through here.”

“You feel like you’re in northern
Michigan, but a quarter mile away
you’re in town," Cerqua said.

Rutkowski controls 36 lots,
Cerqua 12, each at least 100 feet
wide, in the subdivision off
Clarkston Road just east of Lapeer
Road.

Mike Foley of Rochester devel-
oped the parcel and figures that
the natural beauty and seclusion
will be big draws.

“It’s somewhat wooded offa grav-
el road,” Foley said. "The site is sur-
rounded by wooded, wetland areas.

“Our intent and the builders’in-
tent was to keep homes with a
base price in the $190s, which is
considered affordable here today in
northeast Oakland County,” Foley
said.

“Both of these builders have
been with me through several subs
- Paint Creek Ridge in Orion,
Oakland Farm in Oakland
Township,” he added.

The models should be up by
June, Cerqua and Rutkowski said.

Prices range across the spec-
trum from $179,000 for a three-
bedroom, 1,800-square-foot ranch
to $209,000 for a four-bedroom,
2,425-square-foot two-story to
$265,000 for a colonial of 3,000
square feet.

Standard features include side-
entry, two-car garage; first-floor
utility room; basement; and range,
dishwasher and garbage disposal

in the kitchen.

The site is serviced by city wa-
ter and sewers.

“Foley bought the land at the
right price,” Rutkowski said. “The
land is inexpensive now for the
area and it got passed along to us.”

“These houses probably will be
second time (new) buyers,” Cerqua
said. “ That’s what I'm dealing
with at Silver Bell. Most have kids
less than 10 years old.”

“I’'m getting a lot of interest
from the Chrysler Tech Center,”
Rutkowski said. “W hat are we -
eight minutes away?

“l talked to one customer and
she said she preferred the (Lake
Orion) schools in this part of town,
the wooded area,” he continued.
“It’s wooded sites, schools and up-
graded homes."
