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Fire merger going smoothly
Talks are goiji< weU among the city of Plymoath, 
Plymouth Toirnahip, and firs union leaders over a 
merger of the two fire departments. Staffing levels 
and pensions are top issues in the discussions.

So far, so good, say fire union lead­
ers and government officials as the 
parties have begun talks on merging 
the Plymouth city and township fire 
departments.

Merging the two departmenU to 
gave money was most recently pro­

posed by city and township officials 
March 8.

Representatives from the two gov­
ernments and two firefighters' unions 
plan to meet a second time March 30. 
The first meeting March 16 was 
upbeat, participants said.

“Everything was real positive,” 
said Charles Russo, head of the town­

ship firefighters’ union.
“We're juat talking on real broad 

iaaues, manpower, the number of offi­
cers," be sakL

City manager Steve W alters viewed 
the meeting similarly. “T he union 
made reasonable proposals and we 
made reasonable proposals back,” 
Walters said.

“We’re going to make some prog­
ress quickly, based on the first meet­
ing," Walters said.

Needing to be settled are differenc­
es in current separate contracts gov­
erning pay and benefits for both city 
and township firefighters.

"All of the details of the tseo union 
contracts have to be reaolved," 
Walters aaid.

For example, at tha top of the scale 
for each union, township firefighters 
earn $39,519 base annual salary after 
five years, and d ty  firefighters earn 
$38,364 in base pay after four years.

Meanwhile, benefits and vacation 
time are generally better for city fire­
fighters than for township fire­
fighters.

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Gallimore School 
closing unlikely

Ciallimore Elementary School 
parenU atxl titafT who packed 
Monday'e P lym outh Canton 
achool board workehup were hap 
py to hear that their neighbor­
hood school probably won't close 
after all

A decision is expected Monday, 
when the Itoard is scheduled to fi 
nalize its 1994 95 budget. The 
budget must be passed by July, 
under state law.

To save money. Superintendent 
John Hoben had suggested 
transferring Gallimore students 
to other schools and using the 
building to house special pro­
grams now located at Tanger, 
Starkweather and Central Middle 
School. He suggested selling 
Tanger and Starkweather, both 
former elementaries.

The board has wrestled with 
the issue for weeks, and heartl 
from plenty of Canton parents up­
set with the prospect of their chil­
dren, who walk to Gallimore. 
being bused elsewhere.

The district's total 1994-96 rev­
enues are projected at $85.1 m il­
lion, up $6.5 million from this 
year.

Trustee Sue Feiten said that 
with Plymouth-Canton Educa­
tional Park approaching enroll­
ments of 4,500 and 4,600, “ maybe 
that size is overwhelming. The 
idea of an alternative high school 
has been brought up many times. 
I'd suggest a long-range look at 
that. Maybe Bentley or Gallimore 
would be a consideration if you 
need an alternative site for a 
small high school."

Bentley is one of the two new 
elementaries built in Canton but 
left unopened after the millage 
failed last year.

Trustees including Roland 
Thomas. Dave Artley, Jack Far­
row and Barbara Graham favor 
opening Tonda and/or Bentley 
next year.

Among the cost-cutting mea­
sures being considered is privat­
ization of some work.

The district's finance subcom­
mittee didn't calculate potential 
savings, but suggested privatizing 
or competitively bidding out ser­
vices including maintenance, 
transportation, secretarial ser­
vices, purchasing, printing and 
central warehousing.

The schools also expiect to save 
on health care.

"Health costs continue to be a 
source of strength in both the 
1993-94 and 1994-95 budget pro­
jections,” said Ray Hoedel, asso­
ciate superintendent for business.

"If the district's health cost 
trend continues for the remaining 
five months of this school year, 
this gain will reflect in an im­
proved fund balance projection, 
not only for June 30, 1994, but 
also for June 30, 1995.”

Thomas suggested reducing op­
erating costs by adding to the gen­
eral fund interest earned by the 
capital outlay account. “ At the 
end of the school year, we will 
have $1.4 million in that ac­
count,”  he said.

Land sales are no longer a po­
tential revenue source, Hoben 
said in answer to a question from 
trustee Carl Battishill. “ We are 
property-poor now. We are down 
to two (potential school) sites,” 
the superintendent said.

Thomas suggested studying the 
feasibility of collecting taxes once 
a year instead of twice. “ We could 
save $70,000 in collection fees,” 
he estimated.

Finance director Diane Barnes 
said the move would make good 
financial sense, as the district 
would be able to borrow less.

The district also is examining 
health-care cost reductions rec­
ommended by a consulting firm.

Board members considered res­
torations and expenditures in 
areas including class size; ele­
mentary counselors; middle 
school orchestra; extracurricular 
activities and staff development.

Currently, 85 percent of the dis­
trict's budget goes to wages and 
benefits. Graham said she'd like 
to see a mandatory 20 percent of 
the budget go to operating costs; 
“ things you absolutely have to 
have to run the school district. 
I t ’s ridiculous to sign contracts 
and then three or four years later 
have no books.”

But some veterans told the city 
they were against moving the 
Vietnam memorial now in Kellogg 
Park, and some raised the con­
cern that the World War II me­
morial could be damaged as it's 
become fragile.

Pappas said he was confused 
that commissioners were focusing 
on the park proposal, saying his 
main intention was “ to bring 'The 
Lady’ back to town.”

The Civil War Memorial Asso­
ciation “ shows interest in that 
area,”  he said. “ But to come out 
and say tomorrow we should move 
all the monuments, that’s not 
going to happen.”

When Bill Joyner's contract as ex­
ecutive director expires May 31, the 
Canton Com munity Fotm dation will 
change i ts  cou rse  and  h ire  an  em ­
ployee for daily operationa.

“H as Bill Jo y n e r been excluded? 
No. Absolutely not,” said foundation 
president Mitch Howard.

Jo y n e r, one o f th e  fo u n d a tio n ’s 
founders an d  co n trac ted  executive 
d ire c to r  since  th e  o rg a n iz a tio n ’s 
b irth  more th a n  five years ago, said 
he p lan s  to  ap p ly  for th e  job . “I 
would tak e  i t ,” Jo y n e r sa id . “T hey 
said it  would be a full-time job.”

The foundation board of directors 
expects to  m eet M onday evening to 
develop ju s t  w hat type of job will be 
open, sa la ry  an d  tim e tab le  for h ir ­
ing. ‘T h e  personnel committee made 
som e reco m m en d a tio n s. T he fu ll 
board though w ants to work through 
som e of th e se  reco m m en d a tio n s ,” 
said Phyllis Redfem, personnel com­
m ittee chairwoman.

T h e  board  voted no t to  renew  a 
contract and go to an employee situ ­
ation. They a re  leaning to  fiill-time. 
B ut it  is not definite,” R edfem  said. 
“We m ay look a t  th e  p o ss ib ility  of 
extending the  contract. B ut no deci­
sion has been m ade,” R edfem  said, 
adding th a t overhead costs need to 
be reduced.

Board m em bers say th e  decision 
no t to renew  Jo y n e r’s a n n u a l con­
t r a c t ,  ' w hich pays m ore th a n  
$30,000, is not a personal a tta ck  on 
the  executive director.

“I ’m h a rd -p re s s e d  n o t to  ta k e  
th is  p e rso n a lly ,” Jo y n e r  s a id . “I 
have done 100 p e rcen t o f w h a t th e  
board has asked  me to do. I respect 
th e i r  dec is io n , b u t  I do n o t ag ree  
w ith it.”

Jo y n e r re fe rre d  to  n u m ero u s  
board reso lu tions lau d in g  h is  work 
and  for an n u a lly  increasing  con tri­
butions. In 1993, $167,000 contribu­
tions w ere b rough t in. In 1994, the  
to ta l is expected to  reach $176,000, 
exclud ing  fees from  p ro g ram m in g  
and services.

C hanges ah ead
How ard says th e  decision not to 

renew Joyner’s contract as executive 
director stem s from how board mem­
bers w ant to change the  foundation 
to ensure it  has a  future.

T h is  is a transition  as p a rt of our 
strategic planning. Fm trying to lead 
th is  to w here th e  foundation will be 
in  50 years. We’re  tak ing  i t  one step 
a t  a time,” Howard said.

The foundation board has decided 
to become more of an  endowment or­
ganization. According to board mem­
b e r Tom Y ack, C an to n  T ow nsh ip  
supervisor, 50 percent of all contri

b u tio n s  w ill be p u t in to  an  endow ­
m ent fund th a t will be allowed to ac­
crue in te ree t

B ut Joyner said  if  the  $260,000 in  
contributiona th e  foundation h as  re­
ceived in  i ts  life tim e  w as in v ested  
firom th e  s ta r t  a t  3 percent in terest, 
th e  found a tio n  w ould have  ea rn ed  
$7,500.

“We have ta k e n  an  a c tiv is t ap ­
proach to spin off and leverage dollars 
to  ge t th e  b e s t bang  for our buck,” 
Joyner said. “I f  we had had an endow­
m ent firom the s ta rt we wouldn’t  have 
had any money for programs.”

T he foundation  board , how ever, 
believes the  foundation has m et im ­
m e d ia te  n eed s in  th e  co m m unity  
and  i t ’s tim e to  p lan  for th e  fu tu re . 
All p ro g ram s w ill be e v a lu a te d , 
Howard said.

T he fo u n d a tio n  a lso  w a n ts  to  
se rv e  a s  an  o rg a n iz a tio n  th a t  can  
work w ith businesses, families or in­
dividuals who have charitable in te r­
e s ts , such  a s  e s ta b lish in g  
sch o la rsh ip s . U n d e r th e  p la n , th e  
foundation would ac t as an  agen t to 
accomplish goals, Howard said.

R educe ov eiiiead
In  m apping ou t a stra tegy  for the 

fu tu re , H ow ard sa id  e ffo rts  have  
been m ade to tak e  personalities - of 
th e  execu tive  d ire c to r  and  board  
m em bers - o u t o f th e  p ic tu re . B u t 
board  m em bers believe i t ’s tim e  to 
have a  h ired  em ployee in s tead  of a 
contracted employee.

“W ith a contracted employee, you 
have  very  l i t t le  co n tro l over th e ir  
h o u rs , th e ir  ac tio n s. We need  to 
move to an employee position and re-

duce the compensation,” Yack said.

W ith  a  h ire d  em ployee th e re ’s a 
g rea te r opportunity to invest in  th a t 
p e rso n  w ith  t r a in in g . “I f  th e y  a re  
successful a t  w hat they do, the  foun­
dation will grow,” Yack said.

But Joyner wonders if there’s more 
to th e  decision not to  renew h is con­
tra c t. “I th in k  my political involve­
m en t h a s  u p se t th e  ex is tin g  
Republican establiahm ent to the point 
there’s a concerted effort th a t I will be 
rem oved from  any  position  in  the  
community,” said Joyner, a Democrat 
who has successfully helped or m an­
aged  cam paigns for m any local 
Repiiblicans, including Yack.

Yack responded; “Fve heard  tha t. 
B u t h a s n ’t  he been  a  D em ocrat as 
long as he’s lived? If  th a t  was an  is­
sue, I thought th a t  would have hap­
pened a long tim e ago.”

Center an addition to Hymouth
T he plan to  tu rn  St. Jo h n  Sem inary in to  a 

family and  youth cen ter announced laat 
week by A rchbishop Adam M aida is good 

news for the P lym outh com m unity.
M aida said it will be a “world-class, flrst-of- 

its-k ind  center for families and  young people,” 
and  added th a t it will be used for recreation and 
retreats.

Such a center will draw people from around 
m etro Detroit to  the  P lym outh area, and be a 
good addition to  the  lis t of local attractions. 
Also, it  will benefit the P lym outh  com m unity 
more than  ano ther senior citizen housing com ­
plex, which was p lanned for th e  buildings.

Speculation abou t w hat will happen to  th e  
s ite  has run  the  gam ut from a new home for the 
D etroit T igers to  senior citizen housing.

P lym outh  Tow nship officials have been won­
dering abou t th e  site  since it was closed by the 
archdiocese in 1988 due to  declining enroll­
m ent. T h e  site  on Five M ile a t Sheldon Road 
near M-14 is zoned for residential developm ent 
if  no t used by the  church.

T h e  175-acre complex, which includes M is­
sion H ills C ountry Club, is a  perfect fit for a 
fam ily conference center. I t ’s located close to

the  in tersection  o f M-14 and  1-275, m aking for 
easy access.

Som e m odification of the  buildings will be 
needed. Rooms in the  three-story  residential 
hall will be opened u p  to  construct conference 
rooms, a  new kitchen, din ing room s and  offices.

Also, the  decision by the  Archdiocese of De­
tro it to  m ake use o f th e  s ite  to  help  Csmilies and  
you ths should be lauded. A part from the  golf 
course, the  complex also offers a  gym and  bowl­
ing alley.

M aida said th e  idea for a fam ily and  youth 
cen ter cam e to  him  las t spring while a ttend ing  a 
youth  rally convened by the pope in  Denver, 
Colo.

“ I was th ink ing  about our fractured fam ilies, 
an d  wondered w hat can I do in m y role,” said  
M aida. “We v. jre  w aiting for someone to  come 
an d  offer us a fortune. We were having to  take 
care of the  facility, and  th ings deteriorate. I 
thought, ‘W hy no t take th is  liab ility  and  make 
it  an  asse t?’ ”

T h e  decision was a  good one. In tend of trying 
to  m ake a fortune off the  land, th e  church de­
cided to  invest in people and  in  th e  P lym outh 
com m unity.

State still has education crisis
P roposal A d id n ’t solve M ichigan’s educa­

tional crisis.

There is more equity  — but still our 
w ealthy d istric ts  continue to have more money 
behind each child. And the  quality  issue has a 
d istance to  go.

Yes, we endorsed it. I t was the  better choice 
the  Legislature gave us. And after the sales tax 
ballot frasco last year, we did  ask the Legisla­
tu re  to  use its gum ption and  create an im prove­
m ent.

B u t w hat will happen when millages expire; 
when O akland County d istric ts  go for “hold 
harm less” millages, which en title  them  to what 
they got last year per child  p lus 3 percent; or if 
they  go for enhancem ent m illages to provide ex­
tra s?  W e’re predicting th a t voters in m any d is­
tric ts  will come up with a quizzical “H uh? 
T h a t’s not w hat the governor sa id” when asked 
for renewals or voted increases.

Well they should. The tru th  is th a t it takes 
good money to run good educational programs; 
however, voters are sm arter th an  many po liti­
cians give them  credit for being. They a ren ’t  
going to  throw the ir hard-earned, good money 
a fte r bad decision-m aking.

For instance, voters in the  Rochester d istric t 
probably will th ink  twice about future millages 
after the  school board decided to  build a school 
it could not afford to operate, despite pro tests to 
the  contrary.

L est R ochester school folks th ink  we are 
picking on them , there’s also the 3.5 operating 
millage request in the P lym outh-C anton d is ­
tric t th a t voters rejected in June . An arrogant 
board insisted residents d id n ’t  mean w hat they 
said  and, in August, pu t the  identical millage 
on the  ballot. T h a t, too, was tu rned  down.

T he problem is, school boards don’t  develop 
budgets. School adm in istra tions, the real opera­
tin g  force in any d istric t, develop spending 

plans th a t school boards a lm ost routinely a p ­
prove.

W ith the new school tax sh ift plan, voters in 
those d istric ts  will have to  ask them selves how

T here  are areas voters should dem and th a t 
th e ir  board look to  for savings. H ard as i t ’s 
going to  be to  consolidate, those gerrym andered, 
sm all d istric ts  like Clarenceville and  the Red- 
fords lack efficiency of scale. We all have to  ask 
if we w ant to  pay for someone else’s expensive 
trad ition .

Legislators privately tell u s  th a t an  economic 
vice-grip on schools will force changes in the 
way th ings are done. B ut defau lt is not the  way 
to  a lte r  behavior. Change becomes a m onster 
projected on the wall if  not p lanned for.

And change apparently  is w hat voters are de­
m anding. A survey sen t out by s ta te  Rep. Jerry  
Vorva, R -Plym outh, showed th a t  voters’ de­
m and for cost containm ent in schools (retire­
m ent reform, contract bids, downsized ad m in is­
tra tio n  and wage containm ent) closely followed 
voting patterns for Proposal A.

So here we are, s till talk ing abou t funding ed ­
ucation  and abou t property taxes when all we 
w ant to  do is provide a good education for all 
our kids. T he three are inseparable. ’This year’s 
M arch m adness a t  the  polls has helped b u t not 
solved the crisis of quality  and  equity  in our 
schools.

W hen a w hite 
fam ily opens u p  its  heart and  home for children 
of o ther races, th is  is given m uch positive press. 
W hen a  black fam ily does the sam e it can be 
criticized or go unnoticed.

W ayne O n te r  is required to recruit a diverse 
pool o f candidates for our foster care program. 
C urren tly  we do not have many white, H ispanic 
or A sian candidates. We encourage applications 
from all groups, including black.

I t should  also  be noted th a t race is not the  
prim e consideration for placem ent. T he prim e 
consideration is a placem ent where our special 
needs children can receive the  m ost loving and  
com passionate care.

T ^ r e  was also  one incorrect s ta tem en t in 
your article. Foster paren ts are no t paid for pro­
viding a home for children. T hey are  reim- 
hursed for the  cost of care such a s  food, clo th ­
ing, transpo rta tion  and  other expenses th a t 
would be incurred. T he m otivation has to  be 
concern for children, not financial gain.

he anti-OBE crowd has the 
wrong target when it blisters 
state education bureaucrats and 
school superintendents over Out- 
Coipes-Based Education.

_ Anfi'OBE types have been dominat­
ing radio talk shows and letters to the 
^ i to r  columns, passing themselves off 
as local parents concerned about 
school quality. In fact, they’re taking 
ihiar cues from Phyllis Schlafly, the 
very conservative ^ g le  Forum lady 
froin Alton, 111.
Z Their targets should be General Mo- 
fors. General Electric and Gen. Eisen­
hower.
Z The anti-OBEers are different from 
the evangelical fundamentalists who 
Attack the Michigan Model health cur- 
liculum as a tool of witchcraft and Sa­
tan. Phil Power has frequently de­
plored the anti-OBE ideas as irrele- 
vapt, more concerned with “inputs” — 
bow many Carnegie units of English, 
math and so on a kid sits through —

rather than with “outputs” — what a 
kid actually learns.

The anti-OBE litany goes like this: 
OBE fosters “cooperative learning” 
and group grades while stifling individ­
uals and fostering globalism; OBE’s 
“decision-making classroom tech­
nique” and “critical thinking” mislead 
children, who should be absorbing the 
religious values their parents want to 
teach them; “self-esteem” is naughty; 
and so on.

They emphasize drill and practice, 
phonics and, above all. Parental Au­
thority.

They must have thrown a fit at syn­
dicated columnist Mary McGrory’s de­
scription of General Motors’ Saturn 
plant:

“Spring Hill is not just a car, it’s a 
whole way of life. . . where GM execu­
tives and UAW professionals work in 
partnership. . . Spring Hill’s premise 
is that happy workers make better 
products . . . because they are making

their own decisions, every step of the 
way. They have 15-member teams that 
have great latitude and great responsi­
bility. . .”

They probably went ballistic at the 
recent business story about GE, the 
company that nurtured Ronald 
Reagan. GE is totally committed to the 
team approach — financiers, accoun­
tants, engineers and marketing gurus 
all working in teams to reach a ^obal 
market.

And we know they don’t  like Ike. 
Dwight D. Eisenhower, before becom­
ing president, penned “Crusade in Eu­
rope,” in which he laid bare the strate­
gies of himself. Chief of Staff George 
Marshall, and the Allies who won 
World War II hi Europe and North Af­
rica. Rereading Ike, I was fsacinated by 
the many parallels between his style of 
leadership and Outcomes-Based Edu­
cation:

“(Marshall) insisted that his princi­
pal assistants should think and act on 
their own conclusions in their own 
spheres of responsibility, a doctrine 
emphasized in our Army schools but 
too little practiced in peacetime.” 
That’s what OBE calls critical think­
ing — making decisions on your own.

American generals opera te  far dif­
ferently from the British, Ike said.
“The American doctrine has always 
been to assign a theater commander a 
mission, to provide him with a definite 
amount of force, and then to interfere

as little as possible in the execution of 
his plans.”

The irascible Briton, Montgomery, 
“separated himself habitually from his 
s ta ir’ and would walk into an Allied 
conference with his personal plan and 
expect everyone to b ^ .  Ike, as su­
preme A lli^  commander, would tap all 
his officers’ knowledge and develop a 
plan cooperatively. Thank God, Ike 
prevailed.

Phyllis Schlafly’s newsletter says: 
“QBE is sweeping the country in the 
name of school ‘restructuring.’ ” But 
our education columnist. Doc Doyle, 
recalls using OBE techniques in the 
1950s.

Outcomes-Based Education makes 
good business sense, good military 
sense and good common sense. Andit 
has for at least 50 years.

Proposal A passage attacks 
taxes, not school quality

f
n the aftermath of Proposal A’s unexpected 
landslide victory, some observations on the 
^  Michigan political system:

2 First, as to history. Last week’s vote to shift 
gupport for schools from local property tax mil- 
tage to statewide sales tax receipts ended a long, 
Ibng effort to fix the basis of Michigan’s tax sys­
tem.
”  Our over-reliance on the value of real proper­
ty as the best index of a family’s ability to pay 
|oes back to the Middle Ages, when land was 
^  only asset worth talking about. Our history 
u  a  predominantly farm state in the 19th cen­
tury contributed to the assumption that proper­
ty ownership defined a family’s stake in the 
economy and, roughly, determined its ability to 
I>ay taxes.

But as time ran on, the absurdities of a tax 
system skewed toward real property began to 
show up. Retired senior citizens, living ih a 
home they could afford while working, found 
ihey no longer could make tax payments. Farm­
ers living near the rapidly developing suburbs 
suddenly found their land taxed not at its value 
as a farm but in anticipation of development. 
The final rupture of a discredited system came 
about when suburbanites by the tens of thou­
sands found their assessments rising at double­
digit rates.

At bottom, the real point of Proposal A was to 
utulo as outdated an unfair taxation system 
that relied excessively on the value of real prop­
erty. Hooray!

; Second, as to political demographics. Make 
np mistake about it: This election was decided 
(ifr good when voters living in the suburbs 
egrved by this newspaper concluded that a tax 
shift eras inevitable arid the only choice was be­
tween an increased salee tea and higher income

We have seen 
two prior efforts to vote tax ehangse; both were 
Mlled by suburban opposition.

Third, as to future trends. Bear this in mind:

In and of ItaaU; this has done noth­
ing arhataoever for school quality.

The bottom line Last week Michigan voteca 
took a Mg etep toward fixing a bad tax system.

It takes only a cursory exami­
nation to realise this was one of 
the most powerful seasons ever in 
Observerland swimming.

Most of the scoring done a t 
state meet by area swimmers 
came in the free events. North 
Farmington’s Jon Kershaw had 
the best day, with firsts in the 100 
and 200.

Allen School site 
of May celebration

Teen sentenced in beating of store clerk

STArr Warns

A W estland teen has been sen­
tenced to two to 10 years in prison 
for beating a 7-Eleven clerk with a 
steel pipe and robbing the store of 
$33.50.

Charles Emory Gates, 19, was 
sentenced Wednesday by Detroit 
Recorder’s Judge L eo n a^  Town­
send for the 1:49 a.m. Dec. 20 rob­
bery a t the 7-Eleven on John HLz 
Road, south of Cherry Hill. He 
pleaded guilty on Feb. 18 to a 
charge of armed robbery.

G arden C ity  co-defendant 
Shawn Michael Fischer, 21, is 
awaiting a jury trial April 19. He 
is charged with armed robbery for 
allegations th a t he waited outside 
and drove the getaway car during 
the robbery.

The store clerk was injured but 
survived the attack. W estland po­
lice have said the steel pipe used 
to beat the employee was 2 feet 
long and 1 inch wide.

Gates could have faced life in 
prison during his , sentencing 
Wednesday, bu t Townsend in­

stead handed down a decision to 
imprison him for two to 10 years.

Fischer also could face up to 
life in prison if convicted of armed 
robbery. His jury trial ia sched­
uled in front of Townsend.

Both defendants were bound 
over to Recorder’s Court for trial 
during Dec. 30 preliminary exami­
nations in W estland 18th District 
Court.

Gates waived his hearing, in a 
move that automatically sent his 
case to Recorder’s Court for trial. 
Fischer tried to beat his charge by

having testimony presented dur­
ing his hearing, but he, too, was 
ordered to stand trial.

Fischer was initially arrested 
after he went to the W estland Po 
lice Department posing as a wit 
ness to the robbery, W estland De 
tective Sgt. Donald Haigh said 
Police said that under question 
ing Fischer made incriminating 
statem ents that led to his and 
Gates’ arrests.

Gates was subsequently identi­
fied in a photo lineup of suspects,

' Haigh said.

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Bulk candy buyers 
are paying too miich

Many bulk candy buy*r* are 
fM in g  short weight, th* Michi­
gan Department of Agriculture 
says.

“W* sampled S9 retailera and 
found 80 percent in violation of 
th* sta te’s w eighu and measures 
law,” said Dr. Edward C. Heffron, 
director of MDA’s food division. 
“Our survey indicated customers 
are illegally being charged for the 
candy srrapping, paying from two 
cents to $1 j o  extra per pound.”

Chief reason: Retail s ^ e s  mea­
sured wrappings as well as the 
candy in a variety of retail mar- 
keta across the state, in violation 
of state law. Violations occurred 
in everything frrom bubble gum to 
high-priced imported Belgian 
chocolate.

A preliminary review conducted 
earlier this year indicated that 
many retailers were unaware of or 
ignoring the law, so weights and 
measures officials from MDA and 
Washtenaw County conducted 
the 89 surveillance buys earlier in 
March in an attem pt to tip  the 
scales back in the customer's fa­
vor.

Heffron said warning letters 
were sent to 73 violators. If they 
fail to top th is practice, the state 
will prosecute.

Intentional violators face crimi­
nal penalties up to $10,000 in

finee, Av« years in jail and addi­
tional Attas up to double th* 
amount of their illegal proAts.

MDA and local s re i^ ta  and 
measurs* Jurisdictions' inspect 
scales periodically. MDA is plan­
ning similar surveys for other 
commodities weighed at th* time 
of sale, such as deli and oreat 
items.

Tipa for consumers:
■ Make sure you see the scale 
weight indication when your food 
is being sreighed.
■  Look on the scale for the blue 
foil state seal, indicating it has 
been certiAed by a weights and 
measures official.
■  Look for an indication that the 
scale is taking “tare,” a minus 
weight indication before the prod­
uct is placed on the scale, or a 
special tare light. It means the re­
tailer is not charging you for the 
wrapping.
■  If you suspect th a t you have 
received short weight, take your 
complaint to the Michigan De­
partm ent of Agriculture, Food Di­
vision — Weights and Measures, 
to RIe a complaint. Detroit num ­
ber is (313) 356-0783. Lansing 
number is (517) 373-1060.

Join staff on deadline at ‘The Paper’
AP — Near the end of Ron 

Howard’s “The Paper,” opening 
Friday a t metro Detroit movie 
theaters, on overwrought city 
commissioner jum ps the colum­
nist who’s been skewering him 
with relentless ezposes on park­
ing enforcement, points a gun at 
the reporter and asks why he’s 
being hounded.

Because, the looming colum­
nist, Dan McDougal (Randy 
Quaid), says with cool abandon, 
the commissioner srorks for the 
city and i t’s “your tu rn .”

I t’s th a t type of deadpan cyni­
cism tha t helps make “The Pa­
per” a high-voltage joy ride of 
journalistic fun. But woven into 
the laughter are some telling 
moments that mirror a few tru ths 
about the Fourth Estate.

Directing from a well-crafted 
screenplay by David and Stephen 
Koepp, Howard storms through 
24 hours a t the New York Sun, a 
scruffy daily that thrives on 
w h am -b am  h e a d lin e s  w ith  
slammers (ezclamation points).

I t’s an especially critical day for 
Henry Hackett (Michael Keaton), 
the Sun’s metro editor, who’s 
down to the wire over a story that 

^could free two young men wrong­

fully charged with murder and 
also has a job interview with the 
highly respected Sentinel (“We 
cover the world”).

Adding more dynamics to Hen­
ry’s day: wife Marty (M arisa To- 
mei) is about to  give birth  to their 
first child, his managing editor, 
Alicia (Glenn Close), wants him 
dead, and the paper’s editor Ber- 
nie W hite (Robert Duvall) is hav­
ing thoughts of mortality os he 
learns of a cancerous prostate.

Hey, no biggie. I t’s ju s t a typi­
cal day in the life of a reporter.

H ackett might work for a ta ­
bloid, but he has journalistic e th­
ics. I t’s im portant to get it first 
and get it fast, but more import­
an t — get it r i ^ t

Two white out-of-town busi­
nessmen are murdered, with a ra­
cial slur painted across their car 
to make it look like a crime of 
hate. Tsro young Mack men who 
are on the street at the time are 
arrested.

Wham. Alicia wants their ar­
rest and pictures on the front 
page.

Bam. The headline: “Gotriia!”
Henry learns tbe Sentinel has 

information tha t the murdered 
men spere involved in a banking

scandal and the arrested kids are 
innocent. But Alicia won’t  budge.

The minutes tick away as the 
paper’s deadline arrives. The in­
competent police beat reporter 
has nothing, and  McDougal 
doesn’t  seem to be getting any­
where srith the feds. But Marty, a 
former reporter who’s dying to get 
bock into the game, gets the 411 
from an old Justice Department 
source.

T h ere ’s only one m issing 
ingredient and Henry has to get 
tha t one himself.

Howard keeps a brisk pace. The 
audience races through deadline 
pressure with Henry, and watches 
the creation of a breaking news 
story.

And yes, you do get to hear the 
a lm o s t  m y th ic  “ S to p  th e  
presses!” But Howard packs a few 
surprises adth th a t one.

The filmmakers went to the 
New York Daily News and New 
York Post to research a big city 
tabloid, and learned well. Howard 
does indeed capture the frenzy 
aitd the passiotu, the pranks, the 
paranoia, tbe jaalousiea, tbe cre­

ative edge, the neurotic but intel­
lectual curiosity, the intense 
cam araderie, and the sezuol 
romps. Nothing is sacred in a 
newsroom, and everyone’s foil 
game.

His camera is never still. At 
times, it’s handheld to  give a grit­
ty sense of urgency.

And he couldn’t have a better 
cast: Performances are ezeeUeat- • 
all the way around.

As Hackett, Keaton is marvel­
ous and once again shows his io— 
credible versatility. He’s a news­
man, right down to his (Toca-Cola 
addiction and telephone balanc­
ing act.

Close is wonderful as tbe frus­
trated but aezually skilled fs a tu ra ^  
writer th rust into an adm inistrsp" 
tive spot she really can’t  handle, a 
jounudist who thinks she’s in tbe 
same league as the people sb* 
covers.

Duvall is a dasaic, an edltfo 
who slept his way around tiF  
newsroom and made his job h ^  
mistress. His srife is gone, his 
daughter hates him, and he’s skk  
and old.

Fewer than half the women in 
eight stataa are part of a married 
couple, led by New York, Massa­
chusetts, Rhode Island and C ali­
fornia. In  contrast, more than 60 
percent o f women in Idaho and 
Wyoming are in  a married couple, 
followed closely by U tah, North 
Dakota and Alaska.

Wonmn are  m ore edneated- 
than  ever. Three in four Ameri­
can women age 25 and over are 
high school graduates, and nearly 
one in five has a college degree. 
Both are improvements from 
1980, when two-thirds of women 
were high school graduates and 
one in seven graduated from col­
lege.

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Indoor gardening 
project is quite a dish

B efore you rush out into the garden to get a 
leg up on the season, rush out to your 
nearest garden shop and buy the makings 
of a dish garden. This will help get some 

of the garden fever abated until time for outdoor 
chores.

A dish garden is an easy project; the makings 
are readily available, and the result will make a 
nice addition to your indoor plant collection. You 
can choose a container to match your decor and 
the plants that appeal to you. Blooms come in dif­
ferent colors. Members of the cactus family, Cac- 
taceae, are from the hot, dry regions of the Ameri­
cas and are especially suitable for dish gardens.

All cacti are succulents; the name comes from 
the Latin Sucus, which means Juice. They have 
reservoirs in the leaves, stems, flower tubes and 
sometimes roots for storing the “juice” or mois­
ture.

There are around 2,000 species in the cacti fam­
ily — some have spines, others don’t. All cacti 
have special cushions or sunken areas called 
aeroles on the stems from which the spines, flo­
wers and leaves grow.

I constructed the dish garden pictured by using 
all desert cacti. I did use one succulent, a small 
aloe. Desert cacti have the same cultural require­
ments, and it’s important that the plants have the 
same needs. The plants are readily available for 
purchase.

The Latin names are tongue-twisters. Some 
common names are Scarlet-bugler (silver-torch), 
Puruvian apple (curiosity-plant), Blue barrel 
(devil’s-tongue). Golden barrel. Urchin — the list 

oti and on. I have found that many of the 
plants aren't specifically labeled, so I’ll leave it to 

to find the proper name if you wish.

O ilh  d esign
Choose a low dish about 5 inches deep and 10 to 

12 inches across, with drainage holes. Five small 
plants will fit into this size with room for a little 
painted figure. I used three pewter objects to add 
interest

Place a layer of broken shards or gravel and sev­
eral pieces of charcoal in the bottom of the dish. It 
is imperative that you do this if the container has 
no drainage holes.

A potting soil that allows good drainage is nec­
essary and can be bought with the right formula 
for these plants. An inch or two of the potting soil 
goes in next, then gently set the plants in a pleas­
ing manner on the soil. Wear gloves or use a piece 
of cloth or paper towel to protect your hands from 
the spines.

Carefully add more soil, firming it around the

Italian ceramic art hits high note

Ceramic art becomes like visual 
music, embracing the air in an ex­
hilarating, exciting form in a cur­
rent exhibit at the Habatat/Shaw 
Gallery in Farmington Hills.

Now through March 26, the gal­
lery presents its second show of 
Italian ceramics, “Mid-century 
Italian Ceramics: Gambone, Fan- 
toni and Other Master Moder­
nists.” Habatat/Shaw is at 32255 
Northwestern Highway, Suite 25.
; During the 1950s, Italy was 
considered to be one of the lead­
ing countries in the field of de­
sign. After the repression of the 
|<'ascist era came an amazing cul­
tural resurgence and an explosive 
outburst of creative energy that 
thrust Italian designers to the 
forefront of contemporary design.

The works at Habatat/Shaw 
represent this energy. A vase by 
Marcello Fantoni is blue on the 
top and green on the bottom, pre­
senting an abstract scene resem­
bling sky and grass. Fantoni’s 
“Figure for Raymore” looks like a 
Picasso painting, with shapes 
converging like a puzzle.

Other pieces by Fantoni include 
a “man vase” and a “woman 
vase,” bearing brightly dressed

figures and distinctive expres­
sions; “Bird Vase,” with raised, 
vibrantly hued figures and pat­
terns; and a rust-and-green work 
with a variety of textures.

“Totem” by O. Rosa is a dy­
namic arrangement of ancient or 
Indian markings and figures. An 
animal by A. Miniati resembles a 
green giraffe.

One vase by Guido Gambone 
has a shape ^ m  ancient lands, 
and a rich Mediterranean blue; 
another looks like an alien crea­
ture, with holes like eyes and a 
black stripe down the center. A 
small vessel by Gambone is a soft 
green and light pink, like a fruit 
split to reveal ita inside.

A round, almost flat “Octopus 
Vessel” by Salvatore Meli bMrs 
the creatures in a pattern around 
it. A pitcher by Pattariono fea­
tures animal-like designs in jewel 
tones. It takes on the appearance 
of an animal when seen from dif­
ferent angles. A plate by Melandri 
has a reclining nude figure on it.

Also at the gallery through 
March 26 is a display of ceramics 
by John Chalke. Simple and 
sparse, the works are still power- 
fill. Their textures and the glazed 
colors draw the viewer into con­
templation. The hues enhance the 
materials.

plants with a small tool — a pen­
cil, a narrow piece of wood or the 
like.

Watering
Water until the soil is well 

damped. You may have to repeat 
with more water in several min­
utes so that all the soil is mois­
tened.

Reduce water in the winter 
months, applying it when the soil 
is bone dry. Use just enough water 
to keep the plants plump and 
healthy. Occasionally the soil 
may b ^ m e  hard and dry.

Fertilize with a low-nitrogen 

fertilizer every two weeks from 
early spring to mid-Csll, then 
don’t fertilize in the winter 
months (their dormant period).

Cacti need lots of light — a 
south or west window is best. 
Temperatures in the 60- to 70-de- 
gree Fahrenheit range during the 
day are preferred with tempera­
tures 10 to 15 degrees Fahrenheit 
cooler at night.

With proper care, you might be 
rewarded with a bloom the follow­
ing spring.

Not 
only will you fill the frame with a 
telephoto lens, but telephotos 
naturally reduce depth-of-field so 
that backgrounds will most likely 
result in a pleasing blur.

A zoom point and shoot camera 
will work, too. Just be sure to use 
the full zoom mode. Don’t at­
tempt close portraits arith a nor­
mal or wide angle lens. Youll 
have to get uncomfortably too 
close to your subject and. b ^ u s e  
of the lens’ short focal length, 
you’ll get unflattering distortion

T r a n s f e r  t a x  —  w h a t  i t  r e a l l y  m e a n s

'The real estate transfor tax proba­
bly is one of the most misunderstood 
elententa of the school financing 
package that took effect after the 
March 15 statewide referendum.

From now until the end of this year, 
nothing changes from what’s been 
happening since the transfer tax be­
gan generating revenue in 1968. But 
starting Jan. 1, things get a little 
wacky.

Another point A statewide transfer 
tax doesn’t replace the existing coun­
ty tax. It’s an addition.

Here’s how things now stand. Keep 
in mind that all of this is subject to 
change depending on the tide of legis­
lative action in Lansing:

■ 'The status quo continues through 
Dec. 31.

The transfer tax, usually paid by 
the seller, is 11.10 per $1,000 on the 
sales price of a house and condomini­
um in all counties in Michigan except 
Wayne, where the rate is $1.50 per 
$1,000.

'This means the sale of a $100,000 
house in Wayne County would gen­
erate $150 in tax revenue, any other 
county, $110.

Revenue generated by the tax re­
mains in the county where it’s paid.
■ Beginning Jan. 1,1995, a statewide 
transfer tax of 2 percent kicks in and 
is dedicated to funding public educa­
tion throughout Michigan.

The $1.10/$1.50 per $1,000 tax re­
mains in effect and that revenue con­
tinues to stay in the county where the 
property transaction occurs. 'This 
means a tax of $2,110 on the sale of a 
$100,000 house in Oakland, with 
$2,000 going to the state and $110 to 
the county. The tax on the sale of a 
$100,000 house in Wayne would total 
$2,1M — $2,000 for the state and 
$150 for the county.
■ Beginning April 1, 1995, the state­
wide transfer tax drops to 0.75 per­
cent dedicated to funding public ^ u -  
cation. The $1.10/$1.50 per $1,000 tax 
remains in effect and that revenue 
stays in the county.

'This means a tax of $860 on the

sale of a $100,000 house in Oakland, 
with the state realizing $750 and the 
county $110. The tax on the sale of a 
$100,000 house in Wayne would come 
to $900 — $750 for the state and $150 
for the county.

'The problem is obvious.
Real estate activity, already fairly 

slow during the first three months of

the year, could dry up entirely as 
aellers wait for the lower transfer tax 
rate to take effect in spring.

“I think the Legislature will be get­
ting together on introducing another 
bill . . . that will make the 0.75 per­
cent rate effoctive Jan. 1,” said Curtis 
Shinsky, president of the Western 
Wayne Oakland County Association 
of Realtors.

“If they don’t, we’ll see an awful lot 
of people hold off on closing until 
April 1,” Shinsky said. “If they don’t, 
it will bottleneck things.

“Regardless of how busy the time 
of year for real estate is, property is 
still being transferred," said Shinsky, 
broker/owner of Remerica Suburban 
Realtors in Livonia. “Nobody wants 
to pay 2 percent if they can pay 0.75 
percent.”

Jane Griffin, president of the South 
Oakland County Board of Realtors 
and an associate broker with 
Chamberlain Realtors of Royal Oak, 
has similar thoughts.

“I would think most sellers would 
think that (2 percent) is a significant 
amount to pay and if they could avoid 
it, they would,” she said.

Many buyers and aellers aren't 
aware that the the sUtewide transfor 
tax complemenU rather than replaces 
the county transfor tax, Griffin said.

“I think a lot of people are 
surprised srfaen ere tell Umm that,” 
she said. “It certainly wasn’t some­
thing brought out that this is over 
and above the 110/160.”

Jack Walker, lobbyist for the Mich­
igan Association of Realtors, antici­
pates that a synchronisation of dates 
will result from political expediency if 
nothing else.

“I smuld hope tempers srill have 
cooled,” he said. “It doesn’t make 
sense to have tsra rates for such a 
short time. 'They have to go out and 
campaign (for re-election) this year 
and I don’t think they want to explain 
this.”

Q.I have lived in 
a condominium for 
a number of years 
and have been ha- 
raased by a co- 
owner and his wife 
continuously.

I have asked for 
help  from  the  
board over and 
over, but they tell 
me it is a  personal 
p rob lem  and  I 
should take care of

It myself.
The police teil me it is private 

property and we must take care of 
our own problems and the board is 
responsible for this tjrpe of prob­
lem.

My neighbors have forced at 
least three renters out that I know 
of as they pound on the registers 
all night. I have also learned from 
the city attorney and police depart­

ment that this is a common prob­
lem.

How do I solve this adthout court 
action? They are trying to make 
me sell and move.

A. To the extent that the co-owner 
in question is harassing more than 
one co-owner in the condominium, 
the board should be inclined to inter­
ject itself into the process to protect 
the interests of the members of the 
association.

When there is a dispute between 
just two co-owners, sometimes the 
board is properly justified in not in­
tervening, depending on the circum­
stances.

Apparently, the city attorney and 
the police are not willing to get in­
volve either, which leaves you with 
no recourse other than to threaten the 
board with legal action unless it takes 
affirmative action against the co­

owner, together with you retaining an 
attorney to write the co-owner in 
question, advising him or her of their 
violation of your rights and that you 
will take legal action if necessary.

Ultimately, you may have no other 
recourse but to seek legal redress 
against the association, its directors, 
and your neighbors concerning the 
apparent unbearable circumstances 
at your condominium.

Rubin: The total cost, including 
construction, fixtures, inventory, 
is anywhere between $160,000 and

opposed to corporate.

Rolled into those numbers is a 
$45,000 franchise fee, which cov­
ers the cost of all architecture and 
technical knowledge to operate 
the store.

How did you pay for your ex­
pansion?

Rubin: It was basically through
