Problem spot
Site of former gas station sits vacant

The former Amoco gas station at Ann Arbor 
Trail and Main in Plymouth has been empty 
for four years, but there has been litfle 
change in the site which has oil in the 
ground.

Kesigned to the fact that Amoco Oil 
IS unwilling to maintain its property, 
Plymouth's Downtown Development 
Authority at ita own expense is planti­
ng flowers, removing trash, pulling 
weeds and removing snow in the win­
ter from the former gas station at Ann 
Arbor Trail and Main Street

Plans call for Amoco's crumbling 
sidewalks to be repaved as part of 
the city's Htreetscape plan

The station in the heart of 
Plymouth closed in 1990 after Amoco 
was ordered by the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources to 
clean up underground contamination 
Equipment housed in the former sta­
tion is removing contaminants from 
the soil and groundwater. The 
process is nearly entirely automated

Waste oil and fiiel oil seeped from 
underground storage tanka for years 
at the comer, which aince 1979 has 
been on a DNR list of contaminated 
sites. Cleanup waa expected to take 
two to five years, according to 
Amoco and the DNR.

DDA Director Stephen Guile said 
the DDA has received “several com­
plaints in terms of the corner’s ap­
pearance Amoco's interest in the 
property has been minimal at best.

“There’s been little effort to main­
tain the property as far as weeding 
and litter control. So we took it upon 
ourselves to do that.”

The DDA isn't billing Amoco for 
Its services.

Assistant City Manager Paul 
Sincock said “the DDA has hired peo­
ple who as part of their job clean up

that property, it was quite a battle to 
get Amoco back a couple of years ago 
to do what they did (landscape with 
trees, bushes and ledge rock) Aa I re­
call, the city worked quite extenaive- 
ly just to get them to the point of 
puttiiig in what they put in.”

Amoco has been cited for violat­
ing city codes

"They’ve been cited numerous 
times, particularly for snow removal 
violations,” said Sincock. ”In those 
cases we do bill for services at a rate 
of $35 per hour per person ”

Fran  Toney, executive director 
of the Plymouth Community 
Chanfber of Commerce, has con­
tacted Amoco over the years to lit­
tle avail. She's asked that the 
corner be made more presentable 
and the station's restrooms be 
made available for public use while 
cleanup is ongoing.

She'd eventually like to see the 
chamber relocate to that comer.

“We are one of the busiest cham­
ber offices in the state. Our vision 
would be to rebuild, have an office 
there, restrooms for use during our

festivals, and a little bit of parking,” 
said Toney "It would be a good 
place to give out information. We 
could make it something the com­
munity could er\joy and appreciate ” 

Toney inquired as to whether re­
strooms could be opened “at least at 
the times of our three major events 
du"ing the year But the D.NR won't 
allow public use,” she said

Officials from the DNR and Amoco 
were unavailable for comment

DDA director Guile said he’d like 
to see - "once the purging is done • 
that site used as a public area A 
park would improve the looks of this 
comer. At this juncture, 1 don't think 
it could be used as a retail site. It 
would take extensive renovation.” 

Sincock, whose late father once 
operated the former station, says it’s 
premature to ponder future uses for 
the property.

“But,” he said, “it’s the center cor­
ner of downtown Even though the 
environmental cleanup is ongoingt 1 
think certainly it would be helpful to 
make that corner as attractive as 
possible.” ““

Boccom ino pooh poohs th e  idea 
of A ID S as a gay d isease  G rant 
ed, a lo t o f gay m ales were dying 
o f  A ID S in th e  early '80s, b u t w ith 
education , th e  gay com m un ity  ia 
no longer ge tting  infected

However, th e  group now at risk 
of A IDS, she said , is women . 
"w om en w ho th in k  like I d id . 'I 'm  
n o t gay an d  I'm  no t an  IV drug 
u se r .' ” W ith  her in te rn a l organs, 
tb e  d isease  can filte r in to  a w om ­
a n 's  body th rough  th e  th in  m em ­
branes.

Boccom ino b ad  though  ab o u t 
nam ing  th e  n am es and  ages of the  
l>eople she has com e to  know  in 
th e  las t seven years who have d ied 
as th e  resu lt of A IDS. S he d ec id ­
ed not to  w hen she  realixed her 
lis t had  16-16 n am es on it.

And th e ir  ages led her to  s tre ss  
to  th e  hoepicc w orkers p resen t 
th a t there  w ill be a lo t o f young 
|>eoplr ages 25-35 who will be d y ­
ing, infected  10 o r so years sa rlie r 
w hen they  fiere in  high school and  
(xillegr

She also  s tressed  th a t  c a re ­
givers respect th e ir  p a tie n ts ' co n ­
fiden tia lity , ask ing  who they  have 
and  h aven 't to ld , and  offering 
them  com passion  and  su p p o rt

"H u g  them  righ t away a n d  tell 
th em  you'll be th e re  to  listen , 
A ID S p a tie n ts  need a lot of p sy ­
chological h e lp ,"  she sa id  “ A nd 
d o n 't judge them  lyiok, anyone in 
th is  room could be infected  w ith 
A ID S, b u t you 've ju s t  been 
lucky "

He’s about to start hia second
