Appeals court to decide on
case involving boy’ death

The Michigan Court of
Appeals is expected to decide
within SIX months whether the
Plymouth-Canton Community
School District waa negligent in
the asphyxiation death of 8-year-
old Stephen Nalepa

Stephen was found hanging
from a belt tied to the railing of
his upper bunk bed in his
Canton home in March 1990

The day before, Stephen
viewed the film "Nobody’s
Useless™ at Gallimore
Elementary 5ichool Distributed
by Encyclopaedia Rritannica
Educational Corp "Nobody’s
Useless" ia about a young am
putee who tries to hang him-
self He IS interrupted and
helped by a young hero, who
helps bring the boy to the real-
ization that he can overcome
his handicap

Stephen’s parents, Deborah
and Lawrence Nalepa, are also
suing Encyclopaedia Rntannica.

"I’'m hopeful they will write a
well-reasoned opinion," said
Mary Katherine Norton, the
Nalepaa* attorney Deciding the
case in which oral arguments
were presented July 12 are ap
pellate judges Janet Neff, Gary
McDonald and .Meyer
Warshawsky

Wayne County Circuit Judge
.Samuel Turner in 1992 granted

the school district’s motion for
summary disposition, agreeing
that the schools were not guilty
of gross negligence Turner also
ruled that Encyclopaedia
Bntannica waa not negligent.

Attorneys for the school dis-
trict argued that  then-
Supenntendent John Hoben and
the school board are entitled to
governmental immunity.

TTie lower court ruled that the
board and Hoben “are not the
highest executive officials enti-
tled to absolute immunity under
the statute *The district is ap-
pealing the ruling

In their appeal, the Nalepas
argue that Plymouth-Canton
schools breached their duty of
due care by presenting an inap-
jAopnate film to second-graders
arithout pre-screening it

Encyclopaedia Rritannica
recommends the film for view-
ing by fourth- through ninth-
graders The family alao
contends that the company
breached ita duty of due care by
failing to "inform, warn and
caution potential exhibitors of
the foreseeably harmful nature
of the film’s content for elemen-
tary school children "

Encyclopaedia Rritannica de
nies liability based on the First
Amendment. "If the First
Amendment is to have any
meaning,"” argued its attorneys,
“it is that the government has

no right to punish the expres-
sion of ideas. Speech cannot be
regulated by a ruling that media
defendants owe duties to warn
people about dangerous ideas
Such censorship of content is
prohibited even where the re-
straint IS designed to protect
children "

Prior to Stephen’s death, the
film had been shown to at least
1 8 million students, most of
them in high schools When the
Nalepa case was in Circuit
C-ourt, a Canton woman testified
that her son, who attended
Gallimore from 1983-88, tried to
kill himself after watching
“Nobody’s Useless” at school.
The boy climbed on top of a
freezer in the basement, tied a
noose around his neck and pre-
tended tojump, she said

Child psychologist Dr David
Shaffer testified that Stephen's
death was an act of imitation
that occurred as a result of view-
ing the film

In hia deposition, Hoben testi
fied that district policy “guaran-
tees that teachers preview videos
and films prior to using them”
and requires teachers to submit
a form to the principal

The Nalepas contend that the
Gallimore teachers “neither pre
viewed nor pre-screened the film “

As summer come* to a cloae. the herb* in the Janes
Gang fonniy garden are beginning to boh €very day f
venture out to find the itart ofa fireah flower on the
tops of my baail. parsley and fennel plant* The tar-
ragon ha* toppled, and the dill and cilantro planta have
turned to seed Pve already chpped two baail bushe*.

eoroe kite string and hung them upside down to dry
gracefully in front of the basement dehumidifier

Mutha’s: Enjoying the city life

m MuUu'i Day Out hag left
their mark wherever they
tour. They may be a little
rowdy, butth”'re just food
old country boys at heart.

By CHBuUrrtNA Fikmxj
itTArr Warrae
Wreaking havoc

wherever they per-
form, the hard rock
hand Mutha'a Day
Out has almost cer-
tainly been called
"the band from

hell.”

A Washington. D.C., clubowner
made them repaint a dressing room
that the adrenalin-ridden Southern
boys decided to “autugraph” after e
show. (Tliey're playing the club
again and they promise U>behave.)

A anriter from "Spin" magazine
volunteered to be their driver/ruadie
for a few days. Falling just short of
proclaiming them the real-life ver-
sion of Beavis and Butt Head, the
writer called them “peach-fuzzed
rock brats.”

In a phone interview earlier this
year, bassist Jeff Morgan giggled
nervously while wondering what to
do when he heard the call waiting
beep.

Vocalists Mikal Moore and Brice
Stephens chatted arith Ricki Rach-
man on MTV's “Headbanger's
Ball.” Stephens didn't have too
much to say, however He was trying
to figure out where to spit bis chew-
ing tobacco

In another bit of irony, the group's
origins are the eiact opposite of
“hell.” The band, which took its
name from a chain of day care cen-
ters in the South, hails from Bates-
ville. Ark., a tiny town right in the
heart of the Bible belt. They're a lit-
tle rowdy but they mean well. They
even seemed to eventually grow on
the “Spin” arriter. Prior to traveling
the world as musicians, the good old
country boys worked as diesel me
chanica or attended classes at local
junior (yes) and senior high schools.

Batesville doesn't have skys-
crapers or night club*. Rock radio
doesn't ezist.

It's all farmers and country peo-
ple,” Moore said in his thick fAuth-
ern drawl “It don't make no sense
to have ruck music.”

They learned about music from v
magazines they picked up outside of
Batesville. When they read about a
liand that ap(>ealed to them, they
picked up the tapes

MTV is non existent. Their debut
single ”I.,ocked" was on regular rota-
tion on “Headbanger's Hall,” but
their friends and family in Bates-

ville didn't see too much ofit. (“My
brother, he has it where be lives,
he'll tape it and show it to her and
she'll be all excited,"” Moore said
about his mother.)

Many of the members hadn't
strayed far from Batesville prior to
inking the deal with EMI. Now the
band marks Paris, Prance, as the lo-
cation of its first sold-out show

All that probably explains why
Mutha's Day Out is having a field
day.

SigntKl quickly

Mutha's Day Out was signed to
Chrysalis/EM | Records after record
comfiany reps saw one gig that the
band did on a whim in Nashville.

"EMI came and they wanted to
sign us after the second song.” Mor-
gan said.

"All the local bands were mad at
us,” vocalist Stephens added

In late 1993, Mutha's Day Out re-
leasecl its debut “My Soul Is Wet.”
The members were so young — the
average age at the time was 18 —
that bassist Morgan went straight
from junior high onto the rosKi Soon
afterward, they were opening for the
likes of the Skatenigs, Overkill and
Sir Miz-A-1>o0t. This summer they
played their first arena show, open
ing for the chainsaw-happy rockers

. »cHy

Jackyl. Moore, who had gotten used
to performing on stage by then, said
it was “refreshing” to get nervous
again

“lcouldn't even remember the
lyrics; ljust started screaming
loud,” Moore said.

Now they’re touring adth Sugar-
tooth and (Godspeed. The show
comes to Harpo's in Detroit on Fri-
day, Aug. 26.

Strict upbringing

They were raised by strict, relig-
ious parents. Moore's father is a
Pentacostal minister. So obviously,
they weren’t too keen on the idea of
their sons being in a rock band As
metalheads became more and more
familiar with Mutha’s Day Out, a
few ofthe members’parenu gave in
and now help organize the chaos
Morgan's mom does “fan club
stuff.” while guitarist Chuck
Schaafe father handles the busi-
ness.

A* family relations change<| with
Mutha's Day Out, so did the folks in
Batesville

“We’ve got more friends than we
know what to do with,” Moore said.
One guy, who Moore said "never did
like me,” told friends in the parking
lot where all the Batesville kids
hang out that he and Moore go way

Realiz
ing it’s a cliche, Moore said the
band is going to take a “different di-
rection” — to say it lightly. i

“We’re trying out a new aong now..
It has an '80s/metal/Tears for Fears
kind of sound." he said. “I’ve always
been a pop fan Iljust never really
brought It out in the first album ”

Among his favorites are hands
like “the Thompaon Twins. Jon
Secada stuff — every cheesy thing
you can think of. I don't really like
metal."”

Another of Moore’s preferences is
gospel music. When he’s not with
M uths's I>ay Out, he’s playing in
his gospel band
