Career almost derailed

Tstigian came to Livonia aa an
assistant city attorney in 1963 fol-
lowing a five-year stint in Dear-
born. He earned undergraduate
and law degrees from ths Univer-
sity of Michigan as well as the
.Naval School ofJustice.

He waa appointed city attorney
in 1969, just in time to support
the re-election bid of his boss.

Dorothy Van Steenkiste matter of

She chuckles then explains “I'm
reslly looking for someone with a lot
of money to complete the restoration
of this theater We get overlooked for
grants because we're not big enough *

The “we” IS the 250-member Mo-
tor City Theater Organ Society
which has owned the Redford The-
ater since 1977 and has spent the
piA' 14 years painstakingly restor-
iilig(the theater that, when it opened
in A928, was billed as "America's
miiKt lanique suburban playhouse *

Uu»rita from ticket sales and the
concession stand (“We put real but-
ter on our popcorn at no extra
charge,” says Tapler.) and dona-
tions, mixed with plenty of volunteer
labor, have fueled the effort to pre-
serve the theater and the “apple" of
the society's collective eye - the Bar-
ton theater organ

The ornate organ sita on a lift in
the orchestra pit in front of the
stage, raised and lowered as needed.
Its two chambers flank the stage,
filled with 10 ranks of pipes to.pro-
duce a full orchestral sound and
background sounds like a car horn
for xilent movies.

It ISthe organ that has attracted
many ofthe members like John l.auter
of Redford, one ofthe regular oyganists.
He got involved at age 14. when he de-
oded he wanted "to play the btg one'

"It's smaller than many of the
others (theater organs), but it's very
nice for its size," he said. “But then
I'm very partial to it because 1grew
up on It. I cut my teeth on it | was
kind of bitten by the bug. 1 like the
music it made *

Likewise, it was Tapler's 14-year-
old son who initially got her in-
volved. Now she works as the
secretary and librarian and takes
care of the conceation counter.

"It was a thnil when | first played,
but 1t was quite intimidating," she
said "Members have occeos to the or-
gan whether they play good or not,
and finally, after all thooe years. I've
learned all the quirks When it all
works. It's quite awesome *

Samurai
wsmora and pagoda-style awnings
But much of Its decor was obliterat-
ed dunng World War 1l

By the time the 250-member .Mo-
tor City Theatre Organ Society came
on the scene, the theater had fallen
on hard times A part ofthe Ameri-
can Theatre Organ Society, the .Mo-
tor City chapter, founded by Al and
Betty Mason of Livonia, reintro-
duced the organ to the public in
1964

In exchange for organ concert
dates, society members ufTered their
talents in restoring the organ When
Community Theaters Inc. decided to
close it as a movie house in 1974,
the society worked out a lease
arrangement, eventually buying it
in 1977

“This theater | feel it’s a
miracle it's survived and it's still go-
ing strong,” said Van Steenkiste.
“FNerylhing that's been done here,
has been done by us. We're known
and well-respected, and this theater
has become a hub of this communi-
ty. It has brought people back into
the community.”

It has been a long and tedious
process restoring the theater Don-
ald .Martin hasn't kept track of how
much stripper has been used or how
much debris has been hauled out.
He sits in his wheelchair and talks

proudly about the restored inner
lobby.
“Everything has been redone

paint-wise," the Southfield resident
said "When we started the ceiling
was white and the walls yellow
There were seven, eight layers of
paint on the wood we stripped down
to find the stencils It was like strip-
ping back thnnigh layers of fads."

Through pictures (like an 8-by-10
photograph of the auditorium found
m the ofTice) and other means, the
volunteers were able to complete the
inner lobby. Its two chandeliers,
that had hung in the lobby of De-
troit's Oriental Theater, were re-
stored, incorporating motifs from
fragments of the original Redford
fixtures

Work is progressing slowly in the
auditorium, where careful stripping
has uncovered the mural ofa Samurai
and decorative stencils on the walls

“We strip down to get what we
need, then redraw from the tracings
and get the color samplings by eye,”
M artin said. “Some places stnpped
off great to where we could have al-
most used the onginala, some we al-
most lose It.”

The ceiling in the auditorium is
still blue, but in need of new paint,
and still sports working twinkling
star lights. Martin is hoping to find
the same kind of machine that pro-
jected clouds that moved slowly and
lazily across the ceiling. They
weren't dimensional but were paint-
ed on mica discs

“This was an atmospheric-de-
signed theater, it utilized stage ef-
fects for other parts of the theater.’
said Martin, who was “voluntarily
drafted to head up the restoration”
in 1981.

“Not a lot of [>eople can make it
look real,"” .Macl)ougall said "You
have to cut each piece apart You
have to make it look like feathers
or fur by fine cutting "

Owens said many people, unfa-
miliar with paper sculptunng, be-
come upset when they see the
birds' feathers

“A lot of people think they are
real feathers,” Owens said “I
have to get my scissors and show
them they aren't real feathers "

Owens orders her pnnta from a
company in Vancouver,
W ashington She buys in volume be-
cause she may glue up to eight lay-
&l«to achieve a desm-d dimension

The pieces are pneed from $35
to $350 Owens sells them at se-
lected arts and crafts shows Each
piece IS showcased in a shadow -
box, built by Owens’ husband
Donald, and framed

Both Owens and MacDougall
agree that papier toile requires
great patience, which may dis-
courage many would-be artists
Owens said she meets few other
people working in the medium

“l think that’s why people
aren’t doing it," Owens said "I
have to b<-in the mood If I'm a lit-
tle hyper, 1won't work "
