Lyrica are cleverly emttan and generally tongue-
in cheek. Song titlaa. aucbh aa “I Hate Morninga,"
“(‘'onay Dug City,” “1 Hate You" and its sequel, “I
Hate You Il,” are indicative of the group's sense of
humor The serious subject of bigotry is broached,
albeit sardonically, erith “Illiterate White Trash.”

The album alao oontaina a couple of instrumen'
tals which showcase the band's impressive musi-
cianship. The horn section, compoaed of trombon-
ist Jim Hofer, saxophonist Gene Corarin, and
trumpet player/organist Todd Bolton, displays an
aptitude for smooth, melodic, "pop" style harmo
ny erith the song “Dear Diary" More often,
though, they churn out complex, syncopated and
sometimes diaaimani riffs. Perhaps there's a Miles
Davis influence amidst the myriad of styles?

The rhythm section is Chuck Bartels and Tony
Harragan on bass and drums, respectively, arith
Kyan Reeves on guitar. Keeping up arith the chao-
tic changes in meter and style is their primary job,
and they do it admirably. Singer Johnny Williams
presents a quirky vocal style with more personali-
ty than virtuosity, but entirely fitting for the band.

The Exceptions’ethnicity is aa diverse as its
music. Mexican, African and Native Americans —
along with a few Caucasians — round out the line
up. There are, however, no females.

According to their preaa release The Exceptions
have srorked with such reggae/ska and under-
ground luminaries as Bim Skala Bim, The Doskl
Milkmen and Murphy's I"w They are also en-
dorsed by The Mighty Mighty Bosstones’ mighty
mighty singer, Dicky Barret.

Bloodline is a
marketing person's
dream Comprised
of the offspring of
musicians Berry
Oakley, Miles Dav-
is and Robbie
Krieger, it sounds like one of those
bands created by money- and pub-
licity-hungry producers

But there's nothing contrived
about Bloodline, said Berry Oakley
Jr., the band's lead singer/bassist
and son of the late Allman Brothers
liasa player.

He and guitarist Waylon Krieger,
son of the Doors' Robbie Krieger,
are childhood friends who founded
Bloodline srith 17-year-old guitar
ace “Smokin' Joe” Bonamassa after
they met at a show. Drummer Erin
Davis, the 23-year-old son of jazz
legend Miles Davis, was brought
into the band by original Bloodline
singer Aaron Hagar, whose dad
Sammy is Van Halen't lead singer
The band is rounded out by key-
lioardist Lou Segreti, 40.

“1 grew up mostly around Way-
lon's house," said Oakley about his
long-time friendship srith Krieger
"We just kind of learned to play to-
grther."

Since forming three years ago,
Bloodline has been touring while
working on a record deal and build-
ing a following. With the novelty of
their family history behind them.
Bloodline is hoping to prove that
they’re a genuine talent. The band's
self-titled debut album was released
on EMI Records last week

"We took three years to get rea*ly
for it, we're happy with what came
out,” Oakley said “All of us are re
ally different. We're into really
wacky stuff. A lot of us are into the
hardcore blues . . . there’s a lot of
diversity."

Influences show

The band members’ wide range of
musical influences is reflected on
their CD, which was produced by
Joe Hardy (ZZ Top. .Steve Klarle,
Jeff Healey) Oakleys growling,
bluesy voice possesses a hint of Jim
Morrison Bonamassa — who has
opened for B B King, Buddy Guy,
John I>e Hooker. Danny GatUm
and Robert Cray — seems to have

patterned his style after late guitar
great Stevie Ray Vaughan.

Their music — s mix of Southern
rock, funk and straight ahead
rock’n’roll — isn't what is topping
the charts now but Oakley said he's
still optimistic about Bloodline's
success

“1t’s not the type of music that's
out there Uxiay If it’s not altema
tive or pop nobotly wants to hear it,”
said the 21-year old Oakley

It's only natural that Oakley and
the 20-year-old Krieger bring a bit of
their fathers’ legacies into Blood
line. Oakley’s father was killed in a
motorcycle accident before he was
bom. Having formerly been married
to Doors (immmer John Densmore,
Oakley's mother and ez Doors gui-
tarist Robbie Krieger remained
close friends

Aa a cunsF*]Juence, Oakley and
Waylon Krieger were “thrown to-
gether" by their parents finm an
early age When the duo was in their
toens, Robbie Krieger invited them
to play in and eventually tour with
his band. Oakley assumed lead vo
cals dunng Doors tunes like “Love
Me Two Times.” It was there that
he picks*! up on the Jim Maorrison

influence — and imitation.

“l gut to fake being Jim Morrison.
After two years, | had it down,” he
said. “Actually, one time at a club
in New York City people were call-
ing me Jim. 1 was really into it It

was my mistake . wearing all
black”

Sometimes, he admitted, he
prompted the c*imroents — “We’d

walk around and tell people that
Jim is alive . .. weird stuff like
that.”

Kegartiless, it proved to be a
“g(K>d lesson in life | got to see a lot
in that two yeamr”

Impressive performance

One person they saw was Bona-
massa, then about 15 years old,
playing at a Leon Fender tribute
concert Already a seven-year veter-
an of the blues scene, Bonamassa
impresse*! Waylon and Krieget.

“My father had a band. What |
would do is sit in with his liand and
basically took it from there,” Bona-
massa said. “One thing lead to an
other."

Although a few magazines have
lauded him as “the next Stevie Ray
Vaughan," Bonamassa said he takes

all the attention in stride

“1 just didn’t expect it,” Bona-
massa said about the attention. "It
just came out of no where | take it
for what it is.”

The Utica, N.Y., native doesn't re-
gret giving up his school yean for
the attention

“Hey, you got to take success
when you <;an get it. Lucky is the
person whoever gets the opportunity

to be ill the position where | am
now. | put those things aside This
is my time."

Oakley said he realixea that a lot
of people come out just to get a peek
at the music legends’ kids.

“It goes both ways. You get a lot
of people who are just hecklen, and
scream *P>ay ‘Whipping Post’’
throughout the whole set,"” he said.
“We also get a lot of really cool peo
pie who come out because they're
curious. We’re a real Southern rock/
blues type of band We turn them
into Bloodline fans ”

General Clusterfunk could lie de
s*rril>ed as s Motown version of the
Ke*l Hot Chill Peppers with fewer
tattoos an<l more soul In fs*t.

singer Joey Bowen of Smith, the ez-
drummer for Detroit’s Toby Redd

Musically, General Clusterfunk
simply has no weak points. Epker
and Bowen, along with guitanst
Jason Van lhiom. are backivl up by
drummer Mark Anderson and liassist
Tom Willier Btiwen also plays har-
monica and keylviards

Blending RAB, blues snd rock into
an eiectnc funk, “Stann* Straight at
the Sun" is the fierfecH soundtrack for

Goin' Back,” an in-your-face

Of all the special foods which grace the Rosh
Hashana (Jewiah New Year) table, there is none
more common yet distinctive than the traditional
loaf of egg bread known as challah. Its familiarity
stems from it being a year round favorite, served
weekly as part of the special Sahhath meals It is
especially unique during the High Holidays, be
cause the traditional twisted shape gives way to
rounded loaves, many of which are laced with ex-
tra honey and white raisins

Most people view the rounded loaves as a sym
bol of the cyclical nature of life Hut scxxirding to
Hahhi F.limeilech Silberberg of .Sarah Tugman
Hais Uhabad Torah Canter in West Hloomfieid,
“there are many themes to Kosh Hashana The
primary theme, however, ia that it ia coronation
day when Jewish people resolve to accept O d as
the sovereign ruler of the universe The round
shaped rhallaha are reminiscent of the crown of
royalty *

Although the rounded challah is most aimmon
ly known snd used, there an* those who shape the
loaves in unusual ways to recall the significance
of the holiday Home fashion their dough in the

Roah Haahana is celebrated for
10 days beginning at sunaet on
Vtomlay, Sept. 6, and ending srith
Yotn Kippur service# on TTiuis-
day. Sept. 16.

Throughout the year the koeher
bake shop at 26268 Oreenfleld.

For Buratyn, the mother of five,
making challah is a family activi
ty “Everyone takes part in some
aspect of making the challah
whether it'a kneading, rolling or
shaping the dough,"” she said.

“White lawmakers and the Fed
eral government are chargetl with
making and reviewing the Dietary
Guidelines, it's up to the states to
see that school districts follow the
recommendations," said Susan
Anderson, supervisor.
