"T he rationale behind the law," 
said Susan Davis, director of commu 
nity  services for the Plymouth human 
services agency Growth ^o rk s , “is 
tha t suliatance abuse among young 
people has increased dram atically in 
the last 20 years."

Area law enforcement officers, who 
have a cero tolerance policy, welcome 
the legislation.

" I t gives us a little better handle on 
the enforcement end of it," said 
Plym outh Tow nship's Garl Berry "It 
u a ^  to be tha t if we did something, 
the revolving door policy went into ef 
feet.

The Youth Living Centers so­
cial service agency will add a new 
program aimed at preventing the 
furmation of dysfunctional fami­
lies.

“Safe Stay Crisis Nursery and 
Family Respite ('are Center” be 
gins Sept. 15. Under the program, 
YLC eipecta to house up to 16 
children — from infants to 9- 
yrar olds — for as lung as 30 days 
each in two houses in Westland, 
near .Newburgh and Palmer

A full-time staff of 19 and nu­
merous volunteers will care for 
the children of families in crisis, 
plus drug-affected infanta, medi­
cally fragile infants, and aban- 
liuned babies.

The idea is to give folks a place 
to put their children while they 
tort out their problems.

■‘The parents nee<l the kids to 
be in a safe place while they take 
care of that crisia,” said Melinda 
Clymea, assistant development d i­
rector.

The aim is to stop the develop­
ment of dysfunctional families 
before parents start neglecting or

beating their kids 
Established in 1975, YLC fo 

cuses moat of its effort in the area 
of treatment. Prevention is not so 
easy to get funding for, said (Xiida 
Cash, executive director of YLC  

“ It ’a a little like pulling almost- 
drowned children and families 
out of a river for years, then decid­
ing to go upstream and keep them 
from falling in.” she said.

Many people who get into treat­
ment programs. Cash said, are 
"practically unsavable," so pre­

vention programs make sense 
The treatment system, she said, 
“is a wonderful system if you 
need it, but it's very tough to get 
out of,”

The program is funded for a pe­
riod of two years by a grant of 
$666,000 from the Skillman Foun­
dation and 1964,000 from Detroit- 
Wayne County Community M en­
tal Health.

YLC plans to keep the Safe 
Stay houses open 24 hours per 
day and to serve at least 200 chil­

dren per year.

The children will receive physi­
cal, developmental, psychological 
and behavioral assessments, 
medical exams and health care.

Families wall receive support 
services, including 24-hour crisis 
intervention, counseling services, 
parenting classes, and psychologi­
cal evaluations.

lives. It sets the mood at mealtime.

On a sim ilar tour, the M unler 
Mystery Kxpress also a dinner 
train  em liarks from the Hllss- 
field .Station on Saturday and 
Sunday evenings year round. The 
train  crosses the River Kaisin, 
then chugs through l^inawee 
County farm land to lAmawre 
Junction, where the world's only 
full sized l.ionel locomotive is

You might want to set aside 
several hours to explore Blissfleld

Matching polyester su its, m artin is 
and finger-snappin’ beats are slowly 
etiging their way into clubs as “ lounge 
m usic” becomes the rage of fashion­
able hipsters.

At a recent Love Jones show at the 
Bum s Room in St. Andrew’s Hall, 
women in little black dresses slinked 
around the room as men in polyester 
snapped the ir fingers to the beat. A 
yuppie-looking couple did “ the swim” 
through the hazy, muggy air. Even 
guys who looked like they belonged at 
a sports liar •— presum ably closet 
lounge fans — were getting into the 
groove.

Love Jones crooner Jona than  
Palm er said it’s all about having fiin. 
He started Love Jones because he 
was tired of hearing down-trodden 
grungy m usicians who are “ preoccu- 
pieti with discussing their personal 
problems and their m ental illnesses ” 
(They even poke fun of grunge in the 
lieginning of the song “ Paid for Lov­
ing” on their Zoo Records release 
"H ere’s to the Losers ” )

” lt really is to the point where ‘en­
tertainer’ is a dirty word.” he said.
“We wanted to do som ething more 
focused. We wantetl to en tertain  peo­
ple without making them  feel guilty 
about it.”

Palmer and guitarist C hris Hawfie 
down play the “ lounge” label describ­
ing their m usic as mure along the 
lines of Style Council with a little 
funky bass, lush harm onies and E v­
erything Rut the Girl thrown in.

Nonetheless, “ en tertain ing" live is

“We d idn 't have enough m aterial to 
play an entire set, so we'd pad it out 
by talking a lo t,” Palm er said about 
the hand’s antics. "T hen it grew into 
a musical tribu te  to Don Rickies. We 
have perfected the art of insu lting  the 
audience and everything in sigh t.”

Com bustible Eklison's “T he M il­
lionaire" scoffs at bands like Love 
Jones. The Boston-based band is the 
real thing. They live the opulent, so­
phisticated cocktail lifestyle com plete 
with polyester clothing, he said.

“Being fabulous is a lot more than 
ju s t dressing up,” he said via te le­
phone from his Boston area home. “ It 
really has to  do with your a ttitude , 
sort of having the nerve to be yourself, 
which in itself is s  very nervewrack- 
ing decision . . . to do it in an extrav­
agant and hyperbolic way with no 
a(>ologies ”

Not camp or retro
He warns th a t Com bustible Eldi- 

son’s “ ‘M etropical’ sound is not 
camp, not kitach, not retro nor revi­
valist.”

“T he im plication is th a t i t ’s ju s t 
sort of like you put on your Hallow 
een masks for one night a year. It's  
more than  ju s t a novelty. I don’t 
think there’s anything retro about 
well-written, well-played m usic."

Musically, C om bustible Edison

uses less vocals and more hypnotic 
instrum ents. Double basses, extrava­
gant piano, harpsichords, vibra­
phones. trap  drum s and various other 
percussion fill their Sub Pop CD “ I, 
Swinger.”

“C hanteuse” M iss Lily B anquette 
makes a few' appearances on “ 1, 
Swinger.” She sum s up her band’s a t ­
titude best in "M illionaire’s H oli­
day:” “ If your pad is a wax museum , 
be a swinger if you dare. Join the 
ranks of the young and exotic follow­
ing a M illionare A glass and a 
shaker, our host is a real scene m aker 
The M illionaire’s holiday."

The M illionaire can talk all he 
wants. Love Jo n es’ Palm er said, but 
even though his band doesn’t live the 
“cocktail” lifestyle, there’s one part of 
it that Love Jones strictly adheres to.

“Talk about being a part of the 
cocktail nation We could drink them  
under the table. TTiey seem to be 
more concerned about how to mix the 
drink than drinking it.” he said with 
a look of disguat on his face.
