“There was a piano in the assembly
room and | asked if I could play for
her since she eigoyed live music. I'm
just so glad | could do something for
her she enjoyed."”

Lenaghan got her musical incli-
nation from her mother. After she
married, Louise convinced her hus-
band to buy her a piano and then
she enrolled in the Detroit
Conservatory of Music.

A classical pianist, Louis* made
her daughter, at age 5, take piano

lessons from the Catholic nuns. In
high school, she studied with Jimmy
Showers, who had his own band. The
Little Raindrops, and performed "at
the dimestore downtown."

But after high school, Lenaghan
played for her own amusement, per-
forming in three minstrel shows, in-
cluding one at St. Mary's of Kedford
She didn't play seriously until she
started playing for her mother at
West Trail.

She added Marycrest about six
years ago at the behest of a friend
who was studying to be a nurse and
worked there Her doctor got her to
add Camelot to her schedule about
three years ago.

Endorsed diplomes good step

with state endorsed diplomas hit the
job market this summer and started

as freshmen in colleges and universities
this fail

It will lake several years to determine what
effect* the program will have on education
and improving the state's image for potential
employers

During that time, suburban educators and
parents should make sure the intent of the
state measure is implemented by the
schools

That intent is to give parents, educators
and potential employers a yardstick by which
to judge the rflectiveness of public education
*And in these days of grade-point inflation, it
gives employers a better inetliod with which to
hire workers

For parents, the number ofendorsed diplo-
mas to a district gives them an indicator by
which they can judge how their school dis-
trict stacks up against others in the state

However getting those numbers this sum
mer was difficuit The state doesn't keep
track ofthe number of endorsed diplomas
granted by school districts. A contractor was
retained to obtain and send U>districts the
gold seals that accompanied endorsed dipio
mas. and the contractor wasn t required to
supply the state with the data The flbserver
checked with s number ofdistnrts over the
summer many of which were op**rating on
skeleton crews and couldn't supply informa-
tion on how many senKirs graduated with en
dorsed diplomas

The endorsed diplomas are liased on MI'IAI'
scores taken by high school students in the
I0lh and 11th grades >karting this year, stu-
dents were required to pass those exams in

T he first crop of high school graduates

math, science and reading to be able to receive
endorsed diplomas

But making the new system work isn't all
up to the schools Parents are equal partners
in ensuring that MFIAP tests are a true reflec-
tion of the abilities of students Students also
need to know that they have a stake in taking
a .MFAP test and having the endorsed diplo-
ma accomplishes that

L’'ntil now. students had no reason to take
.MEAF tests seriously It was just another day
out of class for test taking

Althimgh It's hard to prove, we've often
wondered just how senously students took the
tests

At the present time, the numbers look grssi
for endorsed diplomas In lavonia. percent
of those who graduated received endorsed
diplomas, while in the Plymouth Canton dis-
trict. about percent hit the mark

Also, schools have the ability to retest the
students who failed to make the endorse-
ment grade

.MEAP testing has sparked some contro-
versy among educators, parents and stu-
dents Some educators argue, and nghtly so.
that .MEAP test results aren't the only indi-
cation of how well a student has mastered
basic skills .Some pnvate schools don't even
give the testa, considering them meaning
less

However, when education gets kicked into
the public arena there has to he some system
of measuring the effectiveness of how public
tax doUam are spent

mMEAP scores and the state endorsed diplo-
mas aren't the perfect system Hut they are
imp<irtant steps we ran take toward making
sure our children have the basic skills to com-
pete in the 21st century
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Library problem

al about the need for expanded library
services for the Plymouth-Canton com-
munity Our librane* are certainly heavily
used and can no longer handle our 140-per-
cent increasi* in patronage without making
some changes i
1would like to correct two misconceptions
the editonul might have left with some read-
ers, however
Although high school students' library use
after school is contributing to our problem, it
IS far from the whole problem. We are inun-
dated by adults and preschoolers who have
no other library resources available, and by
students of all ages for recreational reading
and programs We have also been over-
whelmed by the proiiferiition of media oppor-
tunities in the last 10 years.

And did you know that these various assess
ment devices are now being use<l to endorse di-
plomas. so (larents and employers can get a
good idea of just how well graduates did in their
academic work?

All schools are required to prepare for public
disclosure this fall an annual plan for impnive
ment. How about that?

The point of this recital is that a whole lot of
work is already under way to improve our
schools. It won’t happen overnight, but the

LIVE REVIEW

Voodoo Lounge Tour
—Stones at Spartan Stadium

In the 1960s, it was written that a city about to
be visited by the Rolling Stones ezperienced a
strange tension, like a notorious street gang was
aliout to blow into town. And while the Stones
may not inspire that kind of fear today, the atmos-
phere in East Lansing the week leading up to their
show had been nothing short of electric

It's useless to compare a Stones show in 1994
with one from their heyday. These days the liand
is less synonymous with sei and violence than old
drug habits and big lipa. But in the face of age.
continuous jabs by late-night talk show hosts and
the threat of self-parody, the Stones defiantly
strutted on stage Friday night and. fur mure than
two hours, rocket! nearly 50,000 faithful and nun-
lielievera alike into a frenzy.

Even after 30 years of metlia overkill surround-
ing the Stones’ every movement, seeing them live,
in the flesh, is an overpowering thrill. And the mu-
sic sounded as hot and vital as ever.

Flames jetted as a lean, muscular Mick Jagger
came out dancing to the pounding beat of “Not
Fade Away " Despite the lines in his face, Jagger
displayed incredible energy and stamina The
same concert goers who may have snickered about
"Grandpa Mick” hours earlier shrieked and
s<jueale<l with delight as he broke into his trade
mark snaky moves Jagger's dancing and Keith
Richards' rhythm guitar are the core of the Stones
ezpenenoe. and witnessing these two forces of na-
ture live was purr magic

The Stones have never been a technically per
feet live act, but the dirty guitars of Richards and
Ronnie Wood meshed perfectly, especially on
trailemark stumpers like "Tumbling Dice" and
“Honky Tonk Women " It's a cliche, but seeing
Richards play on stage is like watching the heat
ing heart of rock'n’roll. Kicking his legs and
pumping hia arms, Richards lookeil possessed by
the music's pulse

Meanwhile, Wood was as playful as ever, smok-
ing and grinning as he hounded around the stage,
supplying incredible slide guitar throughout. New
baMist [>arTyl Jones held down a dependable
rhythm, and was even showing his own dance
moves by night's end

The stage show itaelf was a good compromise
(letween the overly flashy "Steel Wheels concerts
and the stripped down tours of the late 1960s
There were pyrotechnics and impressive gimmick-
ry, but they remained seixmdary to the incredible
rharisma of the .Stones themselves

The show wasn't just about hard rocking fire
power, either There were jilenty of tender
momenta Richards’warm vo<-als on "The Worst,”
a romantic "Beast of Buitlen” and a loud but
touching ovation for silver haired drummer Char-
lie Watts, whose usually stony eipression broke
into an embarassetl smile

Newer numbers srere well received, especially
the sinister single "Ixive is .Strong” and "I Go
Wild,” which turned into an anthemic sing along
A deinnite highlight was an ezlended "Miss You"
that let the liand stretch out and shine l.esser
heard classics like "Rocks OfT' and the funky
""Monkey Man” were treaU for the hard core fans.
lut the final barrage of hits hail everyone standing
and dancing srith ezritement

From the moment Richards hit the |>arty time
opening riff of "Start Me Up" through the last
pumping chords of the "Jumping Jack Flash en-
core, the Stones were like some supernatural force
The way they shrug offjokee about their age and
keep on doing what they love, fiercely and as won-
der”lly as ever, should be an inspiration

It might be silly to say that nearly 50,000 fans
W nl home Friday night, suddenly realizing that
age really has nothing to do with rock'n'roll Rut
Srom the sweaty, satisfied grins on stage during

Depression glass lifted flagging spirits

Agnes Hillyard collects glassware
from the Great Oepreasion She fills
two of the Livonia Arts (‘oaunisaion'B
showcaoes in a sparkling display con-
tinuing through Sept. 30 at the Civic

Center Library, Five Mile and
Farmington Road
A member of the Michigan

Depression Glass Society, Hillyard
began collecting the Caprice pattern
made by the Cambridge Glass
Company in Ohio nearly 50 years
ago The crystal, pink, blue,
amethyst and pistachio dinnerware
was sold in stores and given away
free with purchases of gas, movie
tickets and soap

"It was a pattern made by the
company from 1930 to 1951 What
they did was try to make people
happy with their place settings
They made anything they could that
was pretty to set tables in the
Depression. | started collecting
them in 1946 when | got married,”
said Hillyard of Ijvonia

"The pink, pistachio and
amethyst is the rarest and therefore
the most valuable Some pieces |
bought for 25 cents at Crowley-
Milner. A crystal compute | bought
at a garage sale for $1 is worth tlOO
in tixlay's collector's market ”

The Cambridge Caprice glass-
ware was manufactured in
Cambridge, Ohio where today the

Cambridge Glass Museum exhibits
only Cambridge made products. The
ares was the source of materials
forming the glass' composition. Just
about the time Hillyard moved to
Livonia in 1954, the glass company
went out of business, making it im-
possible for her to complete the 12-
place settings and acceaoones

From the early 1950s to 1974
Hillyard searched unsucceoafully for
the pattern until reading an article
in the Observer that the Michigan
Depression Glass Society was dis-
playing the pattern Since attending
her first meeting, Hillyard has con-
tinued to add to her 350-piece collec
