Why did he nsk public cen­
sure by fleeing the closet in which Mr. Toore 
would have preferred him to remain? The an­

While their teams have never 
played each other, the Farming- 
ton Hills Harrison and Royal Oak 
Kimball football coaches know all 
about each other's tradition.

Defending state champion Har­
rison and Kimball meet for the 
first time Saturday in a Claaa A 
semifinal game at 11:30 a.m. in 
Jackson Withington Stadium.

Terry Powers, the current coach 
at Kimball, lives in the Harrison 
school district and pays bis taxes 
in Farmington Hills.

He spent eight years (1981-88) 
as an assistant to Tom Mach at 
Radford Catholic O ntral before 
going to Kimball, where he has 
been head coach for five years.

“I'm sure he's read all of our ar­
ticles,” Harrison coach John 
Herrington said.

"M urals are really popular It’s a 

painting th a t goes through the 
room. It’s not stenciling. Every 
flower and animal will be different," 
said Young at an interview in her 
Farmington Hills home.

"I just make the walls a canvas. 
For the price of wallpaper or paint 
they can have u n g n a l artwork. I’ve 
always loved painting. Rather than 
doing borders, I’d rather create ang­
inal artwork.*

'The first step in any painting pro­
ject for Young is to look at the space 
and quiz the clients • parents and 
children alike as to what is their

heart's desire. The sky’s the limit as 
far as Young is concerned

“C hildren’s rooms and jungle 
rooms are very popular right now. I 
work with the kids and the parents. 
It’s totally made to order for the cus­
tomer and you can do anything," 
said the 31-year old mother of two. 
“I’m an artis t made to order. You 
name it and HI do it. I will create it 
for you."

Many of Young’s clients live in 
West Bloomfield, Birmingham and 
Bloomfield Hills. Most recently a 
commission took her to Commerce 
Township to begin work on a mural 
for a four year old boy, but first she

needed to capture a sense of what he 
wanted to see lurking in his jungle 
scene. A coiling snake dangling from 
the branch of a tree was his reply 
One snake coming up, or ra ther 
down to wnggle just inches above 
the head of his bed.

Picture a community where

Add government buildings with 
distinct Greek revival characteris­
tics and businesses in the center of 
town with living quarters upstairs

Sound like a slice of Early 
America? That's the idea behind 
New Urbanism

"We’re promoting new towns on 
old principles," said Robert Gibbs, 
a Birmingham architect and fron­
trunner of the movement.

Gibba designed the Vistas of 
Novi, Michigan's Aret New Urban­
ism community, which is now un­
der construction. He believee this 
return to classic principles, a bold 
alternative to subur^n sprawl, 
will prove to be a model for others 
to follow.

Hugh Ian Development Co. part­
ners Ronald Hughes and David 
[.Anciault spent nearly eight years 
planning the 300-acre site, whidi 
stretches from the east aide of Novi 
Rd. beginning at 12*/! Mile Rd., 
nortii to 13 Mile and east to Mead­
ow brook.

'The Bingham Farms develop­
ment company scrapped ita original 
site plan and hired Gibbs. Hie Vis­

tas, which will have its first occu­
pants by next spring, features stun­
ning departures firom poet World 
War Two suburban bousing stock.

Townhouses will be incorporat­
ed in neighborhoods of single fami­
ly houses. There will be no 
driveways in front yards. Garages 
will be detached or attached but 
not predominant. 'There will be ac­
cess along a common lane behind 
the houses.

“We want to create a place 
where neighbors can sit on their 
front porches and talk to each oth­
er," said Gibbe, who has designed 
or consulted on similar communi­
ties in Florida and on the east and 
west coasts.

He is considered a national au­
thority on New Urbanism and was 
a recent guest speaker at Harvard 
University Graduate School of De­
sign.

"We're creating a neighborhood 
that has daily conveniences and 
services for day to day life."

The Vistas will feature eight 
neighborhoods, each with a park and 
a mix of entry level to more expen- 
nve housing. Several architects will 
be involved to give individiial flair to 
the common theme. Residentia] ar­
eas will line 100 acres of preserva­
tion areas, a lake and 11 paihs.

"We want a mix of income lev­
els, young adults, families, and se­
nior citizens, versus the 
subdivision of four bedroom colo­
nials where each house is at the 
same income level," said Gibbs.

"Typically the American family 
moves every five years. In a neigh­
borhood like the Vistas, grown kids 
can afford an apartment. It makes 
for a tighter community."

A new elementary school will be 
built by the Walled Lake Schools, 
which services the whole develop­
ment. Its architectural style will con­
form with the Vistas, which will 
offer Victorian, colonial and Michi-

gan farmhouse among other designs.
A I9th century church ie being reetored and 

moved to the site to be used as a non-denomi­
national community center.

"We feel civic buildings need to be integral 
ed back into neighborhoods,’' said Gibbs, who 
lives and works in downtown Birmingham.

New Urbanism haa ita roota in the architec­
tural style of Thomas Jefferson. Gibbs points 
to Jefferson's University of Virginia, with fac­
ulty Hving close to students, diatinct civic 
buildings and a grand promenada.

He spurns big regional fovernment com­
plexes, with little thought to greenery, and off­
ice and retail centers where parking lota de­
vour premium frontage. Commenvial centals 
in the Vistas sdll bs built dose to the ioskIs 
with parking in the rear. The srhole town srill 
be walker friendly.

BloomAeld Hills devsioper Ron Hughes 
said Gibbs was retained to convert the origi­
nal master plan.

’‘After tremendous rsssarch, he came up 
with this plan and prssen tsd it to the Novi 
d ty  coundl and planning commission, svhich 
gave it overwhelming support,’* said Hughas. 
"In September, Anal approval was given by 
the toning board of appaala.’’

Hughes credits Novi ofAdals for their pro 
gresaive attitude toward the Vistas, which 
represents a stark departure from routine resi­
dential developments

He said phase one housing prices trill start 
in the low $200.000s Phase two hasn 't been 
priced yet.

Tsro builders are responsible for construe 
tion, srhich srill eventually include 850 bous 
ea, 343 live/work tosrnhouaee and 93 studio 
lofts. They are Farmington Hills-baaed Han- 
tags Raaidential Group and the Mitch Harris 
Building Co. of Brighton

The Vistas grand promenade srill be one 
third of a mile in lenf$h, about the same sixe 
as the National Mall in Washington D.C. It 
will stretch from the market center to the 
tosrn's meeting ball. Houses that abut this 
special park will be subject to ctrictar building 
cadet.

All neighborhoods will be about a six m in­
ute walk to the central market area.
