works
■ So far so good, say fire­
fighters and leaders of the 
new Plymouth Community 
Fire Department. The new de­
partment was created when 
city and township fire depart­
ments merged.

It'* been nearly a 
month lince the city 
and townahip fire 
d e p a r t n a e n t *  
merged, and the new 
Plymouth Commu­
nity Fire Depart­

ment i* operating gmoothly, official* 
and nrenghter* *ay.

"I'm very pleas^ , and I think the 
merger ha* been going extremely 
well," said fire Chief Larry Groth.

"1 have interviewed different fire­
fighter* from both the townahip and 
the city and both of them are very en 
thusiaatic and feel it'* going very 
well," Groth said.

Firefighter* union president Chuck 
Kubsu couldn't be reached for com­
ment Tuesday on hi* evaluation of 
the merger. TSvo firefighter* contact 
ed by the Observer *aid operation* 
since the merger have gone well.

Before the switch to the community 
department happened Feb. 4, fire offi­
cial* had it worked out so that dialing 
911 — in the city or township — 
could link a caller to the fire depart­
ment, even though the call is handled 
by two separate dispatch center*. 
"That ha* been working very, very 
well," Groth said.

The oi>ly problem that came up
was pinpointing the location of some 
city site* in proximity to the railroad 
tracks. “That was something we real­
ly didn't focuB on when we were doing 
cross training; we're working on a 
computer program," Groth said.

“When a 911 call comes into the 
city or township after April 15, a new 
computer program we're working on 
will take away the guesswork alxiut 
railroad tracks," he added.

Airport Director Bob Braun

Economy’s background in ­
cludes a statewide network of po- 
liticel, education, busineea and 
labor contacts.

How do you do?
Braun agraea. “Every time I go 

down there (to Washington, D.C.)
I have to meet new people," be 
said. “He's going to be able to in­
troduce me to tboee people.” 

Economy comea to Metro in the 
middle of the largeat, coetlieat ex­
pansion and modemiution in the 
airport’s history. Projected to coat 
more them f l  billion before it’s 
over, the plan calls for new run- 
waya, acoesi roads, parking struc­
ture, control tower and noise miti­
gation for nearby homeowners.

Much of that ia already done, 
but the most ambiUous portion of 
tha projoct is a4368*million mid­
field terminal and an  ̂̂ Q-mniibn 
update of the two exteting termi­
nals, which may include a gam­
bling casino and aviation charter 
achodl.

Northwest Airlines, which ac­
counts for about 70 percent of the 
airliners using Metro and has 
some say in airport operations, 
has been reluctant to go along

t tgphiti Icoeoeiy

with the new terminal.

Financial iggne
AUhouri> negotiationa contin­

ue, Economy said, “1 think they 
agree in concept. Everything 
comea down to money.”

Braun said Economy can be a 
big help in the negotiationa. 
"We’re just at the point where 
we’re going to get very serious in 
negotiations with Northwest," he 
said.

Tha aixe of the midfield termi­
nal will depend on bow much 
Northwest can afford, Braun said, 
but the airport’s “absolute priori­
ty" is to include a 25-gate interna­
tional terminal in the project. 
Construction is scheduled to be­
gin in 1996 and be completed in 
1996.

The airport casino idea was in­
troduced by McNamara, who said 
it would be for use by ticketed 
passengers only. Profit would 

j>£fset the cost of building and op- 
emUng the terminal.

Qimrter school
An aviation charter school is 

another idea to train people for 
careers in the airline industry. 
"Northwest is extremely interest­
ed,” Braun said. ‘T m  working 
with the airlines to bring them to 
the table to find out what their 
needs will be."

In  fact, we wanted 
It to go beyond non-violent and address the 
challenge of simultaneously being interesting  
and educational.
■  In-depth news and inform ation programs, 
without allegiance to advertisers, were consid­
ered desirable to ensure as objective a view­
point as possible when sensitive 
programming, such as a series on the tobacco 
industry, was presented.

We continue to th ink those were, and re­
main, worthy goals. In  a society that prides i t ­
self on hard-earned freedoms of thought and 
speech, we have traditionally welcomed the 
opportunity for a good debate from a m u lti­
tude of sources, and CPB is a necessary player 
in the process.

In  order to rem ain strong, our goal should 
be to keep, not cut off, all forms of information 
and opinion.

T h a t’s an argum ent that protecta every­
one's interests, and can work as well for Rush 
Limbaugfa as it can for B ill M a y tn .

We should recognize the value of that dis­
course and look elsewhere to balance our bud­
get.

I n his Feb. 2 article T im  Richard proposes

I t  is parents who have both the responsibili­
ty and authority for the clothing, feeding, n ur­
turing and can even hold life or death when it  
comes to medical treatm ent. W hy should this 
authority be thought to stop at the school door? 
It is time government and parents alike realize 
the foolishness of such an idea.

1 would like Richard and our government to 
remember that it  is local parenta who are 
room mothers, aasist on field trips, are coach­
es, sit on school boards who in turn  hire ad­
ministrators, who hire teachers. And don’t  
forget parents vote on millage and pay tazea.

Richard was right that the problem in our 
education system is w ith  Yahoos. I  feel, how­
ever, that concerned, involved parenta are not 
the Yahoos.

T e a c h e r  r e s p o n s e
i  believe you mlsaed the point of the PCEA’s 

concerns regarding the increased gradua­
tion requirsmenta. Wa certainly an  not 

oppoaed to the modifications to the graduation 
requirements, nor do we believe th a t a build- 

* ing stafT should have veto power over their 
adoption.

In fact, the Michigan Education Aeeociation 
is fighting e t the s ta te  level to retain  the aead- 
smic core curriculum  which we believe is so 
im portant to the succeee of students in the 
2 Is t century. Only adopted laetyeer, the Leg­

islature is threatening to remove these core 
curriculum objectives which business people, 
educators and parents have agreed are so v i­
ta lly  im portant.

In  a letter to the superintendent we ac­
knowledged that state law places the respon­
sibility and authority for adopting graduation 
requirements on the Board o f Education. We 
also recognize it  is a responsibility they can­
not delegate.

The adm inistration made th e ir in itia l error 
when they assigned the issue of graduation re­
quirements to the C E P  C -S IP  committee. The 
contract between the district and the PCEA  
requires that issues referred to C -S IP  receive 
an afifinnative vote o f 76 percent of the build­
ing stafTbefore tbey can ise implemented.

Were the PCEA to ignore this violation of 
the contract, we would not be effectively rep­
resenting the interests o f our members. We 
agree th a t curricular issues do not belong in  
C-SIP. We did not put graduation require­
ments there, the adm inistration did. Once 
there, the process must be followed. The 
PCEA has choeen to forgo a grievance in this 
instance, but we must insist that the process 
be.correctly followed in the future.

S a v in g  a  fr ie n d ’s life  m a k e s  lea rn in g  C P R  w o r th w h ile
Thanks for the tip, Barry Franklin. 

Thanks for the coaching, Ms. 911 
dispatcher. Between the three of us, we 
saved my friend Steve’s life.

Dr. Barry Franklin, a physiologist, 
has written a Fitness column for years. 
One of his best was “A course that 
saves lives,” about CPR or cardio-pul- 
munary resuscitation. You use CPR to 
save a person who is drowning, had a 
heart attack or is choking.

If you missed it, it’s  now Chapter 11 
in his book "Making Healthy Tomor­
rows” (Gloveboz Guidebooks), a vol­
ume I had the honor to edit and thus 
read intensively. He learned “skills I 
hope I’ll never need” and says every­
body should learn CPR. He’s right.

I had a dose of CPR three decades 
ago as a “weekend warrior.” We 
watched a demonstration of mouth-to- 
muuth resuscitation, then a new tech­
nique, with a mannequin called Resus- 
ci-Anne. We troops never got to use 
Resusci-Anne, but we still learned a 
lot.

It’s spooky. Resusci-Anne’s face is

the death mask of a pretty teenage girl 
whose body was fished from France’s 
River Seine at the turn of the century. 
Asmund Laerdal, the Norwegian who 
invented the mannequin with the life­
like lungs in 1960, could have used a 
blank department-store mannequin’s 
face. Now I know why he used a real 
face.

My friend Steve, 81 and a widower, 
had lung congestion. I went to his 
Dearborn Heights home to drive him to 
a hospital and pick up his dog, Sammy, 
for babysitting.

While zipping up his bag, Steve 
keeled over and went rigid. His upper 
lip curled back, just like Resusci- 
Anne’s. 1 phoned 911, described the 
situation and asked for an EMS unit. 
The dispatcher already lutd Steve’s ad­
dress on hcf screen.

Steve wasn’t breathing, there was no 
pulse, and his face was turning blue. 
“Can you give mouth-to-mouth resus­
citation?” asked the dispatcher. Yes. I 
have an aversion to touching a dead 
person, but I overcame it in about a

quarter of a second. It took a couple of 
seconds to improve my technique to 
the point where air wasn’t escaping out 
the side of his mouth.

“Do you know how to pump his 
chest?” No. She coached me. “Pump 
15 times and count out loud. I want to 
hear you count,” she said. No response 
from Steve. More mouth-to-mouth. No 
response. Fifteen more chest pumps, 
out loud.

Suddenly Steve snorted — a breath!

Under my left hand, his heart fluttered. 
The dead blue color disappeared. I 
don’t remember distinctly, but the 
dispatcher and I probably congratulat­
ed each other, though she deserves the 
bulk of the praise.

“You should be hearing the EMS 
unit about now,” said the dispatcher. 
N o . . . yes, a truck was pulling up 
outside.

My guess is that Steve was out about 
four minutes. Any longer, according to 
Dr. Franklin, and there might have 
been brain damage.

I'll make a long story short. A crack 
cardiologist at Garden City Hospital 
diagnosed a blockage in a heart artery 
and sent Steve to University Hospital 
in Ann Arbor for an angioplasty.

our kids learn in school with the ambi­

tious whimsy of right-wing politics.
Item One: Although scores on Michigan Edu­

cational Assessment Program (MEAP) exams 
show general improvement over last year, less 
than half of Michigan students who took the 
mandatory statewide test last fall did satisfac­
tory work in math and reading.

"Overall, the scores are good, but not good 
enough,” said state school Superintendent Rob­
ert Schiller. “ I’m quite pleased that the schools 
are taking the test seriously. They’re doing a lot 
of work aligning their curriculum with the test.” 

Here we have the MEAP test doing precisely 
what school reformers, both Republican and 
Democratic, have advocated for years: Providing 
a single statewide standard by which each 
school can judge how its students are doing and 
make adjustments if necessary for improve­
ment.

Item Two: The Senate Elducation Committee 
recently approved a bill to allow two dozen 
school districts to opt out of statewide exams 
and write their own proficiency tests.

Why? The stated reason is it will strengthen 
schools because "it allows the locals to go be­
yond state standards,” according to Sen. Leon 
StUle, R-Spring Lake, who joined two other 
OOP senators in approving the bill on a 3-2 par- 
ty^line vote.

Hogwash! Here we have nothing loss than a 
bi^Ben attem pt to rip up any objective measure- 
nkn t of educational achievement. If every dis- 
tftct is to pick its own proficiency teat, how will 
eii|doyara judge a graduate's skill level? How 
tKU parents — operating in the “school market- 
plitoe," ao powerfully advocated by Oov. John 
B ^ e r  — frick one school over another?

And the hot news, out of his 
whale-sised (over 300 inside, 200 
outside) restaurant this winter 
day, is that they are aiming for 
Iretter food to serve this increas­
ingly sophisticated public.

“You can't over gourmet the lo­
cal people, but we’ve got to do 
better than the chains,” says Ka- 
zanowski, who with his wife, Di­
ane, brothers Dr. John and Larry 
and mom, Charlotte, are Key Lar­
go's mpjor owners.

Kazanowski, a graduate of 
Michigan State University’s well- 
regarded hotel and restaurant 
program, was director of Cran- 
brook Elducational (Community’s 
food service and Detroit Lions’

training table manager. Ha cur­
rently oama Maaon'a Lounge in 
Livonia and managed the original 
Charley’s Crab on Pina Lake.

"It worked,” he said of that res­
taurant, destroyed by Are in the 
1970a. “This one works too.”

“We've always had the fun set­
ting,” Kasanowski says. But the 
recent hiring of Patrick Dunn, 
former chef at the Whitney and 
the Hudson River Club in New 
York City, cemented their idea of 
“getting serious” about food and 
its presentation.

And bringing in Tony Amann, a 
Livonia resident, as general man­
ager was designed to professional­
ize service.

For example, servers are given 
quizzes on menu items and

taught to treat aacb table indivi- 
d u ^ y . You naad to find out who 
you’re serving, Kaaanowaki says. 
“Are they doing a businass deal or 
saving a marriage?”

So the next time-you eat at Key 
Largo, youll see tailored, upbeat 
service and a amaller menu of 
more ambitious dishes.

Why did Dunn take off his 
gourmet chefs hat for a more ca­
sual cap?

“I see this as the way food is 
going today,” Dunn says. “I con­
sider all my cooking classical — 
adth a modem attitude. It’s more 
of a challenge to give them high- 
end quality, but stay within a 
budget.”

For sheer ingenuity and econo­
my of storytelling, “Sankofa" is a 
success. To depict the voyage of 
the slave ship, the camera focuses 
on the silhouette of a bird while 
on the soundtrack creaking masts 
and water are heard. When the

slaves revolt and bum down tha 
plantatioa bows, a fUry-nwgi 
aunaat svokaa tka scana witkout 
ever showing the b u tld if  itaelf.

Not all of “Saakolk** wotka. 
Soma scenes do little to advance 
the story, erhlla llngwlng skois of 
cane Aalds swaying la tka wind 
make the movie run about 20 
minutas too long. It’s as if HalU 
thought that making a movie 
about slavery in laas than two 
hours srould somahow baliUle its 
subject.

Still the audience, like main 
character Shola, won't forget 
“Sankofa” anytime soon. Named 
for the African svord meaning “re­
turn to the past in order to go for­
ward,” it beckons us to do ssactiy 
that.

“Northern Lights,” for example, has the famil­
iar stamp of Pripp in it's circular drone motif, 
“Adrift in Legendary Myth” has the delicacy of 
John McLaughlin's finest solo work and 
“Skyamtch” has the feel of classical guitar work.

While this may be appeal to fans of the likes of 
Struns aitd Parah or A c^stic Alchemy, I suggest 
aficionados of progressive acoustic music will be 
more likely to take this to heart.

Exquisite music transcends barriers, though, 
and this is as delightful as any acoustic music of 
the past couple of years.

Primordia 
— Brainbox

Since its inception, Nettwerk 
Records was one of those labels 
that only released interesting, 
creative albums. When you saw 
the Nettwerk logo, you knew the 
album was probably something 
worth adding to your collection.

Apparently, that is no longer the case. “Primor­
dia,” the latest from Brainbox, is nearly unlisten- 
able. Each track sounds like a short, computer- 
generated rhythm looped over a boring drum beat. 
A fow of the tracks have "vocals” which are little 
more than a sample of a arontan sighing. Each 
track lasts about six minutes which means you 
can only listen to the first few songs before want­
ing to rip the disc out of the CD player and fling­
ing it St the nearest wall.

The only positive effect this album has is that 
you become nostalgic for Nettwerk's releases of 
the late 1980s when most of the bands contained 
at least one member of Skinny Puppy. Even the 
worst of those albums is light years ahead of 
Brainbox.

Brainbox is the latest project of Toronto-based 
artist Tom Third. He is prot>ably beat known for 
his soundtrack work for various art projects, most 
notably the Meryn Cadell song “The Sareater." Of 
course, that music would be really obrmxious 
without the words taking the spotlight

Third has described “Primordia” as “music you 
can listen to when you have friends over.” That 
probably would not be a good ides unless you want 
them to leave quickly.

Yet last year he found himself 
burnt out, so he left the group and 
returned to touring arith E)etroit 
house music heavyweights Inner City. 
A stop in the exotic Indonesian coun­
try of Bali, arhich houses a mtgor Asi­
an disco, changed his life. He met his 
future arife, Gina.

“She was a promoter at a club in 
Bali that Inner City was scheduled to 
perform in,” he said. “She met us in 
the airport and took care of us while 
we were there. We were working those 
couple days, putting the shows to­
gether, so we arere around each other 
s lo t.”

As the romance storylines typically 
go, the two fell in love and Gina 
moved here. But the story doesn’t end 
there.

Driving out east to visit Onyx’s 
brother, the two hit a major snow­
storm and sought refuge in a Penn­
sylvania truck stop. That trip put 
them on the path of accomplishing a 
dream that both of them had had — 
to open a gallery.

“When 1 eras in Chicago, I always 
wanted to have a gallery,” said Gina. 
"Something from my own country to 
make me feel comfortable.”

“(Indonesian) art had a huge im­
pact on me and I figured there has to 
be some way to express that (and) 
some of the culture back home,” 
Onyx added.

The Onyxes, who married on Oct. 
11, 1994, a year to the date that they 
met, opened Gili Bali Primitive, a 
gallery at 381 Hamilton in Birming­
ham, dedicated to Gina’s homeland, 
made up of approximately 13,600 is­
lands.

“What we try to do is represent, as 
best we can, the culture of the whole 
country,” Onyx said.

The gallery has a variety of items, 
most of which are Dutch- and Chi­
nese-influenced, ranging from a 
$13,000 painting to “smaller, cuter 
accessories.” In the musical vein, 
there’s a number of traditional In­
donesian instruments and Indone- 
sian-style clothing designed by the 
duo.

“It's a bit different than what I’ve 
seen around here,” Onyx said.

Each piece in the g^lery has a bit 
of lore attached to i t  For example, a 
knife, called a Keria, is specifically 
made for one person because it is be­
lieved that everyone has magnetism 
in their body, Gina said.

“Everything made out of metal has 
to be.rnade especially for that per­
son,” she added.

If you have a dis­
counted advance-purchase ticket

for any train depanture, you can 
start calling in four days before 
you leave and chances are that a 
seat will be available on the same 
day but at a diflarent time.

If that little trick doesn't work, 
you can buy a regular-priced tick­
et at the station.

TTie 25-year-old nonprofit organi­
zation will present Pulitizer Prize 
winning composer William Bolcom 
and Grammy-nominated mezzoso- 
prano Joan Morris in a cabaret-style 
dinner theater Saturday, April 1 at 
Fox Hills Country Club, 8768 N, 
Territorial Road in Plymouth.

Tickets are $40 per person and 
include dinner and the concert. A 
silent auction featuring the work of 
Plymouth artists kicks off this nos­
talgic evening at 7 p.m. with dinner 
at 8, followed by the cabaret perfor­
mance at 9 p.m.

Showmen in every sense of the 
word, Bolcom and Morris have per­
formed on concert stages from London 
to Lisbon, Instanbul to Cairo. Both 
teach at the University of Michigan 
School of Music in Ann Arbor. He 
teaches composition, she teaches 
cabaret performance. They begin the 
concert with no set program.

“What our concerts do is give an 
overview of popular music from its 
heyday in the 1890s through the 
1920s and '30s to modem songs by 
Bolcom.

“We ask people what they want 
to hear. To me, a cabaret perfor­
mance means where you go to really 
listen, that's intriguing both emo­
tionally and intellectually," said 
Morris, who studied acting at the 
American Academy of Dramatic 
Arts in New York City.

That’s where she met Bolcom. 
her husband to be, in 1972. They 
performed together for the first time 
in Brooklyn in 1973.

With a wink and a nod in his 
voice, Bolcom added, “When we first 
met, each of us knew the other was 
a performer, but we didn’t want to 
mess up things in the beginning by 
taking in each other’s shows only to 
find out that one or the other of us 
was lousy."

A  As a board member, you owe a 
fiduciary responsibility  to

At 
the least, it may be deemed a breach 
of contract and of the fiduciary duty 
owed by the management company to 
the association if its activities have 
not been fully disclosed.

To the extent that the management 
company is, indeed, holding a real es­
tate license, it may constitute a basis 
for a complaint against the manage­
ment compemy with the’ state agency 
regulating real estate brokers. Also, it 
may be a basis for termination of your 
management agreement that the 
board should seriously consider.

He 
played II aeaaona, 1974-84 and ranka 
as the third leading ruaher in team 
hiatory with 5,106 yarda.

Following are edited eicerpts from 
a recent interview with Busaey.

How did you go about preparing 
for life after feetbaUT

Buney: One was juat a realisation 
seeing comrades go down. You report 
to training camp in June and in a few 
weeks, 25 percent of the guys are out 
due to injury or lack of akUI. It’s a 
revolving door. There's only 1,500 
jobs in the pros. That alone tells you 
there’s not enough jobs for athletes. 
That alone tells you you have to ful­
fill your livelihood some other way.

A lot of guys, veteran players, gave 
me advice when I came to Detroit in 
'74 that you've got to prepare for life 
after football. I establish^ contacts 
in the business community and 
worked in tha off-season.

They (teammates) highly recom­
mended yoU'give time to charities and 
civic groups. It serves you well to es­
tablish some contacts and friend­
ships . . . and become a well-rounded 
person.

W hat *dgea doaa Invotvemant In 
profaaaiooal Bporia give yon in the 
buslnaos world?

BuMsey: I feel athletes understand 
hard work. I understand the disci­
pline of preparaton and af^lication of 
one’s skills. 1 understand you always 
have a boas and you’ll never be the 
true, sole reason for the success of 
anyone including yourself.

People are curious about profes­
sional athletes. Are you going to sat­
isfy the negative or the positive?

1 think I will be scrutinised even 
more carefully. I may get in because 
I'm Dexter Bussey. You stay in be­
cause you perform.

W hat was your biggest adjast- 
m ant going frota football to baai- 
ness?

Bu*»*y: When I came out of ball, I 
wanted to put football bahind roe aa

quickly as I could. When I smuld pre­
pare for a meeting, the big thing was 
how to get the business, how to make 
the sale.

When I would go to meetings, peo­
ple recognised me and wanted to talk 
football. A receptionist srould ask for 
an autograph. many things I had 
to deal srith before I could get down to 
what I had pr^>ared. 1 felt it was tak­
ing me out of my game.

People still expected roe to give 
personally as well as professionally.

Do professional athlatna today 
large aalariao have to eror> 

ry about work afte r their playing 
days?

BuMsey: 1 don’t think they’ve got it 
made just because they have high sal­
aries. ’There’s service* they pay for — 
attorneys, agents. Uttcle Sam always 
is going to get his portion.

You get guys not accustomed to 
managing money who can blow it on 
bad advice, bad investments.

I don’t think they can assume they 
can be set for life because it seems 
like a great deal of money today. It 
can go fast.

1 don’t see big companies, wealthy 
families stopping when they think 
they have enough.

Do you have a business phiioao- 
phy?

Busaey: I’ve adopted one, but it’s 
not original. If you always do what 
you always did, then you’ll always get 
what you always got

You have to be open to new ideas. 
You have to be open to change. We 
depend on our employees for ideas, 
feedback fiom customers.

You went to collage a t the Uni­
versity of Taxas-Ariington. What 
was your major?

Buasey: I majored in history and 
minored in math.

Did you graduate?
Bussey: I’m 16 credits short.
Why la that?
Bussey: I got involved in a pro foot­

ball career. Things were going well. 
'That's not a good answer, but an hon­

est answer. Oftantimaa, Tve been so 
involved in ventures. It’s not a good 
excuse. It’s something I regret.

If I weren’t in school, 1 wouldn’t 
have the resourcefulness to be suc­
cessful in business.

W hat’s the buatnaaa of Amari- 
eaa/SCI?

Bussey: We have three companies 
— American/SCl, American Engi­
neering and American Training LC.

American/SCI provides data pro­
cessing services. Customers ^ v e  
hardware and software on site and we 
maintain existing software. We have a 
division that develops software. 
Someone will call and say, 'Dexter, we 
need to modify a software package to 
meet our needs.’

We also have a physician recruiting 
service for hospitals and clinics in 
American/SCI. And perm anent 
placement in sales, typically commer­
cial sales.

American Engineering provides en­
gineering services. It may be techni­
cal, engineers. It could also be indus­
trial type*. Typically,.if a client calls 
us, the need will be temporary, con­
tract labor services. But we’re not 
geared up to provide a person for two 
or three days and you couldn’t  call me 
at 10 and we'd have a person there by 
noon.

American Training, LC, we just 
started. Companies will send people 
in to learn computer operations, pro­
gramming languages, soft skills like 
time management, negotiating skills.

We’re at about 300 employees. Our 
employees are all full-time employ­
ees. ’They get a foil benefits package.

Our estimate for 1994 is revenue of 
over 117 million.

W hat speclftcsUy la your role as 
preaidmit?

Bussey: My role is to oversee sales 
and marketing. Establish a client 
base and maintain relationship* be­
tween the company and clients. Ex­
pand our services to a customer base. 
Basically, negotiate contracts with 
customers.
