David Yunnan estimates that he 
sold about 650 million worth of 
jewelry in 1994, a pleasing pay-off 
to years of working metals into de­
signs for the neck, ears and wrists.

The 50-something native New 
Yorker arrived at Neiman Marcus 
in Troy, March 3, to kick-off a

-long jewelry department ex­
tracing bis career through

ment was there somewhere.”
When lie was 15, Yurman got a 

welding torch from a friend. "My 
dad let me set it up in the garage. I 
liegan making sculpture and jewelry 
that I sold to friends.”

In his 20s, Yurman apprenticed 
to sculptors Jacques Lipchitz and 
Theodore Rozak. But "big” projects 
re<|uiring criqies and engineering 
were not meant for him.

"I found I worked beat in stints of 
two or three hours,” he said. “So I 
l>egan to apply the techniques of 
bronze welding to crafting small 
sculptures.”

By 1970, Yurmhn went from a 
sculptor to a jewelry designer al- 
moat overnight. Hit wits naadad a

cable bracelet that became his sig­
nature. His pieces have become col­
lect iM «, cited by (^ b a b y ’s auction 
house in their overview of the 
American jewelry design world.

Yurman and his painter-arife Sy­
bil ovaraee the newest jewelry col- 
iectiona from the l8-foot-long kitch­
en taMa in their loft apartment in 
New York's Tribecca. Son Evan, 13, 
ia known to add hia opinion, which 
is always welcome, according to 
Yurman.

"1 think design is in his genes,” 
Yurman said. ”My dad eras a bait 
maker for the clothing manufactur- 
era like Evan Picotte. He never con­
sidered himself a designer. He sim­
ply nuKle bells, but an artistic ele-

belt for a dress she was wearing to a 
gallery opening. So Yunnan went 
into his workshop and fashioned 
one from brass with small figures.

The gallery owner liked it and 
told the couple she thought she 
could sell it. She did. Twenty years 
later, the struggling young artists 
struggle no more.

In 1984, Yurman introduced his 
original cable bracelet a twisted he­
lix of sterling silver with 14 karat 
gold encrustations of gemstones on 
its flnial ends.

Expanding the cable collection, 
in 1986 he premiered a Gold Cable 
Collection which took him to the 
upper echelons of fine jewelry de­
sign, This lad to in-atora bout iqu te . 
where his entire collections in gold 
and silver are housed for collectors.

In 1990, Yurman was awarded 
-two-patents for the material and de­
sign of flexible mesh-like gold 
jewelry band. Using this gold prod­
uct, a new collection was christened 
“Venetian Cable,” in 18 karat gold.

Two-thirds of Yurman’s business 
is done through Fine jewelry stores, 
one-third through specialty stores 
like Neiman Marcus. The silver 
line is priced between 6200-62,(X)0, 
the gold line from 6400 to 610,000.

After a long work week, he and 
bit wife “like to walk the city, shop, 
schmooze.

Double bunking 
planned for prison

Rep. Gerald Law, R-Plym­
outh, had no objection when 
the Houae Judiciary Commit­
tee reported out a bill to allow 
double-bunking of inmates in 
the Weatem Wayne Correc­
tional Facility.

“It’s neutral in terms of se­
curity. Double-bunking has 
not turned out to be a problem 
a t work,” aaid Law, whose dis;- 
trict in Northville and Plym­
outh townahjypa takes a strong 
interest in prison security.

The bill will allow Depart­
ment of Corrections officials to 
increase the capacity of West­
ern Wayne from the current 
500 to 776 inmates by placing 
two beds in some cells.
—"We’H add Corrections staff 
in the appropriations bill,”

said Law. “They still can’t put 
cots in gyms or halls. We've 
juat allowed the capacity to go 
up. Nobody will be in an un­
secure place.”

Even with the increased ca- 
pmcity. Western Wayne is safer 
for the community than when 
the city of Detroit operated it 
as Detroit House of Correction, 
he said. “Dehoco had 1,200 in­
mates with no security fencing 
when Detroit rah it," said Law.

Provisions for operation of 
nearby Scott Correctional Fa­
cility in Northville Township 
are unchanged. Law said. 
“Scott will house females only. 
Scott is capped at 850 inmates. 
Scott- already-—haa -double - 
bunks,” he said.

old view that bread is fattening and full of empty 
calories High quality bakeries are producing real 
bread bread that is wholesome and nutritious.

I’tsiple who make their own bread know the spe­
cial satisfaction that conieS from producing a 
homemade loaf — the satiny feel of the dough 
w hen kneaded, the smell of the yeast, the miracle 
of the dough doubling and tripling in size, the aro­
ma of the finished bread when it comes out of the 
oven, brown and crusty, and the hollow sound the 
bottom of the loaf makes when tested for doneness.

While growing up in Wyandotte, we had a 
neighbor who used to bake bread every Satur­
day Mrs Kossini lived two doors down, but all it 
tisik was a bike nde past her house on Sycamore 
Street to know she wa.s making bread

■N’ow I have nothing personal against those 
modern day wonders dubbed “bread machines.” 
.•\s a matter of fact, I got one last year and sent 
It back I was more than satisfied wifh the fin­
ished results — all accomplished in less than 
four hours The pnce was nght. and it can’t get 
much easier, but I missed something. To make 
bn'ad in the machine all you had to do was mea­
sure flour, salt, liquid, and yeast. But that was 
just it, I needed to knead.

The machine clunked and rattled as a tiny two- 
inch steel knob did the work of two powerful 
hands. The machine heated itself to just the per­
fect temperature for the first rise as 1 recalled that 
sky blue checked dishtowel Mrs. Rossini always 
used to cover her massive glazed mixing bowl.

The machine baked the bread perfectly and 
even dispensed of the heat and steam after the 
baking had finished, not unlike the way Mrs 
Rossini would throw in a quarter cup of warm 
w ater to “help set the cru.st” of her bread The 
machine was just too good and too easy

Gratifyutg ta«k
Kew tasks gratify me more than making 

bread Plugging in a machine and allowing it to 
do all the work took away alf the fun

One of the many pleasures of bread making is 
that the ingredients aren’t hard to find or expen­
sive The utensils you need aren’t complicated 
either

You probably already have everything you 
need in your kitchen to bake a delicious loaf of 
bread We have all heard people say they wish 
they had grandma's or a “Mrs. Rossini’s' recipe 
for one thing or another But chances are, grand­
ma and Mrs Rossini never had a recipe for the 
bread they baked They probably added a bit of 
this and a dash of that TTiey mainly trusted 
their instincts and the feel of the dough.

Breads come alive with a handful of raisins nr 
a spoonful of honey The older and darker the 
pan. the more evenly the bread will bake, but a 
modem day pan will do just fine

The only “homemade” bread my momma ever 
made was of the “frozen and let rise” variety. Re­
member the kind that came four frozen loaves to 
the bag? Momma would bake two, eat one by 
herself and serve the other for dinner. The only 
reason I knew this was once it was my turn to do 
the dishes and there were two bread pans with 
only one loaf appearing at the dinner table. With 
Mrs Rossini long gone and momma the expert 
on the froxen variety, I went right to the source 
— Betsy Oppenneer — who wrote T h e  Bread 
Book” (Harper Colllins, $27.60) and asked what 
the secret was to making great bread. Oppen­
neer responded — T o  make perfect breM each 
and every time you bake, you must learn to trust 
your instincts and make the bread by feel.” 

Oppenneer says that bread baking has just (bur 
basic steps: activation of the yeast, using the right 
amount of flour, kneading the dough long enough, 
and taking care to be sure the bread does not bum.

Sound simple? It iel But for tome crasy odd 
reason, I couldn't get Oppenneer to sgrss on the 
fact that to maka tha bread, you nssdsd sky 
Mua chackad diahtowala and big old fU tod bowls.

Last year hundreds waited 
in a line at the Pleasant Ridge 
Community Center. The first 
local M eatout was held in a 
small Royal Oak Library room, 
and 3(X) people attended.

Coach's w ins 
were off court
H e never really expected it.

WTiich in it»elf i* »urpri»ing, conaidering 
the yardatick with which all coaches are 

judgetl: wins and losses.
Dave Bogataj never won at Schoolcraft College. 

That’s why he won't return. And yet, the decision 
which led to his not returning caught him ofT- 
guanl He was still recruiting for SC Tuesday.

It may seem equally surprising that his passing 
is accompanied by such sadness. After all, the guy 
only won 70 of 231 games in his eight seasons as 
SC's men’s coach.

rhat's pretty doggone poor by any yardstick.
In his best season, he managed to win only I t 

games while losing 15. Hardly the stuff resumes 
are written with.

So the "mutual agreement" both sides came to 
re.sulting in Bogataj’s dismissal was based on the 
simplest of reasons.

And yet. he won't leave a loser.
"Maybe nice guys don't win,” Bogataj said. 
.Maybe he’s right. Maybe college basketball has 

Irecome such a numbers game, nothing else really 
matters.

Number of wins. Number of graduates. Number 
of fans in the stands. And, above all, number of 
dollars generated.

.Sow. at a cornmunity college like SC, expecta­
tions may be lower in some respects, but they still 
exist. And those can be brutally hard numbers.

Lost in that black-and-whiu world is a guy 
whose fondest memory isn't a m a^r upset of a 
conference-leading team (something Bogatig's 
teams managed at least once a season over the 
past four); rather, Tm going to miss the kids.

"It s the kids. Some kids who were successful 
academically, everyone of them, to see how they 
grew up and changed.”

And to know you played a significant part in 
that process, that's what gratifies Bogataj. What 
gets lust in the shuffle of numbers is the human 
side

Bogataj didn't win much on the court, but he 
played the game within the rules off of it, helping 
players succeed academically

Several years ago, SC officials — in keeping 
with the NCAA’s new course — decided drastic 
improvement was needed in the athletic depart­
ment. Not in the victory count; rather, scholasti­
cally. Programs were instituted, tougher standards 
adopted, all making it harder for marginal s tu ­
dents to survive.

Certainly they couldn't on liasketball alone. 
Bogataj followed those rules. It wasn't easy, it's 

common knowledge that each season is a rebuild­
ing one at a two-year school like SC. but for the 
Ocelots it happened twice a year. That's bacause 
at the end of the first semester in early January, 
several players would be lost to pwor academics.

One year Bogataj was forced to recruit a aoocer 
player. Lee Hunt, who was keeping the scorebook 
^ r  the team, to play because he was ao sboithand- 
ed.

But still, he stuck to tbe rules — if a player 
didn't make grades, be was gone. No meoaing with 
numbers or "convincing” teachers they made a 
mistake.

And this year, for the first time since BogstiO 
became coach, he survived the change in semes­
ters without losing a player. Indeed, he actually 
added one.

Now, in this bottom-line svorld, none of this re­
ally matters: after all, this saaaon's team was so 
bad (3-23), some might sarcastically suggest Boga- 
t^  would have been better off rebuilding the team 
in January.

"Thrse-and-23 is not exactly going to gH you 
into the Michigan Hall of Kame," said Bogait^.

He would say R and smile. Always that smile. 
Through all t h w  fruetrsUon-flllad asaaona, Boga- 
tg) would keep smiling. And keep trying,

Ladywood, which bowed out at 41-9 

overall, never got a chance to meet the 
three-time defending atate champs, 
as Port Huron Northern gained its 
first-ever championship final with a 
6-15, 15-S, 15-12 semifinal victory 
early Saturday afternoon at Portage 
Central High School.

And it was no contest in the finale, 
as Portage Northern, loaded srith four 
major college recruits, wrapped up an 
82-0 season by demolishing Port 
Huron, 15-8, 15-2, for the Class A 
crown Saturday night at Kalamazoo 
Central.

Portage Northern coach Jack Ma- 
gelssen has now won eight state titles 
since 1982.

The parting, according to both

demics. But success as far as wins 
and losses, we didn’t have.”

BogauO, who met Wednesday with 
K avanau^ and Midge Cerletoo, as- 
sietant dean in charge of physical ed­
ucation, could not argue. He never 
had a winning record; the cloeeet he 
came wae 14-16 in 1990-91. Hie eight- 
year mark wae 70-161 (.303 winning

percentage) overall; in the Eastern 
Conference, it wae even worse.

What’s more, it erasn’t improving
