Judge
rejects
speech
standard

Plymouth Township's disturbing-
the-peace ordinance, used to charge a
man accused of yelling offensive lan-
guage st his neighbor, has been ruled
“unconstitutionally vague” by a 356th
District Court judge.

Judge Ron Lowe ruled Oct. 25 that
the ordinance “must be stricken
down for its unconstitutionality and
cannot be enforced.”

The township man’s alleged yelling
of obscenities at a female neighbor in
May 1994 sparked the court case. Ac-
cording to reports filed with police,

the dispute originated over a back-
yard fence the man put up.

“The defendant’s words, directed at

the complsinant, are fighting words,”
wrote township Attorney Timothy
Cronin, in response to American Civil
Liberties Union attorney Andrew
Nickelhoff's motion to dismiss the
case.
“Defendant's conduct was not con-
stitutionally protected,” Cronin
wrote, adding that saying such words
tends “to incite an immediate breach
of the peace.” He was unavailable for
comment Tuesday on Lowe's ruling
in the case.

Nickelhoff responded, “The inesca-
pable fact is that the defendant faces
criminal punishment for exercising
his constitutional liberty to speak
freely.”

In his ruling on the case, Lowe said
the court “turns its attention to the
words of the ordinance to determine
whether they are sufficiently clear to
inform what conduct is prohibited.

“These words do not specify any
clear standards or parameters to en-
able the police officer or judge to dis-
tinguish between lawful and uniawful
behavior,” Lowe wrote.

He added that language deemed
“rude or coarse is also a subjective in-
terpretation that changes with time
and our society. What is acceptable to
one person may not be acceptable to
another.”

“If an ordinance is so indefinite
that it confers unstructured and un-
limited discretion on the trier of fact
to determine whether an offense has
been committed it is void for vague-
ness,” he wrote, citing the 1980 Mich-

Streetscape project
nearing completion

Those raised crosswalks
across Main and other down-
town streets — are those some
kind of speed bumps or what?

The ancient pottery of Korea,
Thailand, Japan and China heavily
influences the work of Garden City
potter Judy Buresh. Just as potters
ground and mixed their own glazes
hundreds of years ago, Buresh cre-
ates her own colorations based on
glaze chemistry studies at Western
Michigan University. Even though
she keeps a journal of all glaze mix-
tures, a number of factors influence
the outcome at any given time.

“I have different recipes. It's
always different. A glaze will not
always work well on white and terra
cotta. The firing temperature and
kiln atmosphere, even the humidity
in the air and where they're placed
in the kiln, will affect glaze applica-
tion and outcome,” said Buresh,
known for her.interior glass-bottom
bowls and platters.

“I studied glaze chemistry and
learned the way the ancient Chinese
potters mixed their own glazes. For
the glass bottoms, | mix glaze chem-
istry and molecular weights to get
that glossy surface and extra flux to
get it to pool in the bottom and
behave like glass. The kiln's heated
slow and cooled even slower for a 48
hour eycle to prevent it from shat-
tering.”

Buresh's work is evolutionary. She
constantly experiments with new
formulations and concepts in her
Rising Moon Pottery studio then
perfects those that succeed and dis-
cards the rest. Her latest success is
a derivative of a deep blue bottle
used to package ginseng ice tea.

“I recycle a lot of glass in my
glazes. There's cobalt in this glass.
Cobalt is very expensive right now,”
said Buresh. “Everything’s from
somewhere in nature from the clay
dug out of the earth to the feldspar,
quartzite, copper, and volcanic ash
used in the glazes.”

Buresh's thrown vessels and hand
built tiles colored with cobalt as well
as other minerals and gems are part

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Dream to visit lost

For decades | had nursed the
dream: Machu Picchu, lost city of
the Incas, on an isolated moun
tain top in Peru, 8,000 feet up i1n
the Andes.

The dream ' started  in  high
school with a required term paper
We needed multiple sources. and
“National Geographic” magazine
had done a piece on how the In
can ruins had survived an earth
quake that devastated the Span
iah structures built on top of
them Encyclopedias provided the
rest. The term papers procedural
drudgery was designed by an Eng
i1ah teacher, but it fed the dream

The dream had to wait: college
a job, better pay. higher prionty
trips to Europe and the Middlel
East. By the 1980s, the time was
npe for us, but the-Shining Path
rebels had other ideas. Until the
last year or two, Peru wasnt safe

and sane for camera-toting Yan-
kee tourists.

For us, 1995 was The Year. In
January the “New York Times"
business page reported Peru, un-
der President Alberto Pujimori,
had a 12 percent growth rate,
highest in the world, ahead of
China and Malaysia. Investment
analysts were ecstatic.

in March the Detroit [nstitute
of Arts exhibited Peruvian trea-
sures from the tombs of Sipan.
That's on the coast, not in the
Andes, and the Moches pre-dated
the Incan culture of Machu Pie-
chu But the point was that Peru
was home to a string of cultures
for 3.000 years. That realization
keeps a modern suburbanite from
getting too smug.

We booked through Interna-
tonal Journeys Inc., (800) 622-
6525, in Fort Myers Beach, Fla,,
and picked June, still in the dry
season. By accident we chose the

first day of summer for arrival at
Machu Picchu. It turned out to be
the best date of the year because
we witnessed a mountaintop ritu-
al honoring the turnaround of the
sun. Remember, this is 13 degresa
south of the Equator.

Knowledge had changed since |
had studied Machu Picchu as a
16-year-old. Back then, we relied
on Hiram Bingham, the Yale pro-
fessor of languages (and later a
U.S. senator until the New Deal
washout) who discovered the
ruins in 1913. Bingham believed
he had found the “lost city,” the
place the Incas used as their hide-
out after Spain’s Francisco Piz-
zaro conquered them in the early
1530s. Bingham gave the build-
ings fanciful names.

Later explorers located the real
lost city. Machu Picchu turned
out to be a sanctuary built during
the 15th Century and abandoned
before Pizzaro’'s conquest. Our
Peruvian guide told us that it
wasn't even really lost; the private
property owner and the locals
knew of its weed-covered presence
long before Bingham spread the
word through the Nationa! Geo-
graphic Society.

It’s now a highly protected na-
tional park and a stunning rebut-
tal to business people who sneer
at government and professors.

Our group was about a dozen
people ranging from college stu-
dents to retirees. They had the
same occupations as people we
had met on other journeys, but
their conversation was different.
They didnt talk about London,
Salzburg. Athens and Jerusalem.

They had been to Kenya, the

Galapagos and on a week-earlier
jungle cruise on the upper Ama-
zon in Peru and Brazil.

Our tour started in Cusco, capi-
tal of the Queacha tribe whose
empire stretched 2,500 miles
along South America's Pacific
coast from Ecuador to Bolivia and
Chile. Inca isn't the name of the
tribe; it's the name of the rulers.
But nearly everyone uses “Inca”
to refer to the people.

We Americans are fascinated
by Machu Picchu, but the locals

stress that that Cusco, oldest cap-
ital in the hemisphere, is the cen-
ter of it all. Here a culture that
knew neither writing nor the
wheel built a Roman-style em-
pire. It moved and shaped rocks
weighing many tons into temples,
monuments, storage buildings
and forts.

Cusco is 11,000 feet up. By law,
hotels and public accommoda-
tions had to have oxygen avail-
able. One in our party had alti-
tude sickness pills, but you have
to be careful because of unknown
side effects. One side effect, |
learned the hard way, is that it
makes you miserable if you sip
even an ounce of beer. The food is
delicious (Peru invented th"o“roh-
to), though raw veggies tap
water are dangerous.

The bulk of Peruvians are ra-
cially mixed, but there are great
numbers of Incas. Their features
are absolutely beautiful, often
reminiscent of the Sioux Indians
of our Dakotas. A serious student
of Monte Nagler's photo column,
1 was equipped with good telepho-
to lenses for pictures of playful
children and women peddlers.
The feast of Corpus Christi
brought out a rainbow of cos-
tumes and statues ofsaints — a

photographer’s orgy.

Peddlers abound. They work
hard but aren’t as pushy as those
we had endured in the Middle
East. They hawk beautiful
sweaters made from baby alpaca
(a cousin of the llama), jewelry
and religious artifacts. Our
Christmas shopping chores will
be much lighter this year.

Our guide said 70 percent of
mothers have no husbands, due to
death, divorce or out-of-wedlock
births. Moms work from dawn to
dusk, or else.

The big features, of course, were
the ruins. Soon, scientific jour-
nals will reveal how the Incas
moved the multi-ton stones. They
half-buried round  stones and
rolled the big blocks across them
~ the principle of the ball bear-
ing.

The Presidents of the United
States of America are convinced that
their record company, Columbia
Records, is conspiring (o create a
false sense of security for the band.

Wherever they go — the Detroit-
area included — the quirky first sin-
gle "Lump"” is played on the radio.

“I'll never forget driving into New
York on our first promotional tour
and turning on (precedent-setting ra-
dio station) Z2100. Within five min-
utes they played ‘Lump.’ | thought,
‘Oh my God. This is insane,’” sai
three-string “guitbassist’ /vocalist
Dave Dederer during an interview
from his Seattle home.

“And then we were in France dur-
ing a promotional tour and we turned
on FUN radio, the big station in
France. and 30 seconds Iater the song
came on. I'm thinking that these peo-
ple (record company executives) must
be orchestrating this to impress us.”

“Lump” has captured a big per-
centage of the votes from alternative
rock listeners making it a Top 5 track
at alternative radio stations nation-
wide. A video for "Lump,” shot in
Seattle and directed by Roman Cop-
pola, is an MTYV Buazz Clip.

While the music in “Lump”™ is
upbeat, Dederer sees it as a somber
song (With lyrics like “"Lump sat
alone in a boggy marsh/Totally mo-
tionless except for her heart/Mud
flowed up into Lump’s pajamas/She
totally confused all the passing piran.

BOOK BREAK

‘Final Account’ surprises
even this jaded reader

Home alone one Fri-
day evening, I settled
into my favorite
armchair to read a
mystery thriller: Peter
Robinson’s “Final Ac-
count” (Berkley Prime
Crime, 1995). Critics
on the book jacket call
the author an “expert
plotter” and “one of
the most underrated
writers of British mys-
teries today.” Sure enough, after the
first chapter, I rose to make sure all the
doors and windows were locked.

Set in Yorkshire, on a farm turned
Yuppie estate, “Final Account” begins
with the investigation of a brutal mur-
der. A headless body, crouched in a pos-
ture of supplication, has been found on
the floor of an old stone barn. Spots of
flesh, blood and brain form expression-
ist patterns on the whitewashed walls.

A robbery? Not likely. A thorough ex-
amination of home and property reveal
no missing valuables. The macabre
scene looks more like an execution. But
why?

Monogrammed cufflinks on the vic-
tim’s shirt sleeves identify him as Keith
Rothwell, successful accountant and
devoted family man. Known for his qui-
et, unassuming manner, Rothwell hard-
ly seemed a candidate for murder and
mayhem. Neither his well-bred, some-
what overbearing wife nor his
bookworm of a daughter can explain the
reason for their personal tragedy.

Enter Chief Detective Alan Banks,
the intrepid protagonist of Robinson’s
seven-book mystery series. Banks grew
up in a working class neighborhood. As
a police officer, he's tough and unre-
lenting, yet as a man he's far from two-
dimensional.

The setting then switches from pasto-
ral hamlet to London and the interna-
tional crime scene. Fast-paced action
alternates with brooding introspection.

Reflect on good photos

When light hits
smooth, shiny surfaces
— glass, metal and wa-
ter many light
waves bounce off with-
out becoming scattered
and diffused. From the
proper angle, we see
these as reflected im
ages.

Reflections sur.
round us constantly in
our everyday lives.
Have you ever noticed the reflected im-
ages in the exterior glass of a modern
office building, that polished oil tanker
you passed on the way to work, or even
a pair of sunglasses” How about color-
ful, abstract reflections in an oil spill,
puddles after a rain, or a breathtaking
reflection across a still lake in early
morning”

Reflections abound. If you tune your
photographic vision their way, you'll
have many marvelous opportunities to
give added dimension to your photo-
graphs.

With building glass and metal surfac-
es, the réflected image will nearly al-
ways be distorted into a surreal, dream-
like quality.

Mirrors, on the other hand, provide
the truest reflections. Mirror reflections
can be so.lifelike it may be hard to dis-
tinguish between the actual scene and
the reflected one. A photographer can
often use this effect to his advantage to
produce some surprising results.

When photographing mirror reflec-
tions, study your composition carefully
and get in the viewfinder only what you
desire. You may even want yourself in

the picture for an unusual self-portrait.
Use a | aperture to get as much
depthi-of-field as possible. This is nec-

essary to keep hoth the reflected image

and the scene surrounding the mirror in
focus.

Another effect can be obtained by
holding a purse- size mirror next to your
lens. If the mirror is held at a right an-
gle to the lower half of the lens, it will
»pht the scene and you'll obtain a dou-
ble image.

Water, as artists and photographers
have long known, is the greatest source
of reflection, offering a great range of
photographic possibilities.

On a calm, clear morning, a body of
water can become an enormous mirror,
reflecting almost perfect images of
clouds, mountains, trees and boats.
Just after dawn is the best time to find
glass-smooth water, before the warming
air stirs up breezes.

Water can also fragment reflections,
Slight surface undulations can result in
an image with soft overtones while pro-

. nounced ripples can produce an ab-

stract scene or even a collage of reflect-
ed colors.

Don't limit yourself to reflections
that you happen upon. You can create
your own, too. Mix up a batch of soap
bubbles and you'll be surprised at the
reflected pictures you'll be able to cap-
ture on film. Or take a piece of crinkled
aluminum foil and tape it to a sheet of
stiff cardboard. Place brightly colored
subjects in front of it and photograph
the reflections in the aluminum to ob-
tain dazzling photographic effects.

So reflect for a moment on the many
reflections you encounter daily. You'll
be glad you did!

Q. We are interested in buying an expensive
residential lot in a multi-dimensional project
that includes boat docks, various condomini-
ums and single family homes. The lot prices are
extremely expensive, and we are talking about
a site condominium in northern Michigan. Do
you have any suggestions? :

A. There are a number of major developments that
are going up of a mixed use variety, i.e., single family
homes, site condominiums, marinas and various
amenities. As in the case of any purchase, you should
not only be concerned about the individual unit that
you are purchasing, but the overall development and
attendant restrictions that may be imposed upon you
individually in regard to the community association.

Also be concerned about whether you have un
absolute right to participate in various amenitics
such as a clubhouse, boat dock rights and the like or
whether they are optional and can be revoked by the
developer. Aa in any purchase, particularly of a com
plex nature involving interlocking arrangements
between various associations, you are well advised to
have an experienced and knowledgeable attorney
assisting you before you become bound by a purchase
agreement.

RBetore guing to settlement on
vour new house, you and your
builder will “walk through” the
house to conduct a final inspec
tion. The walk through should be
~cheduled long enough before set-
tlement to give the builder ade-
quate time to remedy any prob.
lems you discover

An effective way to handle a
walk-through is with a checklist.
The list should include every
thing that needs attention. and
vou and vour builder should agree
to a timetable for repairs.

Builders prefer to remedy prob-
lems hefore yoy move in, because
it i~ eaxier for them to work in an
vmpts house

Some items may have to be cor-
rected after move-in. For instance;
it vour walk-through is in the win
ter, vour builder may have to de

lay landscaping adjustments un-
tul spring.

It is important that you be very
thorough and observant during
the walk-through. Carefully ex-
amine all surfaces of counters,
fixturex, floors and walls for pos-
<ible damage.

Sometimes, disputes arise be-
cause a buyer may discover a
Kouge in a countertop after move-
in. and there is no way to prove
whether it was caused by the
bhutlder’s workers or the buver's
movers.

~ure vou understand how to do it.

Never be afraid to appear stu-
pid by asking too many question.
