“The head coach of the Plymouth Salem
girle’ swim team told my daughter before she could
change out of her swimsuit not to leave because he
wanted her to do something.

The Plymouth Canton Edu-
cational Park Marching Band
took the state competition at
the Pontiac Silverdome by
storm on Nov. 4.

Forty bands, the top 10 scor-
ing bands in each of Flights I,
I1, 111 and 1V, from across the
state were eligible to compete
within their flight for top honors
at the MCBA (Michigan Com-
peting Bands Association) State
Championship Contest on Sat-
urday.

a boon to private colleges

ou should become suspicious
when a politician repeats,
upuu and repeats a pet

“lt e high school bill. It’s a high
school bill. It’s a high school bill,”
state Rep, Jessie Dalman, R- Holland
told the membership last week. She
was talking about House Bill 4643,
whose purpose is to give high school
students “a wider variety of options”
by encouraging them to take college
courses. Bounds innocent — even pro-
gressive,

Then we look at the text of the bill
under the definition of “eligible post-
secondary institution,” and what do we
find? “A state university, community
college or independent nonprofit de-
gree-granting college or unwemty that
is located in this state .

Clearly the words I've |uhcmed
mean private and church-related col-
leges. Very interesting. And where does
the money come from to let a bright kid .
enroll in the public, private or sectari-
an college of his or her choice? From
the School Aid fund as augmented by
locally-raised public school taxes.

After a bit of paperwork, the young-

- ster enrolls in the college, which bills

the local school district for “tuition,
fees, books, materials, and other relat-
ed charges. . ."

After World War [, the federal GI
bill gave military veterans money to at-
tend the colleges of the:r choice, public
or pnvnw But here we're talking about
using state school aid to send high
school kids to church-related and pri-
vate colleges. By the way, there's no
means test, 8o the kids could come
from fairly well-off families. That in it-
self is a flaw.

We run into a big problem under the
Michigan Constitution, which voters in |
1970 amended to say that “No public
monies or property” shall be paid by ’
the state or political subdivision to pri-

Family mixes brotherly love, music

Facing hard times as the
result of an insurer’s deci-
sion to label his kidney
transplant as a pre-existing
condition, Steve Reyes is
getting help with his
monthly bills thanks to his
church and his musically
inclined parents, brothers
and sisters.

When Steve
Heyes needed help,
he turned to those
whom he knew best
his family And his
family responded in
a way they know
best with music.

That’'s why Sunday, Nov. 19, the
Reyes family will gather at the
Church of the Divine Savior in West-
land to present the first of three ben-
efit concerts for their brother who 18
faced with mounting medical bills re-
lated to his kidney transplant.

“We talked one day and said we
really have to do something,” said
his sister, Christine Reyes Boal “But
none of us have that much money to
give him, s0 we're using our talents
to help. Ax a family, we're all musi-
cians in the Archdiocese of Detront ™

The concert will he at 6 p.m_ at
the church, 39375 Joy, west of Hix
Road. The 90-minute performance
will include both sacred and secular
music as well as some original
preces. Refreshments will be sold
dunng intermission and a free will
donation will be collected.

The family hopes to raise $25,000
for Reyes whose financial problems
began shortly after taking a new job
in February. The insurance provider
ruled his transplant a pre-existing
condition and said he would have to
wait one year before he could be cov-
ered, leaving him to pay for the al-

most $1,000 monthly tab for anti-re-
Jection drugs, ongoing evaluations
by doctors and blood work done
every other month.

Good start

So far, $4,000 was raised through
a bake sale at Church of the Divine
Savior where Reyes, who plays bass
and guitar, is the assistant choir di-
rector

“I was amazed,” Reyes said. “Sev-
enty people signed up to bake and a
lot of people paid $20 for a $2 item.
After the bake sale, my wife was
flabbergasted.”

A spaghetti dinner will be held on
Sunday, Nov. 12, at St. Louis
Church in Chinton Township, where
