It simply
states that members must pay for our
televised speeches using our ofnce al-
lowances - the same way we use our
allowances to pay for particular mail-
ing, telephone calls, radio recording
sessions, TV taping services, and other
methods of communication.

1 believe strongly that the free ex-
change of ideas and an ongoing dia-
logue with the public is crucial to our

democracy. At the ume time, however.
when the public trust in government is
at an all-time low and,overnment ex- i
penditures are high, I iloo believe it'*
reasonable to ask members of Congress
to watch our own bud,ets the way most

other Americans do. Free speech and 4
government accountability should not
be mutually exclusive. Congress has to
make it clear to the people we Berve
that when we spend taxpayers' money.
we do it as responsibly and carefully as

possible. 1

As for what we say. that choice is -
and must always remain - ours. How-
ever, if there's one thing I know that all
our constituents would like to hear, it's
that we're cheap with the public buck.
