There's an old saying that better fences
make better neighbors.

That's not the case when it comes to fencing
ponds and wetlands in Plymouth Township.
Parents recently brought the issue to the
township, contending that children could wan-
der into the ponds and drown.

It's an emotional issue. The parents are cor-
rect. Ponds do pose a danger. Parents should
be concerned.

However, Plymouth Township should resist
any move to require that fences be placed
around ponds or wetlands. Any such move
would spark lawsuits and neighborhood dis-
putes.

While we should all be concerned about the

safety of children, the ultimate responsibility
should be in the hands of parents, not govern-
ment.

It 's up to parents to teach children about
the dangers of wading into water. Parents
should also be reminded that traffic on subdi-

vision roads poses more dangers to young peo-
ple than does water.

Taking on ponds and wetlands is an expen-
sive proposition. Just the fencing would come
with a high price tag. Maintenance of such
fnces would drive the cost even higher.

Fencing ponds would change the look of
subdivisions. That would spark battles in
neighborhoods. The design and type of fences
would become an issue.

Also, aesthetics and property values are at
stake. Although some parents may see the
ponds as a problem, other residents see ponds
and wetlands as an attractive asset in their

subdivision. Living near water is an attrac-

Most of the modern burial prac-
tices, including headstones come
from early Christian traditions
which shows how the church in

many ways is wedded to the funeral
history.

"That's how you get that tie-in of
funeral home and church together,"
Rottgers said.

Rottgers got the idea of meeting at
a funeral home while on sabbatical

Who was the lead singer of
The Pied Piper•, which provided
vocals for Tommy Dorsey?

What Big Band leader quit
performing in the mid-19408 and
made lamps out of his clarinets
Gecause he didn't like the way
€he industry was going?

For buffs of the Big Bands,
the answers come quickly. The
"bad tune" was none other than
In the Mood," The Pied Pipers'
Lead singer was none other than
Frank Sinatra, and the band
leader with clarinet lamps - and
only Big Band leader still living
4 is Artie Shaw.

Those are but a few of facts Dr.

feldon Petz tosses out while
talking about a subject near and
dear to his heart. And with good
reason. Between the time he

graduated from Wayne Universi-
fy in 1943 and 1947, when he
oigned on with the Detroit Public
Schools as an instrumental

music teacher, he played trom-
bone for Jimmy Dorsey, per-
formed in radio theater, and
recorded with Ella Fitzgerald.

He also had his own group, the
tommy Band, which performed
throughout Michigan, Indiana
and Ohio until 1952, and used

the first name of his idol, Tommy
Dorsey, as part of its moniker.

"The Dorseys, out of Pennsyl-
vania, were two Irish brothers
who couldn't agree," said Petz.

"Tommy was my idol, Jimmy
was my boss."

The recollections were part of
Petz's prelentation as the closing
act of the 1995-96 Livonia Town

Hall season and people who
came to hear the music of such

greats as Benny Goodman,
Harry James, Johnny Long,Les
Brown, Miller and the Dorseys

were not disappointed.

Folksy roots
The Big Band sound can trace

its roots back to folk singers who
would talk they lyrics. But it was
the likes of Huddie Leadbelly"
Ledbetter *ho began to change
the talk to singing and musi-
cians in the south who played
what sounded like jazz from
France.

Added to the mix were jug
bands, so named after the base

who blew across the top of the
jug and might even feature a
washboard solo, and Dixieland
bands.

By the 19208, the music was
gaining popularity. Bands from
the south, with five or six mem-

berg, began traveling up the Mis-
sissippi River on the riverboats,
bringing_ihe sound north, bands
like the Hot Five with Louie

Armstrong and his wife who
played the piano.

"The sound started catching on
with white bands," Petz said.

"(Loring) Red Nichols and the
Five Pennies played the Dix-
ieland sound that was cleaner

and crisper than the bands com-
ing out of New Orleans."

The growing interest in the
music prompted the opening of
the first great ballroom in New
York. Harlem's Cotton Club

opened with a piano player by
the name of Duke Ellington and
McKinne» Cotton Pickers.

Duke Ellington was the only
one who could read music, so he
would teach the band," Petz

pointed out.
The interest in hot jazz or

swing took off with the 1930s
with the help of radio. Leading
the charge was Paul Whiteman
who "hired the best musicians."

Dorsey and Goodman were in
the band at the same time and

an up and coming piano player
by the name of George Gersh-
win. Whiteman added wind and

bale to carry the long sound and
Bing Crosby u vocalist.

"Big band was very special-
ized, Petz said. There were

only 2,000 musicians who piaYed
in the big bands. It was very,
very competitive, and there was
always someone Waiting for a
Spot..

Only the best
Among tHe early swing bands

was one led by drummer Ben
Pollack, who like Henderson,
hired the best musicians, includ-
ing a clarinet-playing teenager
by the name of Benny Goodman.

And it was pianist Fletcher
Henderson who would make a

name for himself as an arranger
and eventually break up his
band to arrange for Goodman,
according to Petz.

-The arranger was the brains
and the heart of an orchestra,"
Petz said. "He would make the

sound of the band. I have great
respect for the arranger."

As for Goodman, he planned to
break up his band after perfbrm-
ing in New York because no one
danced at the ballrooms where

he played.
"At the Paramount Theater,

when he played his theme, the
young people began dancing.
Swing was born and he became
the King of Swing,» Petz said.

Jimmy Dorsey took his theme
song from Oodles of Noodles"
and had Ellen O'Connell as a

vocalist. He was, according to
Petz, "a marvelous man to work
forand had a marvelous band.

His brother, on the other hand,
had "Getting Sentimental Over
You» as a theme song and the
ability to play 32 bars of music

without a breath.

about the disastrous Chornobyl, this is the
Ukrainian spelling, nuclear explosion on April
26,1986.

From a painting of a Ukrainian flag splat-
tered with blood to an assemblage featuring a
•m•ll plant barely surviving among the rocks of
a Ukrainian landscape, the exhibit focuses on
the more than 125,000 people who died as a
result of radiation poimoning and the untold
number of children already afflicted, or about to
become ill with thyroid canchr and leukemia.

According to Bozhena Olshaniwsky, president
of Americans for Human Rights in Ukraine, radi-
ation affected more than 1 million children. The
world's worst nuclear accident produced 300
times the radiation released from the atomic
bomb dropped on Hiroshima in 1945. The cover-
up and silence of the Soviet government for two
weeks afterward comt not only lives,but illness
for generations to come.

Skulls and mountains of bodies permeate the
paintings,-drawings, sculpture, fiber art, and
photography in "Chornobyl - 10 Years After
Through the Eyes of Children: While Borne
chose to illustrate the flawed Soviet RBMK reac-
ton children of the Ukrainian American Youth
Association usembled a fabric wall mural of the
Nuntryside before the accident. Black and red
radiation symbols hang from the ceiling through-
out the exhibit, the idea of Thras Hayda, a stu-
dent of the Eaton Academy in Birmingham. As
viewers walk through the exhibit, the hazardous
material signs heighten Enoual awarenew that
Ukrainian air ia filled with poison.

'9ince thi• i, the 10 year anniversary of the
disaster we wanted to know what Chernobyl
means to them, how they perceive it and the
leukemia and cancers related to radiation," said
exhibition coordinator Dzvinka Hayda.
«One tragedy seems to happen and we go on to

the next one. We wanted people to become aware

that this is an ongoing tragedy. There are a
great many children in Ukraine and Belarus
who are ill."

When Chryst)ma Nykorak delivered medical
supplies to Ukraine in 1992, she could feel the
burning of the radiation in her eyes. At an open-
ing reception for the exhibit on April 21
Nykorak, membership director for the Livonia
Chamber of Commerce, reiterated Hayda'§ con-
cerns that the world has forgotten Chornobyl,
and the lingering effects it left on all forms of
life. Thouaands of acres of agricultural land and
forests are contaminated with radiation. The
strontium and plutonium will remain forever in
the bodies of the victims, dead or alive.

l'eople want to forget. It's important for us to
remember. We're doing the exhibit because the
planet is not safe. I don't think humanity knows
the side effects of something this dangerous,"
said Nykorak, a West Bloomfield Township resi-
dent who created large-scale batik paintings
inspired by her trip for the first Chornobyl art
exhibit five years after the disaster.

-Some of the artworks have hope, but most of
them are like the clay sculpture of the cow with
three front legs. We placed a broken egg in the
case because the egg is very symbolic in
Ukrainian culture. The radiation is affecting
human •tructures and genes. If the egg cracks
you no longer have the life force."

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Many ways to redesign bath

This isn't an easy subject with which
to deal. If you are fortunate enough to
be in the position of demolishing all the
existing plumbing fixtures and updat-
ing everything you can achieve a stun-
ning result. If such isn't possible can
you pull out the old basin and install a
cabinet-housed, under-counter replace-

ment? They are available prefabricated,
but one designed to your own needs
and finishes can resonate your- good
taste. A handsome marble top becomes
significant.

From practical experience I recom-
mend raising the height of the counter
to a minimum of 33 inches. As our gen-
erations are getting ever taller you may
even want the height to be 34 inches.
Try it on you and your mate. It is very
much easier on your back than the
accepted 30-31 inches high.

Is it
possible in your case to simply sur-
round the old tub with a marble top
and front as a camouflage?

Possibly the most colossal change will
be the floor, so often ignored It should
be coordinated with the walls. Marble
isn't as expensive as one might Imag-
ine. There are marble squares that are
the most reasonable. There are so many
wonderful combinations of marbles, and
even combining marble with granite
can be gorgeous. Small quantities of
black add a large quantity of style. One,
or none of the above? If none, you are
faced with only superficial changes.

Thereupon, wallpaper becomes your
best ally Wallpaper, well chosen, can be
very effective. I have found that contin-
uing the paper over the entire ceiling
does make a big, big difference. In such
cases a small, repeated pattern may be
best, and it is easier to handle the
repeat. Of course, a dynamic print is
more dramatic, please be sure it has a
roving overall design. Is the bathroom
small? The more dramatic paper tends

To reiterate what I have previously

written about wallpapers: Remember
that the small piece you view in the
book becomes stronger when used on
the walls and ceiling. Be cautious.

Changing your lighting fixtures is of
inestimable help. There now exists

many more appealing designs that will
help update your bathroom, and
improve practicality. A trip to a local
lighting fixture shop will be illuminat-
ing, no pun intended.

Even a sleek new medicine cabinet
(the old one is easily unscrewed and

replaced) adds a fresh look. There are
bathroom shops that will open your
eyes to what is available. No more the
"dinky" old-fashioned look. There are
three-way "wings" that are an integral
part of newer cabinets. Adding a lot of
mirror in a bathroom visually enlarges
the space.

New window treatments are another

dimension. Simplify from your old cur-
tains by using horizontal blinds. They
are very handsome in bronze or stain-
less steel. I rarely specifiy color, but in

the right venue even that is effective.
Fit them just to cover the window cas-
ind offering the best privacy, essential
to a bathroom.

Conversely, if remodeling is accessi-
ble you have a whole world out there to
redesign, whether the bath is small or
large.

1. Consumers are already bringing
their dehumidifiers to my shop for
repairs or calling me to ask why the
front coil ts covered with snow when

they recently turned it on. Folks, the
dehumidifier is your basement will not
work properly during temperatures and

relative humidity which are too low. It
is not yet time for you to expect that
product to do its job. There will be mil-
lions of room air conditioners and dehu-

midifiers sold in the next few months,
and that's not necessary if only con-
sumers would take the product to the
car wash and hose it down completely.
Make sure the components are dry
before you plug it in.

2. Spring and summer storms bring
to our homes and neighborhoods some
weird electrical happenings. Power
surges are the most frequent, which
cause serious damage to out appliances
and electronic equipment. Purchase a
surge protector from your local hard-
ware store and install it where you
think necessary. You might even think
about shutting off the main circuit
breaker during power outages and turn
it back on after power has been
restored in the surrounding area.

3. Refrigerators which ran find all
winter will begin to break down in
large numbers and people will wait
days for service because the service
industry is busy cleaning dirty con-
densers. Get a long handle brush from
your hardware store and using your
crevice tool, clean the condenser, under

and in back of the refrigerator. This is

the biggest cause of extra energy 'con-
sumption during the summer months
and the most common cause of no
ref'rigeration in the American home.

4.The clothes dryer vent line needs to
be taken completely off and cleaned
out. The hinges on the flapper outside
need to be brushed to ensure positive
shut off The critters and birds are
building an alarming amount of nests
this year and you can guess where. If
your vent line is plastic or tinfoil, it
should be changed to solid aluminum.
There are over 13,000 house fires a
year started by a clothes dryer, improp-
er vent line is responsible for the
majority.

Be careful when choosing a remodeler 1
As dependable at the coming of

spring, so is the information put out
to the public on selecting a remodel-
ing contractor. And although many
associations and businesses attempt
to educate the homeowner on their
responsibility in their selections, we
unfortunately get calls after it is too
late. As NARI celebrates National
Home Improvement Month in May we
find that it is still necessary (at least
twice each year) to publish our sug-
gestions on how to go about selecting
a remodeling contractor.

The process of finding a qualified
and professional contractor does not
need to be difficult. by following some
basic guidelines you will be prepared to
make an informed decision that best
suits your needs.

•Employ a contractor with an estab-
lished business. Local firms can be
checked through past customers. They
are tax-paying members of your com-
munity and are compelled to perform
satisfactory work for local homeowners
in order for their business to survive.
•Ask to see the contractor's state

builder's license. If you have questions
you can contact the state licensing
departments to ensure they meet aM
requirements.
•Ask to see a copy of the contractor's

certificate of insurance. You can also
call his or her insurance agency to verb
fy coverage for worker's compensation
and personal liability insurance. To be
sure their coverage meets all state min-

imum requirements you can contact the
Department of Labor at 517-322-1195.
•Contact the Better Business Bureau

or government Consumer Affairs Office
to ensure there is no adverse file on
record.

•Check credentials with professional
organizations. If the contractor has an
affiliation with a professional organiza-
tion and uses an acronym such as C.R.,
C.K.D, C.B.D. or C.G.R. after their
names, contact the association to be
sure they are a member and in fact
have been given these credentials
which can certify that the contractor
has met certain criteria for experience,
commitment to ethical conduct and pro-
fessionalism.

•Ask for local homeowner references
and be sure to follow up on them. Call
the references and don' t be afraid to
ask specific questions such as: "Did the
contractor begin the work on time?»

"Was the job site kept neat?- Did the
contractor stay in touch throughout
the project?» "Were the fine details
finished in a timely manner?= and
9Would you use this contractor again
without hesitation?- Ask to see the finf
ished project if possible. Make sure
you are satisfied with the quality of
the work.

• Do not blindly accept the lowest
bid. If you elect to solicit bids from Bev-
eral different contractors, be sure they
are bidding on the same scope and
quality of work. Discuss variation in
bids and beware of any bid that is sub-

stantially lower than the others. Low
bids could suggest poor workmanship
or inferior materials. Make sure that
you have a thorough understanding of
all materials to be used.

• Get it is writing. A well-written con-
tract is essential when doing remodel-
ing. Although there are many issues to
be covered in a contract be sure the-fol-
lowing is included:

1. Contractor's name, address, phone
number and license numbers.

2. Details of what the contractor will
and will not do _ such as protection of
your household goods and daily
cleanup.

3. Specifications for all materials to
be used, including size, color, model,
brand name and product.

4. Approximate start date and sub-
stantial completion date.

5. Financial terms including total

price, payment schedule and cancella-
tion policy.

6. Changes to the original agreement
should be in writing and signed by both
parties.

If you would like more information on
contracts contact our office. Be sure to
protect your investment by selecting a
reputable contractor and avoiding a dis-
appointment or mistakes that,you could
end up paying for.

 ay 'modern times" and youmay conjure up thoughts
of the Charlie Chaplin

movie of that name, in which
Chaplin's beleaguered character
struggles with the Machine Age.

But if you're speaking of
«modern times" as in the mod-
ernism style, the reaction in real

 life is different from that in
Chaplin's reel life. People are
comfortable with modernism

and its wide variety, from the
lava lamp to art deco pieces to
sleek furniture designs.
«rm sure everybody has some-

thing (of modernism) in the
house," said interior designer
Tom Verwest.

Modernism style is free of
ornamentation. It runs the

whole gamut of furnishings,
including furniture, wallpaper,
glass, ceramics and silver; and
is considered more affordable

and accessible than other styles.
Famous names are among its
designers -- such as Frs•nk Lloyd
Wright, Louis Comfort Tiffany,
Salvador Dali and Gustav

Stickley, founder 0£ the
American arts and crafts move-
ment.

Examples of modernism pieces
are bleached wood coffee tables,
black and chrome tables and

lamps, trumpet lamps and tubu-
lar aluminum furniture.

Modernism has the ability for
people to live with it easily, said
interior designer David Weiss.

'It's nice and clean and sleek

looking," he said. «It's a classic."
It's really really very time-

less," said interior designer
Linda Golden.

"People relate to it."
Verwest's living room is an

attractive arrangement of mod-
ernism elements. It features

purple Arne Jacobsen egg chairs
and pillows with a vibrant
Alexander Girard design. It can
be mixed with any style in any
room, Verwest said.

"Good design is good design.»
One of Golden's showrooms

with modernism style included a
table in mahogany, maple,
ebony, platinum and gold, and a
Ikucos beaded lamp.

Southeastern Michigan is rich
in the modernism heritage.
Charles Eames and Eero
Saarinen were two young archi-
tects with the Cranbook

Academy of Art when they won
top honors in the Organic
Design in Home Furnishings
competition in the Museum of
Modern Art in New York in
1940. Their designs set the tone
for style in the 19508 and 1960s.

English reformists William
Morris and John Ruskin were
among those at the end of the
19th century who founded work-
shops and guilds to elevate the
status of the worker and the

work. They had been appalled at
the dehumanization of the work-

er by the machine. Their reac-
tion led to the decorative arts
movement.

Stickley introduced these
ideas in the United States. The
movement was called art nou-
veau in France and was more
fanciful. Tiffany brought art
nouveau style to America.

After World War I, the Society

1 teaspoon baking soda

1 teaspoon salt

1/4 cup chopped pecans

Cook, drain and mas}Nquash to the
consistency of mashed potatoes.

Cream sugar, molasses and butter; add
egg and squash and blend well. Mix flour

with baking soda and salt; beat this mix-
ture into the squash batter. Fold in
pecans

Fill well-greased muffin pans about
half full with batter; bake at 375 degrees

F for 20 minutes. Makes 1 1/4 dozen
mumns.

BISCUITS

1 cup flour

1/2 teaspoon salt

1 1/2 teaspoons baking powder
9 tablespoons sweet milk

3 tablespoons shortening

Sift dry ingredients. Cut shortening
into flour. Make a well in the center of the

flour and put milk into the well. Stir until
the dough cleans the bowl - not over 1/2
minute. Knead dough 1/2 minute. Pat it
out on a noured surface to about 1/2-inch

thick or to desired thickness.

Cut with 2-inch biscuit cutter. Bake at

425 degrees F. for 10 minutes or until
golden brown. The cooked biscuits (cooled)
can be stored in a tin or frozen and used

later.

Dear Georgia:
The time around the turn of the cen-

tury nurtured creativity, spawned
many new art forms and allowed for
the expansion of numerous others. It
was truly the Golden Age for decorative
arts, especially glass making. Some of
the most notable and expensive of the
manufacturers of artistic glass lamp
shades are known names like Tiffany,
Handel and Pairpoint.

However, not everyone could afford
those wares and there were many imi-
tators and manufacturers of less costly
art glass products. Your lamp falls into
the latter category.

In the most desirable situations,

these glass lampshades and bases are
signed, the shade often on the inside of
the glass or on the interior metal rim
and the base along the outer edge or
underneath.

made at a little-known company called
the Jefferson Glass Company, which
produced handpainted, molded (not
blown) glass shades in the early 20th
century in Follansbee, W.Va. It some-
times signed its lamp bases with a
fired on signature, *Jefferson Lamp
Co.,» in script. Unfired thin line script
signatures are reported to be forgeries

We feel that the metal on your lamp
is spelter rather than bronze, both
because of its appearance in the photo
and because these lesser quality lamp
manufacturers didn't usually use
bronze as it was more costly If all is in
original and good condition, we feel
that your lamp, being American,
antique and very decorative, could be
found in a retail shop priced some-
where around $1,200 to $1,600.

Sellers can have a difficult

time looking at their hous-
es in an objective way.
Ingrained lifestyles can
cause problems when it
comes to putting a house
on the market. Ignorance
isn't bliss.

Prospects sometimes make a deci-
sion to buy even though the size of
the house or its floor plan ian't exactly
what they want.

Purchasers have a more difficult

time getting beyond filth, clutter,
odors and unkempt exteriors, Real-
ton say.

The Westland couple still recalls the
shock a decade ago of opening the
door of the built-in oven during a
house-hunting excursion and finding
the appliance filled with dirty dishes.

Something like that kind of makes
purchasers wonder what mEOor prob-
lems really lurk below the surface,
said Barbara Schultz, a Realtor with
Century 21 Today in Farmington
Hills.

"If you walk into a gorgeous house,
you assume everything is fine,» she
said. «If it'I a mess inside, you
assume anything could be wrong

mechanically.»
Joe Bailey, a Realtor with Mayfair

in Livonia, recalled taking a prospect
into a house that had ashtrays in
every room and a mountain of clothes
strewn about one of the children's
rooms.

-rhere wai nowhere to walk," Bai-
ley said. -I'hey turned around and we
walked out. We still talk about it."

Then there was the almost perfect
house that waan't as described by
'Ibm Nolan, a Realtor with Cranbrook
Associates in Bloomfield Hills.

"I have a client who loved the

house, who should have bought it,"
Nolan said. "They couldn't get beyond
the smell of animals. On paper, it
looked like the right house for them.*

Realtors are almost unanimous in

what really bugs buyers.
«Probably houses that ann't picked

up, ann't tidy, aren't clean," said Ann

Stanzel, a Realtor with Weir, Manuel,
Snyder & Ranke in West Bloomfield.
"Houses that are over-decorated, too

much furniture, too many knick-
knacks go you can't see the house."

"I've been ih houses where the dog
has gotten into garbage, where the
people aren't home and they've left
dirty, personal things all over the
house," Schultz said.

I tell people you cannot get the
same price for your house your neigh-
bor got if it's a pigsty," Bailey said.
"I've had some with holes in the wall,

doors off hinges.'
Part of the problem is people get

used to clutter and therefore lose

sight of the forest for the trees.
"I had one seller whose kids' toys

were still outside cluttering the yard
in the middle of winter," Bailey said.
"When I pointed that out to him, he
said it wagn't important. I say it is to
the buyer.

Schultz echoed that sentiment

«People who live in houses don't
smell it," she said. 'Some of them
don't see clutter, either."

Agents, shouldn't hesitate to call
for a mAjor clean-up effort if needed,
Stanzel said.

Get the car-
pet cleaned. Paint. Put furniture in
the basement or store it. Make the

A: You have railed a number of imsues regarding
the ramification• of your proient legal situation,
including the income tax ramilean--, the state tax
ramifications and real -tate ramifications. First, if
only twd of the,ix siblinp own the PCOPortA •rrang..

ments will have to be made to either transfer the
property to those six persons with proper ownership
interest or, prerferably, to reach an agreement
between the six, independent of the ownership of the
property as to the division of proceeds from that
property. Perhaps you have run a partnership, in
effect, over the years, while two have been the desig-
nated representatives of the partnership. You will
need to get an attorney to advise you as to the best
way of handling the matter, as the intere,t of some of
the siblings appears to be different from the others as
the best means of cleaning up the situation. Obvious-
ly, you want to insure that everyone who claims an
interest to the property agrees to the arrangement,
whatever it may be, with respect to the disposition of
the property, so that there are no «dangling" claims
that may be aslerted against some subsequent pur-
chaser in the future. You ar, best advised to seek a
competent real estate lawyer.

Q: I have a building and hired a general con-
tractor. The Bneral contractor hired a .ubcon-
tractor who w= injured when a platform built
by the general contractor collapeed at the work
lite. The mboontractor i, claiming that we are
liable for hi, 14-, bicau- we controlled the

work environment. We did not control the gen.
eral contractor's work or his activities. We have

notified our insurance carrier, but are wonderl
ing whether you think we have any liability.

A. Generally, property owners are not liable for a
general contractor's negligence unless the property
owner retains control of the work done and the con-

tractor's activities. The test is whether the property
owner has retained such a right of supervision that
the contractor in not free to work his own way If in
fact you can establish by the evidence that you did
not retain control over the specifications of the work
and how the work was to be completed, chances are
you will not have the liability.
