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City to study new road tax

Some city streets need serious
attention, so Plymouth city commis-
sioners thought they were doing the
right thing by setting up a 10-year
repair program.

But at a public hearing on the pro-
gram Monday, about 50 residents
along streets identified for work this

It’s been a tradition for residents to be
assessed for street repairs in the city of
Plymouth. But a new round of assessments
has some residents complaining, and offi-
'8 cials are considering a citywide millage.

year showed up to object.

We want the street work, they
said _ but not the special assess-
ments along our property frontage to
pay for it.

They suggested a citywide millage
to pay for street repairs instead.
And city commissioners agreed to
consider their plan.

City Manager Steve Walters is to
report back to commissioners May

20 on possible alternatives to the
special assessment plan. The alter-
natives list would likely be headed
by a citywide millage.

Walters said that if the commis-
sion chose to go the millage route,
voters would be asked to approve
less than 2 mills _ about $160 a year
for 10 years for someone with a
$200,000 house.

While using a citywide millage to
pay for street repairs seemed like a
great idea to residents facing annual
street assessment payments of
around $700 over 10 years, one city
resident at the meeting at city hall
Monday said he opposed a millage.

“I sure don't want to pay a millage
to pay for other people’s streets,”
said Todd Wilson of Mill Street.

Residents who live on Mill and on
other county or state roads, includ-
ing Sheldon and Ann Arbor Road,
would not pay special assessments.
They would pay toward a street mil-
lage, if passed.

Streets ranked as top priority for
repair work this year were Farmer
between Sheldon and Blunk, Main
between Church and Amelia, and
Garling Drive.

The proposal to build a middle
school in Canton Township is
gaining momentum. Voters could
be looking at a bond issue to
fund construction as soon as this
fall.

Despite the fact that the
majority of Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools’ middle
schoolers live in Canton, not one
middle school is located there. In
fact, if you laid a quarter on a
district map, four of the district’s
five middle schools would be
under it. The fifth, Lowell Mid

“More than 50 percent _ two-
thirds _ of the district’s total pop-
ulation is in Canton Township,
and the student population
(more than 15,000) roughly mir-
rors that,” he said. “We are cur-
rently seeking additional figures
to verify the incoming population
and the growth.”

Building a new elementary
school would cost about $7 mil-
lion. The tab for a middle school
would be $12-$14 million, and a
high school substantially more,
Birchler said.

There’s support for new
schools among township officials,
as well.

Canton Treasurer Elaine
Kirchgatter said, “I think based
on the growth we are seeing and
projections, there probably needs
to be an additional middle school
at some point,” she said. Kirch-
gatter served on the Board of
Education 1976-1986.

“I definitely feel it needs to be

in Canton,and probably south-
west of the Ford/Canton Center
intersection. There probably
eventually will have to be anoth-
er elementary school, the way
growth is proceeding. I would
think they’d be looking at land,
certainly west of Canton Center
someplace.”

Filios said the district is fortu-
nate to have sites. “They’re not
in the perfect locations, but we
do have some acreage.”

The district currently owns
six potential school sites totaling
282 acres.

One _ the 30-acre Miller
Woods Nature Preserve at Pow-
ell and Ridge roads in Plymouth
Township _ is large enough for
an elementary or middle school.

The remaining sites are in
Canton. The district owns 21
acres on the east side of Canton
Center north of Ford Road adja-
cent to the former Bartlett school
site.

“I pretty much had all E's my first
semester,” admitted Canton High
School sophomore Sara Sendelbach.

Medical problems had been a stress-
ful distraction in her life but medica-
tion and her own determination
helped to turn her life around. “I had
a 3.6 last quarter,” she said.

Twenty-four Plymouth-Canton ele-
mentary, middle and high school stu-
dents who have made positive
changes in their lives, grades, atti-
tudes, or behavior, were recognized at

the first annual Plymouth-Canton
Community Turnaround Achievement
Awards. The luncheon program was
at the Summit on the Park Tuesday.
The program, the first of its kind in
this area, was sponsored by Super-
bowl Lanes in Canton.

“It's a school-business partnership
between us and the Plymouth-Canton
School District,” said Randy Gutows-
ki, Superbowl general manager. “It
recognizes one or more students from
each school in the district who have
shown the most effort, perseverance
and commitment in turning his or her
life around. The turnaround can be in

either attitude, behavior or academic
performance.”

Patterned after a similar program
from Tampa, Fla., teachers, coun-
selors and administrators were asked
to nominate one student. Betty Bloch,
program coordinator for the Ply-
mouth-Canton Community Business
Education Partnership, was a key per-
son in coordinating school nomina-
tions.

Canton High math teacher Sandy
Downs was the teacher who nominat-
ed Sara Sendelbach. “Of all the years
I've taught, I think Sara has been the
one I've seen turn around most in a
short period of time. It’s been remark-
able what she's been able to do for
herself,” said the 26-year teaching
veteran.

Sendelbach’s parents, Ingrid and
Neil, were proud of thier daughter’s
accomplishments. “She never gave up
on herself,” Neil Sendelbach said.
“She’s had absolutely true effort and
support from the school, all the way
from the administration, counselors,
teachers, everyone. It’s great to see
this kind of recognition and support
through the community.”

Accolades of support and admira-
tion came from speakers Plymouth-
Canton Superintendent Charles Lit-
tle, David Artley, school board presi-
dent, and Mark Voight, Superbowl
owner.

Guest speaker Mort Crim, anchor
for WDIC-Channel 4 News, captured
the audience’s attention when he said,
“You might never guess that I was a
high school dropout.” A football injur-
ty hastened Crim’s early departure
when he decided that if he couldn’t

play, there was no real reason to stay
in school. It took him two years to
turn his life around. Once he received
his high school diploma, it took him
six years to work his way through col-
lege before going on to graduate
school.

Crim stressed striving for excel-
lence, self-confidence and self-disci-
pline as important factors in reaching
goals successfully. “There are many
who believe tha success is determined
primarily by luck,” Crim said. “That's
particularly true of people who are
not successful. It has been my obser-
vation that luck is a synonym for self-
discipline.”

For Lisa Ansara, Pioneer Middle
School eighth-grader, those factors
were decisive in her turnaround. She
came to school a year ago when both
parents were killed in a car accident.

“She is now living with her aunt
and uncle (Marlene and Amad Had-
dad) who are doing a wonderful job of
parenting,” said Robert Waters, Lisa’s
counselor, who nominated her.

Now on the honor roll, Lisa is also
active in the school chorus. “You talk
about courage and dedication, we
have one right here,” Waters said.

Speaking of the program, Pioneer
principal Cheryl Johnson said, “I
think it’s a wonderful way to honor
children _ who have turned their lives
around and made a difference.”

Deborah Teichman, a Canton High
history teacher, said of her honoree
Chris Bixler, a freshman, “He did it
on his own. He went from a failing
student to an A/B student.” That
made parents Bonita and Mike Bixler
proud.”

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City to test closing of rail crossings in Old Village

Temporary barricades will go up in 30-45 days at
the York and Holbrook railroad crossings in Old
Village.

City officials will leave the temporary barriers
up for 90 days to gauge the impact on traffic on
nearby streets and the effect on neighboring busi-
nesses.

Then, commissioners will decide once and for all
if the crossings will be closed permanently or left
open.

Meanwhile, drivers who normally cross the
tracks on either street can cross at Mill or Stark-
weather. Crossing bells, which nearby residents

said are a nuisance especially late at night, are to
be turned off during the temporary closing period.

On Monday, commissioners voted 6-0 to spend
$4,590 on water-filled barriers and other items
needed to close the crossings. But before the vote,
new eommissioners Don Dismuke and Joe Koch
questioned a need for spending money on traffic
barriers.

Koch said an informal poll of York Street resi-
dents suggested most favored closing the crossing.
“I just feel York Street needs to be resolved,” Koch
said.

Dismuke agreed, saying the commission was
taking a lot of time to decide on the issue.

Commissioner Doug Miller said, “I think we're
going to spend $5,000 to have the answers we

Lawmaker to seek second term

Veteran Republicah Plymouth
politician Gerald Law announced
this week he is running for
reelection to the state House.

The 20th district includes Ply-
mouth and portions of Northville
and Livonia. The filing deadline
is Tuesday.

Law served in the House from
1982 to 1991, serving five terms
before resigning to become Ply-
mouth Township supervisor. He
served out the term of Maurice
Breen who resigned to become a
Wayne County commissioner.

Law didn’t seek election as
supervisor, but in 1994 he ran
for the state House seat by then
held by Jerry Vorva . Law beat
Vorva in the Republican primary
and won in the general election.

If Law wins, it will be his sev-
enth term as a house member in
the past two decades, making
him one of the most veteran law-
makers in the state.

“] want to be able to serve out
three terms,” said Law.

State term limits restrict state
House members from serving
more than -three terms. Those
limits were not in effect when
Law served his previous five
terms.

If reelected, Law said his
major priority for Plymouth
would be the modification of Pro-
posal A, a property tax restruc-
turing system approved by vot-
ers. It limits the ability of school
districts to set millage elections.

School millages approved after
1996 will be shared with other
school districts in the intermedi-
ate district, under Proposal A.

“I’d like to extend that to
1999,” Law said. “Nobody out
here is going to vote for a millage
that will go to other school dis-
tricts.”

cult, he said, adding that: “The
schools can ask for bond money,
but a millage is needed to hire
the teachers to staff the schools.”

He said school funding is
important to Plymouth because
surrounding communities such
as Northville, Livonia and Ann
Arbor spend $1,000 to $2,000
more per student than do the
Plymouth Canton schools.

“We're competing with those
communities for residents,” he
said.

Another issue Law wants to
address is court reform. He said
the state must reorganize the
court system to put trial judges
into one category and then cre-
ate special courts for criminal,
civil and domestic cases.

“Lawyers specialize, judges
should be able to do the same
thing,” he said.

Also, he said the system of
having circuit court and district
court judges should be stream-
lined. “We should just have
judges.”

In Wayne County, courts need
to reorganize so that more can be
handled in the 35th District
Court in Plymouth instead of
requiring residents to go down-
town to have their cases
resolved.

He said he should be reelected
because the Republicans have
“made Michigan a more competi-
tive state.”

He said pointed to tax cuts and
a budget surplus of more than $1
billion, and a one-time income
tax rebate for taxpayers.

“The Republican agenda saved
taxpayers more than $600 mil-
lion last year alone, while main-
taining a balanced budget.
Unemployment is just under 5
percent and is often lower than
the national average. Michigan's
manufacturing jobs are increas-
ing at 10 times the national rate.
Parents on welfare who work
have reached an all-time record
high,” he said. :

In the House, Law serves on
the Insurance Committee and is
a member of the Judiciary and
Health Policy Committees.

would be preferable to the likely
annual scenario of residents
going before the city commission
to complain about special street
assessments.

By the special assessment
route, residents pay for 75 per-
cent of street improvement costs
along their frontage and the city
pays 25 percent.

Several residents with side
frontage along Farmer objected
to being assessed, saying it is a
major city road and improve-
ments should be paid for by all

residents.

Barbara Carr Pope of Ever-

green presented a petition
signed by 21 of her neighbors
against creating a special assess-
ment district. She cited a city
charter provision that states five
or more of the seven city com-
missioners must vote to approve
such a project _ if a majority of
affected residents state their
objection in writing.

A plan, currently in the state
House, could result in two years
in the elimination of Detroit
Recorder’s Court. -

In its simplest form, court
reform means a single trial court
instead of the current system of
circuit, probate, district and
Detroit Recorder’s Court, with
all having the same pay and
same jurisdiction. Because pro-
bate courts are established by
the constitution it would take a
constitutional amendment to
consolidate circuit and probate
courts.

Detroit Recorder’'s Court,
which handles criminal cases in
both Detroit and out-Wayne
County, could be abolished by
Jan. 1, 1998, unless the city
agrees to be responsible for fund-
ing it. Recorder’s judges would
be “grandfathered” as Wayne
County circuit judges. Detroit is
the only city in Michigan where
countywide circuit judges don’t
try major criminal cases.

The latter step is a similar to a
separate bill sponsored by Rep.
Deborah Whyman, R-Canton,
The Whyman bill would abolish
Recorder’s Court and grandfa-
ther its judges as circuit judges,
but without the option of staying
in business if Detroit pays for it.

Brickley opposes Whyman'’s
bill.

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District educator takes top job in Clarenceville

Dr Tom Tattan, Plymouth-Canton Community
Schools’ executive director for instruction, will take
the helm as superintendent of the Clarenceville
Sehool District in Livonia July 1. His hiring is
expected to become official when the school board
votes this evening.

Formerly principal of Plymouth Canton High
Sehool, Tattan was selected from a field of 57
applicants. He replaces David Kamish, who retires
June 30 after five years as superintendent, and 34
years in Clarenceville.

*I think I'm going to a place that really wants a
leader and values ihstructional improvement. I
think it's a great opportunity for me,” said Tattan.

A Canton resident, Tattan said he and his wife,
a Plymouth-Canton teacher, have no plans to
move.

Clarenceville has a student body of 1,750, with
one high school, one middle school, two elemen-
taries and a-$12.6 million budget. Per pupil spend-
ing is $6,700 _ $1,000 more than Plymouth-Can-
ton’s.

While it’'ll be quite a switch moving to a such a
small district, Tattan says he’s excited. “In a
smaller school district, you have the opportunity to
perSonalize things,” he said. “You can get to know

and care for people on a much more personal basis.
“That’s not to say anything negative. We have
some wonderful people here.

My own son went

through and graduated from Salem High School
and is at the University of Michigan now.

“It's not easy to leave a place where you've been
for 11 years,” he added. “We've made good friends.
But we're not going that far. We'll still live in Can-
ton, and my wife will still teach here. I'm only
moving for job purposes.

Rouge authority idea

Those were among the ques-
tions raised during a hearing in
U.S. District Court Judge John
Feikens’ courtroom in Detroit
Tuesday on Rouge River pollu-
tion and formation of a regional
watershed authority.

The informational hearing
was part of a process resulting
from a lawsuit filed in the late
“70s by the Environmental Pro-
tection Agency and the Michigan
Department of Natural
Resources, Feikens said.

“The address of those lawsuits
cannot be made in a purely legal
proceeding,” Feikens said.
“That’s why we're engaged in the
development of a watershed, so
that standards can be set,” he
said.

Local and county officials
heard a presentation on pollu-
tion levels in the Rouge River
and responded with questions
dbout what municipalities,
which are already dealing with
the cost of containing their com-
bined sewer overflows, would be
required to do to keep pollutants
out of the river and how much it
would cost.

! Feikens urged officials to be
patient, as the requirements will
be worked out as the board is set
up.
“As a federal judge is it my

task to a y enforce fed-
eral law,” Feikens said. The
i in place to address
the problem have not been ade-
quate, he said. :
“Of course I could hold hear-
ings and fine communities not in
compliance with the law. It

seems to me that does not meet.

the goals of what we have to find
together,” he said.

“You are in a position, in my
view, to help frame the stan-
dards,” Feikens said.

“Your community should be
involved in regulatory stan-
dards. To bring about that kind
of development is vital,” he said.

The Rouge Program Office is
conducting monitoring and sam-
pling of river water quality at 53
sites in the Rouge. Lou Regen-
morter, an environmental engi-
neer and manager of the Rouge
River sampling program, gave a
slide presentation focused on
bacteria and dissolved oxygen
levels in the river as indicators
of the quality of water and their
effects on human and aquatic
health. The sampling and data
evaluation are ongoing and that
raised concerns about when
goals would be set.

“It
has to operate on the basis of
fairness and equity.” .

Inkster Mayor Edward Bivens
complained that the retention
basin projects in his community
have cost $26 million. “What if
the watershed decides other
measures need to be taken?
What are we going to do?” he
asked.

“The concern you speak of
must “at some point be
addressed. I'm not unaware that
you have that problem. That’s
why we have communities com-
ing together voluntarily,”

.Feikens said.

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Adult education funds critical for our state_

In June state legislators will deliv-
er the final blow to adult education in
Michigan. The removal of funds that
permit citizens over the age of 20 to
return to school will deliver a blow
that will devastate thousands of
adults and dozens of school districts.

In 1990, the process of dehumaniz-
ing dropouts started when adult ed
programs were no longer permitted to
offer practical arts to dropouts coming
back to school. Art, gym, musie, home
economics and industrial arts were
considered to be a waste of time and
money. Basic skills and job training
were the only programs permitted.

A couple of years later in 1993, it
was determined that too many
dropouts were coming back to finish
school and to receive job training.
The cost was too high so the governor
and the legislature limited the funds
for adult education. It was decided
that $185 million would be allowed
regardless of the number of men and

U.S. Senate recently voted down a bill to enact
term limitations on members of Congress?

Certainly, much of the momentum for term
limits was the 1994 election. Voters figured out
they had their own tried and true system of
term limits: Vote out the incumbent rascals.

Moreover, most voters are pretty conservative
about making big changes in the fundamentals
of our political system. Better to see how the
idea has worked out in the 20 states that have
adopted term limits since 1990, before amend-
ing tha U.S. Constitution.

Michigan voters adopted in 1992 a referen-
dum that limited state representatives to three
two-year terms. Newly-elected state senators
and the governor, as of 1994, may serve only’
two, four-year terms.

The idea was to get back to replace career
oﬂeaholden with citizen politicians and to cut
the corruption, pork-barreling and arrogance
that so characterize legislatures.

That's why the
Minnesota resident
founded and now serves as director
of Straight Talk, an organization
established to educate teens about
the issues of sexuality and the
importance of chastity.

Stenzel will be in town next week
to present her “Sex Has a Price Tag”
talk to students are 12 area schools
and at youth rally, courtesy of the
AAA Crisis Pregnancy Center.

This is the second year the Livo-
nia-based agency has brought in a
national speaker to talk to students
at area schools. Last year, six
schools agreed to offering the pro-
gram, and with an extra push, the
center was able to double the num-
ber this year.

“There’s nothing negative about
teaching abstinence,” said Diane
Costlow, the center’s director. “The
message used to be to wait and a
few did, but the message now is we
expect you to do it and you should do
it safely.”

Stenzel has spoken to more than
250,000 teén-agers across the coun-
try on the subjects of teen pregnan-
cy, sexually transmitted diseases
and AIDS. When she talks to young
people, she talks about the conse-
quences of sex outside of marriage in
three basic categories — physical,

emotional and those incurred by the
innocent parties.

“I firmly believe young people are
capable of making, healthy deci-
sions, if they are given the facts,”
said Stenzel.

Stenzel will be in town Monday
through Wednesday, May 13-15, and

will take her message to
Clarenceville, Wayne Memorial,
Westland John Glenn, Livonia
Franklin, Detroit Redford, Redford
Union and Ladywood high schools
as well as several parochial schools,
including Plymouth Christian, St.

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Early milk-drinking habits can prevent osteoporosis

Today, more than eight million Americans suffer
from osteoporosis and 17 million more are at
high risk due to low bone mass.

“Mother knows best” when it
comes to advising daughters
about the value of milk to help
build strong bones to last a life-
time. And according to a new
study published in the American
Journal of Clinical Nutrition,
daughters are following mom’'s
example at the dinner table.

Researchers from Oregon
State University in Corvallis
found that some daughters are
patterning their milk consump-
tion after their mothers, a prac-
tice that may help reduce their
future risk of osteoporosis. It's
welcoming news this Mother’s
Day, the official start of National
Osteoporosis Prevention Week,
May 12-18.

Today, more than eight million
Americans suffer from osteoporo-
sis and 17 million more are at
high risk due to low bone mass.
Eighty percent of these individu-
als are women. Due to the
increase in life expectancy, the
worldwide incidence of osteo-
porosis is predicted to increase
threefold over the next 60 years.
«Researchers agree that osteo-
porosis is preventable and treat-
gble. One of the best strategies
QLprevent disease is maintain-
img adequate calcium intake and
starting early in life to build
peak bone mass.

Unfortunately, government
f86d consumption surveys reveal
@t more than 50 percent of
®Umen fail to meet their needs
for calcium. Simply put, they
aren’t drinking their milk or con-
suming enough other dairy prod-
ucts — the predominant sources
of calcium available from food.

“The adolescent years repre-
sent an important time period
for building bone mass,” accord-
ing to author Cornelia Ulrich,
who conducted the mother-
daughter pairs research at Ore-
gon State University. “ If we
really want to so something to
reduce the incidence of osteo-
porosis, we must start by work-
ing on our teens and our children
to foster skeletal health.”

Positive influences

Ulrich and her colleagues
found that a mother’s milk-
drinking practices can positively
influence those of her daughter’s
which can leave her on better

ground to withstand the loss of
bone mass that comes with
aging.

“If mom has a lifelong high
milk consumption, her daughter
seems to drink lots of milk as
well,” Ulrich said.

Coined by medical profession-
als as the “silent thief” due to its
slow onset and lack of warning
signs, osteoporosis costs the
nation in hospital and nursing
home bills more than $10 billion
annually. The disease is charac-
terized by decreased bone mass
and increased risk of fractures. A
broken bone is often the first
sign that there has been a seri-
ous bone loss. But , according to
Ulrich, “many of the 1.5 million
annual bone fractures attributed
to osteoporosis might be reduced
by committing to calcium-rich
foods like milk and dairy prod-
ucts at an early age.”

According to a recent study of
more than 5,500 women from six
countries in southern Europe,
published in the Journal of Bone
Mineral Research, early milk
drinking had a significant
impact on hip fracture risk. The .
authors estimate that an ade-
quate calcium intake from milk
between 18 and 50 years of age
decreased the risk of hip frac-
tures by 35 percent in this study.

Another recent study, pub-
lished in Medicine and Science
in Sports and Exercise, linked
higher reported milk intake dur-
ing the second decade of life with
greater leg bone density. The
researchers found that calcium

intake from milk products was
more strongly correlated with
bone measurements than was
total calcium intake. They assert
that a potential reason for this
finding may be that calcium
from milk products is better uti-
lized by the body than calcium
from a combination of other
foods and supplements.

NIH also
recommends that adolescents
and young adults should aim
for 1,200 to 1,500 mg per day.

While many foods contain cal-
cium, they are not created
equally. Dairy products are the
richest source of well-absorbed
calcium, according to Connie
Weaver, professor of foods and
nutrition at Purdue University,

. For example, a person would
need to consume nearly eight
cups of spinach to absorb the
amount of calcium absorbed
from one cup of milk, she said.
Spinach may offer calcium, but
it also contains substances that
can reduce absorption. Calcium
food in other leafy greens may be
better absorbed, but large quan-
tities would need to be eaten to
contribute sufficient amounts of
calcium.

Weaver offers these immediate
strategies to help women reduce
the risk of osteoporosis:

*Include three or more serv-
ings of dairy foods in your meal
plan each day. Without dairy in

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How well do you know your cosmetics?

People spend hundreds and
hundreds of dollars yearly to
look and feel good and radiate
beauty. Cosmetic and skin care
advertising fills magazine pages,
TV time, store displays and mail
boxes.

Sales of cosmetics and skin
care products are a multi-billion
dollar a year industry, but few
people know about the effects of
the products they use everyday.
Few read and understand the
ingredient labels on cosmetics.

Here’s a simple test to check
your knowledge about cosmetic
ingredients and the function of
your skin, created by Peggy Van
Den Brouck, an independent
skin care consultant and instruc-
tor. Answer true or false.

(1) The skin is the largest
organ of the human body.

(2) The skin contains about
half of the total blood supply of
the body.

(3) The ideal pH range for the
skin’s surface is a slightly acidic
5.5-6.5.

(4) Every 26 to 28 days new
skin cells ascend to*the surface
of our skin and reach the surface
as dead cells.

(5) Mineral oil penetrates and
protects your skin.

(6) Lanolin 1s a yellow, semi-
solid, fatty secretion from sheep.

(7) Acetone is an extremely

toxic liquid sometimes used in
astringents.

(8) Products contammg solvent
alcohol (propyl, isopropyl or SD
alcohol) are very drying

(9) Cosmetics may contain
Urea, found in urine and other
body fluids.

(10) Amyl acetate, as in nail
polish, acts as a central nervous
system depressant and skin irri-
tant.

Rate yourself as very kfiowl-
edgeable if you answered true to
all of the questions except num-
ber five.

Important functions of the
skin are protection, temperature
regulation, sensation and secre-
tion. The skin breathes, taking
in oxygen and releasing carbon
dioxide. When the skin perspires
and releases water containing
salt and chemicals, it aids the
liver and kidneys in detoxifying
the body.

“The acid mantle, slightly
acidic surface of the skin, aids in
protecting the body from bacte-
ria and helps prevent moisture
loss,” Van Den Brouck said. “If
destroyed by an all@hline sub-
stance, the acid mantle takes
three or four hours to restore.”

You may be familiar with the
term pH, frequently referred to
in cosmetic advertising. pH is a
measure of acidity or alkalinity.

It ranges from zero (extremeily
acidic as in lemon juice) to seven
(neutral as in water) to 14
(extremely alkaline as in lye).
The ideal pH range for skin is
5.5 to 6.5. The pH in soap is
around 10 (alkaline).

One common ingredient in cos-
metics and skin care products is
mineral oil which comes from
petroleum, Mineral oil functions
as a stabilizing ingredient but
can be drying to the skin. It
forms a film on the skin and
blocks the pores. This can con-
tribute to blemishes and inter-
fere with normal skin respira-
tion.

“When applied on the surface
of the skin exposed to ultraviolet
rays, it can cause sunburn,” she
added.

According to Van Den Brouck,
there are some healthier ingredi-
ents for hair and skin. Some of
the more common ones are jojoba
oil (smooths, softens and mois-
turizes), aloe vera gel (moistur-

izes), tocopherol (vitamin E,
antioxidant), cucumber extract
(astringent), comfrey extract
(soothes and protects), and gin-
seng extract (conditioner, rejuve-
nator).

A mention of the ingredient in
a product does not always mean
it is included at a truly beneficial
level,” said Van Den Brouck.
“Your internal body needs good
nutrition and so does your skin.”

What can you do to protect
yourself? There are several steps
you can take.

“Ask them to show you the
product’s ingredients and
explain their functions and bene-
fits,” Van Den Brouck said. *
Take home a sample of the prod-
uct and try it before you use it.”

She also recommends checking
loeal book stores or libraries for
books written specifically about
cosmetic ingredients. Aubrey
Hampton and Rachael are two
such authors, according to Van
Den Bouten.

athan Vestal sees his
N Sanctum Entertainment
Complex in downtown
Pontiac as a one-stop location for
fun.

We get to send them
upstairs to the Sanctum for free
and dance and sight see,” said
the former manager of Pike
Street restaurant who also owns
Diamonds and Spurs country
bar/concert hall in Pontiac.

When Vestal opened Just For
Laughs six months ago it was his
mission to get the club recog-
nized as a first-class theater. He
got himself listed in comedy club
guides, once hired a professional
company to book shows, and

called every single comedian he
could think of in a two-week peri-
od.

As a result, the club has hosted
comedians like A.J. Jamal of “In
Living Colour” and “Comic
Justice,” Mike Saccone of VH-1's
“Stand Up Spotlight” and A&E’s
“Evening at the Improv,” and
Billy Garan of “Caroline’s
Comedy House” and “Comedy
Central.”

“I've had great performers.
What I've tried to do is get a good
blend of different talent.”

Within the first few months of
opening, Vestal wasn’t completely
satisfied so he tweaked a few
things to bring Just For Laughs
closer to perfection.

Most noticeably, he replaced
the original in-house comedy
troupe, Mr. Paulie’s Fruit and
Vegetable Company, with the
Oakland County-based Totally
Unrehearsed Theater.

“We’ve done things different
since the first show, with the
introduction of Totally
Unrehearsed Theatre. It adds a
totally different dimension to the
club. The act is totally different
every week,” Vestal said.

Founded in 1906, as the Soci-
ety of Arts and Crafts, CCS
offers bachelor degree programs
in 17 visual art majors and non-
degree programs in music,
dance, art and design.

Improvn means finding

moments of humor and connec-
tion — with the ensemble and
with the audience — as players
take characters into uncharted
territory. There are standard
improv games and routines,
often fueled by suggestions from
the audience, but every scene
can be different.

It’s hard work. The off-the-cuff
sketches are not played strictly
for laughs, but laughs are gener-
ated when actors use their wits
to leap over pitfalls and dodge
gaffes as their scenes progress.

Unlike stand-up, usually a solo
venture, comedy improv is a
group effort. Bell-Brege and
Hauser stress cooperation, sup-
porting others and being affir-
mative rather than denying.

The criticism “denial,” used by

both teachers and other stu-
dents, is often heard when those
rules are broken in class.

“You don’t have to have con-
flict. If you're constantly arguing
it stops things,” said Bell-Brege,
of Novi.

Upstaging fellow actors is not
allowed.

“If somebody was good up
there then the troupe was bad,”
said Kirk Hanley of Farmington
Hills, a Totally Unrehearsed
player who stopped in at the end
of a beginning-level class.

Students in the intermediate
class said they find improv’s
play-acting and fun, supportive
environment a good antidote to
everyday pressures.

“It brings out the kid in you
sometimes,” said Sal Rubino of
St. Clair Shores.

The class talked about how to
handle lewd suggestions from
the audience. Play off it, they

were told, instead of to it.

“It's real easy to get a laugh”
with smut, Bell-Brege said. “And
once you start that, that’s all
they want.”

Toward the end of the interme-
diate class, Dan Snyder, another
Totally Unrehearsed trouper,
dropped in. He was asked what
happens if he is completely
stumped on stage.

“It's not about going up there
with something in mind, said
Snyder, of Garden City. “If you
go up there with something in
mind it usually doesn’t work.”

What works, he said, is being
true to your scene's character.

“Once you're into your charac-
ter, things will come to you,” he
said.

“Original Gangstas” will
undoubtedly strike the youthful
audience it’s aimed at as rather
silly, especially after the compar-
ative realism of “Boyz in the
Hood” and “Menace 2 Society.”

At its worst, it’s derivative,
badly acted, and, worst of-all,
dull.

Williamson was known as
“The Hammer” when he played
football for Northwestern Uni-
versity, before going pro with the
Oakland Raiders and Kansas
City Chiefs. Like Jim Brown and
0O.J. Simpson, his notoriety on
the football field paved the way
for movie roles.

The movie pits him against the
new breed of gang members who
destroy the family grocery store
and nearly kill his father. It
plays a lot like “Rumble in the

Lu\caxst\ams

“In the old days, we represent-
ed an image,” he said. “We had a
strong image, one that was mar-
ketable, that was sold. We have
good actors today, Denzel and
Angela Bassett, but they don’t
have that same persona that we
had to have in the '70s.”

When asked how he
approached his early roles differ-
ently from Brown, he says, “I'm
sneaky tough. With Brown it’s
obvious that he'’s tough because
he’s heavy. My movies had this
flair, this lightness. [ was the
sneaky guy with a cigar.”

Titled “blaxploitation” by fans
and critics, the black action
movies have an odd place in
movie history. Many film histori-
ans dismiss them for perpetuat-
ing images of inner-city drugs,
sex, and violence, though titles
like Williamson's “Black Caesar”
(1973) and “Three the Hard
Way” (1974) are considered

cult classics.

Williamson takes the entire
“blaxploitation” label to task:
“My checks cleared. People who
worked in my movies, their
checks cleared. The audiences
weren’'t herded negatively into
the theater ... So I could never
imagine what the hell they were
talking about that was being
exploited.”

Williamson, one of the few
black action stars to work steadi-
ly as a director, has helmed some
30 movies under the auspices of
his own Po' Boy Productions. For
“Original Gangstas” he called
upon Larry Cohen, veteran
director of “Black Caesar” and
its 1973 sequel, “Hell up in
Harlem,” to call the shots.

The original “blaxploitation”
movies premiered at the Fox,
Grand Circus, and United
Artists in an era generally con-
sidered a low point for the down-
town movie palaces. Ironically, a
series of these films has recently
played at big-city art theaters,
with California-based distributor
Kit Parker Films eyeing the Fox
as a possible venue to run them
. this summer. .

million post office in Canton.

“The post office is a go. There
will be a post office here,” U.S.
Rep. Lynn Rivers announced at
the Canton Rotary Club Monday.
“It is a firm commitment on the
part of the service.”

Rivers told Rotarians of plans
for a full-service post office in
Canton, as well as the current
state of the U.S. Congress and
the 1996 election season gets
underway.

“They are hoping the post
office will be up and running
next year,” Rivers said, referring
to postal officials.

The new facility is expected to
be approximately 20,000 square
feet on threé or four acres. Some
employees are expected to be
transferred from the Westland
post office. Rivers said she does-
n't know about new employee
hirings.

Site selection will begin imme-
diately but there will be no bids
taken for the design of the new
post office. “They already have
somebody,” she said. “There will
be bidding for a general contrac-
tor.”

On April 22, Rivers’ staff

district.

A recent attempt to ban
assault weapons _ an issue the
U.S. Senate refused to entertain
and one the House knew was
dead _ still caused debate.

“It meant not one thing on

public policy in this country,”
Rivers said. “We will see a lot of
these votes in the next six
months.”

Such issues, debates and bills
give each party a campaign
advantage or increase its ability
to raise campaign money, she
added.

Moral issues, such as prayer in
the schools and flag burning, will
pop up during an election year.
“These are not coming from one
party versus another party. They

are coming from both parties.”

Also on tap is a push for
reform issues. She is a member
of a bi-partisan group that is try-
ing to reform the “Seven Pillars
of Perkdom” in Congress. Some
of those items include replacing
the Congressional pension sys-
tem with what are called thrift
savings, such as 401Ks; elimina-
tion of automatic pay raises;
elimination of mass mailings;
elimination of free parking at
airports.

1. Purpose
The purpose of this section is to protect trees and woodlands which

a. Tree Removal on Single Family Lots - A permit shall pot be required

for tree removal on any single family lot within an existing
subdivision, site condominium or similar residential development,
whether the lot is vacant or occupied by one or more structures.
A permit shall be required for any single family parcel or ot located
outside of a subdivision, site condominium or similar development if
removal of protected trees is proposed. Nor shall a permit be required
if such removal conforms to a final preliminary plat or site plan that
has been reviewed and approved by the Township

b. Tree Removal on Non-Single Family Parcels - A permit shall not be
required for tree removal on parcels used or zoned for commercial,
office, industrial, multiple family or other non-single family
development, provided that prior approval of a site plan has been
granted by the Township for such lot or lots

¢. Commercial Nursery or Tree Farm - A permit shall not be required
for tree removal occurring during use of land for the operation of a
commercial nursery or tree farm. This éxception shall only be
applicable if the facility has been licensed by the State of Michigan

d. Emergencies - A permit shall not be required for actions made
necessary be an emergency, such as tornado, windstorm, flood, freeze,
dangerous and infectious insect infestation or disease, or other
disaster, in order to prevent injury or damage to persons or property
or restore order, and where it would be contrary to the interest of the
public health or safety to defer cutting pending submission and
processing of a permit application.

1) Property Dimensions: The boundaries and dimensions of the
property, and the location of any existing and proposed
structures or improvements, with d statement identifying the
type of structures or improvements

2) Tree Survey. A tree survey and plan shall be required only in
areas where trees are proposed to be removed. Location of all
existing protected trees four (4) inches in caliper or greater shall
be shown and identified by name and caliper. The survey shall
indicate whether each tree is to remain, be transplanted or
removed. Groups of trees in proximity (five feet or closer) may be
designated a "clump" of trees, with predominant species,
estimated number and average size.

b. Preservation and conservation of trees, woodlands, and other
natural resources shall have priority over development when there
are feasible and prudent location alternatives on-site for proposed
buildings, structures or site improvements. However, it is not the
intent of this section to deny any application to develop solely
because of the presence of trees on the site. .

¢. Diversity of tree species shall be maintained where essential to
preserving a wooded area.

d. Where the proposed activity consists of land clearing, it shall be
limited to designated street rights-of-way, drainage and utility areas
and areas necessary for the construction of buildings, structures and
other site improvements. Where the land clearing is not proposed as
part of a development proposal for which a site plan, subdivision
plat or similar plan has been submitted, the applicant shall
demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Township the reasons that the
land clearing and/or grubbing cannot be delayed until such plan is
submitted and approved.

To remove trees that pose a safety hazard to buildings or

structures.

3) To remove trees that prevent access to a lot or parcel.

4) To remove trees that unreasonably present development of a lot

or parcel.

5) To remove trees that are so weakened by disease, age, wind, fire

or other injury as to pose’a danger to persons or property.

Center offers high-tech office space

Private offices, a reception
area and receptionist, conference
room, kitchen, and high-tech
equipment _ these are part of
the package in local shared office
suites complexes.

One company in-the business
_ International Business Centers
- 'has opened offices on Seven
Mile near I-275 in Livonia and
on Canton Center Road north of
Ford: Road in Canton Township.

People find renting the space
attractive because it has a pres-
tigious address and high-tech
office services, according to Gary
Cobb, president of International
Business Centers.

It's not just small business
entrepreneurs but also major
corporations that rent space in
the complexes.

Large corporations also have
relatively small numbers of peo-
ple in the field, Cobb said.

In the past mostly law firms
shared space, but now the con-
cept of executive suites or shared
office space has taken off, Cobb
said.

The industry is just evolving
and International Business Cen-
ters has evolved into an informa-
tion service company, he said.

The centers are located in
what the company considers key

_office corridors and high-tech

amenities are offered.

The cost compared to renting
an office separately can be
attractive for small businesses or
large corporations that locate a
lone representative out in the
field.

Typically office spaces are at
least 1,000 square feet and cost
$1,500-2,500 a month in rent.
But in shared office space, small-
er offices can be rented for about
$500-600 a month, some as low
as $350 a month, Cobb said.

Square footage rates may be
higher in the shared office space,
but the renter has access to a
tonference room, kitchen, fax,
photocopier and a receptionist to

answer the phones.

“If'anyone has to hire even
one person to staff an office,
sharing is substantially less,"
Cobb said.

The phones are answered
from 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. and
there is an after-hours service.

Tenants range from large
firms to small firms and from
entrepreneurs to physicians.

"There really is not a profes-
sional type of business that we
have not seen over the last 10
years," he said.

Also the space can be leased
for short terms as compared to
conventional office space, which
often is rented in three- to five-
year increments.

"We lease by the day, but typi-
cally it's six months to a year,"
Cobb said.

"Most companies today want
the flexibility."

Because of an uncertain econ-
omy, companies don’t know if in
the future they are going to need

two employees or 22 employees,

he said,

The Livonia office opened in
the fall and is expanding to
about 6,000 square feet, and
Cobb projects a need for 10,000-
15,000 in Livonia. The Canton
Township office is between 4,000

Kantrowitz, maintainer of the
Financial Aid Information Page
on the World Wide Web and
author of a book about financial
aid. "If you must pay money to
get money, it might be a scam."

The Financial Aid Information
Page i8 at
http://www.cs.cmu.edu/finaid/fin
aid.htm] and can be viewed
using Web browsers like
Netscape, Mosaic, or Lynx.

"If you are suspicious of a
scholarship offer, call or visit
your school's financial aid office”,
advises Kantrowitz. "The finan-
cial aid staff can tell you
whether an offer is legitimate. If
you're still in high school, talk to
your guidance counselor."

The Financial Aid Information
Page also suggests contacting
the Better Business Bureau
(BBB), the State Bureau of Con-
sumer Protection, the State
Attorney General's Office, and

the State Chamber of Commerce.
Or call the National Fraud Infor-
mation Center at 1-800-876-7060
to report the offer because they
pass their information on to law
enforcement agencies.

The Financial Aid Information
Page, also known as the FinAid
Page, probably is the most com-
prehensive resource for student
financial aid information on the
World-Wide Web.

Scholarship scams operate by
imitating legitimate foundations,
scholarship sponsors, lenders,
and scholarship search services.
They may even have official-
sounding names, using such
words as "National”, "Federal”,
"Federation", "Division", "Schol-
arship”, and "Foundation" to
induce students and parents into
thinking that they are federal
agencies or grant-giving founda-
tions

Beware of any scholarship that
requires an application fee, even
a low one like $2, $5 or $10. If
the "foundation" receives a few
thousand applications, they can
pay out a scholarship or two and
still pocket a hefty profit, if they
happen to award any scholar-
ships at all. Legitimate scholar-
ship programs do not require an
application fee.

Guaranteed winnings and
loose eligibility requirements
also are good warning signs.
"Scholarship sponsors do not
hand out awards to students
simply for breathing,"

Kantrowitz explained. "Other
tip-offs include typing and
spelling errors, use of a mail
drop for a return address, and
omitting a telephone number for
inquiries."

Also beware of low-interest
educational loans that require
you to pay money up front. Veri-
fy the legitimacy of the lender
before handing over your money.
Real student loans deduct the
origination and insurance fees
upon disbursement, not applica-
tion.

Dana Lesemann, a staff attor-
ney with the Federal Trade
Commission, adds, "The Federal
Trade Commission encourages
students to use caution when
evaluating any opportunity that
requires payment of up-front
fees, especially those that guar-
antee a specific result. These
promises sound very familiar to
the advanced fee loan scams we
saw a couple of years ago. It's
important to remémber one car-
dinal rule: If it sounds too good
to be true, it probably is."

Scholarship search services
charge a fee to compare your
profile with a database of schol-
arship opportunities and report
a list of matching awards. They
do not provide awards directly to
applicants, nor do they help you
apply for the awards.

The guarantees offered by
these services are usually worth-
less, and refunds are difficult or
impossible to get. Read the fine

print before paying money for a
scholarship search.

Most scholarship search ser-
vices are franchises of a handful
of large national databases.
Before using a scholarship
search service, ask them

whether they compile theif own:

database. If they don't, find,out
the name of their database
provider.

If two franchises use the same
database, the cheaper one will
report the same matches as the
more expensive one. Charging a
fee of more than $50 for a search
is excessive.

The success rates reported by
scholarship search services usu-
ally refer to successfully finding
a match in their database, not
successfully winning a scholar-
ship.

Ask the scholarship search
service how many students have
actually won scholarships &s a
result of using their service,' and
if they can give references.

"Very few students receive
money as a result of using a
scholarship search service,"
notes Kantrowitz. "Less than one
percent of the financial aid

awarded each year comes from *

the private sector.

"Don’t believe claims that $6.6
billion in student aid go
unclaimed every year. Such fig-
ures are based on an estimate of
untapped employee tuition bene-
fits that was published in a
study over ten years ago.”

—_ Planning a romantic

date as well as keeping
the romance alive in
relationships is an
ongoing challenge.
While new relation-
ships have that “fresh-
ness” — interesting,
fun, and creative ideas
can certainly provide
your date with the
feeling you really care.

I often think about
when I first met David, my husband —
we met by chance when 1 was looking
to buy a small historic home in down-
town Franklin.

FRESH TOMATO ASPIC WITH LEMON

DILL SAUCE

Ingredients for Aspic:

2 tablespoons unflavored gelatin

2 tablespoons cold water

1/2 cup boiling water

2 cups tomato juice

1 tablespoon lemon juice

1/2 teaspoon finely cut fresh dill

1 cup seeded and chopped tomatoes
Ingredients for Lemon Dill Sauce:

1 tablespoon finely cut fresh dill

1 tablespoon lemon juice

3 tablespoons mayonnaise

1/4 cup plain yogurt

In a small bowl, dissolve the gelatin in
the cold water. Add the boiling water and
stir until gelatin is totally dissolved.

Add the remaining ingredients and mix
well. Pour the aspic into two 1/2-cup
molds and one 1-quart mold and chill for
2 hours. Cover the two small molds with
aluminum foil and pack in your insulated
bag when it is time to leave.

To make the sauce, combine all the
ingredients in a small bowl and gently
whisk until they are just combined. Pour
about 1/4 cup of the sauce in a small jar

with a tight-fitting lid and chill until time

to put in your insulated bag. Chill the
remaining sauce in another container to
serve with the larger mold later.

Preparation time: 15 minutes, chilling
time 2 hours. Serves 8.

CHOCOLATE-DIPPED STRAWBERRIES

1 cup semi-sweet chocolate chips,
melted (Do not let the chocolate
get hot, around 110 degrees F. is
perfect. A microwave oven is use-
ful for this step)

2 tablespoons melted butter

3 tablespoons Grand Marnier liqueur

1/4 cup Confectioners’ sugar

1 tablespoon water

Selected large fresh strawberries,
washed and patted dry

Combine the chocolate, butter, and
Grand Marnier in a small bowl and
whisk together.

Add the confectioners’ sugar and water
and continue whisking until smooth.

Dip the strawberries about three-quar-
ters of the way into the chocolate. Let
them drain on wax paper and sit until

the chocolate has set. Pack them carefully

in a small-lidded tin, lined with wax
paper. They don’t keep for long — make
them the day you plan to have your pic-
nic. Yield 1 cup. Preparation time: 30
minutes.

GARDEN SPOT

Books help plan
growing season

Winter weather had
certainly kept us
indoors where we had
time to study garden-
ing books and plan for
the coming season. The
following books con-
tain new information
as well as advice from
long ago.

MARTY
FIGLEY

We enjoyed.the birds
and their antics at the
feeders this winter. We
saw black-capped chickadees,
nuthatches, finches, cardinals, a red-
bellied woodpecker and others. “The
National Audubon Society North Amer-
ican Bird Feeder Handbook,” Robert
Burton ($24.95), contains 80 portraits
of many North American species. It is a
new edition with updates for the '90s
and is an excellent guide. Cross refer-
ences make it user-friendly. It includes
habitat and nesting information, and
food preferences.

“The National Audubon Society The
Bird Garden,” Stephen Kress ($24.95),
deals with plants that will attract birds
in the garden so they will visit all dur-
ing the year. Large trees to ground cov-
ers all play a part in a bird’s life and
the book details them all -- shrubs,
perennials, etc.-- and food sources such
as the seeds and berries they produce.
It also includes information about bar-
riers, how to control predators and pro-
tect the feeders. The regional guide will
help to pinpoint a particular section of
the country.

Plant information

“The Herb Society of America Ency-
clopedia of Herbs and Their Uses,” Deni
Brown (Dorling Kindersley, $39.95). is
filled with information about these
plants. Descriptions and photos of herb
plants from around the world, how they
are used in a specific country, and
more, make this an invaluable guide.

The Herb Catalog portion contains
portraits of a wide range of herbs
agcompanied by horticulture informa-
tion and photographs. Another section,
The Herb Dictionary, gives detailed
information on the uses of every
species listed, instructions for growing,
etc. Design, propagation, harvesting
and storing round out the book. A fine
reference work that will provide much
valuable information.

Malcolm Hillier's “Color Garden: A
Year-round Guide to Creating Imagina-
tive Color Combinations” (Dorling
Kindersley, $29.95) has taken an inno-
vative approach in illustrating how col-
ors can be used to the best advantage.
Each season of the year is highlighted
with specific flowers that will be com-
plementary. He talks of harmonizing

and opposite colors, how colors are
affected by their neighbors, then
explains with succinct text and many
colorful illustrations. Another beautifu)
book by Hillier.

Updates

Timber Press has just released two
books from its new Royal Horticulture
Classic Garden Writers series, which
are reprints of previously published
works. They have been edited by Gra-
ham Stuart Thomas, a noted British
plantsman, and contain information
with the latest changes in plant names.

The first, “Colour in the Flower Gar-
den,” Gertrude Jekyll ($22.95), was
first published in 1908. Jekyll relates
her definite opinions on gardening as
she leads us through her numerous
gardens and tells how and why she
used particular plants, especially for
color. We must remember a small gar-
den for her could have been an acre!

The second, “We Made a Garden,”
Margery Fish ($19.95), first published
in 1956, describes how Fish and her
husband created a typical cottage gar-
den. Her writing is smooth and person-
al; she tells of successes as well as fail-
ures and shares her good advice freely.
I believe she studied, worked and
learned in her garden as long as possi-
ble.

Frame your photos
from the inside

We'll all agree that a
properly selected and
assembled frame will
add greatly to the
overall presentation of
a piece of art work,
including photographs.

But did you know
there’s another kind of
frame you can apply to
your photographs, one
that can make your
pictures much stronger? I'm referring
to a technique called “framing” through
the viewfinder as you compose your
shot. As a compositional tool, framing
can turn an otherwise plain scene into
one that contains impact and strength.

How do you begin to use framing
techniques? Begin by looking through,
around, over and under a foreground
object that totally or partially frames a
more important subject behind.

For example, hanging branches will
add interest to the sky and will give
emphaaul to the landscape or seascape
in the background. An overhanging roof

adds accent to a street scene. An arch-
way will direct attention to the subject
inside and a foreground rock formation
will give substance and foundation to
an overall scene. Even portraits can be
made more dramatic when a window is

. used as an impromptu frame.

Often, framing effects are so natural
that you may not be aware of them in a
photograph. Yet if the framing were

absent, it would be missed and the pic-
ture would lose impact.

Look for unusual frames such as a
car door, an outstretched arm or a
twisting river or fence. Frames that
contrast with the area they surround,
either in color or tonal values, will be
most exciting.

Because many of the “frames” you'll
be using will be close to the camera,
you will have to pay close attention to
depth-of-field. Oftentimes, a small
aperture (f-11 to £-22) will'be needed to
maximize depth-of-field so that fore-
ground objects and background sub-
jects will both be in focus in the final
picture. By using your camera’s depth-
of-field scale and depth preview bButton,
you’ll be able to achieve the zone of
sharpness that your shot requires.

Switching to a wide angle lens will
increase depth-of-field even further
and will help you to get foreground
objects in the scene.

There may be times when you want
to blur the foreground intentionally to
obtain a misty, almost romantic effect.
Just adjust the depth-of-field accord-
ingly.

Experiment with different camera
angles, too, and you'll be surprised with
the many objects you can use as
frames. Really look through the
viewfinder and compose carefully, giv-
ing thought to your final image. Your
pictures will get framed and you'll get
the payoff.
