High emotions over

t-  triggered gunfire for
personal relations

the second time in

less than two years at the Ford
Motor Co. Sheldon Road Plant.

This time Stephen Cox, 58, of
Ypsilanti, a 30-year employee,
walked into the plant on Sunday
morning carrying a 9 millimeter Sig
handgun and 60 rounds of ammuni-
tion.

Seven of those rounds were

pumped into the body of unarmed
plant security chief Donald Jagod,
57, of Dearborn.

Cox then turned the gun on him-
self. Both were dead at the scene.

The 5:30 a.m. incident that took

only a few moments has police, plant
officials and workers looking for
answers that may never be found.

"We will never have a complete
answer to the cause because it deals

with a person's mind who isn't here
any more," said Plymouth Township
Police Chief Carl Berry.

"Both had good backgrounds, both
were not evil people," said Berry.

The only possible motive lies in an
Aug. 3 incident in a stairwell at the
plant between Cox, who was mar-
ried and a father, with the victim's
daughter, Donna Jagod, who is a
Pinkerton security guard at the
plant, said Berry.

That incident sparked a sexual
harassment complaint against Cox.
He was disciplined, but was con-
testing the action. Family members
said he was fearful of a civil suit

stemming from the incident.
The murder-suicide was reminis-

cent of a January 1995 incident dur-
ing which a love triangle turned
bloody. On a cold, snowy Saturday
morning, an estranged husband
walked quietly into the plant, shot
and injured his wife, killed her
boyfriend and then himself.

Since that time, Ford officials
have held violence in the workplace
seminars and counseling sessions for

The 36th District Court is fighting
back when it comes to domestic violence

cases in Plymouth and Canton.

The court has taken a tough stance,
revoking batterers' bond for failing to
attend an intervention program. Bench
warrants also have been issued against
victims, who fail to appear under supe-
ona to testify against their batterer.

Court officials led by Chief Judge
John E. MacDonald decided to set in

motion an intervention program in May
of 1996 that would take into account the
seriousness of domestic violence crimes.

The Legislature passed a law on July
1, 1994 making arrests mandatory, even
if a police officer did not see the crime
take place, which had been the past
practice. The state also became the one
who pressed charges against the gus-
pected batterer, not the victim.

Instead of using the new law to pro-
cess the suspected batterer through the
court system, the district court initiated
its own program to accent the new law.
The goal was to educate and ensure the
safety of both parties in domestic vio-
lence cases.

In May of 1995 the court began utiliz-
ing two local counseling services in
domestic violence cases.

First Step is used to assist the vic-
tims. A counselor meets with the victim

to make their experience through the
court system less intimidating, helps
them to develop a safety plan, and pro-
Vides information on how to obtain a

personal protection order.

Education Training Research Services
(ETRS) offers an early intervention
class for batterers to avoid further

occurences, which is also a condition of
bond.

In the past batterers and their vic-
tims were handed a pamphlet from
police with information on domestic vio-
lence and a hotline number for First

Step, said Susan Ewing, director of pro-

bation at 36th District Court.

Victim intervention has increased in

the two years the program has been in
operation. In 1995 approximately 67
percent of the victims attended the pro-
gram offered by First Step. In 1996 the
number has increased to 73 percent. In
both years 85 percent of the batterers
attended the intervention program by
ETRS.

-It was not unusual for a batterer to

leave jail or the courtroom and re-
assault the victim, or threaten, harass
or badger the victim, " said Brian
Smoly, executive director of ETRS.

Smoly said only four of the 126 batter-

ers ordered into the the ETRS interven- ,

tion course have re-assaulted. The pro- ·;
gram is 12-20 weeks in duration.

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County proposal seeks to hold parents accountable
Parents would be responsible

for their children who break the

law under a proposed ordinance
being worked on by the Wayne
County Commission.

Commissioner Bruce Patter-

son, R-Canton Township, intro-
duced the ordinance in July, and
it was sent to committee.

Hopefully, this will catch the
attention of some parents who
simply are failing to exercise
control over their family mem-
bers. And, that is a significant
responsibilitji of parenting," Pat-
terson said in written statement.

Under the proposed ordinance,

it is the responsibility of a par-
ent to:

I Keep illegal drugs out of the
home and out of the possession
of a minor;

• Keep firearms and danger-

ous weapons out of the posses-
sion of a minor, except in connec-
tion with hunting or lawful
recreational purpose;

I Require a minor to observe
curfew laws;

I Require the minor to regu-
larly attend school and prevent
the minor from unexcused

absences until age 17;
1 Prevent the minor from

maliciously or willfully damag-
ing, defacing or destroying real
or personal property;

1 Prevent a minor from engag-
ing in theft or from keeping in
his or her possession property
which is known to the parent to
be stolen or beyond the financial
means of the minor.

Parents will be notified when-

ever a minor is arrested or

detained for committing a delin-

quent act and a permanent
record to the notification will be

kept, under the propo•ed ordi-
nance.

Parents will be responsible is
it 18 proven that the parent
encouraged or caused the delin-
quent act, or knew the minor
was likely to commit a delin---
quent act but failed to take
action or it is proven by agency
records that the parent was
properly notified and failed to
collect the minor from the

detaining agency for eight hours
or more after receiving the
notice.

Violators of the ordinance

would face a fine of up to $500
and court costs as determined by
the court. Court costs may
include reimbursement to the

county and to the detaining
municipality for the full costs of
prosecution and police witneues.

Community service may be
assigned in lieu of a fine, under
the ordinance.

Violators of the ordinance

could also face coats of detention

of $5 an hour for each hour past
eight hours the minor is in
detention, and up to $10,000 in
fines for maliciously or willfully
destroying personal or mixed

property.

The proposal was sent to the
Committee on Public Safety and
Judiciary and the Committee on
Health and Human Services.

Patterson expects it to come
before the full commission by the

end ofthe legislative term.

Parents' concerns
were not belittled.

'These changes have been too long in com-
ing. And that's not to say that angry people
need dominate a meeting, But under Hor-
vath's leadership it is clear that what parents
and the district's taxpayers have to say is

T things need to be made clearabout the "teaching values" proposal
before the State Board of Education.

First, there is no serious proposal that any
version of the Judeo:Christian Bible be used.

That notion popped out when board president
Clark Durant, R-Grosse Pointe, was out of the

board room and was questioned by a broadcast
reporter who never even attended the July
meeting of the board.

Durant never discussed the Bible idea

before the board. The idea of using a sectarian
text wasn't in the draft resolution that was
tabled. It wasn't expected to be in the revised
version before the state's highest school poli-
cy-making board Wednesday.

Second, there is little disagreement that
values and ethics need to be taught. People of
all political persuasions and religious faiths
tend to agree. It is more than obeying the law.
Ethics is how you behave when a cop isn't
watching. It's politeness, respect for other per-
sons, respect for others' property, respect for
public property, respect for viewpoints that we
may disagree with. It's behaving honorably
and charitably.

Anyone who has heard a commencement
speaker booed or had his car's finish "keyed"
appreciates the concept ofethics.

Benjamin Franklin understood the concept
when he made amendments to Thomas Jefier-

son's first draft of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence. '*We hold these truths to be sacred and

undeniable," wrote Jefferson. "We hold these
truths to be self-evident," corrected Franklin.

Franklin's point that all men are created
equal isn't dependent on belief in a religion or
a deity. There are, however, some real dangers
in the values and ethics resolution as first pre-

important and heard - and with courtesy.
Central Middle School teacher Earl Har-

rington, an audience member, told the board,
"I congratulate you for keeping things open.
Even when negative things came out, I didn't
feel any negative reaction."

Hon'ath and some of the new board mem-

bers deserve credit for making residents more
welcome than they have felt in the past. It
appears that this board is listening - an
important effort when parents bring their
concerns to the board.

The school board must also be commended

for only recently making available a "citizens
packet" that is passed among audience mem-
bers. For too long residents sat in the audi-
ence wondering about the agenda items and
trying to follow along blindly.

Now the paperwork that goes along and
backs up board discussion - long available to
board members and the media - is available

to anyone in the room.
It doesn't take much effort for a public

body to improve its credibility. Giving resi-
dents the floor - especially when they are
upset - goes a long way in fostering relation-
ships between taxpayers and the representa-
tives they have elected.

We hope this is a good start for the board of
education and the taxpayers of the district.

sented to the State Board of Education.

One is that it calls for setting up advisory
committees within school districts that would

include clergy, parents and business people.
As drafted, there is nothing to prevent one
church from stacking the committee with its
adherents.

There is further danger in the allocation of
"parents" on such committees. In Tennessee
and Louisiana, our federal courts have han-
dled cases in which tiny groups of evangelical
parents have sought veto power over educa-
tors in the selection of textbooks.

Michigan has a particular disadvantage in
this respect with 562 school districts, many of
them tiny. That, along with pathetically small
voter turnouts, makes it all the easier for a
sectarian group to get its heavy hands on pub-
lic education.

Durant, in his running of the State Board of
Education, has employed a technique of bring-
ing in a single group to make a presentation
and then trying to ram through a change. On
the values and ethics question, however,
Superintendent of Public Instruction Art Ellis
pulled back the original resolution, and other
board members expressed dissatisfaction with
the draft.

Kids need clear instruction in values and

I ethics, no question about it. The State Board
of Education should guide the way. But it i

should draw tight guidelines about how the 
process is handled so that one group doesn't
get control of the tools of government to force
its sectarian views down everyone else's
throats.

But lurking behind the
Rockwellian picture painted in the
article are the hidden agendas of
many, and the questionable methods
our elected officials.

Other than offering -parental
opportunity,- as stated by Lundy, are
there any real merits to this cross dis
trict school choice legislation? Our
legislators have given us great cause
to think about this. Last fall, after
heated debate and considerable nega-
tive feedback, they could not muster
sufficient votes to pass a school choice
bill. So the issue lay dormant over
the winter months until, as the saying
goes - "where there's a will, there's a
way." Some legislators resurrected it
from the chambers of death, and give
it new life by hiding it in the school
aid bill, which was virtually assured
of passage. Locally. only representa-
tive Lyn Bankes (Livonia/Redford)
distinguished herself from her Repub-
lican colleagues by refusing to vote
yes along party lines, for such a pack-
aged deal.

If public school choice cannot pass
on its own merits, we should be skep-
tical of its value in improving public

school education.

Secondly, where is all the proof of
the effectiveness of public school
choice, ifas Mrs. Lundy claims, *the
evidence shows that (choice) does
have marvelous results?» Both Har-

vard and Columbia Universities have

raised red flags ofconcern in recently
Wiblished studies of choice programs
currently underway across our nation
Their research concluded that "there
is no evidence that choice has

improved learning for individual stu-
dents or schools in general."

In Montgomery County, Maryland,
this research also showed that par-
ents chose schools were families had

similar incomes, racial, and ethnic
backgrounds as their own. Likewise,
in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, low income
parents given vouchers, chose private
non-sectarian, but highly segregated
schools. And after nearly five years in
that program, the children performed
no better academically (and in one
study, did worse) than low income
children in regular public schools.

"If the proof is in the pudding," so
much for the effectiveness of our

nation's existing schools of choice pro-
grams. Ironically, the parents in the
Milwaukee program were said to be
very happy with their choice, regard-
less of whether their children made
any academic gains. Apparently, "if
you make your own bed, you feel com-
pelled to lie in it."

In Michigan, some school districts
acknowledge that their only interest
in cross district choice is filling empty
classroom seats to garner foundation
grants. Many citizens could see their
neighborhood schools close. Smaller
school distrifts could be weakened by
revenue losses, to the point where
consolidation with a neighboring dis-
trict will be necessary.

Sadly, while all this time and

expense is being spent on a contrived
concept to make educational funding
portable, first to any public school,
then eventually to the parochial or
private school ofone's choice, the real
issues which impact educational
opportunities for all our children, go
unaddressed.

Class size, curriculum improve-
ments, computer technology access,
and qualified and supported teachers
should be our concerns, for they make
the difference in our classrooms and

in the quality of learning afforded to
each child.

If we value our communities and

our neighborhood schools, we must
not sit by and allow the metamorpho-
sis of cross district choice into full

fledged vouchers for private and
parochial education.

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Dog owner worried that lake algae killed pet 
. BY MARIE CHESTNEY

' Fearful that toxic algae from Lake Erie killed his
 dog, a Livonia resident has sent water samples to
i an Ohio-based expert in blue-green algae.
i Wade McCann believes the toxic algae now seen

in parts of Lake Erie may have caused the death
t- Sunday of his five-year-old German short hair
i pointer, "Gator.

The dog died at a Southfield veterinary clinic
; after being stricken Saturday with a sudden ill-
i ness while on the family boat near Bolles Harbor
: State Park in Monroe.

McCann has sent two water samples to Dr.
Wayne Carmichael, a professor at Wright State

, University in Dayton.
He also wants to alert dog owners to the toxic

blue-green algae which has reappeared in Lake
Erie. Experts say the algae, which blooms in late
August or early September, can be harmful to fish,

' birds, livestock and even humans who drink it.

Mc(Jann fears the algae may also be deadly to dogy
who eat or drink it.

"I want to make sure that word gets out of this
possibility," said McCann, who lives on Ronnie
Lane. "It is my hope that we will be able to deter-
mine if there was microcystis in the water he
ingested."

The toxic blue-green algae is also called micro-
cystis. It has not been seen in Lake Erie for more
than 10 years. Some experts blame the resurgence
of blue-green algae on zebra mussels.

At 6 p.m. Saturday McCann, wife Jessica and
their hunting dog were in a boat fishing for perch
three miles offshore near Monroe.

At 7 p.m. McCann said Gator drank water from
a minnow bucket. About 7:30 p.m. Gator jumped
off the boat to go for a swim.

"He was going in circles, nipping at things,"
McCann said. "He's done this many times. He bit
a small amount of seaweed."

The MeCanns pulled him back into the boat. At
8 p.m. Gator lost control of his bowels, urinating in
the boat twice. He then vomited "white frothy

stuff' and a piece of vegetation. The McCanns
thought Gator was seasick

By the time the McCanna returned to the boat
ramp, Gator could no longer stand. He lay on the
dock, still and moaning, McCann said.

By 9:30 p.m. Gator had one eye open and one
closed. By 10:30 p.m. he appeared to be uncon-
scious. At 11 p.m. the MeCanns had taken Gator
to Michigan Veterinary Specialists in Southfield,
where Dr. Heather Robertson was on duty.

Robertson said she got a call that Gator was
coming, and began researching Gator's symptoms.
At the clinic, Gator began bleeding internally, los-
ing considerable blood from his mouth.

The doctor kept him alive with an artificial
breathir until approximately 6 a.m. Sunday, when
the dog's heart failed," McCann said. The vet
called other doctors and they talked to each other,
trying to find the cause. They were going through
medical books and found blue-green algae. It fit
symptoms to a tee."

Robertson said she discussed possible causes via
phone with other clinic doctors.

Robertson said she believes a neurotoxin such u
blue-green algae killed Gator. But an autopsy Was
not performed on the dog, so the cause may not
ever be known. She has sent samples of Gator's
blood to a lab for analysis.

-The science fits," Robertson said. "Dogs are
hypersensitive to this and it affects them rapidly.
By the time we saw Gator, it was four hours later.
Gator was comatose and beyond the point of tradi-
tional treatment such as vomiting and charcoal in
the stomach to bind the toxin."

The symptoms often will

appear suddenly and begin with
sensations like numbness in the

hands, cramping and tingling in
muscles and tendons, says
Steven Rudnik, SVP at Magni-
tude, LLC (800-728-4368).

"It is now estimated to afflict

almost 2 million Americans and

cost business more than $20 bib

lion each year," Rudnik said.
"Research indicates that while

RSI is irreversible, it can be

made livable and actually be
prevented."

Here's a do-and-don't list:

1 Don't work in pain. Proper
exercise and rest breaks can

alleviate soreness and other

dhiz

ments and want to have a say in
their choices,» Gdula said. "I
think it will make for better Ber-

vice for the patients and the
clients. And a lot of help for fam-
ilies."

She also sees the medical case

manager's role as one of educat-
ing patients.

Medical case managers have to
be resourceful, according to
those involved in the profession.

patients and their families.
These professionals don't have

a desk job - they spend much of
their time in the community
meeting with patients doing leg-
work on the cases.

You have to do a
lot of interaction with physicians
and know medical jargon,"
Gdula said.

any people see the graceful
curves of calligraphy as delicate
icons of antiquity. William
Bostick sees the swooping strokes
as vital, strong instruments for
the present and future.
Bootick, an artist who was

administrator and secretary of the Detroit
Institute of Arts for 30 years, has published
books and manuals teaching calligraphy for
children and adults. His La Stampa Calligrafica
is a calligraphic publisher and supplier. He
teaches calligraphy, as well as French and art
history, in Birmingham and West Bloomfield
community education.

'If it weren't for writing, knowledge would
never have been passed from one generation to
another," said Bostick, who views calligraphy as
the art of beautiful and legible handwriting.
«(Handwriting is) the last universally prac-

ticed human h•ndicral"

The state of penmanship these days is report-
edly in decline u the keyboard is emphasized
over the cursive in schools and businesses.

Undecipherable handwriting costs US. busi-
nesses about $200 million each year, said Zaner-
Bloser, an Ohio-based publisher of handwriting
texts for students in kindergarten through
eighth grade. Poor penmanship is cited as the
root of a variety of problems, including prevent-
ing mail delivery, confusion about notes and a
NASA project failure in 1965,

Calligraphy can resolve the crisis, said
Boetick, who believes fine handwriting can be
an art as well as a craft. He founded the

7-
American Society for the Diminution of \N''
Ugly and Illegible Handwriting. \.

Our struggle is not to go back to the \Palmer method.

NWe're trying) to get (people) interested in
changing handwriting.»

Bostick's calligraphy teaching is aimed at
adults and children who ann't happy about
their handwriting The calligraphy must be legi-
ble as well as beautiful. It still can have the
individual style of the writer.

Boatick writes and teaches the Italian

Renaissance ityle - =the most beautiful ever» -
used by Michelangelo, daVinci, Raphael and
Elizabeth I. The Italian Renaissance script
doean't have the slanted loops and curlicues of
the Palmer method (like the Zaner-Bloser

method, named for a 19th century master pen-
man who taught handwriting).

-rhe beauty, the legibility of it* is what is spe-
cial about the script.

Bostick practices what he preachei. The mail-
box outside his Bingham Farms home bears cal-
ligraphic lettering. He omcially changed his sig-
nature to calligraphic, even on bank accounts
and voting registration. (The move has caused
some humorous situations, such as the time a
person to whom Bostick wrote a check said the
writing was 00 beautiful he almost wanted to
frame it instead of cash it.)

Supporters in the cause include Kate
Gladstone of New York, a member of a calligra-
phy education and advocacy group called
ESTEEM.

Boatick imn't anti-computer. He wrote a col-

tl\ / umn in a recent issue of the

OL/' Itter Arts Review quarterly publica-
f / tion, "The Computer and the
/ Calligrapher... Friend or Foe?", pointing out
that the computer can expose more people to
the beauty of calligraphic typefaces and may
contribute to the improvement of handwriting.

Bostick will have a show of handcolored litho-

graphs at the Preston Burke Gallery in
Farmington Hills in September. He has made
stationery featuring his scenes of Detroit. The
artist, who designed maps for the invasion of
Normandy in World War II, got interested in
calligraphy about 50 years ago after he read an
article about it in his wife's Woman's Day maia-
zine.

«I looked at my handwriting and said, 'rhis is
awful.-

Boatick taught himself calligraphy and wrote
a guide published by La Stampa Calhgrafica in
1977. Since then, his three calligraphy manuals
have taught thousands of students. Two of the
manuals, Calligraphy for Kids» and «Back to
the Second Basic R - 'Ritin,- are available for
$9.95 and $14.95 respectively (shipping and tax
included) from La Stampa Calligrafica, Box 209,
Franklin 48025.

Bostick uses a fountain pen in his writing.
The manuals describe how to hold the pen and
form the letters, and feature lined pages for
practicing. A helpful exercise is to make crea-
tures out of the letters.

Like most films from the
CohWA brothers, "Millers
Croiding" from 1990 has its own
uni*ie verbal and visual style.
This unusual Prohibition-era
gangster film is no exception. It's
a familiar movie landscape fil-
tered_through the eccentric per-
speSSives of Joel Cohen, who
dire-d the film and co-wrote it
wit.igs brother Ethan.

CEmacters greet usually greet
eac» saying What's the rum-
pugttGabriel Byrne plays Tom
the loyal second in-command to
the Irish organized crime outfit

headed by Leo (Albert Finney).
Byrne's character is smart and
tough - his only weak spots are
for a grifter named Velma
(Marcia Gay Hardin) and exces-
sive loyalty to Leo. Saying that,
he's still a pretty hard customer.

The film opens with a lower
level gangster complaining about
being cheated over bets he has
been placing with a bookie - one
who happens to Velma'§ brother.
Jon Polito is hilarious aB he com-

plains with righteous indigna-
tion about fixed sporting events
not being honored properly. "If
you can't count on a fix, we're
back to anarchy"

Ignoring Tommy's advice, Leo
refuses to give up the bookie -
Leo is infatuated with Velma

and won't act against her broth-
er - and moves against his
weaker crime competitor. After a
falling out with Leon, Tom ends
up working for the competition
setting into motion a serpentine
plot with people changing alle-
glances.

"Millers Crossing," which takes
it name from a wooded area

favored by gangsters who are
taking someone for the prover-
bial ride, is a dark almost dour
film. People get shot, things hap-

pen but no one seems to take any
pleasure from it.

As the center of the story,
Byrne's Tom is guarded and
closed off It's hard to know what

he is thinking many times and to
guess what he is after. He gets 80
many people mad at him, it's
almost like running joke through
the move that so many people
punch him. One character refers
to him as «Little Miss Punching
Bag"

All of the acting is terrific
including John Tuturro as the
weasly loan shark who causes

everyone a lot of problems and
really doesn't seem to have any
redeeming qualities.

If you have noticed irregular patch-
es of yellow or brown grass, white
grubs may be the culprit. These root-
eating bandits lurk beneath the soil
where they feed on turfgrass root
systems.

To make matters worse, this
destructive activity is only practice
for when the tiny grubs *grow up" or
pupate into adult Japanese beetles

and emerge to attack nearby plants.
Additional damage is caused as
birds, moles and other insect-eating
animals dig up your yard in search of
grubs.

To determine if white grubs are
present in your lawn, cut and pull up
a section of grass in the affected
area. Then look closely for the cream-
colored, C-shaped offenders and any

visible root damage they may have
left behind.

Beetles prefer to lay eggs in moist
soil. Infrequent waterings will allow
your soil to dry out periodically, mak-
ing it difficult for eggs to survive.
Also, beetles like to lay eggs in close-
ly cropped lawns, so in the summer
raise your mowing height to between
2-1/2 and 3 inches.

TOLEDO, Ohio (AP) - A
home builder says more peo-
ple are warming to the idea
of prefabricated houses as
alternatives to traditional
housing.

«We're just as busy as we
can be,» said Chuck

Reynolds, who heads up
Reynolds Construction Co.

l'he houses are good qual-
ity and you can build them
and have people in the house
in three months instead of
seven."

Reynolds puts the finish-
ing touches on modular
homes, which are made
almost entirely in a factory.
They come off the assembly
line in finished sections that

are shipped to the building
site.

The sections are set in

place over standard founda-
tions and then finished by a
builder like Reynolds, who

adds a garage, a porch and
even a second story.

According to statistics
compiled by the Manufac-
tured Housing Institute,
shipments increased 12 per-
cent last year after a 20 per-
cent increase the year
before.

-A manufactured house is

about 15 to 20 percent less
than a site-built home in

terms of construction costs,"
said Kami Wilson of the

Arlington, Va.-based housing
institute.

Industry experts say the
growing popularity of these
nontraditional housing units

can be attributed to the cost,
quality and the number of

options offered, including
skylights, vaulted ceilings
and sunken tubs.

Dick Mahnken, president

of Heckaman Homes in Nap-
panee, Ind., said there's no
question the quality of his
firm'g product has increased
since 1969.

MARTY have had no luck in

AGLEY reaching her by phone,
so, Carolyn, I hope you
read this.

Yes, wisteria vines can be grown in
Michigan. They do need full sun and a
strong structure on which to grow if
you want to train them, although some
make handsome shrubs. Do a little

research before making a purchase;
there are several varieties.

lt takes three to five years (or longer)
for wisterias to bloom, so patience is
necessary. After planting, keep them
watered until they become established
and fertilize in spring and summer.
otherwise watch the growth and apply
fertilizer when necessary, but beware -
too much food and water will cause

more foliage growth than flowers.

Pruning is an important part of grow-
ing wisterias and the book -Wisterias,"
Peter Wider (Timber Press), is full of

good advice.

Nancy called and asked about Green-
screen, a product that is said to repel
rabbits. To this date I haven't been able

to find any information about this prod-
uct. I called Uncle Luke's General Store

in Troy and they recommend dried
blood. Readers, help?

I have been told that Bounce dryer

sheets affixed to clothing repel
mosquitoes.

to take good shots
In the past, I've

touched on the impor-
tance of taking care of
your camera and lens-
es. Today, I would like
to cover this subject in
more detail. ARer all, if

cameras and lenses

are delicate and expensive instruments
that need to be treated with care.

Water, dust and dirt are the worst

enemies. If your camera is taken to the
beach, keep it wrapped in a plastic bag
when not in use. Even on the calmest
days sand seems to get in every crack
so extra care needs to be taken.

Be careful around water, too. A cam-
era accidentally dropped in water can
be ruined. If you enjoy shooting in or
around the water, underwater dispos-
able cameras are available as well as
waterproof housings for more sophisti-
cated cameras.

When a camera isn't in use, it should
be kept in its case. And if it isn't going
to be used for some time the batteries
should be removed. If leit in the cam-

| era, they may corrode the contacts and

 cause irreparable damage.

Always keep a skylight or UV ( ultra-
violet) filter on each of your lenses.
They serve as good protection for each
lens. Think of them as an *insurance"
policy. After all, a scratched or broken
filter is cheaper to replace than a dam-
aged lens.

Best way to clean your camera? Use
a soft cleaning cloth, blower brush or
can of pressurized air. All of these are
available at your camera shop. Q-Tips
are also very handy for getting into
those hard-to-reach places.

For lenses and filters, use lens clean-
ing tissues. Facial tissues can put
minute scratches in the glass so they
should be avoided.

If something jams in or on your cam-
era and the fault isn't apparent, take it
to your camera store or send it to a rep-
utable repair shop. If it is still under
warranty, return it to your dealer or
send it directly to the manufacturer.

Taking proper care of your equip-
ment will assure that you'll continue to
bring home the winning shots.

There is no room for making mis-
takes - poisonous mushrooms are
deadly!

Edible wild mushrooms are absolute-
ly delicious, but it is imperative that
you know which ones are safe to eat. If
you have identified mushrooms that
are safe, but haven't previously tried
them, eat only a small amount of the
new" cooked ones to see if your
metabolism can tolerate them. Every-
one's metabolism is different. Some
people may have an adverse reaction to

certain edible wild mushrooms, but not
to others. Make sure you don't eat wild
mushrooms raw - cook them!

If you're too nervous to go out pick-
ing, you can Aways buy edible dried
wild mushrooms prepackaged at
upscale groceries and specialty food
shops. I find the adventure of the
"hunt" as much fun as the eating!

Many wild mushrooms are also being
cultivated and can be grown at home as
a science project for children, or for
whipping up an exotic gourmet meal.
Oyster mushrooms and Shiitakes can
be grown on a commercially produced
log that arrives in the mail, inoculated
with its pure culture of Oyster or Shi-

itake spawn and ready to fruit. The
mushroom log comes with instructions
and recipes. To order, write Aux

• To clean wild mushrooms: It is
best to wipe fresh wild mushrooms
with a wet paper towel or damp cloth.
If necessary, brush clean with a soft
mushroom brush, or a clean, old, soft,
toothbrush. Never soak mushrooms;
they drink up the water and their fla-
vor is lost. Don't peel mushrooms.
Handle mushrooms with care as most
mushrooms are rather delicate. Sepa-
rate the stems from the cap to check for
insects; the sterns get maggots first. In
the case of Stumpers (honey mush-
rooms), eat only the caps!

1 To store wild mushrooms: Mush-
rooms don't keep well and should be
used as soon as possible . Use within a
couple of days. Store fresh mushrooms
in brown paper or waxed paper bags
and place in the crisper section of your
refrigerator. Never store in plastic bags
- the mushrooms break down, and
become slimy

I Preserving wild mushrooms: To
dry: if the weather is warm, mush-

rooms can be sun dried on a piece of
clean screen or placed in a hanging
mesh bag (the kind for delicate laundry
will do) or dry on a wire rack in the
oven - make sure the temperature is
kept very low with the door slightly
ajar. If the temperature exceeds 140
degrees F., the mushrooms will begin to
cook, blacken and loose their flavor.

Another option for drying mush-
rooms is to thread them on thin string
and hang them in a dry place. This
method works best for morels. When

your mushrooms are dried to a brittle
stage, place in an airtight jar for stor-
age.

Mushrooms can also be preserved by
piekling them in vinegar or by freezing.
I personally don't freeze fresh mush-
rooms, as they only last about a month,
and freezing diminishes their flavor. If
freezing, you may want to saute your
mushrooms in butter or oil along with
some onion and garlic - then freeze.

Water, dust and dirt are the worst
enemies. If your camera is taken to the
beach, keep it wrapped in a plastic bag

, when not in use. Even on the calmest
days sand seems to get in every crack
so extra care needs to be taken.

Be careful around water, too. A cam-
era accidentally dropped in water can
be ruined. If you enjoy shooting in or
around the water, underwater dispos-
able cameras are available as well as

waterproof housings for more sophisti-
cated carneras.

When a camera isn't in use, it should ----- .1

be kept in its case. And if it isn't going 
to be used for some time the batteries
should be removed. If left in the cam-

era, they may corrode the contacts and
cause irreparable damage.

Always keep a skylight or UV (ultra-
violet) filter on each of your lenses.
They serve as good protection for each
lens. Think of them as an insurance"
policy. After all, a scratched or broken
filter is cheaper to replace than a dam-
aged lens.

Best way to clean your camera? Use a
soft cleaning cloth, blower brush or can
of pressurized air. All of these are avail-
able at your camera shop. Q-Tips are

Or if you like to camp, you watch TV
for an hour or two anywhere there is a
signal, whether broadcast or even on

The first tiny TVs were black and
white, but now they are available in
color as well as black and white. Some
sets have a liquid crystal diode screen
while others use an active matrix.
Active matrix gives a better color pie-
ture.

All these TVs are battery powered.
Battery-power usually means AA bat-
teries, which are available most every-
where.

But because most tiny TVs operate
just a couple hours on batteries, you
can either buy rechargeable batteries
and a battery charger or an AC
adapter. You just plug the AC adapter
into the wall outlet and into the TV.

The AC adapter changes the electri-
cal current available in your home into
the low voltage the TV can use.
Adapters are used on electric razors,
book lights or any similar battery-pow-
ered appliance. Adapters are easily
available and cost about $20.

Having a tiny TV repaind can be a
nuisance, although the solid-state TVs
are hardy. Radio Shack offers a line of
tiny TVs that can be returned to Radio
Shack for repairs. A sick TV is sent out
for repairs for you.

A. The managing agent of your association owes a
6duciary duty to your a*Sociation and not to anyone
elae. If the management company is affiliated with
the developer in Bome fashion, there im a potential for
a conflict of interest that should be carefully exam-
ined

The managing agent should be looking 6ut for the
belt inte-,U of the -ociation, which mean, that

those persons who are retained by the association
have a fiduciary duty to operate in the best interests
of the association and not the developer.

To the extend that the management company in not
discharging its responsibilities, it should be removed
immediately Tb the extent that the managing agent
is taking direction from the developer when the as-
ciation is controlled by the members, the manage-
ment company and the developer, in effect, may be
conspiring to undermine the best interests of the
assoclation.

You are best advised to consult with independent
legal couneel who does not have an affiliation with
the management company or the developer to assist
you.
