Eight candidates will vie for four seats on the
Plymouth City Commission in the November 4
election.

Among the candidates are two incumbents,
Mayor Ron Loiselle and Commissioner Don Dis- .
muke.

Commissioners John Vos and Doug Miller can't
seek reelection, as they are prohibited fmm run-
ning by the city charter which limits commission-
ers to no more than two consecutive terms.

One candidate, Plymouth attorney John E.
Thomas, lives in Canton Township. By an inter-
pretation of the city charter by City Attorney
Donald Morgan, Thomas must prove city residen-
cy 20 days before the election.

While the revised 1951 city charter called for
two years of residency before a person could run
for city commission, that provision was thrown
out following a court challenge.

Those who turned in valid petitions by the
Tuesday deadline have until Friday to withdraw
from the ballot. Besides the two incumbents and
Thomas, the commission candidates are former
city finance director and former acting city man-
ager William Graham, Zoning Board of Appeals
member Dave McDonald, Fred DiIacovo of Ann
Street, Colleen Pobur of North Harvey and Paul
Schulz ofSouth Main.

To be eligible to run for the city commission, cit-
izens had to return forms with 25 petition signa-
tures. Three who took out petitions did not return
them. They were Downtown Development
Authority member Sally Repeck, former commis-
sioner and former state representative Jerry

Vorva and William Corrigan of North Mill street.
The top three vote getters will win four-year

terms. The fourth highest vote-getter will get a
two-year commission term.

Loiselle said he's running to finish projects now
underway, adding he's one of the few candidates
with some history on the commission. Among
accomplishments he listed "passing the millage
and Itarting the st,-t paving /Ii,1/,Iin, the two-
year sidewalk upgrading program."

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Continental Cablevision sub-
scribers got a surprise on Tues-
day - the company had changed
its name to MediaOne.

While the listing in the tele-
phone book still reads "Conti-
nental Cablevision," a call placed
to that number is now answered
with a cheery, "Welcome to
MediaOne."

"It's really more than a name
change," said Bill Black, compa-
ny public relations manager.
Black said the company is trying
to stress that it provides "a sin-
gle source for entertainment
communications in the home."

The company name change
will result in no change in the
number assigned to cable chan-
nels. But Black said the compa-
ny will eventually offer more
than 100 channels, up from the
current 78, and interactive ser-
vices.

Black said that within the
next year, trial digital video will
also be offered, to boost picture
quality.

Since the installation a year
ago of fiber optic cable, con-
sumers in some parts of Ply-
mouth and Canton can use the
system for Internet access.

Ameritech also offers cable TV
service in Plymouth-Canton.
Black said MediaOne also plans
to offer telephone service.

The name change was the lat-
est volley in the ongoing compe-
tition between the two cable TV
companies. Since Ameritech
announced it's intention to seek

Plymouth and Canton customers
more than a year ago, the two
companies have boosted channel
offerings, offered free premium
channels and laid fiber optic
cable - all to better compete.

The name change from Cont-
nental to MediaOne was initiat-

ed by research consultants Roper
Starch. A poll of 1,000 Ameri-
cans showed consumer enthusi-
asm for more entertainment

options, a growing receptivity to
new media services like broad-
band access to the Internet and

particularly strong sentiment for
enabling children to have access
to the latest communications

services - all goals that are
addressed by MediaOne," accord-
ing to a company news release
on the name change.

MediaOne also offers cable TV
services in Westland, Dearborn
Heights, West Bloomfield,
Southfield, Lansing, Jackson
and Holland.

l'he MediaOne name was cho-
sen after monthn of market and
consumer research and an exam-
ination of several hundred nam-
ing possibilities," said company
CEO Amos Hostetter Jr.

"In the end, the company was
impressed with the results
earned by its Atlanta-based
cable systems, which had creat-
ed and adopted the MediaOne
name in the autumn of 1995,
shortly after coming under the
ownership of U.S. West Media
Group," he continued.

Omnicom, the Plymouth-Can-
ton area's first cable TV suppli-
er, was sold in fall 1995 to Conti-
nental. U.S. West purchased
Continental last year, and
announced the new company
name on Tuesday.

Tuition hikes n

tate legislators have no power over univer-sity trustees. Legislators can only vote on
budgets and tax policy. Rarely do legislators
participate in the state conventions that nomi-
nate university candidates, though probably
they should.

And so we applaud any legislative efforts,
deft or clumsy, to make universities realize it's
not nice to jack up tuition faster than working
students' and their parents' ability to pay.

The House in April thumped its collective
£hest after voting a 5.5 percent hike in state

i •Nppropriations for 15 public universities, 2 
I rcent more than recommended by Gov. John

,$gler. That's fine, except we all know the
money isn't there, and the sum will have to be
negotiated downward.

Suburban lawmakers are key players in the
' tuition drama.

Earlier the House amended the $250
tuition tax credit law sponsored by Sen. Loren
Bennett of Canton. The House amendment

increased the give-back to those who pay col-
lege tuitions, but removed the requirement
that colleges hold their tuition hikes to the
rate of inflation of the consumer price index
(CPI) in order for students' families to be eligi-
ble.

. The House amendment, if it becomes law,
will backfire. Universities and colleges will

. lose their incentive to restrain tuition hikes to

'the CPI. Parents will think they're getting a
I *500 income tax rebate but instead are likely
-to get socked more than that for college tuition

2 -hikes.

Rep. Nancy Cassis of Novi won an amend-
· - ment to give universities just a 3 percent hike
2 -unless they show tuition restraint. Those that
: do get 2.5 percent more. That's a fair incen-
· tive.

i Middle-class people in western Wayne
: County, with neither great wealth nor eligibil-
: ity for poverty aid, are extremely sensitive to
: tuition hikes,
: Universities and community colleges are in
: a difficult, though not impossible, spot. They
: don't operate under the CPI, which measures
: things a family buys such as apples, autos,
: housing, clothing, diapers and detergents.

Instead, universities and colleges live in the

world of HEPI, the higher education price
index. HEPI measures health care, pension
costs, computers and the wooing of top faculty.
HEPI is different from CPI. In University of
Michigan President Lee Bollinger's words,
HEPI has "skyrocketed much higher than the
CPI."

Unfortunately, if we follow Bollinger's line
of reasoning to its geometric conclusion, allow-
ing universities and colleges to dwell indefi-
nitely in the realm of HEPI will mean that, in
some future year, they will soak up not just
$1.5 billion in state aid, not just the $8 billion
general fund budget, not just all $30 billion in
state revenue but the entire gross state prod-
uct of $260 billion.

Obviously, that can't continue.
Michigan State University has set a goal of

holding the tuition line at the CPI rate. Presi-
dent M. Peter McPherson says that by this fall
virtually every MSU undergraduate will be
brought under that promise. Nearer to home,
Schoolcraft College has limited next fall's
tuition hike to the CPI rate.

Universities and colleges have tapped two
other sources: private donations and student
loans.

At some point, private donations will peak,
especially since even K-12 school districts and
parks authorities are setting up foundations
that compete with the United Fund and arts
groups. If there's an economic downturn, look
for profits and donations to shrivel.

Student loans? We deplore the way gradu-
ates are forced to start their working lives
saddled with a burden of debt. It used to be

you went into debt to buy a house; then to buy
a car; now to get through college. Americans'
slide into the murky valley of debt should
stop.

No, the answers ann't super-CPI chunks of
state aid, infinite doses of private donations,
Pac-man tuition increases and gulfs of debt.
Universities and colleges must recognize that
there are limits, and they must learn to oper-
ate within those limits.

It's not nice to jack up tuition faster than
working students' and their parents' ability to
pay.

In closing, I believe the state should sup-
port merit-based scholarships and I have writ-
ten to my senator and representative. The
future is in America's youth.

Frank Fitzgerald is explicit. The
41-year-old state representative from
dand Ledge wants to be state attor-
ney general. "I haven't stood with a
banner behind a podium to say I'm
ninning, but this is a much different

- s#uation from a primary. I've been
working at it since the first of this

- year, and I've been thinking about it
long before that," he said in an inter-
view during a lull on the House floor.

The Cooley Law School graduate
has been in private practice, an assis-
tknt Eaton County prosecutor, a local
library board member and six-term
legislator.

"The attorney general has two prin-
cipal roles. One is to be the chief law

enforcement officer. The other is to be

the lawyer for the state and oversee
one of the biggest law firms in Michi-
gan.

"One of the failings of the current
attorney general is that he has not
acted as an advocate for better laws,»
Fitzgerald says of incumbent eternal
general" Frank Kelley, 72, who has
held the job since 1961 when he was
37 and Fitzgerald was 6.

Fitzgerald is potent inside legisla-
tive circles. He was No. 2 Republican
in the House behind Speaker Paul
Hillegonds in 1995-96, presided over
most House sessions as speaker pro
tem, chaired the Oversight and Ethics
Committee, and led GOP task forces
that produced crime legislation.

-I'he current attorney general has
made his career on consumer issues.

Those are important. But (pause)
those are not the single most impor-
tant issue. Most important, under a

refocused attorney general's office, is
the crime issue," Fitzgerald said.

He said Kelley's attacks on utilities
are not helpful" to Michigan's busi-
ness climate.

He points to the aggressively pro-
union stance Kelley took in arguing

Fitzgerald comes from a political
family. Grandfather Frank had been
secretary of state and was in his sec-
ond term as governor when he died
suddenly in 1939. His portrait is in
the Capitol rotunda.

Father John was a mover and
shaker as a state senator in the early
1960§, when he joined Sen. Bill Mil-
liken and four moderates to sign a
"Traverse City pact" at Milliken's
home. They overthrew the so-called
Neanderthal wing in the Senate,
paving the way for a new state consti-

tution and 20 years of George Romney
and Milliken as governors. John
Fitzgerald served nine years on the
Supreme Court by a Milliken appoint-
ment and his own re-election. His por-
trait is in the top courtroom.

Fellow Rep. Lyn Bankes, R-Red-
ford, complains about the way the
news media treat Fitzgerald, con-
stantly pointing out that he is pro-
choice on the abortion issue. Others

predict Fitzgerald will certainly be
opposed by a Right to Life candidate,
though no one knows who.

As a candidate Fitzgerald would
have three jobs: legislator, campaign-
er and family man. "I coached my
daughter's basketball team this win-
ter and have been involved with my
son's basketball team. I just try to
keep a balance."

Two fights are obvious, and a third one
should be.

Oakland Coun-
ty,s Patterson, for one, believes the governor
wants to abolish county road commiggions and
leave control of all road spending in the hands
of Lansing bureaucrats. As of now, I'm inclined
to agree with him.

"Auto choice" insurance will, of course, be
hated by the trial lawyers, who benefit primari-
ly from the present system, which virtually
invites expensive litigation. There is now a fair
amount of evidence that as much as half of
pain-and-suffering awards go to lawyers on both
sides.

 uated or you're about to graduate, I'd like to
t's graduation season. And if you've just grad-

say, congratulations! Job well-done. You've
learned go much! And you know what? All of it is
valuable, all of it! Each lesson you've learned
will serve you well, you will use it. In some
capacity, at some time, you will use it, you'll see.

You've learned not only the what and how of
things, but you've also learned the what not and
how not of them, too. You've learned from your
successes and from your failures. That's the
beauty of school, it's OK for trial and error there,

for messing up. The teachers, the good ones,
insist that that's what learning is all about. They
say, 'Don't be afraid of making mistakes. You
learn from those too." They are right. They are
absolutely right.

I know this from firsthand experience. And
even though it's been nearly two decades since

graduating with my bachelor'g degree from col-
lege, my old mistakes continue to prove valuable.

You see, I was an extreme student." I did

extreme things - all in the name of collegiate
success. For instance, I eliminated *'sleep" from

the things-to-do list. Sleeping, my "educated,
wise, college-trained brain figured, was such a
dumb thing. Sleeping wastes so much time, time
that could be put to so much better use. Who
invented sleeping anyway? Someone with a lot of
time to waste, obviously. The way I figured it, it
took just a little willpower and a little coffee to
get around that dumb and wasteful sleeping
thing.

So pulling all-nighters" became part of my life
as an extreme student. It didn't matter what I

was facing midterms, term papers, big tests, lit-
tle quizzes, final exams - they all required an
"all-nighter." Coffee and willpower made it all
possible.

Climbing a mountain
I'd stay up and super-memorize, super-study,

super-over-the-top-way-overboard prepare, not
because I hadn't kept up and prepared on a daily
basis, I had. And not because I'd fail the class

because of that one paper or quiz or whatever, I
never even came close to that. It was because I

had a mountain of time standing in front of me. I
had to climb it. It was there.

So there I'd be, in my dorm room amid papers,
notes, books. The clock's soft second hand tick

noise keeping me company and I'd study. I'd sit
in the old wooden desk chair poring over my
notes and books. Around 2 a.m. I'd stop, rub my
eyes, shake that weird fuzzy feeling out of my
head, take another sip of coffee and give myself a
talking-to, a kick in the pants lecture:

Profeseors
could be go unpredictable and tricky, I'd heard
stories. So, Prepare and Overprepare - my
motto. Do and overdo - I did. And it seemed to

work. I wound up with a 3.76 GPA and graduat-
ed magna cum laude.

I couldn't even
think about that back then; it was too danger-
ous, too risky to even consider.

Due to the number of questions we
have received recently in regards to
roofing and venting, this column will
address short answers to several of your
questions.

Q: Why do 1 always find granules in

my gutters?
A: Normal wear of a roof will allow

for some granules to come off, however,
if the roof is older, and you see excessive
amounts falling off, you may want to
have your roof inspected by a profes-
sional, once the asphalt content in the
shingle begins to wear the shingle will
shrink or crack. This happens typically
in 15-20 years time; then it is time to
replace the roof.

Q: What would cause an animal to

make a home in my roof and/or vent?
A: Attics are a warm place (safe and

dry) for any kind of animal. If you have
any small holes in your siding or roof-
ing, you are inviting critters to "camp
out" in your attic. Rotted wood can
invite raccoons and squirrels to chew
through and enter your hi,me as well.

Q: Why am I getting blistering and
peeling on my ceiling?

A: Blistering and peeling is most like-
ly caused from a very small roof leak or
improper attic ventilation. When soffits
are plugged with insulation and there is
inadequate roof ventilation, the attic will
sweat, causing blistering and peeling. If
all areas of ventilation check out, then

you may have incompatible primer or
paint over your existing paint.

Q: Which is better, a ridge vent or a
can vent?

A: A ridge vent works best on a
cathedral ceiling situation only. Most
people think because a ridge vent is con-
tinuous it gives you more ventilation.
Not true.

Canned vents allow 144 square inch-
es of exhaust for each opening, while
ridge vents only allow 36 square inches
per running feet. A lot of people choose
ridge venting because it is more visibly
appealing to the eye, but keep in mind,
neither roof venting system will work
without proper insulation and adequate
soffit ventilation.

' Young designers put creativity to work

The graceful, narrow unit suggests a fluid motion in many
areas - such as the pitcher-like "lip" at the top of one side, and
the tapering shelves that resemble waves reaching out of the
surface.

Brian Clemens of Bay City fashioned a dining room table
that has a sleek. sophisticated, Art Deco look.

"I was trying to design something that was timeless and
classic," Clemens said.

Slender black painted metal rods extend up through the cen-
ter of the maple table top from a flat metal base, and could
house condiments or napkins. The table top is accented with a
black square. The table could fit especially well in a small stu-
dio or a restaurant. Clemens said

"Scooter Table" is what James Cronin of Dallas called each

of his three dynamic pieces, which are made of maple plywood
and steel; one has a walnut drawer. They give a sense of
motion, each with an iron shape, a small, angled steel rod ris-
ing out of the top, and a thin, elongated handle.

The iron form is also in the drawer and a low shelf under-

neath. The tables could go in an entryway or by the bedside,
Cronin said.

"(They're for) younger people who move a lot; a place to
throw your keys," he said.

Cronin also fashioned an entryway cart, a combination
table/umbrella stand, of maple, aluminum and canvas.

Drawers are on one side, bearing metal curls for handles. The 
other side curves to hold umbrellas or canes, and features a

This award is designed to promote
quality plant materials. Each winner
must meet strict guidelines and must
have good ornamental quality, hardi-
ness, pest resistance, multiple season

interest, landscape adaptability and
propagation ease.

The three 1997 Growers' Choice

Award winners are: a tree, Cormis kousa

var. chinensis - Chinese Kousa Dog-
wood; a perennial, Scabiosa columboria
"Pink Mist"/"Butterfly Blue" - Pincush-
ion Flower; and a shrub, Fothergilla gun

demi "Mount Airy," - Mount Airy Dwarf
Bottlebrush.

The Chinese Kousa Dogwood is

hardy in zones 5-8 and performs well in
full sun to partial shade, although flow-
ering is best in full sun. It thrives in
moist, well-drained soils with additional

organic matter, but is adaptable to a
wide range of soils.

The white bracts (not flowers) mature
after the native flowering dogwoods
and are large pointed, lasting from late

June until early August. The patchwork
mosaic of gray, tan and brown as the
bark exfoliates adds to its beauty.

The silhouette is handsome because

of its strong horizontal branching pat-
tern, which arches as the tree matures.

The leaves turn a rich reddish purple in

the fall and the fruits resemble a large
pinkish red raspberry and appear as the
bracts fade.

Suitable as a small specimen tree or
integrated with other landscape plants,
it works especially well with foundation
plantings at the corner of a house. The
tree grows to 20 to 30 feet high with a
15- to 20-foot spread and is deciduous.
There are a number of cultivars.

The Pincushion Flower is reliably
hardy in zones 4-8. Site it in full sun to
partial shade, although it flowers best in
full sun. It prefers moist, well-drained
soils with supplemental organic matter,
butcan adapt to a wide range of soils.

Both cultivars, "Butterfly Blue" and
"Pink Mist," bloom for a long time,
commencing in mid-spring until frost.

Two nice things about these plants
are: because of their dwarf form (12 to

18 inches), they will never require stak-
ing, and they attract butterflies to the
garden. The flowers are one to 1-1 /2
inches wide and are fully double.

Buy these perennials based on the
size and health, not the number of flow-

ers; they will produce bloom once estab-
lished. They make excellent drifts of
color and blend beautifully with other
perennials or low-growing flowering
shrubs.

The outstanding flowering shrub,
Mount Airy Fothergilla, is reliably hardy
in zones 4-8 and, as with the other win-

ners, performs best in full sun. Its soil
requirements are also the same as the
others.

This easy-to-grow plant forms a
dense suckering four- to five-foot shrub,
and because of its white flowers and

dark green foliage combines well with
other colors. It makes an excellent

hedge, foundation or specimen plant.
Appropriate companion plants are
Rhododendron, Taxus. Kalmia and most
dwarf conifers.

Rising star
Success has been a new thing

for freshman country singer
Kevin Sharp. who performs at
the Hoedown on Sunday, May 18.
Late last year he scored a hit
with his remake of the Tony Rich

Project song "Nobody Knows."
Sharp's debut album 'Measure of
a Man" (Asylum) has been in the

top 10 on the country charts.
All of this was something that

Sharp didn't expect as a high
school senior in 1989. Born in

1970 Sharp began experiencing
bouts of debilitating fatigue and
severe spasms in his left leg and
lower back. Doctors told him he

was suffering from an old sports
injury

The doctors changed their
diagnosis a few months later
when he was admitted to the

hospital after lost 20 pounds and
he stopped breathing. He was
diagnosed with Ewing's sarcoma,
a rare bone cancer which had by
then spread to his lungs.

Hearing about his case, the
Phoenix-based Make-A-Wish

Foundation asked him if there

was anything it could do for him.
He asked to meet producer/com-
poser/performer David Foster.
Two months later Sharp learned
that the aggressive chemothera-
py and radiation had failed. He
wasn't expected to live. He had a
series of operations to treat his
aged bones and then underwent
a second dose of radiation with

an experimental drug. In 1991
Sharp went into remission. As
soon as his strength was
renewed he began work on
"Measure of a Man."

"I have no problem sharing my
story over and over again. That's
what life is all about. I hope I
can offer a little help and inspi-

ration. A lot of people surely
gave me inspiration by sharing
their stories. I'm grateful for the
opportunity to share it with as
many people as I can."

There is life after cancer. It's

not a death sentence.»

A spokesman for the Make-A-
Wish Foundation, Sharp heard
Detroiter Rich's song "Nobody
Knows" and thought it would be
the perfect way to express the
feelings he kept pent up inside
during his battle with cancer.

I had felt that way for a long
time and hadn't been able to

write it myself. I couldn't put it
into words. I take pride in trying
to write songs that come from a
place that I've been or can feel. It

gave me goose bumps the first
time I heard it. All of us in our
lives have felt that nobody
knows how I feel.*

"I felt like I was continuously
surrounded by him.

Kreviazuk began playing piano
at 2 years of age and was a com-
petition-winning classical pianist
by her early teens. At 15 she
started concentrating on her own
music. When a motorbike acci-
dent in Italy left her with a shat-
tered jaw and broken leg in
1994, an enforced period of bed
rest and recuperation found her
writing songs about the myster-
ies of adulthood.

A. With the help of your
attorney, you should obtain
a list of the mortgagees.
However, many times the
co-owners do not provide

mol.
this information or the
information provided is not
current. You will need to

obtain a list of the mortgagees, which is
sometimes expensive, since it requires a
title search.

Often times, our firm has worked out an
arrangement with a title company to assist
the association in obtaining a list of mort-
gagees at a reasonable cost.

Once the list is obtained, the association's
attorney should notify the mortgagees of
the approved amendment and request their
approval. Generally, mortgagees are cooper-
ative. However, I have experienced a few
instances where the mortgagee has been
both dilatory and unwilling to cooperate
with the association requiring, in one
instance, the attorney for the association
had to "redline the changes" for the mort-
gagee since the mortgage company did not
want to have to •pend the time to review
the documents.

In most cases, the terms you are
quoted when you shop among lenders
only represent the terms available to
borrowers settling their loan agree-
ment at the time of the quote. The
quoted terms may not be the terms
available to you at settlement weeks or
even months later. Therefore, you
should not rely on the terms quoted to
you when shopping for a loan unles* a
lender is willing to offer a lock-in.

What is a lock-in? A lock-in, also
called a rate-lock or rate commitment,
is a lender's promise to hold a certain 1
interest rate and a certain number of
points for you, usually for a specified
period of time, while your loan applica-
tion is processed. Depending on the
lender, you may be able to lock in the
interest rate and number of points that
you will be charged when you file your
application during processing of the
loan, when the loan is approved, or
later.

A lock-in that is given when you
apply for a loan may be useful because 9
it'* likely to take your lender several
weeka or longer to prepare, document,
and evaluate your loan application.
During that time, the cost of mortgage
may change. But if your interest rati 
and points are locked in, you would bi
protected against increases while your 1
application is processed. This protee
tion could affect whether you can affor#
the mortgage. However, a locked-in
rate could also prevent you from taking ,
advantage of price decreases, unless .
your lender i• willing to lock in a lower
rate that becomes available during thim
period.

conditions for making the loan
such as receipt of a satisfactory
title insurance policy protecting
the lender.

What will be in writing? Some
lenders have preprinted forms
that set out the exact terms of

the lock-in agreement. Others
may only make an oral lock-in
promise on the telephone or at
the time of application. Oral
agreements can be very difficult
to prove in the event of a dig-
pute.

Some lenders' lock-in forms

may contain crucial information
that is difficult to understand or

that im in fine print. For exam-
ple, some lock-in agreements
may become void through some
unrelated actions such as a

change in the maximum rate for
Veterans Administration guar-
anteed loans. Thus, it is wise to
obtain a blank copy of a lender's
lock-in form to read carefully
before you apply for a loan. If
possible, show the lock-in form to
a lawyer or real estate profes-
sional

It is wise to obtain written,

rather than oral, lock-in agree-
ments to make sure that you
fully understand how your
lender's lock-ins and loan com-
mitments work and to have a

tangible record of your arrange-
ments with the lender. This

record may be useful in the
event of a dispute.

What will a lock-in cost?
Lenders may charge you a fee for
locking in the interest rate and
number of points for your mort-
gage. Some lenders may charge
you a fee up-front, and may not
refund it if you withdraw your
application if your credit is
denied, or if you do not close the
loan.

Others might charge the fee at
settlement. The fee might be a
flat fee, a percentage of the mort-
gage amount, or a fraction of a
percentage point added to the
rate you lock in. The amount of
the fee and how it is charged will
vary among lenders and may
depend on the length of the lock-
in period.

Because practices vary, you
may want to ask your lender
whether there are other options
available to you. In next week's
column, Ill continue this discus-

sion of lock-ins including how
long they are valid and what
happens when they expire.
