Two of the township’s highest-
seniority dispatchers have left or
are leaving. Barb Scott, who
worked for the township 12
years, has gone to work as an
Ann Arbor dispatcher. Gonzalo
(Gonzo) Duque, wheo has the
same amount of seniority, leaves
May 13 to work for Traffic.com
in Southfield, providing traffic
information throughout metro
Detroit.

“The job is underpaid,” Duque
said of the dispatch situation.
“There’s a lot of stress. Plymouth
Township is not a small, quiet
community. There’s a lot of
houses and a lot of businesses.”

There had been a steady
increase in calls even before the
merger, he said. Duque esti-
mates the township’s daytime
population swells to 80,000 peo-
ple. Duque also complained
about officers’ attitudes toward
dispatchers.

“They are more concerned

about pulling cars over than
helping citizens,” he said.

“It’s the way they perceive
they are being treated,” Mann
said. He said it comes down to
“management style.”

Kathy Johnson, a former Ply-
mouth dispatcher who came to
work as a township dispatcher
after the merger, complained
Tuesday about what she sees as
a public safety problem. When
this week’s schedule was posted
no one was assigned to cover the
11 p.m. Thursday to 7 a.m. Fri-
day shift or the 11 p.m. Friday to
7 a.m. Saturday shift, she said.

“] haven’t checked the sched-
ule but 1 wouldn’t doubt it,
because we had somebody just
quit,” said Plymouth Township
Police Chief Larry Carey. “We
are in the process of hiring two
more. We have another one who
came over from the city who is
on long-term disability who
worked for about 30 days for us.

Mann agrees the shifts will be
covered, probably by asking who-
ever is working the previous
shift to work additional hours or
an additional shift. They might
be called in from home. He just
doesn't think it should be that
way.

He said the union addressed
the issue as far back as last fall,
and was told then by depart-
ment officials that shifts would
“most often” be manned by two
dispatchers.

“Yet here it is in May, and the
problem is festering,” Mann
said. “The number of shifts with
just one dispatcher is ever
increasing.”

According to Johnson, dis-
patchers who are dependent on
baby sitters don’t have the flexi-
bility of working extra hours. It’s
at the point where dispatchers
are reluctant to answer their
home telephones, Johnson said,
because they might have to come
in. .
Dispatchers shouldn’t be
expected to worry about staffing,
she said. Duque said dispatchers
can’t leave their post until they
find a replacement for the next
shift. Insuring proper staffing
and calling for replacements
shouldn’t be the responsibility of
dispatchers but of command offi-
cers, he said.

there,” Carey said. “We could
work that out. Everybody is
busy. Everybody has tasks. So,
they want you to call to see if
you could get one of your people
to work Friday, for example.

“This is public safety,” Carey
added. “We have an obligation to
serve and fill positions. What are
we gaing to do, not man it and
not have people answer the
phone when you call police? Any-
one in police work has to work
overtime and be held over dur-
ing times of emergency and to
step up to their responsibilities.

“We're short every week. If
somebody calls in sick, we're
short. We will jockey around the
schedule and schedule everybody
to work and cover the shifts
(Dispatchers) are trying to cause
problems. We run into this every
once in a while when people quit
and give us a week’s notice.”

The township is down to six
dispatchers, Johnson said. Carey
said that is the same number of
dispatchers Plymouth Township
had before the merger. Johnson
was a part-time dispatcher in
the city of Plymouth. Plymouth
dispatchers opposed the merger
and at one point all dispatchers
quit before reconsidering and
coming to the township, he said.

Carey said one Plymouth dis-
patcher went on disability as
soon as she started working in
Plymouth Township.

Everyone needs a little bal-
ance in their lives, but some
need it more than others.

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Ozone expected to set record highs this summer

“Ozone Action” days always
occur on warm, cloudless, “gor-
geous” summer days.

“The sky 18 bright blue It's the
kind of day we wait for all win-
ter long,” said Anita Blaisus,
manager of public outreach for
the Southeast Michigan Council
of Governments. “Some folks
think that if they can't see it, it's
not a problem. You can see smog,
and that tells you the air is
dirty, but you can’t see ozone.”

Ozone in the stratosphere pro-
tects humans from ultraviolet
radiation, but at ground level it
is a pollutant. High concentra-
tions can be an irritant to the
lungs, causing breathing prob-
lems, especially for sensitive
peaple, the young and the elder-
ly. Those who work or exercise
outdoors are also at risk,
because they inhale deeply as a
result of their physical activity.

Laura DeGuire, environmental
air quality specialist for the
Michigan Department of Envi-
ronmental Quality, says the
effect is like a “sunburn on the
lungs.” -

For most. it 1s lhikely to be a
minor problem, but repeated
exposure to high levels of ozone
can lead to more serious health
consequences later on.

Environmental experts predict

Ozone season

The ozone season, running
May through September, 15 like-
ly be another record-setter this
year, according to Jeff Jaros,
senior meteorologist for the air
quality division of the MDEQ
He expects to see more than the
record of 25 Ozone Action days
set in 1999.

The reason i1s that the weather
is expected to be hot and dry
No, Jaros said, it is not a result
of global warming. Rather, it 1s
due to low precipitation levels
during the winter and spring
months.

Light snow falls after January
and little rain during the spring
have left the sotl in southeastern
Michigan relatively dry. Mois-
ture in the ground typically has
a cooling effect, Jaros explained,
carrying heat away as it evapo-
rates. But since the ground 1s
dry this year, higher than ror-
mal temperatures are forecast
for the region.

Jaros said he does not expect 1t
to be as bad as the summer of
1988, when Michigan set a
record for the number of days
over 100 degrees. But he does
predict temperatures to be above
normal And there is a possibili-
ty that the drought now being
experienced in other parts of the

country could occur here, too,
later in the year

Ozone 1s created when hydro-

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Engler seeks

As state lawmakers get ready
to debate the restructuring of
Michigan’s telephone and elec-
tric utilities, Gov. John Engler
has lost patience.

“I'm tired of waiting,” he said,
proposing a 5 percent immediate
reduction in telephone company
and electric utility charges. “I
want Michigan customers to get
a rate cut now.”

“It’s been nine years since the
enactment of the Michigan
Telecommunications Act, which
sungets at the end of this year.
The intent of the act was to spur
competition among all telecom-
munications services which in
turn would reduce costs. But
competition for services remains
anemic and Michigan consumers
are paying for it — with many
rates that are among the highest
in the region. In almost all cases,
Michigan’s prices for basic ser-
vices as well as enhanced and
toll services are higher than
those in surrounding states,”
Engler said.

Engler’s goals

He called for immediate pas-
sage of legislation to accomplish
several goals:

B Enact a 5 percent rate
reduction on all intra-state ser-
vices until 2003, or until the
Michigan Public Service Com-
mission determines that a com-
petitive market has been creat-
ed.

B Quick resolution of disputes.
“We need marketplace competi-
tion, not committee room fights
or courtroom litigation,” he said.

B Sanctions for “non-competi-
tive behavior. State tools for
enforcement should be sharp-
ened.”

B “We need to require
providers to vigorously compete.
This gives us, as customers a
choice among providers,” he said.

Engler said he hoped his pro-
posals would break a “legislative
logjam.” Likewise, he contended
the state House and Senate have
moved too slowly on restructur-
ing of the electric industry.

“The legislative debate has
taken too long. The complexity of
the issue precludes resolutions of
the issue. The Michigan Public
Services Commission did design
a plan for electric restructuring.
It was approved in June 1997,
but that plan fell to a court chal-
lenge. Since then, numerous
states have passed legislation,
but Michigan has not. The legis-
lature can't agree, and the PSC
can't act. The bottom line?
Michigan is falling behind 1n
electric restructuring.”

Reaction mixed

For the electric industry,
Engler called for a 5 percent
reduction in rates with rate cap
guarantees for 10 years, or until
the PSC concludes that a com-
petitive market has heen created
in that industry, too.

Crities of the utilities approved
of the governor's plan.

“The governor’'s proposal
sounds like every thing the small
business community has been
asking for and we look forward
to seeing the details,” Barry
Cargill, vice president of the
Small Business Association of
Michigan, said. “It's very appro-
priate for the governor ta exer
cise his leadership to break the
logjam "

On the other hand, the utih
ties were less receptive. Scott
Stevenson, president of the
Telecommunieations Assaciation
of Michigan, which represents
local telephone companies in
Michigan, sawd he did not believe
the governor's proposals would
lead to more competition.

“I am certain that to have the
government, rather than the free
market, set prices will not lead
to more competition,” he said

Rep Robert Gosselin, R-Troy,
was positive about Engler's plan
“now the governor has weighed
in with a plan to quickly give the
atate Public Service Commission
the tools it needs to ‘kick open
the door’ to local phone competi
tion,” he said.

He gave credit to other law
makers from Oakland County for
spurring the governor's
response. “The Oakland County
House delegation took the mat
ter into their own hands, by
holding a hearing on the issue in
Pontiac. Dozens of angry citizens
showed up to complain about
excessive ‘local long distance’
charges, local calling areas that
have shrunk to ‘postage stamp
size,” and as one citizen put it,
the fact that ‘I can call Hawaii

H ‘The Intent of the act was to spur competition
among all telecommunications services which in
turn would reduce costs. But competition for ser-
vices remains anemic and Michigan consumers
are paying for it - with many rates that are
among the highest in the region.’

Gov. John Engler

Proposes rate cuts

for less than Farmington Hills,™
he said. “My Oakland colleagues
deserve credit for spurring the
Lansing establishment on the
issue. They had the guts to take

on The Phone Company, proba-
bly the most powerful special
interest lobby in Lansing.”

A number of bills have already
been introduced to address both

telephone and electric utihity
restructuring.

Bills introduced

Rep. Marc Shulman, R-West
Bloomfield, and Rep. Mary Ann
Middaugh, R-Paw Paw, have
introduced a two-bill package,
House Bills 4804 and 5721, that
would give the PSC the authori-
ty to expedite complaints when
competing phone companies
have difficulty getting their ser-
vices to customers. The package
would also prohibit “multi-state”
providers, such as Ameritech,
from charging more to Michigan
subscribers than they do for the

same services 1n other states
Further, the bills would outlaw
“cramming,” adding charges to
phone bills for services not
approved by customers, and
require that rates be posted on
the Internet.

Rep Mike Kowall, R-White
Lake, has introduced legislation
to outlaw cramming. House Bill
5474 would levy a $10,000 fine
to a phone company for the first
offense of adding a charge not
authorized by a customer. A sec-
ond offense would carry a
$50,000 fine.

A variety of other bills have
been introduced, including

percent cut in phone, electric charges

toughening sanctions against
“slamming,” switching a cus-
tomer's long distance carrier
without permission.

Sen. Mat Dunaskiss, R-Lake
Orion, has also introduced legis-
lation to address telephones,
although his bill is intended to
simply repeal the telecommuni-
cations act. Aides say that is his
“starting position,” and the sena-
tor will add back regulations as
they are shown to be needed.
Ameritech favors the Dunaskiss
proposal. Dunaskiss has also
offered legislation to deregula-
tion and restructure electric util-
1ties.

The time is now

Township needs good candidates

.C. Mueller has decided against seeking re-elec-

tion to her position on the Plymouth Township

Board of Trustees, a loss of a quality decision-
maker whose presence will be missed.

Her decision means a new face in at least
one of the four trustee positions. To whom will
that face belong?

That, at least in part, is up to you.

Every four years, you have a chance to
become part of your own government. The
township board of trustees is made up of regu-
lar citizens, like you. They come from diverse
backgrounds, have wives and husbands and
families, like you. They're neighbors, like you.
They decided to seek election, for the most
part, out of a genuine desire to see things get
better.

If that’s like you, you'd better hurry. Time
i8 running out.

Decision day for any fence-sitters is May
16. By next Tuesday, you've got to either hoist
yourself forward and file a petition, or gently
ease yourself back and say, “Let the next guy
do it.”

Either decision is O K., because you're enti-
tled to do as you please. It's the beauty of a
democracy. The larger beauty is, of course,
that the democracy is made up of people exact-
ly like you, regular Joes uneasy about step-
ping forward, uncomfortable with the process,
yet unable to stand by and let someone else do
it.

There are a lot of reasons to be frightened
about getting involved. Elections, especially at
the local level, can get nasty. Dare to utter

something contrary to what someone else
thinks or advocates and your name can be
dragged through the local mud. We know of

one election where a candidate’s pets were poi-

soned, for crying out loud.

And then you have to decide if you can
afford to win. Some elections take thousands
of dollars. If you're running against a guy like
Gerry Law, the term-limited state representa-
tive who swears up-and-down he isn’t running
for anything, you're going to need some help.

If you're someone who has never sought
public office, and you have to run against vet-
erans like Law or Maurice Breen, establhished
politicos who can draw on a pretty extensive
“good ol’ boys” network, you might think more
than twice about getting involved.

But if you're someone who has ideas on how
to move the township forward, someone who
wants to put his or her interests aside for the
greater good, that’s what counts. That's what

~makes local government so interesting, so

valuable.

Your township needs you. But the time for
sitting on the fence is past. 1t's time to get in
the game, with the filing deadline less than a
week away.

At the end of her letter to her constituents
printed in the May 4 issue of this newspaper,
Mueller wrote: “For those of you who had ever
contemplated serving their community, I hope

" you will seriously consider running for this

open position now.”
[t's a sentiment we echo.

Care should be person-centered

to enjoy a smoke-free dinner out, there are plen-
ty of restaurants in southeastern Michigan to
choose from. Which leads us to question whether a
state law banning smoking in Michigan bars and
restaurants is practical, enforceable or really neces-

sary.

House Bill 5645, proposed by Rep. Ray-
mond Basham, D-Taylor, would ban smoking
in all Michigan restaurants, and bars that
serve food, but not private clubs. It is similar
to legislation enacted in California two years
ago and Maine in 1999.

Both states have encountered mixed results
under the policy. Business has increased (the
solid economy is a contributing factor) but so
have costs associated with enforcement. It's
too early to put a value on health care savings,
although a study by the Journal of the Ameri-
can Medical Association did find that female
California restaurant staffers suffered higher
mortality rates from diseases commonly asso-
ciated with second-hand smoke.

The Observer believes a more reasonable
approach is offered with the restrictions
already in place here or the encouragement of
a “voluntary” ban such as one in Wisconsin

Basham’s bill would amend the Michigan
Public Health Code, which currently requires
food service establishments with a seating
capacity of less than 50 to designate 25 per-
cent of those seats for nonsmokers. Restau-
rants with seating capacity of 50 or more,
must designate half of the seating for non-
smokers.

We note that those figures are minimums.
The actual size of non-smoking sections in
many area restaurants substantially exceeds
the requirements. Others have eliminated
smoking altogether.

In fact, the number of smoke-free restau-
rants in Michigan has increased from about
1,900 to more than 2,500 in the last three

N o butts about it, if you're a nonsmoker, and want

years, according to the Michigan Restaurant
Association.

Still other restaurants have improved their
ventilation systems, and limited smoking to
certain areas such as the bar to make non-
smokers more comfortable.

In Michigan, local health departments are
charged with enforcing the state's smoking
guidelines. This would remain unchanged
under Basham's proposal. The proposed legis
lation requires investigation within five days
of a complaint and correction by the establish-
ment within two days after a determination
has been made that a complaint is vahd.

Penalties may include the suspension of
food service operations until compltance 1s
achieved.

We're not sure where that leaves a local
restaurateur dealing with a eitizen complaint
about another patron’s behavior. Or an
employee’s decision to violate the law, for that
matter.

Local public health dollars are better spent
promoting programs that help Michiganians
get and stay healthy. Dollars spent policing
restaurants are dollars taken away from
developing programs that help lower the risk
factors for chronic disease in Michigan, includ-
ing those caused by smoking.

We agree nonsmokers should be given a
choice and protected from secondhand smoke.
Current law provides for that. Nonsmokers
have options in southeast Michigan - they can
request seating in nonsmoking areas, or
patronize only restaurants that ban smoking
Restaurants are in business to make money. 1f
enough customers demand a ban on smoking.
restaurant management will comply. It's sim-
ply good business.

Restaurants should decide for themselvesat
they want to ban smoking from their estab-
lishments. They shouldn't be forced to.

Marchers on wrong track

Iwnuld like to commend those participants of
the Million Mom March for exercising their
rights to assembly and speech with regard to a
subject they feel strongly about.

However, that is perhaps as far as my
agreement with the Million Mom Marchers
will go. As a law enforcement officer, hunter
and gun owner, 1 would pose a few points to
ponder for your readers as well as for those
who are advocating yet more restrictions on
the law-abiding hunters and gun owners of
this country.

The Million Mom Marchers say that they
want “reasonable” gun laws passed. Summa-
rizing a bit, they have asked for several
things. They would like to have pistol pur-
chases limited to one handgun per month.
They also desire safe storage laws and manda-
tory trigger lock legislation. All of these, at
face value, might sound “reasonable” to any-
one who may not be familiar or associated
with their rmght to firearms ownership.

However. if gun locks or “safe storage” laws
are passed, how would they propose they be
enforeed? One scenario is that the law would
be enforced only after a firearm is found unse-
cured/unlocked and is used to kill someone.
Thus. the law prevents nothing. The other sce-
nario, and the only solution - and one which [
am not in favor of — would be to allow law
enforcement personnel to enter gun owners’
homes day or night for pre-emptive “inspec-
tions” of firearms storage. This would be a vio-
lation of personal freedom, rights and securi-
ty

As for one gun a month, even though I per-
sonally have no desire to buy one handgun per
month, or one refrigerator, car or swimming
pool, I would like to retain the right to do so. |
would also point out that 1 have the right to
peacefully assemble provided [ secure a “per-
mit.” Should we also restrict peaceful assem-
blv to one march per month? I certainly
wouldn’t support that, néither would most.
Yet, our Bill Of Rights is being picked apart
by these “reasonable” laws

Gun lock laws and safe storage laws are all
simply posturing efforts by politicians and gun
control advocates who are concealing their
true wants behind the word “reasonable.”
These measures, within the parameters of our
current constitutional republic are, if they are
to be effective, unconstitutional.

Tragedy proves how little we

know about people’s real feelings

e likely will never
know why Donald
and Marie Strom

decided to die.

But one day, they sat
down together and made
arrangements to be cre-
mated, with their ashes
buried together in one
grave with a single head-
stene.

They chose a plot at MARY McDoNouG
Riverside Cemetery in
Plymouth, next to the grave of their 16-year-old
daughter, Christine.

In early April they entered the garage of their
Southfield home and placed a folder containing
their final requests on the dashboard of their
brown 1980 Oldsmobile. They climbed into the car
and turned the key Together, they would once
again feel the clammy touch of death, this time for
the last time.

It’s not every day we news folk come across a
double-suicide, especially one where a couple asks
to be buried in one grave.

I was moved by the Stroms, the more I learned
about them, the tragedy they had survived years
ago and their complete devotion to each other until
their very last breath.

It's also puzzling how some people, myself
included, are held hostage by their emotions while
others, like the Stroms, so successfully conceal
from the world the tidal waves that swell and
crash within us.

After interviews with a dozen people who knew
them, I can only guess at the reasons for the
Stroms’ decision.

The couple attended church at Beverly Hills
United Methodist regularly, sat in the same pew
and always had a pleasant comment about the
weather or a compliment for the communion host.
Friends described Marie, 70, as a quiet homemak-
er who enjoyed classical music and reading. She
also enjoyed sports, especially the Detroit Red
Wings.

Don, 68, was remembered as a brilliant thinker.
He once worked for a defense contractor and dur-
ing a program for seniors at the church entitled
“Young at Heart,” he named “Wall Street Week” as
his favorite television show. Friends said he had a
keen mind for physics, always pondening the forces
that make a playground swing or an airplane
work.

He even flew small aircraft once but gave up fly-
ing when Christine was born, joking that he trad-
ed in his airplane for a daughter. When his only
child entered Southtield High School, he agreed to
let her take tlving lessons. She seemed born to fly.
he said.

But a week after her first solo flight, in July
1980 while practicing her landings and takeoffs at
the Big Beaver Airport in Troy. she hit a power
line. crashed into a garage and died instantly

Although friends and neighbors said they never
heard the Stroms talk about Christine or the
crash, Rev. Stephen Perrine said Don was particu-
larly attuned to news events involving human sut-
fering. During services. he asked for special
prayers for those affected by the Kosovo crisis and
the student victims at Columbine High School

Their days grew longer and neighbors said the
couple had difficulty getting around, so much so
that Don used to back his car down the driveway
to retrieve his mail, putting it in a canvas bag each
day. When the mail began to pile up, neighbors on
Secluded Lane suspected something was wrong
and contacted police.

The suicide affected the neighborhood so much 1t
compelled two residents to attend a recent meet-
ing of the Southfield Homeowners Coalition to get
information about starting a homeowners’ organi-
zation in their neighborhood.

One of them was Alfredine Wiley, a Detroit Pub-
lic Schools administrator.

“I feel bad. 1 knew they were alone over there
and I always said I was going to knock on their
door,” said Wiley.

About 10 years ago, Wiley said, the Stroms put
their house up for sale intending to move to Ply-
mouth, closer to Marie’s brother. Before the house
could be sold, her brother died and they took the
house off the market. "

“They were very private people but I felt I could
have done more. When 1 heard about this happen-
ing, I thought, ‘we are going to have to get our
neighborhood together,” said Wiley.

Contrary to popular opinion, only a fraction of
suicide victims have been diagnosed with a termi-
nal illness at the time of their death and most
elderly suicide victims are in relatively good physi-
cal health, according to Common Ground Crisis
Center.

“There is still a huge stigma that someone will
label them crazy if they seek counseling,” said
Anna Arini, a crisis counselor at Common Ground.
“The generation they come from was one where it
was not OK to talk about their feelings. They're
just not aware of the resources available to them.”

Arini said a higher percentage of elderly suicides
are attributed to depression, as compared with
suicides in the general population. That depres-
sion is often linked to isolation or loneliness
caused by a lack of mobility.

The Stroms exchanged pleasantries at church
potlucks but in the end they may have been haunt-
ed by memories of a blond-haired daughter they
couldn’t protect, a tragedy too profound to mea-
sure and grandchildren they would never have.

In the age of tell-alls and talk shows, their suf-
fering took place behind closed doors and sunny
demeanors, and they revealed little if any of their
pain to neighbors or relatives.

Last weekend's graveside ceremony was at once
comforting and unsettling, attended mostly by
church members and distant cousins. In death, as
in life. Don and Marie's feelings were shared only
with each other: their friends and family now left
to wonder how much they didn't know.

Internet sales tax evens playing field
for brick-and-mortar businesses

oever would
have imag-
ined a couple
of years ago that an e-
mail virus masquerad-
ing as a love letter
would shut down com-
puters all over the
world? And those
whose computers
were infected last
week now have a
clear idea of just how dependent we’ve become
on e-mail and computerized address books and
JPEG picture files.

And that's just small beer compared to the
profound impact the Information Revolution
will have throughout our entire society.

Take taxes, for instance.

With more than a third of all homes in Amer-
ica hooked up to the Internet, home shopping is
turning out to be the biggest growth sector in
the entire economy. And when you're shopping
on amazon.com and click the “execute order”
button, the one thing you won't find on your
screen is a line detailing how much sales tax
you owe.

By contrast, when you shop at a local store in
Michigan, you'll pay 6 percent state sales tax on
most purchases, excepting things like food and
medicine.

Most states and a few cities rely on the sales
tax as a big part of their revenue base. Nation-
ally. the sales tax produces around $150 billion
in taxes for states, which is about two-thirds of
their total revenue. In Michigan, the sales tax
last vear produced $6.4 bilthon. which is 17.5
percent of the total $36 6 billion in total state
revenue

Up to now, taxpavers who shop from catalogs |

or over the Internet have found 1t easy to 1gnore
the 'question of tax hability for their purchases
But anvbody who filled out the Michigan
imcome tax forms last month knows that this
vear, for the first time, there i1s a question on
line 30 asking whether you owe “use tax”
ranother term for sales tax! on purchases vou
made from another state on which no tax was
collected. You could either check the box
marked “no” - in which case you might have
been cheating on vour taxes — or you could turn
to page 11 to calculate how much vou owe

and low — number for their Internet purchases
and computed a use tax obligation on this basis.
Sure, they're cheating on their taxes. And no,
they probably won’t get caught.

So the Information Revolution, through the
entirely new phenomenon of home shopping via
the Internet, threatens to undo a very big
chunk of the system of tax revenues throughout
the entire country. Not surprisingly, this is pro-
ducing a whole lot of strange bedfellows and
alliances.

Gov. John Engler, for instance, is normally a
tax cutter. But he is also a governor who is
responsible for maintaining the revenue base of
his state. And state Treasurer Mark Murray
estimates that something like $100 million in
Michigan sales tax revenue on catalogs and
Internet sales was lost last year.

So Gov. Engler went down to Washington to
urge Congress to pass a law requiring compa-
nies that sell by catalogs or the Internet to col-
lect sales taxes at the time the purchase is
made and remit them directly to the relevant
state. His testimony was compelling. even in
making the distinction between imposing new
taxes (which he’s against) and providing states
with the ability to collect sales taxes already on
l the books (which he's for.

But the U.S. Congress, normally vigilant in
maximizing revenue for the federal govern-
ment, is not about to pass a law that most peo-
ple would regard as a big tax increase, especal-

" 1y not in an election year. Moreover, a bunch of
Engler's traditional (and very conservative)
supporters — the Mackinac Center for Pubhc
Policy and the Michigan Federation of Young
Republicans — are going after him as a big

. taxer. of all things

Engler replies that it's simply unfair to tax
brick-and-mortar Michigan retail businesses
but not tax Internet companies selling similar
products. He's absolutely nght

But the topsy-turvy twists in the pohitics of
the argunient only demonstrate how profound
the consequences of the [nformation Revolution
will surely be as the years go by

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Quilts tell stories of family history,

Meena Schaldenbrand’s exhaustive col-
lection of quilts 1s like pages of a book
telling the story of her life.

One quilt illustrates how Schalden-
brand and her brother, Pradeep, flew
alone from India to meet their parents in
the United States when she was 13.
Another is a four-foot collage made from
one-half-inch squares of her husband’s
face copied from a computer print out.
Schaldenbrand laughs and sighs as she
describes how difficult it was to coordinate
the many different colors and fabrics to
make the project work.

“Each quilt can be so different and so
personal,” she said

Near and dear

But the one that holds the most emotion
so far, Schaldenbrand said, is a recently
finished graduation quilt for her daugh-
ter, Lisa, a 12th grader at Ladywood High
School in Livonia.

Schaldenbrand painstakingly sewed
swatches of material from Lisa’s sleepers,
dresses and other clothes, right up to a
pair of jeans she still wears. The keep-
sake illustrates every milestone in her
daughter’s life, including her first earring,
which is sewn into the fabric. It's another
example of her mom'’s artistic flair and
devotion to detail.

“A lot of people don't think of quilting as
an art, but I sure do,” she said.

The nearly 50 women who gathered to
see Schaldenbrand's work during a
Needlework and Textile Guild of Michigan
workshop last week at the First United
Methodist Church in Birmingham
thought so. too.

“Rumpelstiltskin better hide.” said Reva
Barahal. who watched as Schaldenbrand
quickly explained the myriad of stories
behind the fabric and illustrations

Jeanne Sarna of Troy said: “[ think
they're fabulous. She's constantly trying
new things and 1s very successful and very
talented.”

The 120 guild members live throughout
Michigan and represent a wide range of
artistic venues, like beading, sewing, knit-
ting and doll-making, just to name a few
They have four exhibits annuaily, includ-
ing “A Spring Show.” that ran through the
tirst week of May.

After 20 vears of hand and machine sewing, the 44
year-old Schaldenbrand said she stopped counting
how many quilts she had when she reached 100, but
knows “it's well over that.” In fact, quilts replace pic-
tures and other wall decor throughout her Plymouth
home.

for Schaldenbrand when she
was looking for something to
occupy her time while her hus-
band, John, was working on his
residency at the University of
Ann Arbor Hoepital. She tried
knitting and countless crafts,
but nothing appealed to her
until she took a quilting class.

“] hated sewing when | was
younger,” she said. “Quilts
make me feel like I'm creative,
which I never thought I was.”

Schaldenbrand earned a
bachelor’s degree as a medical
technologist, but quit when
Lisa was born. Now she consid-
ers herself a quilter first. It
was only natural that her two
daughters, Lisa and Amy, 16,
wonld find joy in quilting. Both
girls have finished quilts that
Schaldenbrand takes special
pleasure displaying in their
heme and during demonstra-
tions.

“I tell my kids that their
inheritance will be of fabric
and quilts,” she said. “When I
ge shopping on vacation, I
bring back fabric as my sou-
venirs. I love vibrant, colorful
fabrics.”

Making a quilt takes years,
she said, but the most time
consuming part is “dreaming of
the idea.” She usually spends
between nine months and one
year fine tuning the designs.
“Sewing is the easy part,” said

Plymouth.

Schaldenbrand, who feeds her
creativity by being a member of
the Greater Ann Arbor Quilt
Guild, the Needlework and
Textile Guild of Michigan, the
American Sewing Guild and
the Creative Clothing Club in
Troy. She’s also the leader of
the American Sewing Guild in
Plymouth, which meets on the
first Thursday monthly at the
First Presbyterian Church in

One quilt, representing inno-
vations of the 1970s, took

months of research and plan-
ning and includes everything
from a peace sign and a CD-
ROM that is sewn into the fab-
ric to Post-it notes. Another
quilt shows how she would
have lived her life if she had it
to do over. The tropical scene
means she would reside some-
where warm “because I'm
always cold” and a frying pan
charm indicates that “I would
be a better coock and not burn
my food so much when I'm
sewing.”

Family themes dominate the
work and landscapes come in a
close second. Others are the
result of projects launched on
the Internet. Quilters present
themes and explain the rules,
like what colors are wanted.
Sewers are told how many
squares, all in the same design,
to contribute and the originator
passes them along until every-
one involved has a completed
quilt.

While she doesn’t enter con-
tests as a rule, Schaldenbrand
has won national and local
competitions, including first
place in the Kaye Wood Star-
maker Challenge that came
with a $3,000 sewing machine
and a surger from a local con-
test. But it isn’t the prizes that
motivate Schaldenbrand, who
approaches each project with
the enthusiasm of a child at a
new game.

“I run down to my sewing
room the minute my family
leaves in the morning, and I
don’t come up until they come
back,” she said. “I go to play in
my play room so to speak.”

The family and their fellow
parishioners prepare an entire
meal for the shelter, which
opens every Saturday thanks to
the efforts of members of four
churches, who serve food on a
rotating basis.

“We make a hearty meal ...
something we’d be proud to
serve at home,” said Matthew.
“A few weeks ago we cgoked 150
pieces of chicken at home to take
to the Mercy House, and in the
summer we have the Great Cass
Cook-out. We start at 7 a.m.
cleaning up the park and setting
up tents. We have a big barbecue
and pass out drinks and listen to
music. It's great for everyone.”

The family is in charge of
preparing a menu and shopping
for all the ingredients. From set-
ting out plates and cutting up
vegetables to serving hot/ cold
drinks and locking the doors
after the last person is fed, the
family is driven by their commit-
ment to God.

Four years ago the pastor of
the Ramey’s church in Dearborn
approached them with the idea
to serve and minister to home-
less people and they “jumped at

the chance,” according to Dar
lene.

Since, they have brought the
idea to their new congregation in
Belleville and are passing on
their convictions to their chil
dren. It's Matthew, however,
who shows the greatest affection
for his service.

“All of our children care about
what we do but Matt has always
been more sensitive to the plight
of others,” said Wayne Ramey

It wasn’t special
just another dinner at home.”

So they are planning to spend
this holiday season back at
Mercy House.

The Garden City teen hopes to
do missionary work overseas
when he's old enough and would
like to play professional hockey.

His mom remembers his earli-
er career aspirations however,
“When he was in preschool he
was asked what he wanted to be
when he grew up. The other chil-
dren said policeman, mailman,
doctor. Matthew said he wanted
to be a millionaire so he could
help all the needy people in the

world. Toe this day, I think if

Matthew became a millionaire,
he would give it all way to the
people he came in contact with
at Mercy House.”

Michigan with his parents in the
19608, when he said “Detroit was
hip.” “There was a lot of good
music going on.”

So he started singing on the
streets of Motown, finding some
wood spots where his voice would
echo beneath the buildings. He
was singing for almost 17 years
before brothers Michael (guitar)
and Andrew Nehra (bass) and
drummer Jeff Fowlkes ever
caught sight or sound of his tal-
ent.

“They were suburban guys,”
cxplained Bradley. So when
asked to join the band, he first
said no. “I didn’t believe a word
they said.”

About six months later, he
changed his tune and picked up
the phone. It was the early
1990s, and Bradley was making
$500 to $600 singing in Detroit’s
Eastern Market — he didn’t
exactly need another gig. But he
split his time between singing
for himself and jamming at
White Room Studio with the
band. That’'s where he met Kid
Rock - who appears on two
songs on Time To Discover. “He
was Bob, just a white boy trying
to rap,” recalled Bradley.

In 1995, the band went from
the studio to a musiec showcase
in New York City. “Bob went
with us” said Bradley. “He was
the emcee at the show.”

What's happened since then is
of no consequence to this music-
made man. “I'm living for what's
happening right now,” he said
with conviction. “I was always
successful in my head. This here
is just fame. That'’s all it is.”

On Time to Discover, RBBS
takes its recipe for success one
step further, with 11 solid songs
loaded with old-school soul and
modern style. Bassist and Royal
QOak resident Andrew Nehra was
basking in the band’s success
and the flood of good press RBBS
has received while at the Detroit
Music Awards.

He said the new album took
seven months to complete. “It
was all pretty spiritual,” he said.
“To get perfection, it took time to
find the magic and go that extra
step.”

Nehra, whose influences
include The Temptations and
Stone Roses, said notoriety for
the Detroit bands is “way over-
due.” “People have been asleep.”

“We just want to be happy
with the music first,” said
Bradley of this album. “That’s

Scott Forbes, singer and
guitarist of The Forbes Brothers,
couldn’t say enough about friend
and musical colleague Tim Diaz,
either. “He’s so deserving,” said
the Farmington Hills resident
after Diaz won the Detroit Music
Award for outstanding rock

instrumentalist. “He 18 extraor-
dinary. He writes great songs
and plays several different
instruments.”

Forbes predicts RBBS will be

Dreams of Martha Stewart is
Parker’s first one-person play.
She incorporated the stories of
12 characters with her friend
and collaborator, actress Sally
Bondi, in mind. Bondi has
received a long list of impressive
critical reviews for her portray-
als.

The play, on a three-year run
since debuting at the 1997 Picco-
lo Spalato Arts Festival in
Charleston, S.C., follows a
wife/mother searching for perfec-
tion. She’s intent on living the
“perfect life,” including antiquing
her bathroom, building her own
loom and styling her hair ala
Martha.

Unsatisfied without the real

thing, the unhappy housewife
sets out for Turkey Hill, Conn. to
come face-to-face with the real
deal. The journey is more of a
confrontation of the myriad faces
of America, and an uncovering of
the illusion behind the notion of
perfection.

Among Parker’s other plays is
A Higher Place in Heaven, nomi-
nated for a 1995 Pulitzer Prize.
Her work has been called dis-
tinctively in the southern liter-
ary tradition of writers such as
Carson McCullers, William
Faulkner and Harper Lee.

Clearly, Parker’s most recent
play is a more adventurous
statement about American cul-
ture than her other stories, typi-
cally set in a southern milieu.

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Dreams of Martha Stewart does
n’t offer a Saturday Night Live
type spoof. Rather, Parker has
set out to illuminate what's
befind Stewart's immense
appeal.

“Since the beginning of time.
there’s been symbols of perfec
tion,” said Parker. “I want to
show that we are good enough
with who we are, if we can learn
to appreciate and accept our-
selves.”

Similar to Parker’s lead char-
acter, the protagonist in Male
Intellect. . . is searching to dis-
cover what lies beyond the
notion of perfection.

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‘Virgin Suicides’ looks at bleak matter with beauty

With a title like “The Virgin
Suicides,” movie-goers may have
a tendency to cringe, rather than
embrace the directorial debut by
Sofia Coppola. But judging by
this poignant work, she seems
poised to follow in her father's
famous footsteps.

“The Virgin Suicides” offers a
disturbingly beautiful look at
five fair-haired sisters crushed
beneath the strong-hold of a
domineering mother and weak-
willed father. Set among the lush
tree-lined streets of Grosse
Pointe in the mid 1970s, the film
welcomes viewers into the Lis-
bon home. Mr. Lisbon, a math

teacher (James Woods) and his
wife (Kathleen Turner) keep a
tight lock on its doors, and 1t’s
that stifling climate that ulti-
mately leads to tragedy.

“Cecilia was the first to go,”
says the narrated voice (Giovan-
ni Ribisi) in the opening line.
The first, youngest and most del-
icate of the five girls, she was lit-
erally dying for freedom. You can
hear it through the wandering
voices of neighbors: “That girl
wanted out of that house.” Cecil-
ia, 13 (Hanna Hall), Lux, 14
(Kirsten Dunst), Bonnie, 15
(Chelsea Swain), Mary, 16 (A.J.
Cook) and Therese, 17 (Leslie
Hayman) are the Lisbon sisters,
all trapped by the conventions of

their upper-middle class family.
But the film isn't about sui-
cide, as much as it is about the
life they left behind. Dealing
with issues of repression, long-
ing, sex and death, Coppola
somehow paints a soft portrait of
the beauty in life while exploring
- in the most profound manner
- the simple question of why.
Rather than a public service
announcement against suicide
the film comments on how soci-
ety can easily crush and over-
whelm the innocence of life with
its rules, expectations and fears.
Told through the eyes of four
young boys obsessed with the
enchanting Lisbon girls, “The
Virgin Suicides,” flashes back to
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a time when the automotive
industry hit a lull and the air
was ripe with adolescent curiosi-
ty. Young Tim Weiner (Jonathan
Tucker) leads his friends in pur-
suing the mystery. The girls
growing entrapment 1s repre-
sented symbolically through the
oak trees which are cut down in
the Lisbon’s front yard. Parks
officials insist they are diseased;
that if the trees aren’t cut down,
the disease will spread.

But the disease that began
with Cecilia did spread through-
out the home. The boys can only
collect pieces of the Lisbon girls
- lipstick, a diary, postcards —
and try to fit them together to
make sense of the events that
destroyed their fantasies and an
entire family.

James Woods gave a fabulous
performance as the under-stated,
devastated father who retreats
into his collectable war planes
and televised ball games. Kath-
leen Turner is chilling as the
overbearing, nervous-minded
mother. Her plight is described
through the words of a whisper-
ing neighbor “You always wonder
if there was something you
could've done.”

Danny DeVito, Michael Pare
and Scott Glenn make notable
cameo appearances in the film.
But its true impact lies in its
young, and somewhat unknown,
cast. Josh Hartnett portrays Trip
Fontaine, the football hero every-
one wants to date — everyone
except Lux. Jonathan Tucker
and Anthony DeSimone portray
Tim and Chase, the wide eyes
through which this story is told.

Thanks to Coppola’s careful
attention to detail, from the red
velvet suit trip wears to Home-
coming to the sack-like flower-
printed dresses Mrs. Lisbon sews
for her daughters, the film never
strays from its setting. Cine-
matographer Ed Lachman uses
quick close-up glimpses of the
girls in an amber glow, dream-
like sequences and mirages that
blend reality with imagination to

make a seamless film. The
deaths are jarring without offer-
ing an expliat look at the after-
math

With an original score by Air
and a soundtrack packed with
Todd Rundgren and Heart, “The
Virgin Suicides” transforms Jef-
freyv Eugenides’ novel of the
same name into a hauntingly
beautiful film bound to be
remembered come Oscar time

‘Gladiator’ recreates ancient Rome

The Roman Empire, circa A 1.
180, was apparently run less like
an empire and more hke a family
business. Sort of a Caesar and
Son Inc.

“Gladiator,” an epic on a scale
rarely seen in four decades, 1s at
its core the story of Son being
passed over in favor of the hired
help. Put into local perspective,
imagine if Richard Golden had
been told by his father that one
of the optometrists, not him, was
going to take over D.O.C.

“You are the son I should have
had,” aging Emperor Marcus
Aurelius (Richard Harris) tells
General Maximus (Russell
Crowe). When spoiled and cow-
ardly Commodus (Joaquin
Phoenix) gets wind of Pater’s
plan, he does the old man in and
oozes his way onto the throne,
ordering the execution of Max-
imus, his wife and son. Escaping
his assassins, Maximus is caught
by slavers and shipped to a
training school for gladiators.
There he vows to return to
Rome, take his revenge on Com-
modus and fulfill Aurelius’
dream of restoring the empire to
the will of the people.

Lifting whole chapters from
“Spartacus” and “Ben-Hur”
“Gladiator” is nevertheless a
major league legend of its own,
thanks to bravura performances
by Crowe and Phoenix and
“Titanic”-like direction by Ridley
Scott.

With computer graphic imag-
ing, the kind that gave us the
Titanic and its 2000 passengers
and crew, “Gladiator” rebuilt

ancient Rome and put 35,000
cheering citizens into the Colos

seum. Chilling overhead shots of
the city give one the feeling or

being in a helicopter time
machine
Yet for all its bigness, New

Zealander Russell Crowe (“The
Insider™ fills his armor with a
hero's heart and the physique to
go with it His Maximus 1s a
family man, he doesn’t seck the
power offered to him. asking onls
to return home after years of
war. Put a sword in his hand
however, and heads will roll
along with a plethora of other
body parts
