Both commissions want to
make sure the city has its say in
height restrictions before other
projects, such as development of
the Wilcox property, come before
the planning commission.

“I believe the market will do a
sufficient job of restricting build-
ing heights,” said City Commis-
sioner Sean FitzGerald, who was
a planning commissioner at the
time the new ordinance was
developed. “However, builders
do make bad decisions, then the
citizens of Plymouth will have to
live with those bad decisions.”

City planner Don Wortman, of
Carlisie & Wortman in Ann
Arbor, told commissioners that
downtowns in cities like Ply-
mouth and Northville have
become popular the past five
years because the economy is on
a roll.

“You want to keep it vital and
active, but at the same time you
don’t want to detract from the
pedestrian small town charac-
ter,” he said. “You don’t want to
take away from the historic
charm of downtown. If you get
people downtown, they’ll be
walking the streets at night

Wortman also noted that

Daniel Hershberger of Ply-
mouth Township likes downtown
the way it is.

“If you start putting five-, six-
or seven-story buildings around
Plymouth we'll become a case
study like Northville,” he said.
“They destroyed their downtown
with Main Centre. Some day
we’ll say, ‘What happened to
that quaint downtown?’ if we
construct buildinge that are out
of scale and out of character.”

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Identity theft crimes are ‘way, way out of control*:

Buyers beware — while you are
making a purchase, an
sales clerk may be

your identity.

Westland police have seen a
sharp increase in the fraudulent
crime. “Identity theft is way,
way out of control,” said Lt. Marc
Stobbe.

Last Monday, the J. B. Robin-
son Jewelry store on Warren
Road was hit for nearly $5,000 in
fraudulent purchases.

According to police reports, a
black female in her 30s, accom-
panied by another black female
and a black male, applied for an
instant credit account at the
store. %
She produced an Ohio driver’s
license and Social Security card
as identification.

Her application was approved
for $5,940 within 15 minutes,
and she and her friend began
making at the store.

“They bought 14 items of jew-
elry, including eight rings and
several watches,” Stobbe said.

The group had stolen the iden-
tity of an Ohio woman, who was
not even in Michigan on Sept.
11. “Now this lady's credit is
shot,” Stobbe said.

“We see this kind of thing all
the time,” Stobbe said. “It is so
easy to fake a driver's license
and a Social Security number.”

He said the sheer volume of
identity theft is overwhelming.
“We have hundreds of cases — so
many that it is driving us nuts.
We are bombarded with people
every day.”

“The high-tech criminals of the
future do not need to steal from
you - they will become you. They
are a very significant danger to
the general public,” said Wayne
County Sheriff Robert Ficano

Stobbe said many comiplaints
of identity theft come from peo-
ple who live out of state.

“They have told us that the
enly time they have visited
Michigan was when they trav-
eled through Detroit Metro Air-

port.

Stobbe said all it takes is con-
tact with a dishonest employee
to nab a person's identity.

That means an
increase from $81.24 to $83.43 a
quarter in fiscal year 2000-2001,
according to Timothy Faas,
WTUA operations manager.

Faas calculated that each per-
son uses about 100 gallons per
day. Multlplymg that number by
three people in the home, he
estimated daily usage per homn
at 300 gallons. Multiplying 300
gal]onsbythemdaysperqw
ter led Faas to estimate typical
quarterly usage at 27,000 gal-
lons per home.

The current $3.02 WTUA rate
will increase to $3.09 in the new
fiscal year, Faas said.

controlled its expenditures,”
Faas said. “Where we have been
able to control costs, we have.”

Operations and maintenance
costs are down 4 percent from
the current year’s approved bud-
get. However, sewage treatment
charges, an uncontrolled cost,
are projected to increase by
nearly 10 percent, he said.

Also, the cost of renting line
capacity from the Ypsilanti
Community Utilities Authority
is expected to rise from $310,000
in the current budget $1.2 mil-
lion in the new budget.

WTUA and YCUA agreed to
the terms of a YCUA plant
expansion based on projected
future capacity needs of WTUA’s
three member townships.

A plan dating back to the mid-
1980s determined that more
capacity would be needed even-
tually. “Eventually is now,” Faas
said.

Service agreements are being
negotiated between WTUA and
the townshipa that will base
sewage capacity rental on actual
depreciated value of YCUA's
plant equipment and under-
ground infrastructure.

WTUA will lease eight million
gallons daily permanently plus
1.7 million gallons temporarily
until the expansion is completed.
The sewage capacity rental
amount will be allocated to the
townships using the same per-
centages as in the past, Faas
said. Canton gets 51.28 percent,
Northville 22.17 percent and
Plymouth 26.55 percent.

Legal costs are also up
because of the consultant’s work
connected with the YCUA
expansion for the wastewater
treatment plant, Faas said.

Legal costs in the amended
budget for 1998-2000 were
$78,000; the total actual cost
was more than $96,000 through
July 31 for three law firms, all of
which perform different services:

One deer had a distinct dark stripe
running from the neck to the tail down
the spine. Though the fur is short
after just growing in, it is necessary
for the fur to have grown in so the ani-
mal can take advantage of it when the

Molting and shedding are contrelled
by hormones that come from glands
which are stimulated by the lack of
sunlight in late summer and the
increasing sunlight in late winter.

. Yet there is an internal mechanism
that keeps a schedule even without
exposure to sunlight. Its called a cir-
cannual rhythm.

Birds kept in laboratories without
pxpuunto-unlight,molud.ung,
courted and oriented for migration at
the same time as their wild counter-
parts.
+ This sequence of behaviors and
activities continued for a couple years,
but without sunlight the timing based
on the internal clock without sunlight,
began to shift.

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Writer’s powerful prose
deals with life at the edge

“Qraveyard of the Atlantic,” by

Alyson Hagy (Graywolf Press,
$14).
——— This collection
of short fiction,
set mostly on
North Carolina’s
Outer Banks,
deals with life at
the edge. Some-
times, the edge
is the watery
coastline itself;
sometimes, it's a
turning peint or
a life-changing
expenence Sometimes, the char-
acters in the stories are poised
on the cusp of youth and adult-
hood, maturity and old age, or
even life and what lies beyond.

On these pages, the writer’s
flair for words and powerful
prose style carry the day. The
characters, events, and structure
of these works of fiction by for-
mer Michiganian Alyson Hagy
don't fare as well.

“His wife was a poet who, in
cruel and important ways, was
becoming lovelier and more gift-
ed as she aged,” begins the title
story.

As Lucy puta together her
prize-winning words in a seclud-
ed room of their rented cottage
near Nags Head, her husband, a
retired businessman, sets about
to make a life of sorts for him-
self. As if he were the poet, the
Connecticut businessman oddly
appears to toss off phrases like
‘jellied ignorance,” watches Lucy
speeding “down the. . .coastline
as though the. . .sea-gray hori-
zon needed to be pierced,” and,
encountering an angry boy,

imagines he can “smell. . . fury
in the braided scent of rubber
and stale french fries that roiled
past him.”

Because this story seems to
have trouble finding a true voice,
readers may feel a little at sea
with it in the end. Also, Lucy
seems not only wraith-like and
thin, but peculiarly silly and
childish. Sha Joku pretentiously
about walking “among the peo-
ple,” and is given to such stuff as
standing at water’s edge in the
dark of night, posing like a stat-
ue. Are we to empathize with her
character? If so, it's a tall order.

Finally, a couple of incidents
seem to have wandered in from
other tales, too, which also mud-
dles the impact of the piece.

Introductory story

The introductory story,
“Sharking,” turns out to be more
coherent, and its characters
warmer and more credible. Its
voice is also more fitting,
although there are some glitches
along the way (especially when
the rough-edged lead player uses
terms like “a crescendo of shout-
ing,” or “"fanning glitter of
water,” or likens faces to “stag-
gering planets around a spark-
ing sun”). In the briskly paced
tale, a middle-aged ex-sailor
packs his gear one evening to go
sharking off Frisco pier on Hat-
teras Island.

There, he has a strange
encounter with “a wisp of a
woman” and a group of rowdy
boys, too drunk to see straight
when their inflatable raft over-
turns in the dark water. What's
a fellow to do — especially an old

salt who, strangely, has never
been much of a

Great Lakes

The collection’s concluding
story, “Search Bay,” takes us not
to the Atlantic, but to the Great
Lakes area. There, at the edge of
Lake Huron lives John, an aging
“waterman” who has spent most
of his life aboard freighters. Now
retired, the former third-mate
looks back on an incident in his
long career that involved a mys-
terious death aboard a ship on
which he served. In the story,
the slightly muddled retiree alsc
establishes a guarded relation-
ship with a young Indian who
traps beaver on his property

until the day when a bloody acci-
dent occurs.

The story ends tragically, after
some confusion that reflects the
retiree’s state of mind, and after
we have met several characters
who seem a bit extraneous or
undeveloped, or both. It’s a dis-
appointment that “Search Bay”
often feels more like a synopsis
for a novel than a short story.

Hagy's watery settings are
powerfully realized in each of the

seven stories, and the collec-
tion is worth reading for that
alone. She's at her stylistic best
when painting “the syrupy back-
waters of the marshes,” the
“plank heavy” air, the dunes
“gkittered by lizard and ghost
crab,” or a “fading scrim of poor
weather.”

As veteran participants in the Michigan State Fair's Lead Line competition -

a mix between a fashion show and a sheep breed contest — their job is {to get
people to make the connection between sheep and garment,” explains Eliza-
beth McGhee, who annually enters the competition on behalf of her family’s
Oxford-based sheep farm. Eight of McGhee’s children also participated in
August. Several donned unique wool garments they made themselves, and
Grace McGhee, 16, and brother Clark, 10, won in their respective age cate-
gories.

There isn’t a winter that goes by without McGhee and her children using
raw wool to make sweaters, vests, socks and other apparel. Or, as McGhee
likes to say of her household, “my fashion makers live here.”

Wool is celebrated more for it’s durability, value and ability to absorb mois-
ture than its trend-setting potential. But McGhee fully understands that fash-
ion is an emotional thing. If people are getting excited about hand-knit wool
garments, that’s because there’s nothing like one.

“When the garment was made by hand, it's more special, more emotional,”
she says. In the case of wool, there’s also a connection between clothing and
good, old-fashioned principles. “You understand quality, value and function.
Because with hand-knit wool, it's not just visual, something that just fades
away in a minute. With wool, what somebody i8 going to wear this year, they're
going to wear for years to come.”

Take this year’s ladies Lead Line winner, Brenda Roe of Monroe. She wore a
10-year-old, black wool wrap skirt that was hauntingly similar to the Pashmi-
na-inspired skirts so popular last fashion season. “Brenda always does that,”

explains McGhee. “She does that to make a point.”

Back to basics

The virtues of wool clothing, particularly hand-knit garments, aren’t lgst on
the general shopping population. The use of color and different textures in
handmade wool clothing is growing the local custom-order business, says
Kathy Kamp, co-owner of Royal Oak’s Ewe-Nique Knits where shoppers can
purchase wool and knitting supplies as well as place custom orders for wool

sweaters, vests and other
apparel.

The unique character of
hand-knit wool clothing also
appeals to fashion followers,
says Kamp. “They’re uniquely
one-of-a-kind, something that
you can't find at the Gap or The
Limited or Hudson’s.”

Many consumers have tired
of man-made materials. Not to
mention, the wool industry has
responded to shoppers’ needs
and lifestyle. “As far as getting
back to basics, wool has always
been there, but today it’s not as
scratchy, it’s easier to care for
and less bulky,” says Kamp.

Even clothing and couture
designers are flocking towards
wool fibers, says Rochelle
Imber, owner of West Bloom-
field’s Knit Knit Knit, which black wool wra
sells knitting supplies, as well win the ladies
as custom garments.

Marking the 23rd year
anniversary of Elvis Presley’s
death, the King still rules in
Memphis. If you haven't been
there, it's a colorful city with a
small town feel, nestled along
the Mississippi River.

There are hundreds of curries from
India and Southeast Asia. These won-
derful diverse homemade ground sea-
sonings have little in common with
the often strong, harshly flavored yel-
low powder that's available in most
grocery stores.

Curry is a vital element in Indian
cooking from breads and protein-
based dishes and sauces to vegeta-
bles. It is also the base for all superior
chutneys.

Starring curry spices

Anise Seeds - These may be ground
or added to a seasoning blend as well
| as eaten whole to promote appetite or
used in cough or cold elixirs.

Asafetida (asafetdi) ~ The dried
olegum resin from the roots of the fer-
ula found in eastern India and Iran,
this spice is very pungent. Many
cooks believe it combats flatulence.

Cardamom ~ A digestive, this sweet
and aromatic spice is used in every-
thing from curries to baked goods to a
breath freshener. Second only to saf-
fron, cardamom is one of the world’s
most expensive spices.

Chilies — Chilies are a good source
of vitamin C and touted to be great

en it comes to nutrition, soybeans reign
supreme.

The pale yellow soybean contains high quantities
of protein equal in quality to meat. In addition, this
little powerhouse of a bean is full of calcium, phos-
phorus, iron, potassium, vitamins and choline,
biotin and inositol, which help break down saturat-
ed fatty acids.

And there’s more.

Soybeans, and their many food derivatives, are
the richest dietary source of isoflavones, a type of
phytochemical or plant compound ("phyto” means
plant). These compounds have been under the med-
ical spotlight lately because they may help reduce
risk for heart disease, breast cancer and colon can-
cer.

“They (isoflavones) are thought to act as an

foods, have a very low incidence of hormone-depen-
dent cancers.

The mortality rate from breast and prostate can-
cers in Japan is about one-fourth that of the United
States. And, according to American Cancer Society,
evidence suggests the difference in cancer rates is
not genetic, but rather dietary.

Welcome to the wonderful world of fruits, vegeta-
bles, whole grains, legumes and their storehouse of
phytochemicals.

“I call them ‘Fight-O’ chemicals because they are
80 incredibly powerful in reducing the risk of any
chronic disease you can think of, including cancer
and heart disease, which develop over a long period
of time,” said Dixon.

Research

A number of studies suggest that soy isoflavones,
specifically genistein and daidzein, may help reduce
cancer risk. Researches also have proposed that soy
has various mechanisms that inhibit the develop-
ment and growth of cancerous tumors. One study
involving 12,395 California Seventh-day Adventist
men indicated that frequent consumption {more
than once a day) of soymilk was associated with a 70
percent reduction in the risk of prostate cancer.

Jean Wynn of Livonia eats soy at least once a
weekandplamtomakutputofherdnlydnt.ﬂh
appreciates the easy availability of products like
tofu or miso.

“This is a way to try to replace some
without getting involved with chemicals. I am
morally opposed to Premarin because of the treat-
ment of mares,” she said. (Estrogen is extracted
from female horse urine.)

“I think women of my age group have to be aware
of soy because of heart disease and csteopaorosis,”
she added. “The statistics catch up with you. I am
interested to find a alternative to commercial reme-
dies. A well thought-out soy program is the way to
go without getting the extra fat.”

There are many soy-based food products on the
market that don't call for an extra trip to a health
food store, said Cox. Products like Morningstar
Farms “Crumbles” can be used to replace or supple-
ment ground beef in a host of recipes.

“You can use them (Crumbles) half and half with
ground beef and cut your cholesterol in half,” said
Cox.

One to two servings of soy products a day, 3-4
ounces of tofu and an 8-ounce glass of soy milk or
one soy burger, is enough, said Cox. “My fear is that

All forms of old
media - print, televi-

“brand" that is distributed in many
forms, with new media and the Inter-
net being the hottest thing around.
New companies the public has proba-
bly never heard of like BlueZone,
WorldNow, Zatso, FeedRoom and
Internet Broadcasting Systems are
helping broadcasters convert their
pver-the-air coverage into streaming
audio and video on the Web.

Locally in Southeastern Michigan,
two first-rate broadcast sites are
demonstrating this new Internet tech-
nology in pretty impressive ways.

WXYZ-Channel 7 uses the services
of Zatso for its comprehensive Detroit
Now (www.wxyz.com) site, while
WDIV-TV Channel 4 uses the Interna-
tional Broadcasting Service for its
excellent Click On Detroit
{www .clickondetroit.com) site. The

sites offer up video and audio, interac-
tive polls and current weather and
traffic information.

Lagging far behind is WJBK-TV Fox
Two (www.wjbk.com), which uses a
more confusing framed template
approach to putting its news and pro-
gramming information online. WJBK
doesn't offer streaming video. And if
you click to the parent network link, it
keeps you there, not letting your
“Back” button return you to the local
site.

For most of the broadcast news sites
that are putting their video online, a
whole new market is developing.
RTNDA notes that the public’s
appetite for Web news and information
is astounding media execs who
dragged their feet for years in develop-
ing a Net strategy.

Many thought the Net would com-
pete with their broadcast product.
Now, they're instead finding it builds
brand loyalty and extra income from
Net advertising.

WFLA-TV in Tampa, FL, saw its
Web-site traffic triple when it went
online with live Web cam pictures of a
huge fire not long ago.

When tragic shootings struck a
Pittsburgh fast food restaurant earlier
this summer, WTAE-TV’s Web site
there had news of the gunman's cap-
ture three minutes after it happened,
thus giving the station’s entire news

operation a credibility boost.

As broadcast news execs learned this
past week, the Web is changing the
way they produce and distribute the
news. And the public is clamoring for
news-on-demand over the Internet.

Wary over wireless

The Information Technology commu-
nity is warily eyeing all the hype over
wireless computer networks and wire-
less Internet because of overloaded
bandwidth and community resistance
to the towers needed to broadcast wire-
less radio signals.

Wireless networks — called LANs for
Local Area Network — use radio sig-
nals instead of cables to electronically
hook up computers in office buildings.
But so many people are embracing
wireless LANs that available frequen-
cies in many urbanized areas around
the country are starting to get clogged.

One IT director for a Fortune 100-
sized company told me his company
recently canceled a multi-million con-
tract for wireless because new studies
showed the equipment would be obso-
lete in four years. Already, the FCC is
getting complaints about wireless LAN
interference in some cities ... which
could be even more disruptive than a
hack attack.

Then there’s wireless Internet and
wireless phones, both of which need
towers for antennas. In some commu-

nities, there are no more open spaces
left for towers, and local subdivision
and neighborhood associations are fil-
ing zoning protests because of the way
the wireless towers clutter the land-
scape.

This wireless stuff may be neat tech-
nology but implementing it on a wide
scale is not going to be easy.

It also makes it easier to
work with digital cameras and pic-
tures.

There are also neat new video edit-
ing features with built-in software to
make it possible for you to edit home
movies and your daughter’s dance
recital right from your camcorder onto
your PC.

Recessed or can
lights are poor appli-
cations for use as
overall room lights.
They are best used to
direct light onto a
surface or for high-

Room lighting is accomplished most
efficiently with ceiling fixtures, table
lamps or floor lamps. These fixtures
take advantage of light reflecting off
the walls and ceiling.

Here's the formula to compare the
cost of lighting:

hours of use x watts x cost of
electricity + cost of lamp

A number of striking differences
can be seen when comparing a typical
100-watt incandescent bulb and a 26-
watt compact florescent (CFL) bulb.
The light output is nearly the same.
However, one CFL bulb lasts as long
as 10 incandescents. Using a cost per
kilowatt-hour of § .09, the lifecycle
cost of a CFL is $37.40, compared to
the incandescent cost of $97.50.

CFLs are available from most retail
stores. The CFL bulb excels in lamps
or fixtures where the bulb is continu-
ously illuminated for three to four
hours each day.

CFL bulbs use fewer watts and gen-
erate less heat while producing equal
or greater light output — allowing a
brighter bulb to be used for general
lighting. These bulbs are an excellent
choice for single-bulb fixtures and
Tiffany style lamps where heat is a
concern.

To control illumination, you can use
dimmer switches, photocells, timers
and motion detectors.

(CAI) - Are community associations at
greater risk of being sued for playground
injuries than other groups?
