“I met with him at City Hall, and most of
the conversation dealt with the uniqueness
of Plymouth,” said Mayor Dave McDonald.
“F was surprised he went out on the town.
He seemed to be impressed with the city.

“He was well aware that we have this little
gingerbread of a community which is
staunchly Republican in a county that is run
by one of the most powerful Democrats in
the country,” added McDonald.

McDonald said Wooten also knew the Ply-
mouth area, despite being a strong Republi-
can base, is in a Congressional district run
by Democrat Lynn Rivers.

“I told him we just can’t overcome the
Democratic strongholds and the density in
Washtenaw County,” he said. “But, 1 did tell
him that redistricting after electing a Repub-
lican Congress and Republican president
will take care of that.

“We talked about voter turnout, and I told
him we follow national trends,” added
McDonald. “I told him a lower turnout
would probably benefit Republicans because

historically a low voter count brings out
faithful voters, and we're proud of the fact
the Republican Party will come out in rain,
snow or anything else.”

McDonald said Wooten seamcd to knoew a
bit about Plymouth before coming to town.

“A lot of people told him he needed to come
to Plymouth because it was a town disap-
pearing off the landscape,” said McDonald.
“He lives in London, but had some relatives
that lived in Michigan. He said that if he
ever moved back to the states he would con-
sider Plymouth.”

has been a
prominent part
of our past, and
not just on a
racial basis.
Because of the
prevalence of
slavery in our
past, freedom has acquired an
authentic voice in American cul-
ture. And as the media have
become the preachers of the
information age, here are just a
few of the places you see this
concept of freedom taking center
stage.

I first saw it in my favorite
movie of all time, The Wizard of
Oz. Dorothy gets caught up in
that tornado, and her house
lands on the wicked witch of the
east. And after the munchkins
come and confirm her death,
they herald Dorothy as their
great liberator and cry, “Today is
a day of independence, for all the
munchkins and their descen-
dants!” Freedom!

We've talked before in this col-
umn about Sean Connery’s clas-
sic line in First Knight. As King
Arthur, Connery is accused of
making laws which enslave the
people of Camelot. His response?
“There are laws which enslave
men and laws which se? them
free!” Main concept? Freedom.

And there’s that famous
speech, Dr. King’s civil rights
address in which the famous line
is repeated over and over, “I
have a dream.” What was that
dream? That all men, black and
white, would be ... FREE!

But most telling is the story of
the liberation of Scotland at the
hand of William Wallace in
Braveheart. Mel Gibson plays
William Wallace, a Scottish lead-
er bent on liberating Scotland
from British rule. He's becoming
popular, winning one campaign
after another with nothing more
than well-trained farmers, and

at this moetin'. Robert the
Bruce, chases after him. He
climbs up in Wallace's face and
exhorts him, “Come on, Wallace.
Rise up and give these men
courage!” I love the response.
Wallace exclaims, “Men don’t
want courage. They want free-
dom. Give it to them, and they’ll
follow ya!”

Biblical lesson

I only thought of one verse of
Scripture when I heard this:
“Christ has set us free from the
law of sin and death” (Romans
8:2). The Bible makes it clear
that we're prisoners to sin.
Whether we want to admit it or
not, in all of our heightened,
enlightened humanity, we are
still slaves to sin. There are
more self-help and recovery
groups than there ever have
been, crime is up and scandal
ebounds. We're slaves to sin.
And the only one who can truly
grant freedom is Christ Jesus.
Every other source of freedom is
flawed and temporary. No free-
dom lasts, except that found in
Jesus.

“Men don’t want courage. They
want freedom. Give it to them,
and they’ll follow ya!” It's true.
Jesus didn’t come to give us
courage (though we are encour-
aged by him). He came to give us
freedom, to set us free from our
sin. And people have been fol-
lowing him ever since!

Cleaning pet’s teeth
gives reason to smile

Definitely. The majority of dogs
and cats we see that are more
than three or four years of age
have some form of dental dis-
ease. Lift your pet’s lip and
examine the teeth and gums and
you might be surprised at what
you find. You might be able to
identify the cause of his or her
bad breath!

What causes dental disease?
Plaque is a clear, bacteria-con-
taining film that coats the teeth.
People remove plaque from and
between their teeth by brushing
and flossing. When plnque com-
bines with the minerals in sali-
va, a hard, brownish-yellow sub-
stance called tartar is formed.

Tartar firmly adheres to teeth
and can build up adjacent to and
beneath the gum line. This can
cause the gums to separate or
recede from the teeth. Some-
times deep pockets are formed in

and bacteria collect.

As tartar develops, the gums
become inflamed. Inflammation
of the gums is called gingivitis.

can damage the gums,

tissue and bone that surround

the teeth and hold them in place.

With periodontal disease, the

diseased tooth may eventually
become loose and fall cut.

Bacteria in the plague and tar-
tar can enter the bloodstream
via the gums. The bacteria trav-
els to other organs of the body,
such as the heart, liver and kid-
neys. Sometimes infections can
occur in these organs because of
the bacteria from dental disease.

Getting dog or cat’s teeth
scaled and polished will help
prevent dental disease. Animals
won't tolerate a thorough teeth
cleaning and polishing while
awake, so your pet will need to
be anesthetized.

Before the dental “prophy,”
which refers to a prophylactic
cleaning and polishing, your vet-
erinarian will examine your pet
and perhaps perform a few diag-
nostic tests to help determine
whether your pet is a safe candi-
date for anesthesia.

Since an increased volume of
bacteria will enter the blood-
stream during the prophy, your

pet will probably be plncod on
oral antibiotics for the day or
two prior to and for several zqy!
after the dentistry.

It is difficult to determine
exactly which dental procedures
will be required until your pet is
anesthetised and the veterinari-
an can examine and probe all the
teeth and the surrounding tis-
sue. During the prophy, the vet-
erinarian uses dental instru-
ments to remove large pieces of
tartar, excise unhealthy gums or
extract teeth. Ultrasonic instru-
ments are used to scale teeth
and remove plaque and tartar
from the tooth and reach
beneath the gum line.

A high-speed polisher is used
to smooth the surface of each
tooth. Specul anti-bacterial or
fluoride rinses may be applied
after the polishing.

Prevention

What can you do to help pre-
vent dental disease? Examine
your pet’s mouth frequeantly and
have your veterinarian enmme
him annually.

Look for tartar or any
inflamed, receded or tender
gums. Check for discolored,
loose, missing, fractured, eroded
or pamful teeth. Make certain
that there isn't any tan or pale
yellow fluid coming from the
base of the teeth or gums, which
might indicate an abscess.

Brush your pet’s teeth daily
with a toothbrush, sponge or
pad. Use flavored toothpaste for-
mulated for dogs and cats. Tooth-
paste intended for humans may
upseet your pet’s stomach when it
is swallowed.

Help your pet become accus-
tomed to teeth brushing at an
early age. It may take weeks for
you to train your pet to allow you
to brush his teeth. Patience and
positive reinforcement are
required. Your veterinarian or
veterinary technician can
demonstrate the proper brushing
technique and give you helpful
training tips.

If it
rotates, there is film in the cam-
era and it’s passing through
properly. If the rewind lever isn't
turning, the film isn’t advancing.

The topic was gas valves on
clothes dryers, which can also be
related to gas valves on furnaces
and water heaters. Contrary to
what consumers are told, these
are not sealed units. There is one
area on a dryer which will allow

moisture to eater and that is the
hole where the gas exits the

The inner portion of the valve
is sometimes made up of rubber
disphragms which seal the gas
changers and these diaphragms
must not come in contact with

Back to the Westland story
again for a minute. For months
following that mishap, con-
sumers called me to report gas
coming out of their dryers when
they were not using them. I sold
a lot of gas valves back then and
hopefully saved a life or two.

It's
kind of like being a kid in a toy
store.

Many tools you'll want to have
around so they are ready when
needed. Some will be purchased
“as needed,” and others will be
purchased as a “got to have it”
item.

Tongue-and-groove pliers
(Channel-loks), and locking pli-
ers (Vise-grips) probaebly should
be added to your tool kit early.
They give much more
and gripping power than slip-
joint pliers. Vise-grips can also

double as a clamp in many
cases

A compact hand saw, such as
the Stanley Short-cut toolbox
saw, and a hacksaw are two of
the tools that I would call essen-
tial. (I was tempted to include
these in the basic kit.) A wood-
cutting hand saw — with 9 to 12
teeth per inch — would do well
for most simple household pro-
jects. Hacksaws, which are used
for cutting metal, have replace-
able blades. They should have a
sturdy frame and a comfortable
handle.

Combination wrenches (open-
end wrench on one side and a
box on the other) have fixed
sizes, but are much easier to use
than an adjustable wrench. They
can get into tighter spaces than
adjustables.

For starters, buy a set with
1/4-inch through 3/4-inch wrench
sizes. When buying a ratchet/
socket wrench set, start with a
3/8-inch drive set with socket
sizes 3/8-inch through /4-inch. I
suggest a 8-point set over a 12-
point set. The 6-point sockets are
lese likely to slip off hex-nuts.

Quality is a'must with wrench-
es and lockep. My father, who

was a mechanic for many years,
called cheap wrenches “knuckle
busters.”

A cordless drill-driver is one
tool you will wonder how you did
without. These come in so many
types, sizes, voltages and prices
that selection can be confusing.
As a rule, the more volts the bet-
ter. A 12- or 14-volt should do
well for the household mechanic.
In any case, don’t consider less
than 9.6 volts and, unless you
are working commercially, no
more than 18 volts. Look for
packages that include two bat-
teries to minimize down time.
Some good brand names are
Ryobi, Makita, Dewalt and
Porter-Cable.

Clamps also are important
items. They free one of your

endless. I like the Quickgrip
mini bar-clamp by Vise-grip.
Also it’s good to have a couple of
C-clamps and a spring clamp or
two.

When making electrical
repairs, a neon tester is a near
neceasity. These inexpensive
devices light when the probes
are touched to live electric wires.
They can also help detect electric
leaks, breaks in continuity and
can check polarity. .

Pry bars are next. I've found
that a flat pry bar such as the
Stanley Wonderbar is the handi-
est to have. For heavier prying, a
wrecking bar (better know as a
crow bar) is necessary.

When painting and weatheriz-
ing, a caulk gun will be useful.
You needn’t buy a large caulk
gun. In fact for most household
work, a large tube won’t be used
up and will be wasted. The
small, 10.5-ounce tube size gun
will do fine.

A chalk-line is a reel of string
in a box filled with powdered
chalk. The string is pulled off the
reel, held taut on wl:n‘ points and
snapped, leaving a straight
line, which is when mak-
ing long cuts in or snap-

“You can plant until the
ground freezes,” said Bonnie
Krimmel, assistant store manag-
er. And that applies to buibs,
shrubs, and other plants.

“As the climate cools off, mois-
ture levels go up causing ulti-
mate plant growth,” said Krim-
mel explaining some of the
advantages of fall planting. “The
moisture and climate are con-
ducive to plant growth.” More
good reasoms to plant in the fall
include a wide variety of plants
offered for sale, and it's economi-
cal, you can find discounted bar-
gain plants on clearance.

Cooler temperatures, and more
rain put less stress on plants.
The optimum temperature for

Krimmel said it's also impor-
tant to fertilize to give plants a
boost during thia peak growing
season. “There is no best fertiliz-
er,” she said explaining the dif-
ferences between organic and
synthetic fertilizers and water
soluble, granular and slow
release varieties.

If one Detroit-based band has
taken note, it's gotta be death-
girl.com. With a stunning, specey
cover of Madonna's Ludy Star,
and radio-ready originals like
Pieces, which beld a 13-day win-
ning streak on 89X's The People’s
Choice Awards this summer, the
band finally seems poised for
much-deserved recognition.

After all, it's been a long jour-~
ney.

In 18983, the band set out
under the moniker Caelum Bliss
with engaging singer Melissa
Emily, guitarist Tony Hamera
and drummer William King.
After seven years and multiple
line-up changes, the band shifted
back to its core. Far from its
Goth-punk origins and down to a
tight four-piece unit, which now
includes bassist Marvin

in 1999, taking pop sensibilities
into a darker realm of electro-
rock.

“It was suggested that if we
wanted to go into a pop direc-
tion, it would be (advantageous)
to go with something more
basic,” said Hamera. “Deathgirl

songs.”

King added: “It’s been a 7-year
evolution toward pop.”

The pop genre, though, seems
hardly able to contain songs like
Diabolical Love Scheme and
Blue, among a group of tracks
recorded at Ferndale’s Temper-
mill Studio with Dave Feeny and
Dennis White. Evident among
such songs is deathgirl’s pen-
chant for contagious hooks and
melodies, atmospheric loops and
lyrics often inspired by a
betrayed but fearless ex-girl-
friend.

When I met with Hamera and
King at Ferndale’'s Woodward
Avenue Brewery Sept. 13, 1
found out just how they got to
this point. Hamera was spurred
into playing guitar in the early
1980s when he first heard
ACDC'’s Back in Black. He soon
traded in his time wielding a
tennis racket like a rock star for
his first guitar, a Sears catalogue
model.

For King, early memories of
watching the Michigan State
University marching band pound
their way across the field led
him to the drums, his instru-
ment of choice. “It was so power-
ful,” said King, a drummer since
1988. And he credits rock icon
Joan Jett for his introduction to
music. Listening to his parent’s
45 of I Love Rock & Roll seemed
to have struck a chord early on.

+ Onstage this all translates into
a furiously-paced flashy rock
show, blending heavy riffs with

candy-coated vocals amid a bar-
rage of electronic-induced
ambiance that can't be compared
to what the rest of the Detroit
rock scene is offering. “We're just
one part of the diversity of the
scene,” said Hamera.

Local music fans made a point
to fit deathgirl.com onto the air-
waves, though. Listeners called
in for nearly two weeks straight
to vote for Pieces on 89X's band-
to-band competition The People’s
Choice. The song recently
appeared on a compilation pro-
duced by Stewart Francke titled
Detroit Now.

“It ended up the DJ on 89X fell
in love with the song right off
the bat and decided to play it,”
said Hamera. “It just kept win-
ning and on the 13th day when it
lost, we were like, ‘that’s cool.”

While the band doesn't plan to
release a CD locally, its music
can be purchased on the Web at
— what else but — www. deathgirl

——
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“The plan is to get signed and
then our album will be out,” said
Hamera. “Other than that, buy it
at our shows or download it."

After seven years playing
together, Hamera and King show
no signs of stopping. “The reward
of having someone pay us to play
music is, for me, drive enough,”
said Hamera.

" The resignation of Acting Police Chief
Steve Hundersmarck leaves the city of
Plymouth without a police chief for the
third time in less than a year. And with
Dave Rich having left his city manager's
post in June, that leaves the city looking
f.‘é :lwuo key leaders at the same time.

When they started looking for a city
manager, commissioners seemed to have
a good plan: advertise nationally, get the
best candidates, pare down the list and
come up with the cream-of-the-crop final-
ists. When the dust settled, more than
50 people had applied for the job, some
from as far away as Kentucky and
Texas.

Each commissioner was asked to
review the applications and rank them
top to bottom.

When the search first started, the goal
of the commission was to have a new
manager in place in October. But the
way it’s going, we’ll be lucky to be
through any kind of ranking process by
then.

Now the commission has the added
problem of searching for yet another
police chief. First it was Bob Scoggins,
who decided to retire effective in Janu-
ary of this year.

The city thought it had landed the per-
fect replacement when it tabbed former
Michigan State Police Commander Dick
Miller to replace Scoggins.

They were right — for six months.
Then Miller, citing personal and family
reasons, left abruptly. The commission,
with some objection from the police
union, named Hundersmarck the interim
chief.

That appointment brought on a griev-
ance by the union, which resulted in the

promotions of Lt. Wayne Carroll and Sgt.
Ed Ochal to commander and lieutenant,
respectively.

Now Hundersmarck, citing personal
and family reasons, has left as abruptly
as Miller before him.

Carroll will probably oversee the
department for the time being, and
that’s a fine temporary solution.

There are important differences
between publ‘c and private schools, and
those dissimilarities give them each
their particular strengths. Any attempt
to blur those distinctions, as Proposal 1
on the Nov. 7 statewide Michigan ballot
would do, threatens to harm both.

We believe the proposed constitutional
amendment to create “opportunity schol-
arships,” or vouchers — placed on the
ballot by initiative petition by the Kids
First!

Private and parochial schools have
long had to carry on without the assis-
tance of government funding. The tradi-
tion in the U.S. has been a complete sep-
aration of church and state, and that
has included private religious schools.
Under the Michigan Constitution at pre-
sent, even indirect aid to religious
schools is barred — a provision that of
course would change if the proposal is
accepted.

While they get no money, they also get
no regulation. Private aschools have been
allowed to operate pretty much as they
please, with little oversight from the
government. Don’t underestimate the
importance of this point; there are many
who believe the last people who should
have control of their children’s education
is the government. Private schools, as a
result, have become a bastion for the
independent-minded, intellectuals, the
religious and the free-thinkers among
us. It ought not come as a surprise that
some private schools have already stat-
ed that they will not accept vouchers.

Public schools on the other hand are
voter-run, taxpayer-funded, democratic
institutions. They are operated by elect-
ed boards who are subject to a long list
of public accountability statutes, like the
Open Meetings Act and the Freedom of
Information Act. The state sets a core
curriculum for public school students. It
requires teacher certification and
achievement testing of studenta. Fund-
ing is subject to public auditing.

Simply put, taxpayers deserve that
degree of in-depth accountability when-
ever they are asked to fund the opera-
tion of an institution. And they certainly
won'’t get it from private schools under
Proposal 1.

Overall, public education is doing a
pretty darned good job.

This is not to say some parts of the
system are not broken. Yes, there are
districts that can only be described as
“failing.”

As proposed, the Kids First! Yes! bal-
lot initiative would automatically create
voucher programs in seven school dis-
tricts in Michigan. They are selected on
the basis that those districts failed to
achieve a graduation rate of two-thirds
during the 1998-99 school vear. It would
allow voters in other school districts to
create voucher programs through elec-
tions. With the vouchers, students could
leave those districts and take their
money with them — $3,150 per pupil - to
be applied toward tuition at the school
of their choice. It could be a public, pri-
vate or even religious school, as long as
it accepts the vouchers. The language of
the amendment also would mandate
teacher competency testing for all
schools that accept vouchers and strike
language from the Constitution that
prohibits tuition tax credits.

Clearly those “failing” public schools
will be even further behind when stu-
dents start taking money out of the bud-
get to go elsewhere, since the district
would lose the entire amount of their
per-pupil funding — about double the
value of the voucher. The kids left
behind will have to put up with even
more cuthacks, smaller programs and
even further diminished resources.

Furthermore, the experiments that
have been conducted elsewhere in the
country, like Milwaukee, just don’t show
the kinds of results we'd want to see
before considering such a radical change
to the state Constitution. For all that
vouchers are supposed to do, test scores
just haven't increased where they have
been used elsewhere.

As a result, we urge a no vote on Pro-
posal 1, the constitutional gmendment

the polls this November

they can send their children to a better
performing non-public school.

On Nov. 7 we can guarantee funding
for our kids, guarantee that only the
best teachers are instructing our kids,
and stop funding failure by allowing
expanded educational choices for those
families that need it the most. Propos-
al 1 will save our children by allowing
parents and taxpayers to reform the
system from the outside.

Carbon Monoxide
Facts

What is carbon monoxide
(CO)?

Carbon monoxide (CO) is odorless,
colorless, deadly gas that is a prod-
uct of incomplete combustion. When
CO is introduced into a human’s
bloodstream through the lungs, it is
accepted in place of oxygen at a rate
of 300:1 and literally suffocates its
victims. Because you can’t smell,
taste or see it, CO can kill you before
you know it’s there.

Who is at risk?

Everyone is at risk. CO poisoning
can happen to anyone, anywhere,
anytime. Pregnant women, infants,
senior citizens and people with res-
piratory or coronary problems are
considered to be at greatest risk.

What to do if you suspect CO
poisoning:

Get fresh air immediately! Acting
quickly will save lives. Open win-
dows and doors. Turn off the fuel

(gas, oil, propane, etc.) to any appli- -

ances, such as furnace, water heater,
range, etc. Call 911 if anyone is seri-
ously ill. Call an ACCA professional
contractor to check for the source of
the carbon monoxide.

What'’s a proper test for
co?

A properly trained ACCA contrac-
tor’s technician uses a sophisticated
gas analyzer instrument designed to
register carbon monoxide at very low
concentrations.

Is your home safe?

Do I need an annual heat-
ing tune-up,
if I have a CO detector?

Yes, one does not replace the other. A
tune-up helps to prevent CO prob-
lems in the first place.

A CO detector will sound the alarm
if the level of CO reaches 100 parts
per million (ppm) but the acceptable
limit for health effects of CO is only
around 10 ppm. You could have a
serious problem before the CO detec-
tor lets you know.

A heating tune-up assures that your
furnace or boiler is operating safely
and efficiently. Your furnace may be
producing CO, but vented properly,
and you would be unaware of the
danger. If that furnace develops a
crack in the heat exchanger, that CO
cold leak into your home. Your safety
controls may also be malfunctioning
without your knowledge.

Mechanical permits serve to protect your family’s safety

Whenever a furnace is installed a
permit is required for the homeown-
er’s safety and well-being.

This process is necessary for two
reasons: to assure that the contractor
is qualified to install the equipment
you have selected, and once the
equipment is installed, that it has
been inspected and is in compliance
with the current Mechanical Code
rules and regulations for proper

installation of mechanical equip-
ment.

Mechanical inspectors ensure that
contractors are properly licensed in
this jurisdiction and that they obtain
the permits for regulated work that
requires permits.

“Local mechanical contractors
must be licensed by the state of
Michigan and registered with the
city”

In order for that contractor to
operate legally, he must carry his
annual contractor’s license with him.
Homeowners will want to see a copy
of the license or ask for the license
number before deciding on the con-
tractor who will install their air con-
ditioner or furnace.

“A permit must be obtained prior
toc commencing any mechanical
work.

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Six Symptoms Show Your House Is Thirsty

If your house could talk, it might be crying for
water. During the winter heating season, dry indoor
air can suck enough moisture from floors and furni-
ture, paneling and pianos to do permanent damage.

If your home is showing any of the following
signs, it’s a good bet your house needs added humid-
ity:

* Splits or cracks in woodwork or walls.

® Wooden doors that show gaps, or that no longer fit
tightly.

* Gaps between the boards in hardwood floors.

* Widening joints in cabinets or wooden paneling.

* Loose or wobbly chair legs and arms.

* Pianos that don't stay in tune.

What causes all this damage? Wood shrinkage.
The wood structure of a typical new 2,100 square-
foot home contains an astounding 635 gallons of
water. As long as the indoor humidity level stays
around 35 percent, the moisture content of the wood
remains pretty much constant.

However, during the heating season the relative
humidity of a home's indoor air may plummet to 13
percent or less. That’s drier than Death Valley.

That super-dry air steals moisture wherever it
can find it - from walls, floors, furniture. And, as
wood loses moisture, some species may shrink more
than seven percent, according to the U.S. Forest
Products Laboratory.

Dry Indoor Air Is One of Winter’s
Avoidable Discomforts

Don’t blame the cold for all of the discomforts you
feel when winter weather hits. Dry air is the real
cause of many winter’s minor irritations.

People blame cold weather for everything from
rough, itchy skin and frizzy hair to mild nosebleeds.
But the real culprit in many cases is super-dry
indoor air that steals the moisture from everything
it touches.

The good news is that there are things you can do
to prevent or minimize some of these uncomfortable
conditions.
® Use moisturizing ointments immediately after
bathing to lock moisture in, paying special attention
to problem areas on hands, face, knees, elbows and
feet.

* Avoid long, hot showers. They may warm you after
a cold day, but they also dry your skin.

¢ Install a whole house humidifier to keep indoor
relative humidity in the comfort zone. Most experts,
including the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency,
recommend maintaining relative humidity in your
home between 35 and 45 percent in the winter.

Relative humidity is the percentage of moisture
in the air compared to its maximum capability to
hold moisture under the same conditions. 70 degree
air can hold more than 12 times as much moisture

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Michigan ACCA ProKare Service
Agreements Outperform Utilities

Participating professional con-
tractor members of the Michigan
Chapter of the Air Conditioning
Contractors of America (MI-ACCA)
have a unique service agreement
plan that protects homeowners from
unexpected service expenses on their
home heating and cooling systems,
hot water heaters, and even acces-
sories such as humidifiers and air
cleaners. The ProKare service agree-
ment program includes covered
repairs that are excluded on the typ-
ical service plans offered by utility
companies such as Consumers
Energy, Michigan Consolidated Gas
Company, and Detroit Edison.
Typical utility plans exclude steam
boilers, circulator pumps, heat
exchangers, zone valves, humidi-
fiers, electronic air cleaners, motor-
ized vent dampers, motorized zone
dampers as well as numerous other
items. One utility’s plan had so
many conflicting inclusions and
exclusions that an Ingham County
judge found the utility had violated
the Michigan Consumer Protection
Act because their plan included “cal-
culated ambiguities” and the judge
ordered Consumers Energy to cease
their deceptive practice and change
their agreements. The judge also
ordered Consumers Energy to settle
all complaints from homeowners
regarding any ambiguous language
contained in their plan in the favor
of the homeowner. It was profession-
al HVAC contractors who brought
the charges against Consumers
Energy and their home heating ser-
vice plan.

Contractors are quick to point out
that most utility plans exclude any
coverage whatsoever for some of the
most important components of heat-
ing and cooling units. In an air con-
ditioning system, the most signifi-
cant components of the refrigeration
cycle are the compressor, condenser

coil, expansion device and evapora-
tor coil. For furnace and boilers, the
heat exchanger or boiler sections are
the single most expensive compo-
nents which can fail, yet tvpical util-
ity plans exclude these items out-
right. (See the accompanying chart
of comparisons between ACCA par-
ticipating contractor ProKare agree-
ments. and those of typical utilities.)

With a ProKare service agree-
s :nt available from a participating
p ofessional ACCA heating contrac-
tor, these items are covered up to the
maximum coverage of $400 per
occurrence and $750 annual cost per
unit. Items covered under the
ProKare service agreement include
all unit components as originally
shipped by the product manufactur-
er. This means that heat exchangers,
compressors and other major system
components within the unit cabi-
netry or installed as a integral part
of the unit such as the circulator
pump for a hot water boiler, are cov-
ered under the ProKare service
agreement. Water heaters and sys-
tem accessories such as humidifiers
and electronic air cleaners are also
eligible for coverage by a ProKare
service agreement.

One of the most valuable features
of ProKare service agreements is
the ability to apply the maximum
annual allowance of $750 per fur-
nace or boiler, or per air conditioner,
or even a $300 maximum allowance
per water heater toward the pur-
chase of replacement equipment.
For example, if your boiler cracks or
furnace heat exchanger cracks, and
there is not an in-warranty or out-
of-warranty replacement available,
typical utility plans would not cover
any expense toward these major
repairs.

as 10 degree air. Qutside air at 10
degrees and 70 percent relative
humidity drops to 7 percent relative
humidity when heated to normal room
temperature without other internal
sources of moisture, such as cooking,
laundry, showers, etc.

That’s only a fraction of the humid-
ity recommended for the average heat-

ed home, and it’s this ‘desert dryness’
that makes you feel uncomfortable and
takes moisture from your home, fur-
nishings — even you and your family.
The recommended indoor relative
humidity is 35% and up to 45% in
warmer climates or where special con-
struction prevails — and not all humid-
ifiers have the capacity to reach these

levels.

Doctors often times have mentioned
dry air as one of the causes for nose,
throat, and other physical aggrava-
tions.

Heated air dries out and shrinks
wood framing around doors and win-
dow frames. Gaps occur, permitting
cold outside air infiltration. Heat loss

and higher heating costs are often the
result.

Heated. parched air causes separa-
tion of wood in floors, trim and furni-
ture. . .excessive wear of fabrics and
carpets. . .loss of piano tone quality .
wall and ceiling cracks. . .plant dam-
age and annoving static shocks are
also a by-product of dry air.
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HINTS FOR HOMEOWNERS

How To Choose the
Right Heating System

Choosing the right furnace can be as
challenging as buying a new car. When
shopping for a new heating system,
there are certain things you should be
aware of that will help you save money
and ensure worry-free operation.

When shopping for a new car, relia-
bility is a key factor, because it deter-
mines how well and how long it will
run. A furnace is really no different.
Purchasing a quality furnace can save
you headaches and money down the
road.

In addition, many manufacturers
back their products with 20-year or
more limited warranties on heat
exchanges, with optional extended war-
ranties available for part and labor.

Here are some things to lock for
when buying a furnace:

Efficiency

A furnace's efficiency rating, or
AFUE (Annual Fuel Utilization
Efficiency) tells you how efficiently the
furnace uses fuel (gas or oil). In general,
the higher the efficiency, the less fuel it

will use to heat your home. The mini-
mum rating is 78 percent and some fur-
naces are rated as high as 96 percent.

Usually a higher-efficiency furnace is
a bit more expensive than other units.
However, if you live in a cold climate,
You may recover your investment in a
high-efficiency furnace back in lower
utility bills. Of course, after the pay-
back, you continue to save on your ener-
gy bills for the life of a system.

Variable-Speed Furnaces

Some furnaces can make you more
comfortable. For example, variable-
speed furnaces can run on low speed up
to 90 percent of the time, and operate
very quietly.

Variable-speed furnaces run on low
speed most of the time, switching to
high speed during the coldest times of
the year. This can mean dramatic ener-
gy savings and a quieter heating sys-
tem.

Your local heating and air condition-
ing dealer is the most reliable source for
information on furnaces.

How To Know You Are Getting
A Good Duct Cleaning...

So how do vou know if you are going
to get a good job? How do you know
what to look for? Here are some ideas:

1. Be sensible about the price you
are quoted. If you are given three
bids of: $600, $500, and $125, you need
to be alert. It’s highly unlikely you will
get the same job at $125 that you will
get at $600 or $500.

2. Listen to the contractor giving
you the price. Does he sound like he
knows what he’s doing? How long has
he been in business? Does he seem
straightforward or evasive?

3. On larger jobs you should have
a written estimate. It should tell you
the details of the work. Compare esti-
mates. See if each company is provid-
ing the same service. Don't be baffled
or fooled by technical words. Ask what
they mean so vou can understand the
service being offered.

4. Ask for references. This is an old
tried and true method. Not a complete
guarantee vou'll get a good company,

but almost Even a young companv
should have satisfied customers to
refer vou to. If a duct cleaning busi-

ness has a broad list of well known

clients, vou prebably have a winner.

5. If the company a National Air
Association
(NADCA) member? That helps. That
means they have a desire to keep up
with the industry and take a profes-

sional attitude about their work.

6. When you get the work done,

take notice of what they do. You
don’t have to crawl in the attic with
them, but keep an eye cut. Use com-
mon sense. If a worker spends three
minutes on the roof with the air condi-
tioning unit and declares it “clean”. . .I
don’t think so. On the other hand, you
can usually tell when people are work-
ing hard to do a decent job. Workmen
moving about diligently, popping off
registers or crawling ducts and getting
things done - that’s a good sign.
7. Equipment used. Small inexpen-
sive equipment denotes inexperience
and lack of long term commitment.
Using these guidelines. a duct
cleaning consumer has a decent
chance at finding a quality company at
a fair price and avoiding the grim dis-
covery of finding he paid for nothing.

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Filters for Cleaner, Healthier Indoor Air

Central system air filters and air
cleaners are installed “upstream” of
your forced-air heating and air con-
ditioning equipment. They are cate-
gorized into several groups:

Basic furnace dust-stop filters,
which come with most heating and
cooling units,

Media air filters, which use a
rather porous media typically
formed into pleats,

Self-charging media filters,
which use the static-electricity-gen-
erating properties of plastic fibers
such as polystyrene,

Charged media filters, which
use an external direct dc voltage
source, and

Electronic air cleaners, which
use the elegant principle of two-
stage electrostatic precipitation.

Portable room air cleaners are
used as a supplement to central air
cleaning or when central air clean-
ing isn’t possible.

Throw-Away Fiber
Glass Filters

Virtually all manufacturers of
heating and cooling equipment
include with their units a throw-
away fiber glass filter, whose media
is usurlly fiber glass or open-cell
foam. For about 90% of the equip-
ment sold, this is the only filter that
ever gets installed.

That’s really too bad, considering
that throw-away fiber glass filters
operate at an efficiency of only
about 2% to 3% (initial dust spot) or
70% (bulk dirt), which does next to
nothing for cleaning the air.
Practically speaking, these filters
only protect the blower compart-
ment from large dust particles, or
“bulk dust,” that can clog the equip-
ment before the warranty runs out.

Media Air Filters

These filters are made from
media (paper or fiber “fabric”)
stretched across a plastic or metal
frame. Usually the media is
arranged in pleats—a zigzag pattern
that increases surface area devoted
to collecting particles.

Although they appear solid to the
naked eye, media filters are actually
quite porous when viewed under a
magnifying glass. The fibers criss-
cross to form an overlapping pat-
tern, with plenty of tiny spaces for
air (and small particles) to pass
right through.

Media filters cleanthe air in three
ways: by straining, by impaction
(interception), and by diffusion.

Larger particles are strained out of
the air, similar to the way “particles”
of cooked pasta are strained when
poured into a colander. The pasta
(particles) are too large to fit
through the holes in the colander;
the water (air) passes through easi-
ly.

Smaller particles are able to pass
through the same microscopic holes
that allow air through. During their
quick journey through the filter
fibers, however, these small particles
are jostled by random collisions with
air molecules, which causes diffu-
sion. This diffusion causes many
particles that would otherwise pass
through the filter to collide with and
stick to the fibers in the process of
impaction.

Self-Charging Media
Filters

Self-charging media filters rely on
straining, impaction, and static elec-
tricity to clean the air. The media
consists of plastic fibers that are
excellent electrical insulators, such
as polystyrene and polypropylene.

One of the properties of
polystyrene is its ability to create
static electricity as air moves quick-
ly through the filter. You've seen
how those styrofoam “packing
peanuts” cling to anything in their
path. Moving air leaves random
charges, and the effect is similar to
the electrostatic charge that builds
up on your body as you shuffle
across the carpet in winter, then dis-
charges when you touch a doorknob.

In theory, this electrostatic field
polarizes dirty air particles, causing
more of them to stick to the medi-
um. In practice, self-charging media
filters are only marginally better
than performers than throw-away
fiber glass filters of the same densi-
ty. The strength of the electrostatic
field is insufficient to polarize most
particles, and the polystvrene media
is too thin for effective straining and
impaction. Moist air also reduces
the static charge.

Charged Media Filters

(Charged media filters also rely on
straining, impaction, and static elec-
tricity to collect particles. Unlike
their self-charging cousins, however,
charged media filters use an exter-
nal, direct current (dc) voltage
source to generate the electrostatic
field. Charged media filters are
made of fiberglass or cellulose
fibers, which can pick up an electro-
static field when a high de voltage is
apphied.

Electronic Air Cleaners

Electronic air cleaners operate
from a principle everyone learns
early in life-that opposites attract.
In scientific jargon, electronic air
cleaners are “two-stage electrostatic
precipitators.” In the first stage,
dust particles enter the charging
section of the electronic air cleaner
and pass between high-voltage ion-
izing wires. Charge to 8000 volts,
these ionizing wires rip electrons
from any particle in the vicinity.
Particles leave this section carrying
an intense positive or negative
charge.

In the second stage, these
charged particles enter the collec-
tion section and encounter a series
of collector plates. Positively and
negatively charged collector plates
shove the particles toward opposite-
ly-charged collector plates, while
those same plates exert a nearly
irresistible tug on the particles. The
dirty air particles strike the charged
plates, where they stick like glue
due to electrostatic attraction until
they are washed away.

Only the very smallest particles
can get through, pulled along by a
fast-moving airstream before they
have a chance to be collected. At
maximum airflow rates, electronic
air cleaners are approximately 70%
efficient, and can be up to 95% effi-
cient at lower airflow rates.

Not all electronic air cleaners are
equally efficient, however.
Differences in power supply design,
ionization voltage, and collector
plate spacing all affect efficiency.

HEPA Filters

High Efficiency Particulate Air, or
HEPA, filters use deeply-folded
media to trap particles. With effi-

HEPA filters are the top performers

in the air cleaner circle and are used
in settings where perfectly clean air

is the highest priority.

It takes a powerful fan or blower
to move air through a HEPA filter,
which rules out their use in typical
central system, forced-air applica-
tions. But they are perfectly suited
for portable air cleaning in conjunc-
tion with a powerful fan.

Applications where central sys-
tem HEPA filters are found include
hospital burn-patient rooms and
clean-room manufacturing areas.
Some manufacturers offer “HEPA-
like” or “HEPA-type” filters. These
filters are actually extended-surface
media filters and have efficiency
ratings of only 10% to 35%.

Portable Room Air
Cleaners

In many instances, central air
cleaning isn’t possible or practical.
People in condomniums, apart-
ments, and individual offices can
use a portable room air cleaner such
as a High Efficiency HEPA Filter
Portable Room Air Cleaner or
Portable Room Electronic Air
Cleaner to remove indoor air pollu-
tants.

When properly sized for the room
area, these portable air cleaners are
just as efficient at removing indoor
air pollutants as central air clean-
ing.

Many allergy sufferers have
found that supplementing their cen-
tral air cleaning with a portable
room air cleaner in the bedroom-
gives them even cleaner air to
breathe as they sleep and helps
their symptoms significantly.
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What Is Variable Speed/What Does It Do?

The* variable speed blower motor
is a “smart” motor, which means it
varies its speed depending upon your
home's heating requirements. And it
does this so quietly you may not even
know it’s running.

The variable speed motor operates
quietly, particularly during first
stage of low heat operation. During
continuous fan operation, the blower
operates at a selected percent of cool-
ing airflow, so sound is minimized.

In a conventional single-stage fur-
nace, air is pulled through the filter
at a consistently high rate of speed.
This lessens the filter’s ability to col-
lect dust and allergens.

If you have a central air condi-

tioner, you'll really feel the difference
with an extra added bonus that
comes with the variable speed fur-
nace. This will give you greater com-
fort during cooling because of an
enhancement feature built right into
the system.

The enhanced comfort you'll feel is
the result of better humidity control.
During cooling, air moves over the
coil more slowly at start up. This
allows the coil to rapidly cool down,
resulting in increased moisture
removal.

Because a variable speed furnace
operates at slower speeds, your
indoor air quality will greatly
improve. A slower fan speed means

Your present furnace more than likely
allows a temperature swing of 3to 5
degrees before turning on or off. With a
variable speed gas furnace, those days
are gone forever.

more unwanted particles cling to the
filter, allowing cleaner air to flow into
your home.

The variable speed motor/module
combination is programmed to be a
constant airflow blower motor. The
drive module controls the motor
speed and torque to ensure a con-
stant volume of airflow. If the resis-
tance to airflow in the duct system
increases (i.e. due to dirty filters,
closed registers, etc.) the drive mod-
ule will be able to detect this because
the RPM of the motor will tend to
increase and the power consumption
(amp draw) will decrease. This is a
normal characteristic of an indoor
“squirrel cage” blower. When the
drive module picks up the higher
RPM, the resident program will
increase the speed and torque to
move more air. When the desired air-
flow is again achieved, the motor
RPM settles to the proper speed.
Therefore, the motor/drive varies its
speed to achieve a constant volume of
air. This feature helps ensure ade-
quate airflow over a wide range of
restrictions within its power rating.
This helps ensure compressor relia-

bility, proper system capacity and
airflow distribution throughout the
duct system.

Variable Speed air handlers and
furnaces also provide a unique com-
bination when used with dual com-
pressor systems, dual circuit indoor
coils and zoning applications. In
these systems, the airflow delivery
can be programmed to deliver 50%
airflow during the first stage opera-
tion and 100% for second stage. A
ramping feature can be selected to
vary the airflow during the cycle to
provide improved moisture removal
during cooling operation. Variable
speed blower operation also
improved control of humidity in win-
ter.

When used in a zoning system, the
motor drive may be required to deliv-
er very low airflow as the zone con-
trol system is only calling for part
load operation. In this type of appli-
cation the system controller sends a
speed command to the drive which
can vary the airflow to achieve opti-
mum system performance, increased
comfort, application flexibility and
quiet operation.
