- Seeking justice
Trzal tears at both sides of family

As the murder trial of Azizul Islam enters its
fourth week, the family of Tracy Islam sits quiet-
ly in court hoping eventually for closure.

“What has happened, happened ... it’s not
going to bring her back,” said Josephine Mansell,
56, who viewed the first two weeks of trial before
heading back to Essex, England. “We would just
like to get this over with and move on.”

“We're afraid to portray our feelings to the
jury,” added Anita Ross of London, England,
another of Tracy Islam’s sisters who testified the
first day and continues to sit and watch the pro-
ceedings. “We don't want them to be able to say
the family did this or that.”

Both are confident authorities have the person
responsible for the murder of Tracy, 35, last
December.

“Yes | do,” was the reply.

“Did’ your father love your
mother?” was the nest question.

“Yes,” said Joseph.

Asizyl Islam continually wiped
his eyés during the testimony.
After Joseph stepped down from
the stand, the two embraced,
and had to eventually be sepa-
rated by a sheriff's deputy.

Joseph admitted when he was
ticketed earlier this year by a
Plymouth police officer for
underage drinking, he told the
officer during conversation “my
father killed my mother.” How-
ever, during cross examination
Joseph said he made the state-
ment because he felt “intimidat-
ed by the police officer.”

Joseph testified his mother
loocked “like a prostitute” when
she got off the plane from Lon-
don Dec. 16. Joseph said he
wasn't concerned when his moth-

er disappeared Dec. 20, noting
Tracy left without warning last
August, and only s few days into
her December visit demanded to

flight.

“] assumed she didn’t want to
stay,” said Joseph. “She wanted
to go back to England as soon as
possible. We thought she was in
England because that's where
she was in August.”

Lehto wasn't as hard on Anna,
who teatified she was told her
mother had bills to pay and
“wanted to go to England in
hopes of getting a better job.”

After teatifying, Anna stepped
down and hugged her father.

If all goes well, the prosecution
will rest its case Monday, the
defense will call a few witnesses
and closing arguments could

"Yes, I think they do,” added
Mansell. “Whether the jury
thinks that, [ don’t know. But,
to me, he's done this.”

Both sisters are disturbed that
Tracy has been labeled a prosti-
tute, and at times portrayed as a
wife and mother who didn’t care
about her family.

“She loved her children,” said
Mansell. “She left them (in Ply-
mouth) because of their age,
their education and standard of
living. Otherwise, I know she
would have taken them with her.

“Because we were 3,000 miles
away, she never actually said

anything to us that she was hav-
ing marital problems,” Mansell
said. “But, she didn't leave him
(Azizul) for another man.”

“Tracy is a breath of fresh air
.. & lavely, lovely person,” added

Ross. “She idolized her kids.
And it's Bo untrue that she was a
proatitute. Police have contact-
ed 'Scotland Yard and police in
Lomdon and found nothing.”

Troubling to both Mansell and
Ross is the fact they might not
be able to take Tracy's remains
with them to be buried in Eng-
land. Defense attorney Michael
Schwartz has been accused by
the prosecution of not talking to
his client aboyt burial.

“Tracy wasn’t a Muslim, she
was Catholic,” said Ross. “We
just den’t know what the prob-
lem is. We think it's time for her
to be put to rest.”

Ross and Mansell, who have
spent time and money to remain
in the U.S. to see the trial, have
some concerns about the U.S.
judicial system.

“I'm very shocked,” said Ross.
“The jury goes out and the judge
goes out (for recess) and there's
fooling around in the courtroom.
It's a murder trial and it’'s not
being portrayed as a murder
trial. And then there are other
court cases that are heard in-
between.”

“It's very distressing,” added
Mansell. “The worst thing about
it was having to wait a week
with the jury selection.”

This first-year program has
three goals: 1. to develop prob-
lem-solving, decision-making
and communication skills for
students, 2. to build an aware-
nesa for students of the commu-
nity in which they live, and 3. to
motivate youth to become active
participants in their community.

ships that will be forged.

“The summer between eighth
and ninth grades is tough on
kids,” Knopf said. Since Youth
Leadership Plymouth is a two-
year commitment, open only to
eighth-grade students who live
in the Plymouth-Canton School
District, students will meet stu-
dents from other middle schools.
“Then they will go to the same
high school.”

Students looking to join Youth
Leadership Plymouth must live
inside the Plymouth-Canton
School District, be entering the
eighth grade, and must demon-
strate a desire to become a lead-
er. According to DeRoche, stu-
dents do not need to be “A” stu-
dents to participate in the pro-
gram.

“We’re looking for a good cross-
section of kids,” she said. “To be
a leader and to be involved in
the community, you don’t neces-
sarily need to have a 4.0 G.P.A"

served under the Maurice Breen
administration there was one
meeting to discuss and approve
the budget.

“Study sessions started after
Kathleen got elected, because
the board was so new,” Griffith
said. “I thought it would only be
a temporary thing.”

Up until Keen McCarthy sus-
pended study sessions the board
alternated study sessions with
regular board meetings.

“There’s little discussion any
more on the budget,” Griffith
said. “There’s not that much of it
that you can change.”

It’s not the role of the board
which sets policy to delve into
minutia, Griffith said. Private
corporations which have much
larger budgets than Plymouth
Township meet less often.

Treasurer Ron Edwards said
budget study sessions are “not
crucial.”

Study sessions were a way to
go through and review the bud-
get. The same can be accom-
plished at a regular board meet-
ing and comments will be
recorded, he said. They aren’t at
study sessions, he added.

“Everything will be discussed
in public,” Edwards said. “There
will be no doubt it will be
amended. Edwards predicts the

Oct. 10 meeting will end after
midnight.

Board members received
copies of the budget two weeks
ago. “Board members who have
questions can either call depart-
ment heads or call me,” Keen
McCarthy said.

Other area municipalities,
such as the City of Plymouth,
value the need for budget work
sessions before approving the
budget.

“Typically we have three to
five study sessions,” acting City
Manager Paul Sincock said. “It
provides an opportunity for
elected officials to interact with
the paid staff and have an
understanding of the budget. We
could have done a whole lot bet-
ter last year. It provides the
administration a chance to pitch
their case.”

Work sessions allow the city
officials to study how an existing
program is working. For
instance, they may want to eval-
uate the fall leaf program and
how it is working, Sincock said.

Canton Township Supervisor
Tom Yack said that one study
session i8 held prior to budget
approval.

tentional.”

Edwards criticized board mem-
bers who take everything said by
department heads as “gospel”
and who rubber stamp decisions
without asking the right ques-
tions or enough questions.

On the issue of millage setting,
Edwards said he annually ques-
tions the philosophy and method
of setting the millage rate before
the new budget is approved.

“We should pass the budget
before we pass the millage,”
Edwards said. “How can you set
a millage rate for next year with-
out knowing what your expenses
are to collect? The board has a
history of increasing its fund bal-
ance. You might have an oppor-
tunity to lower the taxes. I have
been a proponent of lowering
taxes. [t's putting the cart before
the horse. We get into this dis-
pute every year. How can you set
a millage rate if you haven't
approved the budget?

“The unintentional millage
increase amounts to pennies,”
Edwards said.

“The vote is important because
by Sept. 30 the township needed
to pass the millage and get it' to
the county,” Edwards said. “It's a
state requirement.”

The information won't be sub-
mitted on time, he said.

Keen McCarthy couldn't say
Thursday what information
would be submitted to the coun-
ty now that the error was discov-
ered.

Harvey, who works for Keen
McCarthy, said she will contact
the county and explain what
happened.

With growth in the community
at about 12 percent, Edwards
wants to reduce the millage and
give taxpayers a $2 or $3 break.

Curmi who also voted against
the resolution was surprised to
learn of the error.

Curmi felt he didn’t get good
anawers from Harvey at the
meeting. Following his gut
instincts, he voted no. When he
learned of the error, he was
thankful of his decision.

“This is a campaign issue,”
Curmi said at the meeting. “I got
bashed by a bunch of people who
said I raised taxes every year for
eight years. Really what they
meant was because the SEV
(state equalized value) went up,
even if you kept the mlillage rate
the same, taxes did go up
because you collected more rev-
enue.”

The rain poured, the lightning

Other Michigan bands placing
in the top 10 were Durand, 10th
with a score of 71.80 and Class
A Regional Champions; Reeths-
Puffer from Muskegon, ninth
with a score of 72.25; and Jeni-
son, fourth and Class AA
Regional Champions with a
score of 77.65.

“The Centerville people have
an excellent band,” said
McGrath, but noted that the
Centerville show, as well as
most of the shows among the top
10 bands, was complete while
the Plymouth-Canton band has
another 30 drill charts and an

entire musical movement to add.
“You can't rush the process,”
explained McGrath. “The longer
you rehearse mistakes, the hard-
er it is to refine the end product.
I would rather teach in segments
and refine as we go. I think, at
this point, it has been estab-
lished that this is our approach.”

The folks at the Social Securi-
ty Administration regional office
in Chicago really love Bill Hal-
ter.

But not neceasarily because
Halter, the 65,000-employee
national agency’s first-ever con-
grenionally confirmed deputy
commissioner, happens to be a
boyishly handsome, energetic 39-
year-old bachelor from Arkansas.

It runs deeper than that: Can
you say “clout™?

“He told us in July he’d have
the authorization on the (new)
computers by August. We never
have had authorizations go
through that fast,” said a still-
amazed Donna Y. Mukogawa,
assistant commissioner of the

That’s an important goal for
an agency that touches the lives
of every American. For example,
its programs help financially
protect almost 150 million U.S.
workers and their families. And
nearly 50 million Americans
receive Social Security retire-
ment, disability or survivor ben-
efits per month. .

Additionally, the agency over-
sees the Supplemental Security
Income program, which helps
support more than six million
aged, blind and disabled individ-
uals having limited income and
resources.

250 million reports

In total, the agency annually
handles 250 million wage reports
from employers and pays out
$400 billion.

The Internet public has
responded well to Apfel's offer-
ings, Halter said: The SSA's Web
site, www.ssa.gov/, has gone

from 22,212 visitors in 1994 to a
projected 14.4 million this year —
its sixth in existence.

Already one of the largest Web
sites in the world, the SSA has
some 70,000 colorful, well-illus-
trated and cross-linked online
pages. They offer everything
from brief or in-depth histories
of the agency’s evolution - its
roots are in post-Revolutionary
War America - to a wide range
of services and the downloadable
forms necessary to utilize them.

The SSA's list of its 10 most
popular online services and titles
give insight into what’s avail-
able:

It even offers a free newsletter,
Social Security E-News, to which

30 days. The newsletter — which
also has hyper-links to other
S8A Web pages - is billed as
“the simplest, most convenient
way to keep up with the latest
developments about Social S8ecu-
rity.”

“And it only cost the American
taxpayer $25,000 in equipment
to produce,” said Halter, who for-
merly served as a senior advisor
in Clinton’s Office of Manage-
ment and Budget.

Halter, a Stanford University
alum who like Clinton was a
Rhodes scholar, said the agency
is lllo looking at pro-active
ways” to further enhance its
electronic services.

But he understands that not
everybody uses the Internet, or
wants to.

For them, the Social Seéurity
Administration still has the
offices and staffers for in-person
consultations - an average of
100,000 per day nationwide,
Halter said.

And it still has its toll-free
number for those wanting to call:

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Gas leak scatters township hall workers

Morton Taylor road work hits another snag

According to John Roach,
spokesman for the Wayne Coun-
ty roads department, the project
was delayed for two reasons.

“First, there was a change in
the bridge design,” he explained.
“We had to make an adjustment
and that took a couple of weeks.”

Coupled with “a very wet sea-
son” in which “we lost a gnod
number of work days,” he admits
progress has been slow.

Roach said it is “not uncom-
mon” for projects to run behind
schedule, especially if they
involve bridge work. Despite the
delay, the price tag for the work
will not increase. Wayne County
is sharing the cost of the project
with the state, which awarded
Canton a grant from the Trans-

portation Economic Develop-
ment Fund.

The next step

Roach expects the paving to
last about one week, followed by
three weeks of “off road” work.

“There is still a lot of work to
do in terms of the intersection
and sidewalks,” he said. “We
want to get all of this stuff out of
the way before we open the
road.”

Work was slated on Morton
Taylor to alleviate north/south
congestion in Canton Township,
which is experiencing a swelling
population. Road widening is
also occurring on Haggerty and
Canton Center roads, between
Ford and Warren.

“They found pockets last night,” he said.
“It was something that just happened.”

“Canton is the fastest-growing
community in southeastern
Michigan and we have an obliga-
tion to provide a road system
that is safe and convenient,” he
said.

A Beck Road expansion is also
slated for the spring.

“We can't move as fast as
(home) development,” Roach
added, “but we feel we're doing a
pretty good job of playing catch
up.”

In the meantime, Canton
Township officials are warning
local motorists that periodic
delays will occur on Hanford
Road during the construction.
Only one lane will remain open
for two-way traffic.

Dingell, D-Dearborn, and U.S.
Sen. Carl Levin, D-Mich., to
restore the Social Services Block
Grants funding (Title XX) to its
originally promised level of $2.38
billion and also to freeze addi-
tional cuts to the Medicaid Dis-
proportionate Share Hospitals
program before the 106th
Congress’s scheduled adjourn-
ment on Oct. 6.

“Congress has broken its
promise” regarding Title XX
funding, Beard said.

‘Be grateful’

“Congress promised us $2.38
billion in 1996,” she said, “but
delivered only $1.7 billion and
expects us to be grateful for a
lesser amount that does not
meet the needs of the citizens in
our counties.”

Beard noted that, in Michigan,
the money is used for adoption
and foster-care services, counsel-
ing services, pregnancy and par-
enting services and also for child
and adult protection services.

“Congress obviously doesn’t
understand the importance of
this issue,” Beard said. “Reduc-
ing funding in thi® manner

means that counties across the
United States have to choose
between things like domestic vio-
lence programs and Meals on
Wheels. This is simply uncon-
scionable.”

Beard explained that funding
for Medicaid DSH supports the
nation's “safety net” hospitals:
Those that provide medical ser-
vices for uninsured and under-
insured residents.

However, the Balanced Budget
Act of 1997 cut $10.4 billion from
Medicaid DSH over five years,
she said, with most of it due to
affect county budgets as a 30-
percent cut scheduled for fiscal
year 2001 and a 37-percent cut
for FY 2002.

Citing a report stating the
country’'s safety net is falling
while the number of uninsured is
increasing, Beard and the others
sought to prevent funding cuts
beyond FY 2000 levels.

They emphasized that, as
providers of last resort, many
urban county hospitals must, by
law, provide health care to unin-
sured residents, whether or not
the people can pay.

4 bills on tap

Four legislative bills currently
on Capitol Hill would freeze
Medicaid DSH cuts, Beard
noted. The bills “would help to
mend the safety net that pro-
tects this country’s uninsured
citizens.

“It’s my job to tell Congress to
do the right thing and pass this
legislation,” Beard said.

A lack of stimulation at those
young ages, or too much of the
wrong kind, can change the
physical structure of the brain,
according to Joan Lessen-Fire-
stone, early childhood education
consultant for the QOakland
Intermediate School District.
Those structural changes can
lead to learning and behavioral
problems later in life.

It turns out that what kids
need at those young ages is just
what good parents are already
giving them - talking to their
children, reading, cuddling, hug-
ging, time, attention and positive
stimulation.

“This is not new. What brain

research does is confirm what we
knew by instinct,” Ruff said.

. “Now we can actually see how it

“It's the old 80-20 rule,”

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Apples got
their start in

ancient Egypt

sters are the wildflowers of

autumn, and apples are the

fruit of autumn. During this
season we enjoy some of the 7,000
varieties of apples found worldwide.

Those varieties started from apples
cultivated in Asia Minor more than
2,000 years ago. Malus pumila is the
scientific name of the plant that start-
ed it all. Egyptians grew apples along
the Nile during the 13th century B.C.
Through selection of certain plants for
different qualities, people back as far
as the third century B.C. had devel-
oped seven varieties of apple.

During those early days of apple
cultivation the fruit was not common.
Kings and queens were those who
enjoyed this sweet pome. But as time
passed they became available to the
general public. In fact, it was written
that in Europe ladies of the evening
would toss apples to their favorite cus-
tomers at some of the houses of ill
repute.

Caesar introduced apples to
Britain. By the third and fourth cen-
turies Europe and Britain were well
aware of this tasty member of the rose
family. In North America native
Americans were only familiar with
crab apples. These tiny, bitter rela-
tives were not used extensively as a
food source. But because they are
closely related to the cultivated apple
of Asia Minor, they were helpful in
establishing the sweet apple in North
America.

It was not until 1623 that the culti-
vated apple made its way to North
America. William Blackstone, an Eng-
lish Episcopalian minister, brought
some trees from England. Unfortu-
nately, his trees, and those of Puritans
brought in 1630, did not produce fruit.
It was determined that native ground
bees were not good at pollinating the
spring flowers. When honey bees from
England were brought to North Amer-
ica, their problems were solved.

Early settlers were known to make
cider from crab apples that grew natu-
rally, but it was palatable only after
the addition of lots of sugar. Cultivat-
ed apples were much better for this
purpose. Cider presses were common
in those early colonial days.

But apples also provided food in the
form of apple butter and apple slices.
Apples were once stored during winter
by packing them between layers of
moss in earthen pots which were
sealed by resin. Later. apples were
peeled, sliced and dried by hanging
them in the attic.

In order to grow an apple that is the
same as the one growing on a tree, it
is necessary to graft a part of that tree
to a root stock. The graft will maintain
its genetic make-up and produce
apples as it did on the original tree.
During colonial times, native crab
apple trees, which were common and
availabie, were used as root stock for
gratts of the cultivated apple.

Many areas in the northern part of
North America are suitable for grow-
ing apples. Southern states do not pro-
vide the necessary growing require-
ments. Apples typically need 100 frost
free days. In addition, they need plen-
ty of sunshine in late summer and
early autumn, at least 1.200 hours of
weather cooler than 45 degrees but no
prolonged periods of temperatures
below zero.

Washington state is the No_ 1 pro-
ducer of apples. Michigan and New
York fluctnate between No. 2 and No
3

All the cultivated crops used by peo-
ple today started from wild plants.
This fact alone is reason enough to
maintain species diversity by Keeping
wild areas for the future.

moment. Shakespeare’s genius is
the universality and the ability
to express it through the lan-
guage. When they really hear it,
it’s self recognition. The troubles
and problems the characters go
through are universal.”

Enjoyjng Shakespeare

Universal enough for Eaton
and Heck to have formed Shake-
spearience 18 months ago. An
actress with the Royal Shake-
speare Company in the early
1970s, Eaton thinks more audi-
ences and actors would enjoy
Shakespeare if they were able to
see or work with the plays,
which seem to be enjoying a
revival. So far, they've done two
productions, The Tempest and
Comedy of Errors, which was set
to rap rhythms, with the hope of
reaching & wider audience.
Eaton’s said the majority of
audiences attending Shake-
spearean productions are not
only dwindling but aging.

Response

“The response from young peo-
ple ages 16-22 has been fantas-
tic,” said Eaton, whose Shake-
spearience has also held work-
shops for actors. “We give them
the opportunity to experience
Shakespeare by professional
equity actors working with the
text. There aren’t enough oppor-
tunities for actors. It's a different
culture in Britain. They’re doing
productions from middle school
on up. There is a grounding in
clasaics.

“We're going back to the begin-
ning of the English language in
theater. With Shakespeare, we
can learn about ourselves. He's
holding up a mirror to us.”

Cote-Rotie (translated roasted
slope) is the most northern of the
eight appellations. Thin soils, rocky
terraces and steep slopes requiring
hand labor without the possibility of
mechanization are the challenges to
growing syrah in Cote-Rotie.

Northern slopes of Cote-Rotie,
known as Cote-Brune, have principal-
ly clay soils with iron oxides over
granite. Cote-Blonde, south along the
Rhone River, has chalky, limestone
soils over granite. The influence of
soil is detectable in the wines.

Legend tells of a rich lord, who had
two very pretty daughters, one dark
and the other fair. Each one recaived
for dowry the ownership of a slope
planted to vines. Since then the
slopes have the names “dark slope”
(Cote-Brune) and “fair slope” (Cote-
Blonde).

For the second year in a row,
Dorothea “Ginger” Broome and
daughter Kristin competed as a
team at the Michigan State Fair.

yan Dewald, an athletic 9-year-old, just wants
R to have a steak dinner with his parents. But
he can’t. At least, not yet.

Ryan, who lives with hig parents in Tawas, Mich.,
was born with half his jawbone missing, a condition
known as hemifacial microsomia. It affects one in
3,000 children to some degree, making it the second
most corimon birth defect after cleft lip and palate.
It has hindered Ryan’s ability to chew, breathe and
speak.

entire left jawbone and a joint to conneet the bone .
to his skull. By a process called distraction osteoge-
nesis - literally, growing bone by distracting, or
pulling apart, the bone ends during the healing
process — Buchman has assisted Ryan’s body in
growing bone where none has grown before.

So far, the efforts have been successful. Ryan's
jawbone has grown by at least 2 1/2 inches.

“The last time we went to the University of Michi-
gan and had X-rays taken we saw a whole bone the
whole length of his jaw,” said Teresa Dewald,
Ryan’s mother.

The procedure

For children born with an undersized mandible,
or jawbone, distraction osteogenesis has been used
for several years. Children as young as 2 years old
have undergone the procedure, but only if they had
adequate bone. In patients like Ryan, who have
almost no bone and no existing joint bone, a bone
graft — taken from a rib — has been the standard
procedure. However, Ryan's bone graft, performed
two years ago, failed.

Distraction osteogenesis offered hope. Last April
21, Ryan underwent surgery to have the distractor
implanted.

Buchman made a cut at the very end of Ryan's
tiny existing malformed bone and installed the dis-
tracter beneath his cheek. The distractor, an
adjustable rod, is connected by sets of pins, one set
implanted in the bone on either side of the cut. The
rod has a gear mechanism that connects through
the cheek to a device outside the skin. Buchman or
Ryan'’s parents use a key to turn the gear half a
millimeter at a time.

Each turn creates a little more room for the bone
to grow between the cut ends - to form callous, the
sticky substance from which the body makes a
bone.

“The body thinks it’s going to heal a fracture, and
by stretching the sides away from each other we
sort of throw a little monkey wrench in the works.
The body says, Well, I thought we were healing a
fracture that was that big. OK, we'll now fix one
that'’s that big,” said Buchman.

The decision

Children like Ryan must be partners in the recon-
struction process. They know when they are ready
for surgery, said Buchman. Their consent comes
“when they realize you are not going to do the
surgery to them but for them.”

Ryan has been a patient in the Craniofacial
Anomalies Program for seven years. He and Buch-
man are buddies. “They talk hockey together, "said
Teresa. It was Buchman wheo first attempted to
reconstruct Ryan’s jaw by grafting a rib bone. After
that failed, Ryan made the decision to have distrac-
tion surgery.

His only complaint is that he hasn’t been able to
play hockey or ride his bike. The new bone is still
fragile. Yet, he's happy.

“Most of the time I can't even feel it, so it's pretty
good,” said Ryan.

When the procedure is finished in early fall, Ryan
will have a new main horizontal body of his left
mandible, an ascending ramus (the verticle part of
the mandible), and a condylar joint that articulates
with the skull to make up the jaw joint. Buchman is
optimistic that the procedure will produce solid
bone after the healing period ends.

Ryan’s face already has a new structure. His
appearance has changed. he can chew better since
his teeth are perfectly aligned for the first time.
That steak dinner is becoming a reality.

Self-esteem

Buchman is studying the long-term effects of dis-
traction osteogenesis on the psychosocial and com-
munication status of children who have had the
procedure done for facial deformities, compared
with these who have not. Social and psychological
factors are often cited as part of the reason to make
such dramatic and costly efforts to fix facial birth
defects.

He takes exception with insurance companies
who define “*medical necessities” when it comes to
paying for reconstructive surgery. If it involves an
aesthetic problem, the insurance companies may
say it's all cosmetic, he said.

“I think it is medically necessary to have a face
that looks like a face,” he said. “Only after you're a
parent of a child with a congenital deformity do you
realize that it's a very important thing to look nor-
mal.”

Fortunately, Ryan’s self-esteem has always been
high, said his mother, but he's been embarrassed
“hundreds of times"” by people’s insenasitive stares.
Teresa and Chris Dewald know the public’s insensi-
tivity could increase as Ryan approaches his teen
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to play his beloved hockey once again. The
left jawbone most likely

Ryan has become something of a celebrity, not
only in his hometown but soon internationally. Two
reporters from a television station based in Wash-
ington, D.C. recently spent a day with Rvan. talking
and playing soccer.

The Dewald's are glad they decided to publicly
share Ryan's story. “We're doing it so other parents
can see Ryan and know that it themifacial microso-
mia) i8 not a major setback.”

As for Ryan, his experience has given him a new
ambition for later in life: “When I grow up I want to
be a doctor. because 1 want to help people. I've seen
a lot of good things they can do.”

Henry Ford Hospital selected to be -
screening center for lung cancer study

Henry Ford Hospital is among
six health institutions nationally
selected to participate in a one-
year study sponsored by the
National Cancer Institute to
examine the effectiveness of
using spiral computed topogra-
phy (CT) scans for detecting lung
cancer.

Currently, no screening tech-
nology has proven effective in
reducing the number of lung
cancer deaths. Lunch cancer is
the leading cause of cancer-relat-
ed death in the United States,
and about 157,000 people will
die of the disease this year.
Smoking causes about 85 per-
cent of lung cancers.

Recruiting began in Septem-

ber, and Henry Ford will contin-
ue to recruit 500 current and for-
mer smokers throughout October
and randomly assign them to
receive either a free apiral CT
scan or chest X-ray. Researchers
will determine and compare the
lung cancer detection rate for
each method and track what
kind of medical follow-up care
was needed.

“If the spiral CT scans prove
effective, the potential for saving
lives is enormous,” said Chris-
tine Cole Johnson, co-investiga-
tor of the study and director of
Cancer Epidemiology, Preven-
tion and Control for the
Josephine Ford Cancer Center.

Evidence from early studies

suggests that spiral CT scans
detect small lung cancers, often
at the edges of the lungs. The CT
scans also showed scarring from
smoking and other non-cancer-
ous changes inside the lungs
that can appear like tumors,
thus leading to varying interpre-
tations of the scans.

The spiral CT uses X-rays to
scan the entire chest in about 15
seconds. The CT machine, which
is shaped like a donut with a
large hole, rotates around the
patient as a computer creates 3-
D images of the lungs. Each CT
scan and chest X-ray will be
reviewed and follow-up care will
be recommended for participants
who have positive results for

suspicious spots.
Screen spiral CT scans are

available outside of clinical tri-*®
als, but they cost between $300-.

$1,000 and are generally not cov-
ered by insurance. Some hospi-
tals are already advertising the
scane for early lung cancer
detection, despite the lack of evi-
dence to support it.

To be eligible for the study,
participates must be between
the ages of 55-74 and have a his-
tory of long-term smoking. For-
mer smokers must have quit
within the last 10 years. People
with a history of lung cancer are
ineligible.

By using one pharmacy, a com-
plete medication profile will be
available, enabling the pharma-
cist to monitor the patient’s
mediation usage, watch for
potential drug interactions,
allergic reactions, and aid in the
proper selection of an over-the-
counter medication.

Bernard Glieberman may have hit a
home run with his moet recent residen-
tial development, Woodward Place in
Brush Park in downtown Detroit.

His tried-and-true walk-up attached
condominiums off the Fisher Freeway
(I-76) Service Drive and Woodward
Avenue adjacent to Comerica Park
have been snapped up by buyers.

In fact, 36 units in the first phase
were reserved before the models even
opened, said Tinishia Pugh, sales asso-
ciate.

“Look at that view,” Pugh said, nod-
ding toward the new playground of the
Detroit Tigers from her office. “The
services, the urban setting, the conve-
nience of the opera house ... restau-
rants ... the stadium down here.

In addition to their aesthet-
ics, windows are highly func-
tional. They are a key element
in promoting natural ventila-

Paint cleaner
environment

(NAPS) - While beautifying your home
with paint, take care to keep the environ-
ment beautiful by properly using, storing
and reusing your paint. Here are some

helpful tips:

1. Buy only the paint you need so
there's less chance of having any left over.

2. Store paint so it lasts for years by
covering the opening with plastic wrap,
making sure the lid fits securely so paint
doesn’t leak, then store the can upside
down. The paint creates a seal and stays

fresh till you need it.

3. Use up all your paint on touch-up

jobs and smaller projects.
4. Recycle the empty paint can.

5. Donate paint to community groups,
theater groups, schools, churches and oth-
ers whe need or want it. Participate in or

One, two or three sheets of
glass? They all look the same at
a glance but the better the
insulative value, the more com-
fort.

R-value measures energy effi-
ciency of the glass. The higher
the R-value, the more efficient
the giass. U-value measures the
efficiency of the glass and the
frame together. The lower the
U-value the better.

B Do some research. Each
type of window has advantages
and disadvantages.

Wood-frame windows are
more energy-efficient and
reduce condensation, but they
are maintenance-intense and
expensive. Metai-frame win-
dows are low maintenance and
inexpensive but transmit heat
and cold, and condensation can
be a really big problem.

Wood windows that have
plastic or metal exterior covers
are a good bet — less mainte-
nance on the exterior side
(where wood is most often in
need of maintenance) and top
energy efficiency.

Unfortunately, metal or plas-
tic over wood is the most expen.
sive kind of window.

Vinyl windows are low main-
tenance and better suited to
resist condensation than are
metal ones. However, plastics
have a tendency to become brit-
tle. As far as we are concerned,
the jury is still out on vinyl
frames.

B Most folks are “light con-
scious.” The brighter it is, the
more natural light available in
it, the mare a home is appreci-
ated.

If you are upgrading, don't
downsize. If anything, you
might want to upsize. This will
add value to your home.

Caulking deep cracks

You wouldn’t think there could
possibly be a wrong way to caulk a
crack if you just fill it up. But
there is.

You're fine using a high-quality
caulk on a crack that’s about 1/8-
inch wide by 1/2-inch deep. But

caulk alone should never be used
to fill larger gaps.

Wide, deep crevices must first be
lined with a foam backer rod. Use
a putty knife or wood shim to force
the flexible backer rod down into
the crack. Be sure that it's about
one-quarter inch below the sur-
face. fill the crack with caulk.

The backer rod will help support
the bead and prevent the caulk
from sinking down into the crack.
This technique is especially useful
when caulking around windows,
doors and brick walls.

Foam backer rod is sold in vari-
ous diameters and lengths at hard-
ware stores and home centers.

Loosening tough knots

To loosen a tough, tight knot in a
rope, cable or twine, reach for your
nailset

That'’s right, an ordinary nailset
- with its rigid shaft and narrow,
tapering tip - is perfect for per-
suading stubborn knots apart.

Start by forcing the tip into the
heart of the knot. Wiggle it around
a little, then force it in a little
deeper. Continue in this manner
until the entire tapered tip has
passed through the knot.

Now use your fingers or the tip
of the nailset to hook one of the
rope strands and pull straight
back. At this point there’s usually

enough slack so that you can easi-
ly untie the rope.

If you don't have a nailset handy,
substitute needlenose pliers (in a
closed position), an awl or even a

Misting mortar joints

Repairing a brick or concrete-
block wall usually includes
repointing the mortar joints -
removing the worn or crumbling
mertiar and refilling the joints with
new mortar.

It’s a rather straightforward
repair, but one critical step is often
skipped. Before packing the new
mortar into the cleaned-out joints,
mist the area with a plant sprayer.

The water will prevent the brick
or block from sucking all the mois-
ture out of the wet mortar. That
will retard the curing process,
strengthen the bond and help stop

premature cracking.
Quick tip

When applying two or more
coats of varnish to wood, allow the
finish to dry completely between
coats (check the label for drying
times), then lightly sand the sur-
face with extra-fine (220- to 320-
grit) sandpaper.

Before you apply the next coat,
be sure to use a tack cloth to wipe
up the sanding dust.

Finding a
home and getting a loan isn't exactly
the consumer friendly experience of
the US. .

Remember that the real estate

and home finance industries are reg-
ulated here but you may not have
the same recourse as a consumer if
something goes wrong abroad.

Also, be sure to check out laws
restricting property ownership by
foreigners.

And watch out for clouded proper-
ty titles. You don’t want to buy a jun-
gle-view hacienda only to discover
that three local families have claims
to your title.

And there still are some relative
bargains left in the U.S. The
expanded sunbelt now includes
places like Nevada, or the Florida
Panhandle, where you can still find
fairly good deals. Just remember it’s
still rural in many of these areas.

‘“Working Against Yourself”’

As unlikely as this may seem, many sellers actually make
decisions that work against their own best interests. No
one does this on purpose, but it happens quite often,
nevertheless. The most obvious example is when a
homeowner lists their property with a Realtor and then
prevents the Realtor from selling the house.

specific examples:

Overpricing the Property
