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Experts see county economy scaling back in 2001-020

Wayne County'§ economy will
continue to grow this year before
,caling back somewhat- in
2001-02 according to two Uni-
versity cf Michigan economisu.

The two, George A Fulton and
Donald R. Grimei, al,0 offered
factors they believe will be the
key to the county'• economic via-
bility over the long haul.

Busines• and community lead-
ers attending Wayne County'•
2001 economic forecait luncheon
at the Tiger Club in Comerica
Park heard Fulton and Grimes

declare that mlor influences on
the local economy will come from
a slowing of auto utes, reeulting
in modest job declines and a
slight increase in the jobless
rate, plus a rile in local inflation.

The econd annual projection
for the county was premented
Oct. 11 by Fulton, senior
research scientist at the U-M
Institute of Labor and Industrial

Relations (ILIR), and colleague
Donald R. Grimes, ILIR senior
research associate.

Fulton noted the county *had
its best performance of the
decade in 1999.

'After two years of no growth,
employment turned around and
posted gains in excess of 1 per-
cent,» he stated. -I'he unemploy-
ment rate came in at 4.2 percent,
the lowest it's been in st least 30

years, and local consumer infla-
tion was tame at 2.6 percent.

"And it appears the county
economy's performance will sur-
pass in 2000 the standards it
sent in 1999,» he said.

Fulton and Grimes said the

county will gain 9,000 jobs this
year - the largest increase since
1994 and a gain of 1.3 percent
over last year - while the unem-

ployment rate dips even further
to 3.7 percent.

Record-breaking
Grimes said that «much of the

impetus' for this comes from *an

tion (5,000 jobo); amu,lement and
recreation, including caminos
(6,000), and business services
(4,000 jobi). The biggest decline
will be in health care lervices
(6,000 jobs) and banking (3,000
job.).

Jobs in con,truction, retail
trade and wholesale trade will
remain fairly con•tant over the
period, according to Fulton and
Grimes.

As for the long-term economic

church preschool in Westland showed
me how devastating this voucher pro-
posal would be.

My son Nicholas is 3 years old and
has cerebral palsy. His condition is
known as hemiplegia, in other words
he cannot use his left side as well as
his right. This limits his fine and gross
motor skills with his left hand. He is
not mentally impaired, but basically
has difficulty dressing himself. This
private religious school, however:
refused to admit him at this time say-
ing they were not licensed for handi-
capped kids nor do they have the time
to help him pull up his pants after
using the bathroom since they have
too many children.

While I understand, it would take
an extra minute or two to help a 3-
year-old pull up his pants, it bothers
me greatly that they reject him on this
basis.

If a private school can refuse to
admit a child with a limited difficulty
such as this, what would they do to a
child with high physical, mental or
emotional needs? A private school can
choose to accept or to reject any child,
while the public schools must face the
challenge of educating even difficult
children. If money is diverted to these
selective private, religious schools then
what happens to those kidg private
schools find less desirable? Ian't it our

moral and ethical obligation as a soci-
ety to give all kids a chance?

Morally, as a Catholic I am appalled
that the Church uses my contributions
to further this proposal. A great num-
ber of children will be hurt. The
Church should fight for the weakest
members of society and not support
proposals that will simply benefit their
schools.

It also scares me to think that this

proposal does not call for any account-
ability by the private school receiving
the voucher. The teachers do not have
to be certified, only tested in their sub-
jed matter. I am sure we have all
encountered intelligent people who
were ineffective teachers. Teaching
requires more than juAt knowing the
subject. It is about relating to children
and knowing how to transmit informa-
tion.

Both men and
women can be abusers, and both
men and women can be victims.
As an outside observer, it may be

very difficult to be aware of
domutic violence On the Iur-
face, abu-n may appear to be
upetanding citisens who can for
their partner; victim. may
appoar divq and Holident.

Criminal domestic violence
behavior. include phy,ical
-ault, -ual abi,ae anditalk-
ing. Domeitic violence can alin
include emotional abuee, piycho·
logical abuse, 5nancial abuie, or
severe reitriction of a partner'*
activity. Domeatic violence is
caused by one partner's need for
power and control in the rela-
tionship. Stress, frustration,
alcohol or drugabume, anger and
emotional problems can encer-
bate or contribute to the abuse,
but thele factors are not reopen-
sible for the abuse.

Salmon al,1 iteelhead trout
migrate up Michigan'i rivers and
streams each fall. The salmon

move upstream to spawn over
gravel flats. Steelhead enter a
little later to hed on the salmon

eggs. The steelhead that enter
the river now will remain until

spring when their •pawning
runs take place and provide an
exciting winter Mahery.

Most of Michigan's Great
Lakes tributaries receive some

Iort of kli salmon run, although
eome are m Imel thefre hardly
noticed. Some of the better runi
on the Lake Huron Iide of the
state annually take place on
rivers like the AuGru, Taw.,
the AuSable and the Ocqueoc.
On Lake Michigan, anglen tra-
ditionally do well on the St.
Joeeph, Muikegon, White, Pen
Marquette, Sable, Big Manistee
and Betsie rivers.

Closer to home, shore anglers
allo take good numbers of fish
ofT the piers and harbor walls in
the Thumb ports of Lexington,
Port Sanilac, Harbor Beach and
Port Austin.

A heavy duty graphite rod and
a reel with a good drag system
are essential. Rugged monofila-

ment in the 15- to 30-pound
range work, best, depending on
your prementation.

For bait, there i• none better
than fre,h spawn. Tie a three-
way iwivel to the end of your
line. Off one end tie an 18- to 24-
inch leader and tie a No. 6 or No.
8 hook to the end of the leader.
On the other end of the swivel
tie another short leader with
enough weight to keep the offer-
ing bouncing along the bottom as
the current moves it along.

It's important to consider
other anglers when river fishing
in the fall. The river can often be
shoulder-to-shoulder with

anglers as salmon runs tend to
attract crowns. Always watch
the angler on your downstream

side, and cast after he casta, at a 4
45-degree angle. This will allow,-
both anglers to 6,h freely with, l
out a lot of tangled lines.

The fish are in the rivers and
the action has been getting bet- ..
ter and better. Don't wait for the -'
peaks to hit or you may miss the '
boat all together.

«If you don't have a humidifier on your furnace, you should think
about having one installed,- said Wright. You're more comfortable
at 70 degrees with humidity than at 72 degrees without."

Wright recommends a flow-through type humidi8er. This unit ham
fewer moving part, and doegn't contain a water pan where mold and
bacteria can grow, which sometimee occurs in the drum types.

In either type, the evaporation element should be changed and
calcium build-up cleaned off the unit each Mason. Commeivial
cleaning products that remove calcium or white vinegar can be
used.

the gutter which may increase
the possibility an ice dam will
form.

While cleaning the gutters and
downspouts, check the hangers
to make suire that they are tight-
ly holding the gutters in place.
Repair them as necessary.
Wright suggests if your gutters
are held in place with spikes
(long mails) not to drive them
back into the same holes. These
holes are already worn and won't
hold the spike. Instead drive the
spikes at a slight angle to either
side of the hole.

This has similar holding power
of a newly driven nail. Look at
the downspout connections mak-
ing sure they are not loose.

Check insulation

Try to keep as much of the
heat in your house as possible.
Add more insulation if necessary
and possible.

Accor•ling to the U S. Depart-
ment of Energy publication,
Insulation Fact Sheet (publica-
tion No. DOE/CE-0180), a mini-
mum of R-38 attic ingulatioA is
suggested in this area (R-49 if
you have electric heating) for
existing houses. R-38 is equal to
about 12 inches of fiberglass
insulation.

The above publication can
found on the Internet at

httpl/www. ornl.gov/roofs+walls/.
This site also has a program call
«ZIP Code" where homeowners
enter information about their

home, the furnace and energy
costs and the program tells how
much insulation is practical to
add.

No matter what homeownen

do, you will not be able to keep
all your heat in the living areas,
and heat loss to the attic crawl
space will melt snow on the roof.
It's important to get as much of
this lost heat out of this area as
possible. Venting is the aniwer.

Codes require that there be a
minimum of one square foot of
venting for every 150 square feet
of attic crawl space. If your home
was made before this code went
into effect, you may not have
enough venting. Codes are also
the minimum. and this is a case
of where more is better.

Adding ridge, gable or other
types of roof vents is only half
the battle. Warm air will not
exhaust well, if at all, if there iB
nothing to replace it. This will
require the addition of soffit, or
some sort of lower roof vents.

The convection movement of air
caused by the cooler air being
drawn in by the exhausted warm
air will help keep the roof cooler,
slowing the melting of snow
which should help prevent ice
dams.

Keeping the cold air out
Though today'g energy effi-

cient models of windows and
doors are a far, far cry from those
of old, they still become less effi-
cient with age.

Seals and weather stripping,
particularly the bottom iweep on
doors, become worn with normal
operation. These seals will peri-
odically need to be renewed with
either original replacement parts
or aftermarket weather strip-
ping.

Double glazed (two-pane) glus
just about doubles the insulating
value of a window over that of
single glazed. If you still have
single glazed or poorly scaling
windows, the comfort and energy
saving will make replacement
windows well worth it. At the
very least, have storm windows
(inside or outside types) installed
or use the self-stick, heat shrink,
films on the market

Air leaks are common around
baseboards and window and door
trim. A simple remedy is to apply
a clear or paintable caulk around
these items inside of the house.

Air leaks around wall switches
and outlets on exterior walls
sometimes can account for as
much as 10 percent of a home's
heating cost. Inexpensive foam
gaekets, which fit between the
wall and the cover plates, are

readily available at juit about
any home improvement, hard-
ware or Geount,tore.

Check around the outside of
the house for eaulk that's dry,
cracked or peeling. Th- areas
will likely be found around trim,
the joints between dimmimilar
materials and where utilities
enter the house. Scrape away
old, loo•e caulk and replice with
new.

Several new type, of caulki
now are available, and they
change all the time. The silicon
types are especially good. They
are easy to use, come in many
colors, have great adhesion
(often u»ed in building and seal-
ing aquariums) and have superi-
or life expectancy. Though they
are initially rather expensive,
they have such a long life, their
cost per years of service makes
them about equal to the inexpen-
sive latex caulks. The chief
advantage im it's ease of clean-
up. It becomes brittle within a
very short time and has poor
adhesion.

Butyl, oil and polyurethane
caulks, though very good prod-
ucts, tend to be difficult and
messy to use.

Read almost any home

improvement book and they'll
give you suggestions on how to
caulk properly. Caulking, like
many other building trades,
takes practice. Many find the

moiat finger method- where you
run abeed of mulk then,mooth
it with a moi,tened finger
wo,k, well.

The most common residential

rwofing material used in this
area is the three tab, asphalt
shingle sometimes called a com-
posite shingle. These are made of
4 fiber mat (usually fiberglass)
impregnated with asphalt cov-
ered with colored mineral gran-
ula In most cases, if properly
installed, this type roofing will
last about 20 years in this area.

Though relatively low mainte-
dance; occasionally they are sub-
ject to damage or wear.

Shingles can be damaged by
many things - wind, physical
damage caused by tree branches
or some other objects, or simply
from age deterioration.

SPECIAL CABINEr

Before deciding to repair or
replace, check your roof condi-
tion. Look at the core of the shin-
gles. If necessary, cut a corner off
one. It should be black, not gray.
Bend a few to Bee if they are flex-
ible. If they crumble, have bald
spots, look bloated, are curled on
the edges, your roof is over 15
years old or there ie a heavy
accumulation of color granules in
the gutters, consider replacing
the shingles.

Be safe

If your roof is very high (over
two stories), quite steep or if you
have any apprehension about
working at heights, call a profes-
sional. Your safety is not worth
any savings.

If you decide to climb, set an
extension ladder at the correct
angle. You should be able to
place your toes at the base of the
ladder, reach straight out
towards the ladder and touch the
closest rung with your hand. At
least two rungs should project
past the point where ladder
meets the roof, giving you some-
thing to grab when getting on or
off the ladder.

Though I seldom suggest wear-
ing athletic shoes for construe-
tion, roof work is one exception.
They have good traction, and
cause less damage to shingles
than work shoes.

Let's get started

You'll need a flat pry bar, a
hammer, masons trowel (option-
al), a utility knife, roofing nails
C 1 1/2-inches), roofing cement
and of course matching shingles.

Consider yourself lucky if you
have some extra shingles laying
around. It's difficult, if not
impossible to find an exact
match to existing shingles. If you
don't have them, take a sample
with you when purchasing new
ones. Home improvement storea
stock many colors of shingles,
but you'll probably have better
luck with suppliers specializing
in roofing materials. I suggest
Wayne/Oakland Building Supply
in Redford or Modern Building
Supply in Livonia who have
large selections.

Typically shingles are "seal-
down." This means that in the

manufacturing process, a tar-like
adhesive strip is applied to the
face of the shingle. As the shin-
gles are applied to the roof, this
strip is covered by the rows
above it. The gun'8 heat activates
this adhesive, sealing the shin-
gles together.

Slide the mason's trowel

between the damaged shingle
and the row below it as well as
two rows above it. This breaks
the seal. If a mason's trowel ign't
available, the flat pry bar can be
used, but be careful not to tear
any undamaged shingles.

A shingle is normally held in
place with eight nails. Four in
the shingle itself, and four more
going through the shingles
above.

Gently slide the flat bar below
the damaged shingle at each
nail, carefully prying at the nails
until the head is just loose.

Once the nails are loose (not

necessarily out), push the bar
above the damaged shingle at
each nail and remove them. Use
this same procedure to remove
any nails in the shingle directly
above the damaged shingle(s).
Take care not to damage them or
the tarpaper underneath.

Remove the damaged shingle
once all the nails holding it in

place are gont

Slide the replacement shin-
gle(s) in place and nail them
using four nails. One should be
about 1-inch in from each edge
and one above each drip lane
(the separations). Unless the
manufacturer says otherwise,
the nails should be placed in the
adhesive strip. Renail the cours-
es above, avoiding the old nail
holes. Put a dab of roofing
cement on the old nail holes and
a little to replace the adhesive
seal where you broke it.

Tip: Old shingles tend to be
brittle, especially when cold. Try
to work when it is just warm
enough for them to be pliable.

Some final words

Don't get roofing cement on
the bottom of your shoes. I did
this once, not realizing it, and
walked through the house. On

the toilet for rolled vinyl, black
or white stains, and a soft,
spongy floor.

spongy floor is probably rotting
or weakened. Also be sure to
check to see how fast the toilet
nushes.

I In the bathtub, check for
leaky and loose tiles. Press on
the walls where they come in
contact with the bathtub. If the
walls are soft, there is water
damage to the sheetrock, plaster
or wood behind the tiles.

1 Check the water volume by
turning on the water in the bath-
tub and the kitchen sink or in
the bathtub and an outdoor hose.
If there im a noticeable reduction

in volume there may be deposits
in the piping, and the pipes Will
have to be replaced.

I If there is a basement, check
exposed piping in the basement
for leaks and signs of repair.
Find the location of the main

line cleanout and ensure that it
is accessible.

I Make sure the water heater

is not old. Any heater over 16
years old will have to be
replaced. If the water heater
vent ties into the chimney, check
to Bee that a metal liner sticks

out of the top of the chimney on

the roof of the house and a drip
tee sticks out in the lower level.
In homes without a basement,
make sure that the water heater
vent is at least 6 inches away
from wood.

Garbage disposal
1 In the kitchen, check that

garbage disposal and dishwaiher
connections work properly when
operating With a flashlight, look
inside of cabinets for signs of
water damage such as warped
cabinet bottoms or stains. Make
sure that traps and supply tube•
are not leaking.

1 Washing machine homes
should be checked for ruptures
and leaks by turning valve, on
and off.

Slower shutter speeds

needed because of low light or
small aperture requirements,
better get out your tripod.

I love doing really big bowls
for a weekday evening meal (or
for guests on the weekend). We
often have big bowls of udon
(noodle) soup loaded with Asian-
type vegetables, and many times
also loaded with chunks of chick-

en, slices of beef, or whole
shrimp and scallops.

I set the table Asian style:
Chopeticks, Asian tea cups (with
a piping hot pot to match), a
wonderful cinnabar vage with

fresh flowers in the middle, or
my .tw tall glass cylinder with

three stalks of fresh live (lucky)
bamboo of varying sizes (recently
bought at Gail's Office Supply,
1020 S. Old Woodward in Birm-

ingham; phone 248 642-6330).
Plan an evening of BIG

BOWIE using your noodle. Your
oversized bowls can be loaded

first with noodles or rice, then

topped off with endless options.

This concept is so hot, there is
a brand-new book on the local

book store shelves. It's by Bruce
Cost with Chef Matt McMillin,

vice president and executive chef
of Big Bowl, and titled Big Bowl
Noodles and Rice (hardcover,
$25).

Here are a couple of recipes
from Big Bowl:

PEANUT SAUCE FOR COLD

NOODLES

Makes about 3 cups of sauce
2 cups fine peanut oil (prefer-

abty an oil such as Lion &
Globe)

1 cup blanched peeled raw

peanuts (available at Chi-

nese markets)

1/2 cup freshly brewed Chi-
nese black tea

1 tablespoon chopped fresh

ginger

6 garlic cloves

1 to 2 fresh red chile peppers

1 teaspoon kosher salt

1 tablespoon sugar

2 teaspoons dark soy sauce

1/4 cup Japanese rice wine

vinegar

3 tablespoons sesame oil

Chinese egg noodles

Finely julienned seeded and
peeled cucumber and fresh

cilantro leaves

Heat the peanut oil in a pan to
nearly smoking.

Add the peanuta, stir once and
turn off the heat. Allow to sit

about 10 minutes in the oil until

the peanuts are a light golden
color. Remove the peanuts with a

slotted apoon to a food procewsor
and reserve the oil.

Grind the peanuts to a coarse
paste. Add 1/4 cup of the reserved

oil, a splash of the tea, the ginger,
garlic, chile peppers,salt and
sugar and continue to grind. Add

the soy sauce and vinegar and
grind some more. Remove to a

mixing bowl and stir in the oil, by

hand. Stir in the remaining tea
until the sauce il smooth.

Serve over Chinale egg noodle,
that have been cooked, drained,
run under cold water to stop the
cooking, drained again, then toued
with 1 teaspoon of sesame oil per

1/2 pound of cooked noodles. Use
2/3 cup peanut sauce for every
pound of cooked noodles and serve
with the following garnishes: Fine-
ly julienned seeded and peeled
cucumber and fresh cilantro

leaves.

Note: Leftover peanut sauce
will keep for at least a week in a
covered container in the refriger-
ator.

SHANGHAI NOODLES WITH PORK

AND NAPA CABBAGE

Serves 2 as part of ameal
3/4 pound napa cabbage or

Chinese mustard greens

1/2 cup Julienned bamboo
shoots

2 teaspoons salt

1/2 pound pork loin, cut into

julienned strips

3 tablespoons dark soy sauce

2 teaspoons sugar

Be historically accurate
Old-fashioned paints o/Ter true colors, authenticity

CAP) - When it's time for some inte-
rior decorating in your period home,
think paint. Not only is interior paint-
ing an easy way to make a room look
clean and fresh, it's relatively inex-
pensive too.

Thanks to the many fine companies
that offer historical paint lines, old-
house owners won't sacrifice authen-
ticity when making thiB choice.

Of course, like everything else, paint
and the way it's made has changed
over the years - for the better. Some
paint companies base their historical
paint lines on documentary research.

Usually this includes old color
cards, product information and books.
Some go a step further and base a his-

torical paint color on physical
research conducted on existing period
buildings.

Layer after layer of old paint is
carefully removed until the original
coating is found. Samples are taken of
this original coating and through lab-
oratory analysis a reproduction color,
based on its pigment, is duplicated in
a modern paint.

You must remember, though, that
ourtaite• today aren't nece-arily the

same ag those of our ancestors.
With this in mind, some companies

have modified period colors to appeal
to the modern eye.

Unfortunately, many suppliers don't
teII you when theive done this, so if
you're striving for a museum-like
reproduction in your home, you'll have
to study the color cards carefully.

If not, these slight adaptations
shouldn't matter.

Paint has changed through the ages.
Prior to 1700, whitewash was a popu-
lar interior paint used in the Colonies.
An inexpensive and easily available
mixture of slaked lime and water, it
resembled liquid plaster. (You can still
find whitewash paints in some histori-
cal lines.) Easy to use, whitewash was
a way to make things look clean and

neat.

One problem with whitewash,
though, was its impermanence. It did-
n't last long and washed off easily
with water.

Another early paint that goes back
to the founding of this country is milk
paint. Often preferred for interior
work because it didn't have an
unpleasant odor - like the alao avail-
able oil-based paints - milk, as its
name implies, was used as the water
and binder.

No matter what type of paint you're
talking about, if it was made before
the onset of the commercial paint
industry (around 1860-1870), it was
hand-mixed.

So you didn't see the uniform con-
sistency that we take for granted

The coloring agents or pigmentr
used in early paints were largelj
earth-based For example, Dome redi
came from iron oxide, yellows from-
ocher, black from lamp black, and.

All Detroit
Edison employees and contract personnel
carry Detroit Edi,on photo-ID badges.

1 If you are not sure about an employ-

ee's identification, or to verify work to be
done in or around your home, call Detroit
EdiSOn at (800) 477-4747.

1 Do not allow entry to your home to
people who claim to ofTer a Detroit Edison
refund. Detroit Edison employees NEVER
deliver cash refunds or rebates" to cus-
tomers' homes.

I Do not pay for tree trimming work
performed by Detroit Edison or a Detroit
Edison contractor. The utility does not
charge for line clearance work. Before
trunming crews start work in a neighbor-
hood, cuatomers are mailed notices about
the work to be done.

I Call the police if you believe the per-
sonia a thief or a *cam artimt.
