Standards.

Itt has become very popular to
call for teacher testing, but this
also improves their skills," he
said. The yearlong certification
process involves teacher training
and review of the teachers' tech-

niques, by video taping class-
room sessions for later analysis.
Although the certification pro-
cess is widely used in some other
states, only a few Michigan
teachers are undergoing the cer-
tification process presently, he
said.

Studies have shown profound"
advancement in the achievement

of students, Austin contended, of
those teachers who go through
the program.

Austin also advocates expand-
ing charter schools as another
means of giving parents an alter-
native to vouchers.

"We have to very aggressively
provide new choices in the com-
munity. We've got to make that
happen to make sure that no
kids are trapped in poor schools,"
Austin said, "but I don't think
any kid is trapped now."

He calls for modernization of

school buildings and reduced
class sizes and other important
reforms.

Patrick also advocates

addressing the issue through

expansion of the charter Ichools
He noted that the state already
has that system in place and it i,
showing good results. He argued
that there is more demand for
enrollment in charter schools

than those schools have seats, so
he sees that as evidence of the

need for more charters.

Accountability
Patrick strongly disagrees

with those who say charter
schools are not held to the same

accountability standards u pub-
lic schools. In fact, he believes

they are more accountable.
Charter schools are subject to
Freedom of Information laws

and the Open Meetings Act, and
if documents aren't available

from the management compa-
nies sometimes hired to manage
charter schools on a day-to-day
basis, that's no different that
how other government agencies
deal with their contractors.

Records held in the offices of

those contractors do not become

subject to the FOL And when
critics gay charter schools don't
have to give out information
about their teachers, Patrick
responds that all that informa-
tion about the background of the
teachers is already on hand in
state offices because they have to
submit it to the state education

department to receive teacher
certification.

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City should be careful
when eyeing Wilcox plan

The Plymouth City Commission is soon going to be asked to put its money where
its mouth is.

Several weeks after adopting an ordinance that limits construction to 50 feet in
the city limits, D&P Ventures unveiled a multi-million-dollar plan for a high-rise
condominium complex in the heart of downtown.

D&P Ventures, you'll recall, owns the 2.5 acres across from Kellogg Park common-
ly known as the Wilcox property. Their plan, which goes to the planning commission
next month, shows a six-story structure housing at least 50 condos, with under-
ground parking.

We've done the math and,
unles; each story is only eight
feet high, that complex will far
exceed the 50-foot limit

imposed in the new ordinance.

According to Plymouth build-
ing inspector Jim Penn, the

plans call for a 75-foot high
complex.

The developers hope to get around the ordinance by approaching the project as a
Planned Unit Development. The idea would be that the city would give in on the
height restriction in return for control over other aspectz of the project.

The plan calls for the use of brick, along with setting the buildings back away
from the sidewalk. They're going to save the Wilcox house, although the exact plans
for that structure are still fuzzy. A 150-year-old tree will stay.

D&P's Stan Dickson assures the property won't dwarf the park. "Height may be
an issue in some people's eyes, but it will be offset by the aesthetics and use of the
land," he says.

Still, it's a little disconcerting to think of Kellogg Park - and the heart of down-
town, for that matter - being swallowed up by high-rise complexes The new
Mayflower Centre is already going to exceed the height restriction, and the owner of
the Penn Theater wants to add condos above his building.

The city is about as built out as it can get, go property owners and developers are
doing the next best thing - they're building up.

City commissioners haven't yet had adequate time to study the plan. But they
were adamant at their Oct. 16 meeting that the height ordinance be enacted and fol-
lowed. While courts of law have looked with disdain on governments trying to tell
owners what to do with their property, we urge the commission to look long and
hard before giving up that kind of control to any developer.

1. FUNDING.

This proposal will divert scarce re•ources from
Plymouth-Canton Community Schook and the
other 554 public school districti in Michigan. In
Plymouth-Canton, we pride our,elve, on having
our high school students' MEAP scores among the
top 10 in metro-Detroit, while having the lowest
per pupil spending of the other nine districta.
This year we receive $6,505 per student while
neighboring Livonia receives $7,605

We are still coping with the financial con-
straint,1 enacted only six years ago under Propoe-
al A. We simply cannot afford to fall farther
behind in a time when the demands to become

more competitive continually increaie.
2. CHOICE. Our founders made a conacioun

choice in the nation'H first con•titution to include
a •pecific prohibition againit the appropriation of
public funds for the use of me€tarian or religioui

inatitutions. Parents who choose public over pri-
vate, or private over public, education make con-
scious, responsible decisions, and I support their
right to do so.

3. DEMOCRACY. Public schools are where our

children learn about genuine democracy. By
changing the constitution, it is likely the great
strides we have made toward breaking down bar-
riers with respect to race, religion, ethnicity,
social standing and disability, could take steps
backward.

4. MAJORITY. America's vast majority, 46.5
million children and their parents choose public

In Plymouth-Canton. we have more than
16,000 students for the third consecutive year

attending our 22 schools; and, in Michigan the
m,jority of students are educated in public
achook. A key principle of democracy is doing
what is best for the majority.

5. ACCOUNTABILITY. Proposal I has no pro-
vision, for accountability for tax dollars that go to
nonpublic schools. Should an abdication ofsuch a
basic taxation principle be cemented into our
•tate constitution? I think not.

Changing the Michigan Constitution im funla-
mentally wrong for Plymouth-Canton. It is
wrong for the children we serve, for our staff who
provide educational opportunities everyday, for
our parents and community ridents who are
our partners, and for our democratic future.

Leave it in place until saturated,
sweep and repeat aB necessary.

Linda referred to stains that

are the thick, dark, crusty kind,
where an oil-dripping vehicle has
been parked for some time.

Since my dad was a mechanic,
our garage floor looked like an
oil stain test area. I should know

more about this, but Linda, you
made me do a little research.

Drawing on some personal
experiences and thia research, I

have a few possible solutions. I
wish I could give you a more con-
crete (no pun intended) answer.
You may have to try several of
these to find which one works

the best.

Power wash it

If there's any thick, crusty
grease, remove as much of it as
possible. Scraping will work, but
a power washer works better,
and is much easier.

With the crust out of the way,
try any, some or all of these:

1 Apply a heavy coat of con-
centrated laundry detergent on
the dry stain. Scrub this with a
stiff bristle brush, rinse and

repeat (after the concrete is dry)
as necessary

I Sprinkle a layer of dry dish-
washer detergent on the wetted
concrete surface. Cover this with

plastic to keep it wet for an hour
or two. Remove the plastic and
pour boiling water on it, scrub
and rinse. Protect your hands
and eyes and keep the area well
ventilated.

for removing stains on concrete.
Follow label directions.

 Soak the concrete with

water. Apply a citrus-based sol-
vent such as De-Solv-It (avail-

able at hardware stores or jani-
torial supply centers) and scrub.
Rinse with water.

1 Cover the area with dry
Portland cement powder. This is
available at most lumberyards

and concrete suppliers.
This powder can be substitut-

ed with pre-mixed concrete
(Quikrete) available at home
improvement and many hard-
ware stores. Let this sit for a day
or two. Sweep the powder into a
bag and dispose of it. Repeat as
necessary. Watch the weather
forecast. Water will harden and

bond the dry cement to the con-
crete surface. Protect your skin,

eyes and lungs from the cement
powder.

1 Make a paste of water, glyc-
erin and diatomaceous earth and

spread a thick layer over the
stain. Keep it mout for about a
week by covering with plastic or
adding more paste. Remove and
dispose of the plute, then rin,e.

Diatomaceoul earth i, normal-

ly used as a filter alint and
should be available at any swim-
ming pool supplier.

I've had success with the laun-

dry detergent and dishwasher
detergent methods. Some stain
still was left, and the concrete
around the stain was lighter
than the surrounding area.

When all else fails

If all else fails, you may wish
to color coat the concrete. I like

the water-based concrete stains

over alkyd paints or epoxies.
They are much easier to use,
they come in many colors and
don't have a strong odor or leave
a slick surface as the alkyds and
epoxies do. On the down side,
they sametimea.are discolored or
lifted by tires and may need to

be re-coated more oken than the
others.

On the other hand, alkyds and
epoxies tend to flake and peel in
damp situations. The stains and
paints will also ,eal the concrete
helping to prevent further oil
staing.

Catch it

If you do notice that you have
a vehicle that i• dripping oil, it'i
begt to catch it before it reachea
the surface. Put a cookie sheet

filled with kitty litter, sawdust or
even sand under the drip. When
the material ie saturated, dia-
pose of it. Some communities
may require this be taken to a
waste facility.

Here are a few thoughts about
ecology.

 Take good care of hoses, filters on your washing machine
That trusty but unexciting

washing machine is probably
every household's hardest-work-

idappliance.
uiven zero attention, they pro-

duce load after load of clean

laundry all year long. But with a
shiall amount of care and

upkeep, a washing machine
coAld provide many more years
otwhiter whites and brighter

brights.
Maintaining a washer is really

quite simple. The best place to
start is the water supply hoses
(one for hot, one for cold). Faulty
hoses are a common and expen-
give cause of household floods.

One defective hose can leak up
to 4,000 gallons per day if left

unattended. Appliance industry
analysts see the potential for

damage growing with the
increased installation of washing
machines on upper floors.

Once a year, check that hoses
are not kinked or bent. Replace
hoses if they bulge or kinks can't
be straightened. For best results,

replace rubber or vinyl homes
(faulty or not) with braided, flex-
ible, stainless steel connectors.

Such hoses are widely available
at major home improvement
retailers or through local
plumbers.

New, strong stainless steel
connectors can prevent the type
of flooding experienced recently

by a family in Virginia. Their
water damage nightmare that
occurred when their washing
machine's rubber hose burst,
flooding their home as they vaca-
tioned in Hawaii. All told, the
flooding affected every room in
the house and produced losses
totaling more than $170,000.

Insqrance industry sources
estimate the cost of such claims

have reached $150 million each

year. State Farm Insurance cal-
culatn,4 *hat 13,500 recent wash-
ing machine hose claims aver-

aged $3,500 each. Some insurers
now even require homeownen to

connect washing machines with
stainless steel hoses.

Once your hoses are secure,
try these other quick tips for a
more contented washing
machine:

1 When checking supply
hosea, also inspect the drain
hose. Replace if creased or
crimped.

1 Change in-line water filters
annually to ensure an unre-

stricted flow of water to your
washer. There is a filter at both

the hot and cold water inlets,
just inside the intake ports
where the supply connectors

ti
attach.

1 Ammonia, chlorine bleach,
abrasives and solvents can dam-

age washer cabinets clad in syn-
thetic enamel. Protect surface,

accordingly.
1 Do not spray pre-waoh mil

and stain removers onto Tar-
ments on top of washer, u they
can corrode painted and plutic
parts such as the control panel
and dials.

Heflections abound. If you tune

Vlith building glass and metal
surfaces, the reflected image will
nearly always be distorted into a
surteal, dreamlike quality.

.

Mirrors, on the other hand,
provide the truest reflections.
Mirror reflections can be Bo life-

like it may be difficult to distin-
guish between the actual scene
and the reflected one. A photog-
rapher can often use this effect
to his advantage to produce
some surprising relults.

When photographing mirror
reflections, study your composi-
tion carefully and get in the
viewfinder only what you desire.
You may even want yourself in
the picture for an unusual self-
portrait.

Use a small aperture to get as
much depth-of-field as poasible.
This is necessary to keep both
the reflected image and the
scene surrounding the mirror in
focus.

Water, as artists anki photogra-
phers have long known, is the
greatest source of reflection,
offering a great range of photo-
graphic possibilities.

On a calm, clear morning, a
body of water can become an
enormous mirror, reflecting
almost perfect images of clouds,
mountains, trees and boats. Just

after dawn is the best time to
find glass-*mooth water, before
the warming air itirs up breezes.

Water can alio fragment
reflections. Slight surface undu-
lations can result in an image
with Boft overtones while pro-
nounced ripples can produce an
abstract Kene or even a collage
of reflected colors.

Don't limit yourself to reflec-
tions that you happen upon. You
can create your own, too.

Mix up a batch of soap bubbles
and you'll be surpriaed at the
reflected pictures you'll be able
to capture on film.

Or take a piece of crinkled alu-
minum foil and tape it to a sheet
of cardboard. Place brightly col-
ored subjects in front of it and
photograph the reflections in the
aluminum to obtain dazzling
photographic effects.

Property rightsHow to treat your mower
Homeowners need to know 'em

for another year of service

TODAY, HOMEOWNER MAGAZINE

It's tempting at the end of
mowing season to wheel your
mower into the garage and for-
get it. But a little maintenance
will protect your mower for the
winter and ensure it will start

in spring. Although some
details will vary depending on
your specific mower and
thether it is a walk-behind or
riding model, the basic steps
are the same. It boils down to

deaning, inspecting, lubricating
and servicing the fuel system
and battery.

- . Step one is a thorough clean-
ing, says John Held of Simplici-
ty Manufacturing. Removing
dirt and grime makes it easier
to find problems like a worn
fuel line or a chafed electrical

. eble. Next, touch up scratches

and dings with paint to prevent
rust. Then lubricate; the
owner's manual will indicate

locations. Where oiling is
required, use motor oil. Where
grease fittings are visible, apply
lithium grease.

After you have checked the
blade for excess wear and

cracks, sharpen it on a grinder
or with a file. If it needs more

than a light sharpening, make
sure it's balanced before

remounting it. When inspecting
the blade, check drive belts,

replacing any that appear worn.
or cracked.

Manufacturers generally rec-
ommend you drain the fuel sys-
tem or treat fuel with a stabiliz-

er. If you add stabilizer to the
tank. run the mower for a few
minutes to distribute the fuel

throughout the system. Also
treat fuel in your gas can if you

won't use it in other equipment.
Tb help prevent corrosion on

the piston and cylinder walls,
some manufacturers suggest
removing the spark plug and
squirting motor or fogging oil
into the spark plug hole.
Although this won't do any
harm, says Held, it probably is
not necessary.

If you haven't changed the oil
recently, do it now If the oil is
relatively clean, you can leave it
in the mower over the winter.

Also check the air filter, and
clean if necessary The battery
can be left in place with the
negative cable removed or con-
nected to an automatic trickle

charger, but the best choice is to
remove it, fully charge it and
store it in a cool, dry place.
Clean posts with a wire brush,
and protect them with dielectric
Bilicene or petroleum jelly.

Most home buyers don't know that their rights
are literally up in the air.
«Buying a home entails more than just the

bricks, foundation and lawn," says Richard Roll,
president of American Homeowners A/sociation.
"In most cases, your rights include the air above
your home and access to water and property
around it. Make sure your right, are covered in
the contract."

Typically, the air rights on a single-family home
are implied. But if you own a condo or co-op in a
multi-family dwelling, air rights should be spelled
out clearly in your contract.

Riparian rights extend to homes on a river, typi-
cally set at the local level through the building
code office. Make sure you are clear on your rights;
it may affect whether you can build a dock or
anchor a boat out in the water.

These are other rights that affect a home border-
ing a lake or sea. In most of theee cases. you would
own the land up to the high-water mark. Watch out
for restrictions on the land called "encumbrances

that could affect your home's value and hindef a
clear transfer oftitle.

Easements are rights held by other people to use
your land for a particular use. For example, if you
live in a rural area, another family may have,an
easement right to use your land for access to their
property from a public road. ..

"Covenants, condition, and restrictions" in con-
tracts (or CC&Ila) are agreements among people or
property owners that affect the land in any way
They may control, for example, the architecture or
appearance of your home as well as use of the
property around it.

An encroachment happen, when astructure or
entity was mistakenly placed on a neighbor': prop-
erty, for example a fence that straddle, the proper-
ty line. An encroachment may cauae a problem
when you try to sell the property because it clouds
the titte.

It is your job to understand your rights and to
make sure they appear in the saies contract. You
may wish to hire your own real estate attorney to
evaluate your contract.
