You know spring is near when
the Frienda of the Rouge begins
seeking volunteers for its annual
frog and toad survey in the
Rouge River watershed.

The environmental organiza-
tion welcomes volunteers of all
ages from Wayne, Oakland and
Washtenaw counties to work on

the survey, which runs during
the amphibians' mating season.

The tallying - which must be
done a minimum of four

evenings between mid-March
and July - will help save willife
and also gauge efforts to clean
up the Rouge, because the peep-
ers and croakers are sensitive
indicators of environmental

quality, according to Sally
Petrella, survey director.

No prior knowledge is neces-
sary - six two-hour training ses-
sions are scheduled in the three
counties from Feb. 17 to March

17 and all necessary materials
are provided, she said. Children
must be accompanied by an
adult.

Volunteers are asked to go out-
side to their assigned block -
which might be their back yard -
on damp, windless evenings and
record what they hear and don't
hear, Petrella said.

Frogs and toads are easy to
survey because they are calling
in the spring to attract mates,"
said Petrella, who came to the
Friends in November from the

Nature Conservancy.
Her predecessor, John Binga-

mon, 8 now working on a mas-
ter's degree in education.

Audio tapes from the training
sessions will help volunteers
identify the calls of from eight to
10 species of frogs and toads.

By noting what they hear on
a map," said Petrella, volunteers
will provide data "about the loca-
tions of wildlife that can be

saved from development (or) pro-
tected or enhanced."

She said the roughly 200 vol-
unteers annually the past three
years have "given hints about
the relationship between land-
use and the quality of wildlife
habitat.

"For example, th€·re were
fewer species fuund in areas with
large amounts of impervious sur-
faces" - roads, rooftops and
parking lots, Petrella said.

Although more species have
been found in the headwaters

region in central Oakland, west-
ern Wayne and eastern Washte-
naw counties, as many as five
species can be heard in the high-
ly urbanized areas of Redford
Township and Dearborn.

Using volunteers, she said,
"makes it possible to cover a
large area at low cost, while pro-
viding an opportunity to con-

tribute to valuable research and
learn about the natural environ-
ment at the same time.

"For many people,- she said,
survey participation "is a life-
changing experience:

The Friends Nurvey is not the
same as the Michigan Depart-
ment of Natural Resources sun
vey: It is watershed-wide and
not statewide, for one thing, and
for another, volunteers are asked
to survey within a quarter-mile-
square section.

It was consolation for Ply-

mouth Canton'• wrestlers, but it

Association championihip.
Still, it was the next best

thing, going up against cross-
creek rival Plymouth Salem.
Both teams finished second in

their respective WLAA divisions,
pitting them against each other
in the league's dual-meet
crossover.

The satisfaction - earned,

deserved - was palpable. Jim
Spiewak didn't attempt to hide
it. Didn't want to. No need to.

The Redford Catholic Central

team captain slumped against
the boards at Trenton's Kennedy
Recreation Center, grinning,
sweat streaming down his face.
"Man," he remarked as he wait-
ed his turn to face the Fox News

TV cameras, 1 am so tired right
now."

He went on to describe his

third-period goal as -garbage,"
adding, "but I'll take it." So will
his CC teammates, gladly.

ed: the overflow crowd sat in
stunned silence.

There was good reason.

Although CC has captured the
last two state championships, it
has not enjoyed any recent suc-
cess on Trenton's ice.

'The seniors had never won

here," noted Spiewak. That was
motivation enough: 'We came
out flying," he said. "We had to

take the crowd out of the game
quick, and we did.'

The crowd might have been
quieted, but the Trojand weren't
about to be silenced. -We're a
confident team,- said Trenton

coach Mike Turner. l'hey put us
in a hole (early), but we thought
we could come back.

Mark your calendar for the Great Backyard

Bird Count - Feb. 16-19.

During this time period the Cornell Laborato-
ry of Ornithology in Ithaca, New York, is asking
people to submit data about birds seen at their
feeders, parks, schoolyards or any other areas.

This year marks the fourth year that this web
based project has been providing information
about the location of birds during ilie wintel.

It was started by the Cornell Laboratory of
Ornithology in an effort to gather information
on the movements of birds during winter. Scien-
tists can take the Christmas Count data gath-
ered from late December to early January and
compare it with this mid-February count.

All data will be submitted by the Internet to
Cornell's web site www.birdsource.org. Immedi-
ate feedback is provided to all those entering the
site, because information is updated every hour
so you can see where certain species of birds are
concentrated.

Last year 64,000 people provided observations
to this project. Will they reach the 100.000 mark
this year? If you participate that could happen.

Individuals. schools and groups of various
kinds are encouraged to participate. Informa-
tion can be submitted for one of the four days,
all four days, or any combination.

All they ask is that you identify th€· species of
bird, count the highest number of individuals of
that species seen at any time that day and
record the amount of time you spend counting
the birds. Then log onto the web site and submit
your data.

This could be a project for school groups with
feeders in their courtyard. They could see their
data contributing to a scientific study and real-
ize how valuable amateurs can be when collect-

ing data. Students will see animated maps and
colorful graphs that incorporate their data.

This would be a great integrated learning
experience. As an encouragement to get
involved, the lab is willing to provide a prize for
groups that make a contest of who ran con-
tribute the most observations.

If you do not have a computer you can go to
your local library and use their computer to get
on the Internet. In fact, the lab is encouraging
libraries to alert patrons of the count dates anc!
that they can use their computers ftir submit-
ting data.

Families with bird feeders can spend time
during the day getting a high count for each
species. This is a good way to refresh identifica-
tion skills.

Livonia resident Mary Mohnesi has
bowled another 300 game'.

nial first ball, which drew pledges of

The ball was a perfect strike, so
each one contributed $100 to the
scholarship fund. A total of $5,000 in
scholarship funds was awarded to
the winning youth bowlers.

The most noteworthy performance
was by Lewis Saad, who at age 97,
rolled games of 200-180-193 for a 573
series.

His 54 per game handicap adds up
to 735 taking first place overall
among the seniors.

Saad's score also helped his youth
doubles partner. 15-year-old Tim
Storer of Redford to fourth place in
doubles and $500 in scholarship
money.

The high score among the kids was
708 actual plus 90 handicap (798 J by
15-year-old Nick Hidalgo of Redford,
earning him $1,000 in scholarship
money.

The other singles scholarship win-
ners included Karlos Williams, 15,
594 + 105 = 699 ($500); Chris Ehren-
berg, 533 + 156 = 689 ($5004 11-
year-old Steven Cunningham of Red-
ford, 394 + 288 = 682 ($500).

In doubles, Nick Hidalgo win first
place but can only cash once, so 2nd
place finisher 10-year old Joel Holder
of Redford with help from Jim Rosni
won $750.

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Adventurous couple have warm feelings for Antarctica

Now that they've been toAntarctica, Marty and Inis
Haron from Farmington

Hills have traveled to all seven
continents.

Every year come late fall, in
the calm before the storm of tax
time, this CPA and his wife, an
interior designer, take a month-
long vacation. Marty makes the
decision on where they will go.
Lois does the planning. He
reads everything. I do all the
detail work. That's my joy," she
says.

So far, they've traveled in
South Africa, Kenya, Australia,
New Zealand, India, Nepal,
Egypt, Morocco, the Sahara
Desert, China, Singapore and all
over western Europe.

They've also been to 46 of the
50 states, including driving to
Alaska, and to 10 of 11 Canadian
provinces.

Their trip this past December
on the Russian icebreaker Kapi-
tan Dranitsyn may not be for
everyone. The tour, conducted in
English, attracted 71 people
from 13 countries, although the
ship can accommodate 106. The
ship departed from Ushuaia,
Argentina, the southern-most
city in the world, with its Rus-
sian crew of 53.

Buying and packing for the
trip was an adventure in itself.
They took 140 pounds of lug-
gage, part of which was based on
dressing for two totally different
elimates. That's because they
also spent some time in Buenos
Aires and Iguazu Falls on the
Argentine/Brazil border where
they experienced summer-time
temperatures.

Their clothes and equipment
for Antarctica included the lay-
ers and new fabrics that are now
de rigueur for cold weather.

Think Polar Tech and Gortex -

no cotton. Twice a day, whether
it was exploring the Falkland
Islands, South Georgia, the

South Orkneye, the South Shet-
lands or the Antarctic Peninsula,
they suited up for the ride to
solid ground via one of five Zodi-
aca, a type of rubberized dinghy.

No sandy shores or man-made
docks greeted them. They waded
ashore from wherever the dinghy
could let them off. "Everything's
a wet landing," Marty said. He
inquired whether if they fell off
the boat and into the water what
their life expectancy might be.
l'hey told me two to four min-
utes...and that they hadn't lost
anyone yet."

Clothing
*We had expensive boots that

our shoes could fit inside," Lois
described. They wore them wjth
thin socks. *Our feet were never

cold for any reason," she main-
tained. It also was crucial to
have -gaiters" that waterproofed
their legs from where the top of
the boot to the knee. As it turned
out air temperatures generally
were in the low 308 and they had
lots of sun. But the Antarctic

wind didn't often let up. The only
clothing item they hadn't
thought to bring was a face
mask.

Naturalists on board regularly
gave them background on what
they would see and experience.

What they saw included seals,
whales, seven different species of
penguins and dozens of bird
species, including the albatross
and giant petrel. "Penguins bray,
they sound like donkeys," Marty
reported. l'hey all sound differ-
ent," Lois said, "because the
mother can identify her chick."

They looked out on the largest
king penguin colony anywhere -
180,000 pairs in St. Andrews
Bay. "They were all over, every-
where you looked."

Many were losing their feath-

ers and appeared as if they were
in various stages of undress.
During the three-week molting
period, they can't go in the water
and they don't eat, Marty
explained.

What they experienced includ-
ed 20-21 hours of daylight,
breath-taking scenery and vivid
sunsets. Even in this Antarctic
wonderland, politics reared its
head. The British, who claim the
Falklands, refused to let any
Argentine citizens ashore due to
the bitterness stemming from
the Falkland War. So while the

rest of the passengers spent Bev-
eral days exploring the islands,
the Argentineans either were
confined to the ship or cruised
the waters by Zodiac.

Lois and Marty saw the first of
the icebergs in the South Geor-
gia area where Orca whales
search among them for prey.
They arose at 6 a.m. to walk out
on pack ice right in the middle of
the ocean. "The ice bre,ker just
crushes a path through ice that
is at least 10 feet thick," Lois
explained. "You have to be on an
ice breaker to do this."

-We were all impressed with
the ship," she said. Their state-
rooms were small and there was
no television. But there was a
small exercise room and the food
was both varied and good.
"Instead of Baked Alaska, we
had Baked Antarctica," she
noted.

Favorable weather allowed

them to land on Elephant Island
in the South Shetlands, where
some passengers took a swim in
the thermal waters. There they
saw two varieties of penguins -
the chin strap and the Inacaroni.
Penguins mate for life,- Lois
said. They take turns keeping
their chick warm."

centuries-old blue ice.

"We did Zodiac cruising
through the icebergs," Ias said.
l'he scenery was gorgeous.»

There, the penguins were the
shortest they had seen, with
hardly any neck and fur that
came down to their feet.

They're very compact," she
said. "Nature did a good job."

They were scheduled to go far-
ther into Antarctica than they
did. But the sun came out and
the captain wanted them to see
the Lemaire Channel, also
known as the Kodak Gap and
the Fuji Funnel, in full sunlight.
So they headed back a little
early.

Returning to Ushuaia took two
full days. Normally Drake Pas-
sage around Cape Horn is the
roughest body of water in the
world, Marty said. Luckily, It
was just like a lake."

But Antarctica is the first
place to which they will return.

I'd like to go to the other side
on the Ross Sea," Marty said. a
voyage that would embark from
Tasmania.

Some oils have good flavor, but lack
the body to give lift to baked
desserts.

The best all around ingredient for
baking is unsalted (sweet) butter. If
you must eliminate butter entirely
from your diet, stick to fruit or no-fat
desserts.

Mayan pasAion for this chocolate bever-
age.

When Conquistador Hernan Cortez
arrived in Central America in 1519,

the Emperor Montezuma led him to
Maniapeltec, "the royal plantation.0

Cortez'M return to Spain marked the
beginning of the demise of chocolate'I
noble savagery. The popularity of
chocolate u a beverage spread rapidly
throughout the country.

The JeBUits enhanced its loving
reception by decreasing its harsh exotic
nature and sweetened it by replacing
the original foreign spices with vanilla
and sugar. Chocolate was consumed at
a high price by Spain's wealthy upper
class.

By the early 17th century, this f.h-
ionable chocolate drink infiltrated

much of Europe, but it was *till eonsid-
ered a wealthy person's drink. Choco-
late's popularity increased once
Parisians started processing it in the
solid form, and it became a a *taple of
the fancy Pariaian calh.

As the chocolate industry grew dur-
ing the centurie» that followed, the
consumer relationship with the prod-
uct changed ae well. Chocolate fhcto-
ries opened throughout Europe and
chocolate wu becoming mom available
to the common Per,on.

Chocolate merIngue: Dy these chocolate meringues with strawberries for Valentine's
Day for that special someone in your life.

Candy, especially chocolates, is a traditional
Valentine's Day dessert. But how can you present
your loved ones with tasty morsels that enhance,
not undermine, their health?

The secret is to offer sweets that are low in fat
and rich in health-protective ingredients. But
remember. portion size is just as important, even
for low-fat sweets, since calories from the sugar in
most sweets mount up quickly.

Fruit truffles make a great Valentine treat. In a
food processor or blender, grind 1/3 cup blanched
almonds that have been lightly toasted. Transfer
the ground nuts to a bowl and then process several
types of dried fruit, like pitted prunes and apricots
- a total of 1 cup - until finely chopped. Pulse in
the zest of 1 lemon, 2 tablespoons of the ground
nuts, 1 tablespoon orange juice, 1 tablespoon
honey and 1/4 teaspoon cinnamon.

According to the American Dietetic Association,
chocolate contributes less than two percent of
dietary fat consumed in the United States. The
majority of dietary fat comes from full-fat dairy
products. meats and grain products.

Fortunately for chocolate lovers, not all fat is cre-
ated equal. The fat in chocolate comes from cocon
butter, which is compriaed mainly of palmitic and
stearic acid (saturated fats) and oleic acid (monosat-

urated fat). Each of these fats are present in
chocolate in almost equal one-third amounts.

Oleic acid. also found in olive oil, is
believed to lower both total cholesterol and
LDL (low-density lipoprotein) or -bad- cho-
lesterol. And although past research con-
cluded saturated fatty acids are the most
potent plasma cholesterol-raising compo-

nents, stearic acid has a neutral effect on
blood cholesterol.

According to the ADA. a study conducted at Penn-
sylvania State University concluded that experimen-
tal diets containing milk chocolate. in both very high
amounts 4 10 oz./day) and more typical amounts i 1.65
oz./day), did not elevate plasma total and LDL cho-
lesterol concentrations.

The study examined 18 healthy men for 26 days
while they followed four separate experimental
diets. then for another month when they returned to

their regular diets.

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Women are just as likely to be at risk for heart attack
Sue had just turned 33 when

the unthinkable happened. She
was waiting in the customer ser-
vice line at the store one morn-
ing, her young child in tow,
when a heart attack struck out
of nowhere.

Luckily, she made it to the
hospital in time, and is now
recovering with the help of regu-
lar appointments with a Univer-
sity of Michigan cardiologist and
rehabilitation program. But her
heart attack, which came with-
out any warning symptoms,
changed her life forever. It also
changed her attitudes about who
gets heart disease.

"I thought this was more of a
men's condition." she says today.
"Now, I'm becoming more aware
of how young people can have
heart attacks. with no known
history of cardiac disease. and
how it can happen to anybody.
including a lot of females - more
than I had thought.

Sue's story should help all
women realize the danger they
face from heart disease - and the
steps they can take to prevent it
- at any age, says U-M Health
System cardiologist and assis-
tant professor of internal
medicine Claire Duvernoy, M.D.

"Most women in thus country
perceive themselves as not
threatened by cardiovascular
disease, but the fact is that it's
the most common killer of
women in the country." Duver-
noy Mays. If you ask mr):,t

women, they']l tell you that the
major threat to their life and
health is cancer. especially
breast cancer. I don't want to

downplay the significance of can-
cer, but more women die of heart
disease in the U.S. than die of all

forms of cancer combined."

Another thing that surprises
many women. she continues. is
that more women than men die
of heart disease. and that women

who get heart disease often fare
worse overall than men. They
may fail to take preventive
steps. recognize symptoms, man-
age their other heart-damaging
health conditions effectively. or
pursue the best treatment for a
heart problem.

Early diagnosis. and appropri-
ate measures to star·e off prob-
lems, are key to evening the
odd,4. Thats why the t'-11
Health System offerM its Preven-
tive Cardiology Service, where
women and men can be evaluat-
ed for their cardiovascular risk,

prescribed a range of preventive
strategies, and treated. Those
women who prefer a female car-
diologist can ask to be seen by
one.

Part of the reason for the dif-
ference between heart disease
death rates for women and men

is the difference in life span.
Women tend t„ develop serious
heart problems about 10 years
later than men Ho, but they live
longer overall. and advanced age
is a riwk factor for heart disen:e.

So is menopause - possibly due
in part to the fact that a
woman's level of estrogen. which
seems to protect the cardiovascu-
tar system, decrrases as she
approaches and enters

menopause.

Research study
Duverna€s own research

focuses on the effect of estrogen
on blood flow in small blood ves-

sels. Women who wish to enroll
in her clinical trials of hormone

replacenient therapy and hor-
inone alternatives cim call 734-
769-7100, ext.

Womrn are al>zo more likely
than nicil to have tht· kind of

chronic health problems. like
obt·sity. ditibete: anti high blood
pressure. that can harm the car-
dinvi™cular syst.em over time.
More girls and women are smok-
ing at volinger ages. posing a
long-term risk to their heart. All

of these factors can remove the

heart-risk advantage that
younger women have over men
their age.

These "co-morbidities", or
existing conditions, not only help
cause heart disease - they can
also make a woman who has
heart disease harder to treat and

less likely to do well after treat-
ment.

"Once a woman's been diag-
nosed with heart disease, she
does not have as good a progno-
sis on average as a man of her
age group who has been diag-
noKed. hhe says.

Part of the problem in Ameri-
can health care as a whole,
Duvernoy says, is that doctors
and other health care providers
have the same skewed percep-
tions as women themselves.

They may not be as quick to con-
sider heart problems as a possi-
ble cause of a woman's symp-

Another problem involves

them. They may report their
warning signs as general
malaise, nausea, abdominal pain
or excessive fatigue, which don't
match the chest pain, gray color
and sweatiness that are widely
thought of as a heart attack's

typical" symptoms.
As a result, some women don't

seek medical attention quickly
enough, and when they do, they
may not get checked quickly for
a heart attack. That can hurt
their chances; early identifica-
tion and treatment of any heart
problem is key to making the
outcome as good as possible.

So, Duvernoy says, women
must learn what to look for, and
take symptoms seriously. lhe
message for women should be:
Be aware of your body."

Transferring assets to family mem-
ben to qualify is forbidden by long "look
back" periods.

Decisions

If long-term care is such a problem
then insurance is the only good answer,
right?

Last year, 98 people died in
Asidential fires in Michigan.
flore than 73 percent of those
deaths occurred in residences
where there were no or non-
working smoke detectors. Statis-
ties indicate that occupants of a
house with a smoke detector are
more than twice as likely to sur-
vive a fire as those without one.

Some detectors provide an
early warning that can allow res-
idents to escape before the house
is fully engulfed in flames," said
Lori Conarton, communications
director of the Insurance Infor-
mation Association of Michigan.

-Most fire victims die from
inhalation of smoke and toxic

gasses, rather than flames."
Aside from saving lives, smoke

detectors also reduce fire

injuries and help hold down
property losses. It is vital, how-
ever, that the devices be proper-
ly installed and maintained.

According to Conarton, smoke
alarms should be tested at least

once a month to ensure they are
working properly. Under most
circumstances it is recommended

that batteries be changed annu-
ally.

Follow directions
Smoke detectors should be

installed on each level of the

dwelling. The most important
locations are near bedrooms, at

the bottom of stairways, in hall-
ways and in the living room. The
units should be affixed to the

ceiling at least four inches from
the point where the ceiling
meets the wall.

The insurance industry
spokesperson also suggests plan-
ning and practicing use of alter-
nate escape routes in case of fire.
It is important to practice the
escape plan at least twice a year.
Also, family members should
agree upon a safe place to meet
once they are outside a burning
structure.

Former President Ronald Rea-

gan's recent fall at his home
points up a growing national
problem.

The National Safety Council
estimates that falls caused or led
to 17,100 deaths in America last

year. Of those, 9,600 of the ¥alls
occurred in homes.

While all age groups are vul-
nerable, eight of 10 of those
dying as a result of a fall are
older than 65. Falls are the No.

1 cause of injury-related death
for men 80 and older and for
women 75 and older.

Hip fractures, like the one suf-
fered by President Reagan. are

one of the most serious injuries
resulting from such falls. More
than 24 percent of all people suf-
fering a hip fracture die within a
year of the fall. Another 50 per-
cent never return to their prior
level of mobility or indepen-
dence.

The NSC offers these tips to
improve the home environment
to help prevent falls in the home:
• Keep the floors clear.

Reduce clutter and safely tuek
telephone and electrical cords
out of walkways.

1 Clean up grease, water and
other liquids immediately. Don't
wax ftoors.

1 Use non-skid throw rugs to
reduce the chance of slipping on
linoleum.

1 Install handrails in stair-

ways.

1 Install grab bars in the
bathroom (by toilets and in
tub/shower).

I Make sure living areas are
well lit to reduce the risk of trip-
ping and falling in the dark.

I Use a sturdy step stool with
handrails when reaching high
storage places.

The problem is expected to
grow as the nation's population
ages and health factors associat-
ed with aging increase the likeli-

hood that a fall will result in a

fatal or disabling fracture.
The NSC along with federal

government agencies and more
than a dozen other organizations
are forming a national coalition
to bring attention to the matter.

Falls in the home are

addressed in the Safety Agenda
for the Nation, a major NSC ini-
tiative to reduce unintentional

injuries and deaths in America.

The American Society of Employ-ers, with headquarters on North-
western Highway in Southfield's

busy office corridor, will be a 100 years
old next year.

The association's almost 100 years of
expertise has been tested with the dif-
ferent challenges of the past ten
decades.

Among the challenges in the '908 for
employers was finding good empliyees
in a tight job market.

The more than 1000-member not-for-

profit organization provides business
leaders with expert information and
classes in all personnel-related areas.
ASE's top leadership includes Mary
Lee Corrado of Canton. president of
ASE Member Services, and Michael

Burns of Farmington. president of HR
Management Group.

The new titles and responsibilities
for the two were announced in mid-

January Corrado has been with ASE

for 11 years; she began as a research
analyst. Burns. who has been with the

company 18 years, also started in
research. Corrado is a graduate of the
University of Michigan; Burns gradu-
ated from Detroit College of Law.

About 30 full-time employees work
for ASE. Interim HR people on assign-
ment and those waiting for new
assignments, trainers and consultants,
and a dozen or more experts on call
round out the staff.

Services to employers includes train-
ing, research, surveys on salaries and
benefits, management consulting ser-

vices, including supplemental HR
staffing, background investigations
and compensation program develop-
ment.

One of ASE's oldest members is

Associated Spring, marking 75 years
with the society this year. Associated is
part of a Fortune 500 company, the
Barnes Group Cynthia Phelps, human
resource manager for .Associated, often
calls on ASE for help.

"We utilize the salary survey data to

keep current with market salaries. The
benefit surveys are used to keep the
company competitive," she said. Associ-

ated also uses the research hotline and

training courses.
Associated recently moved into a

research facility in Plymouth ( 15150
Cleat Street off of Five Mile between

Beck and Sheldon) which houses the

firm'51 national sales force and applica-
tions engineering for product develop-
ment.

"We've got the broadest set of ser-
vices of any organization like this (in
Michigan 1." Burns said.

Their membership retention rate is
about 95 percent and includes giant
corporations like General Motors and
Ford. Dues start as low as $515 a year
for small firms. Burns noted that 80

percent of their member companies
have fewer than 500 employees.

About 80 such employer organiza-
tions exist in the United States. UWe

are the sixth largest in the country by
number of members," Burns said.

Our services and our reputation sell
themselves," Corrado said. Corrado

Through hooking up
with a larger consulting firm or shar-
ing office space with other practition-
ers, you can learn the mechanics of the
business. No matter how brilliant you
may be in your particular discipline,
there will always be questions about
billing, banking, office set-up. account-
ing, marketing and a million other
mundane but critical aspects of sur-
vival.

Never launch a solo career without

having at lea,lt one good client who has
already committed to giving you a sub-
stantial amount of business.

It is just too risky to hang out your
shingle and then worry about getting
clients. It can take months of market-

ing to result in paying aswignments.
It's better to be able to point to the
work you have done for Client A to
establish credibility with prospective
Client B.

Don't focus on failing - but what if
you do? Frankly, consulting experience
is sometimes viewed suspiciously or

Burns and Corrado both said the hottest job
markets are in the computer systems/informa-
