trative tasks and more time in

the community.
The police department also

began operating through the
Oakland County Court and Law
Enforcement System known as
CLEMIS Dec. 27. Vast amounts

of information between the

patrol officer and 70 other police
agencies in southeast Michigan
can be exchanged with the new
mobile computers which were
installed in patrol cars.

In 2000 the department earned
a first-place award in group 4
(26-49 officers) during the Michi-
gan Agsociation of Chiefs of
Police Traffic Safety Awards pre-
sented at the summer confer-

ence.

On April 4, the dozen women

Carter, who has been planning
the trip since 1993 and formed
the non-profit group Women-
Quest three years ago,said the
women range in age from 25 to
51. Among them are journalists
who will tell their story and doc-
ument it on video, film and

print.

Tonda students. -Our target
audience is pre-teen girls. They
gothrough such an image chal-
lenge.»

Carter, who was a Detroit
radio new, anchor before becom-
ing a lawyer and then a profes-
sor, said part of the reason for
the trip is because there ann't
too many one-time-only things
left to do.'

1 have inherent problems in paying some-
one a bonus to sign for a three percent
raise,* said McI)onald. "I can't, in good con-
science, vote for that.

McDonald and Byers also had concerns
about the lack of employee participation in
paying for health benefits. Under the con-
tract, the co-pay on prescriptions for new
employees hired after July 1,2001 will

increase from $2 to $5. According to infor-
mation from City Manager Paul Sincock,
-Ihis does not affect current employees and
allows the city to begin to address the signif-
icant and increasing cost of prescription cov-

erage. During the past year, the city paid
$133,290 in prescription claims.»

The city has also begun to address its

tion of our state's highways. It's almost
become a lesser-of-two-evils type of ques-
tion: Which do you despise more, orange
barrels or potholes?

Even given the tremendous need for
the funds necessary to bring our system
of state and county highways up to date,
the recent talk of an odometer tax levied

against drivers on state roads seems like
one of the silliest notions to come out of
Lansing in a long time.

In case you missed news coverage of
the proposed odometer tax, here's how it
would work: The state Department of
Transportation would somehow create its
own global positioning satellite network,
which would then track the number of

miles driven by each vehicle and calcu-
late a tax based on those miles.

So far, state officials have agreed to
contribute $20,000 toward a $700,000,
two-year study conducted by the Univer-
sity of Iowa and the University of Min-
nesota that seeks to identify alternative
road funding sources. Eight other states
are participating in the study.

Currently, state residents pay 19 cents
tax on each gallon of gasoline they buy,
which raises $943 million for the state's
roads. That'g admittedly a small portion
of the state's $1.5 billion road budget.

The idea of taxing people an equitable
amount for the services they use is a fair
one. But with the gasoline tax alrrady in
place, those who drive more frequently
than others do pay a greater share -
empecially persons who drive gas-guzzling
SUVs and other vehicles that get poor
gas mileage.

On behalf of a group that advocates

responsible gun ownership and backs
harsh penalties for violent criminals
who use guns to victimize others, I'm
appalled that Wayne County's new
prosecutor, Mike Duggan, let Detroit
City Councilman Clyde Cleveland
slide out of court with a slap on the
wrist despite the evidence indicating
that Cleveland savagely beat his wife
with a gun, causing her permanent
injuries.

Prosecutor Duggan ran on a plat-
form of zero tolerance for gun crimes.
He's been all over the state trying to
make sure that no law-abiding citizen
anywhere can ever obtain a concealed-
weapons permit and he's repeatedly
promised to prosecute gun owners for
even the slightest offense. Yet when a
horrible attack with a gan was made
upon an elderly woman in hi, own
county, Mr. Duggan saw fit the perpe-
trator a pass. And under the current
CCW law, Mr. Cleveland will be eligi-
ble to receive a new concealed weapons
permit in two years.

I have to wonder if the outcome

would have been any difrerent had
Cleveland just been an average citivn
instead of a Detroit City Councilman.

The injustice againit Mn. Cleveland
cannot be remedied by our criminal
justice s,tem due to Mr. Duggan'o
decision to allow aplea bargain for her
attacker.

Fuel Gas Code and submitted it
to the American Gas Associa-

tion. The revision specified that
clothes dryer exhaust and tran-
sition vents used in residential

applications shall not be con-
structed of coiled-wire foil or

plastic material. The proposal
also emphasizes that dryer
vents must be installed in accor-

dance with the manufacturer's

instructions.

Venting about metal
AHAM recommends that

vents should be constructed of

rigid sheet metal or corrugated
semi-rigid sheet metal. The cur-
rent code does not contain mate-

rial requirements for exhaust
and transition vents. Without

specific requirements, manufac-
turers are concerned that inade-

quate materials will be used.
Coiled-wire foil and plastic

venting material can create a
problem because both are sus-
ceptible to damage from bending
or crushing during installation.

They didn't tell you that the
safest way to install a clothes
dryer is using the old fashioned
solid aluminum vent line.

Carol's first attack with fear

began suddenly and for no apparent
reason. She described the incident

as a body eruption, with physical
symptoms that included sweating,
shaking, nausea, dizziness, tight-
nm of the chest, inability to think
clearly, heart palpitations and hys-
teria.

Avoid triggers
She confessed that it was so scary

and intense that she immediately
began to worry that it might occur
again, which compounded the prob-
lem.

If a vote is taken that results in one

or more board members being
removed as provided in the bylaws,
they have an obligation to remove
themselves from the board. If they
refuse to do so, they are in derogation
of the condominium bylaws. You
would have a good argument in cir-
cuit court to seek their removal as

well as any other damages suffered by
you or, derivatively, by the condomini-
um association, ifyou bring a deriva-
tive lawsuit.

You should be concerned, however,
as to whether you are following the
proper removal procedure. You may
also have an independent cause of
action against the directors if you can
prove they are harassing the mem-
ben and are not enforcing the condo-
minium restrictions uniformly and
consistently.

You can encourage fair housing
April is Fair Housing Month nation-

ally in the real estate industry. The
concept, apparently, still merits moni-
toring.

Nearly 150 complaints were filed
with the Fair Housing Center of Metro-
politan Detroit from Oct. 1, 1999m
through Sept. 30, 2000, said Clifford
Schrupp, its executive director.

The great majority, 107, involved
rental properties. Avout half, 75,
alleged racial discrimination.

While actual outcomes result over

time, Schrupp offered a general assess-
ment.

Ten percent of the complaints get
filed as lawsuits. Ninety percent of
those are settled in favor of the com-
plainant before trial. The complainant
wins two-thirds of the cases that go to
trial.

"Another 20 percent or so, we gather
some supporting evidence and they get
resolved,- Schrupp said. We or the
complainant work out some sort of res-
olution short of someone admitting dig-
crimination.

"Seventy percent of the time we're
not getting supporting evidence or not
enough evidence to prevail in court or
we don't get around to it due to lack of
resources," Schrupp said.

Here are ways people can enlist in
the cause of promoting fair housing for
all:

1 "Challenge ideas and negative
comments based on race, national ori-
gin or the disabled person group home
that might be in the neighborhood.
Don't be part of a message of division
often circulated over the back fence, on

the street, in bars or churches." -
Schrupp.

I "When they hear people say or do
things that are discriminatory, bring it
to their attention. It doein't have to be

aggres,ive. Say, 'It ian't cool' or 'We
don't do that any more.' » - Emily C.
Hall, lawyer ami chairwoman, MIC
board of directors.

I 'Follow the law. If they don't
know the law, there's information avail-
