Barbara Post wants to dispel the
rumors about Plymouth’s West Trails
Nursing Home

Since she began as an administra-
tor at West Trails 16 months ago,
Post said she has heard whispers in
the community that the home, which
has been a fixture 1n the city on Ann
Arbor Trail since 1969, 1s closing

Although she 1s not sure about the
source of the rumors, she thinks they
may have something to do with the
fact that the home was purchased
about two years ago by a corporation
called Medilodge, which owns 16
other nursing homes m the area

Nursing home fights rumors of demise

In a recent newsletter, Post made
sure everyone assoclated with West
Trails knows the rumors are simply
TUmors

“l thaink when Med:lodge bought
this place, people thought they would
suck 1t dry of money and then close 1t
down But we are not closing our
doors That 1s a defimte, she saad

That s not to say everything 1s fine
In fact, Post says 1t 1s far from 1t The
agmg facility 18 in dire need of major
renovation The roof leaks, walls
need painting, bathroom equipment
needs to be replaced, and the exterior
of the building needs attention

Back 1n May, the building’s anti-
quated telephone system finally died
A new system cost $8,000, which 1s
the reason 1t took nearly two months

to repair

“We went almost two months with
crippled communications That was
the frosting on the cake I think
that’s when people really started to
talk about our demise ” Post said

To make matters worse, Post feels
the rumors have started to eat away
at the home’s financial viability
Referrals from hospitals have dried
up, and so have the number of resi
dents The home currently has 33
residents which is well short of its
capacity of 46 Post said she needs at
least 42 residents to break even

“Currently I have such a financal
hemorrhaging, 1t’s not even funny
It’s a serious problem,” she said

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Gov. Engler’s veto restores
$28 million in school funding

Gov John Engler wielded his
lime 1tem veto pen, crossing out a
number of specific items, when
Michigan’s K 12 education bud-
get bill, passed just last week by
lawmakers crossed his desk Fri-
day, Sept 28

And the effect may be surpris
ng

¢« For this year, Engler vetoed
«two “negative supplemental
*appropriations” before signing
#the hill

«* “That’s a double negative, so 1t

becomes a positive,” explained
Brian Whiston, legislative haa-
son for Oakland Schools

The result was that Engler
restored $28 million in spending
for schools that had been earlier
crossed out by lawmakers — $8
milhon to fund the Golden Apple
Awards and $20 mithon to fund
the Partnership for Adult Learn-
1ng program

‘I want to continue to reward
elementary schools for outstand-
ing and 1mproved student aca-
demic performance,’ Engler said,

New Head

Wayne County Executive
Edward H McNamara has
named Michael Johnson the new
director of Wayne County s Head
Start program

Johnson worked as the pro-
gram’s assistant director for the
past two years Prior to that, he
was a mental health coordinator
and the assistant director with
the City of Detroit’s Head Start
Program

There he assisted 1n planning
and 1implementing the Head
Start program that served more
than 7,200 children and families
His background alsc included
development of the Fatherhood
Initiative Project

explaining his action “I also
want to continue to support
adult education programs ”

Whiston, who said schools
should be quite happy with the
K 12 hill passed by the legisla
ture said districts “still probably
are celebrating” the bill

Engler however was much
tougher on the spending plan for
2003

‘Due to world events beyond
our control, I am increasingly
concerned about the fiscal year
2003 revenue picture For that
reason, I have vetoed all discre
tionary items 1n the school aid
budget for fiscal year 2003 pend-
ing the development of a compre-
hensive fiscal 2003 state budget
resolution,” Engler stated

That veto crossed off an estf1-
mated $3 5 mllion from the
state’s $11 4 hillion annual edu-
cation budget

Sue Shafer, spokesperson for
Engler, explained the purpose
was to take a wait-and-see
approach to the softening econo
my

“We don’t have concrete num
bers,” Shafer said “Instead of
later saymng these numbers don’t

]
look so good and pulling back on
this or that, we are trying to
take a fiscally responsible
approach and wait until we have
more concrete figures available ”

Whiston said he saw 1t as a
cautious approach to weakening
economic 1ndicators, but he was
unsure what Engler hoped to
accomplish

“This could lead to a good pub-
lic debate over school funding
and what we should be spending,
so 1t could be a good thing,” he
said “But 1t makes us all ner-
vous until we understand what
the governor’s really trying to
accomplish ”

Whiston said he hoped it
would not be an attempt to move
money away from education to
other state programming

“Remember, education contin-

ues to be the governor’s number

one priority,”

Shafer responded “Schools
received a 5-percent increase m
funding this year, which works
out to an increase of about $546
million And this comes at a time
when other state departments
and agencies have had ther bud-
gets cut 2 percent ”

“We work our tails off,” he said

Friday’s win which improved Canton to
6 1 overall and 4 1 in the Western Lakes<
Activities Association Western Conterence
was special considering 1t came just two
days after popular defensive line coach
Homer Ehas died of a heart attack Ehas,
who joined the Canton coaching staff in
1999, had been hospitalized a week earlier
with an undisclosed brain mjury

“1 think the word that best describes our
team the past few days 1s resolve,” Baechler
said “They were going to do anything 1t
took to win this game The kids weren’t real
emotional They were loose and determined
to get the job done ”

The Chiefs’ fourth shutout of the season
was clearly 1ts most impressive, since 1t
came against a Western team that came m
with a 5-1 record (8 1 in the WLAA) The
Warriors usually potent spread offense was
handcuffed by the Chiefs’ swarming defen-
sive front seven, which yielded just three
first downs and 89 total yards

Canton defensive linemen Dan Farkas,
Will Stinson and Mike Tolhurst stuffed
Western’s 1nside running game while
linebackers Dane Kobus and Todd Shark-
man contained the Warriors’ sweeps and
outside pitches

Offensively, Canton used a steady diet of

If a crash with a deer 1s unavoidable,
take these steps as soon as you can

B Don t swerve (few people are injured
in a head on crash, but are mured when
they swerve out of control and hit a
fixed object, crash with an oncoming car

or roll over),
W Brake firmly,
M Hold on to the steering wheel,
M Come to a controlled stop,

M Pull well off the road, turn on emer-
gency flashers and be cautious of pass
g traffic,

M Do not attempt to remove a deer
from the roadway unless you are con
vinced 1t’s dead An injured deer’s sharp
hooves can easily hurt you

In 2000, eight motorists were killed 1n
these crashes — four of them motorcy-
chists Car-deer crashes account for an
estimated $130 million 1n repairs,
njuries and other expenses each year
with an average crash causing $2,000 to
a vehicle

Remember that the best course of
action 1s to drive defensively and
remember these tips

B Fasten your safety belts

M Drive with caution all-year round in
deer habitat, especially on rural two-
lane roads,

B Deer can dart out from any direc-
tion without warning Deer often travel
1n single file If you see one whitetail
cross the road, chances are there are
more hearby,

Bl Deer are most active near dawn and
dusk, and especially during the fall mat
ing season and in spring, when they are

Anthony DePalma’s elegant
and clearly written book, Here A
Biography of the New American
Continent came out this sum-
mer, too soon to mclude the ter-
rorist events of Sept 11

But 1t stall should be suggested
reading for anyone who wants to
know about what 1s happening
at America’s borders with Mexi-
co and Canada

DePalma seems prescient
when he talks about the “porous
ness of US borders” and recalls
an incident mn 1999 that brought
“warnings that our borders had
become welcome mats for terror
18ts and criminals 1ntent on
hurting the United States ”

However, his book 1s really
about the North American Free
Trade Agreement and the subse-
quent “marrage” of Canada, the
USA and Mexico

As a New York Times corre
spondent — first in Mexico then
later 1n Canada — DePalma cov
ered key events of the last
decade 1n those two countries for
the newspaper

Our understanding of NAFTA
may be hmlted to Ross Perot’s
famous “giant sucking sound’
quote about jobs going to Mexico,
but as DePalma lays out sc well,
1t 18 more comphcated than that

NAFTA 1s really the backstory
for DePalma’s book The trade
pact forever changed North
America, no longer distinguish-
1ing “here” from “there” when
talking about the three coun
tries, DePalma postulates The
new “here’ 15 a merged “country”
stretching from southern Mexico
to the Arctic Circle

The Hoboken-born author
mixes 1n a recap of key historic
events and personal experiences
with sharp observations about
economic and political events
and figures His family was with
him for the postings to both Mex
1co and Canada and where and
how they lived as well as who he
mterviewed become part of the
story

DePalma on Mexico

“The line between tragedy and
farce 1s thin in Mexico ”

“Mexicans and their country
are torn between the twin poles
of their identities, trying to be
modern but falling back on
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ancient ways of work, courtesy,
and corruption ”

DePalma on Canada

“After the narrow decision
(Quebec separation from the rest
of the country) Canadians
reflected on a near fatal
crash, shaken by how close
they came to oblivion ”

“Year after year (Canada)
leads the U N’s quality-of-1ife
rankings Canada was again
number one with superlative
statistics ”

“Canada has 1ts heroes, but 1t
has turned self-flagellation into
a national pastime ”

DePalma takes us up through
last fall’s elections 1n all three
countries and comments exten-
sively about Mexico’s president
Vicente Fox and Canadian Prime
Minister Jean Chrétien, as well
as George W Bush and his suc
cessful courting of the Hispanic
vote

It 1s good to remember Fox
unseated the ruling party that
had run Mexico smce 1929

The author carefully reviews
the assassinations in Mexico and
the $50 billion bailout of their
financial system He provides
equal coverage for Canada, espe-
c1ally Brian Mulroney’s role in
NAFTA, and Jacques Parizeau’s
failed separatists vote

BOOK HAPPENINGS

This 1s really a book about “the
Clinfon years” in Canada and
Mexico but DePalma gives credit
to a NAFTA pioneer, the senior
George Bush, who signed the
first documents “and changed
the history of North America”

Michigan’s former governor
and former ambassador to Cana-
da, James Blanchard, gets sever-
al mentions

DePalma says the “reluctant
trinity” will continue to have.

mescapable differences but “our.
futures are overlapping whether*

we like it or not ” -

What’s missing from this book
1s any of the dark side of NAFTA
— lost jobs 1n America, poor
wages 1 Mexico, the future of
1mmigration policies, what the
great merger between the three
countries means for political
sovereignty

But there 1s plenty of history
and facts and human detail here
to reflect on especially in hight of
the recent attacks NAFTA may
have created a new “here,” but
has it been torn apart by Sept
11?

Fear not the mall

Shopping centers are unlikely
target of terrorism

Is 1t safe to go to the mall?

More than three weeks since the Sept 11 terror
1st attacks and for many that question still hangs
m the air

As 1f the line between caution and panic werent
easy enough to cross in the shadow of the tragedy,
media speculation about future terrorist targets
feeds public alarm

And, 1n the suburban Detroit landscape shop-
ping malls loom large as structures with size and
large populations of people

In West Bloomfield, local police called the state’s
bomb squad and evacuated the Orchard Mali on
Sept 21 after a woman failed to pick up two pieces
of luggage she had deliberately left at the small
center

But local experts on terrorism and the Middle
East agree shopping malls, all of which have
heightened therr security, are an unlikely target
for an attack

“If you're talking about the terrorism of Islamic
fundamentahsts 1 terms of targeting shopping
malls, I would really think there 18 a very shim
possibility,” said Imad Salamey, a Wayne State
University political science lecturer who special-
1zes 1n Middle East pohtics and Islamic fundamen-
talism

That’s good news for mall stores who have been
experiencing lower-than-normal shopping traffic
and, like all retailers, worry about the economy’s
future

The primary reason all forms of terrorism aim
at making a political statement And sending a
message back home 1s the main motive of the ter
rorist organization that crashed commercial jets
mto the Pentagon and World Trade Center towers,
according to Salamey

“If they wanted to take some kind of (additional)
military action in the United States, they would
want the action to make them heroes, they would
want 1t to have a political statement  to the
greatest degree,” said Salamey, adding terrorists
rarely attack purely civilian targets

“Its hard sometimes to understand what these
extremists think,” Salamey said “His (Osama bin
Laden’s) main objectives are political, so his tar-
gets will be more political ”

Sending a suictde bomber into a shopping mall,
even attacking 20 shopping malls across the coun-
try on a single day, simply put, would fail to deliv-
er the desired pohtical message

But 1f the Pentagon represents American mihi-
tary might and the World Trade Center, American
financial power, where do shopping malls stand?
Aren’t they obvious symbols of American matenal-
1sm and consumerism?

“In terms of risk, your local shopping mall 18
going to be very, very low down on the scale,”

msisted Professor Matthew Connelly, Department
of History & Public Policy at the University of
Michigan “The terrorists would be looking for a
target that 18 more symbolic of America than your
average shopping mall If they were going after a
mall they would probably go after the Mall of
America or something like

Well known terrorist expert University of
Michigan Professor Emeritus Raymond Tanter
drew the same conclusion “They would want
something like the Mall of America”

However, ordinary shopping centers have been
targets in other nations, namely Israel and Russia
In 1999, for instance, Chechen terrorists, some of
whom were Islamic fundamentalists, apparently
bombed a shopping center near the Kremhn

But there’s a big difference, said Connelly The
context of terrorism aimed at the United States 1s
much different, he explained

“It’s often been suggested that the reason why
(terrorists) would go after a shopping mall or pizza
place 1s to convey the message that people in their
everyday life are not safe, and you can’t really
escape the danger”

Islamic fundamentalists, at least at the moment,
aren’t engaged 1n day to day combat within the
United States hike they are in Israel and Russia,
said Connelly “The target 1s not the American
publie, but symbols of America,” he said, adding,
“The drive to the mall 1s going to be infinitely
more dangerous ”

The best Alsace wines come from 50
designated Grand Cru vineyards,
where only gewurztrammer, pinot

F.E. Trimbach

F E Trimbach 1s one of our

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Columbus’ voyages laid a path for a worldwide food exchange

Because he was born in Genoa,
we often eat Italian foods on
Columbus Day, which 1s Mon-
day, to honor the mgn who offi-
aally, 1f not technically, discoy
ered America (he got as far as
the West Indies) But the dietary
influence of Christopher Colum-
bus 1s bigger than that

Columbus was responsible for
the beginning of the Columbian
Exchange, a massive crossing
over between the Old World and
the New, of plants, animals and
more That exchange, which fol-
lowed Columbus’s two voyages
across the Atlantic, truly
changed the world

Traveling from west to east,
chocolate, potatoes, tomatoes,
peppers, squashes, many kinds
of beans turkey, avocados and
other tropical fruits first became
known 1n the Old World after
Columbus’s travels Equally
important was the movement
from east to west, introducing to
the New World wheat, citrus
fruits, grapes, sugar, cabbage,
lettuce, beef cattle, pigs and
sheep

Lasagna was already known 1n

Europe before Columbus set sail
perhaps by the 13th century
according to The Oxford Com
panion to Food It was a dish
layered with strips made with
wheat flour, interlaced with a
savory filling and baked 1in the
oven It was not however until
well after the Columbian
Exchange that the dish was
bathed in tomato sauce

Making lasagna used to be as
daunting as voyaging 1into
unknown territory For years I
avolrded making lasagna al forno
with its homemade tomato and
bechemel sauces meats, cheeses
and cooked ribbons of pasta
Then versions slanted toward
New World sensibilities
emerged

An 1nstant, no boil version of

Fighting the good fight to outwit, overwhelm and
outlive ovarian cancer, she settles into a comfort-
able easy chair to take her “cocktanl” of Taxol and
Carboplatin Undergoing infusion, she endures
physical and mental side effects of this standard
treatment as she works through mynad thoughts
and feehngs about the sudden detour she has been
forced to take

It’s not easy, but Knoll, 55, of Canton 1s not with
out hope Diagnosed in January, she remains hum
bled, not by her illness, but because of the tremen
dous ongoing support shown by her fiancee, family,
friends and even the kindness of a stranger who
hikes to make music

Helping to bolster hope among cancer patients
like Knoll 18 volunteer Ron Cier1 of Dearborn

Each Wednesday near lunchtime, he leaves his
desk at Young & Rubicam, drives to the center and
plays his acoustic guitar for a hour or so in support
of those taking chemotherapy

Agreemng to give his time and talent to Oakwood s
Tree of Life program came easily to Cier: a class1
cal gumitarist whose gigs include mass at St Thomas
Aquinas Church as well as social settings But even
reassurance from his wife, a nurse didnt prepare
Cier: for the impact of the medical setting where
people are fighting for their health

“I was taken aback at first,” Cier1 said “After
playing there, and my wife said this would happen,
the sense of appreciation was just tremendous It
wasn’t even necessartly what people said or did, but
I sensed people felt comforted When you reach peo
pie like that, 1t’s a tremendous reward ”

Healing power

Known through the ages for its healing power
music has been mtegrated with outpatient cancer
treatment It lends a new dimension to traditional
care at Oakwood and other area cancer care cen
ters

“It was 8o beautiful to be able to hsten to them
play,” said Knoll, who also heard Cierr’s 11-year old
daughter, Veronica, play her violin “It’s very calm-
ing and very peaceful It takes your mind off things
I can understand why it’s used for many different
1llnesses It’s very soothing ”

“We all know that if we lock at a piece of art or
hear some music, 1t elicits some kind of a feeling or
mner experience,” said Dr Clinton Greenstone of
Oakwood’s Complementary and Alternative Medi-
cine Center 1n Westland “Illness 1s associated very
closely with what we think, feel and beheve Our
mnner lives can be disrupted n a setting of illness
Music has a potential capacity to bring some calm,
some ease, some harmony, some balance into dis-
rupted mnner life ”

Greenstone also encourages his patients to play a
musical mstrument or sing as a way to re order the
disruption of inner hife
