The city of Plymouth has a new
weapon 1n 1ts fight against snow

A brand new snow plowing truck
with an on-board computer designed to
ealeulate how much salt needs to be
distributed on a street got its first test
1z Plymouth Christmas Eve

City Manager Paul Sincock said the
$98,000 truck, which was dehvered to
the city last summer, 1s the largest i
the fleet and will help take the guess-
work out of salt distribution The new
truck brings the city’s fleet total to 11

“It’s going to save us some money,”
Smcock said

Plymouth City crews plow and salt
55 miles of streets mn Plymouth Major
arteries such as Ann Arbor Trail, Main
Street, Penniman and Starkweather in
Old Village get priority, secondary
streets hke Harvey and Farmer are
next and parking lots, schools and resi-
dential areas are handled last

Residential streets are usually only
spot-salted as needed Residential
streets are only plowed if they get more
than four inches of snow

The new truck 1s equipped with a
“belly plow,” that allows roads to be
plowed before they are salted

The toughest snowfalls to contend
with are the scattered flurnies, not the
blizzards, Sincock said

“Flurries are the toughest kind of
snow to respond to,” he said, because
they require drivers to go out, salt and
plow, then do 1t again a short time
later

In Plymouth and Canton townships,
Wayne County crews plow and salt the
roads and streets, starting first with
freeways and trunk hines, then moving
on to primary roads, secondary roads
and residential streets Some home-
owners associations hire private con-
tractors to salt and plow their roads

As of Thursday, city crews had been
out salting and plowing three times,
using nearly 80 tons of salt At thas
time last year, crews had used about

It shows up on your monthly
telephone bill as a $3 28 “state-
access charge,” but its imphea-
tions are a source of contention
1 the Michigan Legislature and
the state’s telecommunications
mdustry

An Ogkland County lawmaker
wants more state control of the
fee SBC-Ameritech and Verizon
(formerly GTE) — which togeth-
er controls some 90 percent of
the state’s telephone lines —
assess the charge to residential
customers only i Michigan

SBC-Ameritech does not
charge this fee to residents in
the other four Great Lake states
1t serves Verizon serves 40
states, but assesses this fee only
n Michigan

“This 1s an unfair, unjustifi-
able charge to rate payers in
Machigan,” said state Rep Marc
Shulman, a West Bloomfield
Republican “If you're a senior
atizen, with a fixed phone bill of
$30-$40 a month, removing that
charge would cut your ball by
about 10 percent ”
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SBC-Ameritech said the fee
pays for callers to connect with a
local-loop switch to complete all
phone calls within the state

“This 1s the most 1mportant
part of the network to maintain
and 1t’s the most used,” said
Steve Kauffman, spokesman for
SBC-Ameritech of Michigan
“This same cost 1s recovered by
other means in other states It's
probably rolled into the other
local service rates ”

Michigan businesses pay $1 21
per line, per month 1n state-
access charges

State worries

The Michigan Legislature
revised the state’s Telecommum
cations Act mm 2000 and ehminat-
ed the state-access fee (also
called an end-line user charge)

SBC-Ameritech, however, sued
the state, contending 1t was a
“confiscatory” matter of which
the state cannot regulate The
company also argued the new
law gave the company no chance
to justify the charge Until the
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lawsuit 18 reselved, a federal
Judge permitted SBC Ameritech
to continue charging the fee

Fearing the court process
could take years, Shulman intro-
duced a bill in November that
could end the state-access charge
gsooner The hiil would amend
the Telecommunications Act to
provide a process for phone com-
panies to justify fees to the
Michigan Public Service Com
mission (MPSC)

The bill will be discussed in
the House early in 2002 Shul-
man hopes 1t 18 ratified a few
months later

“Thig will force Ameritech to
open up their books,” Shulman
said “When you look at other
companies, their rate of return 1s
13, 15, 17 percent, but when you
ook at Amenitech, they are at 30
percent

“It just doesn’t seem fair ”

These numbers come from the
Ameritech division of SBC Com-
munications Inc, as reported in
a 2000 ARMIS report, a statisti-
cal database for the Federal
Communications Commission

SBC-Ameritech’s stance

SBC-Ameritech’s Kauffman
guestions the 30 percent rate of
return hsted for the company in
this federal report Kauffman
said there was mis-stated data
i the report because the compa
ny’s rate of return last year was
lower

Kauffman, however, would not
disclose the exact figure

The company argues eliminat-
g the state-access fee would
decrease state sales tax revenue
by some $17 mlhon a year

¢y, considering today’s economic
state,” Kauffman said

He added the Shulman bill 1s
mconsistent with pending legis
lation to encourage telecommu-
nications companies to mvest
broad-band technology — or
high-speed telephone lines pri-
marily for quicker Internet
access — and make 1t more
avallable to Michigan businesses
and residents

“To delete (the state-access
fee) would also delete incentives
to 1nvest 1n this technology,”
Kauffman said

He added SBC-Ameritech
wants the lawmakers to wait for
a ruling 1n 1ts federal lawsmt
against the state before making
new telecommunications laws

“The state should not take
away from our investments 1n
Michigan,” Kauffman said

Other critics

SBC-Ameritech critics — such
as Michigan Alhance for Com-
petitive Telecommunications —
call Michigan a “cash cow for
Amentech,” saxd MIACT Execu-
tive Director Greg Boyd

He contends the millions col-
lected each year from the state-
access charge helps Ameritech
bank mullions of dollars in prof-
its each year in Michigan, how-
ever, these funds are being
invested outside the state

This level of profit, Boyd said,
prevents fair competition in
Michigan’s local telephone ser-
vice mdustry, which keens phone
bills higher for consumers
Stronger regulations in other
states created more competition
and prompted SBC-Amenitech to
lower phone bialls in Ohio and
Ilinois

Adolescence 18 a unique period n
Iife 1t 1s a time of intense physical,
psychosocial and cognitive growth
There 18 a high incidence «of nutritional
deficiencies and poor eating habits in
this age group It 18 common for
teenagers to pop a vitamin supplement
on their way out the door rather than
take the time to eat breakfast Adoles-
cents have more autonomy than they
ever had as children Eating habits
that are formed 1n adolescence can
affect health and body weight for years
to come

Many young people are facing dife
nutrition circumstances The rate of
obesity 1n adolescents has nearly dou-
bled n the past decade

Obese adolescents enter puberty ear-
her and have a shorter period of long
bone growth Many teen diets lack the
recommended amounts of such vital
nutrients as calcium, iron, zinc, folate
and vitamins B6, C and E  Disordered
eating 1s on the rse and young women
are especially vulnerable and affected
Adolescents involved in sports or com-
petition may choose mega doses of sup-
plements to enhance performance
rather than rely on simple, healthy
eating

1ted amounts

Try to pick and choose calories
by the company they keep For
example, nuts are lgh 1n calo-
ries and fat but contain impor-
tant nutrients Potato chips are
also high 1n calores and fat, as
well as sodium No nutrients
there!

When I was growing up, cru-
dites were served only 1n hittle
French restaurants, the kind
where the menu was handwrit-
ten 1n barely readable ornate
script

Served as a first course, a
plate of crudités typically con-
sisted of little domes of finely-
shredded carrots, beets and cab-
bage, all glistening with olive o1l

In the 1970s, as wider use of
farm-fresh “veggies” spread from
California, crudités also became
more common, but as a new
breed Like us Yanks, they were
bigger and bolder than their
French cousins In the health-
conscious era of Nouvelle Cul-
sine, they morphed from a form
of salad to strips, slices and
chunks of veggies to munch or
use to scoop up dips

Their primary function was to
replace fattening potato chips
and crackers at the cocktail
hour, and to make eating raw
vegetables generally more entic-
ing Essential at every gather-
ing, crudités appeared every-
where, from artistically-
arranged showpieces at $1,000-
a-plate charity benefits to care-
less heaps of carrot and celery
sticks at potluck dinners

As a caterer during the excess
18-good ’80s, I was known for cre-
ating memorable crudités For a
client with huge, antique vases, I
arranged cauliflower florets and

You’re a new parent, 1t’s the middle of the mght
and baby starts to cry You heat the bottle and bring
baby back to your bed Baby fed, the trek back to his
or her room seems so long and your bed 1s so warm
Too tired to keep your eyes open, you start to dose

Have you put your infant at nsk for suffocation?
Yes, say members of Wayne County’s Chuld Death
Review Team

The team has launched a public health educational
campaign — “Keep the Baby Alive!” — to alert resi-
dents that sleep surfaces shared with others can put
an infant at increased risk for death by suffocation

“Sleeping next to an infant 1n an adult bed can
cause more harm than good,” said Patricia Soares,
team chairwoman and director of Wayne County
Department of Pubhc Health “Bedsharing with mul
tiple family members can introduce a death hazard
when others roll on top or against a baby while sleep-
mng”

However, most parents don’t believe there 18 a risk
and part of that misperception 1s the county’s fault,
said Pat Tackitt, team coordinator “In order not to
offend parents who have lost children (under such
circumstances), we have not taken this to the media
before ”

But the statistics speak loudly Approximately 50
infant deaths — children under a year old —
occurred in Wayne County sice December 2000,
according to Tackitt Many were attributed to bed-
sharing, including two babies who died on sofas
shared with sleepy siblings and cousins

“It 13 a very unintentional thing,” she said “Chil-
dren pick up a baby to comfort 1t and then lay i1t on
the sofa ”

Because separating Sudden Infant Death Syn-
drome from bedsharing 1ssues 1s difficult 1n deter-
mining the cause of an mfant’s death, death scene
mvestigations are crucial

“An important reason we do death scene mvestiga-
tions 18 to rule out chald abuse or homcide,” said Dr
Carl Schmidt, deputy chief medical examiner for
Wayne County “Because there 18 no difference in
autopsy findings of a child who died from SIDS or
mfant overlay, a doll 1s used at the death scene to
establish the exact position of the dead infant 1n rela-
tionship to other who were or were not sleeping 1n
the same bed ”

Nationwide issue

“This 1s not Just a Michigan 1ssue Itisn’tjust a
Detroit 1ssue It’s everywhere,” said Tackitt

Studies done last year by researchers from St
Louis University School of Medicine, Washington
University School of Medicine, and the Offices of the
Medical Examuner of the City of St Louis and of St
Lows County focused on death scene information
from 119 infant deaths The deaths occurred between
1994 and 1997 1n and around St Louis

Of the 119 deaths, the diagnosis was Sudden
Infant Death Syndrome 1n 88, accidental suffocation
in 16, and undetermined in 15

The deaths of 10 infants were associated with
entrapment by a bed or other sleep surface, causing
asphyxiation In seven additional cases, records indi-
cated the infant died after being
entrapped by the body of a bedmate
(The authors stated that the incidence of
entrapment by a bedmate was probably
higher, since the bedmate may not have
realized the infant had once been
beneath part of his or her body — or the
bedmate may have been reluctant to
report entrapment )

According to the American Academy of
Pediatricians, which published the study
1n the Sept 5 1ssue of Pediatrics electron
1¢ pages, other findings from the study
1included the following

B Infants were found on their stom-
ach 1n more than 60 percent of the cases

M Infants were found on a sleep sur-
face that was not designed for mfants
(adult bed, sofa or chair) in more than 75
percent of the deaths

M Bedding covered the baby’s head or
face 1n nearly 30 percent of the cases

B A shared sleep surface (adult bed,
sofa or chair) was the site of death 1n
almost half the cases

baby deaths linked to adult beds Of these, 121 were
reported to be due to a parent, caregiver or sibling
rolling on top of or against the baby while sleeping
In most cases, the infant was younger than three
months

The other 394 death resulted from suffocation or
from strangulation caused by entrapment of the
child’s head between the mattress and the wall, bed
frame, headboard, footboard, bed railings or adjacent

furniture

Crib is best

Medical experts agree that shared sleep surfaces in
the United States are unsafe for infants Most are
sumply too soft Cribs are the safest places for babies
to sleep

“In other countries and cultures where sleep sur-
faces may be safer bedsharing may be less danger
ous to babies, said Dr James S Kemp, lead author
of the St Lows study ‘But in the United States, 1t
appears that bedsharing may lead to increased sk
for death because babies get trapped 1n the beds or
beneath their bedmates, or buried in the bedding ”

“The best sleeping environment for an infant under
two 1s alone on 1ts back 1n an approved crib,” saxd
Tackitt “Placing a baby to sleep 1n a crib that meets
federal safety standards enhances a child’s protection
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when unattended by parents ”

Dr Joyce Blazejewsks, a pediatrician with Botsford
Pedhatric Associates in Farmington Hills, advocates
putting nothing in the crib but a tight-fitting sheeted
mattress and a baby

“No bumper guards, no stuffed animals Just put
the baby 1n a ‘onesie’ and a fleece sleeper, and you
turn up the thermostat Use the sack-type sleeper so
babies can move their tootsies around Do not use a
blanket until the bahy 1s about six months old and
can kick the blanket off ”

Bumper guards pose especially high risk, said
Blazejewsk: “We had a couple of children in our
practice taken to the emergency room because of near
suffocation from bumper pads ”

Reducing risk

Blazejewski was a breast-feeding mother She
knows that many nursing mothers like to snuggle
with their infants in bed

“That’s tough, especially for a breast-feeding
moms,” she sa1d about the county’s Keep Baby Alive!
message “I don’t recommend the child sleeps with
the mom at any age But there’s the bonding and the
nurturing, and then there’s the risk of toppling over
on the child ”

For tired mothers, the solution 1s s1mple but
requires commitment Return the infant to his or her
bed after a feeding “If you want to lie down and
nurse, make sure you stay awake or have another
person there who can return your baby to bed,” said
Tackitt

Other factors contributing to infant death by bed-
sharing include

M Parents who are intoxicated (drugs or alcohol) or
somewhat obese They may roll onto a baby but not
be able to waken 1n response to a baby’s movements

8l Bedsharing occurring 1n a waterbed or a bed
with soft padding

B Chaotic bedsharing, or a bed
shared by many children

Having an infant sleep on 1ts back by
itself 1n a federally approved crib
reduces the risk of SIDS tenfold, said
Tackitt Placing an infant on 1its side
and “propping” 1t with a rolled blanket
or towel increases the risk of SIDS two-
fold, she added Never place an infant
on its stomach, she warned, since its
neck muscles are not strong enough to
turn 1ts head

Tackatt also takes exception with par-
ents who cover their babies heads with
a blanket 1n malls, supermarkets and
n car seats during the cold months
This 1s okay for a quick trip between
car and store, but a baby’s head should
remain uncovered

“Covering a baby’s head with a blan-
ket builds up carbon dioxide, which
replaces the available oxygen,” she
said

However, Tackitt’s main message

Wind, rain, snow, cold, heat
and sun all affect the condi-
tion of your home, and
extreme weather can have a
severe 1mpact on 1ts structure

“Home builders are knowl-
edgeable about the weather
conditions in their areas and
build homes with materials
that are best suited to the
environment,” saad Stephen J
Taglione, president of the
Building Industry Association
of Southeastern Michigan and
Westminster & Abbey Homes
in Bingham Farms

James Bonadeo, a Plymouth
builder and president emeri-
tus of the BIA, has seen many
changes 1n materials and
processes smce he got into the
business in 1947

“We went from block base-
ments to poured concrete,” he
said “It’s about eight to nine
tumes stronger and chances
for leaking are so much less

“We started using trusses
nstead of 2-by-4 and 2-by-6
roofs,” Bonadeo added “It’s
much much stronger Shin-
gles used to be guaranteed for
five, exght or 10 years Now,
1t’s 15, 20 and 25 years Mate-
rials are much superior

“Back 1n the early 50g, there
was no msulation Then, just
a sheet of fol Now, we fill a
cavity of insulation where 1t’s
3-1/2 to 5-1/2 inches thick

“Exterior doors today are
metal faced, plus they’re insu-
lated 1nside and weather-
stripped on the side They
close like a refrigerator,
Bonadeo said ”

Even with improvements in
materials and processes,
weather conditions can still
take their toll

Wind

Wind can cause two condi-
tions, up-lift and racking Up-
1ift develops when rapidly
moving wind creates an area
of lower pressure on the lee-
ward (opposite side from wind
direction) roof slope, walls and
mstde of the house

Racking can occur when the
high wind forces don’t hit the
house squarely The home’s
framing usually will with-
stand the racking force, but
extremely high winds can tear

shingles off the roof

The wind also can create
major damage by driving ramn
up under roof shingles, vert:-
cal siding, window frames,
doors and roofs It’s impor-
tant that all these construc-
tion materials are properly
nstalled and maintained to
avoild damage to your home
Rain

Sometimes, creative archi-
tecture can increase a home’s
vulnerability to rain damage
because there are more design
beaks in the walls and roof

Rain can damage your
home in two main areas

First, installation of chim-
neys, skyhghts and plumbing
vents all create penetrations
in the roof which are sealed
with flashing, caulk and roof
cement

All sealing methods eventu-
ally expand, dry out and
erode, so sealing material
must be 1nspected annually
and replaced or repaired to
prevent water damage

The second concern 18 the
home’s foundation

The stability of the house
depends on the ability of the
so1l to absorb rain  When sml
becomes saturated and can no
longer ahsorb rain and drain
the water, leaks can occur 1n
basements and crawl spaces
and, 1n some extreme cases,
cause the foundation to shift

To protect homes, builders
mstall drainage systems that
are designed to carry water
away from the home so the
foundation remains stable
and the basement remains
dry

Homeowners need to keep
gutters and drains free from
leaves and debris so that
water can easily drain from
the roof 1into the drainage sys-
tem

Snow

The amount of snowfall also
1s considered 1n a home’s
design Snow 1s very heavy
Light snow can weight 10-15
pounds per cubic foot Heavy
snow can weigh 40 50 pounds

Building codes in some
mountainous areas of the
country require roofs to be

designed for as much as 400
pounds per square foot,
which 1s the equivalent of
six feet of water on the roof

Homes are designed to
withstand the weight of the
snow to ehminate sagging,
cracking and collapsing
roofs

There 18 a benefit to snow,
however It's a good insula-
tor Snow piled around
foundations and the roof
will help hold heat in homes
and reduce heating costs
Winters with hittle snowfall
actually result in higher
heating costs

Cold

Not only do we feel very
uncomfortable when the
temperature is cold, our
homes also react fo the cold
Cold and freezing tempera-
tures make the lubricants m
pumps and other mechan-
cal devices thicken and
cause wear and breakage

When the temperature
drops below 32 degrees,
water 1n pipes can freeze
and expand, which can
cause the pipes to burst

To prevent frozen pipes,
the cold water should be
allowed to drip very slowly to
keep water flowing because
moving water won’t freeze as
fast as water that 18 sitting
stall inside the pipes

Heat and sun

The heat from the sun is
another natural force that
bulders consider when choos-
ing building materials that
are best suited to the chmate

The sun can cause a home
to dry out and prematurely
age Roofing materials can
wear significantly faster in
warmer chimates than 1n mod-
erate ones

It’s & good 1dea to install an
attic fan or ridge vents to help
release the hot air because
the heat 1n attics can also
cause the wood to dry out
These devices can reduce the
cost of cooling your home

“Proper maintenance 1s
mmportant to keep your home
1n good condition to withstand
the forces of nature, Taglione
said
