City heads back to
court for tax payments

It’s back to court for the city of Ply-
mouth as 1t tries to collect a $3 4 mil-
lion settlement from Bathey-A&E
Holdings, the Plymouth company that
over the last 22 years has pa:d only two
years of property taxes

City commissioners set a Jan 15
deadline to collect the money, which
represents delinquent taxes, rent and
legal fees However, despite promises
by the company 1t would comply, once
again there was no “check 1n the mail ”

“I don't know of any alternatives but
to go back to court,” said Bob Marzano,
the city’s attorney from the law firm of
Plunkett & Cooney “The goal 18 to get
the money, and the only way to do that
18 to go back to court ”

City Finance Director Mark Chris-

tiansen said the 1ssue has been brew-
ing since 1979

“The only two years Bathey has paid
its taxes was 1n 1984 and 1985,” he
said “Except for that period, the com-
pany has not paid ifs property taxes ”

The total represents much needed
money for various taxing agencies
Chrnistiansen estimates the city would
recewve nearly $900,000 of the settle-
ment, and the Plymouth-Canton
Schdols more than a million dollars

When asked about lus client’s failure
to pay by the Jan 15 deadline, attor-
ney Mark Drasmin said, “I'm not at lib-
erty to discuss the matter ”

The land, commonly known at the
Bathey property, sits along Mill Street
south of Main, abutting the CSX rail-
road and the former Daisy Air Rifle

“I'm definmitely happy,” said Web-
ster, who bought the former Penni-
man Market from John Rogmm “Every-
one always thinks, ‘If I’d have done
this differently or that differently,’ but
overall 1t’s been very good for me ”

Webster was working at the Detroit
Plaza hotel and for a meat market mn
Detroit before hearing through the
grapevine that Rogin wanted to retire
He came out and visited with the for-
mer owner, discovered the rumor was
true, and struck a deal

“1 was 1ntrigued by the 1dea of being

self-employed,” said Webster, a native
of Detroit’s west side “The conditions
seemed rght — I dudn’t have a family
of my own then, no real debt ”

At the time, Webster said, 1t was a
grocery store He bought 1t and ran 1t
as a meat market/del1 until the late
1980s, when he eliminated the market
part and went to the current restau-
rant motif He gaid the development of
Plymouth’s industrial base helped
shape the demands of the market,
causing him to shaft to the restaurant
only

“Customers would compare 1t the
market part of it to Kroger or Farmer
Jack,” Webster recalled “In the
restaurant, you don’t have that com-

Still, the challenges were many,
most prominently cash flow Webster
bought the place in the late 1970s,
when the economy wasn’t exactly
flourishing Vacancies dotted the busi-
ness landscape, and Burroughs was
laying people off

But Webster fought through 1t all
and kept the del: thriving

“It seemed the economy went south
as soon as I got into business on my
own,” he says now, with a laugh “Get-
ting people to take you seriously was a
challenge (But) Plymouth was a
smaller community back then, and

Townships seek
piece of DeHoCo

If the folks at K/LLB Funding
LLC are looking for buyers for
any portion of the 869-acre par-
cel of land they bought from the
city of Detroit this week, they
won’t have to look far

Officials from both Plymouth
and Northville Townships are
eager to talk to K/LB, a partner-
ship formed by Kojaian Manage-
ment Corp of Bloomfield Hills
and New York investment firm
Lehman brothers, about the
property, which used to house
the Detroit House of Corrections

The City of Detroit on Wednes-
day approved the sale of the
property to K/LB for $50 milhon,
money city officials say will be
used to pare down a deficit
expected to grow to nearly $75
mithon

Plymouth Township Supervi-
sor Steve Mann, whose 2000
election platform centered heavi-
ly on recreation, would like to
see the township get some of
that land for recreational uses
He and Northville Township
manager Chip Snider have
already had discussions about
the possibility of a jomnt venture
of some sort

“We've talked about 1t,” Mann
said “We'll explore the possibih-
ty of getting a piece of that If we
can get 1t, we w2ll ”

So far, no one at Kojaian Man-
agement Corp 1s willing to talk

about plans for the property A
company spokesperson for vice
president of development Antho-
ny Antone said he would not
comment

But Mann figures whatever
goes on the property will be
industrial-based

“Most lhikely, given who they
sold 1t to, 1t means more indus-
trial growth, which 1s good,”
Mann said “We have a good
industrial tax base already, and
this will just improve 1t ”

Snider said the Northville
Township board also has designs
on buymg some of the property,
of which more than 400 acres 1s
situated within their borders

“Our township board has had
a strong mclination to purchase
property whenever 1t’s avail-
able,” Snider said “The town-
ship board would be 1investigat-
ing that possibility We're look-
mng at some recreational possibil-
1ties out there, and possibly a
muntcipal golf course ”

Snider said there are also
some environmental concerns
that need to be addressed, and
meetings have already been
gcheduled with the developer to
talk about Johnson Creek

“The Johnson Creek Protection
Group 18 adamant they’d hike
that protected, and that a con-
servancy be established to pro-
tect the brown trout,” Smider
sard “This board takes that very
seriously, and has already sched-
uled meetings to discuss that
very topic with the developer

Along with a luncheon,
Taulbert will be the keynote
speaker for an early-morning
session with educators Then,

diversity

there will be 52 sessions for edu-
cators to attend 1 the morning

“We want to show this commu-
nity that we value diversity, and
we want to celebrate diversity,”
added Ryan “To fix the prob-
lems, our celebration of diversity
needs to be embedded into every-
thing we do ”

The district plans to have a
number of activities for students

Wayne County Sheriff Robert Ficano

Ficano spoke before Michigan Coah-
tion of Responsible Gun Owners,
whose members filled the Civic Center
Library auditorium

A number of elected officials also

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Livonia native flees Argentina’s crisis

On the surface, Ken Rakowicz
went to Argentina as a pioneer
and returned a pauper

The 1985 Bentley High graduate
left the South American country in
the grips of a financial crisis, at
least richer for the experience

Rakowicz counts on such an
upbeat attitude to see him
through an ordeal that includes
his pregnant wife stranded on
another continent and him not
being able to practice his given
profession as a chiropractor

He’s living with parents Len
and Rita in Livonia and, at this
point, weighs taking other work to
raise money

“The less opportunity I have, the
more clarity I have,” said Rakow-
1cz, 34 “That’s the 1rony of Iife ”

Four years ago, Rakowicz set
out to bring “pure” chiropractic
health care to Argentina

After graduating from Sherman
College of Straight Chiropractic,
Rakowicz wanted to go abroad to
South America He narrowed his
sights on Brazil, Chile and
Argentina due to their stable
economies and burgeoning middle
class

Rakowicz and his partner set-
tled 1 Mendoza, Argentina With-
out knowing Spanish, he rode by
bus with a plastic spinal model
and portable chiropractic table to
ghare his passion about the philos-
ophy on well being

Two months later, Rakowicz
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Cintia and Ken Rakowicz

opened an office and his practice
steadily grew So did his connec
tions and command of the lan

guage

Integrated into society

“I was rockin’,” he said

He worked with the Argentina
Chiropractic Association which
was trying to set up a chiropractic
college 1n the world’s eighth
largest country He began giving
lectures in Spamish

His integration into Argentine
society became complete when he
met Cintia, who recently became
his wife

Against the backdrop of his 1dyl

lic existence, the country was in
economic turmoil

The government devalued the
peso which was on par with the
US dollar

That action created a panmc and
a run at banks as people rushed to
convert Argentine money into U S
currency

“I thought I could ride the storm
out and then I reahzed I couldn’t,”
Rakowicz sard

“It wasn't like I was an Ameri-
can tourist I was suffering right
along with them I had trouble
paying my rent, buying gas "

He saw signs leading up to the
mess

Teachers, police and public
health workers started going
unpaid while demonstrations out-
side the state capitol increased

Stories surfaced about masked
men bursting into birthday par-
ties, holding family members
hostage at gunpoint while they
looted There were four bank
heists but, mysteriously, no sus-
pects

Within a three-week span,
Rakowicz’s practice fell off to 60
percent and then to 10 percent of
what 1t had been The country’s
middle class, which paralleled
Canada’s m the late 1980s, disin-
tegrated before his eyes

Vanishing fortunes

“I was destroyed,” he said “I
lost everything Four years of
work my friends, my dreams ”

He and Cintia marned the day
before he left A tearful goodbye

with family and friends followed
at the airport Dec 21

She remained with her family,
unable to get a passport amid the
bureaucratic confusion Their sep-
aration 18 compounded by his not
being able to wire her money
because banks there are 1 disar-
ray

They’re 1n contact every day, he
said

“My heart 1s broken not to be
with her,” he said “I'm missing
valuable moments 1 not being
with our baby ”

Since his return, Rakowicz has
sought advice from others in the
chiropractic community Some
have offered him a place 1n theiwr
practices

Without his license, though, he’s
stuck

Rakowicz would have to com-
plete 36 hours of continuing edu
cation to renew his certificate
That would take time and money,
which are both 1n short supply
with his wife due in three months

Redford chiropractor Dr Jim
Kravis termed Rakowicz’s story
“compelling

“T think he’s got a job ahead of
him,” said Kravis, who's spoken to
Rakowicz on a couple of occasions
sice he returned “I think he’s a
man capable of taking care of um
self up here and being very suc
cessful ”

In telling his story, Rakowicz
doesn’t convey defeat Everything
happens for a reason, he behieves

Good things come 1n small
packages

For the Rouge River, the
proverbial package 1s a stone fly,
an aquatic insect in 1ts larval
stage which 18 no larger than a
half-an-inch long - small to be
sure, but sigmficant enough to
raise the eyebrows of environ-
mentalists and scientists 1f 1t’s
found 1n unexpected places

On Jan 12, several dozen peo-
ple visited various stretches of
the Rouge River in search of win-
ter stone flies

Why all the fuss over a bug?

Stone flies are to waterways
what canaries are to coal mines

“They are an insect that 1s
extremely susceptible to pollu-
tion If you find one, 1t’s a pretty
good 1ndicator of the overall
health of the river,” said Sally
Petrella, public invelvement
coordinator for Friends of the
Rouge, a local non-profit organi-
zation that works to restore the
urban river through education
and citizen involvement

Specific temperature ranges,
dissolved oxygen levels, nutri-
ent-rich habitats — these are the
kinds of information a biologist
can surmise by the presence of
stone flies Samphing the river
for aquatic insects 1s nothing
new for Friends of the Rouge,
however Periodically, the orga-
nization checks the Rouge for
benthic macro-invertebrates, a
term which basically means any

creature without a backbone
that dwells at the bottom of a
body of water and is large
enough to be seen with the
naked eye Mussels, clams and
leeches are a few examples of
benthic macro-invertebrates, and
they are some of the things the
organization has looked for dur-
ing 1ts searches 1n the past

The focus of the samplings,
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Dragging them In: Joe Rathbun, an aquatic biologist for
the State of Michigan, uses a net to capture aquatic
insects from Johnson’s Creek

however, zeroed 1n on stone flies
durning the summer of last year
when the organization confirmed
the discovery of stone fly nymph
in both Johnson’s Creek in
Northville Township and Fowler
Creek 1n Superior Township
Both creeks are tributaries of the
Rouge River, which 1s approxi-
mately 126 miles along and runs
through three counties
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Needless to say, Petrella was
pleased by the discovery In fact,
n another article she was quot-
ed as being ecstatic because of 1t

“My dad made fun of me
because of that article He said,
‘Were you really ecstatic? Yes,
dad, I really was,” Petrella
recalled with amusement

Because of the discovery,
Petrella decided to team up with
the Johnson’s Creek Protection
Group and schedule another
search for winter stone flies in
January Petrella had expected a
turnout of less than a dozen, but
42 volunteers showed up on Sat-
urday to help out Equpped with
nets, trays, rubber gloves and
waders, the group broke up into
seven teams which fanned out te
15 different sites 1n Farmington,
Farmington Hills, Northville,
Salem Township, Superior
Township, Plymouth Township,
Plymouth, Birmingham,
Frankiin, Southfield and Now

Anglers go fly hunting
The group - which met at
Bueter’s Outdoors, a fishing and
hunting store in Northville —
consisted largely of anglers Of
the search, there was httle ques-
tion that stone fly nymphs would
be collected from the Johnson’s
Creek portion of the river In
fact, John Bueter, owner of
Bueter’s Outdoors and a member
of the Johnson’s Creek Protec-
tion Group, said that in the
recent past five different species
of stone flies have been collected
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from the creek

“That’s more species than have
been 1dentified 1n the Au Sable
River,” Bueter added

At each site, the team leaders
of the groups were 1n charge of
collecting rocks and leaf packs
from the different sections of the
river and placing them 1n plastic
trays The other volunteers sift-
ed through the debris with
tweezers If any insects were
found that looked remotely like a
stone fly — which has six legs,
two hooked antennae and two
hair-like tails — volunteers
placed them in small vials of
alcohol for safekeeping

By Monday, after reviewing
the samples, Petrella had con-
firmed that seven of the fifteen
sites contained stone fly nymph
Four sites on the Johnson Creek
in Northville contained the
insect, as expected Fowler’s
Creek 1n Superior Township,
Fellows Creek in Plymouth

W

Township and Tonquish Creek
m Plymouth were the other sites
where the stone flies were found

Petrella said she hadn’t any
expectations about the sampling
and was pleased overall with the
findings, particularly the one at
the Tonquish Creek because of
the efforts of the volunteers

“They searched all afternoon
and didn’t find one (stone fly)
until the very end They were so
excited that they named 1t
Kacey,” after the volunteer who
found 1t, Petrella said

Friends of the Rouge will con
tinue to collect samples to help
educate people about the river
and the status of 1ts restoration

If your children are a hittle older,
you can have them gather the mise
en place (all the ingredients and

Make 1t a fun event, turn on the
radio and sing along to your
favorite songs while you cut veg
etables It doesn’t matter who 1s lis-
tenang, just sing and cook

It really does make the food taste
better

Things to remember
when making chili

M Stir often to prevent scorching

M Allow plenty of cooking time,
the more the cihuli reduces the bet-
ter 1t taste

M Always saute vegetables until
translucent before adding broth
This makes a huge difference in fla-
vor

M If your chili recipe 1ncludes
meat, evenly brown the meat, and
drain off all fat, before adding
broth If youw’re using fish, add the
gently cooked fish to each serving
to prevent over-cooking

B Add spices 1n moderation, you
can always add more but 1t 1s
impossible to take them out
Always add seasonings and spices
at the end so they don’t get bitter

M Use a pinch of sugar at the end
of cooking time to help neutralize
the acid 1n the chil

B Skim the foam that comes to
the top of the chili as it cooks We
call thas procedure “skimming the
skum” 1n the food service business,
and 1t prevents food from getting
an undesirable aftertaste

8 Be creative when making chah
Recipes are only a list of estimates
and you can interchange ingredi-
ents to fit your own tastes

I have a good chili recipe that my
family and I enjoy, and I hope you
and your family will enjoy 1t as
well

1 1/4 pound ground duck leg
meat (turkey or chicken can

In Soledad County, exactly 13
years earher, six people (nclud-
ing two children) were massa-
cred, and the crime remains
unsolved — thanks, in part, to
snafus commaitted by Rhoda her-
self Now it appears that per-
haps a serial killer has begun to
strike again A beautiful strand-
ed motorist 1s found strangled,
and shortly thereafter, two long-

time citizens of the area are
found dead 1n remote parts of
Cascada Canyon, the same place
where the original murders took
place As Rhoda tries to unravel
varied threads of the mystery, it
looks more and more as if the
killer 18 no stranger passing
through The residents of the fic-
tional county entertain “fears
and suspicions that a monster
(lives) among them ” And so do
we

Enter a New York journahst
named Guy Newberry, who
comes to Soledad County in
order to write of the earlier mas
sacres Wouldn’t you just know
1t, Guy 1s haunted i1n his own
way? Also, wouldn’t you just
know 1t, he’s soon 1nvolved 1n
solving the murders? Finally,
wouldn’t you just know 1t, he
begins to develop more than just
friendly feehings for Rhoda?

Suspects seem to emerge from
behind every rock or tangled
stand of pampas grass along this
section of the fog-shrouded coast
As readers, we begin to look
askance at almost everybody,
including the violent-tempered
cop, Wayne Gilard:, abalone
poacher Alex Ngo, the eccentric
Basque named Gregory Cordova,
and even Rhoda’s reclusive
father, Jack Antohnii

Muller does her usual bang-up
Job of keeping us enthralled with
her story of a community that
has been scarred and changed by
terrible violence and tragedy

She 1mparts a strange feehing of
ghostliness to the place and its
mhabitants, illustrating how evil
might affect the behavior of
everyone 1t touches—even the
innocent This not only adds
punch to the impact of the story
overall, but 1s ultimately the
book’s main, thought-provoking
gtrength (Her exceptionally
well-informed word pictures of
this place also keep us engaged
1 the story )

Though not highly dimension-
al yet (maybe this will develop mn
future novels), Rhoda 1s empa-
thetic and likable enough, with
her mixed feelings toward her
hard-dnnking father and her co-
workers, her devotion toward
her canine pal, and her bravery
1n the face of hideous terror

If the same can be said for the
haunted and lonely, but ever-
capable and talented, Guy New-
berry, therein lies one of the
problems with the novel It’s as
1f Muller never quite makes up
her mind who has the lead role
here Consequently, the effec-
tiveness of each character seems
really less than it might have
been

This 18 certainly not enough to
write things off, however “Pomnt
Deception” will leave many read-
ers hoping they’ll see more of
this pair 1n the future

The roof of the Erectheion, the
smaller and distinctly more feminine
of the two buildings, 1s supported by
those amazing Caryatids (six maiden
pillars) What you see are copies,
since all but one of the real pillars
have been removed to the Acropohs
Museum to avoid further deteriora-
tion The missing maiden can be
found in the British Museum

The Parthenon, considered by many
to be man’s supreme architectural
achievement, appears flawless Its
proportions were designed to coincide
with the viewer s eye — for example
the columns are shightly wider on one
end to make them appear perfect
Many of the ongimal friezes and sculp-
ture have been removed for preserva-
tion purposes The Acropolis Museum,
neatly tucked into a corner of the
complex, fills in some of the blanks —
at least those that aren't in the
British Museum!

Exploring the neighborhoods, Anafi-
otika and Plaka, that lie 1n the shad
ow of the Acropolis 1s sheer delight
They are a blend of residences, taver-
nas, and shops that eventually give
way to the central city

Metro-Detroiters know already that
Greek food 18 delicious So avgole-
mono (chicken soup with lemon and
rice), souvlaki, moussaka and baklava
will be very famihar I was surprised,
and my husband delighted, to find
they make Greek salad without beets

Athens has a host of impressive

I ended up loving Athens Yes, 1t 18
noisy and polluted But we found
these small annoyances in the scheme
of 1ts overall treasures It's not only

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Avoid eye
injuries from
sports activity

ince the invention of the shng
s shot, parents have warned their

children 'Be careful You'll poke
your eye out!

But parents have every right to be
concerned about eye safety It is esti-
mated that 1 6 to
2 4 milhion Ameri-
cans sustain eye
mjuries annually
About 40,000
becoms legally
blind 1n the
injured eye

People who play
sports are particu-
larly vulnerable
Although eye ;
njuries occur in
every sporting
activity, most Paul Edwards
INJUries are associ-
ated with baseball, basketball, foot
ball, hockey, lacrosse, tennis, racquet-
ball, squash and pamnt ball

The nature of mjuries ranges from
minor bruising to severe injuries such
as corneal abrasions and lacerations,
bleeding 1n the eye, cataracts, retinal
detachment and fractures of the bone
surrounding the eye Any severe
mnjury can cause blindness or varying
degrees of visual impairment
Injuries can even be severe enough to
require removal of the affected eye

The good news 1t that more than 90
percent of sports-related eye injuries
can be prevented by wearing protec-
tive eyewear and headgear This rec
ommendation 18 for any sports format,
including league and competitive play,
as well as summer family get-togeth-
ers and one on-one basketball 1n the
backyard

Last year, I cared for a patient who
participated in an after-work softball
league A pitcher, he was struck in his
left eye by a line drive The eyeball
ruptured and he had a torn retina,
mnternal eye bleeding and bone frac-
tures We were able to save the eye,
but he lost a sigmficant amount of
vision His mjuries would definitely
have been prevented if he had been
wearng protective eyewear

Regular eyeglasses do not provide
adequate protection for sports When
buying protective eyewear and head-
gear, make sure 1t has been tested
and certified by an agency such as the
American National Standards Inst:-
tute (ANSI), American Society of Test-
ing and Materials (ASTM), Hockey
Equipment Certification Council
(HECC) or the Canadian Standards
Assoeiation (CSA) Or check out the
Protective Eyewear Certifying council
at www protecteyes org Most devices
need to be 1mpact-resistant up to 90
males an hour for projectiles such as
hockey pucks and baseballs

Participants of basketball, football
and other contact sports should wear
protective glasses or goggles with
lenses that are at least 3 mm thick
The frames should be made of sih-
cone, polycarbonate or another soft
protective material that helps reduce
facial trauma For activities involving
hockey pucks, baseballs, softballs or
other fast-moving projectiles, face

Gary Monico 42, of Farmington, a manager of
busy Target store 1 Livonia, thought he was getting
the flu a few weeks ago when the usual trip to the
parking lot to retrieve carts proved exhausting He
1gnored the symptoms, which included achy joints,
and a few days later went to the YMCA to work out

“I ran a few mailes and came back to work I felt
terrible,” he said

When his symptoms didn’t subside after a week
and his temperature soared to 103 degrees, Monico
contacted hus doctor The diagnosis of pneumonma
surprised him

“Pve never been sick a day i my hfe,” he said

Last September an elderly patient of Dr Joan
Vangel, a staff physician at Henry Ford West Bloom-
field Clinic, was too absorbed watching the events of
World Trade Center tragedy unfold on her television
to pay attention to her persistent cough and runny
nose However, two weeks later the Farmington
Halls senior, desperate for relief, drove herself to
Vangel s office without an appointment

She, too, was diagnosed with pneumonia

Unfortunately pneumoma 1s an msidious disease
Its beginning 1s often bemgn, nothing more than a
cold Even as 1ts symptoms progress — 1n spite of a
regimen of aspirin and over the counter cough prod-
ucts — they are frequently 1ignored

Pay attention to symptoms, warns Vangel A
physician needs to make a diagnosis through careful
hstening of the chest, an overall medical evaluation,
and a chest X-ray

‘I always tell my patients they never waste my
time by coming in and getting checked,” she said

Causes and symptoms

Pneumonia 18 a serious infection or inflammation
of the lungs, in which the air sacs fill with pus or
other flmds Because oxygen has trouble reaching
the blood, body cells are deprived of necessary fuel
Combine oxygen starved cells with a spreading
infection throughout the body and the outcome can
be lethal

Until 1936, pneumonia was the number one cause
of death 1n the United States Since then, the use of
antibiotics have brought it under control In 1997,
pneumonia and mfluenza combined ranked as the
sixth leading cause of death, according to the Amer:-
can Lung Association It ranks even higher in other
categories

“It 15 the leading cause of death from infectious
disease,” said Dr Gregory Neagos, director of Respi-
ratory Care and Medical Intensive Care St Joseph
Mercy Hospital, Ann Arbor

Although children and seniors may be more sus-
ceptible to pneumona, it 1s really an equal opportu-
nity disease

For the most part, it 18 matter of being in the
wrong place at the wrong time

“The truth 1s that pneumonia can occur with any
body It yust happens It’s a matter of bad Juck,” said
Vangel

There are over 30 different causes of pneumonia,
including the five main causes Bacteria, viruses,
mycoplasmas, other infectious agents, such as fung,
mcluding pneumocystis, and various chemicals Typ-
1cal pneumonia symptoms include a severe cough,
fever, chest pain and shortness of breath

“People think they have a bad cold, but the symp-
toms don’t clear The chest becomes more congested,
and the patient becomes weaker They generally feel
debilitated,” said Vangel

Symptoms often present differently in the elderly

“It’s not so much a cough or a fever, but confusion
or failure to thrive They may become incontinent or
fall Then I'm much more concerned that pneumoma
18 going on,” said Dr Michael Maddens, director of

Treatment

According to the ALA, over half the pneumoma
diagnosed 18 viral A culture of the phlegm or blood
determines 1f the origin 18 viral or bacterial, which
usually produces a more serious form of the disease

Pneumococcal pneumonia, caused by a bacteria
called Streptococcus pneumoniae, or “pneumococ-
cus,” 18 the most common form of bactertal pneumo-
nia It can infect the upper respiratory tracts of
adults and children and can spread to the blood,
lungs, middle ear or nervous system The Centers
for Disease Control estimates S pneumoniae causes
40,000 deaths and 500,000 cases of pneumonia
annually in the United States

Pneumococcus hives 1n the noses and throats of up
to 70 percent of healthy people at any given time It
1s spread from person to person by coughing, sneez-
g or close contact Why 1t suddenly invades the
lungs and bloodstream to cause the disease remains
a mystery Because 1t 1s difficult to determine if
pneumonia 18 viral or bacterial in origin during an
mmtial examination, doctors usually prescribe antib-
otics However, some bactenal pneumonia has come
resistant to antibiotics

“Bacteria seem to be smarter than we are,” said
Maddens “We have a resistant strain that has
evolved over the last 10 or 15 years Now, 30 to 40
percent of pneumoma 1s not sensitive to penicillin ”

Additional treatment measures include supportive
care, breathing treatments, cough medicines and
lots of rest Although the fever may subside in a
week or two, a full recovery often takes two to three
months, said Maddens Fortunately, most pneumo-
nia patients do not requare hospitalization

Keep warm to save your heart

People who are outdoors m cold weather should
avoid sudden exertion, hike lifting a heavy shovel
full of snow Even walking through heavy, wet snow
or snow drfis can stramn a person’s heart Winter
sports enthusiasts who don’t take certain precau-
tions can suffer accidental hypothermia

Hypothermia means the body temperature has
fallen below normal It occurs when your body can’t
produce enough energy to keep the internal body
temperature warm enough It can kill you Heart
farlure causes most deaths in hypothermia

Symptoms include lack of coordination, mental
confusion, slowed reactions, shivering and sleepi-
ness Children, the elderly and those with heart dis-
ease are at special risk As people age, thewr abihity
to maintain a normal mternal body temperature
often decreases

Because elderly people seem to be relatively msen-
sitive to moderately cold conditions, they can suffer
hypothermia without knowing they’re 1n danger

People with coronary heart disease often suffer
chest pain or discomfort called angina pectoris

Besides cold temperatures, high winds, snow and
rain also can steal body heat Wind 1s especially
dangerous, because 1t removes the layer of heated
air from around your body At 30°F in a 20-mile-per-
hour wind, the cooling effect 15 equal to calm air at
four degrees Similarly, dampness causes the body
to lose heat faster than it would at the same temper-
ature i drier conditions

To keep warm, wear layers of clothing This traps
air between layers, forming a protective msulation
Also, wear a hat or head scarf Much of your body's
heat can be lost through your head And ears are
especially prone to frostbite Keep your hands and
feet warm, too, as they tend to lose heat rapidly

Don’t drink alcoholic beverages before gomg out-
doors or when outside Alcohol gives an 1itial feel-
g of warmth, but this 1s caused by expanding blood
vessels 1n the skin Heat 18 then drawn away from
the body’s vital organs

Vaccination

Because pneumonia 1s a common complication of
