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Report gives schools high marks

For the second consecutive report,
Plymouth-Canton Schools received rel-
atively agh marks from an evaluation
by Standard & Poor’s, which was con-
tracted by the State of Michigan to
evaluate and compare all the state’s
school districts

“Relative to other K-12 school dis-
tricts 1n Michigan, Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools achieves well
above-average student results with
spending that 1s comparable to
statewide levels The district’s spend-
ing per student is comparable to the

Plymouth Michigan

state average but lower than the aver
age of a group of peer districts with
similar demographic characteristics,”
stated a summazry of the report, which
considers student scores on tests such
as the MEAP, SAT and ACT

The School Evaluation Services
report, whach has been sent to school
district administrators but has yet to
be released publicly, 18 based on Stan-
dard & Poor’s independent analysis of
four years of data, from the 1996-97
school year through 1999-2000

The study ranked public schools in a
number of categories according to state
averages and peer group districts

The comparisons included gradua-
tion and dropout rates, MEAP, ACT
and SAT scores, operating, instruction-
al and administrative expenditures, as
well as general fund balances and long-
term debt

Whale the study compared all Michi-
gan school districts, Plymouth Canton
was benchmarked with Livoma, Farm-
ington, Walled Lake, Huron Valley,
Rochester, Troy, Chippewa Valley and
Warren Consolidated school districts

Walker was arraigned Friday at 35th
District Court on charges of
delivery/manufacture of between five
and 45 kilos of maryjuana He faces a
prehminary examination Feb 8 If con-
victed, he could face seven years in
prison and/or a $5,000 fine According
to Plymouth Township Police Chief

Tom Tiderington, Walker was charged
as a habitual offender, which could
multiply the sentence by 1 5

According to Tiderington, the situa-
tion began when Walker took his car to
Massey Cadillac for some work Massey
officials gave the Walker a loaner, and
when he returned it, they did a routine
check of the car In the trunk, accord-
ing to Tiderington, they found “two g
bales of maryuana ”

“It was a significant mariyuana
setzure,” said Tiderington

Teachers, district learn
interest-based bargaining

Confrontational contract bar-
gaining between Plymouth-Can-
ton schools and 1ts teacher’s
union could become a thing of
the past as both sides prepare
for negotiations on a new multi-
year agreement

Bargaining teams from the
Plymouth-Canton Education
Association and the district will
be attending a seminar thas
week to learn the intricacies of
interest-based bargaining

“Instead of just exchanging
proposals, interest-based bar-
gaining teaches cooperation,”
said Chuck Portell, PCEA presi-
dent “Each side brings ideas to
the table and there’s discussion
on the issues If you can reach
resolution, that’s a good thing If
not, you move on to the next
item and come back to 1t later ”

Bargamers for both sides laid
the groundwork for interest-
based bargaining last year when
they agreed to a one-year con-
tract extension At this week’s
training session, both bargaiming
teams will learn together about
the specifics of interest-based
bargaming

“In recent years, school dis-
tricts, as well as other organiza-
tions with a union workforce,
have moved toward a collabora-

five bargaining method,” said
Superintendent Kathleen
Booher “I think 1t’s very
promising It helps you identify
right from the start what 1s
important to management and
what 1s important to labor

“It helps get away from some
of the confrontational activities
and behaviors that can evolve
from what 1s generally called
traditional negotiations,” she
said “We're very hopeful it will
foster good, positive dialogue ”

Portelh agrees

“It takes away some of the ani-
mosity We actually discuss the
proposals and why we can, or
can’t, do something That’s the
way negotiations should go ”

they can do”

This was Meghan Perkins’ sec-
ond year in the show, and 1t’s
something she and her family

“This 1s my daughter’s second
year, and she looks so forward to

Ijegislators hope to salvage
psychiatric hospital land

State representatives John
Stewart, (R-Plymouth Town-
ship), and Bruce Patterson, (R-
Canton Township), are working
behind the scenes to give some of
the Northville Psychiatric Hospi-
tal property and adjacent state-
owned land to Northville and
Northville Township when the
facility 1s closed and sold

According to Stewart a vote
on selling the property could
come as early as this week
However, unless a deal can be
worked out to give the communi-
ties a portion of the 400-plus

acres, Stewart said he “has the
votes” to ward off the sale

The local legislators want to
give 70 acres to the communities
for a possible fire station or ele-
mentary school, and to extend
Winchester Drive between Six
Mile and Seven Mile roads In
exchange, the communities may
be willing to change the zoning
from residential to commercial
so 1t can be sold by the state for
an estimated $64 million

“We could give the property to
the communities, or sell 1t to
them for a dollar There’s prece-
dence for that,” said Stewart
“I'm voting ‘no’ if I can’t get
something for my district”

The vote to sell the property
on Seven Mile could have come
last week, however Stewart said
Patterson put some pressure on
lawmakers to hold 1t off until
this week

“Patterson put up stop signs
no vote for at least a week,” said
Stewart %

Patterson’s 21st State House
district does not 1include

Water rates in Plymouth and
Plymouth Township are expect-
ed to go up agamn as the Detroit
Water and Sewerage Depart-
ment 18 seeking another rate
increase to help fund $4 8 bilhon
1n improvements

The proposed wholesale water
rate hike for the city of Ply-
mouth 18 13 66 percent, while
Piymouth Township’s proposed
mcrease 18 15 23 percent

The wholesale sewage rate for
both commumties 1s expected to

go up 10 44 percent

“We need to determine our
operating costs, plus the costs of
the capital improvement needs
of our ongoing street construc-
tion program, before we can set
the rates we charge to resi-
dents,” said Mark Christiansen,
caity finance director

In 1999, water and sewer rates
in Plymouth increased 35 per-
cent as commussioners failed to
ncrease customer rates for near-
ly 10 years In 2000, the
mcrease was 8 7 percent, while
last year rates went up 99 per-
cent

Water consumption by city res-
1dents has gone down the last
four years as residents attempt
to combat increased user fees
However, when consumption
goes down, city rates tend to go
icrease to make up the differ-
ence

The Detroit city council will
hold a public hearing on the
water and sewer rate increases
on Feb 7 When the increases
are approved, Plymouth city
commissioners and Plymouth
Township frustees will decide on
rate increases for their commu-
nities to keep pace

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Engler still stirs controversy in last state of the state

Gov John Engler has made an
annual tradition of stirring con-
troversy with his State of the
State addresses, and his 12th
and final such speech was no
exception

His harshest comment
Wednesday evening, Jan 23,
was reserved for former governor
and candidate again for the
office Jum Blanchard

“I will not leave to the next
governor a mess like the one
that was waiting for me when 1
took office,” he said, urging law-
makers to take quick action to
trim the budget to eliminate an
expected $900 mithon shortfall

The beneficiary of his com-
ment was Lt Gov Dick Posthu-
mus, also a candidate for the
state’s highest office, who was
geated behind Engler as he made
his remarks

Democrats weren’t impressed
“Yes, he had to take a shot at
Jim Blanchard, a guy who he
beat out for the office 12 years
ago It’s time to get over it,” said
Democratic state party chair
Mark Brewer

Engler’s address also mecluded
some harsh words for the State
Board of Education over delays
mn adopting accreditation stan-
dards, but he skipped over the
comments when delivering the
speech According to the text,
Engler gave the board a grade of
‘F’ on that 1ssue

Wins applause

But Engler also won enthusi-
astic support from lawmakers for
a number of comments, bringing
legislators to their feet no less
than 16 times Among his most
popular were comments to pre-
serve already scheduled tax cuts
and at the same time increase
benefits to laid off workers

At the Burgundy Wine Counal’s
press conference, which traditionally
precedes the sale, Pierre Henry
Gagey, President of both the Nego-
ciants’ Group and the Burgundy pro-
ducer Maison Louis Jadot, expressed
hope that prices fetched by Hospice
wines would be 1n line with current
market trends

Since 1994, prices at the Hospice

What are mussels?

Archaeological evidence indicates that this bivalve
mollusk has been used as food for over 20,000 years
The French and Belgians are notorious mussel
lovers To meet growing demands across Europe,

mussels are cultivated on special farms

Untal recently, Americans have not been as enam-
ored of mussels as they have of oysters and clams
In the past, huge quantities along both U S coasts
went unharvested That’s no longer true Today,
America To sat-
19fy global needs, Chile has also beéofne a mussel

supplier

There are dozens of mussel species| all of which
have a thin, oblong shell, ranging in tolor from 1ind:-
go blue to bright green to yellowish-brown

Depending on the species, the shell can be from 1%
to 6 inches 1n length The “meat” ranges 1n color

from creamy tan to bright orange

Most abundant is the blue or common mussel,
found along the Mediterranean, Atlantiec and Pacific
coasts Its shell 18 inky dark blue or black and about
2 to 3 inches long The green lipped mussel 18
imported from New Zealand and has a 3 to 4 inch

long, bright green shell

Popular on his menu, Michael Thomas, certified
executive chef and owner of Rustica Europa (877
East Auburn at John R 1n Rochester Hills), purchas
es farm raised, common blue mussels from Canada’s
Prince Edward Island and Chile “They are plump
with a good meat to shell ratio, have a mild taste

and soft texture,” he said

M Live, fresh mussels are Qenerally
availabie year-round from top fish mar-
kets. On the West Coast, however, the
mussel season is November through

April.

He noted that although New Zealand and Belgian
sourced mussels may have a cache, if the recipe 1s
loaded up with garlic and wine, subtle taste dxffer-

hat will the brewing industny
think of next? The newest malt
(or beer-based) beverages to hit the
market 1n full swing are the citrus fl
vored beverages like Smirnoff Ice,
Mikes Hard Lemonade, and Unelds
Jed’s Hard Pink and regular lemon-
ades Most are citrus flavored or
lemon-flavored versiwons of a basic hght
lagers, but with a much higher alcohdl
content (somewhere around 5- percent
alechol by volume)
Miller Brewing Co has just
announced its contribution to this cate-
gory, a concoction called “Skyy Blue,’
light citrus-based malt beverage fla-

Mussels may be steamed,
fred, baked or used as an ingre-
dient 1n dishes such as the
French seafood stew known as
bowillabaisse or as an addition to
standard risotto

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Sweet potatoes - a near year round treat

You know that sweet potatoes
are an important part of a
Thanksgiving dinner But you
may not know that sweet pota-
toes are an important part of a
healthful diet any time of the
year

Much of the rest of the country
may think their season limited
to a Thanksgiving casserole, but
southerners include sweet pota-
toes 1n non-holiday menus as
well Since fresh sweet potatoes
are available all year, except n
summer, they are a versatile as
well as healthful part of any
diet

Sweet potatoes have four
times the official recommended
daily level of beta-carotene, an
antioxidant most researchers
consider a valuable cencer-fight-
ing nutrient Studies have
shown that high levels of beta-
carotene 1n the diet or blood may
also be associated with a
decreased risk of coronary heart
disease 1n men Fresh sweet
potatoes have more beta-
carotene than carrots and more
vitamin C than tomatoes

And just to set the record
straight The names are often
used mterchangeably, but sweet
potatoes and yams are from dif-
ferent plant species Sweet pota-
toes belong to the morning-glory
family Yams belong to a differ-
ent genus altogether Jessica
Harris, author of The African
Table, says the confusion started
when African slaves in the
Caribbean called the local
tubers, which were sweet pota-

Green goodness: A single serving of leafy greens is estimated to contain more than
100 different cancer-fighting phytochemicals

Healthy greens have
rich American history

While children 1n the class
room are learning about the con
tributions of African-Americans
during Black History Month in
February there are also lessons
to be learned 1n the kitchen

Cooked greens were found on
African-American -~ and South-
ern — tables long before they
appeared on the menus of fash-
1onable restaurants Kdna
Lewis, the grand dame of
African-American cooking and a
national spokesperson for South-
ern cooking, remembers growing
up 1 rural Virgimia and picking
wild greens not only for food, but
for medicine “If you were sick,”
she writes, “your neighbor might
walk a mile or more to pick
something green to bring to your
bedside, and then sit by the bed
to feed and comfort you Those
greens were like black folks’
health food ”

Greens are low in calories and
fat They are also rich 1n fiber
and vitamins A and C Greens
also contain naturally-occurring
substances called phytochem
cals that help fight cancer A sin
gle serving of leafy greens 1s esta-
mated to contain more than 100
different phytochemicals

The most common greens are
collard, kale chard and broccol
rabe They all lock quite differ-
ent Collard greens have large,
cabbage like leaves and are a
muted green, sometimes tinged
with blue Most vaneties of kale
have ragged or frilled leaves
ranging in color from bluish to
almost black, magenta, yellow,
or gray Chard usually has dark
green leaves that are usually
ruffled The leafy green broccoli
rabe (also called rape or rapin)
has 6 to 9 inch stalks and clus-
ters of small buds that look like
broccoh

When you buy greens, look for
those that are crisp and unblem
ished The darker the color, the
higher the nutritional value
Leafy greens are highly perish-
able and should be used within a
few days of purchase If you are
not going to cook them 1mmed-
ately, wrap them, unwashed, in
damp paper towels and refriger-
ate 1 a plastic bag with a few
air holes so the greens can
breathe

Greens can be full of soil and
grit, so wash them carefully
before cooking They should not
be cooked 1in pans made of alu
minum, which gives them an
unipleasant taste Keep 1 mind
that greens cook way down A
pound of fresh greens will result
in 1 1/2 to 2 cups of cooked
greens, or about 4 servings

After you try this recipe, you
may agree with Edna Lewis
that, Greens are a dish that
most Southerners would walk a

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Flashy accessory

In daylight or darkness, flash is critical for great photos

Occasionally, someone asks
me, “What’s your most tmpor-
tant accessory?” 1 say that my
flash, which I use for daylght
fill-in flash, and my hght dif
fusers-reflectors are of utmost
importance

I use others, however, that are
not advertised as official photog-
raphy accessories Here are a
few I think you might find use-
ful

Flashlight with headband.
My wife gave me this device for

my nighttime scuba dives It
shps over my head and 1s held in
place with adjustable straps
This flashlight, which leaves
both hands free, has proven
mvaluable 1n my topside photog-
raphy, too

I used 1t to make 1mportant
camera adjustments while I was
on a night photo safari in
Botswana (It also came 1n
handy while 1 was packing my
gear early one morning 1n a
hotel room mn Fij1 _ while my
wife wanted to sleep )

Shower cap. I've never taken

a towel from a hotel room, but I
do take the plastic shower caps
that are provided in the bath-
rooms They make great rain
covers for my camera

Duct tape. 1 take good care of
my gear, but sometimes 1t gets
knocked around, as when I was
riding over a “washboard” road
1 Kenya Somehow, the battery
compartment door on my flash
came unhinged Duct tape to the
rescue If I hadn’t had 1t, 1
wouldn't have been able to use
my flash

Rubber bands. They can be

used to hold battery compart-
ment doors 1n place or even
cracked gear together _ tem-
poranly

Waterproof marker. If you
shoot a lot of film and want to
keep track of which rolls you
shot where and when, marking
each roll with a waterproof
marker will do the trick

Sock. 1 sometimes stuff a lens
n a sock when I'm traveling and
need to pack several accessories
i one compartment 1n my cam-
era bag With new airline carry-

on restrictions, I've had to con-
solidate my gear and pack lenses
on top of lenses, flashes, meters,
and so on

Swiss army knife. You never
know when one of these will
come in handy _ to cut duct tape,
tighten a screw on a camera or
tripod, to cut open a box of
shipped film or gear and, per-
haps, even to open a cool drink

Paper clip. If you are a diga
tal photographer who hikes to
burn CDs on your laptop when
traveling (as I do), a paper clip
can save the day when a CD gets

stuck 1 the CD drive CD drives.
have a tiny, round hole next to
the CD slot Insert a paper clip,,
mto the hole and the CD will pop
out u®

But 007 Agent Under Fire,
from Electronic Arts for the
PlayStation 2, might be even
better

In this latest Bond epic, the
famous spy, hicensed killer and
martin aficionade gets to sneak
around, drive the fabulous BMW
Z8 and handle a rail-mounted
chain gun, all to the detriment of
his many foes

EA learned a lesson from the
less-than-enthusiastic reaction
to 1ts previous Bond game, the
third-person Tomorrow Never
Dies

Agent Under Fure 18 a first-per-
son shooter

“Shooter” 1s the operative word
here While in some places

you're better off trying to evade
detection, 1n most cases you just
open up with whatever you have
handy Weaponry includes a
silenced pistol, Frines1 12-gauge
shotgun, assault weapons galore,
grenades and even shoulder-
fired rockets

Bond alsc has a pocketful of
the famous Q-designed gadgets,
mcluding a Q-laser for burning
through locks, Q-specs that use
X-rays to reveal hidden doors,
and the Q-claw, a grappling
dewvice for climbing

The game also 1s loaded with
the gorgeous women who always
surround Bond, including an
enticing pair of cloned white-
haired twins

Whale not the longest title ever
at 12 missions, the game 18 load-
ed with replay value, since 1t has
three difficulty levels and also
awards points for how well you
get through each mission

You can finish missions with-
out finesse and move on But say
you finish very quickly, score

National Geographic Traveler has selected
Biltmore Estate as one of 1ts 50 “must see”
destinations in America The estate 1s fea-
tured on the cover of the October 1ssue

Biitmore was chosen as one of ten national
wonders by the magazine, which described 1t
as one of the “manmade or natural spots that
America cherishes ” If you would hke to read
more, the article has an essay by the owner,
Wilham A V Cecil and pictures of the estate

Once you see 1t, there 18 no surpnse as to
why the estate has received such high acco-
lades The splendor and luxury can hardly be
imagined unless you see 1t for yourseif In
today’s world 1t would be tmpossible to duph-
cate the materials, craftsmanship, art, Euro-
pean style, gardens and grandeur

A little bit of history

George Vanderbilt created Biltmore to be a
gelf-supporting and profitable estate, to rival
other estates built by other family members
and to house huge collections of art he had
acquired mn his travels throughout Europe
The area 1n Asheville, N C was selected i
1888 when George traveled to the popular
resort area with his mother He fell in love
with the rugged beauty and started to
acquire land By the time he was done, he
had purchased a total of 125,000 acres of
land, including the 100,000-acre Pisgah For-
est

The estate has sold much of this land, but
still owns approximately 10,000 acres From
windows on the top floor of the manor, there
18 still land as far as the naked eye can see

The name Biltmore was derived from Baldt,
the Dutch town where his ancestors originat-
ed and “more,” an Enghsh word for open,
rolling land The estate took six years to
build, countless craftsmen and two famous
designers, architect Richard Morris Hunt and
landscape archutect, Frederick Law Olmsted
Family and friends were first welcomed on
Chnistmas Eve, 1895

The Estate

Imagine if you will 250 rooms, 34 bed-
rooms, 43 bathrooms, 65 fireplaces, an indoor
pool, bowhng alley and three kitchens The
wood paneled hbrary contains 10,000 books
located on two levels with a Pellegrini canvas
ceiling pamnting depicting the open sky at
dawn with floating angels

The estate includes a three-mile approach
road, forest, several gardens, conservatory,
vmeyard, winery and large tasting room, rd-
ing and hiking trails, nding stable, a section
of the French Broad River, several restau-
rants, the new Biitmore Inn and gift shops
Getting to the various areas mvolves going
back to your car and driving several miles to

the next area

The technology utihized 1n this estate was
unheard of 1n upper-level society homes, let
alone the average person’s home 1n the
1890s For example, the indoor pool had
heated water, underwater lighting and a
vaulted ceihing which covered the span of the
pool The gymnasium offered a chan-driven
rowing machine and wall-mounted pulleys
with adjustable weights It also contamned the
first bowling alley installed 1n a private home
by Brunswick-Balke-Collender Co If you are

If you have arthritfs of the knees you want to know how much more use you
can get from your joints before operation Is a necessity Your doctor will give an
opinion based on the several assessments

First he will need weight bearng x of the involved knee These x rays are taken with you
standing and bending your knee Films taken m this manner give an idea of the way your knees work
when you walk The more joint space remaining the more hikely you cén continue with medical thel
Other features of the x rays that provide an idea of how long the joint might last are signs of strain on the
underlying tibia and the amount of bony overgrowth calied osteophytes about the edge of the joint

I frequently get asked about “Time”
in treatment and Space for teeth”

Orthodontics works more n the realm of
medical science than science fiction but does
not view treatment 1n terms of time and
space To begin with there 1s either too much
space or too little space Either the teeth are
too large for the jaws or the jaws are too
large for the teeth Mismatches between
teeth and jaws most commonly are the result
from iherited characteristics that do not
comphment each other from each parent As
aresult teeth can be forced out of algnment
grow mside or outside the dental arch or
rotate  and overlap adjacent teeth
Orthodontnic treatment addresses these 1ssues
by moving teeth mto thew proper positions
with constant and gentle pressure Because
rushing toward completion of treatment

Also, you can ask friends and rela-
tives for recommendations, 3r check
with local real estate agents

When buying a new home, you
aren’t buying just a structure
Along with the structure comes a
package of services, and the quality
of those services will have an
mmportant impact on the enjoyment
of your home

For instance, most homes come
with a one-year warranty on work-
manship and materials Since vir-
tually every home 15 going to need
at least minor adjustments and
repairs of warranty items during
the first year, you should look for a
builder who will provide quality ser-
vice after the sale

The best way to learn about the
quality of service a builder offers 1s
to ask previous customers Find out
what the builder recently built in an
area near where you're buying
Then w181t some of those communi-
ties and ask the homeowners about
their experiences with their homes
and the builder The best time to
visit usually 18 a Saturday morning

Don’t be shy about approaching
people Knock on some doors 1if you
must In most cases, a builder’s pre-
vious customers will be open to you
Try to talk to at least three or four
i each neighborhood You shouldn’t

Ask questions Are you happy with
your home? If you had any prob-
lems, were they fixed promptly and
properly? Would you buy another
home from this builder? Take notes
s0 you can make comparisons later

Remember that cost 1sn’t a direct
measure of quahity High quality
combines good design and fine prod-
ucts and materials with superior
workmanship and proper installa-
tion Just because one home 1s less
expensive than another doesn’t
mean 1t’s a better value Likewise, a
more expensive home may not mean
better craftsmanship

Look at the quality of the con-
struction features Inspect the qual-
1ty of the cabinetry, carpeting, trim-
work and paint Be sure to ask a lot
of questions Get specifics, take
notes and never hesitate to ask

Damaged hollow-core doors can be repaired

It was in the 2000 big-screen
blockbuster “Charlie’s Angels” that
one angel, Alex, played by Lucy
Liu, displayed her lack of baking
skills

To woo her boyfriend, Alex
whipped up blueberry muffins The
baked goods turned out to be better
weapons than enticers

One of the angels hurled one
across a room, only to have 1t lodge
1n a hollow-core door

The other angels appropriately
dubbed Alex’s quick breads “Chai-
nese Fighting Muffins ”

Muffins aside, 1f the doors 1n your
home are hollow and you have kids,
chances are you've had to, or some-
day will have to, repair a hole 1n a
door Besides 1ts unsightly appear-
ance, guch a hole can be embarrass-
mng

Most post-World War II homes
have hollow-core doors The core of
the door usually consists of pieces
of cardboard crisscrossed on end for
rigidity and modest acoustic value
The door 18 then finished on both
sides with a one-eighth-inch layer
of veneer plywood or hardboard

The method used to repair a hole
1 a hollow-core door depends upon
whether the door 1s painted or
stained Patching a painted door 1s
easler because the paint does a bet-
ter job of concealing the repair

That doesn’t mean, however, that
gia\tchmg a staned door 18 1mpossi-

e

And although a replacement hol-
low-core door 1sn’t particularly
expensive, replacing one (mortising
for hinges and drilling holes for the
hardware) can be complicated

Thus, before tossing the damaged
door, try repairing it first

Begin by removing as much of
the damaged material as possible
Use a utility knife with a sharp
blade to trim the edge of the hole
Next, loop a cord through a ptece of
wire screen that is shightly larger

= Patching a painted door is easler because the paint

does a better job of concealing the repair. That doesn’t
mean, however, that patching a stained door is
Impossible. And although a replacement hollow-core door
Isn’t particularly expensive, replacing one (mortising for
hinges and drilling holes for the hardware) can be
complicated. Thus, before tossing the damaged door, try

repainng it first.

that the size of the hole Push the
screen into the hole and use the
cord to pull the screen flush to the
mside of the door Holding the cord
taut, use a putty knife to apply a
quick-drying patching compound to
the surface of the screen

Trowel the material to just below
the finished surface of the door Tie
the cord to a small wooden dowel or
to a pencil that 1s long enough to
bridge the patch

This will prevent the wire screen
from moving

Once the patching compound has
dried, cut the cord and remove the
dowel

Apply a coat of spackling com-
pound over the base repair, allow 1t
to dry, and then sand

Since spackling compound tends
to shrink, a second coat usually s
required Sand the second coat
smooth, spot-prime the area and
paint the entire door

Qur second repair technique uses
expandable foam 1n a can 1n place
of the wire screening Start by
removing the damage, as described
earlier

Shoot some mimimum-expanding
foam 1nto the hole

Use enough to fill the hole, but
don’t overdo it Be prepared for
some of the foam to ooze out

‘When the foam hardens, careful-
ly use a sharp vazor blade to trim
away the excess so that the foam 1s
ghghtly below the surface of the

oor

Finish the job by applying a coat
or two of spackling compound over
the foard Sand, prime and paint

Both of these repair methods can
be used to repair a wood-veneer
door that 1s stained — with one
exception Instead of priming the
patch and painting the entire door,
spot-prime the patch with a primer
tinted to match the stain color

Use a small artist’s brush to
“faux fimsh” the patch to match the
grain and stain of the existing fin-
1sh Also, wood filler can be used in
place of spackling compound when
patching a wood-veneer door

Wood filler, however, won’t take
stain exactly hike the wood around
1t

If a door 18 badly damaged or you
aren’t happy with your repair,
apply a new veneer to the door

This 1s called “re-skinning” the
door Simply pop the door off the
hinges and lay 1t on a couple of saw
horses 1n your garage or workshop

Remove the hardware and
hinges, rough-sand the damaged
face, and apply contact cement to
both the face of the door and the
back side of the veneer

Allow the contact cement to
become tacky and then place the
veneer over the door

Cover the surface with some
heavy books to allow the adhesive
to set up, then trim the excess with
a utility knife or pin router Sand
the edge smooth and stain to match
the rest of the door
