The U S Court of Appeals has upheld a lower court 
ruling that keeps Plymouth and other municipalities 
from ticketing CSX Transportation for long delays at 
railroad crossings

The ruling comes as a result of a 1998 lawsuit filed 
by CSX against the city ofPlymouth, which had fined 
the railroad tens of thousands of dollars over several 
years for blocking most of the city’s nine railroad 
crossings for inordinate amounts of time In the suit, 
CSX claimed federal regulations govern the speed 
and length of trams operating m  interstate com­
merce The railroad believes federal law supersedes 
the state statute, which allows a standing tram  to 
block an intersection for five minutes and a moving

tram  no longer than seven minutes 
“Clearly we’re disappointed This is a continuing 

problem, year after year, m Plymouth,” said Paul 
Sincock, Plymouth city m anager “The railroad 
needs to be a good, cooperative citizen ”

Michigan Attorney General Jennifer Granholm 
filed a motion in U S  District Court to intervene in 
the railroad’s lawsuit against Plymouth However, a 
federal district judge in 2000 struck down state laws 
that allowed for communities to ticket railroads for 
long delays

“We are disappointed in the ruling, and we are still 
reviewing our options on moving forward from here,” 
said Granholm spokeswoman Genna Gent 

In 1998, Plymouth police issued CSX 426 tickets 
for delaying traffic Fines for delays range from 
$500-$l,000 However, CSX stopped paying the tick­
ets pending the outcome of the federal lawsuit

While the city no longer tickets the railroad, Police 
Chief Wayne Carroll said CSX remains a traffic prob­
lem

“They still delay traffic on a daily basis,” said Car- 
roll “The trains are getting longer and longer, and 
they are getting slower and slower ”

CSX estimates tha t m any given 24-hour period, 
between 30 and 50 freight trains pass through Ply­
mouth The company claims it would need to spend 
over a million dollars to improve the tracks m and 
around Plymouth to allow its trains to run a t faster 
speeds and comply with state regulations 

CSX spokesman Gary Wollenhaupt said CSX can’t 
operationally comply with the state ordinance 

“We can only go about 25 miles per hour through 
Plymouth, and the length of trams is too long to meet 
the time requirements at that speed ”

Virginia firefighters pay tribute to their ‘heroes’

Five months ago, Bob Luckett 
knew he would be visiting “fam­
ily” at Salem High School The 
chief deputy fire marshal of the 
Alexandria, Va , fire depart­
ment was so overwhelmed by 
the support of Plymouth-Canton 
high school students, he ju st 
had to meet his “heroes ”

L ast O ctober, Salem High 
School teacher Ann Nora Hira- 
mi suggested to her social stud­
ies students they send letters to 
firefighters m  A lexandria to 
show their gratitude for rescue 
agd recovery efforts after the 
Sept 11 terrorist attacks The 
idea came to Hirami, who was 
in Alexandria a week after the 
Pentagon attack, after visiting 
with overwhelmed firefighters 
who already had put m a week- 
long rescue and recovery effort

Nearly 80 students sent let­
ters to help bolster the spirits of 
the fire fig h te rs , expressing 
gratitude, admiration and sym­
pathy And, to their surprise, 
Luckett sen t each s tuden t a 
personalized le tter expressing 
his thanks

That spurred students to send

You are our heroes ”

get away

“I’ve worked in the fire ser­
vice for 26 years and never 
experienced anything like this,” 
said Luckett to his audience of 
enthralled high school students

H iram i told her studen ts, 
“This is my happiest day, ever, 
as a teacher This is the chance 
of a lifetime I t’s one of the 
coolest th ings you’ll ever 
remember about being in high 
school ”

Students were impressed by 
the fact Luckett and Vollmer 
took the time to visit them

“When we first wrote the let­
ters, we didn’t  expect much to 
come out of it ,” said Ryan 
Alloway, a freshman from Can­
ton

“For them  to drop w hat 
they’re doing and come to our 
high school was really a great 
experience,” added Jessica 
Shamberger, 18, from Canton 
“We got to learn what life was 
like from their point of view It 
makes you think life is so pre­
cious ”

Like Luckett, Vollmer could­
n’t  thank the students enough 
for their support

“The kids took the initiative 
on their own I felt touched by 
that, and this is my repayment 
to them to say thank you,” he 
said “Everybody looks to us as 
heroes, but they’re our heroes 
because they showed support 
for us

Elusive 5 th 
taste makes 
difference
W hen all four primary tastes, 

sweet, sour, salty and bitter 
are m balance, wine and food 

taste good Yet some savory foods 
taste out of this world Make the cor­
rect wine match and you’re m wine 
and food paradise 

Consistently creating such matches 
is elusive, unless one understands 
what an increasing number of food 
professionals acknowledge as the 
impact of umami, the hard-to-define 
fifth taste It’s not new It’s been 
known for a long time Yet its appli­
cations have more recently been 
linked to food and wine Like the 
heat m a habanero chili, umami is 
quantifiable In 1908, a Japanese 
researcher at Tokyo Imperial Univer­
sity traced the elusive savory taste to 
L-glutamate, an amino acid found in 
high protein foods 

Because its chemical base is known, 
it’s possible to conduct laboratory 
analysis proving that a creamy blue 
cheese has more umami than a hot 
dog or that shiitake mushrooms are 
higher m umami than an ordinary 
yellow onion

Umami is enhanced by ripeness, 
aging, curing or fermenting foods 
You know by taste that aged steak 
has more flavor (more umami) than 
freshly-ground hamburger 

Asian fish sauce, anchovies, lobster, 
balsamic vinegar soy sauce cooked 
potatoes Parnugiano Reggiano and 
Gruyere cheese are all high m 
umami That s why classic French 
onion soup is heavenly topped with 
Gruyere cheese And why we say 
“yes, please” when the waitperson 
asks, “would you like some freshly 
grated parmesan cheese on your 
pasta9”

Making the wine match
Foods high in umami have a lot of 

personality and what we like to call 
resonance They are sometimes diffi­
cult to match with wine If you learn 
some “tricks,” however, you’re going 
to create matches made in heaven 
To do this, you need to cook with a 
glass of wine, that you plan to serve 
with the dish, m one hand’

First consider the body, or more 
properly, the weight and texture of 
both the food and wine you’d like to 
match You’ve probably done this 
Lighter wine with a lighter fish, such 
as sole or white fish With salmon, 
you may opt for a big chardonnay or 
even a less tannic red wine, such as 
merlot Good, you’ve practiced step 
one

ings from the EPA, the government isn’t  encouraging 
organic farming Organic farmers are still low in num­

Fish grow all over the world With 
over 14,000 known species, you would 
have a hard time running out of fish to 
taste Fish are considered cold-blooded, 
which means their body temperature

changes with the water they swim In 
extreme cold waters like the Arctic or 
Antarctica the blood of the fish is trans­
parent

Fish have become big business all 
around the world The Great Lakes 
have a huge supply of pickerel white 
fish, perch, salmon, blue gill and trout

Most fish sold m  the food service 
industry is farm raised That means 
they are raised in a controlled environ­
ment in large bodies of water When 
choosing a fish th a t has been farm 
raised, you need to look closely at the 
flesh of the filet If the flesh is mushy

then it has come from a lower quality 
farm that force-fed the fish sp it would 
grow quicker This helps the farm turn 
over more fish for less money So as the 
saying goes "you get what you pay for" 

When you see a quality fish filet you 
will notice the firm flesh, good marbling 
m the filet, the bones adhere to file flesh, 
the eyes if still m contact will be clear and 
bulging, and the skm will be slimy

To get the sweet, sour, salty, 
bitter, and umami correct, there 
are a few key rules Salty and 
ta rt foods make wines taste 
milder, that is, fruitier and not 
so tannic Spicy and sweet foods 
make wmes taste stronger, that 
is tannic, often bitter and more 
ta rt

This is why we ve never under 
stood the cabernet sauvignon 
and chocolate match that chefs 
often attempt It doesn’t  work 
Umami says it won’t  work1 
Sweetness of the chocolate 
makes any cabernet taste tannic, 
dry and seriously lacking m 
fruit Put the same cabernet 
with a well-aged steak and it's 
great

Palate shui
A few years ago, Master of 

Wine Tim Hanm, who developed 
the Food and Wine m Balance 
program for Bennger Vineyards, 
got us practicing what we call 
palate shui Think of it as feng 
shui, the hottest design trend, for 
the mouth Sweet or spicy fla­
vors that figure prominently m a 
number of the world’s cuisines, 
particularly Asian, are the most 
likely to be out of balance and 
may react badly with wine

If  a dish is out of balance and 
compromises the taste of the 
wine, making it taste, metallic, 
bitter or too strong, change the 
taste of the dish by adjusting the 
acidity to bring it into balance 
with the wme Add fresh lemon 
juice, nee vinegar, mustard, soy 
sauce or a dash of salt to taste 
Voila1 The Wme tastes milder

If the wine is too mild, add 
sugar, honey or any high umami 
ingredient to the dish and wme 
flavors become more pro­
nounced

The more that food Ameneans 
love to eat borrows from the 
cuisines of the world, the more 
wine enjoyment depends on get­
ting umami m sync with the four 
primary tastes

Stan Heath, a 1983 Redford Catholic 
C entral High School graduate, took 
another big step up the men’s college 
basketball coaching ladder Thursday 

After leading the Kent State Golden 
Flashes on an impressive NCAA Tour­
nament run, Heath was named the new 
head  coach a t th e  U niversity  of 
Arkansas, replacing longtime head man 
Nolan Richardson, who was bought out 
of his contract earlier this month 

Heath, 37, was an assistant coach 
under Tom Izzo a t Michigan State for 
three seasons before taking the KSU 
reins last spring

Heath rang up a 30-6 record in his 
only season as head coach of the Flash­
es, leading them to an appearance in the 
Elite Eight

KSU became the first Mid-American 
Conference men’s basketball team to 
advance that far m the NCAA Touma 
ment since 1964 Kent’s 30 wins and 21 
game winning streaks set new MAC 
records for a single season 

In a televised press conference Thurs­
day afternoon, Arkansas Athletic Direc­
tor Frank Broyles called it a wonderful 
day for the university, and said Heath 
should continue the outstanding coach­
ing legacy at the school, which includes 
R ichardson and Eddie Sutton, who 
coached there from 1974-2002

the 14 people (search committee) ”

Heath appeared willing to jump right 
into his new position, outlining a few 
goals for a program that had a down 
season m 2001 02

“Number one, we’re a Razorback fami 
ly,” Heath said “Two, we’re going to eon 
tinue to build from the past tradition 
and teams, three, I think our style of 
basketball is one you’ll be happy about 
The system will get it’s fair share of W’s 
(wins) Four, we’ll play with passion and 
we’ll play tough We’ll make you proud 
because we’ll work hard ”

Heath is just the third men’s basketball 
coach at the school in the past 26 seasons, 
so it would be natural that he would have 
to learn much of the tradition 

When Broyles led the gathered crowd 
m  a “Woo-Pig-Sooey” chant, H eath 
quipped, “I’ve got a lot to learn ”

Izzo spoke highly of Heath, one of his 
assistants on the 2000 National Cham­
pionship MSU team 

“Arkansas has made a great decision,” 
Izzo stated in published reports “Stan 
has a great basketball mind, and relates 
verv well with his kids I’ve watched 
him grow this year, and I know he is 
ready to take over a trad ition-rich  
Arkansas program ”

A rkansas won the 1994 National 
Championship under Richardson, but 
the Razorbacks went 14-15 this season, 
6-10 m the Southeastern Conference 

Richardson’s contract was bought out 
on March 1 after making public com­
ments that were deemed by the school 
administration to be “disparaging to the 
program ”

Heath saluted Richardson’s work in 
the program and coaching community at 
the press conference 

“I feel like Goach Richardson would 
want me to be here,” Heath said “He 
opened up a lot of barriers He was a 
leader, a pioneer (Without him) there’s 
no question I wouldn’t  be sitting here 
today ”

Heath also served as an assistant

When Linda Kozlowski was dying from can 
cer, leaving three young children, she hoped 
to raise money for research and spread the 
word about prevention But she didn’t 
have enough time

Five years later, her teen daughters,
Rachel and Anna Kozlowski of West 
Bloomfield, do everything they can to get 
other high school students involved in the Detroit 
Race for the Cure

Meanwhile, across town m Farmington Hills, another 
teen, Austin Poole, hasn’t lost a loved one to cancer, but 
was so inspired by those who have, that volunteering for 
the Relay for Life has become his passion

Poole and the Kozlowskis are among a growing num­
ber of high school students who are trying to spread 
information about cancer prevention, detection and the 
importance of supporting fund-raisers for research

“We think getting young people involved in good 
health habits early on is a wonderful thing,” said Mau­
reen Keenan Meldrum chairwoman of the Susan G 
Komen Breast Cancer Foundation, Detroit Race for the 
Cure Keenan is assistant director, breast cancer special 
programs

“I think it’s a good idea for young women to begin to 
learn to do self-breast exam Starting younger makes it 
more of a routine,” she added

Rachel and Anna dream about how high school friends 
can spend a few hours together once a year during a 
friendly competition among high schools across the state 
during the annual Susan G Komen Breast Cancer Foun­
dation Race for the Cure, which takes place Saturday, 
April 20 a t Comenca 
Park

“You feel good that day 
watching everyone walk 
ing m memory of someone 
or m honor of the people 
who have survived 
Rachel, 18 said I t s a

money, said Rachel, the

Linda had lived longer

H onoring a  fighter
After almost half a year of chemotherapy, Linda opted 

for a bone marrow transplant in Denver She also sought 
out alternative medicine treatments, which she pursued 
along with traditional approaches, in desperate attempts 
to be cured

However, about one year after the bone marrow trans­
plant, there were signs that the cancer had returned m a 
different place of her body

“She really wanted to make sure that the word got out 
for young women to do self-exams, and when appropriate 
get mammograms, said Kozlowski, a cardiologist at 
Huron Valley Hospital-Smai “Lmda was so outraged at 
the thought that she might be leaving her kids She used

Northrup said women between 

the ages of 25 and 64 are about 
to reach a historic pinnacle By 
2008 they will be largest and 
richest demographic group, and 
that will mark the first time ever 
the largest demographic has also 
been the richest

“W hat’s more, much of th a t 
wealth will not be inherited from 
husbands and relatives as in the 
past, bu t earned  by women 
themselves,” she said, drawing a 
big cheer from the crowd

Her point was th a t this pre­
sents an enormous opportunity 
and  th a t m enopause equips 
women to deal with the situation 
powerfully

“I don’t  bash  m en, I ’m not 
about that I’m about empower­
ing women Period”

Northrup said she and all doc­
tors were trained to believe that 
menopause is a time when some­
thing (estrogen) is missing, so 
something must be done (hor­
mone replacement) to fix it In 
fact, she said, that’s based more 
in perception than reality Many 
women continue to make enough 
horm ones n a tu ra lly  to avoid 
menopausal symptoms

“There is no such thing as a 
scientific truth tha t is separate 
from the culture m which it is 
discovered,” she said In fact, she 
said, the female brain chemistry 
changes for the  b e tte r  a fte r 
m enopause, giving women a 
powerful high they could only 
experience during one phase of 
th e ir  m onthly cycle p re ­
menopause

“I t’s really, really true th a t 
your brain changes,” she said 
She urged her audience to use 
that power for their own better­
ment She rejects the teaching 
tha t the brain is nothing more 
than  a computer, pointing out 
th a t certain areas light up on 
brain scans during meditation

“It’s kind of like taking apart a 
radio to figure out where the 
Beethoven is coming from I t 
doesn’t  work ”

S eize  th e  pow er
Northrup urged her audience 

to seize the power and use it to 
improve their lives Rather than 
turning to hormones or tranquil­
izers, she said they should take 
control of their quality of life

Patients who endure this spnng cycle for years find that if they attempt nothing different with their 
therapy the flare resolves by mid May The explanation for why joint inflammation increases and 
then recedes cannot come from toe effect of toe sun Nor can a  surge in sex hormones be toe 
answer This influence of spnng on rheumatoid arthntis happens in women who are post 
menopausal and in men although testosterone production is level throughout toe year Likely toe 
change relates to the influence of light on the body Studies in this area are working on therapies that 
can prevent the body's ill-conceived response that results in a  worsening of arthritic joints

Some parents are getting let­
te rs  home from school these 
days, but no t because th e ir  
youngsters a re  acting up or 
flunking out The problem is 
their children are too fat

The le tters are worded with 
more sensitivity than  that, of 
course, but the idea is to encour­
age parents to change their chil 
dren's eating habits and help 
them get more exercise

P aren ts  of s tuden ts  in  the 
E ast Penn school system  in 
Pennsylvania and in Florida's 
Citrus County district have been 
getting such weight alerts since 
the fall

“When an examination reveals 
a child has vision problems, 
hearing problems, we inform the 
family We weren't doing any­
thing for weight,” said George 
Ziolkowski, director of pupil per­
sonnel services for the 6,800-stu­
dent East Penn district, about 60

miles northwest of Philadelphia 
“If we have inform ation th a t 
may have some bearing  on a 
child s future health, why ju s t 
put it in a drawer’”

Stephanie Hertzog said the 
letter she received about her 12- 
year-old son Michael, a fifth- 
grader, came as no surprise to 
either of them

“He's a very husky boy We 
know about his weight problem,” 
she said, adding that the notifi­
cation helped her broach th e  
subject with her son

About 380 confidential letters 
have gone out to elementary and 
middle school students since the 
program began m the fall, with

more expected once high school 
screenings are com pleted, 
Ziolkowski said

He said it took months to craft 
the letter, and school nurses and 
h ea lth  educators w orked to 
ensure it contained neutral lan­
guage that would not make par­
en ts  feel they w ere being 
blamed

Similarly, the le tter sen t in 
Citrus County assures parents 
that the purpose is to “assist in 
appraising, protecting and pro­
moting the health status of your 
child It is intended to encourage 
good n u tritio n a l hab its  and 
healthy physical activity ”

The Centers for Disease Con­

trol and Prevention says the per­
centage of children and adoles­
cents who are defined as over­
weight has more than  doubled 
since the early 1970s, constitut­
ing a public health epidemic

Nationwide, about 13 percent 
of children and adolescents are 
overweight or obese, as are near­
ly 60 percent of adults, according 
to a report released m December 
by then-Surgeon General David 
Satcher Being overweight can 
contribute to diabetes and high 
blood pressure

Computer games and televi­

U n d o u b te d ly  
th is is because 

they want their photographs to 
record the way they remember a 
scene

Yet the lack of color in a black 
and white photograph can make 
a far more striking interpreta­
tion of a scene And since black 
and white is an interpretation 
rather than a documentation of a 
subject, the onus is on the pho­
tographer to create a p icture 
through the use of tex tu res , 
tones

and tones are considerations, but 
in black and white photography 
they are all important You may 
say that color photographs are 
analogous to seeing a movie 
while black and w hite is like 
reading the book

If you have two cameras, try 
loading one with color and the 
other with black and white film 
Take a shot of the same subject 
When you compare your prints, 
you may be su rp rised  by the 
power of the black and white 
image

Portraiture m black and white 
can be very effective indeed 
Look a t some good black and 
w hite p o rtra its , study them 
carefully , and you’ll see the 
impact they possess I’ve always 
felt that color portraits show the 
likeness of a person while black 
and white brings out the charac 
ter of the face

Express yourself
The tonal range from black 

through various shades of gray

to white is known as the gray 
scale By utilizing these tones in 
an interpretive way, a photogra­
pher can truly express him or 
herself through their photogra­
phy

A black and white print using 
the extremes of the scale (no 
mid-tones) is referred to as a 
high-contrast p rin t Ju s t the 
opposite, an all mid-tone print is 
called low-contrast If the tones 
are toward the white end of the 
scale, it’s called a high-key pic­
ture A photo where most of the 
tones are near the black end is 
low-key One that uses the full 
range of tones is called a full- 
tone print

By using the tones creatively 
and effectively, a photographer 
is able to “make a statem ent” 
through his or her pictures

story, a family snapshot of a sim­
pler more innocent time 

It begins on Quarton Lake in 
Birmingham when McCutcheon 
and Ted stumble upon a frozen 
dead lady while ice skating Ted 
sa t down on w hat he thought

was a log to tighten his skates
“Well, it turned out tha t the 

log was, in fact, the frozen body 
of an elderly lady who, the previ­
ous night, had decided to take a 
short cut home across the frozen 
lake’ Except, unfortunately, the 
lake wasn’t as frozen then ”

Conversational
Written m a comforting, con 

versational style, McCutcheon 
brings the reader along with him 
down memory lane as he recalls 
this and other interesting tales 
from his childhood and early 
adulthood

You’ll feel the thrill of sneak­
ing into grandma’s wine cellar 
while she was taking a nap, to 
swipe a bottle I t  was during 
P rohib ition , and  “she had to

His “in ” was a neighbor m 
Birmingham who was “up” m the 
company He got laid off during 
the holidays when model change­
over took over and w ent up 
north Because he was away, he 
missed his recall notice and was 
terminated

But working a t Packard was 
just one chapter in the author’s 
life Later on, he worked as crop 
duster and liked th e  work 
because “you re p re tty  much 
your own boss ”

friend along for the nde You’ll 
sm ell G rossm am a’s G erm an 
Christmas cookies, feel the mud 
as the author describes the pri­
vate mud slide he created with 
Ted, and the thrill of being m an 
airplane flying over farm fields

He admits, “not all this histori­
cal in fo rm ation  is p resen ted  
sequentially You’re going have 
to take it as it comes to the sur­
face ”

Oh, he tries “to keep it honest 
and more or less truthful But be 
advised,” he says “I ain’t  perfect 
Close, maybe But not perfect ”

the bottom

So, as much as I relish pre­
dictability, here’s proof th a t I 
can, and do, embrace change, 
however subtle it may be

There’s also an ulterior motive 
to frequently sporting an updat­
ed hairstyle

You see, when a new fashion 
season s ta r ts  dem anding my 
attention, it’s usually a pretty 
good time to th ink about how

even the ubiquitous boy bands 

Palazzolo Shaw refers to this 
influential group as hair idols 

“Richard Gere and Sean Con­
ner}- made gray hair sexy,” she 
said , “w hile m usicians and 
singers impact the younger gen­
eration” as well as someone a lit­
tle older who still appreciates 
the rebel look personified by the 
music industry

But what if tha t someone hap­
pens to be a venture capitalist or 
power attorney? Palazzolo-Shaw 
recommends he use a product to 
give the cut a clean, down-to- 
business appearance during the 
day, and a t n ight, th a t same 
product can be used to manipu­
la te  th e  h a ir  for a look th a t 
shouts downtown cool 

Finally, she said, “Men want 
to look youthful Today’s cuts 
have energy They’re change­
able”

And change, as even I can 
reluctantly attest to, is good

The Short Sweet Dream of 

Eduardo Gutierrez {C ro w n  2 1 3

The re a l life nam esake of 
Jimmy Breslm s book The Short 
Sweet Dream of Eduardo Gutter 
rez is no different from most of 
the young men and women from 
Mexico who find their way across 
the border to the United States, 
assuming the tag of illegal immi­
g ra n t m  exchange for the 
promise of the American dollar

En masse they spill into vari 
ous American cities where they 
hope to find ‘ the Job that pays 
them well -  $4 to $5 an hour is 
considered h igh  wages and 
allows them to send money home 
to support th e ir  fam ilies In 
time, the wish is that their fami­
lies will join them m the United 
S ta te s , w here th e  Am erican 
dream will be played out when 
they own their own businesses or 
homes

‘The ypung of San M atias 
lived their lives with pictures of 
American money in their heads ” 
Breslm writes about the people

of Gutierrez s hometown
Too often, the reality for the 

immigrants becomes low-paying, 
dangerous jobs th a t they are 
forced to take simply to make 
ends meet for only themselves 
For Gutierrez, this reality led to 
his death

On Nov 23, 1999, Gutierrez, 
21, was working on the third 
floor of a building under con 
struction in the Williamsburg 
section of New York's borough of 
Brooklyn when it collapsed and 
sent him falling face first into 
liquid concrete He died from 
suffocation

“All his young dreams gave 
him no idea of the dangerous 
path  ahead ,” Breslm  w rites 
“The young dream of everything 
except death ”

This is Breslm s jumping-off 
point to examine the hypocrisies 
and illegalities tha t surround 
many of the illegal immigrants 
and the people who get them 
into the U nited S tates and 
employ them

He begins in Mexico, detailing 
the lure American money has for 
many of that country s poor and 
how they save the ir pesos to

make the voyage to claim some 
of that money for themselves

“Coyotes,” men who smuggle 
immigrants across the border, 
can charge upward of $1,500 a 
person and there is no guarantee 
of success or safety Many people 
die during crossing attempts, the 
cause varying from heat stroke 
to being beaten by robbers

Still, Breslm writes, the lure of 
America pushes many to contin­
ue trying despite the possible 
consequences

Once th e  im m igran ts have 
reached America, Breslm's book 
takes on a more authoritative 
tone Gutierrez finds his way to 
New York, where he shares a 
cramped apartment with several 
other illegal im m igrants The 
fear of deportation keeps them 
inside except when they work, 
and th e ir  free tim e is spen t 
either solemnly drinking togeth­
er or finding temporary compan 
lonship w ith one of the prosti­
tutes who frequent the neighbor­
hood

Breslm has been a New York 
newspaper columnist for more 
than  40 years  and h is  deep 
understanding of the political

landscape gives weight to his 
criticism that it privately fosters 
the idea of im m igrant labor 
while publicly denouncing it 

The owner of the building in 
which Gutierrez died is Eugene 
Ostreicher, a Hasidic Jew whom 
Breslm feels exploits the illegal 
immigrants in the name of prof­
it

His payroll is $5,000 a week If 
the workers were legitimate, it 
would be $15,000 

Ostreicher also cuts corners 
when it comes to safety, Breslm 
w rites, and a backlogged city 
building inspection agency sim­
ply has no time to monitor the 
building properly 

And the  im m igrants, who 
every day must line up on street 
corners hoping to be picked to 
work, don t complain about the 
unsafe conditions for fear of not 
getting work or, worse being 
deported

The result is what Breslm s 
book is about a tragedy that is 
sad, preventable and, without a 
doubt, American

D r i v i n g  t o  A l a s k a  a n  e x c e l l e n t  t r i p

I’ve arrived: It was a lot o f driving, 4,102 miles, but reaching the Alaska state line 
on Labor Day was a happy moment

It is 4,102 miles from Livonia 
to the Alaska state line I know 
because I drove it last summer, 
and it was the best travel experi­
ence of my life

To get started, I bought a copy 
of The Milepost (Moms Commu­
nications Corp ) The book proved 
to be the most important step m 
carrying out my trip

My driving route, 300 miles a 
day, took me across Michigan, 
Illinois, Wisconsin, Minnesota 
and n o rth ern  N orth Dakota, 
then into Montana, in a north­
w esterly direction to Alberta, 
B ritish  Columbia, the Yukon 
and Alaska

I took ram gear, bear spray, a 
buck knife, Coleman cooler, and 
cell phone, which didn’t always 
work m  the  m ountains, and 
three suitcases -  winter clothes, 
summer clothes, plus a duffel 
bag containing toiletries and 
first aid items

The M ilepost covers every 
Alaskan highway mile, and the 
northern Canadian provinces, so 
the only other map I needed was 
a U S a tlas  -  Rand McNally 
Road Atlas, Large Scale

At 8 30 a m Aug 21 I left 
Livonia and was m Illinois by 
lunchtime I kept a journal, and 
photo log, and my days took on a 
comfortable rhythm as the Mid­
west gave way to the grandeur of 
the Plains states

In northern Montana where 
farms and ranches are measured 
in miles rather than acres, I did­
n’t  see any people for long peri­
ods of tim e Turning north at 
Shelby, M ont, mto Glacier Park, 
and through the adjacent Water- 
ton Glacier Park into Alberta, 
Canada, I was awed at by every 
turn m  the landscape

From A lberta northw ard, I 
relied on The Milepost for every­
thing from maps and sightseeing 
trips to information about where 
to find gas, food and lodging 
Services of any kind can be SO­
TO or more miles apart m Alaska 
and the Yukon

Wildlife
In the British Columbia I saw 

wildlife ever day including a 
black bear that appeared out of 
the woods and ran alongside my 
car briefly before disappearing 
into the  brush I saw moose, 
caribou, elk, bison, wolves, 
mountain sneep, and many spec

tacular birds
Mile “Zero” of the fabled Alas­

ka Highway is m Dawson Creek, 
B ritish Columbia This 1,390 
mile road, still sometimes called 
by its old name, The Alcan High­
way, was built in 1942 by the 
U S Army Corps of Engineers

A fter 14 days of driving, I 
amved at the Alaska state line 
Another road traveler from Au 
Train, Mich snapped my pic­
ture At Delta Junction, I picked 
up the Richardson Highway and 
drove north 96 miles to F air­
banks

From there I headed south on 
the George Parks Highway 
through the magnificent Alaska 
Range and stopped a t Denali 
National Park There the high 
est peak in North America Mt 
McKinley towers at over 20,000 
feet and on a clear day can be

seen from Fairbanks It took my 
breath away

I spen t a few days fu rth e r 
south m  Anchorage, which is 
beautifully situated on the Cook 
In le t and sheltered  by th ree  
mountain ranges

Anchorage has terrific restau­
rants of every type My favorite 
was Simon and Seafort’s where I 
had a lovely table overlooking 
the water I ate fish wherever I 
went m Alaska and have never 
had anything as delicious as the 
native salmon and halibut

Leaving Anchorage, I back­
tracked to Tok before heading 
south to Haines There, I board­
ed a ferry on the Alaska Marine 
Highway system With my vehi­
cle stowed below deck, we trav­
eled along the Inside Passage 
and  made overnight stops m 
Ju n eau  w here you can drive 
almost to the foot of Mendenhall 
Glacier, 15,000 square miles of 
ice, Petersburg and Ketchikan

It costs a fraction of w hat a 
cru ise  sh ip  would cost and 
allows you to design your own 
itinerary For my passage on the 
M V Columbia from Petersburg 
to Ketchikan I paid a supple 
ment to my ticket and treated 
myself to a state room

Heading home
At Prince R upert, B ritish  

Columbia, I drove off of my last

ferry and headed south through 
the Cascades and crossed the 
U S border at Sumas, Wash On 
the way home I made a large 
loop down the Pacific coast, 
across the  southw est, then  
northeast through Arkansas and 
Tennessee

There were times of loneliness, 
fear and boredom during the 49 
days I spent on the road, but the 
thrill of the tnp made it worth­
while No one sees Alaska the 
way people do who drive, and 
they never forget it

one of her bunnies sold during 
the gala preview for one of her 
first art shows

“People do seem to like them, 
though I’m not sure why,” Mills 
said “They’re definitely a grown­
up toy, not for children ”

Over the years, the pattern  
has evolved quite a bit Older 
bunnies were about eight inches 
tall Her current creations are 
about 12 inches tall Each bunny 
has a complete soft body, with 
legs and arms

Mills estim ates each bunny 
takes about eight hours to make 
“They are very detailed,” she 
said “I make all the dresses and 
outfits I spent quite a long time 
making the  p a tte rn s  so they 
actually fit like dresses ”

All of Mills’ bunnies have hats 
and carry something m  th e ir 
paws

“The th ings I can m ake, I 
make w ith Sculpey - a type of 
sculpturing clay,” she said

Mills has fashioned chocolates 
bunnies, pies, bread, bottles of 
wine - whatever is necessary for 
a bunny’s character Her bunny 
eyeglasses are handmade too 
She buys other items a t craft 
stores

A gardener bunny might carry

a basket w ith tiny te rra  cotta 
pots, a spade flowers and per 
haps a birdhouse The fishing 
bunny she is working on will 
carry a tiny galvanized bucket, 
decoupaged with pictures of fish­
ing lures, along with a fishing 
pole

H er 1950’s bunny w ears a 
scarf and a felt poodle skirt She 
has even gone so far as to knit 
tiny sw eaters to complete the 
outfit

“For their necklaces I use real 
little bits of jewelry, nbbons and 
small buttons,” Mills said 

Of course, no bunny would be 
complete without a tale - not the 
fuzzy kind “Every one has to 
have a story,” Mills said “People 
love to talk about them ”

At one a r t  show a man 
inquired about a Mexican bunny, 
complete with sombrero and ser- 
ape “I to ld  the  man he was 
named ‘Nacho’- as in ‘nacho ordi­
nary bunny,”’ Mills said “He 
ju s t cracked  up ” Of course, 
Nacho w as purchased on the 
spot

Sherry, her baking bunny is a 
notorious tippler “She tends to 
nip on the cooking sherry in her 
basket,” Mills said

the bunnies are freestanding 

The mother bunny with four 
babies m  her sk ir t pocket is 
called, “Peggy Sue Got Mamed ” 

Mills was even asked to fash­
ion a bunny in the likeness of 
U nited S tates D istric t Judge 
Lucius Bunton, as a gift to the 
Senior Judge for the Western 
District of Texas from his court 
reporter

The bunny business is flour­
ishing after a h iatus of a few 
years, now that Mills is settled 
in Michigan She made the move 
from Midland, Texas, in 1998 
when her husband, Robert, took 
a job with Ilmor Engineering in 
Plymouth

She works as a su b stitu te  
teacher in Plymouth schools, and 
as a volunteer “art mom ”

Mills says she has lost count of 
the number of bunnies she has 
made in her years as The Bunny 
Lady “It feels like thousands,” 
she said

Each bunny sells for $50, or 
more, dependmg on the detail 

“I’ve made graduation bun­
nies, angel bunnies, Halloween 
bunnies, bedtime bunnies with

socks and pajamas, ski bunnies 
(for the bunny slopes, of course), 
ballerinas, you name it ”

She sells to private customers, 
-and^ often gives them as gifts to 
her friends

“I ’ve had custom ers and 
friends that have decided tha t 
they want to collect them ” It’s 
not uncommon for collectors to 
own 30 or more of the  bunny 
characters Each bunny is signed 
and dated on its bottom 

Mills said she even had to cre­
ate a “bunny-of-the-month” club 
for one distraught collector who 
moved away “She had to have a 
new one each m onth for her 
desk ”

The bunnies have yet to h it 
re ta il shelves “I don’t  really 
mind w hether I get them  into 
stores or not,” she said 

“The best th in g  about the 
bunny business is th a t  they  
make people happy,” Mills said 
“People just really get a kick out 
of them, and I love that ”

Eastern Michigan University 
President Samuel K irkpatrick 
Thursday defended the school’s 
double digit tuition increase last 
fall but said he is concerned about 
college costs for local students 
and parents

Kirkpatrick, speaking to the 
Kiwams Club of Colonial Ply­
mouth, said the 18 4 percent 
increase at EMU was the result of 
‘ a very conscious decision by the 
state to shift the cost of higher 
education to the user as opposed 
to the taxpayer ”

The direction became clear, he 
added, with a higher education 
appropriation in the fiscal 2002 
budget that included a l b  per­
cent increase for Michigan's pub­
lic colleges and universities, as 
opposed the 5 percent increases in 
each of the previous three years

S tate in stitu tions boosted 
tuition by an average of nearly 11 
percent for the 2001-02 school 
year The hikes have prompted 
legislators to tie the appropria­
tion for the fiscal year beginning 
Oct 1 to limits m future increas­
es

Despite the increase, K irk­
patrick said EMU tuition remains 
in the bottom th ird  of s ta te

schools The school has cushioned 
the blow for many students by 
enhancing its  scholarship pro 
grams, he added 

A Michigan resident taking 30 
credit hours at EMU this year 
will pay $4,600 m  tuitiop and 
fees, up more than $700 over the 
same class load during 2000-01 

O ther EMU programs are 
aimed at those having a tough 
time meeting college expenses 
For example, the Opportunity 
Loans Program introduced last 
year allows full- and part-time 
students with an outstanding bal­
ance who are otherwise m good 
standing to remain in school 

Plym outh-Canton students 
account for a significant portion of 
enrollment at the 24,000-student 
university Canton and Salem 
High Schools are No 1 and 2 
feeder schools a t EMU, respec­
tively, Kirkpatrick said 

Three of the 15 Presidential 
Scholars currently enrolled at 
EMU are local graduates “This is 
a very elite group,” Kirkpatrick 
said

Some 450 EMU graduates are 
employed by the Plymouth-Can­
ton Community Schools and the 
university boasts at least 5,000 
alum ni living m the area, he 
added

In addition to 
the main cam 
pus in Ypsilanti,
EMU has exten­
sion centers m Livonia and five 
other Michigan cities

K irkpatrick outlined an 18- 
month strategic planning project 
recently undertaken by the uni­
versity The project, designed to 
map the school’s future course, 
features six areas of concentra­
tion as part of a rolling five-year 
plan They include

■ Strengthening undergradu­
ate and research programs

■ Continuing an emphasis on 
theory and practice in graduate 
programs

■ Becoming a model for public 
engagement and opportunities to 
Imk with the community

■  Becoming a model for diversi­
ty and inclusion

■ Becoming a university with 
global and multi-cultural perspec­
tive

■ Improving institutional effec­
tiveness

“In an age of limited resources, 
we are here to find out what otjr 
community needs and then how 
to serve those needs,” Kirkpatrick 
said m summing up the goal of 
the project
