Watkins, who was appointed state 
superintendent by the state Board of

The Michigan Constitution places

supervision of public education in the 
hands of the  eight-member s ta te  
Board of Education But school curric­
ula are not mandated by the state 
board Instead the Department of 
Education creates standards for each 
subject area to assist school districts 
in creating their curriculum 

The state also tests students at dif­
ferent class levels through the Michi­
gan Educational Assessment Pro­
gram, which was originally designed 
to evaluate how well school districts 
were meeting state standards The 
tests are administered by the state 
Treasury Department

Talk about the aging process 
Plymouth Community Chamber of 

Commerce officials preparing for what 
they  believed was a 50th b irthday  
bash, had to scramble to make new 
plans after finding out this week the 
chamber is actually 81 years old 

The mistake was uncovered by life­
time Plymouth resident Scott Lorenz, a 
member of the committee planning the 
celebration and a past president of the 
chamber of commerce board of direc­
tors Lorenz, whose father Ralph was 
chamber president 50 years ago, was 
looking through some old family docu­
ments and discovered an announce­
ment from 1954 hailing the chamber’s 
33rd annual meeting 

The discovery didn’t come as a com­
plete surprise, but it still shocked vet­
eran chamber director Fran Toney to 
find out exactly how old the Plymouth 
chamber is

“I suspected we had to be older, 
because I’ve been doing this a long time 
and most chambers are older than

their incorporated dates,” said Toney, 
who hecamp PlvmniitVs director in 
October 1989 “But I was shocked to 
learn we were 81 ”

The idea of celebrating  the  50th 
anniversary came about because of the 
chamber’s Articles of Incorporation, 
which were filed Sept 29, 1952 
Lorenz, who runs Westwind Communi­
cations, a public relations/marketing 
agency m Plymouth, began searching 
for historical material among his fami­
ly’s belongings

His father, Ralph, was listed in the 
chamber’s annual report of 1952 as the 
incoming president The report also 
listed the 1952 membership roster, 
which includes names of qurrent mem­
bers such as Saxton’s Hardware, Gould 
Cleaners, Schrader’s Funeral Home 
(now Schrader-Howell), and the Ply­
mouth Mail, the predecessor to the Ply­
mouth Observer

“The roster of members reads like a 
Who’s Who of Plymouth,” Lorenz said 
“I look a t these things and I think, 
There’s so much history there

All the?e hard-working professionals comprise a great team but the hardest working member of this team is the 
person suffering with low vision A strong desire to succeed motivation to complete difficult tasks and the 
proper attitude are absolutely necessary for success Unfortunately because of these criteria, not all low vision

Wayne County Sheriff Robert 
Ficano said that after his Cyber 
Sheriff Internet Unit made sev­
eral a rre s ts  of men try ing  to 
solicit underage children, “we 
figured nobody would continue to 
meet us in chat rooms ”

However, Ficano admitted he 
was dead wrong 

“In the past two years, we’ve 
made 55 arrests and the unit is 
still going very strong,” Ficano 
told the Plymouth Rotary Club 
at its regular Friday meeting 
“Most chat on the In terne t is 
sexual in nature, and we couldn’t 
have enough police to guard  
against it ”

The cyber unit deputies, who 
average 22 years old, log into 
chat rooms and “pretend they 
are 14 years old Soliciting over 
the Internet is illegal, however, 
since there is so much going on 
we only arrest those who come 
out and meet us ”

Ficano said  th a t since h is 
deputies are being solicited, the 
cases are not considered entrap­
ment by the Michigan Supreme 
Court

W ayne County sh e riffs  
deputies have classes for parents 
and children about using the

Internet safely
“Kids are light years ahead of 

parents, and can usually out 
smart them on the computer,” he 
said  “The fam ily com puter 
should be in a central location so 
you know what they’re doing on 
the computer Parents should, 
also discuss with children any e- 
mail they get that makes them 
uncomfortable ”

Ficano said the cyber unit also 
helps businesses that experience 
hacking into their computer sys­
tems

“E-commerce is the wave of 
the future, and there’s nothing j 
th a t shakes the confidence of 
consumers like credit card theft,” 
he said “We also deal a lot with 
identity theft with information \ 
taken off the Internet ” ,

Ficano noted his department, \ 
along w ith  the  FBI, rece n tly 1 
exposed an identity theft ring 
th a t stretched from Russia to 
New York City to Detroit

and care for them Praise good work 
Encourage them to respect them­
selves and others not just througji 
words, but by setting a good exam­
ple

Spring break is the worst possible 
situation for a teen to begin to learn 
how to make his or her own deci­
sions Empower them to make deci­
sions for themselves, and reinforce 
the good decisions they make Not 
only will this help them make better

Some call spring break a n te  of passage To others it’s a week of partying 
in the sun Over the next few weeks high school and college students will 
depart to and return from sunny vacation destinations With a little luck 
and a lot of wisdom, they’ll return with their health, wallets and self-respect 
intact

Although spring break travels can produce fun-filled memories and 
adventures, young adults and teens can also face risk while they’re miles 
away from home and dorm Among the dangers are crime, infectious dis­
eases, alcohol-related illness and accidents, 
and car crashes
Family decision

Often spring break is the first time young 
adults leave home unsupervised, and it has 
become a nte of passage for many teens 
according to Beth Frydlewicz, program manag­
er for Beaumont Hospital’s parenting program 
Frydlewicz will accompany her niece and five 
other teenagers on a spring break trip to Can 
cun this month

It really is a family decision whether or not 
to let your child go on spring break,’ she said 
“It depends on the teenager and the circum 
stances It’s a very difficult decision to make 
And if your child is going to go, you really need 
to know your travel agent, who can help you 
discuss frankly what can happen if your kids 
get into trouble while they’re away, especially 
if they are traveling out of the country ”

It comes come down to a level of respect and 
trust, Frydlewicz said

“This is an opportunity for parents to show 
their children that they really trust them And 
the child must understand wherever they are, 
they are representing their family, their 
school, even their country ”

It’s important to discuss the laws of the 
country to which the students are traveling, 
and the consequences for breaking the law, she 
stressed The students must also understand 
bar etiquette and culture before leaving

“The kids have to understand never to leave 
their drink unattended because of the date 
rape drugs It’s a very dangerous game some 
people play out there and your teenagers have 
to know the rules of survival,” she said

“You also have to really trust the friends you 
travel with and know to look out for each 
other ”

Before spring break travelers leave home, 
it’s a good idea to establish a contact at the hotel or resort where they will 
be staying

“A staff member or manager can direct your kids to reputable businesses, 
like where to go on tours or for activities The staff member will also know 
how to get in touch with police or other agencies if your child runs into trou­
ble,” Frydlewicz said

The travel agent can tell the teens before they leave about phone cards 
and whether or not the resort or hotel has Internet access so parents and 
students can establish a schedule for contacting each other during break, 
she added
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Risks on the road
“Automobile accidents are probably the biggest risks for travelers of any 

kind,” said Janet Moody, Botsford infection control nurse “Another of the 
biggest risks is accidental injury like sport water craft accidents or injury 
from sporting activities They often put themselves in unfamiliar surround­
ings, participate in new activities, and may be drinking, which can all add 
to the risk of an accident ”

Adding to the nsk for accidental injury is sleep deprivation, according to 
Timothy Roehrs, Henry Ford Health Systems Sleep Disorders and Research 
Center director of research

“The issue is primarily driving, especially on 
a long, monotonous drive When you’re sleep 
deprived it’s possible for you to drive off the 
roadway,” he said “This can even happen before 
you’ve been on break and partying for a few 
days because a lot of kids will start out short on 
sleep because they’ve been staying up late to 
prepare for their trip Because they’re starting 
out sleep-deprived, they can run into trouble, 
especially on rural unfamiliar roadways ”

An even bigger problem is the return trip, 
when sleep deprivation combined with the 
effects of drinking for days can lead to deadly 
consequences

“When you combine sleepiness and alcohol, 
you’re making a very potent cocktail,” he said 
Roehrs found m a study a t the Center alcohol’s 
functional impact was doubled or tripled when 
subjects had only four hours of sleep 

Even if the spring break traveler does not 
drink alcohol, sleep deprivation alone is enough 
to impair judgment

”We suspect those people who are nsk takers 
become greater nsk  takers when they are sleep 
depnved People will potentially do crazy things 
are not judging risks associated with what 
they’re doing,” Roehrs said
Health risks

Accidents aren’t  the only dangers associated 
with spnng break travels Students also nsk 
contractmg illness while on vacation 

Among the top nsks for vacation-related dis­
eases are skin infections and sexually-transmit­
ted diseases, said Moody 

“Often they’re at nsk  for developing a sexual­
ly-transmitted disease because of their behav­
iors They may be using drugs or alcohol, and 
might not yet know their limits or how they will 

1 be affected, and they don’t use their best judg­
ment,” Moody said Parents who have waited to 
discuss sex and its consequences until their 

children reach their teens may have little impact m prepanng their stu­
dents to go on spnng break

“Really, if you’ve been discussing these issues all along, your kids will be 
more likely to make the nght choices and protect themselves or abstain 
from sex while they’re away from home ”

Besides protecting themselves from STDs, travelers should also protect 
themselves from skin infections by exercising caution in pools and hot tubs, 
Moody said

Each year, more than 600,000 Amencans 
develop a kidney stone, causing pain, infec­
tion and bleeding Though many stones pass 
by themselves, more than 100,000 require 
medical intervention In the past, kidney 
stones often required surgery and a lengthy 

\ recuperation period
Now doctors have a new procedure, 

lithotripsy, which is performed on an outpa 
tient basis

Lithotripsy is the use of high-energy shock 
waves to fragment and disintegrate kidney 
stones The shock wave, created by using a 
high-voltage spark or an electromagnetic 
impulse, is focused on the stone This shock 
wave shatters the stone and allows the frag­
ments — called “gravel” — to pass through 
the urinary system

Since the shock wave is generated outside 
the body, the a procedure is termed extracor 
poreal shock wave lithotripsy, or ESWL

■  L ith otripsy  is  th e  u se  o f high- 
energy sh o ck  w aves to  frag­
m ent and d isin tegrate  k idney  
sto n e s. Th is sh ock  w ave shat­
te rs  th e  sto n e  and a llow s the  
frag m en ts —  ca lled  “gravel” —  
to  p a ss  through th e  urinary sy s­
tem .

Lithotripsy is now available at St Mary 
Mercy Hospital thanks to a mobile lithotripsy 
unit that comes to the hospital for four hours, 
twice a month

“In the past, patients were limited on 
where they could go to have this procedure 
performed,” said urologist Dr All Rahmani-

an “We now have the portable 
un it here two days a months,

Lithotripsy uses the technique 
of focused shock waves to frag­
ment a stone in the kidney or the 
ureter (a tube that carries urine 
from the kidney to the bladder) 
Previously patients were placed 
m  a tub of w ater Because of

advancements in the procedure, 
patients now lie on a table and a 
machine sends shock waves that 
focus on the stone, shattering it

ESWL is used when a kidney 
stone is too large to pass on its 
own, or when a stone becomes 
lodged in the ureter and will not 
pass

But at what cost is the suntan 
still worth it?

Dr McKinney offers 
some potential life-saving tips 
for s tuden ts  going on spring 
break

■ Wear sun-block This is an 
absolute must if you are going to 
be m the sun for an extended

amount of time McKinney rec­
ommends a minimum of 15 spf 
Without sun block, all sun-relat­
ed risks go up exponentially

■ Protect the forgotten areas 
Edge of the ears, tip of the nose 
and the brow are often forgotten 
when applying sun-block Also, 
men with shaved heads need to 
remember their head is not pro­
tected

■ Watch the clock Try to stay 
out of the sun between 10 a m 
and 2 p m  when the sun’s rays 
are the most dangerous

■ Talk to your doctor S tu­
dents who are on medication for

acne should talk with their doc­
tor a few weeks prior to spring 
break and possibly stop taking » 
th e ir m edication before th ey  * 
leave The Tetracycline family of  ̂
medications causes higher photo­
sensitivity and therefore could j  
increase the risk of sun-related 
illness ^

■  Skin checks Do frequent, * 
routine skin checks If any moles * 
or freckles change shape, size or t 
color, or blisters appear, have 
them checked by a professional 
immediately

“Pools are not as likely to be a 

problem, but hot tubs are a 
breeding ground for all types of 
skin infections,” she said “If the 
water doesn’t  look clean, don’t 
get in If you can, ask how the 
hot tub is cleaned and main­
tained and how the water is test 
ed to ensure its sanitary ”
Crime risks

Remaining alert is the best

way to protect yourself against 
crime while on spring break

“You have to go into this 
smart.- There are people, bad 
guys, who go into areas where 
kids go for spring break They 
smell out vulnerability,’ said 
Debra Phillips, safety coordina­
tor, Saint Joseph Mercy Hospi­
tal, Ann Arbor

While young travelers have for 
a long time been the targets for

crimes such as robbery, the 
stakes have grown even higher 
m the wake of club drugs and 
date rape drugs, said Phillips A 
young woman’s best defense 
against rape is to remain alert 
and trust her instincts 

“God has given us an instinc­
tive reaction where the hair rais­
es on the back of your neck Pay 
attention,” she said “Women 
who have been raped will tell

you that the situation just didn’t  
feel right ”

Often the best way for travel­
ers and parents to maintain 
piece of mmd during spring 
break is to arrange a chaperone, 
said Frydlewicz %

“If you can find the right chap­
erone, the kids can go and have 
fun, but not worry about the 
adults breathing down their »
necks ”

decisions on spring break, but 
also it will help them make better 
decisions every day for the rest of 
their lives

Another reason teens may go 
along with the crowd on spring 
break is that they don t  consider 
the consequences We ve all heard 
the dangers of drinking Some col 
lege students have even died from 
alcohol poisoning So why would a

teen want to be part of such irre 
sponsible behavior? Because they 
want to be accepted and feel they 
are part of the party They also 
think they will live forever 

Parents should have an open 
discussion with their teens about 
consequences Ask them what 
they know about the dangers of 
alcohol and drugs Discuss how a 
moment of partying and casual

sex can affect their reputation, or 
more significantly, their long­
term health and well-being 

Parents need to set a good 
example by insisting on what 
they feel is in their child's best 
interest Parents shouldn't suc­
cumb to pressure from their child 
or their child s friends If parents 
feel their son or daughter has a 
history of poor decision-making

and does not have the confidence 
to stand up to being responsible 
on spring break, they shouldn t  be 1 
afraid to tell them 'no, you can't * 
go " This tough decision might be 1 
the best decision a parent can *
make *

T W O  D R U G S  I N  T R E A T I N G  A R T H R I T I S
If you develop rheumatoid arthritis your doctor will treat you with at least 

two drugs The first one he will prescribe is a non steroidal anti inflammatory 
drug called an NSAID The purpose of this medication is to stop 
inflammation occumng around joints Examples of norvsteroidals include 
aspinn motnn naprosyn celebrex vioxxetc There are 23 NSAIDs on the market a id  all of them 
act on Joints in the same way For that reason your doctor will prescribe only one NSAID medication 
at a time If one does not help he will stop it and try another 

In addition the NSAIDs like aspinn are good pain relievers and are useful in rheumatoid arthritis 
for that reason alone

The second line of medication therapy is the disease modifying anti rheumatic drugs called 
DMARDS This group inducted gold salts methotrexate enbrel arava remicade and several other 
drugs These medications either prevent lymphocytes from making the antibodies that trigger 
rheumatoid disease or stop the antibodies and inflammatory agents already circulating from 
attaching to cells tn and around joints Each of the agents included in the DMARD group work in a 
different manner For that reason it is possible to give you not only one DMARD drug but add 
additional ones from this category if a single DMARD is not controlling your arthritis 

The DMARD is considered the heavier gun but that is incorrect it is a  different tool For your best 
response to rheumatoid arthritis you need both a NSAID and a DMARD medication

an account balance of $100,000 
and a life expectancy factor of 
24 4 years would calculate an 
annual distribution amount of 
$4,098

Flexibility for your beneficia 
ries You can take comfort m 
knowing the new rules will also 
make things easier for your ben­

eficiaries after your death Previ­
ously, if you had already chosen 
an RMD method, your beneficia­
ries had to continue d istribu­
tions at the same rate (if you had 
not yet begun RMDs, they could 
choose from several options) 
Now your beneficiaries may 
spread distributions over their 
own lifetime, regardless of your 
distribution method So if  they 
are younger than you, they'll be 
able to take sm aller d istribu­
tions and defer taxes even 
longer

Also, your loved ones won't 
have to rush in making distribu­
tion decisions after your death 
Under the new rujes, they have 
until December 31 of the year 
following your death to desig­
nate a beneficiary for distribu­
tion purposes

'Stretching" your IRA across 
generations  H ere's how a 
stretch IRA" strategy may help 

you leave more for generations 
to come If you die before your

spouse, and your spouse^is the 
sole prim ary beneficiary, your 
spouse can roll the IRA money 
into his or her own name and

B eneficiaries
When your surviving spouse 

dies, a child named as beneficia­
