Benny Napoleon’s own polls
and a recent Free Press poll
show the former Detroit police
chief and Shenff Robert Ficano
in a near dead heat for the
Democratic nomnation for coun-
ty executive

The other name candidates for
the nomination — Wayne County
Commission Chair Ricardo
Solomon, state Sen Joe Young
and Wayne County Register of
Deeds Bernard Youngblood — are
all langmishing at single digits

Napoleon, 46, came 1nto the
race with high name recognition
based on his years as police
department spokesman and his
three years — 1998-2001 ~ as

olice chief That high profile
gas a price For the last year, the
Detroit Police Department oper-
ations during Napoleon’s tenure
have been under federal investi-
gation concerning handling of
prisoners, controversial shoot-
ings and other 1ssues

Police investigation

Napoleon dismisses the mves-
tigations as all related to budget-
ary matters over which he had
no control

“If you scratch below the sur-
face of this nonsense and look
you'll find that 1n the three years
I was chief, crime went down
almost 30 percent,” Napoleon
said during a meeting with
Observer editors “Those are
record numbers That’s what I
promised to do, that was what
my massion was when I was
appointed chief”

He said he did 1t within the
budget. gurdelines he was given

Napoleon said the budget will
be a major focus 1f he’s elected to
replace longtime County Execu-
tive Edward McNamara

“The county has been spending
$20 million a year over the rev-
enues 1t has been taking in,”
Napoleon said “This 1s unaccept-
able Even though they have
been able to balance the budget,
technically 1t’s because they've
been dipping into their fund bal-
ance ”

He said the county needs a
leader who will make tough
hard budget decisions and stick
to them

Regional cooperation

Napoleon poinis to regional
development and retention of
current businesses as crucial to
the county’s future

“I believe the significance of
the region 1s paramount,” he
said “I’ve already met with
Brooks (Oakland County Execu-
tive L Brooks Patterson) and he
sat down with me for an hour
and a half and explamed to me
some of the things he’s done mn
Oakland County to help stimu-
late 1ts economic and its residen-
t1al development And he has
committed to continue to meet
with me ”

Napoleon said it would be crit-
1cal for the next county executive
{0 meet with representatives
from outside the county to devel-
op the region He said he would
adopt Patterson’s business
roundtable idea, drawing togeth-
er county business leaders to dis-
cuss their concerns

Napoleon recently convened a
“business and education forum”
at Schoolcraft promoting discus-
sions of how business and
schools can work together He
said he would continue these as
county executive

Napoleon has a bachelor’s

One regional issue drawing a

the festival afterward Organizational
meetings start 1n January with reviews of
the festival plans 1n March and April

One of the changes this year will be an
appearance by the Blue Angels, the

Pamela Conrad of Ann Arbor entered
the 13th Annual Michigan’s Best baking
contest, a contest sponsored by Zehn-
der’s of Frankenmuth, AAA, Michigan
Liwwing magazine Pioneer Sugar and the
Michigan Apple Committee They judged
her Farmhouse Apple Cherry pie best of
its category and best overall

For her, the pie she created for the
contest was inspired by a pie she can’t
get anymore

“It was wmnspired by a pie my father
and I used to get at a restaurant called
the Farmhouse 1n Hazel Park ” Conrad
said “I did 1t to take my mind off my
father who was 1n the hospital at the
time

The pie won out over 375 other recipes
submitted from around the state It 1s
reprinted here by permission of Conrad

CRUST:
2 1/2 cups all pu pese flour
1 teaspoon salt
1/2 b (two sticks) cold unsalted but

ter cut into small pieces

iced water

1/4 cup finely grated sharp Pinconning
cheese

Blueberries are as American as apple pie
— maybe even more so Native Americans
ate wild blueberries fresh and also
dried them in the sun to be used later Early
colonists not only ate blueberries but also
boiled them 1n milk to make gray paint

The national passion for the deep blue,
sweet and juicy berries - both wild and culti-
vated - has never abated Americans eat mil-
hons of tons of blueberries every year

Blueberries are a highly versatile ingred1-
ent Served in a bowl with milk, they make a
simple but satisfying dessert Sophisticated
cooks use them to make savory sauces for
roasted poultry and game, or to add color,
texture and flavor to salads

When buying bernes, select those that are
firm, uniform m size and dark blue with a
siivery frost Avoid wrinkled berries or leaky
packages For optimum taste, bernes should
be used as soon as possible, but they can be
kept refrigerated for up to two weeks

Refrigerate berries 1n contamners that are
not tightly sealed so air can circulate and
help prevent mold from developing And
dont wash them until you are about to use
them, or they'll get mushy To preserve their

Bernard Shaw’s Caesar and Cleopatra

Shaw festival plays explore
politics, friendship, old age

Even the lightest offerings at
the Shaw Festival in Niagara-
on the Lake, Ontario deal with
sometimes troubling 1deas

Ideas were always central for
the Anglo-Irigh playwright who
gives his name to this festival, so
1t’s appropriate that the festival
emphasize the i1deas behind the
entertainment

George Bernard Shaw’s plays
often are complexly woven
debates 1n which the characters
stand for different positions
Being a fair man, Shaw always
gave could arguments for the
positions he opposed

Some of his plays are a
blitzkrieg of talk talk talk Con
versations once thought highly
witty among the literat: have
lost their humor with time
changing values and a different
reality

But Shaw’s best plavs retain a
power to stimulate, provoke and
amuse

This year the festival explores
imperial polities (British and
Roman), life in the hig aty, the

The action all takes place 1n
one day 1n a police squad room
in New York City Kingsley
wanted to recreate as accurately

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New book explores Hollywood weddings on and off screen

This 18 the thematic element
that renowned collector Sandy
Schrezer has bnilliantly captured
i her newly released book, Hol
Iywood Gets Married

Schreler, an Oakland County
resident, has been a collector of
20th century French couture,
American fashion and Hollywood
costuming, as well as a fashion
historian, an appraiser and ~
curator for museum exhibitions
for several years

In the 1960s, she even
designed the costumes for the
Supremes and has made various
TV appearances since the ‘80s

Her first book, Hollywood
Dressed and Undressed, pub-
lished by Rizzol 1n 1998, illus-
trates seven decades of film pho-
tographs of costumes, along with
Schreler’s lively anecdotes and
facts about favorite Hollywood
movies stars and the designers
behind them

Now, with her heightened
knowledge and enthusiasm for
Hollywood weddings and gowns,
she has put together an amazing
ensemble of these on- and off-
screen weddings photos includ-
ing important details One of the
private weddings she features 1s
that of Rita Hayworth and Orson
Welles

Hollywood Gets Married con-
si1sts of 80 percent film weddings
and 15 to 20 percent private
weddings

The author says the book,

which features 230 photographs,
18n’t Just a bride’s book, but also
serves the information of what
wedding cakes the couples had,
and other details behind the
nuptials

“This 1s a star-driven book,”
Schreier said

Getting started

Schreier explaing the path
that led her to creating her book
It began the day she started vis-
iting houses that had movie
stills

“Well when I went to see
movie stills,” she said, “I
thought, “‘Why 1s there so many
wedding dresses? and you see
the stars posing in the wedding
gowns

“I thought to myself, ‘This
would be a really good book,” ”
she said “And as sales of wed-
ding gowns were going up since
the event of September 11th, the
sales of weddings also
increased ”

Schrezer totally had the public
i mind when she conceived the
1dea for the book

“I think all the world loves a
wedding and all the world loves
a movie star ”

Schreier found out that people
would ask bridal shops for cer-
tain glamorous Hollywood dress-
es, like the one Julia Roberts
wore in Runaway Bride The
movie moguls were markefing
and selling wedding gowns, and
this fascinated her

Schreler says the book serves
as a reference point for people
interested 1n having a famous
style wedding dress

“I think this 18 a great gift

On the front. Elizabeth
Taylor, pictured on the
cover, 1s one of the many
Hollywood brides featured
in this 176-page book,
“Hollywood Gets Mar-
ried,” by Sandy Schreter

book as well as a book to be
amused,” she said

Schreier says though some pic
tures 1 her book were collected
from movie moguls, some of
them would be considered exclu
sive

“Yes, some of the pictures are
paparazzi pictures,” she said
But, “A lot of them have never
ever been used before ”

Additionally, because of the
numerous “star” frmends Schreier
has acquired over the years, she
has a shght advantage

“Anjehca Huston 1s a friend of
mine and she gave me the gor-
geous pictures of her wedding

ceremony,” she said

Favorites
And, of course, like most

everyone, she 1s parfial to cer-

tain Hollywood nuptial scenes

“My favorite 1s, of course Bar
bra Strewsand i Funny Gurl with
the pillow 1n her stomach,” she
said, laughing “I'll never forget
seeing that movie and the aud:
ence crackmg up ”

Schreier’s most loved male
star 18 probably the fave among
many classical movie-goers

“My favorite movie star that I
can remember was Gene Kelly in
Anchors Away 1n 1945 ”

She said 1n addition to Kelly,
Rita Hayworth has always been
Schreier’s all-time favorite movie
star Schreier said her love of
fashion and designing clothes
began when she was just a tod-
dler and her father was a furrier
for Russeks in Detroit in the
md-1930s

“I was blown away,” she said
“They had the most beautiful
couture and hats It was a thnll
for me to go there and dress up
They (the employees) couldn’t
believe that a little 2-year-old
would love to dress up like that”

Though she has a vast collec-
tion of these gowns, there are
still some out there that she
would love to have

“The ones that I couldn’t get
really, really drove me nuts,” she
said “After the ’50s, the picking
gets very slhim, cause pictures
were rarely taken of movie wed-
ding gowns ”

Schreier says therefore, the
same wedding pictures were
shown over and over because of

such little coverage Though
she’s hasn’t yet been 1n a movie,
Schreler says people have
always approached her with the
thought that she was a movie
star

She attributes this to her self-
described “fashion forward”
attire that gets her noticed But,
really, she says, 1t’s not all about
trying to get attention

“It ecan be anywhere from
kooky to classic,” she said “It’s
my 1dea of how I personally want

Area archery club steeped in tradition

When the conversation turns
to archery, namely the oldest
archery club 1n the state, places
Iike Grayling and Marquette
probably come to mind

But if the truth be told, West
Bloomfield 1s

the home of the OUTDOOR
state’s oldest LIFE
archery ciub, T
Detroit Archers

In 1924 =a

group of 11 avid
archers took it
upon themselves
to organize the
first archery
club 1n the state

With the hikes
of legendary
Fred Bear, Dr
Saxton Pope and
Art Young (Pope & Young Club)
among their ranks the seeds
were sown that year for what 18
today known as Detroit Archers
Inc - Michigan's first and oldest
archery club

Perched in the midst of opu-
lent condomimiums and subdivi-
sions in elegant West Bloom-
field, Detroit Archers today fea-
tures 31 43 acres of wooded
grounds and s large 60-foot by
120-foot 1ndoor range and club-
house

But the club hasn’t always
called West Bloomfield home

With a history dating back bet-
ter than 70 years 1ts no surprise
that the organization moved
around before finally targeting
West Bloomfield as a permanent

home

The club was formally organ-
1zed 1n 1928 and had grown
shightly in those four years since
1ts meeption to include 17 mem-
bers and thewr families By-laws
and rules were drafted and the
club was granted access to the
fifth floor of the Storm-Feltz-
Lovey Building on Grand Blvd
and Woodward Avenue 1n
Detroit to use as 1ts indoor
range

In 1930 Detroit Archers estab-
lished a formal outdoor range at
Rouge Park, but moved to
Palmer Park in 1935 Detroit
Archers began renting 70 acres
of undeveloped land at 10 1/2-
mile and Telegraph i 1939 and
established a ‘roving range’ or
field range as we know 1t today

Around this same time Detroit
Archers also estabhished an east-
side practice site at Water Works
Park in Detroit and a westside
practice area at South Forest
Creek and White in Lincoln Park
so members wouldn t have to
travel all the way across town to
practice

In 1941, the club moved 1ts
1indoor practice facility to Bear
Archery Products on Philadel-
phia in Detroit The alliance
with Bear Archery lasted for 30
years until Detroit Archers con-
structed 1ts current range and
clubhouse 1n 1971 in West
Bloomfield

Detroit Archers moved 1ts field
range to rented property at Mid-
dlebelt and 13 Mile Road 1n

1946 By 1950, growing weary of
renting space to shoot and
yearning to own it’s own facithity
the Detroit Archery Club was
formed Ninety shares of stock
were sold at $100 each to mem-
bers of Detroit Archers The
money was used to purchase
21 43 wooded acres off Drake
Road in West Bloomfield, the
site of the current Detroit
Archers facility

The club officially moved 1t's
field range to the West Bloom-
field site 1n 1952 and in 1964
the club decided to purchase 10
adjoining acres at the West
Bloomfield site In 1971 a 60-foot
by 120-foot clubhouse and indoor
range was built and after 47
years, Detroit Archers finally
had 1ts own 1ndoor range and
clubhouse

With rising taxes and property
values Detroit Archers faced
financial uncertainty in the
early 80s Fortunately, West
Bloomfield Township granted
Detroit Archers some property
tax relief in 1983 under the
Open Space Easement Act

The final mortgage payment
was made 1n 1985, fulfilling a
61-year dream of Detroit Archers
owning a debt-free archery facili-
ty

Today, Detroit Archers thrives
at the same location in West
Bloomfield

The clubhouse features a 22
lane indoor range, a pro shop
and a trophy room featuring,
among other trophies, the hide of

the first polar bear Fred Bear
ever shot

Outside, Detroit Archers has a
20 station PPA range with tar-
gets at marked distances rang-
g from 20 yards to 65 yards, a
28 station field course offering
shots from distances of 10 yards
to 80 yards, and a 28 station
broadhead course featuring five
elevated platforms Detroit
Archers also boasts the oldest
league in the United States The
Bush League, which started
when the club was formed, 18 a
bear bow league 1n which no
sights are allowed

Detroit Archers offers a contin-
wng Junior Archery program, an
annual Youth Shoot where no
child walks away without a tro-
phy, and hunter education class-
es

All of the ranges at Detroit
Archers are open to the public
during leagues and scheduled
shoots and the facilities are
made available, free of charge, to
non-profit orgamizations hike the
Boy Scouts and the Garl Scouts

(1) Such rates shall be levied on each lot or parcel of land building
premises now or hereafter having any connection with the
sewers of the system Such rates shall be hilled along with the
water bill and shall be based on the quantity of water used
therem (if there 18 such a meter)

(2) The sewage disposal rate shall be $2 72 per 1 000 gallons of
metered water The sewage disposal rate during the billing
months of October November and December shall be reduced by
Twenty five (25%) percent

SECTI TY.

Unless otherwise provided any person corporation partnership or any
other legal entity who violates the provisions of this Ordinance shall be
gulty of a misdemeanor and may be fined not more than Five Hundred
($500 00) Dollars or imprisoned for not more than ninety (90) days or both
at the discretion of the Court

SECTION 4. SEVERABILITY.

If any clause sentence section, paragraph or part of this Ordinance or
the application thereof to any person firm corporation legal entity or
circumstances shall be for any reason adjudged by a court of competent
Jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or mvahd said yjudgment shall not affect
1mpair or mnvalid the remainder of this Ordinance It 1s hereby declared to
the legislative intent of this body that the Ordinance 13 severable and that
the Ordinance would have been adopted had such invahd or
unconstitutional provision not have been included in this Ordinance

ECTION ES

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances 1n conflict herewith are hereby
repealed only to the extent necessary to give this Ordinance full force and
effect

All rghts and duties which have matured penalties which have been
meurred proceedings which have begun and prosecution for violations of
law occurring before the effective date of this Ordinance are not affected or
abated by this Ordinance

eeping kids safe this summer 1s mostly
about common sense and parental supervi

sion, says Dr Frank McGeorge of Beaumont

Hosmtal in Royal Oak As associate program direc-
tor of the hospital’s emergency medicine, he has
seen his share of children’s summertime njuries,
especially of the orthopedic variety

“It really all boils down to supervision If you pay
attention to your kids and train your kids in safe
behavior, they will hopefully behave appropriate
ly,” he said

Jackie Schubert, director of Botsford Child Care
Center 1n Farmington Hills, overseas the care of 75
children, ranging 1n age from infants to pre-school
She considers sunscreen the No 1 common sense
1ssue when 1t comes to protecting children from the
sun

“We have parents bring sunscreen from home,
then we apply 1t here, she said “We recommend
they check with their doctors about what’s appro-
pnate for their child,” she said She also has par-
ents provide their children with hats and sunglass-
es

Playgrounds present another safety 1ssue for
children, she said “Make sure your child wears the
appropriate shoes For playing on playgrounds,
open-toed sandals aren t good In group care, chil
dren are more prone to getting their toes stepped
on Also, a tenmis shoe has a better grip ”

McGeorge advises parents to pay attention to a
playground’s mulch thickness, which can act as a
buffer against falls “If you have thicker mulch, the
chance of serious injury 1s reduced,” he said

The following summer safety tips are from the
American Academy of Pediatrics They are not a
guarantee of an injury free summer for your chil
dren but they offer some great lessons in common
sense for parents

Fun in the sun

For older children
B Cover up Wear a hat with a three mch brim
or a bill facing forward sunglasses that block 99
100 percent of ultraviolet rays) and cotton clothing
with a tight weave
W Stayin the shade whenever possible and
avoild sun exposure during the peak intensity hours
between 10 am and4pm
B Use sunscreen with an SPF (sun protection
factor) of at least 15 Apply about one ounce per sit
ting for a young adult Reapply every two hours, or
after swimming or sweating Some self tanning
products contam sunsereen but others
don t, so read the labels carefully In
addition, tanming oils or baby o1l
may make skin look shiny and
soft, but they provide no protec-
tion from the sun
For young children
B Keep babies under 6
J months of age out of the direct
sunhght Move your baby to the
shade or under a tree, umbrel
1a, or the stroller canopy
B Dress babies 1n
hightweight clothing that
covers the arms and legs
and use brimmed hats
B Apply sunscreen at least 30
minutes before going outside, and use sunscreen
even on cloudy days The SPF (sun protection fac-
tor) should be at least 156

Pool safety

W Never leave children alone 1n or near the pool,
even for a moment

M Make sure adults are tramed in life-eaving
technmiques and CPR so they can rescue a child if
necessary

B Surround your pool on all four sides
with a sturdy five-foot fence Make sure
the gates self-close and self-latch at a
height children can’t reach

M Keep rescue equipment (a shep
herd’s hook — a long pole with a hook on 4
the end — and Iife preserver) and a
portable telephone near the pool

B Avoid inflatable swimming aids
such as “floaties” They are not a subst:
tute for approved life vests and can give
children a false sense of security

M Children are not developmentally
ready for swim lessons until after their
4th birthday Swim programs for children
under 4 should not be seen as a way to decrease
the risk of drowning

B Whenever infants or toddlers are 1 or around
water, an adult should be within arm s length pro
viding ‘ touch supervision

Bug safety

W Don’t use scented soaps, perfumes or hair
sprays on your child

M Repellents appropriate for use on children
should contain no more than 10 percent DEET The
chemical, whach 1s absorbed through the skin, can
cause harm The concentration of DEET varies sig-
nificantly from product to product, so read the label
of any product you purchase

B Avoid areas where insects nest or congregate,
such as stagnant pools of water, uncovered foods
and gardens where flowers are 1 bloom

# Avoid dressing your child in clothing with
bright colors or flowery prints

H To remove a visible stinger from skin, gently
scrape 1t off horizontally with a credit card or your
fingernail

Playground safety

There 18 reason for concern, especially on public
playgrounds According to the Centers for Disease
Control, 200,000 preschool and elementary school
children visit emergency rooms for care of play-
ground-related myuries Sixty percent of these
myuries will result from falls off swings, monkey
bars, chimbers or shdes Unfortunately, over a third

of the mnjures will be severe — frac-
tures, internal injuries, even
Y amputations
For backyard playgrounds, the
§ American Academy of Pediatrics
§ recommends

B Carefully maintamn all equip
ment
L M Swings should be made of soft
~ materials such as rubber, plastic

or canvas

W Make sure children cannot
reach any moving parts that might
pinch or trap any body part
M Make sure metal shides are cool
to prevent children’s legs from getting

burned
B Parents should never purchase a home

trampoline or allow children to use home

trampohnes

Bicycle safety

H Do not push your child to ride a two-wheeled
bike until he or she 1s ready, at about age 5 or 6

B Consider the child s coordination and desire to
learn to ride Stick with coaster brakes until your
child 1s older and more experienced

M Take your child with you when you shop for
the bike so that he or she can try 1t out The value
of a properly fitting bike far outweighs the value of
surprising your child with a new bike

® Buy a bike that is the right size not one your
child has to grow mnto Oscrsized bikes are espe
aally dangerous Use the following criteria to test a
bike for proper fit

B Sitting on the seat with hands on the handle
bar your child must be able to place the balls of
both feet on the ground

M Straddling the center bar, your chald should be
able to stand with both feet flat on the ground with
about a 1 inch clearance between the crotch and
the bar

B When buying a bike with hand brakes for an
older child, make sure that the child can comfort-
ably grasp the brakes and apply sufficient pressure
to stop the bike

B A helmet should be standard equipment for
your child Be sure you purchase a Consumer
Product Safety Commussion (CPSC)-approved
helmet

In spite of parents’ best efforts,
few children make 1t through the
summer without a few bumps and
bruises “Kids’ natural instinct won't
be the safest one,’ sa1d McGeorge
However, children shouldn’t hurt them-
selves because of safety issues par-
ents overlooked, he stressed “You
cannot protect them from all
mjuries All you can do 1s limt
the damage ”

Avoid injuries by leaving fireworks to the experts

Michigan festival planners are
gearing up for the fireworks that
will light up the mghts of Indepen-
dence Day on July 4 and other
summer celebrations However,
many Michiganders may be plan-
ning mim-pyrotechnies of theiwr
own, using fireworks and sparklers
bought at retail stores and stands

But playing with fireworks — even ones as seem-
ingly harmless as sparklers — can be a dangerous,
even deadly, proposition Each year, fireworks

cause over 8,500 injunes, including 2,400 injuries
to the eye

The best way to avoid such aceidents, say Uni-
versity of Michigan Kellogg Eye Center ophthal-
mologists, 18 to attend a public fireworks display
mstead of using fireworks at home this fireworks
geason

And though Americans may feel an added desire
to express their patriotism this year, Kellogg eye
doctors warn that using fireworks 1n your backyard
can result 1n a trip to the emergency room — and
even permanent blindness or visual impairment

According to Dr Theresa M Nairus, a Kellogg
ophthalmologist, the typical agrident victim 1s a
teenager who 1s usually at home, unsupervised,
and with a group of friends In fact, boys between
the ages of 13 and 15 sustain three-fourths of all
fireworks-related eye mnjuries

“One of the reasons fireworks mmjuries continue to
occur 1s that people don’t know how dangerous
these devices can be,” says Nairus “Each year,
legal fireworks cause thousands of injuries The

Here’s the buzz on bee stings

There’s a buzz in the air and
1t’s not a friendly one Now that
summer 18 here, legions of sting-
ng insects have begun their car-
nivorous assault on outdoor
activities across America These
hostile marauders often leave 1n
their wake widespread fear,
painful stings and even death If
you find yourself under siege,
resist the temptation to launch a
counter strike This type of retal-
1atory action 1s best left to the
professionals

According to the American
College of Asthma, Allergy and
Immunology, most mmsect strings
results 1n a normal reaction
Symptoms include pain,
swelling, 1tching and redness
confined to the sting site To
treat a sting, gently disinfect the
area using 1ce to reduce the
swelling, and use topical steroid
omntments or oral antihistamines
to relieve the 1tching Sometimes
a normal reaction can be rather
iarge, extending well beyond the
sting site (a sting on the wrist

may cause the entire arm to
swell) If this situation persists
for more than a day or two, a
physician should be consulted

More serious

For 1 to 2 percent of the popu-
lation, an insect string reaction
will be allergic in nature This
type of reaction 18 characterized
by hives, 1itching and swelling in
areas other than the sting site,
tightness m the chest and diffi-
culty m breathing, dizziness or a
sharp drop 1n blood pressure,
unconsciousness or cardiac
arrest An allergic reaction can
occur 1n minutes after the sting
and may be life-threatening
Immediate medical attention 1s
required and may involve the
administration of certain drugs
and 1n some cages intravenous
fluids, oxygen and other treat-
ments

Because there 1s a 60 percent
hkelihood of a reoccurrence upon
re-string, allergic patients
should seek follow up care from

an allergist This specialist will
evaluate a patient’s allergic con-
dition and may prescribe an
msect string kit for emergency
treatment and/or immunothera-
Py, a highly effective vaceination
program for life-long protection
agaimnst allergc reactions

A recent study published 1n
the Journal of Allergy and Clin:
cal Immunology showed that
most people allergic to insect
stings who undergo a two-year
vaccination program had a pro
longed benefit and possibly will
have a permanent loss of allergy

Osteoarthritis rheumatotd arthrtis Jupus arthntis or psonatic arthntis
can attack enough joints to force you to stop working

The difficulty you have reaching a decision o retire Is equaled by the
problems your doctor may face in trying to answer disabilty forms

For example the forms usually contain a question on the doctor's opinion on the extent of your
disability He may know that any sustauined activity is out of the question for your hands or knees
However the disabifity inquiry phrasing often links work with self care Thus before you are
considered unable to undertake any work, the doctor must indicate that your are bedndden

Another difficuit area for physictans i determining what your hmits are Physicians are unikely

When you want your doctor to complete a disability form  expect to schedule an appontment
with him The questions on the form may be obvious to you but the answers may notbe to him
Your physician needs you to provide the details of your job and the environment in which you
work Only then can he complete those forms in a manner far to you and to the organization

In most cases, says Becky
IDD’’Agostino, a charge nurse 1n
the CS Mott Children’s Hospi-
tal recovery rooms, parents did-
n’t realize that having a child
g1t on a riding mower with
them or even having a child in
the yard while they’re cutting
the lawn was dangerous She
and other UMHS nurses and
pediatricians at Mott hope they
can mnform other parents of the
dangers before more accidents
oceur

“ It’s usually not until it’s too
late and their child 1s seriously

hurt that a parent says they'd
wish they’d known about the
dangers sooner,” D’Agostino
says “ Lawn mowers really
have the potential to do great
harm to the body, but so many
people just don’t understand
that ”?

Each summer, U-M pediatn-
cians and the U-M nursing staff
at Mott see the devastating
effects lawn mower 1njuries can
have on children ages two to 12
and their parents — reconstruc-
tive surgery, long hospital
stays, and permanent disfigure-
ment and disability

This year, the group 1s taking
steps to help prevent some of
the 2,300 lawn mower injures
that the American Association
of Orthopaedic Surgeons esti-
mates children will sustamn this

risk of losing an eye 1s not worth
the excitement of watching fire-
works explode ”

Although 1llegal fireworks — bot-
tle rockets and Roman candles ~
account for the majority of injunies,
seemingly harmless sparklers also
cause many wmjuries each year

For children under the age of
five, sparklers account for three-
quarters of all fireworks 1mjuries
Fascinated by the bright sparks,
children find these sticks of fire ~
burning as hot as 1,800 degrees
Fahrenheit, hot enough to melt
gold — irresistible to touch

If an accident does occur, what
can you do to minimize damage to
the eye? These actions can help
save your child’s or your own sight

B Do not delay medical atten
tion even for seemingly mild
mjuries “Mildly” damaged areas
can worsen and result in serious
vision loss, even blindness, that
might not have occurred with
1mmediate treatment

M Do not rub the eye If any eye
fissue 18 torn, rubbing mught push

out the eye’s contents and cause
more damage Although rubbing
the eye 1s an automatic response to
pain, pressure will only do more
harm You may attempt to rinse
out the eye with clean water, but
do not rub the eye while dong so

B Avoid giving aspirin, or
ibuprofen or other non-steroidal
anti-inflammatory drugs These
medications thin the blood and
might 1increase  bleeding
Acetaminophen (Tylenol) 18 the
over the-counter drug of choce for
pain However, 1t 18 better to
bypass the drugstore or medicine
cabinet and get to the emergency
room right away

@ Do not apply ointment or
other medications, because they
may not be sterle

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Tip 1 Keep the kids indoors
while you mow Several serious
injuries can occur if children
are 1n the yard while the
mower 1s runmng There’s the
risk that a parent maght acci-
dentally run over a child’s hand
or foot 1f he or she 1s playing too
close to the mower, or 1if the
lawn 1s wet and the child slips
under the mower Plus, there’s
always the chance that an
object hike a twig or a stone will
fly out of the mower and strike
the child

“A child 1s just not safe m the
yard when a mower 1s on,”
warns Dr Frances Farley,
assistant professor of orthope-
dic surgery at the U-M Medical
School, who has operated on
many children injured by lawn
mowers “When the mower’s
running, a parent can’t hear
the child and, 1n some cases
with riding mowers, they can’t
see the 1f the child 1s behind
them ”

More than half of all of the
mower 1njuries that Farley
cares for each summer mvolves
a child who has been backed
over by a riding mower In most
rdmg mowers, the blade 1s still
engaged 1n reverse, causing
parents, relatives or neighbors
to do serious harm to a unseen
child standing or sitting behind
the mower

Tip 2 Rading mowers aren’t
built for two It may seem like
fun for kids to co-pilot the rid-
mg mower with mom and dad,
but in most cases, it’s an acci-
dent waiting to happen

“Riding mowers are not
designed for two people,” says
Farley “They’re unstable, espe-
cially on inclines, and 1f a
child’s on 1t with an adult,
there’s always the rigk for
falling off and shding under the
mower Parents always think
their child 1s safe in their lap,
but that’s never the case ”

And although most mowers

have a safety feature which
shuts off the engine when the
rider gets off or falls off, that
same feature will not be acti-
vated if yust the child falls off

In any carcumstance, regard-
less of age, no riders other than
the operator should be on a rd-
g mower In fact, the Amen-
can Academy of Pediatrics
encourages parents not to allow
children under the age of 16 to
even operate riding mowers,
and suggests that no chald
under the age of 12 use a push
mower

Tip 3 Adults operating lawn
mowers are just as much at
risk for injuries as their chil-
dren They should wear the
proper hearing and eye protec-
tion, as well as sturdy shoes,
not sandals or sneakers In
addition, they should go around
the yard and pick up loose
objects 1n the lawn to prevent
objects from projecting out of
the mower Most importantly,

they should always turn the
mower off before crossing over
gravel paths or roads, to avod
flying stones

With more than 22 percent of
lawn mower injuries involving
the hand, fingers or wnist, Far-
ley says to always make sure
the engine 1s off and the mower
blade has completely stopped
rotating before attempting to
remove debris from the mower
or make adjustments to 1t

Farley also encourages all
adults to read their user’s man-
ual before operating the mower
Knowing how the machine
operates will help avoid myury
to both children and adults

“The main thing to remem-
ber 18 all lawn mower mjuries
are completely preventable,”
she says “ These aren’t just
freak accidents They're
extremely serious and in most
cases they change a child’s or
an adult’s life forever ”

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Know ductwork to save on summer cooling costs

With the summer cooling season now
upon us, many people are asking how
they can save money on their electric
bills while still keeping their homes
cool

Besides the obvious ~ turning up the
thermostat a few degrees — there’s a
couple of other things you can do A
common myth 1s that 1f you close the
registers i the rooms not 1n use, you
won’t be cooling those rooms

While that 1s true, you won’t be sav-
ing much money, exther

Think of the ductwork in your home

Build
more light
into your
house

FOR AP WEEKLY FEATURES

Windows and skylights cover your
home’s perimeter, each room sports a
high ceiling, the walls and floor cov
erings are all pleasingly light-col
ored

Yet, you're still wondering how you
can work more natural light into
your home

Consider the design of your stairs,
especially 1f the staircase 1s an
important aspect of your home’s
entry

Heavy staircases covered with a
dark wood or carpet will dim a room
beforé you can say “lights out ”

Even with plenty of windows pres-
ent, the stairs tend to block light,
making 1t difficult to travel unimped
ed across an entire room

An open staircase might be the
solution Even an angled or curved
staircase, which would normally
absorb any natural light, can become
a room’s beacon when the vertical
slats are absent because this condi
tion allows backhghting and side
lighting from the surrounding win
dows

A nearly full wall of glass behind
the stairs can illuminate and creates
an interesting play of hght and shad
ow

Shim rails in a light colored wood
placed relatively far apart also hight
en things up as does a monochro
matic color scheme

hke branches of a tree The cool air from
your air conditioner 18 forced through
the ductwork to reach the various rooms
of your home By the time the cool air
reaches a closed register, however,
you've already wasted 95 percent of the
cold air

A better 1dea 1s to become acquamted
with your ductwork’s shutoff valves m
the basement to cut off the air at the
source before 1t goes throughout the
house

If the air 1sn’t needed, your air condi-
tioner won’t have to work as hard Then

do a little experimentation to determine
the optimum ceoling levels for each floor
of your home At that point, you can
write a “W” for the winter setting and a
“S” for the summer setting for future
use

Axr flow 1s 1mportant, so be careful
not to shut off too much Implement this
1dea and you’ll know your efforts will be
