Increase the cap on the 
Natural Resources Trust Fund 
from $400 million to $500 
million, and allow the contm 
ued annual expenditure of up 
to 33 1/3 percent of mineral 
royalties received by the 
Natural Resources Trust Fund 
on state and local outdoor 
recreation grants 

Allow interest and earnings, 
and not more than 50 percent 
of the money received by the 
State Park Endowment Fund 
to be annually spent for state 
park improvements 

Proposal 2 was placed on the 
Aug 6 primary ballot by an 
overwhelming, bipartisan vote 
by the Michigan Legislature 
earlier this year

An independent movie the­
ater company that has shown

Michigan-based Emagine 
Entertamment, currently build­
ing a cinema near Twelve Oaks 
Mall m Novi, wants to build an 
18-screen multiplex on Ford 
eastofI-275 The movie house 
would carry the Emagine 
Entertainment name and would 
be behind Gardner White 
Furniture in the Home Depot 
shopping center

Chris Brandt, vice president 
of operations for Emagine 
Entertainment, said that the 
Canton cinema, if built, would 
be part of a chain that includes

cmemas in Novi and Birch Run 
Novis theater is expected to 
open within two months, and 
Birch Runs Cinema Hollywood 
has been open for several years 

Research showed that Canton 
was a npe market, he said 

W e do demographic studies 
to see how many screens are 
serving an area,’ Brandt said 
‘ We feel (Canton) would be a 
good location for an 18-screen 
theater with stadium seating”

In addition to having high- 
backed rocking chairs, digital 
sound and stadium seating, 
Canton’s theater could also be a 
place for sports fans to watch 
pay-per-view games and World 
Wrestling Entertainment 
matches on the big screen, as is 
done at Birch Run’s Cinema 
Hollywood, said Brandt 

Regular admission charges 
apply for sporting events and
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m ov ie s  a like
“We’ll be testing a digital pro­

jector at our Novi theater,” 
Brandt said, adding that the 
technology is still very expen­
sive

Emagine Entertainment has 
acquired a liquor license for its 
Novi theater, which means 
movie patrons will be able to sip 
more than just fountain dnnks 

As for Canton, Brandt said 
they have not decided whether 
to pursue a liquor license 

Its determined on a market 
by market basis,” he said 

I f  Emagine opens m Canton, 
it will be competition for 
Canton Six Theater, 4-3555 
Ford The theater is owned by 
the Goodrich Quality Theaters 
chain, which has movie houses

struction talks, that the com­
pany acted dishonestly by rad­
ically changing its plans after 
the first meeting and that their 
negotiations for land for road 
access “reflected poorly” on 
JC I’s pledge to work openly 
and fairly

Despite her rebuke of JC I’s 
business practices, Hamilton 
said that the township had to 
put the problems m the past 
and move forward with the 
company JC I officials strongly 
objected that they had acted 
unethically m any of their 
dealings with township and 
county officials

If  he had his choice, Country 
Club Village Board of 
Directors’ President John 
Dillon would rather things 
moved backward m relation to 
JC I’s plans for the area 
Country Club Village would be 
the facility's nearest neighbor,

An exotic pest may be the 
culprit behind a rash of local 
ash tree deaths 

Federal and local officials say 
they have identified infestation 
by the Emerald Ash Borer, a 
beetle from Asia, in five south 
east Michigan counties, mclud 
ing Oakland and Wayne 

In recent years, there has 
been a significant loss of ash 
trees in southeast Michigan 
Initially the deaths were 
attributed to a combination of 
disease drought and soil con 
ditions

Though those factors may be 
in play infestation by the 
Emerald Ash Borer is a hkelj 
additional reason 

To prevent the spread of the 
invasive species the Michigan 
Department of Agnculture has 
quarantined ash trees and their 
timber products, whether 
infested or not, to affected 
regions

“The reason is you may not 
be able to tell whether its 
infested, said Tim Flint, 
deputy director of the Pestiade 
and Plant Pest Management 
Division of the Michigan 
Department of Agnculture 

Macomb, Livingston and

Washtenaw counties join 
Oakland and Wayne in the list 
of affected regions 

Under the quarantine, ash 
trees and their branches as 
well as ash logs and firewood, 
cannot be moved from an 
affected area without certifica 
tion by the Michigan 
Department of Agnculture 

Violation of the quarantine 
is a misdemeanor, said Flint 
And since it s difficult to iden 
tify the tree lype when looking 
at firewood, residents of affect 
ed counties are advised to dis 
continue transporting all logs 
and timber

Get your firewood locall> 
Flint advised local campers 
planning future tups

Likevase, landscapers and 
commercial suppliers will be 
unable to transport ash trees 
from affected to unaffected 
regions

Emerald Ash Borer adults 
are dark metallic green and 
about a half-inch in length and 
l/l6-inch in width Their lar­
vae are creamy white and 
found under tree bark 

Typically, the beetles go 
undetected until an affected 
tree shows symptoms of infes­
tation

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‘Its a labor of love, Pat Nickol of Birmingham 
says about her small bacl^^d garden

It may be small m size (90 
feet by 20 feet), but that hasn t 
hindered Pat She has used 
every available space to bring 
beauty and harmony to this 
bright setting

Growing in this beautiful gar­
den are many, many plants, 
including hostas, rhododen­
drons, Lady’s mantle, Bells of 
Ireland (with chartreuse foliage 
and bloom), hibiscus and ins A 
plant Pat calls hogwort has 
long, thin, green foliage and 
blue flowers

At one end of the garden tall 
blue delphinium are striking 

with evergreens and small foliage plants forming 
the background Nearby is a low, flower-shaped 
basin for the birds A lovely little boy statue sits 
under a large tree and serves as a focal point 

An adjacent area is filled with hydrangeas 
“Nikko Blue, peonies m pinks and whites and 
monkshood with blue flowers, and many roses 

A flagstone walk leads to the garden where sev­
eral pots of plants grow profusely

I wanted bright yellow to reflect the sun and 
lots of color, so I used yellow daisy-hke flowers m 
the top of a strawberry jar,” Pat said 

Planted along with the yellow are deep blue 
ageratum, hot pink, purple and white petunias, 
ajuga that has bluish purple foliage, white bacopa 
snowflake, white daisy-hke argyranthemum, 

blue verbena and others Some of the plants trail 
over the sides of the jar 

Pat didnt stop wiA one container There are 
several that are beautifiilly planted and repeat the 
colors of the others

At the entrance to the garden two tall brick 
columns hold planters, while two more sit at the 
base of the columns They are filled with sherbet- 
type colors and echo the colors in the other pots 
They bloom m lavender, white and pink as well as 
the sunny yellow

And we mustnt forget the large strawberry jar 
filled with herbs such as parsley thyme basil dill, 
cilantro and more It sits on a step right outside a 
door

I have had the best luck this year with contain 
ers using potted soil that contains pellets to hold 
moisture and I fertilize every two weeks Pat said 

As I said its a labor of love I spend about an 
hour and a half each day removing spent blooms 
so the beauty will continue for a long time 

There are many tricks that can be used when 
gardening in a small space to give the illusion of a 
large garden Color form and texture of plants all

HIGHLAND FLIN G

This dance originated as a wild dance 
of triumph following a battle victory It 
IS said to be inspired by the capers of 
the stag, with the dancers upraised 
arms representing animal antlers The 
highly stylized dance calls for technical 
skill and exact timing and because it 
was originally performed atop a clans­
men s shield, it should be performed m 
the same position on the board It has 
become the classic solo dance at mod­
ern competitive dance events and is 
often used to select the best dancer of 
the day

SWORD DANCE

Also called the Ghillie Chalium,” this 
dance, like the Highland Fling, also is 
inspired by war One legend tells of 
Malcolm Canmore, after having defeat­
ed one of the MacBeth chiefs at the bat­
tle of Dunsmane m 1054, seized his 
opponents sword, placed it over his 
own and formed a cross over which he 
danced triumphantly to pipe music

S E A N N  T R IU B H A S

Pronounced Shawn Piuews and 
defined as no trousers this dance is 
associated with the period of 1746 to 
1782 Following the rebellion of 1745 
Scots were forbidden to wear ancient 
highland dress and instead had to wear 
trousers The first part of the dance is 
supposed to mock the restrictions 
imposed by trousers while the second 
part exhibits the freedom of movement 
allowed by a kilt

HIGHLAND R EEL

This group dance has many varia­
tions and originated for recreational, 
rather than military purposes Legend 
has it that the reel originated outside a 
locked church, and was performed by 
chilly parishioners as a method of keep­
ing warm while waiting for a tardy cler­
gyman

R E E L O F TULLO CH , STRATHSPEY

These unique, colorful dances were 
committed to memory and handed

In all respects, Jacob McGladdery 
looks and acts like a perfectly healthy 
child

But the lO-year-old lives with some­
thing that affects all aspects of his life, 
from what he eats to where he can sit 
during lunch time at school He’s aller­
gic to all tree nuts, mangoes, winter- 
green and peanuts, an allergy so severe 
that even trace amounts cause grave ill­
ness

It s called anaphylaxis, a word that lit­
erally means ‘ without protection,’ 
explains registered nurse Anne Russell, 
who is executive director of Food 
Anaphylaxis Education in Plymouth 

It IS a potentially life threatening 
reaction ” she said People have died 
from It ”

Russell has a son with food-induced 
anaphylaxis, so she knows what parents 
Sharon and Marty McGladdery go 
through every day 

Sharon carries a pack around her 
waist that contains Jacob’s health infor­
mation and medication that could 
relieve the symptoms of a reaction and 
allow precious minutes to get him to a 
h o s p i ^

But iJiat’s just the tip of the iceberg 
Jacob’s condition affects virtually every 
aspect of the family’s life

‘The way we buy food is I pick a 
product, I call them up, look at the web­
site or mail them and ask what is their 
allergen policy,’ Sharon said 

She asks questions like whether the 
company lists trace ingredients on their 
labels Canned tuna, for instance, con­
tains casein, which is derived from milk 
and can cause a reaction

Traces of allergens can also show up 
when companies manufacture different 
types of foods, food labels and compa­
ny-provided information may not pro­
vide warnings about the possibility of 
cross-contamination 

“We only buy from companies that 
list traces and allergens,” Sharon said 
“The companies that give me a quick

response (when she contacts them 
about their allergen policies) that’s what 
I buy from ”

That can make life difficult for a kid 
bombarded with images of tasty treats 
every day Jacob has adapted, however

wheat, soy, peanuts and other 
nuts She waited until her son 
was 4 years old before intro­
ducing him to peanut butter, 
because she knew he was aller­
gy prone

“At 4, he had his first lick of 
peanut butter, and within 11 
minutes, he was in the emer­
gency room,” she recalled 

In the last two years, FAE 
has become a lifeline for about 
200 families who’ve had simi­
lar experiences Though pri­
marily in southeast Michigan, 
Russell says the local group is 
growing The primary national 
organization was formed only 
10 years ago 

“Not every state has an 
organization like this,” she 
said

A registered 501(c)3 non** 
profit, FAE advocates for food 
labeling reform and early diag­
nosis of food allergies 

“The way we’d like to see it 
happen is the kids are identi­

fied early on as allergy-prone, 
and hopefully they visit an 
allergist and get testing,” 
Russell said

Education outreach includes 
a website (wwwfaemi org) and 
newsletters dunng the school 
year, which include a section 
to which members can con­
tribute their stones “Listening 
to the children” gives kids an 
opportunity to share their 
thoughts about the issue

Plymouth-Canton school 
nurse Mary Huber, RN, also 
vmtes a column that deals 
with the school experience for 
kids with anaphylaxis

"We try to have representa­
tives from a multi-disciphnary 
approach,” Russell said “We’re 
very much involved in getting 
into the Michigan Association 
of School Nurses conference 
The whole idea is to get the 
facts out so that when families 
go to their schools, there isn’t 
that look of disbelief

“On the outside, the kids 
almost all look perfectly fine 
There’s an air of unreality, and 
to a certain extent, I can 
understand this What’s hard 
on the families is, it’s one thing 
to be Ignorant It’s another to 
ridicule A lot of snap judg­
ments are made People don’t 
always take the time to think it 
through ”

today Sadly, Chuck lost his bat­
tle with cancer earlier this 
month

I met the man known to 
many as ‘Mr Silver Streak’ 
many years ago at a local fish­
ing show and interviewed him 
a few years back for an article 
about his tackle business

He was always upbeat, cor­
dial and accommodating, and 
always had time to chat about 
the sport of fishing or the fish­
ing industry

Chuck ran a charter boat - 
Tuna Boat Charters - on Lake 
Michigan in the early 1980s 
and enjoyed great succ^s as 
the Great Lakes trout and 
salmon fisheries flourished He 
witnessed firsthand the suc­

cessful inno­
vation and 
fool-hearted 
failure of oth­
ers who were 
trying to 
make a living 
m the Great 
Lakes fishing 
industry 
While run­
ning his char­
ter business,
Chuck also 
worked as a 
field tester for
Lure Jensen and other top fish­
ing tackle manufacturers 

One day some 20 years ago 
he grew tired of giving other 
people his ideas and opted to 
take matters into his own

I n s i g h t s
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hands He decided to ‘build a 
better mouse trap 

Chuck retreated to his home 
on Cass Lake and eventually 
emerged with the concept of 
the Silver Streak spoons 

Over the years Chuck 
watched his business grow His 
spoons have garnered interna­
tional attention from lure dis 
tributors from as far away as 
Finland, Norway and 
Australia He also distributes 
them to the west cost, Alaska 
and throughout the Great 
Lakes region

Chuck s first batch of Silver 
Streak spoons was made from 
50 pounds of brass, which 
resulted m approximately 1,200 
spoons Today, his company 
produces over o f250,000 
Silver Streak spoons annually 

Chucks entire family, includ­
ing his wife Arleen, daughter 
Kim and sons Chip and Chris, 
helped with the family busi­
ness, which employs between 
10-20 people, depending on the

Chuck left behind a loving

DEER HARVEST NUMBERS

Lack of snow and unseason­
ably warm weather throughout 
most of last years deer seasons 
resulted in a 14 percent dechne 
in the state s overall harvest 
compared to 2000, according 
to the DNR

Citing the 2001 Michigan 
Deer Harvest Survey - sent out 
randomly to some 50,000 
licensed deer hunters - as well 
as field reports, trafiic survey 
results, and numbers from 
highway check stations and 
field offices, the DNR says 
hunters killed 463,706 white- 
tails during the combined sea­
sons of 2002

But there could be a silver 
lining here Since last year’s 
harvest was down, and since we 
had very little seasonal die-offs 
from last years relatively mild 
winter - even in the Upper 
Peninsula - the outlook for the 
upcoming fall deer season 
should he outstanding with the 
herd holding between 1 7 and 
1 9 million animals

Realtors have reported greate'^ lag tune 
between hstirg and sales in recent 
months But median (half above half 
below) prices moved up or down within a 
1-2 percent range or remained unchanged 
in many O&E communities at the mid­
year measunng point 

Those municipalities included 
Farmington/ Farmington Hills, Lake 
Onon/ Onon Township, Southfield, IVoy, 
Canton, Livonia and Westland 

A couple of communities, 
Clarkston/Independence Township, 
Oakland Township and Garden City 
increased upwards of 8 percent 

Much residential construction is ongo­
ing in the former two areas New generally 
IS pncier than existing, pushing median 
figures up Garden City is considered a 
more affordable starter home community 
where demand drives price 

Pnees were down 15 percent in 
Rochester, but up 7 percent m neighbonng 
Rochester Hills, the latter also a high new 
home construction community 

Prices were up 21 percent m Bloomfield 
Hills, 6 percent m Birmingham and down 
8 percent in Bloomfield Township 

Median figures in Bloomfield 'Rwnship 
and West Bloomfield are averages of three 
submarkets, which can cloud statistical 
interpretation

Also, some pnees in Bloomfield Hills 
and Birmingham are grossly understated 
to maintain pnvacy, so sales medians can 
be misleading

Job uncertainties, bonus cutbacks and 
losses m the stock market have made all 
buyers more cautious and choosier,

The familiar term “behind 
the power curve” has its 
roots in the aviation world, 
and refers to a hazardous 
situation in which pilots 
may rapidly approach a stall 
Once in this situation, the 
doomed airplane continues 
to slow down even after 
adding full power 

lb  preclude disaster, a 
skilled pilot recognizes the 
situation before it becomes 

^dangerous and avoids it 
*^Unwary pilots who find 
themselves m this flight 
domain have no choice but 
to descend to save them­
selves With luck, they have 
altitude to do so 

I love analogies, and this 
one is very relevant to this 
current refinance market 
With interest rates near 
their 40-year lows, every­
body with a mortgage seems 
to be on the phone research­
ing their mortgage options -  
a truly excellent idea 

Borrowers today are natu­
rally looking to better their 
mortgage interest, but a very 
large number are also look­
ing to restructure debt, or to 
pay off high-mterest debts 
with a lower-mterest, tax- 
deductible mortgage 

Of late, I have unfortu­
nately heard from a number 
of borrowers who haven t 
acted on their rapidly rising 
debts ir a t  mc*y manner 
They wisely chose to restiuc 
ture their debt load but they 
took action way too late to 
land the best possible inter­
est rates and terms 

In other words, they let

Beware Closing credit 
cards accounts that are paid 
off can often make scores 
drop, too Closing these 
accounts increases the ratio 
of used credit to available 
credit the same as if these 
borrowers were actually 
running up their balances 

Like flying, try to stay

Good fences also provide 
a  margin of safety and 
secunty

While keeping your 
children and pets on your 
properly -  or a specified 
area -  a good fence also 
provides reverse safety by 
preventing other kids and 
pets from wandering into 
your yard where unsuper- 
vised activity could lead 
to injury and liability 

A fence also provides a 
good first line of security 
defense by discouraging 
would-be intruders, visu­
ally by shielding valu­
ables from sight and 
physically as a barrier 
against all but the most 
determined individuals 

Once you have decided to 
build a fence, it’s imperative 
you first do some checking

on local building codes, 
zoning laws and deed 
restnctions to determine 
what exactly is allowed

Also, inquire as to any 
specific local rulings 
and/or requirements for 
choice of materials, post- 
hole footings, picket spac­
ing and setback distances 
from the street, curbs or 
properly lines

Besides the above, zon­
ing laws in many munici­
palities dictate the maxi­
mum acceptable height for 
fences

Often, for example, a 
front-yard fence cannot 
exceed 42 inches There 
might also be regional 
requirements you need to 
know about, such as the 
minimum and maximum 
depth of footings -  based 
on the frost line in your 
region or to meet earth­
quake standards -  and

safety issues for special 
hazards

Fencing for special haz­
ards includes cordoning off 
swimming pools, spas and 
wells to name but a few 
areas that require extra 
precaution

Homeowners insurance 
coverage often dictates 
that certain fence require­
ments be met to keep your 
policy m full force So, be 
sure to check with your 
insurance agent before get­
ting underway

Your new fence should 
be attractive on both sides 
Choose Its design with 
care and be aware that 
some codes even specify 
that the finished side must 
face your neighbor’s prop­
erty
