All they are running s a
soccer program and charging
Plymouth Township residents
more,” he added “I pay more
for two kids to play soccer than
I do for police, fire and other
services in the township ’

The problem stems from a
single-loop heating and cool-
mg system When heating the
water 1n the winter for heat,
there 1s less chance for mos-
ture problems ‘This should
end the problem for the time
being as we move mnto the win-
ter season,’ said Jacobs
However, when cooling water
1n the spring and summer for
air conditioning, there 1s
greater chance for condensa-
tion

Jacobs said the district has

performed some preventive
maintenance, such as cleaning
the heating and cooling units,
to keep the problem from
developing again

Ryan 1s considering replac-
ing the outdated single-loop
heatmg and cooling system at
Salem 1n the future

“If we have a bond 1ssue, we
may mnclude 1t so we don’t have
to worry about 1t anymore,”
said Ryan The cost of a new
unit 1s estimated at some $9
million

Jacobs said there is a differ-
ent heating and cooling loop

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Protesters have
right o opinion

Say what you want about the Raght to Life protesters who
have been showing up at Our Lady of Good Counsel every
Sunday for most of the summer

Since they didn’t start showing up until the election sea-
son, you could say it’s a political ploy staged by opponents of
Attorney General Jennifer Granholm, the Democrat nom-
nee for governor and an OLGC panshioner who dares admit
she’s pro-choice

You can say they're over-zealous radicals who go too far to
prove their point

But whatever else you say, this much 1s also true They
have the nght to be there to peacefully protest on behalf of
what they believe

Now they're suing because Plymouth Township police offi-
cers apparently confiscated some of what they deemed to be
the group’s more disturbing signs, those bearing the images
of aborted fetuses

Never mind the group was merely exercising its night to
free speech and lawful assembly Never mind the signs fall
under the protection of the First Amendment to the U S
Constitution

The police were responding to complaints from OLGC
parishioners and leadership They were nght on one
account The photos on those signs were graphic, depicting
disturbing 1mages that are tough to look at

According to police reports, the officers were acting on an
ordinance that bans the display of pictures depicting murder
or other violence, not realizing Supreme Court decisions had
rendered the ordinance unconstitutional

The night to free speech 1s one of our most sacred and
most protected freedoms The Right to Lifers are ssmply
expressing therr opimons They believe Granholm has aban-
doned her Catholic upbringing, and the Catholic teachings,
with her pro-choice stance

Leaders at OLGC have offered support to Granholm Fr
Doc Ortmann did so pubhicly mn an article published mn the
parish newsletter “Those who regard (Granholm) as a
‘heretic’ do not understand, nor do they wish to understand,
that choice 1s 1 itself a blessed gift,” Ortmann wrote

That'’s all well and good But those are Ortmann’s behefs,
freely stated 1n the church bulletin Protesters disagree, and
their views are no less protected, no less sacred, just because
they’re accompamed by signs depicting disturbing mmages

Plymouth Township police, rarely faced with protests over
such controversial 1ssues, would be well-served to have
learned a valuable lesson The views with which we disagree
are just as important as those we believe

And 1it’s their Job to make sure 1t stays that way

T n rhetoric

We expect the campaign for the new 11th Congressional
Dastrict seat between state Sen Thaddeus McCotter, R-
Lavoma, and Democratic Redford Supervisor Kevin
Kelley to be spirited Based on the numbers n the Aug 6
primary, the general election may be surprisingly compet-
tive,

Unfortunately, the campaign has already started to take
a turn for the worst Instead of information, discussion
and mutual respect, we are already getting press releases
that are more interested 1n name calling and one-ups-
manship.

Following the primary, Kelley had something to crow
about. He sent out the unoffical vote showing that run-
ming unopposed in his primary he took more votes than
the two competing Republicans combmned The headline
on the release proclaims “Kevin Kelley Sitting i the
McCotter Seat?” The release labels his opponent as “ultra-
conservative” and leaves 1t to others to mterpret what that
means Except for the label, fair enough, after all his
showing was unexpected

McCotter hit back with a release that ponted out that
25 percent of Democratic voters did not bother to vote for
Kelley. (Perhaps because he was unopposed and they
probably felt no need to vote for huim) More sigmificantly
the release says that the Democrats had a more mterest-
g gubernatonal race and, 1n the Wayne County portion
of the district, a county executive race

On Aug. 13, we received another release from the
McCotter camp complaimning about a Kelley poll which
they claim unfairly skewers McCotter The release warns
the news media to be wary of candidates’ polls (Thanks
for the warning) We want to nip this mn the bud immedi-
ately. There are too many serious 1ssues The economy 1s
anemic, the health care system 1s 1n disarray, Social
Security 1s 1 jeopardy, public confidence 1n corporate
management 1s at an all-time low and we are fighting a
long term and expensive war against terrorists

Instead of name calling, schoolyard accusations and
silly sound bites, we want to have a serious discussion of
the issues, position papers on the 1ssues, focus on the
1ssues.

We urge Sen. McCotter and Supervisor Kelley to tone
down the silly rhetoric.

This letter 1s 1n response to Mr (Larry)
O’Connor’s article, “To tape or not to tape”

As a former police officer/federal
agent, and prosecutor who is now a crimi
nal defense attorney and professor of
criminal justice my expenences indicate
that 1t 1s clear why police now rarely
wideotape suspects confessions and other
situations The problem arose several
years ago when a man drowned his chil-
dren by driving lus vehicle mto the
Detroit River The court, after viewing the
videotape of his interrogation, ruled that
the police subjected hum to severe depriva-
tions of sleep and food 1in ruling that the
confession was illegally obtained

Since then, pohice officers are regularly
trained NOT to videotape defendants
because the defense may argue improper
pohece tactics, sometimes wnvolving  tor-
ture, were used to obtain 1t Without the
tapes, 1t 1s the defendant’s word against
the police officer’'s word And, without
extrinsic evidence, Juries are more prone
to beheve the police rather than defen-
dants

‘While shocking, this 1s not unusual for
the metropohtan Detroit area You may
recall that the Detroit Police Homicide
Drvision was recently accused of fabricat-
1ng confessions from homicide suspects

Additionally, the citizens of Garden City
spent thousands of dollars on a videotape
recording system for the booking area of
the new police department bulding
However, this video system has never been
utihzed as 1t would show the abuse that
some prisoners are subjected to, and
which 1s condoned by the police and ity
admimistration This 1s also the reason
why 1t took several years to place any
wvideo cameras 1n the city police cars
During the mtial trial period 1n the early
1990s, the majority of police officers were
hesitant to be videotaped as the tapes
could be used m evidence against them

Since the videotape 1s compelling evi-
dence, 1t truly makes no sense for a gov-
ernmental agency not to videotape as
much as posstble, unless they are hiding
something

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Gubernatorial candidates
should learn from Engler

Both nominees for governor — Lt Gov
Dick Posthumus for the GOP and Atty Gen
Jennifer Granholm for the Dems — would be
well advised to watch a master at work last
week

Gov John Engler began by vetoing $845
miilion 1n revenue sharing money appropri-
ated for police and fire protection, garbage
pickup and other services 1n local commum-
ties across Michigan He argued that three
proposals on the November
ballot would, 1f passed, blow
a huge hole mn an already
tenuous state budget

Predictably, all heil broke
loose Local government
folks screamed they had
constructed their budgets
based on the assumption of
revenue sharing bucks from
the state A big rally was
held on the Capitol grounds,
replete with fire-eating

omsmmmesensnies speeches from local officials
dehvered to an audience of fire fighters and
police Republicans, already grumpy at hav-
ng passed a cigarette tax as part of a budget
compromise that preserved revenue sharing
money, charged the Governor had welshed
on their deal Democrats merely said the
veto proved Engler didn’t care about ordi-
nary people in their own hometowns

‘When the vote to override the veto came,
the results were fairly dramatic Only one
vote each 1n Senate and House — out of 143
votes cast -— to sustain the Governor

In other words, Engler was perfectly pre-
pared to trade a little lost prestige in the
short run for vastly increased attention to
the ballot proposals in November Not only
that, but he put most local government offi-
cials on notice that continued flow of their
revenue sharing goodies depends on defeat-
1ng the proposals this fall

That’s not a bad trade And 1t’s perfectly
consistent with Engler’s political m o He’s
always been quite content to reach through
the tactical huffing and puffing to achieve
his ultimate strategic purposes Its one of
the reasons he’s been an effective governor

And 1t’s something both Posthumus and
Granholm will need to learn if they’re doing
to be anywhere near as effective as Engler
has been

Bob Ficano bought me a drink, as did Kevin
Kelley

It was the aftermath of their bitter 1992
Wayne County Sheriff’s primary and 1t was
quite a mght

This month’s primary, with Ficano’s all but
ascension to Wayne County executive and
Kelley's strong showing in a Congressional race,
brought back the memories

You see, while 1t seems hke I've been here 1n
Rochester forever (on and off for 25 years or so)
1do get out once 1 a while

A decade ago, I was a reporter covering
Wayne County government - as 1t turns out a
proving ground for the state’s future leaders

Kelley, an outgoing type and the son of leg-
endary Detroit Councilman Black Jack Kelley,
was a county commuissioner from Redford
Township Thaddeus McCotter, a studious
young man, was a commussioner from Livoma

This November, they’ll face each other for a
US House seat n a district that stretches as far
north as Clarkston

Ficano, smooth and pohished, was the incum-
bent sheriff but we all sensed he was looking
even then at something bigger — attorney gener-
al, perhaps, or maybe county executive whenev-
er Ed McNamara retired

Mike Duggan, Wayne County’s current prose-
cutor, was McNamara’s bulldog chief of staff
First and lasting impression a young guy with
a frnghteningly quick mmd

There were others too, hike Detroit-area
Commusstoner Bernard Kilpatrick, a politician
with a true sense of humor

Once, when Kilpatrick was chairing a com-
mission meeting, a particularly long-winded
colleague droned on about one thing or anoth-
er Kilpatnck looked skyward and when his fel-
low commussioner at last ceased his tirade,
offered a rejomnder

‘ How many of those little babies do you think
there are?” he said, pointing to the cherubs
carved 1nto the chamber’s crown molding
When I checked, even the other commmssioner
was laughing

Of course, even then, there was advance
warning of Kilpatrick’s college-student son

‘Just watch out for that Kwame, one county-
type whispered into my ear ‘Within a few years
hes going to be running the show”

I guess so

In fact, the only Wayne County official I dud-
nt meet was Jenmifer Granholm who was not
yet on the payroll But that only shows how
meteoric her nse has been

The Ficano-Kelley race stands out, though

“I was really dumb,” he
admuts “T had no idea what was
happening” Back 1n the early
1960s, the commission was deal-
g with tough issues such as
eminent domai, new zoning
laws and the I-75 freeway con-
struction

Fabric wall coverings create texture

Putting up wallpaper 1s a messy busi-
ness, and removal 1s painstaking, not a
process homeowners want to undertake
every other year

But a fabric wall covering affixed mn pan-

els with hqud starch s a different story
“It’s a whole lot easier to take down

than wallpaper,” said Alicia Campbell,
home economist at Hancock Fabrics 1n
Westland

An added benefit of fabric 1s texture,

which few wallpapers offer

Faux paint finishes create wall texture,

but many homeowners find the required
techmques difficult and time-consuming

“The biggest benefit with fabric 1s that

you get texture without having to do a

faux finish,” smd Campbeli
Fabric “may be more expensive than

wallpaper,’ she said On the other hand, a
high-quality fabric priced $4 to $5 per
yard can easily be found among

Hancock’s promotional and discontinued
offerings, said Campbell
Even if fabric 1s more expensive, as

long 1t can be washed, 1t can be reused,

saxd Toby Haberman, owner of

Haberman Fabrics in Royal Oak

Here's fabric wall covering in 3 steps

“For people who are mobule, 1t’s great It
could be the wall 1n one home and a duvet
cover i another”

Another key point Fabric 1s an option
for apartment dwellers and home renters,
most of whom aren’t allowed to paint or
affix wallpaper

There are numerous ways to create
additional wall texture when using fabric,
too, said Haberman

For example, fabric panels can be edged
at their seams with narrow cardboard or
wood slats hined with a light batting

For a pleated fabric covering, simply
affix ssimple curtain rods at the bottom
and top of the wall Then hang fabnc n
the same manner as curtains on a French
door, said Haberman

Another decorative option with
tremendous potential fabric wall borders
mnstead of ready-made paper ones

Combine two fabrics to make a custom
border - one fabric could even be braid-
1ng - or use one fabric border with a
wood trim

“You don’t have to do all the walls You
can do one wall or Just do accents,” saxd
Haberman “You can use fabric to create
architectural accents”

Step one: Cover wall In hquid starch
using sponge

ing as taut as possible

Step three: Using sponge, cover fab-
ric with a coating of hquid starch and
alfow to dry

Tips

M Buy a small quantity of fabric and
test how it reacts to the liquid starch
before making a final purchase Liquid
starch shrinks fabric thus affects the
quantity of fabric you will need Starch
may affect a fabric s color tone, too
M If you're working with a pattern fab-
ric you'll need to match up panel

seams appropriately, as with pattern
wallpaper The fabric’s pattern repeat
and the size of your coverage area
need to be considered when determin-
Ing how much fabric to buy

M Err on the side of buying more,
rather than less, fabric, especially if

It s on sale or being discontinued

M Likewise, 1t's a good 1dea to size
your panels on the larger side (beyond
the amount you've factored in for
shrinkage) Excess fabric can be
trimmed after the second application
of starch has dried

M Before starting the application
process, clear furniture from the area
and cover floors with a drop cloth
Though fabric 1s easy to remove, affix-
Ing 1t is as messy as putting up wallpa-
per

History was rewritten for
me a few Sundays ago while
sitting around the dinner
table eating dessert with my
mother and her two sisters,
Louise and Jo The revision

When Leonard A Turowski, 84,
receved an award for 60 years as a
licensed funeral director recently, 1t
marked a milestone for a man and
became an acclamation of the legacy of
four generations

Turowsk: was one of four people to
recetve the recognition awarded by the
Michigan Funeral Directors
Association He recently met at the
Neely Turowsk: Funeral Home 1n
Livoma with his son, Leonard A
Turowsks, Jr, 52, and grandson, Todd
N Turowsky, 26, all Livonia residents,
to reflect on six decades of changes in
the funeral home business

‘My dad 1s so proud of having his
grandson coming nto the business,
because he can see his family’s legacy
going into the future,” Leonard A
Turowsky, Jr saxd

Rarher this summer Leonard A
Turowski buried his wafe, Jessie, and
Leonard A Turowsks, Jr s father-in-law,
Dr Melwille Ellis The family drew from
years of watching other families inst1-
tute various tributes

For nstance, they used caskets with
memorial drawers to allow family mem-
bers to write letters that are buried with
their loved ones They also had memon
al videos and designated areas with
mementos, like Mrs Turowskis col-
lectibles and a fishing pole and doctor’s
bag for Ellis The services become cele-
brations of hives

As a funeral director youre trying to
help people through a difficult time,

Joseph Turowski, father of Leonard A
Turowski, founded the family funeral business
In1919 He died 1n 1941

said Leonard A Turowsky, Jr “When 1t
happens to your own family and your
own kin, 1t’s completely different”

Some farmhes bring meals, others
want services outside under a tree and
one man requested a New Orleans-style
burial complete with a horse-drawn
wagon carrying the casket and a Dixie
Land band

‘We want to make the services unique
for each family,’ saxd Todd N Turowsk:
“Everyone hves hfe differently, so why
should we have the same funeral?

THE LEGACY

Leonard A Turowskr’s father, Joseph,
started his funeral business 1n 1919 at
23rd and Myrtle in Detroit His grand-
son, Todd, N Turowsks, 26, graduated
1n 1999 from Wayne State University
with a bachelor’s degree n mortuary
science Todd’s father graduated from
Wayne State 1n 1973, and huis father
graduated from one of the first mortu-
ary science classes offered at Wayne 1n
1942

In the early part of the century, a rev-
olution of sorts was under way m the
funeral business as families in this area
steered away from viewings in their
homes

Joseph Turowski built their first
funeral home i 1923 Today there are
two Neely-Turowski locations (one on
Five Mile Road 1n Livonia and one 1n
Canton) as well as another L A
Turowsk: Funeral Home m Livonia

The Neely name was added when the
Turowsk: family purchased the Harvey
Neely Funeral Home on Five Mile in
1986

Residents 1n nearby neighborhoods
know the Turowski businesses for their
Iife-size créches, or Christmas manger
settings, a tradition Leonard A
Turowski started in 1960 Three wise
men on their camels move closer and
closer to the baby Jesus during the hoh-
day season

“We're local people who hive and work
in the community, said Leonard A
Turowsky, Jr, adding that about 70 per-
cent of their business 1s from returning
families, some of whom go as far back
as four generations “We can out-service
the conglomerate Our emphasis 15 sup-
porting people in the commumty where
are our kids go to school and play soc-
cer’

Turowski funeral homes are also
known for their libranes filled with
books on death, dymng and coping with
grief

Years ago, the comfortable room 1n
the Five Mile location, lined with book
shelves and plush chairs, was a busy
congregating place for college and high

While that drop was disap-
ponting to deer hunters last
year, 1t could result in great hunt-
ing this year Not only will that 14
percent still be around this year,
but after reproduction, 1t should
result in & substantial number of
deer 1n the field

On top of the lower-than-aver-
age harvest, last winter was very
mild 1n both peninsulas Sure
there was a record snowfall in
parts of the U P, particularly
around Marquette where over
300 inches of snow fell But that
all came 1n February and early
March

Up to that point the winter
had been exceptionally mild,
which meant the deer were all 1n
very good shape at the beginning
of February when the heavy snow
started Subsequently, unlike the
winter of 2000-01 when well
over 100,000 whatetails were lost
to winter starvation inthe U P,
last year nearly no deer were lost

With those two factors 1n
mind, whitetails should be plen-
tiful this fall when deer hunting
begins with the bow season
opener on Oct 1

The time to prepare for that
season 1s now I ve been shooting
my yearling Mathews Q2XL all
summer in preparation for the
upcormng season The Mathews
1s quite an upgrade from my pre-
vious bow, and although I'm now
shooting a “Cadillac” among
bows, I know there 1s still a need
for practice and fine tuning

| have been asked if a
non-member can be a board
member. The bylaws state that
they must be an owner to be a
member of the association,
but it tatks about an “agent "

Does that mean the same as
proxy? That is, can you
delegate anyone to be your
proxy?

Can an owner delegate their
boyfriend to serve on the
board, or does agent mean
a unit-condo is owned by a
corporation and the
corporation can have their
agent run for the board?

Generally speaking, if the
bylaws indicate that a
member of the board must
be an owner of the condo-
mimam unit, he or she
must have a legal title or an
interest m it

Many times, the bylaws
also spectfically say that in
the case of a corporation,
the officers and/or directors
of the corporation can be
designated as representa-
tives for purposes of serving
on the board

Whether a proxy repre-
sents an agent may be a
legal question which has to
be determined by further
analysis, which includes the
nature of your condomini-
um documents

Generally speaking, a
proxy cannot be an agent
for purposes of estabhishing
the ability to serve on the
board, unless were talking
about a corporation,
which case 1t depends upon
the corporate bylaws and/or

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Domes are for living, too, not just for staging sporting events

(AP) - Dome homes aren’t
for squares

1t takes a special kind of fam-
iy to build a home that looks
hke 1t's going to launch off mnto
space, but geodesic dome own-
ers seem 1o be the ones that are
getting the last laugh

Sharon and Chris Evans
recently traded in their turn-of-
the-century farmhouse 1n
northwest Missour, complete
with walnut banisters and oak
floors for a geodesic dome that
took two days to erect

“Chris and I looked at (geo-
desic domes) for years,” says
Sharon Evans, an elementary
school guidance counselor “We
bought our fiist dome book 1n
the 70s ’

The Evanses were looking for
a unique place to live for many
years They started out by look-
g mto buying a log home, but

they found that they were too
expensive per square foot

Square footage 1s important
to the Evanses, considering that
they have five children, two
daughters-in-law and three
grandchildren Although only
two of their children still live at
home with them, they need
plenty of room

Chris Evans, whos currently
running for a statewde office,
ended the farmly’s search for
the perfect home, when he
found an article in a Popular
Mechanics magazine that men~
tioned geodesic domes mn the
Arctic

The article talked about the
dome’s energy efficiency and
structural strength agaist the
elements

“They were starting to
become en vogue, a unique
method of housing, he said

“And we looked at them ever
smce”

A hittle over a year ago, the
Evanses made the final decision
1o buld a geodesic dome home
armd 85 acres of property ina
secluded country setting After
picking a dome company, they
started working on floor plans

Footings were poured 1n
January, and on two days
early April, 12 of their closest
friends and relatives and a site
supervisor contracted through
their dome company, helped
build the home

The basic foundation of a
geodesic dome can easily be set
up The homebwlder picks a
design and decides on a compa~
ny, which then sends out a kit
that usually mcludes a dome
shell, dome extensions, triangu
lar skylights, blueprints and
specialized dome hardware

It’s up to the dome builder to
finush the dome themselves or
contract someone to do 1t

Chris Evans says a dome can
cost about 35 percent less in
materials and construction
than a conventional home of
comparable size, if you hire the
right people to help fimish 1t If
you do 1t yourself, overall costs
decrease by 50 to 65 percent,
he says

Finishing the dome 1s time-
consuming and difficult,
Sharon Evans says

And 1ts not for everyone

1 like 1t, 1ts different,’ says
Ryan, the Evanse’ 24-year-old
son ‘Id never want to live 1n one,
though The rooms are wewrd

Harold and Carole Johnson,
who live nearby, have become
very comfortable with thewr
geodesic home over the years

‘I like the energy efficiency

and practicality of it,” says
Harold Johnson, an isurance
agent “And its somewhat
unique

The Johnsons bt their
dome mn 1983 It1s 42 feetn
diameter, 19 feet tall and has
2,000 square feet of usable
space

In the late “70s, the Johnson s
were concerned, like many peo-
ple, that energy prices were on
the rise They wanted to build a
home that would be energy effi-
cient and umque Initially, they
considered an underground
home, but the land they owned
wasn’t not surted for it

“We decided that (geodesic
domes) were the most efficient
structure that we had run
across,” Harold Johnson said

Like the Evanses, the
Johnsons ordered a dome kit
and put up their home m two

days with the help of thewr two
sons, friends and family

In many respects our dome
15 pretty conventional mside,”
says Carole Johnson ‘Some are
more open, but ours 1s more
divided because we knew we
were going to have two teenage
sons that were gomng to need
their privacy

According to
domehomes com, the cost of a
basic dome 1s anywhere from
$35 to $48 per square foot
This adds up to between
$70,000 and $96,000 for a
basic 2,000 square-foot dome
Any additional costs for finish-
g the dome depend on the
owners preferences

On average the Johnsons
usually pay no more than $100
a month for gas and electricity

Paint will add a splash of color to home's entryway

(NAPS) - First impressions
can be priceless when 1t comes
to a home’s exterior

While many homeowners
spend all their time and cre-
ative energy on the mterior of
the home, they sometimes
overlook the exterior facade
which sets the tone for home
and introduces 1ts personality

And paint the stair risers 1n
bold colors to help direct your
guests’ eyes toward the front
door

M Don't forget the mailbox
Sprucing up the mailbox with

When applying these deco-

Also, look for 100 percent
acrylic latex paint It will last
