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Township board passes deficit budget

For the 11th straight year, the
Plymouth Township board has passed a
projected budget that includes more
expenditures than revenues

But 1t’s getting closer

The township board Tuesday passed

the fiscal 2003 budget with a projected
deficit of more than $145,000, the low-

est gap between expenses and income
since 1994 Treasurer Ron Edwards’ pro-
Jected revenue comes 1n at just over
$12 7 million, while expected expend-
tures top $12 8 milhon The gap, if nec-
essary, will be made up out of the town-
ship’s fund balance, which stands at $4 5
rutlion

Edwards and Supervisor Steve Mann
defended the numbers, saying they’d
estimated conservatively in areas such as

bwlding permits

“We feel very confident wtth the pro-
jJections,” Mann said “We feel the rev-
enue 1s a conservative estimate Short of
(more) cuis 1n state revenue sharing, we
feel comfortable with 1t”

Not everyone agreed Trustee Abe
Munfakh and Clerk Manlyn Massengiil
voted against passing the budget, which
the township 1s required to do by Nov 1
Trustee Ron Griffith was absent

Munfakh’s objections were based on
his lack of confidence 1n the projections,
particularly with an economy slow to
recover and the threat of more cuts 1n
state revenue sharing funds The town-
ship has already lost about $200,000
and stood to lose more before Gov John
Engler’s veto was overridden earlier this
year

How did he triumph overa
difficult past? ‘ They all turned
out to be learning expenences
for me, rather than defeating
me,” Perez said

Perez mvested his own exper1-
ences and vision of hope 1n the
mural, which depicts historie
minority leaders - Dr Martin
Luther King, Cesar Chavez, Dr
Ben Carson, Rosa Parks and Dr
Mae Jermuson (the first African-
American female astronaut)
“We show their images as though
they were looking into the
future, which 1s now;’ Perez saad

The 14 5-foot by 6-foot o1l
based creation muxes those fig-
ures with a Native American
healing wheel made of sacred
sweetgrass, a dreamcatcher and
views of the universe, along with
depictions of Madonna students

“We want to show and teach
about Madonna'’s efforts in deal-
mg with dwversity and creating a
diwverse atmosphere, Perez said

The mural was created on a
wall of Madonna’s Office of
Multicultural Affairs’ so-called
PREP Center (Program for
Realizing Education Potential)
through a $2,000 grant from the
Detroit Cultural Affairs
Department and the Michigan
Council for Arts and Cultural
Affairs The center offers tutor-
g and academic services for
students

It’s also a quet place for any
student, mcluding mmonties, to
gather, study and mnteract,
according to Osvaldo ‘Ozzie
Ravera, director of the office

This 1s therr place,” he said It
also 1s a site for faculty to take
diversity traimng or learn about
other cultures

Madonna has about 4,000

Apparently, the City of Plymouth has (finally) made up 1ts
mind The Broe homes are violating city ordinances

This week, city officials ticketed the so-called Broe Homes,
and Dr Timothy Broe of Farmington Hills, for violating the
eity’s ordinances by operating a business 1n an area designat-
ed multi-famuly housing The move comes after months of
complaaming from Old Village residents that patients staying
1n the three buildings, all on Farmer, are causing a deteriora-
tion mn the quality of life 1n the neighborhood with theiwr
behawvior

Residents say the patients, all being treated for closed-
head myjuries, are disruptive, accost the locals and openly
consume alcoholic beverages The problem peaked with an
Aug 29 fight between a Broe resident and a caregiver The
restdent was ticketed 1n that incident for assault

City officials have long taken the position that their hands
were tied, that nothing could be done A recent report to city
commssioners by Crty Manager Paul Sincock pomnted out
that, since the state doesn’t consider the three homes
“hicensed rehabilitation faclities,” no license was required for
Broe to operate the homes

For their part, Broe officials have wavered on what exactly
1sgomng on First, they refer to the three homes as a “cam-
pus,” where around-the-clock supervision is provided Later,
they said the properties were simply rental units which comn-
cidentally house 13 Broe patients

After hstening to another round of complaints from Old
Village residents at a Sept 3 commussion meeting, Broe vice
president for communications Ann Manning set up a meet-
1ng between all the principals Broe officials abruptly can-
celled the meeting at the 11th hour, citing the privacy rights
of its patients That’s hardly a “good neighbor” position to
take

Mayor Bill Graham finally got tired of listemng to all the
talk, and this week decrded to act He got the support of his
commussioners, and the tickets were 1ssued Now, with an
appearance sometime 1 the next few weeks, the legal 1ssues
will be settled where they belong In a courtroom

Graham will take heat from his critics for warting so long
Others will take undeserved credst for forcing his hand No
matter, because 1t was, finally, the night thing to do City offi-
cials must ultimately stand up for their residents

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Two things that need
fixing in our elections

Most of the time most folks usually don't
pay much attention to politics or elections But
if people are ever going to pay attention,
they’ll be doing 1t just now with Election Day
just two weeks off And so maybe this plea will
not fall on deaf ears

We badly need to fix two continming absurd-
1ties m our politics Electing justices of the
Michigan Supreme Court and voting for
statewide education candidates on the
November ballot

In the first place, I see Iittle
basis 11 electing justices of
our Supreme Court Other
than a tiny mimority of
lawyers, nobody casting a
ballot has any idea about who
the candidates are, their
quahfications, their views on
jurisprudence and so forth
Incumbent justices always
get re-elected, after all,
they're designated as justices

=eed  on the ballot, conclusive
proof that the only thing that counts for the
voters 1s the ncumbency label

Politzcal pros (and polls regularly published
n Inside Michigan Pohitics, the newsletter
bible of political junkies) say that people over-
whelmingly want to hang on to therr right to
elect Supreme Court yjudges in ignorance
because they don’t trust the pohiticians to
make good appointments OK Realistically, I
doubt that wall ever change

But allowing campaigns for our highest
court to be funded privately 1s a continuing
scandal Consider these facts, as documented
m a careful survey compiled by the Michigan
Campaign Finance Network

W Campaigns are becoming very, very
expensive Smce 1994, the average amount
raised by successful Supreme Court candidates
has quadrupled from $286,000 to $1 3 mil-
hon 1n 2000 You can bet your bippy that Joe
Six-Pack 1sn’t coming up with that kind of
dough

W Worse, people appearing before the
Supreme Court often have contributed to the
campaigns of the same judges who hear the
cases Between 1990 and 1999, an amazing 86
percent of cases heard by the Court mvolved a
htigant or a lawyer who made a contribution
to one or more of the justices hearing their
case Somehow, I can’t recall a justice ever
excusing him or herself from a case because of
a conflict caused by a campaign contribution

R Worst, special mterests are pouring mil-
hons of dollars into TV advertising 1n judicial
campaigns, usually claiming that one candi-
date or another 1s nothing more than a bum
In 2000, more than $6 8 milhon went into
such ‘ssue” advertising, the net effect of which

was to cheapen the pubhc’s opimon of our jus-
tices and 1n the mtegrty of the Supreme
Court

Alfred P Carlton, Jr, president of the
Amercan Bar Association, got 1t right
“Special interests are pouring militons of dol-
Jars into judicial campaigns because they want
judges to serve their mterests, not the pubhic
interest As more and more judges face sky-
rocketing campaign costs, more and more
people behieve justice 1s for sale Public fund-
1ng 18 one solution states can use to enhance
public trust i our courts”

North Carolina just broke new ground
adopting the first system of publc funding for
candhdates for their Court of Appeals and
Supreme Court Michigan should do the same

As to voting for statewide education canda-
dates — for Umversity of Michigan Board of
Regents, Michigan State University Trustees
and Wayne State University Governors, and
for the State Board of Education — consider
how many of the candidates you actually know
anything about Zero, nada, nothing Right?
That’s why there 1s a 35-50 percent drop-off in
votes from governor to education candidates

How come? Easy The news media are
entirely preoccupied with covering and opin-
1ng on more important contests on the
November ballot So they don’t cover educa-~
tion races and only a few — the big Detroit
papers and some Booth Newspapers, to therr
great credit — even bother to endorse And,
frankly, some people who really don’t belong
on the boards of our great state umversities
get nominated by the special interests that
dominate both party conventions and get
elected nding coattails at the top of the ticket

A solution 1s easy Go back to the system we
had 1n Michigan before we adopted the new
Constitution 11 1963 In those days, statewide
education offices were elected — along with
school boards and local school taxes — 1n elec-
tions held in the spring of odd-numbered

years

This had the useful effect of converting
spring elections mto “education elections”,
when a wholesale debate over policy and fund-
g for education had some chance of catching
publc attention Michigan now spends more
state money for K-12 schools and higher edu-
cation than on any other category, making
education an apt subject for statewrde pubhe
debate But without an “education election,”
we lack a vehicle to stimulate that needed
debate

all heard numerous politi-
cians discuss water as one of
the biggest 1ssues we wall
have to face m the future

For people hving 1n southeast Michigan, 1t
1s clear the future 1s now

There are currently several important
water-related 1ssues confronting us, which 1s
fitting because this week marks the 30th
anmversary of the Clean Water Act

One such 1ssue dominating recent head-
lines 1s a push by suburban leaders to take
more control of the Detroit Water and
Sewerage Department, which supplies water
to more than 4 milhon residents in 126 com-
munaities

Suburban leaders, led by State Rep Leon
Drolet (R-Macomb County), have criticized
the DWSD for being inefficient Thus, they
say, 1s evident m the double-digit mcreases
1n the cost of service the department has
handed down to suburban communities over
the course of the last couple years

Drolet has hosted several public hearings
about his proposed state bill that would give
the suburbs more representation on the
Detroit Water Board, which oversees the
DWSD At the meeting last week 1n Royal
Oak, 1t became clear the 1ssue 15 driving a
wedge between the suburbs and the city

DWSD officials and Detroit residents com-
pare the bill to a hostile takeover, and have
even imphed there are racial overtones
mnvolved

DWSD officials say the increases are nec-
essary to fund federally mandated projects to
clean up the Rouge and Detroit rivers On
Thursday, the department took members of
the media on a bus tour that visited several
of these projects

Most of the projects are addressing the
1ssue of combined sewer overflows (CSQ),
which are designed to send combined
sewage and storm water mto our rivers when
there are major storm events

“It’s not a good thing to discharge sewage
nto our nvers,” Gary Fujita, the DWSD’s
interim director, said on the tour

That may seem like the understatement of
the year, but pumping sewage 1nto our rivers
was a common practice of past generations
“Dilution 1s the solution” was the prevailling
philosophy when the system was designed
years ago For years, the practice has degrad-
ed the water quality of our nvers, especially
the Rouge, and made them unsafe for
human contact

basin on the east side of Detroit It 1s a mas-
sive project, which will cost close to $200
million by the time 1t 1s completed It will be
the largest such project n the state

During major rains, it will have the ability
to hold more than 60 million gallons of com-
bined sewage and storm water, preventing 1t
from entering the Detroit River As Funta
explained, much of that storm water comes
from the suburbs

Standing next to the Connor Creek basin,
which 1s only one of the projects begun by
the department, one can begin to under-
stand why there have been such increases mn
water service charges

Clearly, cleaning up our waterways 1s a
problem we as a region must solve together,
which 1s why 1t 1s unfortunate that there has
been such mflammatory language coming
from both Detroit and the suburbs

Manlynn Goshng, Oakland County s rep-
resentative on the Detroit Water Board, may
have summed it up best last week at the
hearing 1n Royal Oak ‘Future wars will be
fought over clean, drinkable water Dont
make thas the first,” she told suburban lead-
ers

In the upcoming election, we as votexrs will
be asked to vote on a state ballot proposal
(Proposal 2) that will allow the state to bor-
row up to $1 billion to improve water guahty
in the state’s nivers and lakes by financing
sewage treatment works projects, storm
water projects and water pollution projects

If approved, the proposal will certamnly
give some relief to the DWSD and us as
water customers It will also be a step in the
right direction, and help us correct the prac-
tices of the past

“painter of dancers,” the French
Impressiomst spent countless hours
observing classes and rehearsals

When Paul Thomas
Anderson, the director of the
Academy Award-nominated
films Boogte Nights and
Magnolia, wrote the new film
Punch-Drunk Love, he did 1t
with two things in mind  Farst,
he d write the senipt for Adam
Sandler who would play the
lead character, Barry Egan, a
hardworking, offbeat and,
oftentimes, erratic guy who 1s
hen-pecked by his seven sisters,
entangled in a phone-sex con-
versation gone awry and, some-
how, manages to find instant
love with Lena Leonard, played
by British actress Emuly
Watson

That s the second thing
Anderson had 1n mind, writing
the role of Lena for Watson
What he didn t have m mind
was who would play Sandlers
sisters Anderson knew he
wanted naon-actors - no divas,
no pre-concerved actor
methodologies - just regular
chicks who could banter with
the best of them at a big famuly
dinner scene, while heckling
and putting down therr brother,
as regular siblings often do

SIX DEGREES OF

Enter Aaron Weinberg, a 36-
year-old mdependent film pro-
ducer, who grew up 1n West
Bloomfield and now hives in
L A Instead of six degrees of
Kewvin Bacon, these days, it s
more like six degrees of Aaron
Wemberg For, you see,
Weinberg and his wife, Blas,
are friends with Paul Thomas
Anderson s casting director s
brother The brother told his
sister, Casting Director
Cassandra Kulukundss, that
Weinberg had some non-acting
sisters who could probably pass
for Sandler's sisters

Kulukund:s called
Weinberg's older sister, Lisa W
Spector, and asked to meet with
her and Spector's younger sis~
ter, Mia Weinberg And, over
coffee and snacks at Mias LA
apartment, the three met for
two hours, talking about grow
ing up n a large, close knit
family in Michigan They
showed pictures of every farmly
member and just chatted casu-
ally That chatting led to an
audition with Paul Thomas
Anderson and other sister
prospects

A few weeks later, Spector
got the call “You and your sis-
ter, Mia, are 1n the movie ’

‘It was completely hilarious,
because I m not an actress,”
laughs Spector, age 37, who 1s
promnently featured in the
dinner scene as well as one
phone conversation with
Sandler “IThvein LA with
tons of people around me who
are 1n the business or want to
be in the business and we get
called that we're 1n this major
film with Adam Sandler It was
so exciting, and funny at the
same time’

A SHEAR DELIGHT

Even more funny, and very
ronig, 1s that while the
Weinberg siblings - Lisa, 37,
Aaron, 36, Mia, 34 and
Matthew, 32, used to be 1n the
high school and camp plays, 1ts
their mother, Hennetta

Henrtetta Hermelin

Hermelin, who s been an
award-winning, professional
actress since 1958 Hermehn
currently stars as a wealthy
Grosse Pointe socialite in the
whodumnit comedy Shear
Madness at the Gem Theatre
in Detroit

At age four, Hermelin started
studying ballet Itwasasa
dancer that she got her profes-
stonal Actors Equity union
card Growing up, Hermehn
recalls, she and her brother
Dawvid Hermelin, the former
US Ambassador to Norway
who passed away 1n November
2000, would spend Saturdays
watching double features at the
Fox Theatre And, at fanmly
functions, you could always
find Hennetta and David gath-
ered around the piano, per-
forming songs from musical
comedies, with their nine kids
and Dawvid's wife, Doreen,
singing along

‘When I had to go in for the

audition with Paul Thomas
Anderson, I was freaked out
because I get very nervous
reading m pubhic - which 1s
obwviously not a Weinberg/
Hermehn trait, said Mia
Weinberg who was told by
Sandler that she looks very
much like Sandler s actual sis-
ter

CAN WE BE FRANK

Once the casting for the sis-
ters had been completed,
Spector got a call a few weeks
later from the casting director
that they needed to replace
some of the sisters and could
she call Spector s first cousins,
Juhe Hermehn Frank and
Karen Hermelin Borman, who
grew up 1n Bingham Farms By
the time the onginal dinner
scene was shot, Lisa Spector
was 1n 1t with two of her chil-
dren, Mason, 8 1/2, and Isaac,
4 1/2 and her housekeeper, Mia
Wemnberg, Juhe Hermehn
Frank and her husband,
Mitchell, and Karen Hermelin
Borman and her daughter,
Madd:e

The first dinner scene was
cut (along with Mitchell Frank
and Maddie Borman) and later
reshot to what audiences will
see when Punch-Drunk Love
opens 1n Michigan Friday, Oct
25 Spector says that in the
first cut, there was a lot of
swearmng and a food fight -
which Spector s kids thorough-
ly enjoyed And while Spector,
who was 8 1/2 months preg-
nant at the time, was supposed
to be on partial bed rest, she
made the 6 30 am drive to the
set 1n the San Fernando Valley
every mornmg because, after

all, it s not everyday that you
get cast in a film directed by
Paul Thomas Anderson, who
recently won Best Director for
Punch-Drunk Love at the 2002
Cannes Film Festival

They finally put memn a
wheelchair and would push me
back and forth from my trailer
because they didn t want me
having the baby on the set,” saxd
Spector, whose daughter, Lola,
was born a few weeks later on
February 10, 2001

‘Because Lisa was pregnant,
she got a star trailer with a
couch in it So Julie, Karen and
I would congregate at Lisa's
trailer and we d all sit around
and talk about everything and
laugh, said Mia, who 1s single
and a gemologist 1n Los
Angeles “Can you believe that
we re in this big Hollywood
movie? they'd ask themselves
rhetorically ‘We have fiends
who are actors who would give
their left arm to be 1n a Paul
Thomas Anderson movie and
here we are - the non-profes-
sionals’

SEVEN SISTERS FOR ONE
BROTHER

Spector and Weinberg say
that Anderson 1s an excellent
director to work with - very
focused, hands-on and very
much mto reality

Each day, the sisters’ would
receive daily scripts, with very
few lines Anderson would set
up the scene - a bunch of sisters
who have teased their brother
(Sandler) for his whole hife and
who have called him names,
laughed at him and embar-
rassed him From there,
Anderson wanted improvised
raw conversations, overlapping
and rapid-fire -- yust like the
family dinners that the
Weinberg/Hermelin's were very
famihar with

Anderson went so far as to
ask Spector specifically what
she makes for her Friday might
dinners, which now mclude her
blended family of five kids and
husband, Neal With Spector's
mput, they had chicken and
rice for the actual dinner scene

I really got a sense that Paul
appreciates the real part of life,
said Spector, who was told that
they should come to the shoot
dressed as they would for a nor-
mal, everyday dinner - minimal
makeup and all That's part of
his craft and why, I would
mmagie, that he really wanted
non-actors for the roles”

So far, Punch-Drunk Love
has recewved tremendous
reviews and substantial box
office grosses 1n 1ts hmited-run
opening and, for Spector, the
mmpact of being n ths film 1s
finally starting to sink 1n

I wasnt nervous unti I saw
myself on the big screen,” she
said after seemg herself fea-
tured 1n television commer-
cials, on The Today Show and
1n previews at the movie the-
ater “Now that it's being
advertised and other mothers
and the hbrarian from my kids’
school are coming up to me, 1t s
Just a blast --something we
never expected would happen”

“I was star struck the whole

best choice At traditional dim
sum, there s no ordering
Instead, choices are made from
a wide assortment of dishes
that waitstaff serve from carts
Dim sum 1s best enjoyed with a
large group, otherwise you may
fill up on a few 1tems and miss
the opportunity to sample
many dishes

Dim sum service has an
order Lighter, steamed dishes
should be chosen first These
are followed by exotic items,
such as chicken feet, which may
not appeal to a strictly “west-
ern” palate If so, let that cart
roll on by and wazt for the
baked, pan fried or deep-fried
dishes to roll out next Dessert
carts include rtems such as cus-

If you want to try growing
popeorn, here are some you
maght want to try Tom
Thumb, a new England heir-
loom with short stalks that
bear yellow kernels, Robust, a
gourmet-quality tender pop
corn with golden yellow ker
nels Ruby Red, with burgundy
red kernels that are as decora
tive as they are tasty, Shaman’s
Blue, with blush red, decora~
tive kernels, and Top Pop with
tall stalks that produce yellow
kernels These vaneties are
suggested in Edward C Smuths
book The Vegetable
Gardener s Bible (Storey
Books, published 1n 2000)

Rosiland Creasy, author of
The Edible Heirloom Garden
(Periplus, published m 1999),
recommends the popcorn vari-
ety Strawberry It takes 80 to
110 days to matunty The ears
are dark red, 1 inch long and
strawberry shaped The plants
grow 5 feet tall and are resist-
ant to corn earwormnt

A couple of ornamental

corns Creasy recommends are
Squaw Corn, a flint corn with
large ears and red, yellow,
orange and blue kernels (105
days to maturity), and Hopr -
Blue, flour coin with blue ker-
nels (90 days to maturity)

Hop: Blue s an old Hopr g
vanety used ceremonially to
make blue piki bread that also
makes blue tortillas Itis
drought tolerant

To harvest popcorn, leave
the ears on the plant until the
kernels are dry If the weather
1s very wet, cut the stalks after
the husks begin to turn brown
and store them 1 a dry place

Then when the corn 1s com- ¢
pletely dry (which may take o
weeks), husk the ears and store
them 1n a dry place, or remove
the kernels and store them m a
glass jar

Rub two ears of corn togeth-
er to release the seeds

Derek Brooks gave his team-

The second half started CC’s
way Pat Clarke recovered a fum-
ble on the Pilots 19 on the sec-
ond play of the half Three plays
later, Brooks scored agamn from
the 5

In the fourth, Enc Vojtkofsky
recovered a fumble to end one
DLS drive, then picked off a pass
to end the Pilots’ next drive Six
plays after that, Brooks ended
the scoring on a 16-yard run

Brooks wound up with 109
yards on 19 carnes, while
Vojtkofsky had 43 yards on seven
carries Thomas was 4-for-4
passing for 54 yards In all the
Shamrocks had 265 yards m
total offense, while holding the
Pilots to just 153

‘Weve played pretty well late-

ly,” saxd Mach Overall, our team
effort was excellent Weve had
two straight shutouts and this1s
a good time of the year for that
to pick up

Ryan Ash led CC with 11 tack-
les on defense, while Darnell
Tyson had 10

The win puts CC back into the
Prep Bowl - something they
mussed last year, despite winnmng

Deaths point to safety issues; pheasant season on tap

hree Michigan hunters
have already died this fall
m tree-stand related acci-
dents
A bear hunter in Schoolcraft
County fell to his death on Sept
26 while hunting from a climb-
Ing treestand
Officials sur-
mise the
hunter leaned
over too far to
one side after
shooting a
bear and fell
out of hus
Outdoor Stag‘ﬂmg the
Insights Sept 28-29
special youth
Bill deer hunt, an
unsupervised
fg,[bf’ 12-year-old
boy was killed
when he
dropped a loaded rifle while
descending from a treestand
The nfle discharged upon hitting
the ground and the youngster
was hit and killed by the bullet.

State law requires youth hunters
to be accompanied by an adult or
guardian at all times during this
special season

Then, on opening day of the
archery deer season, another
hunter fell to his death, this time
m Jackson County Officials
report that the hunter’s safety
strap apparently broke during
the fall and he plunged some 20
feet to hus death

These three preventable
tragedies llustrate the need for

hunters to follow the rules and to
take safety precautions

M Before purchasmng a tree-
stand be sure 1t 1s night for you
Is the platform big enough so
that you feel comfortable? Are
there any weight hmitations?

Most tree stands have weight
restrictions If your stand 1s rated
for a maximum load of 250
pounds, as many are, and you
weigh 225, buy a higher-rated
stand Don’t push the hmit
Remember, you'll gain a few
pounds when you put on your
hunting clothing and strap on
your gear, especially as the sea-
son progresses and the weather
gets colder Boots, heavy jackets
and a fanny pack full of acces-
sories can easlly put you over the
maxunum weight hrmit

M Read all the nstructions for
your treestand and practice set-
ting 1t up at ground level a cou
ple times before setting itupn a
tree

M Check your treestand and
safety harness for wear and tear
Check all the stress pomnts and
moveable parts and replace any
worn equipment immediately

B Always wear a safety strap
or safety harness The harness-
type setup 1s by far the best
Unlike a safety strap, which
holds all your weight over a
small area, a harness distributes
your weight to several points
With a harness-type system your
odds of internal inqjury from a fall
that 1s broken by the harness 1s
drastically reduced

B Be sure the safety strap/har-
ness you choose will not restrict

your breathing 1if you do fall If
possible, choose one with a quick
release system

M Always use a haul rope to
raise and lower your gun or bow
from a tree

B Always unload your gun
when raising or lowering 1t from
atreestand

# Be extra alert when climb-
g up and down from a tree
stand Thus 1s when most acci-
dents occur

B Avord hunting from a tree-
stand 1f you are overly tired or on
medication

B Never hunt while under the
nfluence of drugs or aleohol

M Always let someone know
where you are hunting and an
approximate time you will
return

All of these safety precautions
are basic common sense but as
most hunters will admat, we
sometimes throw caution to the
wind when pursuing the wily
whitetail That's something we
just can’t afford to do Take the
time to keep yourself safe

PHEASANT SEASON ON TAP

As I sit n my home office writ-
mg this column, my
springer/German shorthair
hunting buddy, Scooby, 1
intensely watching me with his
soft hazel eyes His ears are on
alert as he studies my every
move It's past 5 p m and Scooby
knows 1t’s time to go for a run
We ve been practicing our rou-
tine for the past couple months
1n anticipation of the Oct 20

pheasant opener

Bird numbers 1 Michigan are
certainly not what they once
were when Michigan hunters
annually killed around a million
roosters However, some quality
hunting can still be had, espe-
cially here in southern Micligan

Good hunting can be found 1n
Tuscola, Huron and Sanilac
counties, but public lands there
gets hammered on weekends
Mid-week and light hunter pres-
sure are usually synonymous
with each other

Jackson, Washtenaw,
Livingston, Ingham and
Shiawassee countzes should also
provide pockets of birds

Don’t be afrard to knock ona
few doors 1f you see some good-
looking grassy habitat hke switch
grass or sorghum Many farmers
are more receptive to pheasant
huntmg than deer hunting
because pheasant hunters are
usually 11 and out 1n & few hours,
rather than several weeks, or
even months, for deer hunters

It will take a Iittle work to
locate prime areas for birds, but
my newest hunting partner, my
12 year-old daughter Kayleigh,
Scooby and I will be out there
stomping the brush until the
regular season ends on Nov 14

Hope to see you 1n the field
