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Cooler heads bring
school gun scare to
appropriate ending

Plymouth High School Principal Michael Bee got the
scare of a lifetime last Thursday when police swarmed
through his building looking for a man with a gun

Turned out 1t was a teacher bringing 1 a BB nifle for a
physics experiment The whole incident was over 1n less
than 60 minutes

By all accounts the teacher, Steve Rea, 1s a veteran edu-
cator with a good record That's too bad because the only
real blame lies with huim

The Canton and Plymouth township police, and the
admnistration, staff and students all did their jobs dur-
ing the lockdown Thursday

And certamnly the concerned mom did the right thing
She was dropping off a student, saw what looked like a
gun, and made the call to the police

We do not think any of the responses were over the top

Remember 9/11

Remember the Washington, D C, sniper

Remember April 1999 n Littleton, Colo, at Columbine
High School, where 14 students and a teacher died

Remember Kayla Rolland, a 6-year-old shot and killed
by her classmate 1 Flint two years ago

In hght of these events and many, many others, no one
can take guns hghtly

Teachers can’t be too quick to pass the P-CEP madent off as
harmless Their fellow teachers have been killed, too
Remember Lake Worth, Fla., where a 13-year-old boy brought
a pistol to school the last day of classes and killed his teacher

No, we think the police and the administration did the
right thing

At press tume, 1t appeared nothing serious would happen to
Rea, and we're sure the cool heads which managed the event so
well will handle the follow-up with equal equanimity Who
among us has not made an error n judgment? Often, the worst
consequence for bad judgment 1s profound embarrassment.

Unfortunately, this particular judgment crossed the line
mto what has evolved mnto the most serious school 1ssue of our
time unseen and unexpected violence agamst our loved ones

State does poorly
on delivering MEAP

For school districts, dealing with the state’s Michigan
Educational Assessment Program 1s ke competing in the
high jump Once districts clear the bar, the state raises it

Dastricts have long been rankled by the state’s heavy-
handedness when 1t comes to MEAP It 1s quick to hold
school districts accountable when they don’t measure up
and quick to pomnt the finger when irregularities, real or
mmagned, are found

So 1t’s ironic that the state expected schools to be
“understanding” about a “shght inconvemence” caused by
the late delivery of MEAP materials The delay stemmed
from the state’s decision to pre-slug students’ answer
folders Organizing the data provided by school districts
took longer than expected and had a domino effect on the
printing and delvery

But that effect was more than a bump m the road for
schools like Stevenson Middle School in Westland and
Clarencewille’s Botsford Elementary which recewved mate-
nals for schools near Temperance and 1 Benzie County
In the case of Stevenson, the start of testing was delayed
two days while the state provided new answer folders

We understand school officials’ concern about the
effect the delays will have on test scores And quite
frankly, we agree with Sheila Alles, Livonia Public
Schools’ director of elementary curriculum, who called
the whole process this year “extremely unprofessional,
disappointing, frustrating and agonizing”

School officials wonder who wall hold the state account-
able for this fiasco We do, too The treasury department,
which administers MEAP, hasn’t had the greatest track
record Two years ago, 1t made a blanket allegation of
cheating only to have to back pedal because some of 1ts
mformation was maccurate

It 15 the state that has made the MEAP tests hugh stakes
Performance on the tests accounts for most of the score on the
state’s Education Yes' report card, due out this spring The
program will give letter grades to each school 1n the district

We are well-aware that implementing a new system can
have glitches, but the state should have acted sooner, possibly
delaymg the start of testing to sort out the delivery problems

Considering 1ts performance, we give the treasury
department a faihng grade We can only hope 1t will show
appropriate improvement in the next round of testing

All of a sudden now, the school admin-
istration wants to act as if thas was
unknown and suspend this teacher Ifhe
has been teaching for 33 years, how many
times has he actually brought the BB gun
nto the classroom 1n order to demon-
strate an expermment?® How many of his
previous students went home and told
their parents of this experiment? And 1t’s
Just now all of a sudden a big enough deal
to suspend the teacher?

T don’t buy this at all The school
administration surely was aware of the
teacher s techmques and, for 33 years,
had no 1ssue with 1t P-CEP should really
stand behind and support their staff, not
turn tail and run and act as 1if they are
surprised by something that has obvious-

Paul who? A reasonable question

Shghtly bualt with a high forehead and short
brown hair crowning a pair of circulareye-
glasses, Hillegonds 1s not
physically prepossessing But
the laugh lines at the corners
of his eyes suggest a wonder-
ful (and active) sense of
humor, and his thoughtful
way probably arose from his
father, who was a distin-
guished Presbyterian pastor

Hillegonds’ career m pubhce
hife goes way back to 1979, when
he was elected to the Michigan
House of Representatives from
a district in Allegan County, on
the west side of the state An
ally of former Gov Witham, Malliken, he become
Repubhican leader in the House in 1986 and
served as co-speaker of the House m 1993-94,
when evenly split Republicans and Democrats
agreed on a novel power-sharng deal. He
became speaker m 1995-96, when the GOP took
over control

In 1997 he left the Legislature to become pres:-
dent of Detrort Renaissance, a nonprofit civic
organization made up.of southeastern Michigan’s
mam busmess leadership that works on econom-
1¢ development and public policy 1ssues Marned
with two children, Hillegonds lives quietly 1n
Plymouth Tewnship

That skeletal resume does not even hint at the
remarkable 1mpact he has had on Michigan in
recent times I had heard of Paul Fhllegonds for
years, of course, as one of the truly sane people
on the Michigan political scene But recently 1t
has seemed as though hiterally every time I went
to a worthwhile meeting, Paul Hillegonds was
there, sithing quietly for the most part but occa-
sionally saymg something extremely sensible m
his thoughtful, low-key way

We had a long talk last week about his career
and interests Here’s a sampling of where he has
devoted hus time, energy, common sense and
extraordinary network of contacts throughout
the state

Ready to Succeed 1s a coalition of community

cy”

Hillegonds was one of the orgamizers of the
University Investment Commaission, another
coalition of business, labor, government and
media heavies that urged state budget-makers
1o avoid the reflex to slash support for colleges
and universities I'm concerned ahout the
importance of higher education to the future
of our state,” he said ‘It’s tempting to look at
umversity budgets on a year-to-year basis,
depending on revenues available But we really
do need to pay long-run attention to the enor-
mous impact higher education has on every
young person tn Michigan and on the future of
our economy”

Hillegonds serves with me as a member of the
Executive Commuttee of the Michigan Economic
Development Corp, a bi-partisan outfit widely
recognized as among the very best state economic
development groups 1n the country ‘Our purpose
there 1s to formulate for policy-makers a long-run
economic development strategy that goes beyond
any given adrmustration or political party,” he
saxd

Being president of Detroit Renaissance 1s
tough, given Detroit’s problems “The price of
the racial and economic divide between
Detroit and the rest of the state 1s very high, as
well as the great complexity of the politics of
race 1n southeastern Michigan But I'm hope-
ful that the young people who are just starting
to move 1n will relish diversity and be a force
for progress,” he saxd

As a trustee of the Michigan Chapter of the
Nature Conservancy “The Conservancy hasa
fundamental commtment to conservation based
on market reality and good science that will ben-
efit Michigan for hundreds of years

Paul Hhllegonds seems to be everywhere
where good people with common sense are
doing their best to help Michigan over the long
run Over the years, I've talked to a lot of peo-
ple about Paul, uniquely, in my experience, I've
never heard anyone say anything nasty about
hm

As anewspaperman, L often try to sum up an
mterview after it’s over At the end of my conver-
sation with Paul Hillegonds, I wrote three words

7ou're a parent 1n today’s world dropping
off your precious child at school, and you
see a man walking into the building car-
rying a gun What do you do?

The answer 1s so painfully obvious that to
debate 1t sounds terribly ignorant You call
the police

It’s a plain and simple answer to what,
since Columbine High School, 1s an all-too-
frequently asked question You don’t debate
whether the gun the man 1s carrying 1s a BB
gun or an AK-47 assault rifle You don’t won-
der if the guy could be a teacher simply taking
a prop to school to conduct
an experiment

You call the cops Without
hesitation Writhout a shred
of doubt Without worrying
whether there are people
out there silly enough to let
something hke that shde

Yet, in the aftermath of
science teacher Steve Reas
mcredibly obvious mistake,
that’s what some people are
thinking Joe Nertz of
Plymouth Township, in a
letter to the editor appear-
1ng on the opposite page, wrote, “It was an old
Daisy aur rifle, people! Are we such a commu-
nity of weenies that we don’t know the differ-
ence? All of us had air nifles when we were
kids Have we so little to do that we freak out
over nothing®

But play this hypothetical scenarno out and
see what Mr Nertz's reaction would be
Instead of being found 1n his classroom,
oblivious to the 1dea he'd done anything
wrong, let’s say Rea walked through the doors
of Plymouth High School, removed the gun
from 1ts cardboard wrapping and opened fire
on the students

Would the Joe Nertzes of the world be
the ones leading the outrage against the
school district? Who would have been the
first to hire Geoffrey Feiger to sue every-
one connected to the madent for wrongful
death?

In retrospect, of course, the incident
played out well for everyone concerned It
was determined that Rea, a successful
teacher who has spent 33 years educating
children, made an honest, if naive, mis-
take He’d been teaching this way for so
long he just assumed 1t was OK to go on
teaching this way

He didn’t tell his principal he was bringing
a gun to school There was no warning to the
police And, while Rea’s teaching techmque
may have been common knowledge witinn
the district, not everyone operates m the vac-

Brad

uum of the pubhc school district

Obviously, 1t wasn't common knowledge
to the mother who phoned the police She
absolutely did the right thing Her eall to
the cops triggered a 60-minute lockdown
of the school, with students being held in
the parking lot and gridlock occurring on
the surrounding streets unti! cops and dis-
trict officials made sure all of them were
safe

‘Going mto ‘lockdown’ was gross R
overkill and allowed the police to Took like'
fools as they played ‘SWAT Team’ before
the cameras,” Nertz writes “In this low-
crime bedroom community, 1t must have
been a rush to wear that combat gear and
run around with the shotguns Thank
goodness they didn t have a helicopter
gunship to use”

It s a pretty cavalier attitude when talk-
ing about the safety of thousands of chil-
dren, and one I find particularly insulting,
to be perfectly honest about 1t 've never
met a cop who gets excited at the 1dea of
having to deal with such a situation just
because he gets a chance to look cool in
battle gear

Rea was unmediately placed on admmstra-
tive leave, but he was still getting paxd Idon’t
thmk 1t s asking too much to keep the guy out
of the bullding until you've got all your facts
straight He wasn’t damaged financially, and
whatever damage occurred to his reputation
he brought on himself

Prosecutors have decided there's no reason
to charge Rea with a crime here, and we
agree We also don’t think there’s any good to
be done by pumshing him further internally
He's certainly paid the price with a suspen-
sion and the embarrassment of making a mus-,
take he should have known betterthanto |
make

By all accounts, Rea 1s a good teacher, and
he should be back m the classroom, where he
belongs

As 1t turns out, no one was harmed here,
An hour’s worth of inconvenience 1s a small
price to pay to make absolutely certamn our
children are safe, and the school adnunistra;
tion and Canton Police Department Handled °
the situation exactly as 1t should have been
handled

Sure, 1n hindsight, this all turned out to be
much ado about nothing Unfortunately, we
no longer hive 1 a world where you can oper-
ate with the benefit of hindsight,. *

Granholm says everyone will share in state’s budget woes

Gov Jenmifer Granholm hits
the campaign trail agam next
week, but this time she 1s seek-

Fresh from delvering her
first State of the State address
Wednesday, Granholm said she

The governor said she plans
to conduct focus groups
throughout the state to seek
put on how best to balance
the budget Since every
Michigan citizen will be affect-
ed by the cuts, everyone should
have a hand i deaiding fund-
1ng priorities, she said

Granholm previewed her
State of the State address
Friday when she spoke before

more than 300 print journalists
and state lawmakers at the
Michigan Press Association’s
annual winter conference n
Grand Rapids

Armed with a pover pomt
presentation detailing the mag-
nitude of the budget crisis and
how the situation was created,
Granholm asked the media for
help 1n explaining why dramat-
1c cuts 1n state government will
be necessary, and called on
those lawmalkers 1 attendance

to work together to solve the
Crisls

“2000 was a great year to be
governor, I am sure,” Granholm
said, referring to the last time
state revenues equaled expens-
es And while the governor on
several occasions reminded her
audience that she did not create
the budget crisis, she was more
than ready to work to resolve it

“We did not expect a $300
million shortfall for this year
We thought the budget was bal-

anced,’ said Granhglm, explain- how they will balance their

mi why a variety of immediate
fundmg cuts were necessary,
mcluding a redaction n the
school aid foundation grants
“This 1s not something I
wanted to do as the first crack-
er out of the box,” she added
“State statute says the governor

Commission ready to review 20-year-old county

After 20 years and regular
squabbling between the Wayne
County Commussion and Wayne
County Executive,
Commussioner John Sullivan, D-
Wayne, says 1t’s ime to review
and revise the county charter

Sullivan, vice chairman of the
County Commussion, has estab-
lished and will chaxr the
Committee on Wayne County
Charter Rewvisions to consider
what needs to be updated in the
charter that was adapted 1n 1981
and took effect Jan 1, 1983

“There are specific instances
that come up here and there,
usually between the executive

office and legislative branch,”
Sullivan said “Our attorney gives
an opion that says this, your
attorney gives an opinton that
says that So I thought it would
be a good 1dea that we go
through the charter to clarify
some 1tems so we don’t have
those problems in the future I
don't expect a lot of changes, but
after 20 years there dre areas
that need to be updated and clar-
ified”

Over the years, the commis-
sion often clashed with former
County Executive Edward
McNamara, particularly over the
awarding of contracts The
McNamara Admimstration 1s
currently being mvestigated by a
federal grand jury about con-

He
said the balance of power
between executive and legislative
branches 1s unclear

“Even 1f 1t 18 a strong executive
as 1t’s set up, you need to make
sure that there are checks and
balances,” Sulbvan said
“Through reviewing the charter
maybe there are a couple things
that can be tweaked to make
sure those checks and balances

boarding pass you'll have that human
experience You'll have to look up the
name of your passenger on a memonal i
the final gallery to see if they survived It
takes this big tragedy and makes it real”

RECREATING THE TRAGEDY

An 1ceberg wall 1s one of the more chall-
g elements of the extubit One touch
sends shivers through the body after
mmaginmg how cold 1t must have been 1n
the water the mght of April 15, 1912
Looking at the 200 objects recovered
from the wreck 2 1/2 miles below the sur-
face adds to the trauma A bowler hat,
Jewelry, black silk bow tie, and a man’s
work boot were once worn by passengers
Of the 2,227 estimated on board, more
than 1,500 lost their lives 1n the figid
water that mght

“It’s lustory, science and humanity so
wisitors walk about with a deeper appreci-
ation of the Titamc experience than could
ever be captured in a movie or book,” said
Kahle “It's divided into different areas In
the planetarium, the Night of the Titanic
provides visitors a chance to understand
the weather condiions and what was
happening with the stars in the sky that
night”

Kahle 1s especially proud of the Detroit
expenience planned for visitors Few of
the 11 million who toured the exhibit at
various mstitutions around the world
have had the opportumty to view the stars
or watch Titanica, a documentary on
recovering artifacts in submersibles with
remote controlled arms SixjomntUS,
French and Russian expeditions have
taken place since 1987

Detroit visttors also will learn about
Morse code 11 classrooms n the lower
level Nearly $30 mullion dollars 1n reno-
vations make the experience possible

“The planetarium was added as part of
the renovation and opened m December
2001,” smd Kahle “The documentaryn
the IMAX theater helps people recreate
what the dive experience would be like
We started planning all this 1 spring
2002 Some of the staff went to Cleveland
to see the exhibit last summer so we could
make this a blockbuster exhibit

“This 1s our first since the renovation
even though we designed the 8,700-
square-foot Science Hall to bringn
major traveling exhibits Detroit can have
as many world class offerings as LA,
Par1s within a much shorter travel dis-
tance We wanted to take the Titanic leg-
end and present 1t to our visttors i ways
that fully leverage assets of the science
center to give visttors a chance to connect

SALVAGING THE SHIP

Arnie Geller 1s as thrilled as Kahle
about bringing the Titanic exhibit to
Detroit where he grew up As president
of RMS Titanic, it’s hus responsibility to
see artifacts are displayed after recovery
according to 2 1994 U S Federal Court
order granting the corporation salvor-in-
possession rights to the wreck. As part of
the effort, he oversaw a short-hived part-
nership with Eastern Michigan
Umversity When objects were recovered
from the 2000 expedition they were
brought to a Ypsilant: lab they operated
together to stabilize the objects Shortly
after work began, RMS Titanic opened a
larger facility 1n Atlanta, Ga, where
Geller now hives after residing 1n
Birmingham for many years

“The recovery’s been going on simce

1987, said Geller “This exhibit 1s a sam-
ple of all the expeditions It’s a challenge
to put them together for exhibitions
Then there’s the cost of expeditions and
conservation but 1t’s all worth 1t gomng to
the wreck site and you realize the only
way to get down to the wreck 2 1/2 miles
below the surface 1s a three-person sub-
mersible and remote operated vehicles
We're specific about objects we want to
recover Soon as objects arrive at the sur-
face and start to oxidize we start to pre-
serve them They haven't been exposed to
oxygen for 91 years so this happens
immediately”

Recovery efforts and the imtial tragedy
continue to intrigue young and old alike

“The legend surrounding Titanic has
become part of our existence,” saxd Kahle
“I was 1n the Brownies when I first
learned about the Titamic through an old
campfire song - ‘Oh, they built the ship
Titanic to sail the ocean blue’ That was
38 years ago”

Hometown stories
tell of disaster

Karen Tomilo thanks her
lucky stars that grandfather
Mark traded m his ticket on the
Titanic’s maiden voyage Ifhe
hadn’t, the third-grade teacher
wouldn’t be here to teach her
students about the tragedy - or
let them expenience the legend
firsthand on the 91st anniversary
of the April 15 sinking

Tomulo grew up in Livoma lis-
tenng to her grandfather tell the
story of leaving Minsk,
Belorussia, for a better hife in
America He'd taught m the vil-
lages there, traveling 1n a sled
that was frequently chased by
wolves After trying to convince
family and friends to join hum on
the journey, he left for England
where he bought a ticket on the
Titamic Shortly after, he
recewved a wire from his brother
to wart for him He did and now
Tomlo’s here to teach lessons
learned from the tragedy In
preparation for the field trip, she
and the third-grade students at
Orchard Hills Elementary
(Nowi) are reading a textbook
about the historical voyage and
disaster

“I read 1t and share my story,”
said Tomilo “There were reports
of tcebergs all through the area
The Titanic was believed to be
unsinkable Mistakes were made
1n regards to lifeboats (which
had a capacity for only 1,178 peo-
ple) because people had too
much faith in 1t Radios were

turned off on nearby ships like
the Carpathia. The (Titanic)
crew were feeling too cocky and
were traveling at a higher rate of
speed than what they should
have been because they wanted
to get 1n a day earher

“I tell my students ‘It was a
tragedy because 1t could have
been avoided but people don’t
die 1n vain, good came out of 1t
because of all the laws written
since’ That if they take cruse
ships today, there are arr patrols
1 place”

Modern technology helped
Michael Deyoub learn more
about his grandmother, who sur+
vived the sinking of the Titanic
Banoura Deyoub never talked
about the tragedy 1 which three
of her cousins perished.

“A great deal of what I know
comes from the Web site
(Encyclopedia Titanica
www encyclopedia-
Titamica.org),” said Deyoub of
Rochester Hills ‘She was 14
when she boarded the Titanic 1n
Cherbourg It was the second
stop after leaving England seven
hours later She rode n thard
class and someone from first
class brought her up so she was
able to survive

“She didn’t talk to us, never
went into details She came over
from Lebanon and didn’t under-
stand Enghsh well The unfortu-
nate thing I always wanted to
get more mformation but she
died more than 30 years ago”

The Recruit: Lively spy film with a few predictable twists

NEW YORK (AP) — The
Recruit does what every good
spy mowie should do, at least
for its first two-thirds It makes
covert operations, m the name
of something as stodgy and
buttoned-down as patriotism,
look sexy and exciting

It helps a great deal that the
film has sexy and exciting co-
stars in Cohn Farrell and
Bridget Moynahan, and we get
to enjoy the voyeunstic thrill of
watching them endure the rig-
ors at CIA trainig camp

As recruits James Clayton
and Layla Moore, Farrell and
Moynahan learn how to pass a
Tie detector test, blow up cars

and practice surveillance on fel-
low students — and look great
dang 1t Even flirting at a bar
and bluffing at poker become
part of the game

The veteran spy who discov-
ered them and is grooming
them, Walter Burke (Al
Pacino), plays plenty of mund
games of his own

At a restaurant, Burke says
nonchalantly to James, “Don’t
lock now — by the bar, we're
being followed” But are they
really? And when James 15 kud-
napped and tortured, we don't
know whether 1t’s real or an
elaborate simulation

Burke also mstills in them a
timely sense of duty

“Our cause 18 Just.” he says
“Our enemues, everywhere” It's

Snow and cold weather require special safety precautions

Whether you bring out the
shovel or put on your skis at
the first sign of snow, safety
should be your first priority
when cold weather conditions
hit

Cold-weather related mjuries
account for a large number of
emergency room vists each
winter Emergency medicine
physicians at the University of
Michigan Health System cau-
tion that most of these injuries
are preventable, and that a lit-
tle knowledge and extra cau-
tion can keep you and your
famuly safe from the dangers
hidden m winter’s chull

As the seasons change, so do
the types of injuries and causes
for inyuries that come mto an
emergency department, says
Dr Jeffrey S Desmond, direc-
tor of operations m the UMHS
Emergency Department The
cause of those mjuries range
from snow blowers to shovel~
ing and hypothermia to winter
sports

SNOW BLOWERS

“The most common 1mjuries
that we see related to snow
blowers occur when people
place their hands into the mov-
mg parts of the snow blower,
which results in hand injuries
or amputation,” says Desmond

Most of these ijuries hap-
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pen when an object or snow
gets lodged m the snow blower
If this happens, Desmond
stresses that people should
never place their hands or
other body parts near the mov-
mg parts of the snow blower
Instead, he says that people
should completely turn off the
machme and wait until afl
parts have completely stopped
moving Even with the
machme off, parts may still
rotate, so Desmond says 1t 1s
best to avoid using hands to
remove any objects from the
machinhe

“Everyone needs to be cau-
trous when theyre out shovel-
g snow,” says Desmond. ‘The
most serious njuries are shp
and falls while shoveling,
although the more common
myuries related to shoveling are
back and wrist stramn’

The people at the greatest
nisk for inyury while shoveling
are those who are not 1n shape
Workmg out 1n the cold places
additional strain on your heart,
which may have an adverse
effect on those with high blood
pressure or heart disease
Desmond recommends that
people with those conditions
consult their health care
provider before they attempt to
do any type of strenuous activi-
1y hike shoveling snow, which
can become extremely heavy at

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COLDER TEMPERATURES

‘When the temperatures drop
dunng the winter months, 1t
may create a dangerous sttua-
tion for the elderly and the very
young One such danger1s
hypothermia, a condition 1n
which the body temperature
drops when a person 1s exposed
to cold weather without ade-
quate protection

Hypothermta, Desmond
warns, happens gradually, so
elderly patients especially may
not realize how cold they've
become Common symptoms of
hypothermia include confu-
sion, lethargy, slurred speech
or shivering

“People who are outside and
working or exercising i very
cold temperatures are prone to
cold myury,” he says “They can
lose additional heat through
perspiration and may not even
realize how cold their body 15”

The cold temperatures also
bring a risk for frostbite, which
1s caused by prolonged expo-
sure to sub-freezing tempera-
tures and most often affects the
fingers, toes, nose and ears
Frostbite causes these extremi-~
t1es to become pale and numb,
but not painful

“Frostbite can happen very
quickly, especially when there’s
additional wind adding to the
cold temperature,” says
Desmond “To avoid 1t, people
should dress 1n layers so they're
able to remove any layers
soaked with perspiration,
which puts them at an

ncreased risk for frostbite”

Angother tip for those who
work and play outside 1s to stay
hydrated Alot of hquid can be
lost when people perspire
while outside 1n the cold So,
Desmond suggests that people
remember to take mternuttent
breaks from the cold to warm
up and get some liquids nto
their system

WINTER SPORTS

“Although extremity myjuries
are the more common mjuries
we see with wintertime sports
Iike skung, snowboarding and
sledding, head myjuries also fre-
quently occur and they can be
devastating,” says Desmond

Every year, the U-M
Emergency Department sees
mgurnies and deaths related to
sledding and especaially snow-
mobihng

Many mjunes can be pre-
vented with a little common
sense like remembernng to
wear a helmet and dressmg
appropnately for the cold
However, when 1t comes to
snpowmobihng a lot of the
mjuries are related to alcohol
use, excessive speed or
attempts to do dangerous
stunts

“Snowmobihing can be a safe
sport if people take the proper
precautions,” says Desmond
“They should understand the
hmitations of their snowmobile
and their ability to operate the
machine Plus, 1t’s important to
become famihar with the area
they’re traveling 1 to avord any
hazards”

COLD WEATHER HEATING

Increased furnace use to heat
a home also raises the risk for
carbon monoxide poisoning if
the furnace 1s not functioning
properly

Carbon monoxide 1s a color-
less, odorless, tasteless gas that
can be deadly when levels are
elevated within a home

People with carbon monox-
1de poisoning may feel con-
fused, have a headache, nausea
and muscle aches

“We recommend that peo-
ple have regular furnace
checks, cleaning of therr flue
if they are heating with a
fireplace or wood burning
stove, and that they consider
purchasing a carbon monox-
1de detector to prevent poi-
soning,” says Desmond
“Another way to prevent pol-
soning s to never heat your
home using kitchen apph-
ances like a stove or oven It
not only increases your risk
of a fire, but carbon monox-
1de poisoning as well®

While keeping homes warm
during the winter months,
some people often use space
heaters

“Space heaters can be used
safely in the home, if used
appropriately and children are
properly supervised,” adds
Desmond

“However, house fires or
other injurnies can occur from
mappropriate use of space
heaters, especially if objects are
placed near or on the heater,
which increases the nsk for a
house fire”

Time to touch base with sphere
of influence when embers cool

The hohdays are over, 1t’s cold outside
and were mto the doldrums of winter

Realtors heed to stay motivated, keep
the fires of enthusiasm burning, remain
connected to match buyers and sellers
When the going gets tough, the tough get
going - or they don’t do much business

Some Realtors return to the basics when
things slow down Others rely on httle
tricks developed over the years to jump-
start the process Still others give them-
selves a good talking to

“Right now, because of the (slow) mar-
ket, 1t’s all attitude,” sard Maraia Gies,
associate broker/ sales manager with
Coldwell Banker Schweitzer in Troy

“It’s reviewing your business plan daily
and staying on track,” she saxd “It’s basi-
cally networking with colleagues and stay-
g with positive people”

Gies defined staying on track as five
phone calls, five e-mauls, five handwritten
notes and 55 mmutes on the computer
every day ‘planting seeds, farmung, learn-
ing something new, seeing what activity 1s
gong on

“Go out asking for business ~ people you
know, your sphere of influence, past
chents,” Gies added “Stay focused If your
goal1s $7 milhon in sales, you can t start
mn September or October You've got to be
out there daily”

It’s easy to get discouraged at this trme
of year, especially when just starting out in
the busmess, said Steve Levett, associate
broker with Real Estate One mn West
Bloomfield

“What you need to do as a Realtor 1s stir
the pot by making calls to people you've
sold homes to, those whose homes you've
marketed for them,” he saxd

“People m your sphere of influence -
friends, associates, people you know from
volunteer work you might do, your home-
owners association,” Levett said

“People who know you and like you

already, talking might generate the name
of someone who's thinking of moving You
can call people you were working with
who didn’t make a decision and see if they
have plans for the coming year,” he said

“It’s a tume to visit marketing ~ advertis-
g plans, goal-setting,” Levett added “I
think 1t’s a good time to catch up on things
not real estate related Iread a certamn
number of books a year, volunteer work,
home projects”

People usually realize their expectations,
one way or another, he said

“The nature of our business is 1t’s so self-
motivated If you tell yourself nothing 1s
going on, you will be correct,” Levett said

Don Kamen, broker/ owner of GMAC
Quality, Livonia, speaks with a voice of 28
years of experience

“I think the most important thing to do
for an agent at this time of year 1s get a
mailing out to all their customers, every-
one on their contact list, then follow up
with a personal phone call,’ he said

“You get leads from that, it keeps you in
the marketplace, keeps you fresh, keeps
you alert

“If someone’s struggling with keeping
their own enthusiasm, 1t’s going to be far
better to call warm contacts than cold,” he
said “They know you It lifts your spirits

“You've got to come 1n with a purpose,
force yourself to make contacts, calls It’s
amazing when you call people, how much
business you find,” Kamen said

Do something new to prime both the
motivational and learning pumps, sug-
gests Pat Rice, a Realtor with RE/MAX
Classic in Canton

“Attend a seminar That’s usually an
upbeat thing,” she smd “I learn something
from every class I take Ithink people have
to be connected with what's new 1n tech-
nology”

-Race also picks up a manira of her col-
leagues

“Make phone calls to past clients and
ask for referrals,” she saxd “That’s one
thing Realtors are very bad about doing”

Connecting with people ~ updating and
sharing good things happening 1n each
other’s lives — warms the heart in and of
1tself, Rice saxd

“You've got to keep checking that bank
account,” said Tonya Gray, a Realtor with
Century 21 Town & Country in Clarkston
Low numbers can be very motivating, she
said

“Prospecting 1s basically talking to any-
one personally about real estate,” Gray
said “You've just got to keep getting in
front of the pubhc”

Gray often “talks” to the public by leav-

Any computer program-
mer will share the industry
adage, “Garbage in, garbage
out” In other words, the
quality of a system’s output
15 directly related to the
quality of the input The
same 1s true with respect to
your credtt score

For years, the credrt
reporting mdustry has done
a reasonable job of mam-
taming systems to generate
credit scores that provide
utility to the end-users n
varnious credit dependent
industries However, despite
their best efforts, the wiz-
ards, mathematicians, and
designers have not been able
to adequately prevent errors
from entering the front end
of therr machie

Last month, the
Consumer Federation of
Amerca held a televised
forum 1n Washington, DC,
to discuss the impact of
errors In consumer credit
reporting Attending experts
cited the results of inde-
pendent studies showing
that 30 to 60 percent of all
consumer credit reports
contan sertous ervors The
panelists further explained
that such errors could result
1 borrowers paying up to 2
percent more 1 mterest
than they would otherwise
pay with accurate reporting

The problem of erroneous
mputs mto “the credit
machine” 1s exacerbated by
both the proliferation of the
use of these credit scores 1n
different industries and the
weight that these users are
gving the raw scores Your
credit score may now be
used as a primary ~ if nat
the sole - factor in deter-
mming whether or not you
can rent an apartment, get a
mortgage, cash a check, use
a debit card, secure an
insurance policy, or even get
hired

Thus, 1t's no surprise that
the credst score that gets
burped out of the mystery
machine can have a pro-

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Mortgage rate tracking shows record low

(AP) - Mortgage rates around the
country edged down last week, with one-
year adjustable rate mortgages dropping
to therir lowest level 1n 19 years of record
keeping

The average rate for one-year ARMs
nationally dropped to 3 89 percent, the
lowest level since Freddie Mac began
tracking them i 1984 The previous
week s rate on one-year ARMs was 3 93
percent

The average interest rate on a 30-year,
fixed-rate mortgages shpped to 5 90 per-
cent last week, down shghtly from 5 91
percent, Freddie Mac reported n its lat-
est nationwide survey of rates

Rates on 30-year mortgages started the
new year by dropping to a new low of
5 85 percent for the week ending Jan 3

That rate was the lowest simce the
mortgage giant began tracking 30-year
mortgage rates m 1971 Records that
reach back earher than Freddie Mac's
mdicate that rate 1s the lowest since the
early 1960s

For 15-year fixed-rate mortgages, a
popular option for refinancing, rates fell
last week to 5 28 percent from 5 31

Low mortgage rates powered sales of
both new homes and previously owned
homes to record highs 1n 2002

Some economusts are predicting that

2003 could turn out to be the second
best year for home sales on belief that
mortgage rates will remain fairly stable

Average mortgage rates don’t nclude
add-on fees known as points Thirty year
and 15-year mortgages carried an average
fee of 0 6 point last week, while one-year
adjustable mortgages had an average 0 7

A year ago, rates on 30-year mortgages
averaged 7 02 percent, 15-year mortgages
were 6 51 percent and one-year
adjustable mortgages stood at 5 12 per-
cent

He grabbed his glove and raced onto
the field to join a pickup game and
share 1n the two powerful forms of
magic - baseball and mowvies - that
draw about 75,000 people a year to
the diamond 1n northeast Iowa

‘It really did look hike showing up
the day after the movie ended,
Mandel said ‘I was expecting the
Kinsella family to come out of the
house and the ballplayers to come out
of the corn”

In s book, Is This Heaven? The
Magic of the Freld of Dreams, Mandel
tells the stores of people who have

found peace, hope and renewal at the
baseball diamond carved out of a
cornfield near Dyersville for the 1989
mowie, based on WP Kinsella s novel,
Shoeless Joe

Many felt drawn to that piece of real

It just seems to be that kind of
place,” Mandel said ‘It draws enough
people who are willing to discuss
something incredible They come
looking for something to happen and
they actually feel something

Along with turning Dyersville into a
tounst mecca the movie has rekindled
interest in Jackson, who was banned
from baseball after the 1919 Black Sox
scandal In the mowie, Jackson 1s the
first player to appear on the field, and
asks Kinsella ‘Is this heaven?
