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Yack asks for help with CSX

He may be a voice crying 1n
the wilderness (in his own
words) or a David going up
against a 21st Ceritury Goliath,
but Canton Township
Supervisor Tom Yack 1s taking
on the railroads - and he’s ask-
g US Rep Thaddeus
MeCotter, R-Livorua, for help

Yack sent McCotter a letter
last week expressing his con-
cern over trains blocking cross-
ings without penalty

“As you are aware,” Yack
wrote, “railroads won a sigmfi-
cant court victory when the
court ruled that tjains were
permutted to block crossings
without penalty The court
viewed the ordinances and
actions of municipalities as an
infringement of free com-
merce”

The court decision he
referred to grew out of a case
mn which CSX sued the city of
Plymouth 1n 1998 because the
oty had fined CSX tens of
thousands of dollars over sev-
eral years for blocking cross-
ings for an inordmate amount
of time

CSX argued that federal reg-
ulations govern the speed and
length of trains operating 1n
interstate commerce The tick-
ets had been 1ssued under a
state statute that allowed a
standing tram to block an
mtersection for no more than
five minutes and a moving
train no longer than seven

l

minutes

In 2000, a federal judge
struck down the state statute
that allowed communities to
ticket trains for long delays In
2002, the US Court of
Appeals upheld the decision

Yack told McCotter that as a
result of that decision “rail-
roads have become extremely
arrogant and are totally unre-
sponsive  Grade separation
projects include a contribution
by the railroad The court rul-
ing takes away all incentive on
behalf of the railroads to par-
ticipate 1n grade separation
projects They are not on the
hook for fines, and can avoid
financial participation by just
1gnoring such projects”

Yack said he decided to
write to McCotter after
receiving a call from an
executive at Norqmck
Distributing on Haggerty just
south of Joy

The facility was built three
years ago and was required to
post a bond with the county to
improve the railroad crossing
Just south of their property
Because southbound Haggerty
15 only one lane wide at that
pomt, Yack said Norquick was
told they had to widen
Haggerty so through south-
bound traffic could pass trucks
trying to turn left nto their
property That widening would
extend through the railroad
crossing

“They've been trymng for
three years to get CSX to be
responsive,” Yack said

When the wideming didn’t
occur, the county posted a “No

While the court decision
made reference to “interstate
commerce” involving the rail-
roads, Yack thinks there are
1ssues of local commerce when
commercial vehicles are forced
to wazt at crossings for as much
as 45 munutes 1n some cases

He also cited the environ-
mental hazards of 1dhng cars
spewing pollutants into the air
while they wait

“When the negative impacts
are spread across the United
States, the impact must be
awesome,’ Yack wrote in his
letter

Yack saxd he had no 1dea
what Congress could do to
remedy the problem, but he
asked McCotter to consider the
options

‘There is no doubt that there
would be countless groups,
from the trucking mndustry to
small business associations to
local governments, which
would favor legislation to cor-
rect this problem,” he told
McCotter

Toronto film festival unveils plans for new home

(AP) - The Toronto
International Film Festival
said Tuesday 1t was

planning a new film center
that would be 1ts headquarters
and a film mecca for the city

Filmmaker Ivan Reitman,
whose hits include
“Ghostbusters’ and “Animal
House, was on hand for the
announcement m the city
where he grew up after em1-
grating with lus family as a
child from Czechoslovakia

The new complex, to cost
120 milhion Canachan dollars
(U'S $83 million) will include
a five-story building, a hibrary
and archives, along with
screening, dining and bar facil-
ities and a Festival Tower con-
dommmum development

Expected to be completed for
the September 2006 festival,
the project 1s a partnership
that mcludes Reitman and his
sisters and the Daniels Corp

real-estate developers

“We saw this as a great
opportunity to build some-
thing special, something that
gives back to the profession
that Ive had the good fortune
to be 1, to give back to the city
and this country that took us 1n
as immugrants,” Rertman saxd

He told how, at the age of 4,
he and his parents fled commu-
nist Czechoslovakia i 1950
and came to Toronto to start a
new life

One of his father's first pur-
chases was a property that
housed a car wash and which
now 1s a parking lot

In offering that property for
the new center, Reitman said
he hoped 1t would serve as “a
suitable tribute to the hard
work and survival and the won-
derfulness of our parents

Piers Handling, the festival
director, said having a single
facility for the festival has been

a dream since 1ts 1975 mception
The festival center that we

want to build will be right here
m Toronto, and act not just as a
magnet for our own very tal-
ented filmmakers but I believe
it will act as a place where the
world wall come to Toronto, to
celebrate film, to see films and
to learn more about them,”
Handling saxd

Festival managing director
Michele Maheux said a cam-
paign to raise money to builld
the center was being launched,
with $18 5 mulhon (US $12 8
million) already commutted

The festival, held in
September, 1s the largest
North America, with world and
North American premiers of
major films each year It
screens films 1n several theaters
around the city, with increasmng
demand for seats each year
resulting n long lines and peo-
ple shut out of some showings

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Morning surge in blood
pressure linked to strokes

In older people with lugh
blood pressure, a sharp
mcrease 1n blood pressure in
the morning mncreases the risk
of stroke and 1s linked to bramn
lesions known as “silent”
strokes, according to a recent
study published i Circulation
Journal of the American Heart
Association

“This study 1s the first to
show that an excessive morn-
ing blood pressure surge 1s a
predictor of stroke m elderly
people with high blood pres-
sure,” says lead author Dr
Kazuomi Karo, from the
department of cardiology at
Jich1 Medical School in
Tochigy, Japan “This finding
was mndependent of ambulato-
ry blood pressure levels and
target organ damage”

Ambulatory blood pressure
18 a 24~hour continuous blood
pressure measurement Target
organ damage 1s the damage to
organs such as the bran, heart
or kidneys caused by high
blood pressure

“Thas study also extends pre-
vious work showing that peo-
ple with an extreme dip 1n
blood pressure overnight are at
increased nisk for stroke, and
that the reason may be the
morning surge rather than the
excessively low blood pressure
during the mght,” says Kario

Karno’s team followed 519
Japanese patients with hugh
blood pressure (average age 72)
for an average of 41 months All
participants underwent ambu-
latory blood pressure monitor-
1ng and a magnetic resonance
mmaging (MRI) scan to deter-
mine the presence of silent
cerebral infarcts (brain lesions
that indicate a ‘silent” stroke)
High blood pressure (hyperten-
sion) 1s diagnosed when aver-
age systolic pressure (the top
number 1n a blood pressure
reading) 1s 140 milhmeters of
mercury (mm Hg) or greater,
or average diastolic pressure
(bottom number) 18 90 mm Hg
or greater

Researches calculated the
mormng blood pressure surge
by measuring the average sys-
tohe blood pressure during the
two hours after awakening,
and subtracting the average
systolic blood pressure during
the one hour that included the
lowest sleeping blood pressure

Participants were divided
into two groups The morning
surge (MS) group included 53
patients who had a morning
blood pressure increase of 55
mm Hg or greater The Non-
MS group mncluded the
remaining 466 patienis who
had a morning blood pressure
mcrease of less than 55 mm
HG The average morning
blood pressure mncrease was 60
rmum Hg n the MS group, and
29 mm Hg 1n the non-MS
group

The researchers found that
participants 1 the MS group
were more likely to have mul-
tiple “silent” strokes (57 per
cent) than the non-MS group
(83 percent) according to
theiwr MRIs at the start of the
study In addition, 19 percent
of those m the MS group had
a stroke during the follow-up
period compared with 7 3 per
cent of people in the non-MS
group

Even after adjusting for age
and ambulatory blood pres-
sure, the relative risk of stroke
for people with a morning
surge was nearly three times
higher than for people without
the surge Researchers also
found that a 10 mm Hg
ncrease 1 the mornmg blood
pressure surge mcreased stroke
risk by 22 percent.

Kario says, “The results sug-
gest that the morning surge 1n
blood pressure could be a new
target for drug treatment to
prevent target organ damage
and subsequent stroke 1n
patients with high blood pres
sure He adds that even
though the study was not
designed to investigate the
effect of blood pressure-lower
