Clean-up project tests watershed pollution levels

Amanda Gaedtke, a high 
school senior from Canton 
Township, spent part of her 
school day l^ursday looking 
for insects and bhgs m and 
around the creek that flo\\^ 
through Plymouth Canton 
Educational Park — in the 
ram

‘ We picked through the 
muck to find bugs, and collect 
ed them to see which ones are 
the most common and which 
ones aren’t,” said Gaedtke If

there are some like mayflies, 
m there that means there’s not 
a lot of pollution in the water 
because they are sensitive to 
pollution The creek isn’t that 
polluted ”

Students conducted chemi­
cal tests examined aquatic life 
and surveyed the creek at The 
Park ds part of the Rouge 
Education Project coordinated 
by the Friends of the Rouge

The good news is that the 
creek a tributary of the Rouge 
River, doesn t  appear to be pol­
luted

We’re doing five chemical

tests on the water, and those 
tests, along with the insects we 
find, will give us an overall 
quality rating for the water,” 
said Denise Zarate, who teach­
es environmental science at 
Plymouth High School This 
IS the third year we ve been 
do ng this, and it s consistent 
with the other two years

“We found bugs that are sen­
sitive to pollution and the

'Choices can change lives'
McKinnon urges students 
to make good decisions

Everyone has choices to make in life
“You have to make good decisions/ said 

Cornne Olsen, an eighth-grader at Discovery 
Middle School ‘ Things can change the rest 
of your life Helping people can change their 
lives ’ That’s the lesson Olsen and her class­
mates learned from former Detroit Police 
Chief Ike McKinnon, who spoke to students 
at the Canton Township school Wednesday

“They can stand tall, m spite of any obsta­
cles that may come their way,” said 
McKinnon of the students he was about to 
address “We all have obstacles, and we have 
choices, and we need to make the best 
choice Don t  let anything stand in your 
way’

After giving away copies of his best-selling 
book Stand Tall, and his musical CD, 
McKinnon divulged to students some real- 
life lessons he learned, and how they affected 
his life

‘At your age, I was this kid who decided I 
was going to steal something, said the even­
tual law enforcement official ‘ Thank God I 
was caught, because once you get away with 
something, you think it’s easier and easier It 
turned me around

You re not too young to think about what 
you want to do with your life ” McKinnon 
said to thfe sixth , seventh- and eighth-

graders McKinnon told ofbeing an Air 
Force pilot, being involved in a plane crash, 
and realizing how great it was to be alive 

“What happens when you are faced with 
hfe-altenng situations'? ’ McKinnon asked 
students ‘ It’s going to happen to you, and 
you will make decisions within yourself 
There will be people who tempt you with 
drugs and alcohol, and you will have to make 
decisions ’

And, McKinnon told of the Canadian boy 
with leukemia he befriended, who is now 17 
and m remission

“He told me I gave him the will to live,” 
said the former chief *We don’t  realize the 
impact we have on people’s lives 

"There are people—from friends, people 
you see on the street, from teachers to your 
parents—who will have an impact on your 
lives,” he said “You won’t know it now, but 
It’s going to happen ”

McKinnon, now chief secunly officer of 
global operations for Compuware, surprised 
students at the end by calling several teach­
ers on stage to sing with him 

"You have to stand up for what you believe 
m, no matter what people say,” is the lesson 
Attia Qureshi, 14, of Canton learned “You 
can’t  let people put you down when you 
believe in something’

Jui Shah, 14, of Canton, was moved by 
McKinnon’s presentation

‘It doesnt matter what race you are, what 
color you are, what gender you are, you can 
always help someone and impact someone’s 
life,” she said

though the woman complained 
of neck and back pain, accord­
ing to Rodenck, who was work­
ing the scene

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deserve from their parents, calling the level 
of unpaid child support “an epidemic in 
our state ”

‘(Some) 650,000 children woke up this 
morning not knowing if they’d get any 
child support,” said Cox, who is pushing to 
put pressure on what he called “deadbeat” 
parents ‘Of those, 400,000 will never get 
a dime in our ‘state of plenty’

In an effort to collect what Cox says is 
some $7 billion owed in back child support 
in this state, the attorney general has 
opened a child support division with 10 
staffers workmg with the Family 
Independence Agency 

“When you have a situation with a dead­
beat parent, the parent left behind has to 
pick up die slack, sometimes get a second 
job,” Cox said “The pp.ttern shows that kids 
in that situation turn to drugs or to crime, 
and then we end up seeing them m a crim­
inal situation ”

It was an aU-too-frequent scenario when 
Cox was a prosecutor, he said 

“I encountered young folks who came 
from backgrounds of drugs and alcohol 
and no education,” Cox said ‘As a prosecu­
tor, I got to see life in ways not many peo­
ple do In my profession^ career, I’ve had a 
special place for parents and children ”

The children he encountered, Cox said, 
80 percent of the time came from a home

where one parent had disappeared The 
youngsters, he said, grew up poor finan­
cially and poor in spirit ”

“I can’t  make a parent be a parent, ’ Cox 
said “But I can certainly try to make a par­
ent be responsible ”

Cox made his appearance at the 
Plymouth Salvation Armys annual dinner, 
winch was held in conjunction with 
National Salvation Army Week Cox said 
that, as a young Marine, he frequently 
encountered Sdvation Army services over­
seas

“I’ve never been homeless or destitute, 
but I ’ve been touched by the efforts of the 
Salvation Army,” he said “In a very real 
and practical way, the Salvation Army was 
very helpful to me as a young man ’

He lauded the efforts of Salvation Army 
volunteers, who followed the example of 
William Booth, who founded the Salvation 
Army as a  way to fill a spintual need as 
well as physical needs of people 

He said those volunteers helped ei^and 
the awareness of the Salvation Army, 
which most people think of in terms of its 
Christmas bell-rmgmg campaign But Cox 
pointed out the Salvation Arm^s presence 
at disasters such as the tornadoes that 
recently struck the Midwest, as well as its 
presence in Iraq

“The Salvation Army fills a need for peo­
ple at their most needy, most vulnerable 
time,” Cox said “Through your efforts, you 
help fulfill the purpose set forth by Gen 
Booth

polluted they wouldn’t be there 
The Rouge River, which runs 

through 48 communities in 
southeast Michigan, was once 
declared a disaster by the federal 
government However, with 
cleanup efforts the past 20-plus 
years, the Rouge is finally at a 
place where it’s a safe place for 
recreation

‘Chemical treatments, oil 
fi-om the streets fertilizer and 
geese (droppings), that stuff just 
washes m the water and it’s not 
good for the stream,” said Bob de 
Bear, Plymouth High School 
ecology teacher 

“When It rams really hard, the 
water runs into the storm sew­
ers, and all the storm sewers go 
into these streams and the into 
the lower Rouge,” said de Bear, 
pointing to a storm sewer outlet 
along the creek at The Park “I f  
you have high grass, it will stop a 
lot of the dirt and trap a lot of 
the chemicals, and keep them 
from going into the creek”

With that m mind, students 
and teachers planted trees, 
bushes and flowers — and put 
up bird boxes — to help restore 
the habitat along the creek, 
which should have an impact on 
the water quality 

The planting and bird boxes 
were bought with the help of a 
$63,000 grant from the U S
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Students found many kinds of little critters, including these Dsmselfly 
nymphs

Environmental Protection 
Agency and Pnends of the 
Rouge Other Plymouth-Canton 
schools sharing Idle grant includ­
ed West and Central middle 
schools, along with Field and 
Bentley elementary schools 

“The native trees, bushes and 
wildflowers will help filter pollu­
tants that make their way into 
the water from the parking lots,” 
said Zarate “There are a lot of 
spots along the creek where 
there is no vegetation So, all

the fertilizer and car oil gets 
washed nght m the water” 

Jeremy Raiford, 18, from 
Canton Township, realizes the 
importance of keeping the creek 
on school property clean, 
because of its connection to the 
Rouge River ‘I’ve seen people 
throw wrappers and milk car­
tons m the creek, they think it’s 
cool to watch them float in the 
water,” Raiford said “But, what 
they’re really doing is messing 
up the creek”

However, commissioners 
balked at that plan and sent 
developers packing, searching 
for another solution

After the developers 
announced the new proposal, 
planning commissioners voted 
6-1 to grant Freed preliminary 
approval of the planned unit 
development designation they 
were seeking ‘ I appreciate 
what you’ve done to try and 
maintain the historical aspects 
of the old windmill factory,” 
said planning Commissioner 
Richard Moyer, who was most 
vocal about last months change 
in plans

“I love the development,” said 
Commissioner Stephen Estey 
“It’s a great plan for downtown 
Plymouth

The two loft-style units in

the windmill factory building 
will be about 2,500 square feet 
A building housing 56 condo­
miniums and underground 
parking will be constructed 
behind the historic building 
The remainder of the project 
will include a  neighborhood 
made up of rowhouses, town- 
houses and flats The units are 
expected to sell from between 
$200,000-$400,000

‘ We wanted to create a  new 
neighborhood that linked the 
old with the new, and we want­
ed to keep some of the history 
of the site,” said Mark 
Baumgarten, Freed senior vice 
president of operations ‘ So, we 
named the properly Daisy 
Square, so that we are able to 
take the history of the site and 
let It live on ”

The lone dissenting vote on 
the planning commission came 
from Chair Margaret 
FitzGerald, who isn’t  totally 
convinced that once the

expansions to the windmill fac­
tory on either side are tom 
down, the project won’t still be 
just a facade of the original 
building ‘ I have some con­
cerns about the amount of the 
historical nature of the site,’ 
said FitzGerald “Much of the 
original walls on the sides don’t 
exist because of the expansion 
It’s not clear to me how much 
of the interior structure will be 
maintained But, I’m glad 
they’re saving something ’

FitzGerald was also con­
cerned the project will have too 
much siding, instead of mason­
ry, when completed, despite 
claims by developers the proj­
ect will be 30 percent bnck.

Despite that, FitzGerald said 
she’s pleased the site is being 
developed

‘It could have been a real 
problem for the city,” she said 
“The tax rolls that aren’t  active, 
a brownfield site that wasn’t 
being developed and an

The executive chef at E G 
Nicks in West Bloomfield 
planned to gnll for a party of 
150 people this weekend for 
radio station WYCD at the 
Downtovm Hoedown This 
year’s theme was a Texas-style 
barbecue

When summer unofficially 
kicks off with the Memorial Day 
weekend, it also means the gnlls 
will be fired up and grates 
brushed down for another sea­
son of outdoors cooking 

The National Cattleman’s Beef 
Association recommends the 
following Dress up lean and 
tender beef top lorn steaks (also 
called stnp steaks) with a full- 
flavored glaze of coarse Dijon- 
style mustard, black pepper and 
garlic complemented by the sub­
tle sweetness of apple juice 

For Agostini, it was another 
chance to cook some of his 
favontes barbecue chicken, nbs 
and pulled pork. “We do a rub, 
then a par bake before we put on 
the sauce,” Agostini said 

Agostini doesn’t  boil the nbs 
beforehand, as it draws the fla­
vors out of the meat “You do 
that when you create a  chicken 
stock for soup, but you don’t 
want that when you’re cooking 
baby back nbs,” Agostini said 
“You’re extracting all the flavors 
from the nbs Il^e tocover 
them and bake them with a little 
liquid smoke and water That

Agostini uses E G Nicks dry rub, a for­
mula of which he is not allowed to disclose, 
but for his own personal use, he likes a 
paprika base and herbs I like to put the 
emphasis on the nbs, not the sauce,’ 
Agostini said “I like to taste the sauce, but 
not bury the nbs ’

Conander, garlic and peppers are other 
ingredients used in the rub before baking in 
a convection oven at 350° for about 90 min­
utes The nbs are done when they can be cut 
with a  fork

“Ribs are one of those things people like 
to expenment with,’ Agostini said

For pulled pork, Agostini uses a pork 
shoulder cooked oh-so-slowly, similar to the 
nbs Some people bake it wilh beer, bour­
bon, mesquite flavonng or hickory flavoring, 
but Agostini likes a mixture of pork with 

onions, then a sauce of 
ketchup or mustard

do with It Basil was m the 
music business and knew 
nothing about balang bread 
So, he set about researching 
how it was made, hundreds of 
yeare before He spent untold 
hours m bread museums and 
resolved to reinstate Old World 
methods

Before long, the bakery was 
brought back to life and mag­
nificent loaves filled the 
shelves And people came 
How they came* They lined the 
streets for several blocks to 
enter the tiny bakery 

Was It Basil’s obsession? 
Maybe Or, more accurately, a 
passionate tour de force 

I ’ve found this is a  character­
istic of the great artisan bakers 
I’ve met in this country, too 

Michael London constructed 
a beautiful test bakery on the

New York State 

Already a master baker, he

Most people expect to get a little wind­

severe cases of asthma

Exercise can be a trigger for asthma, 
but with proper diagnosis, precautions 
and treatment, most asthmatics should 
be able to exercise regularly and safely, 
said Dr Clyde Flory, board member of 
the Michigan Chapter of the Allergy and 
Asthma Foundation of America located 
in Southfield

W h a t IS a s th m a ?

Asthma is an mflammatorv lung dis 
ease in which muscles surrounding the 
airways tighten become swollen and 
clogged from membranes secreting extra 
mucous, blocking air passages The 
results are often difficulty of breathing 
coughing and wheezing Although there is 
no cure for asthma, it can be controlled 

More than 18 million Americans, or 
approximately 7 percent of the popula 
tion, are reported to suffer from asthma 
With strenuous physical exercise, most of 
these individuals expenence asthma 
symptoms

W h a t IS exercise in d u c ed  a s th m a ^

Exercise can sometimes trigger symp­
toms in people with asthma However 
for some individuals, exercise is the mam 
trigger This is called exercise induced 
asthma (EIA), or exercise induced bron- 
chospasm (EIB) As we exercise, we 
breathe faster and the body s natural 
response is cooling of the airways said 
Flory

‘llie  airway cooling will cause bron 
chospasms in some people, said Dr S 
William Paris of Pans Allergy and 
Asthma Centers, located in Livonia and 
Farmington Depending on the time of 
the year cold dry air or certain allergens 
can also be the cause

There are two phases of EIA one 
phase that occurs early on, within 10 min­
utes of exercising, or a late phase 
response in which the individual expen 
ences difficulty of breathing shortly after 
exercise has stopped, said Pans Either 
phase can be controlled with medication

W h a t i s  th e  tr e a tm e n t f o r  E IA  ̂

Like the treatment of chronic asthma 
the key to treating EIA is proper diagno

Dr William Pans advises that exercise is good for asthma patients

SIS and pre-treatment By taking medica­
tion before exerasmg, narrowing of the 
airways can be avoided For individuals 
with EIA, a vanety of medications may 
be used Some of the medications most 
commonly used are bronchodilators, like 
albuterol or formoterol inhalers They 
can be used as a preventative measure, 
or as quick-acting relief, but it is impor­
tant to consult your doctor to learn what 
works best for you

Steroidal medications are typically 
only prescribed to chronic asthmatics 
whose asthma is out of control enough, 
or more severe, said Flory

A r e  there o th er  triggers?

Asthma can be either physically 
induced, or allergen-induced, said Pans 
In this case, immunotherapy (allergy 
shots) may also be an option for treating 
allergen induced asthma Some common 
allergens are pet dander from dogs or 
cats, ragweed pollen, dust mites and 
molds

This time of year tree pollen and 
molds are high, which can tngger wheez­
ing, said Pans An individual can be 
exposed to allergens, be exercising and 
start to wheeze The shortness of breath 
could be due to the allergens or the exer­
cise

Or if an individual has a cold or even a

respiratory or sinus infection, shortness 
of breath can result

S h o u ld  I  s to p  exercising^

Dont stop e^rasing, said Flory Many peo­
ple, indudi^ ̂ obal leaders, femous celebnties 
and athletes like Greg Louganis (Olympic 
diver) and Dominique Wifians ( N ^  basket 
ball p l^^) have asthma and exercise r^ularly

“Exerase of any kind improves the 
body’s oxygen uptake efficiency -  lung 
capacity, or amount of ojiygen you can 
consume -  and improves the lungs exer­
tion capability This is true for asthmat­
ics, or anyone,” said Flory

W h a t exercise is  best?

Swimming, said Flory and Pans 
Although, any type of exercise should do 
your body good when your asthma is 
under control Exercise should be a part 
of everyday life for all ̂ thmatics

If you think you may have ^ th m a  or 
exerase-induced asthma, by educating 
yourself about medications and other 
management strategies, you can control 
it and live an active life Even if you are 
not stnving for an Olympic medal or a 
World Championship, you should be able 
to exercise to your full potential with 
appropnate diagnosis and treatment 
ft“om an allergy and asthma specialist

Livonia Rotary hosts Mast polio victim' from Americas
Until now Luis Fermm the last polio 

victim in the Amencas is a child most 
have only seen through photographs and 
videos However, that changed a few 
years ago when Rotarians of District 
6400 had the opportunity to meet Luis 
at the District Conference in Traverse 
City Luis has been the inspiration 
behind much of the Distnct s polio eradi 
cation efforts

Luis visited the Livonia Rotary Club on 
Monday May 12

Luis was born to poor peasants who 
lived in abject poverty m the remote 
Peruvian mountains of Pichanaqui In 
1991,.at the age of 3, Luis was diagnosed 
with polio by a visiting Rotarian doctor

Two years later, Luis was spotted by 
Rotanans m Lima He was unable to 
attend the local school because of paraly­
sis and other medical conditions Peru’s 
National PolioPlus Committee offered to 
assist Luis, and with his parents bless­
ings, brought him to live in Lima, which 
held better prospects for a child with dis­
abilities

Luis IS a great symbol of the struggle 
for polio eradication, said Gustavo 
Gross past RI director and president of 
the polio eradication fund-raising cam­
paign (PEFC) effort in Peru and Ecuador

I take care of his education and health 
program said Gross, who, along with his 
wife, Dont, act as surrogate parents to

Luis ‘At present, he has teachers in the 
areas of language and psychological ther 
apy, pedagogic^ help, and physical reha 
bilitation ”

Part of the cost of Luis treatment and 
studies is being met with the help of U S 
and Canadian distncts For the Rotary 
years 2002-2004, Distnct 6400 has 
“adopted Luis ’

While Rotanans are on the dnve to 
eradicate polio throughout the world 
Dave Carpenter of the Wayne Rotary 
Club has volunteered to chair the Luis 
Fermm Fund

“I don t think we should forget those 
that Rotary didn t  get to m time, he said 
‘Luis IS not only a symbol of the help

needed by polio victims, but he is also a 
real live person m need

Distnct 6400 has committed to sup­
port Luis through the next two years 
Carpenter hopes to raise $24,000 to 
for ph5̂ ical therapy and additional oper­
ations A club member or anollier indi­
vidual could “sponsor a week of Luis’ 
care for $250 or a month for $1,000, he 
said

Luis puts a human face on the 
Rotanans polio eradication program and 
demonstrates the need to assist those 
\\ho the Rotary Polio Eradication pro­

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High blood pressure treatment guide co-written by U-M doctor
Last week m Washington,

D C , national health oflRcials 
unveiled a new road map” for 
finding and treating high 
blood pressure, and cutting the 
massive, deadly toll it takes 
each year on Americas health

Back in Ann Arbor, 
Michigan, a family doctor 
smiled

Dr Lee Green, a famfiy 
physician at the University of 
Michigan Health System, sees 
patients at the Bnarwood 
Family Practice Center Hes 
also a member of the elite 
committee that compiled and 
WTOte the new national guide- 
Imes for elevated blood pres­
sure and its more serious form, 
hypertension

Green was the only family 
physician and the only 
Michigan doctor to serve on 
both the 10-member executive 
committee and the entire 
national committee He lent 
his expertise as a primary care 
physician, as well as a clinical 
epidemiologist and specialist 
in evidence-based medicine 

It was good to bring the 
family doctor’s perspective to 
this effort, because family 
practitioners take care of most 
of the high blood pressure 
patients in the U S , Green 
says These guidelines give 
family doctors and general 
internists a cutting-edge tool 
for managing patients with 
elevated blood pressure and 
full-blown hypertension

A T O O L

The guidelines, which have 
been published m the J o u r n a l  
o f  th e  A m e r ic a n  M e d ic a l  
A sso c ia tio n ,  are designed to 
help doctors across America 
give the best-possible care to 
people with high blood pres­
sure, mcludmg those who still 
have a chance to stave off the 
condition through diet and 
exercise

According to federal govern­
ment health data, about 90 
percent of middle-aged

Americans will develop high 
blood pressure in their life­
time, and nearly 70 percent of 
people with high blood pres­
sure do not have it under con­
trol Many people with high 
blood pressure have no idea 
they have the condition High 
blood pressure and hyperten­
sion are closely linked to heart 
disease and stroke, the nation’s 
number one and number three 
most deadly diseases

The new report puts strong 
emphasis on optimal treat­
ment of high blood pressure 
with effective lifestyle changes 
and medications, and preven­
tion of full-blown hypertension 
in people who have elevated 
blood pressure or pre-hyper­
tension ’

Blood pressure is expressed 
in two numbers, one on top of 
the other, that measure the 
pressure of blood traveling in 
blood vessels, both dunng and 
between heartbeats The top 
number is the ‘systolic blood 
pressure, and the bottom num­
ber is the diastolic” blood 
pressure Pressures are meas­
ured m millimeters of mercury, 
or mm Hg

Pre-hypertensive people are 
identifi^ as those whose sys­
tolic blood pressure is between 
120 and 139 mm Hg, or whose 
diastolic blood pressure is 
between 80 and 89 mm Hg 
Hypertension is defined as 
greater than 140 mm Hg sys- 
tohc, or 90 mm Hg diastolic

MORE DANGEROUS

The new guidelines point 
out that in people older than 
50 years, systolic blood pres­
sure of more than 140 mm Hg 
IS a much more important risk 
factor for cardiovascular dis­
ease than elevated diastolic 
blood pressure

The authors also stress that a 
persons risk of developing car­
diovascular disease of any kind 
doubles each time their systolic 
blood pressure goes up 20 
units or their diastolic pressure

medication to control their 
blood pressure should take 
more than one medicine

The complex would build 
30 dairy farms from scratch 
with 3,000 cows each on a 
1,920-acre former alfalfa 
field in the Mojave ju st north 
of Barstow

The cow condos would 
include paved floors and cov­
ered stalls, complete with 
solar panels on the roofs A 
plumbing system would con­
tinually flush each dairy like 
a giant toilet since cows can 
produce 100 pounds of 
excrement a day 

Cow manure would be 
piped to a digester that 
would use bacteria to extract 
methane for fuel Using this 
process, a power plant in the 
cow town could generate 50 
megawatts of electricity 

The plant would be part of 
a giant energy complex that 
also would include a 550- 
acre solar power station and 
a pair of400-megawatt nat­
ural gas-fired turbines 

While digesters aren’t  new, 
they have never been used 
before on such a large scale 
in such a remote area 

Some dairy farmers ques­
tion feasibility of the propos­
al, while some environmen­
talists fear the cow complex 
wouldn’t  be as clean as 
Orlosky and Johns claim 

‘I’m not sure how excited 
the public IS going to be on a

threatened desert wetland 
when you have tens of thou­
sands of dairy cows and the 
associated stench and flies,” 
said Daniel Patterson, biolo­
gist for the Southwest Center 
for Biological Diversity

Even supporters concede 
putting 90,000 Holsteins in 
the midst of the desert is 
u n u s u a l

Nevertheless, the project is 
being propelled by two pow­
erful political currents -  the 
need to reduce agricultural 
pollution and the need to 
diversiiy and expand 
California's sources of elec­
tricity

Under a new state law, 
California is supposed to get 
20 percent of its energy from 
renewable sources by 2017

Power demand statewide is 
growing by 2 percent annual­
ly, and the state Energy 
Commission recently granted 
dairy farmers $8 million to 
develop alternative sources 
of energy

In the San Joaquin Valley, 
emissions from livestock 
waste are emerging as one of 
the leading causes of air pol­
lution in one of the smoggi- 
est places in the nation

‘ On the surface it seems 
crazy, but we have to start 
thinking outside the box,”

(AP) -  Voluntary water­
ing restrictions are less 
effective than mandatory 
rules, say University of 
Colorado researchers 

Doug Kenney, a 
resear^er at the Natural 
Resources Law Center and 
Roberta Klein of the Center 
for Science and Ibchnology 
Policy Research, studied the 
effectiveness of watering 
restrictions used last year by 
Front Range cities from 
Denver to Fort Collins 

Water use dropped, by as 
much as 56 percent, when 
cities instituted mandatory 
restnctions, Kenney said 
‘ But voluntary watenng 
restrictions, and large, 
aren’t  very helpful,” he said 

In Boulder and Thornton, 
m fact, total water use actu­
ally increased when those 
cities asked residents to 
conserve voluntarily 

Recently, Boulder’s City 
Council enacted voluntaiy 
restrictions, with city staff 
suggesting that could 
reduce water use by 10 per­
cent over past years 

Of SIX cities that used vol­
untary restrictions for at 
least a few weeks last sum­
mer, none came near to 
achieving a 10 percent 
reduction, according to the 
new report

Residents of Fort Collins 
and Westminster cut back 
by about 3 percent each, but 
lliomton’s total use went up 
by 7 percent, and Boulder’s 
was up by 2 percent m mid- 
Maj?i before watering 
restrictions went mandato­
ry, Kenney said

Communities here have 
gone to odd/even outdoor 
watenng restnctions m 
recent summers when 
drought-like conditions 
materialized

Of six cities that used 
voluntary restrictions for 
at least a few weeks last 
summer, none came near 
to achieving a 10 percent 
reduction.

utihties for the city of 
Boulder, said he thinks vol­
untary restnctions will 
result in more conservation 
this year because of 
increased awareness of this 
region’s drought-prone envi­
ronment

Moreover, city residents 
have cut back by more than 
10 percent for penods of 
time m the past, he said In 
1998, when a pipeline 
sprung a leak that disrupted 
the city's water supplies, 
Boulder residents cut back 
by more than 20 percent for 
several days

And I think people do 
understand that if we do not 
meet our 10 percent goal, 
then we will be forced to 
move back into mandatory 
restnctions,” Williams said

Kenney acknowledged 
that this year is different 
from last, and people now 
know, for example, that 
Kentucltybluegrass lawns 
don’t  need daily watenng

Overall, the new study 
showed that cities that go to 
twice-weekly watenng 
schedules (Fort Collins, 
Boulder and Louisville, last 
year) can expect to reduce 
water consumption by

Boating season is here now- finally - and we live m a state 
where that matters More than 1 million Michigan residents own 
boats

So this week I wanted to venture off the regular path a bit and 
address a timely issue for car and truck owners who also own boats 
how to tow one properly

'Ibv’ing a trailer or a boat isn t as easy as just mstallmg a hitch, 
hookmg It up, putting the car in dnve and making it go Nope 
There s actudly a lot to know before you trailer your boat or trader 
-  especially if it weighs more than 1000 pounds

hiere are three basic tbngs youll need to know before you 
start 1 What is the total weight you plan to trailer’ 2 Are there any 
safety requirements’ 3 Do you need to dnve any differently while 
towing’

There are several different types of hitches You need to know 
about those, too A small frame hitch can effectvely tow anythmg 
up to 1,000 pounds

For large loads, you D have to get a frame hitch or a weight-dis- 
tnbutmg hitch

A weight-distnbuting hitch is the best however, because it has 
stabilizing weights fiiat distnbute the weight of the trailer or boat 
evenly

(j^erally, the rule of thumb is that 60 percent of your load 
should be earned toward the front, the remaining in the back 

The same holds true with the type of vehicle you have If you re 
towing less than 1,000 pounds, nearly any vehicle can do that -- 
induing a subcompact like the Dodge Neon

But once you pass that 1,000-pound marker, you re gomg to 
need a larger vehide, and, depending on what you tow, a trailermg 
package on that vehicle Traileni^ packages can be ordered when 
you order your car Generally, they include special eqmpment like a 
heavy-duty coohng system, engine oil cooler, different axle ratio and 
heavy-duty suspension components

On a truck, a trailermg package can mdude a heavy hitch plat­
form, winng harness, heavy-duty shock absorbers, engine oil cooler 
and auxiliary transmission oil cooler

As you’re gettmg ready to haul your boat, it s a good time also to 
start paying better attention to your car’s extenor The easiest way 
to preserve that ongmal showroom look is to stnp off all old wax, 
dirt and gnme thats on it, giving the paint some luster

First, use a rubbing compound or commercial stopper found at 
most auto parts suppliers to remove existing dirt and gnme After

Even a sub compact like the Dodge Neon can tow up to 1,000 pounds.
that s been done, be sure to pick out a quality wax, paint sealant or 
paint protectant to put on your car Most brand names are a sure 
bet but take care to read all the mstructions before doing the initial 
application But don t stop there

Walk around your car and look carefully for any paint chips or 
small dents that have caused the paint to be removed Thke special 
care to inspect the front of your vehicle and m back of the wheel 
wells where road debns and stones could have chipped off small 
areas of pamt

If those small chips arent taken care of, next year those chips 
become rust spots You can get most colors of manufacturer paint 
selections at almost any auto parts store, but the best place to make 
sure Its a perfect match to the manufacturers is to get it fi'om your 
new car dealership A small investment in that little bottle of touch 
up pamt and a little bit of your time can prevent the headache of 
unwanted rust

Speaking of rust, mspect your car thoroughly for any spote of 
rust and get them repaired as soon as possible Small rust spots turn 
mto large rust spots m a matter of months dunng inclement weath 
er, even dunng spring rainstorms and summer thundershowers

Don’t Ignore other non-paint surfaces of your car, either Get a 
good chrome cleaner and pohsh and apply it liberally to every piece 
of chrome on your vehicle If you have mag wheels, be sure to pur­
chase a sealer to prevent any minute rust that may have formed dur­
ing the winter

The intenor of your vehicle should also get some heavy-duty 
attention (Hean all upholstery and carpeting by vacuuming it thor 
oughly, then wash it Purchase either a can of carpet/upholstery 
shampoo or rent a carpet machine to clean the mtenor Use the 
small upholstery attachment to get mto the smaller areas of your 
vehicle

When cleaning with a carpet machine, don t ignore the headlin­

er especially if you or your passengers smoke m your vehicle Not 
only does the thorough cleaning restore a fresh, clean smell to your 
m  I t  also lays the proper groundwork for application of a fabnc 
protectant or sealer Professional application of Scotchgard treat­
ment should also be considered Most auto dealers and reputable 
car wash establishments charge between $35 and $75 for profes­
sional Scotchgard treatment

Of course, the smartest mvestment anyone can make is a decent 
set of floor mats - for both the front and rear floors of your vehide. 
Nobody wants to lug a vacuum deaner or carpet machine out on a 
regular basis and its much easier to pick up the floor mats and vac 
uum or dean them inside the house The easiest, quickest and least 
expensive way to protect your cars extenor, however, is to wash it 
often

If you wash your car at home, be sure to always work in the 
shade When soap dnes on a vehides paint surface, its not only 
harder to remove but also causes spotting and streaking Be sure to 
pay special attention to the inside of the wheel wdls, where rusting 
often beans If you can take your vehide to a com operated spray 
wash at least once a month, using the pressure wash to dean all 
slush and snow out of the whed vrells

Avoid any automatic car washes with bnstle brushes, which tend 
to scratch and damage your paint Brushless, or cloth style car 
washes, are more gentle to the paint surface and tend to dean your 
car better

That $3 or $4 investment every week to dean the mud and dirt 
off your car pays off in the long run because it 11 be easier to sell your 
vehide fiirier down the road First impressions usually sell a 
prospective buyer Taking care of the extenor of your car will pay 
you a dividend when you sell it
