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City may reconsider underpass

County seeks more federal funds
in hopes of bringing Plymouth back

The City of Plymouth will get a second
chance to become the deciding factor in
whether or not the Sheldon Road under-

pass project becomes a reality

Wayne County officials plan to ask the
city commusston to reconsider 1ts April
21 vote to pull out of the $9 6 million
grade separation project Mike Darga,
division design manager for Wayne

County, said county officials are seeking
an additional $1 5 million 1n federal
highway funds to cover cost increases
that were being handed down to both
Plymouth and Plymouth Township

“The county would like to see the pro-
ect go ahead, so we've identified other
possible sources of funding that would
keep the cost to the city and townshup at
the ongmal estimates,” said Darga

That would mean the city’s share
would remain at the $503,250, while the

township’s share would be just over $1
million City officials pulled out of the
project when they were advised by the
county the city’s share would be
increased to $719,783 to cover increased
costs

The scent around the Plymouth-
Canton school bus yard on Mill Street 1s
more hike the aroma of freshly popped
popcorn than the usual odor of diesel fuel

The reason can be attributed to a new
standard of fuel being pumped 1nto the
district’s school buses, called biodiesel -
made from virgin vegetable ois such as
soybeans - which eliminates the black
smoke from the exhaust of the buses

“We've been using brodresel smce
December, and 1t’s been great for us,” saud
Melvin Latrue, the distriet’s darector of
transportation “We haven't had any

mecharnucal 1ssues, and 1t’s reduced a lot of
the toxic emussions that diesel fuel puts out

“The premium diesel we used before
met federal EPA (Environmental
Protection Agency) standards, but this
takes 1t to a higher level, Latnie said

According to industry reports,
biodiesel 1s the only alternative fuel that
has completed and met the EPA’s Tier 1
and Tier IT health effects testing Tier I
tested brodiesel’s sigmificant reductions
1n most regulated and unregulated ems-
sions, while Tier II tested the fuel’s non-
toxic effect on health

Kurt Miles, the district’s garage super-
wisor, saw an article on biodiesel and pre-
sented the information to Latme After

more research, Latme said he was sold

“Imtially, the plan was just to use 1t 1n
the winter and fall months,” said Latnie,
“‘but 1t’s been so good, and the health
advantages so tremendous, that we've
decided to continue to use 1t”

The health benefits were of prime con-
cern because teachers and students at
nearby East Middle School, which is a
stone’s throw from the bus yard, com-
plamned of becoming 1l as a result of the
haze of diesel smoke twice a day when
drivers warmed up therr buses

“Last year, and the beginning of this
(school) year, there were some teachers
who complamed that the diesel smell
was making them, and students, dizzy,”

New fuel eliminates hazardous fumes from buses

said Marsha Hoff, East principal “Since
they changed the fuel, I haven't had any
complaints, even with the windows open
the past several weeks”

Latnie said the health benefit associat-
ed with the new fuel was the turning
pointin decidingto  use biodiesel i all
of the district’s 122 buses

“I don’t think you can put a dollar
value on the health of students and
employees,” Latme said “The health
advantages outweigh the minimal addi-
tional costs associated with it And, pro-
ductivity from employees 1s improved
because they'’re not breathing n the

“I want to take a look at everyone whois a
director, assistant director or secretary to
see if they are all necessary,” he saxd “If
you're going to cut people, I want to cut
non-essential adminstrative positions
before you can get to the people who are
helping our kids — secretaries at the
schools, principals and teachers”

Another area of spending McCutcheon
would lIike to tackle 1s the athletic budget at
the lugh schools

“I haven’t seen any studies that correlate

varstty athletics with academic perform-
ance,” said McCutcheon “m not against
varsity sports, but not at a cost where we're
losing out on academics

“I'm more concerned about the number of
students who actually benefit from the
expenses of varsity athletics,” McCutcheon
added “I'd rather spend the money on low-
ering class size for kindergarten than put-
ting a football team on the field The school
district 1s in the business of educating stu-~
dents, not the entertamment business”

McCutcheon said he wants to know which
sports are self-funding, and questions why
the athletic budget mcludes three athletic

available, 1t would cover the cost
overruns being handed down to the

1,000 gallons of water used
However, 1t reduces its sewer
rate by 60 percent for two-
meter users, bringing the com-
bined bill down to $5 71 per
1,000 gallons

ann, who says the two-
meter system 1s cost prohibi-
tive, points out Plymouth
Township’s rate 1s $4 92 per
1,000 gallons

“There’s a $300 fee for the
second meter, plus you have to
get a permit and pay a private
plumber to mstall 1t,” Mann saxd

Mann also pointed out the
township’s sewer bill 1s based
on its total water usage, regard-
less of where that water ends

up, whether 1t goes down the
sanitary Sewer or is excess run-

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City, county leaders reach

agreement on DARTA pact

An agreement was reached
Thursday to form a Detroit
Area Regional Transportation
Authorty

The leaders of Wayne,
Oakland and Macomb coun-
ties and the city of Detront
agreed to begn steps to create
the new mass transit authon-
ty without waiting for
approval from the state legis-
lature

Wayne County Executive
Robert Ficano saxd that dis-
cusstons have been going on
with Gov Jenmifer Granholm’s
office for several weeks, with
Alan Helmkamp representing
Wayne County

“We worked through the
possibilities 1n informal dis-
cussions,” Ficano said “A first-
class urban area has to have a
transportation system we're
serious about It’s a quality of
hfe 1ssue”

Ficano said developing a
regional transit system was
crucial for creating jobs for
the area

The agreement, officially
between Regional
Transportation Coordinating
Council, which coordinates
city and suburban transporta-
tion, the Suburban Mobility
Authornty for Regional
Transportation, the suburban
transit system, and the City
of Detroit, was made under
the Urban Cooperation Act of
1967, which allows local gov-
ernments to come together to
form regional authorities

A bill authorizing formation
of DARTA was approved by
the state legislature last year
but vetoed by former Gov
John Engler just before he lef
office The bill was remtro-
duced this year but hasn’t
made any progress through
the legislature

“This was on Engler’s desk,
and he vetoed 1t on the last
day he was in office,” saxd L

Brooks Patterson, Oakland
County executive “In the last
couple months, 1t has been
getting chewed up 1n the leg-
islature, and lost a lot of the
prowisions 1n the original biil”

“In desperation, we took the
bull by the horns and did an
end around by using the
Urban Cooperative Act ’

Patterson hasn’t heard
much criticism from Lansing
about the move, and doesn’t
believe he will

“What's so wrong with hav-
ng a transit system that helps
the handicapped, the elderly
and the working poor?

Mix soba with lemon, soy and ginger

The Japanese eat more noo-
dles than any other dish Asm
Italy, the popularity of particu-
lar noodle dishes m Japan
varies widely by region But
that’s where the simlarity
between Japanese noodles and
Italian pasta ends

Soba, the word for both the
buckwheat grain from which
the noodles are made, and the
distinctive, thin, beige noodles
themselves, 1s associated with
Tokyo and northern Japan In
the US, as well as 1n Japan,
you can find soba made entire-
ly from buckwheat, though
noodles made from a combina-
tion of buckwheat and wheat
flour are more common

Pure buckwheat soba costs
considerably more because 1t 1s
far more difficult to make The
pure buckwheat vanety has no
elasticity, making 1t so hard to
handle that producing 1t by
hand takes years to master It
also requires special handling
to make industnally

All soba tastes nutty and
famtly bitter, but the more
buckwheat flour used, the
stronger the flavor Soba noo-
dles made with wheat flour are

milder tasting, and the wheats
gluten also makes them easier
to cook

While the full flavor of soba
makes 1t 1deal for simple dish-
es (1n Japan, 1t 1s frequently
served cold, accompanied by a
soy dipping sauce) 1t also
stands up to full-flavored dish-
es bike thas salad, which
mncludes shutake mushrooms,
salmon, green beans, and scal-
lions, plus a ginger-flavored
dressing

Always undercook soba,
leaving 1t still hard at the very
center Immediately rinse the
hot, drained pasta 1n cold
water to stop 1t cooking, and to
rinse off surface starch so the
noodles do not stick together
The cooked noodles keep 1n
the refrigerator, so you can do
all this ahead

UNHOLY GHOST: WRITERS

ON DEPRESSION

Edited by Nelf Casey (Perennial
$1395 paperback)

Judging by 1ts title, this
may sound like a depressing
read

Once you've finished this
eollection of 22 essays on the
experience of depression
(wnitten from within and
without), you'll be struck not
just by how clear-eyed 1its
approach, but how truly
hopeful s its overall impact

The late Michigan poet,
Jane Kenyon (who suffered
from bipolar disorder), once
wrote of depression “You are
certain to come again” But
as we see on these pages,
each of these writers has
faced down his or her
“Unholy Ghost” more than
once - to spot a glimmer at
the end of the tunnel, and
ultimately to tell us of their
harrowing, complicated jour-
neys (The title of the book 1s
from a poem by Kenyon, who
died of leukemia 1n 1995 )

“It 1s of great importance
that those who are suffering
a siege, perhaps for the first
time, be told — be con-
vinced, rather — that the ill-
ness will run its course and
that they will pull through,”
writes Wilham Styron in an
excerpt from Darkness
Visible, the well-known
account of his own bouts
with the disease

In this collection’s lead-off
essay, A Delicious Placebo,
Jane Heffernan writes of
how her depression appears

The difference 1n this match, which featured
Canton agamnst Salem for the first time 1n this millen-

That’s how much better the Rocks were this time
around They put two in the net in the first half and
got another 1n the second, then held off a determined
comeback effort by the Chiefs to gain their fiist
Western Lakes Activities Association soccer title
since 1987 by a 3-2 margin Wednesday at Canton

Salem, which beat Now1 Thursday, finished the reg-»

According to the American Society of Plastic
Surgeons, over 11 milhon Americans chose Botox last

One session lasts about 10 minutes, and the result 1s
a smoother, more youthful appearance

“The Iife expectancy 1s increasing,’ said Dr Michael
Freedland, a plastic surgeon at Machael H Freedland
Plastic and Reconstructive Surgery in Bloomfield Hills
“People still feel young at 60 and remain very active
They don’t want to look their age”

Botox 1sn't Just for older adults While 1t 1s approved
to treat facial lines and wrinkles 1n people age 18-65, the
ASPS reports highest use mn those between 35 and 50

The process 1s fairly ssmple, mimimally invasive, and
there’s no recovery time  Botox 1s administered through
small, precise imjections, and works by temporarily para-
lyzing the muscles that cause skim to wrmnkle

The effects last about four months, but Botox won’t

“Botox works best 1n the upper third of the face, 1n
the area between the eyes, on the crow’s feet - those
lines that form outside the eyes - and on the forehead,”

Botox 1s a purified and diluted form of botulinum
toxin A, a neurctoxin produced by clostridium
boluhnum ~ the bacteria that sometimes grows in
canned food, and, when 1ngested, causes botulism pot-

Risks are mimmal but can include allergic reaction,
headache, bruisig, numbness and swelling Also of
concern 15 a rare condition caused when Botox 1s
administered to patients with very loose skin on the

“If you use Botox on those patients, they’re not going
to be happy,” said Freedland ‘At the end of the day that
loose skin begns to droop over the eyes and they won't

Most practitioners recommend that patients seek a
health professional who will perform a comprehensive
evaluation and reduce the possibility of such complica-

‘I think 1t’s a good idea to go to a plastic surgeon,” said
Freedland ‘I can say to that patient ‘I can do the Botox,
but heres what mught happen’ In those cases, I can rec-
ommend other options for that particular patient”

Hospice care 1s a way for patients and
therr families to cope wath and take com-
fort from facing the end of hife But
admitting that a life-limiting 1llness 1s
present i yourself or a loved one 1s a dif-
ficult step to make The natural response
to facing a terminal diagnosis can be a
shocking and emotionally stressful time
The aim of hospice care all over the
world 1s to ease patients and thewr fami-
hes through this tume, in as comfortable
a setting as possible

Earher referrals to hospice care can
greatly increase the comfort and decrease
the pamn of terminally 11l patients Itis
not necessary for a patient’s doctor to
refer them to hospice care A patient can
enicler hospice by their own decision and
Wi

“We realize that 1t s a hard call to
make for some people, because a change
1s happening and they aren’t always

ready to accept that But famlies of our
patients always say they wish they had
found us sooner, Winkler said “We can
be the eyes and ears of your doctor, we
can bring everything to you while you
stay at home and avoid long and expen-
stve hospital stays Our focus 1s on the
emotional and physical care of patients,
not just treating their illness”

The contmuation of a happy, healthy,
pan-free life 15 also a primary goal of
hospice care Dame Cicely Saunders,
founder of the first modern hospice m
London 1n 1968, said “You matter to the
last moment of your life, and we wall do
all we can, not only to help you die
peacefully but to live until you die”

No one wants to die alone or 1n pain
And few would choose to die m imper-
sonal surroundings, hooked up by tubes
to machines, and cut off from their fami-
ly and friends and everythung famihiar to
them Hospice assures all its patients
that they will not die 1n this manner
Rather they will spend therr last
moments at home, alert, free of pain, and
among the people and things they love

In 1999 nearly 2 4 mitlion Americans
died Ofthose who chose to receive hos-
pice care, 78 percent were able to spend
therr last days at home, or 1 a home-hike
environment, with their family and
friends gathered around them

WHAT IS HOSPICE?

The hesitancy on the part of patients
toward hospice care often stems from
two sources first, they are afraid to
accept that they are, 1n fact, facing the
end of life, and two, they are not aware of

Frequently asked questions
about hospice care

When should a decision about entering a
hospice program be made - and who should
make it?

At any time during a life-limiting
1llness, 1t 1s appropriate to discuss all
of a patient s care options, mcluding
hospice By law the decision belongs
to the patient Many people are
uncomfortable with the 1dea, they
wish to continue their treatment and
beat their illness Hospice staff
members are highly sensitive to these
concerns and are always available to
discuss them with the patient, family,
and physician

Can a hospice patient who shows signs of
recovery be returned to regular medical
treatment?

Certanly If improvement in the
condrtion oceurs and the disease seems
to be mn remission, the patient can be
discharged from hospice and return to
aggressive therapy or go on about s
or her daily ife Patients are also free
to discontinue hospice care without
signs of recovery If at any time the
patient no longer wishes to receive
hospice care, regardless of the current
status of their 1llness, they can
withdraw from hospice

How difficult is caring for a dying loved one
at home?

Caring for a dying family member 1s
never easy, in fact, 1t 1s often difficult
At the end of a long, progressive
illness, mghts especially can be very
long, lonely and scary Hospices have
staff available around the clock to
consult with the family and to make
mght visits as appropniate In addition,
the hospice team adwvises the farmly 1n
how to care for their loved one at the
time of admission

What specific assistance does hospice
provide to home-based patients?

A team of doctors, nurses, social
workers, counselors, home health
axdes, clergy, therapists, and volunteers
cares for hospice patients ~ and each
provides assistance based on his or her
area of expertise In addrtion, hospices
help provide medications, supplies,
equipment, hospital services, and
additional help 1n the home, as
appropnate

Ephedra-based
supplements do
more harm than good

Over-the-counter dietary
supplements containing
ephedra do more harm than
good and should be removed
from the market, according to
the American Heart
Association

In comments submitted to
the Food and Drug
Admimstration (FDA), the
Amencan Heart Association
supported the FDA proposal to
limit the manufacturing and
marketing of ephedra-based
dietary supplements, but stat-
ed 1ts own view that the
dretary supplements contain-
g ephedra, a potent stimulant
used m many over~the-counter
weight loss and bodybulding
products, should be banned
The association also recom-
mends that, i the meantime,
consumers should consult with
their doctors before using
products contaimng ephedra

“Ewvidence continues to grow
that the dangers posed by these
dietary supplements far out-
weigh any potential benefit
that they may have,” saxd
American Heart Association
President Dr Robert O
Bonow, “Consumers who take
these products may think they
are domng something good for
their health, but the truth 1s
they may be putting themselves
at serious risk”

Supplements contaimng
ephedra are often used to
enhance athletic performance
and to lose weight, but a recent
RAND Institute study mndz-
cates that there is no ennidence
that these supplements actual-
ly improve athletic perform-
ance In addition, there 1s not
sufficient long-term evidence
of the safety or efficacy of these
{)roducts when used for weight

oss

“The short-term studies that
have shown shight decreases n
weight were performed 1n con-
trolled settings and cannot be
used to predict safety and effi-

cacy for the population at
large,” Bonow explained

The side effects associated
with these products are prima-
nly cardiovascular-related A
review of FDA data on report-
ed events indicates lgh blood
pressure, stroke, heart attacks
and death linked to ephedra
use The American Heart
Assocation behieves that these
reported events are merely the
t1p of the 1ceberg

“There 1s no such thing asa
magic weight-loss pill and any-
one who takes these products
looking for a quick fix 1s mis-
leading themselves,” said
Bonow “Maimntamng a healthy
weight 1s good for the heart
and for overall health, but
bemg thin 1s not worth risking
your iife There are healthy
ways to achieve weight loss
goals and anyone who 1s con-
cerned with losing weight
should consult their doctor to
find out how they can do this
without putting themselves at
risk”

The American Heart
Association made 1t clear that
1ts comments refer only to
over-the-counter dietary sup-
plements, not prescrnption
drugs containing ephedrine
nor over-the-counter “drugs”
containing pseudo-ephedrine
(such as many non-prescrip-
tion cough and cold meds-
cmes) These over-the-counter
drugs are regulated by the
FDA, but there are relatively
few standards or guidelines for
the manufacture and market-
mg of dietary supplements
The lack of standards means
that consumers can’t be sure
how much ephedra these sup-
plements actually contain and
whether they contain other
compounds with possible haz-
ardous health effects

Bonow concluded that a
complete ban 1s needed to fully
protect consumers from tius
dangerous product
