Four acres of beachfront property near Katharine Hepburns home will become 
protected land for public use, according to

Hepburn, who died at 96 last month at 
her waterfront home in the Fenwick sec­
tion of Old Saybrook, left 417 acres of 
land to the east of her driveway for exclu­
sively public purposes’

Hepburn s will was filed Ffiday with the 
towns probate court 

The document, written in 1992, asks 
that no memorial service or funeral be 
held for her Instead, the intensely private
