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Korean War 
vets remember
Reunion chance to rekindle friendships

It’s known as the “Forgotten War” 
However, two Plymouth Township 

residents recently discovered Korean 
War vets, 50  years later, are still being 
remembered

Joe Burman, 72, was one o f 400  
selected veterans from the United 
States to visit South Korea in July to 
celebrate the 50th anniversary o f the 
signing o f the armistice, which ended 
the war July 27,1953 

“It was a free trip, Burman said “I 
had a free trip more than 50  years 
ago, but this was more pleasant It 
was very exciting”

Burman saw an advertisement m  
the American Legion magazine, look­
ing for veterans to join  in commemo­
rative celebrations with dignitaries
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Bob Brooks and Albert Stiowaiter talk about 

the ir Korean War experiences

and current m ilitary personnel, as 
w ell as veterans from the 21 other 
countries that participated m the 
Korean conflict Burman sent ?n an 
application, and was picked via a lot­
tery

Part o f the tn p  included visiting the 
Dem ilitarized Zone m  Panmunjom, 
where the arm istice was signed 

“Outside, there’s a line where our 
guards and the North Koreans stare 
each other down,’ Burman said “We 
w ent into the conference room, there’s 
a long table w ith a line down the mid­
dle, where the North Koreans sit on 
one side and the United Nations per­
sonnel on the other 

“It’s a real tense situation,’ he 
added “They told us that when we 
saw  a North Korean guard, don t stare 
at them , don’t make eye contact with 
them , don’t  wave at them, don t do 
anything because it could cause an 
incident ’

BATTLE-BOUND

Burman, a U  S Army intelligence 
specialist, remembered deciding not 
to  enlist after he was discharged from  
the National Guard at the age o f 20 

“I sa d  no i id 13 days later I was 
drafted went to basic training and 
then got sent to Korea he said On 
the way, we stopped in Japan and had 
to  exchange our new uniforms for 
older, patched uniforms because we 
w ere going into battle

Burman said he spent about three

Rezoning draws neighbors' ire

There’s good news and bad news 
for residents bordenng a proposed 
development near Canton Center 
and Ann Arbor Trail 

The good news is the developer, 
Frank Bauss, has withdrawn his 
petition to rezone a parcel o f land R- 
1F, on which he planned to develop 
roughly four units per acre 

The bad new is, he’s put in another 
request for an even higher density 

Its  the latest development m a 
rezonmg battle over property Bauss 
wants to develop adjacent to the 
Beacon Hill subdivision along Ann

Arbor Trail The discussion bubbled 
over at the last Plymouth Township 
Planning Commission meeting, 
where residents made their displeas­
ure known

The dispute has been quite some 
time coming According to township 
officials, his request for rezonmg 
originally came back m the mid- 
1990s, and the planning commission 
tabled it

It was brought back up recently, 
when Bauss asked to rezone the 
property from R-1H, which calls 
roughly for two parcels per acre, to 
R-lS which roughly doubles that

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Move over, CSI: Two teachers 
take on crime-busting study

That's a mock crime scene behind them

Two Plymouth-Canton 
Educational Park teachers took 
part in a forensic science work­
shop this summer at a famed 
Connecticut criminal lab run by 
Dr Henry Lee

Canton resident Marcia Lizzio, 
a biology teacher at Salem, and 
Karen Ludema, a math teacher at 
Plymouth, were in Connecticut 
this past summer at the invitation 
of Pfizer, Inc the giant pharma 
ceutical company with labs in Ann 
Arbor

They took part m a two-week 
workshop on criminal forensic sci­
ence at the Connecticut 
Department o f Public Safety 
Forensic Science Laboratory in 
Meriden

Among the highlights were a 
meeting with Dr Lee, the 
Taiwanese policeman who arrived 
in America nearly penniless and 
who ultimately became a world- 
renown forensics expert

High school math and science 
teachers'were encouraged by 
Pfizer to apply for the workshops 
Lizzicfteaches three forensic sci­
ence units in her biology classes, 
including DNA fingerprinting, 
ABO blood typing", and a real-life 
crime scene mystery

“They don’t  usually let civil­
ians in their crime lab, Lizzio said 
W e had lectures about real cases, 
and labs in the afternoon The 
fourth day each weekwe had a 
mock crime scene to work on”

Forensic science has moved to 
the forefront o f the news because 
of such things as the O J Simpson 
case, the two CSI television shows, 
and the popularity of writers like 
Patncia Cornwell and Kathy 
Reichs, a real-life forensic anthro­
pologist who writes mysteries

The mock crimes were a 
break-in and death one week, and 
payroll theft at a gas station office 
the next The workshop includ­
ed crime scene investigation, evi­
dence collection and courtroom  
testimony

At one point Ludema had to

become an expert witness
1 had to give courtroom testi­

mony and the attorney really 
badgered me She was tough, and 
she was doing her best to discredit 
me,” Ludema said

Ludema played a sketch artist 
for the prosecution ‘I wasn t there 
to prove anything just give facts ’ 

The sessions also included lab 
processing o f biological evidence 
such as DNA, body fluids and 
blood spatter patterns, as w ell as 
chemical/trace analysis o f hairs, 
fibers, paint and glass and drug 
and toxicological screening The 
fifth day of each o f the two weeks 
involved job shadowing at Pfizer’s 
Groton, Connecticut research and 
development lab

A third workshop that covers 
such things as fingerprinting and 
arson will be held next summer 
and both teachers expect to go A  
second week would involve a visit 
to the Virginia Institute of 
Forensic Science and Medicine, a 
training ground for forensic scien 
tists

The Institute was founded m 
1999 m part using a grant from 
author Cornwell

Lizzio would like to expand 
her three biology units into a full 
semester high school class She 
has been discussing the idea with 
the district administration and 
hopes they might approve such a 
class for the 2005-2006 school 
year Students taking such a 
course would probably have to 
take biology and chemistry first, so 
it would be limited to seniors, or 
to juniors who started their high 
school science sequence early 

These (workshops) was way 
beyond my expectations and we 
met incredibly nice people,” Lizzio 
said ‘I had experiences I never 
would have had, and I would like 
to do more o f it”

Ludema called forensic sci­
ence a fascinating way for 
teenagers to learn It is an amaz­
ing way to teach science and sta­
tistics,” Ludema said She teaches 
AP calculus and an algebra-geom- 
etry-statistics class She notes that 
forensic science often involves 
math, especially the statistics such 
as those validating DNA method­
ology and analysis

The message is that science is 
way cool, Ludema said

Plymouth High social studies 
teacher Beth Savalox, who 
worked with Panzek to write the 
grant proposal, said the grant 
will support the program over a 
three-year period

“The purpose o f the grant is to 
update teachers on their current 
content knowledge of U S histo­
ry,” said Savalox “Our teachers 
will be learners, then responsi­
ble for passing on that knowl­
edge to students”

The social studies teachers’ 
institute, which will mainly be 
held during the summer 
months, will partner with the 
University o f Michigan- 
Dearbom, Schoolcraft College, 
The Henry Ford and the 
Plymouth Historical Museum

“We’re going to have a nation­
ally recognized professor come 
to deliver a theme, and then 
have university professors come 
to help us with research for our 
unit lesson plans, and help us to 
create bibliographies o f reading 
lists for teachers,” said Savalox. 
“The museums will help us in  
the research and acquisition of 
historically correct artifacts — 
such as clothing or political but­
tons — that will be kept at each

school “Field trips are becom­
ing rare because o f the costs, so 
this is a good way to bnng histo­
ry to the students,” she said

The grant procedure began 
with the help o f Dominic Aquila, 
dean of liberal arts at 
Schoolcraft College Aquila had 
been reviewing the same kinds 
of grant proposals for the 
Department o f Education the 
past two years, and knew it 
could bnng huge amounts o f 
money to winning school dis­
tricts

“I was on the alert, trying to 
find a school district that would 
want to take on the project,” said 
Aquila “I knew o f Beth 
Stewart’s (Plymouth Historical 
Museum director) work from  
the Plymouth Leadership pro­
gram last year, and we 
approached Plymouth-Canton 
to see if  they were interested

“I met with them (Savalox and 
Panzek) over the course o f w nt- 
irig the proposal, giving them  
the benefit o f what I knew the 
Department o f Education was 
looking for,” said Aquila “I 
thought it was a supenor pro­
posal It had all the elements 
that were in the best proposals 
I’ve read over the past two 
years”

Stewart said it will be a great 
opportunity for the museum to

help with teacher training 
“We’ll help facilitate some o f 

the training workshops, to open 
the doors to what is available m 
terms o f local resources in muse­
ums, libraries and archives,’ said 
Stewart, “as w ell as help kids 
with primary sources of 
research”

There were 425 applications 
for the grants nationwide, and 
the state o f M ichigan had only 
four winning proposals 

“We require that schools work 
in partnership with entities that 
have professional histonans, 
linking them with teachers, said 
Christine Miller, team leader for 
the Teaching American History 
Grant Program “Plymouth- 
Canton was strong with its part­
nerships with the University o f 
Michigan and The Henry Ford ” 

Panzek said she’s hoping the 
program will continue longer 
than the federal grant money 

“If the school district finances 
get better, we may be able to 
support it for a fourth year,” she 
said

The program will be open to 
all social studies teachers at the 
middle and high school levels 

Savalox w ill leave her teaching 
position to become co-director 
of the grant, beginning in 
November

But residents surrounding the 
proposed development balked at 
that, prefem ng Bauss keep some 
open spaces

“(Bauss) has property nghts, 
he builds beautiful homes, he 
should go ahead and build 
them,” said Arthur Kamz, a 
Lighthouse Court resident who 
opposed the rezonmg at the 
planning commission meeting 
“He bought it at that density, he 
should build it at that density I 
respect his property nghts, he 
should respect ours ”

Bauss maintains developing 
the property at its current zon­
ing wouldn’t  be profitable, and 
that his desired zoning would 
have been a suitable compro­
mise, since it would still have 
been less than the township’s 
own master plan calls for

“The masterplan calls for 6-

10 units, (but) I’m a house 
builder, and I was thinking more 
about h ou sesB au ss said “But 
with that zoning (request), the 
people went nuts on it,”

According to township com­
munity development director 
Shirley Barney, the master plan 
does call for the property to be 
zoned R-2A, multiple-family 
That use permits family 
dwellings, townhouses and 
multi-family structures such as 
apartments

Kamz said Bauss was trying to 
force the issue by threatening to 
put up apartments or other 
rental housing in an effort to get 
the rezonmg through the plan­
ning commission If it was a 
threat, Bauss has earned 
through with it

‘I’ll have to decide whether I 
put in rental housing, or con­
dos,” Bauss said “It is m ultiple­
housing, so I have to decide It 
might be a mixture ”

Plymouth Township

Supervisor Steve Mann said this 
week the township will consult 
its attorney to see what, if  any­
thing, can be done

“We are reviewing the master 
plan to see what provoked that 
land to be planned as multi- 
family, because it doesn’t  seem  
to make sense,” Mann said “It’s 
such a small, narrow parcel and 
it backs up to residential zones 
you wouldn’t think would be 
conducive to a multi-family set­
ting”

Bauss said he would likely 
fight any attempt to change the 
zoning, or deny his request

“What they really want is 
nothing there They’d like it just 
the way it is, but it isn’t  going to 
be that way” Bauss said “You’ll 
find more municipalities are los­
ing in court Planning commis­
sions play games that they really 
have no business doing, town­
ship boards do things they wind 
up getting sued for, and the 
developers are winning ’

‘‘M ost o f the commissioners 
are in the Ann Street area, and 
we thought we should balance 
it o ff by having someone from  a 
different neighborhood,” 
G uilliom said “I had the m ost 
financial experience, so I drew  
the short straw”

Guilliom said he believes h is 
financial experience — 13 years 
as an assistant divisional con­
troller for Johnson Controls — 
w ill help the city as it ponders 
what to do about a $ 1 2  m illion  
budget deficit next year, and 
projected deficits the next four 
years

“I don’t  see any magic solu­
tions,” Guilliom said “I think 
it’s going to mean service and 
staff cuts, the things w e don’t  
want to do

“That’s where my back­
ground as a financial analyst 
w ill help, because I’ve had to 
make a lot o f  those tough deci­
sions before,” he added “I don’t 
want to  get into the habit o f 
asking people for more money 
because we can’t  manage our 
costs You have to com e up w ith  
creative ways to cut ”

Guilliom said despite the 
city’s financial woes, it’s not yet 
tim e to increase taxes, and he’ll 
“probably not vote for” the 
upcoming Headlee override tax 
proposal on the N ov 4  ballot 

“I don’t  think it has much 
chance o f passing,” Guilliom  
said “And even i f  it does pass, 
my focus would be to m inim ize 
its impact to  avoid any tax 
increase at all, if  we could 

“The hardest thing that faces 
this com m ission is how  do we 
deal with the budget problems 
we’re going to have, given the 
fact that we’re m  a no-growth 
situation, our incom e w ill be 
flat — despite the fact our 
property values are going up,” 
Guilliom added “Our key costs 
are people driven, and everyone 
knows what’s going on with 
medical costs and pension 
costs”

Guilliom said he really does­
n’t  blame anyone for the finan­
cial crisis that faces the city 

“It would be wonderful if  the 
state weren’t  cutting its funding 
to us,” he said “But, it’s  nothing 
the com m ission has done ”

On the other hand, Guilliom

said the com m ission appears to  
have avoided making d ie tough 
decisions

“The truth is, the com m ission 
has been worried about th is for 
a couple o f years, and I really 
haven’t  seen the painful cuts,” 
he said “Obviously, they don’t 
feel like their backs are against 
the w all”

W hile Guilliom  said there are 
no sacred cow s in  the budget, 
he does believe the city needs to 
protect its police and fire serv­
ices

“I’m  not saying you can’t 
approach ways to save money 
in  those areas, but the basic 
service has to  be there,” 
Guilliom  said “And you have to  
focus on the infrastructure You 
ju st can’t  let the streets go ” 

Guilliom  added he’d like to 
see neighboring com m unities, 
w hich enjoy many o f the city’s 
festivals and events, throw  
som e cash into the coffers 

“A  lot o f the surrounding 
com m unities benefit from the 
good works the city o f 
Plym outh does, and we’re going 
to have to  figure out som e rela­
tively painless way to get some 
incom e from  those communi­
ties that benefit from what we 
do,” Guilliom  said “I don’t 
know  how  to  do that, yet ”

And as w ith many current 
city com m issioners, Guilliom is 
against funding the Sheldon 
Road-CSX underpass 

“Personally, I don’t  think it’s a 
great investm ent o f our money,” 
G uilliom said “Iffinancial 
tim es were good, maybe But 
they’re n ot”

Guilliom  said he’d like to set 
up a subcom m ittee “to look into 
how  we can encourage a sense 
o f community, encourage block 
parties and Easter egg hunts, 
and work w ith the Plymouth 
Newcom ers to  welcom e people 
into the community 

“I’m  not com ing to this com­
m ission w ith any axe to grind, 
I’m  not a special-interest candi­
date,” he added “I’m  just a reg­
ular Joe w ho wants to make 
sure the city continues with the 
tradition o f excellent manage­
m en t”

Along w ith Guilliom, other 
candidates for the city com m is­
sion include incum bent Dan 
Dwyer, Peter Bunting, M ichele 
Potter and Dave Workman

months in  Korea, at tim es 
above the infamous 38th 
Parallel, before the armistice 
was signed ‘“You’re so scared,” 
he said “If som eone says 
they’re not, they’re either lying 
or crazy

“You were always worried 
about being killed or, even 
worse, captured,” Burman 
added “They (the enemy) were 
brutal”

And when the armistice vfras 
signed, relief was savored by 
the troops

“Until then, both sides were 
firing as much as they could 
Then there was dead silence,’ 
Burman recalled “It was real 
eene, but there weren’t any 
incidents after that Everybody 
was happy it was over with 
Nobody wanted to be the last 
man killed in  the war”

Burman said before the sum­
mer trip, he really had no desire 
to go back to Korea, h is mind 
filled w ith “bad memories” of 
winters w ith temperatures 
reaching 40-below  zero — “The 
water in  my canteen froze,” 
Burman recalled — or the 
extremely hot summer he 
endured during his 18-monthi 
stay, which ended just after 
Christmas 1954

However, the excursion 
changed his mind

“Everywhere we went, they 
applauded and thanked us,’ 
Burman said “The last tim e I 
was there, it was all bombed 
ou t But the new (South) Korea 
has traffic jam s, a subway sys­
tem and modern shopping cen­
ters, ju st like we have here ”

Burman admitted the hatred 
he once felt has now subsided 
“I can’t call them  my enemy 
anymore," he said

W ith a tear in his eye, and a 
long pause to compose him self, 
Burman — who said he gener­
ally doesn’t  talk about the war

— said it was an em otional 
week

“W hile at the national cem e­
tery to honor the Unknown 
Soldier, w e all marched up to 
put a carnation on the grave,” 
Burman said “That was em o­
tional ”

As for being a part o f the for­
gotten war, Burman said it 
would be nice to  be rem em ­
bered alongside the veterans 
from World War II and the 
Vietnam War

Nobody m entions it,’ he 
said “I think we were too quiet 
It was a job we had to do, to 
help people we never m et, then 
we came back hom e, put on our 
other clothes and w ent back to 
work

“W hen we cam e back hom e, 
there weren’t  any parades, and 
we didn’t ask for any,” he added 
“We were just glad to be out 
and alive ”

M eanwhile, a b it closer to 
home — at Atlantis Restaurant 
in Plymouth Township — more 
than two dozen Korean War 
veterans m et last month as part 
o f a bi-annual reunion 

The 518th Ordnance M enial 
M aintenance Co was hosted 
this year by Bob and Mary 
Brooks o f Plymouth Township 
The group gets together every 
other year to keep m touch 

“This is outstanding,” said 
Bob Brooks, 73, who was 
attending his second o f the four 
reunions held by the 518th 
“You look at these guys and you 
say, ‘This isn’t the guy I knew m  
Korea”

The reunions were started 
mainly from a desire to see 
each other after decades o f not 
communicating 

“It was sim ply a desire to see

the guys again,” said Albert 
Showalter, 74, who m ade the 
trip from  Taylorville, 111 ‘It’s 
been so rewarding to  see 
friendships renewed, like they  
never dropped off”

N ick Dim , from  Apopka, F la , 
said each visit brings w ith it 
m em ories that have been sup­
pressed since the conflict

“Every tim e w e get together, 
w e talk about som ething you 
think didn’t happen, but it did,” 
D im  said “We were w ith these 
guys 24 hours a  day They’re 
like fam ily”

This year, each o f the Korean 
War vets received an American 
flag flown atop the Capitol m

much less a household word But 
Spencer Abraham was much in 
demand after 50 m illion people 
suddenly lost power on a swelter­
ing August day

“My first reac-

was, was that it 
was going to be 
alon g night,” he 
said wryly It 
has been a long 
few  weeks since,

Lessenberry 1 sarcastic ques-

eyebrows from  
reporters and regular people 

That’s because there are still no 
dear answers “The question is 
not just what started it,” he said 
“It’s why the things that were sup­
posed to prevent its spread failed 
to happen”

The energy secretary was in 
Detroit for last week’s U  S -Arab 
Economic Forum, where 
Abraham, a 51-year-old Lansing 
native who is the son o f Lebanese 
immigrants, was keynote speaker 
During an interview, the former 
U S senator promised the ongo­
ing investigation would be far 
more thorough than any previous 
blackout probe 

“We aren’t  going to jump to 
condusions,” he vowed He is rea­
sonably sure there was no sabo­
tage, and believes now that plant 
operators are functioning at a 
much higher state o f alert 
Nevertheless, when asked if  
another outage could happen 
tomorrow, he isn’t  able to  say no 
“Until we know all the answers to 
why it happened, we can’t judge 
as to how much we can do to pre­
vent it,” he said

Though the blackout has made 
for some sleepless nights, one 
senses the energy secretary loves

his job — even though it was one 
he twice tried to abolish, during 
the six years he spent m the 
Senate After losing a dose race to 
Debbie Stabenow m 2000 — a 
contest many state Republicans 
think he booted — his political 
career seemed over

Then on New Year’s Eve, 
President-elect Bush called him, 
and he was on a plane to Texas 
the next morning T enjoy this 
job very much,” he enthuses “It 
may be die most diverse and most 
fascinating post in the cabinet”

H e may be right about that 
What most Americans don’t real­
ize is worrying about the power 
grid is not the main part o f what 
die Energy Department does 
The lion’s share o f its $23 billion 
budget is dedicated to servicing 
the nation’s vast arsenal o f an 
estimated 10,000 nuclear war­
heads

“My most important responsi­
bility is to annually certify to the 
president that our nudear stock­
pile is safe, reliable and secure,” 
Abraham said “Most people don’t 
know it, but we run die nudear 
weapons program ” That arrange­
m ent was set up decades ago, in 
part to mask the true cost of the 
Pentagon budget

Once, that meant inventing 
deadly new systems These days, 
stewardship o f the world’s most 
frightening weapons means wor­
rying over the safely and reliabili­
ty o f an aging nudear stockpile, 
and finding ways to make sure 
the warheads still work without 
testing them Though the United 
States never ratified the 
Comprehensive Test-Ban Treaty, 
it has been observing a voluntary 
moratorium for more than a 
decade Additionally, without 
much publicity, the U S Energy 
Department has been providing 
security for Russian nudear sites 
— something fiction writers 
would have seen as unimaginable 
two decades ago Moscow is 
broke, and helping Russia lock

down its nukes is something 
Abraham considers “a pivotal 
issue obviously, if  these kinds o f 
materials were to fall into the 
hands o f terrorists, it would be 
disastrous’

Quietly the United States has 
also been building some tradi­
tional energy plants for the 
Russians

The Energy Department wor­
ries about more than nudear 
nations “Almost every country m 
the world has medical isotope 
programs, and a lot o f them have 
radioactive material o f non­
weapons grade’ that, neverthe­
less, could be used to make a so- 
called “dirty bomb if it  fell into 
the wrong hands, he notes

The job could almost have been 
tailor-made for Abraham, the son 
of blue-collar parents whose abili­
ties got him through first 
Michigan State, then Harvard 
Law School He hdped success­
fully retool the Michigan 
Republican Party m the 1980s, 
and won a Senate seat in the GOP 
landslide o f1994 But while he 
won bipartisan praise for his 
statesman-like work on immigra­
tion issues, back hom e they 
grumbled he w asnt tending local 
fences and schmoozing con­
stituents In die end, he lost his 
re-dection bid despite outspend- 
m ghis opponent nearly 2-1

Don t expect him  to plunge 
back into the dected arena soon, 
or probably ever Spencer 
Abraham makes it quite clear 
that if  President Bush is re-elect­
ed, he d be happy to stay where he 
is I really am fully committed to 
this job as long as the president 
wants me to work for him. My 
guess is that the president feels 
die same way and will, at least 
as long as the power stays on

o f his offer to spend $200 mil­
lion to build 15 charter high 
schools for Detroit is another 
sad example o f how  petty poli­
tics, an excess o f ego and deep- 
seated mistrust are slowly 
strangling our major city 

Thompson withdrew his 
generous offer after weeks of 
political dealing between Gov 
Jennifer Granholm and the

restore control o f Detroit 
Public Schools to the residents 
o f the city

It seemed that a compro­
m ise was in the works when it 
all fell apart

The Detroit schools have 
long been a disaster The 
buildings are crumbling Many 
o f the students come from dys­
functional fam ilies, cnm e-nd- 
den neighborhoods, dismal 
and long-term poverty And 
though many Detroit teachers 
are hard-working and 
extremely dedicated, many 
others arebum ed-out, cynical 
and self serving 

The unionized teachers 
showed their lack o f sensitivity 
to anything but their own 
futures by sacrificing a day of 
school to stage a protest m

Lansing -  a day after the deal 
fell through How clueless can 
they be?

The mayor o f Detroit mean­
while held the deal hostage to 
his own bloated need for con­
trol The deal he wanted would 
place him and not a new elect­
ed board m ultimate charge o f 
die public schools Essentially 
Kwame Kilpatrick told Bob 
Thompson and his money to 
take a hike He is quoted m the 
Free Press as saying that he is 
not saddened by the loss o f the 
schools “We need to turn a 
page,’ he said m a released 
statement “We couldn’t  rely 
on Bob Thompson to either 
save us or kill us”

The teachers have a concern 
about charter schools being a 
back-door Republican method 
for killing unions But their 
self-concern m the face o f the 
deterioration of the Detroit 
School System is incredibly 
small-minded, short-sighted 
and unhelpful It only rein­
forces every negative stereo­
type about unions and their 
members

Kilpatrick’s reaction drags 
up again the mistrust that had 
long separated predominantly 
white suburban Detroit and 
the predominantly black city 
It has gotten to the point 
where he is willing to say, we’d 
rather die than accept help 
from “you”

Meanwhile, the whole thing 
becomes a political game for 
people more interested m their 
own power grabs than in the 
future o f the young people of 
Detroit

Attorney General M ike Cox 
seems to be spendmg more 
time making a long run for 
governor than being the state s 
top lawman He ruled 
Thursday that because the 
House did not recall a bill 
authorizing the 15 high schools 
for Detroit from the governor

it became law It must have 
seem ed like a clever b it o f one- 
upmanship for the neophyte 
attorney general but it only 
added to Bob Thompson’s 
frustration

In his statement withdraw­
ing his offer Thompson notes, 
“I have been careful not to  crit­
icize the Detroit Public 
Schools As a matter o f fact, I 
have personally m et with Dr 
(Kenneth) Burnley (die 
Detroit Schools CEO) and the 
leadership o f the Detroit 
Federation o f Tbachers to look 
for ways to work together

“I am  saddened by the anger 
and hostility that has greeted 
our proposal This proposal 
was m eant to be for kids and 
not agamst anyone or any 
institution The ruling by the 
attorney general today 
undoubtedly will increase the 
angst among som e”

How sad Loosely regulated 
charter schools with an overly 
narrow focus and little 
accountability have not been a 
good idea, as attested by 
MEAP and other measure­
m ents But the charter school 
idea, o f having schools that 
experiment with smaller class 
sizes, more intense curricula, 
more individual attention and 
higher standards o f discipline 
could help many urban sys­
tem s out o f the morass that 
has drowned several genera­
tions o f students

Thompson’s proposal was 
just that kind p f adrenalin that 
could have made a difference 
for parents and students hun­
gering for something better

Gov Granholm called j
Thompson, “One o f the kind- oj  

est and m ost generous people I 4 
know, and I regret that som e 3 
have misconstrued his noble * 
intentions jj

‘ The large fines associated 
with this effort are important to 
its success because the desired 
result is to force those people 
who are not motivated to go to 
court to do so, Evans said 
W ithout that incentive, these 
violators will continue to just 
pay their bond jump in their car 
and disappear again

Despite the large number of 
offenders in Wayne County, 
Evans said that they should be 
fairly easy to find, since most 
have jobs and known home 
addresses

‘These people are not hiding 
out m someone s basement or in 
an abandoned building like 
other types o f fugitives we track 
down, Evans said ‘These cases 
will require a lot less homework 
before we are able to make an 
arrest ’

throughout the county to identi­
fy individuals who don’t appear 
for their court date Deputies 
will then perform localized 
“sweeps” to round up the 
absconders and possibly have 
their vehicles towed and 
impounded

A  survey taken earlier this 
year o f area district courts 
revealed that at least 7,000 peo­
ple in Wayne County have yet to 
face a judge after having been 
arrested for drinking and driv­
ing related charges including, 
OUIL, OWI, having open intoxi­
cants m a moving vehicle and 
other alcohol-related offenses

“An aggressive approach to 
this ongoing problem has been 
needed for a long time,” said 
Jenny Lozano, executive director 
of the Wayne County Chapter of 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving 
(MADD) ‘Sheriff Evans has 
shown a great deal of leadership 
and it is my hope that arresting 
these repeat offenders will get 
them  off the road until they can 
get the treatment they need ”

Although the umt is grant 
funded for up to three years, 
Evans said the unit may become 
partially self-supporting through 
the revenues it generates by tow­
ing and impoundmg vehicles 
Each offender will have to pay a 
heavy fine, which will increase 
for each subsequent offense, to 
reclaim his or her vehicle The 
amount o f those fines is still 
being decided by the prosecu­
tor’s office, however the current 
vehicle impoundment fees for

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All of us 
struggle 
to trust
In childhood, one o f the 

m ost difficult issues can be 
the issue o f attachment 

W hen a child’s growth and 
developm ent is disrupted m  
one o f several ways a child 
can have poor or lim ited 
skills, m ostly on his/her own, 
about how  to try to attach, 
bond, or becom e close with 
others m h is or her own life  

W hat is som etim es an 
issue for adults, either in  
their primary relationships o f 
fam ily or the person they are 
partnered with, is the making 
o f good and healthy relation­
ships that w ill be satisfactory 
and last

It is not uncommon to 
come upon individuals who 
whether they be living alone 
and keep to themselves in 
many ways, or people who 
feel lonely and isolated even 
in and am ongst social set­
tings, find they that they 
struggle to make healthy 
relationships Some o f this 
can be described as trying to 
“attach” to others in their 
lives

One definition of 
Attachm ent Disorder, form  
the Institute for Attachment 
and Child Development, 
describes it as a ‘condition in  
which individuals have diffi­
culty form ing loving, lasting 
intim ate relationships ” W hat 
I discover, when working 
with couple or fam ilies, or 
even individuals is that they 
may have had insufficient 
parenting, or contact with 
caring people growing up, 
not necessarily through trau­
m atic events, which sim ply 
did not give them  enough of 
the tools as they m ight have 
needed or wished, to feel 
comfortable and secure in  
relationships 

They are not able initially 
to find sufficient happiness, 
satisfaction or companion­
ship They find that those 
around them , or their part­
ner, do not give them what 
they need

W hat som etim es happens 
is that persons find that they 
may be going about the creat­
ing and m aintaining or rela­
tionships that are not helpful 
to them selves or the other 
w ith whom they are m rela­
tionships How often is that 
upon close examination an 
adult can find that he/she 
does not feel sufficiently 
secure and loved, does not 
feel that they are being 
encouraged by their partner 
or other others close to them  
to reach their potential, that 
the relationships that they 
are in feel mutual and recip­
rocal, they feel overly stressed  
or anxious, or that they fear 
becom ing self-reliant’

It is not unusual to strug­
gle with issues o f trust, find  
oneself too impulsive at 
tim es, struggle with empathy 
and affection, and while 
superficially charming or 
engaging may fear getting to 
close because that facade 
may crumble 

All o f us struggle to some 
extent w ith these issues In 
our relationship to God, to 
fam ilies, to friends, we want 
from the other but m ay not 
recognize one o f the places 
which needs attention, our­
selves

This kind o f issue can be 
addressed It is useful to read 
about attachment, though it 
may be hard to find this 
issues addressed m adult 
books But looking how one 
makes friends or life partners 
is another topic to consider

A u th o r brings native characters to life

“I’d describe my books as John Wayne 
m eets Harry Potter”

From a small, bare-walled office in 
downtown Plymouth, local author 
James Gibson has created with his con­
tinuing Anasazi Princess senes colorful 
characters o f mythical ancestry by 
incorporating Native Am encan sorcery 
w ith action-oriented romance 

Lawless bandits, distrustful soldiers 
and an Indian Pnncess were all invent­
ed for an imaginative world he s hoping 
will engage his readers 

“I like to call it ‘plausible fiction,’ said 
Gibson, a retired Big Three automotive 
executive Plausible m eaning specula­
tive, giving a maybe or maybe-not exis­
tence to  people and events in  his writ­
ing Fiction gives a writer more latitude 
than non-fiction, and Gibson proposes 
that, though his senes o f books m aybe 
fantastic, they are not fantasy 

As h is popular Anasazi Princess series 
(pronounced AH-na-SAH-zi, taken

from  the Navaho term  meaning 
‘Ancient Ones’) prepared for its upcom ­
ing fourth installm ent, its  Gibson’s own 
story o f obstacles and goals that bears 
telling

READING TO ESCAPE

Growing up on his family’s Tennessee 
grassland farm, he watched as his father 
raised livestock on their land Raiding 
his father’s book collection passed the 
tim e and was pure escapism

“I was often sick as a child and there 
wasn’t a lot to do on the farm,” he said 
w ith the remains o f a Southern accent 
“There I was, 4 ,5  years old reading the 
works o f Zane Grey,” Gibson said

He may have had to skip over the big  
words, but the young Gibson under­
stood enough to appreciate the author’s 
unique voice m setting the story

' Grey’s books romanticized the W est, 
often telling h is stones through a hero­
ine s point o f view,’ he recalled “I knew  
one day I wanted to write in  that con­
text and about people o f great charac­

ter’
But dream s o f penning the great 

Am encan “N ew  Age’ W estern novel 
would have to  wait as the reality of 
adulthood kicked m

‘I knew I had to get a real job to raise 
my family, ’ said Gibson, who went to 
work in  file  human resources depart­
m ent o f an autom otive company ‘It was 
there I really learned to listen to people 
and how to help them  with their prob­
lem s”

D unng these years it was h is travels 
with wife, Cathie, and son, Mark, that 
would again ignite Gibson’s need to 
w nte

“We were on a dnving tour visiting 
M esa Verde National Park in  southwest 
Colorado w hen we came across these 
im pressive cliff dwellings, he descnbed 
“Clearly th is had once been a large and

“I f I had one wish it would 
be for family members to real­
ize they don t  have to have doc­
tor authorization They can call 
Angela Hospice or any hospice 
Medicare will pay six months 
and beyond, and major insur­
ance companies cover hospice ’

GOOD DECISION

Kathy Dejacks family is glad 
they made the decision to place 
her 46-year old brother who’s 
suffering with Lou Gehrig’s 
disease in hospice

‘ It provides us the comfort 
that Gene is being taking care 
of,” said Dejack, who worked as 
a nurse in the emergency room  
at Sinai Hospital 12 years 
“W hen we first went there you 

just knew it was the right place 
to be -  the outer beauty o f the 
building, landscaping, foun­
tains Everything is wonderful 
but when you go inside it’s that 
much better -  the workers, 
nurses, maintenance, volun­

W atching her older brother 
live out his last days at Angela 
Hospice has been a life chang­
ing experience

“I can sleep at night,’ said 
Dejack ‘I know that when he 
dies he’s m the best place The 
people care so much The peo­
ple w ill be there with him  if  we 
can’t get there m tim e

what were their lives like? “I 
asked myself, what happened 
to make the Anasazi society 
disappear so suddenly and so 
com pletely’ ”

He began drafting a story 
that addressed these questions 
set in  the turbulent 1870s, a 
tim e follow ing the Civil War, 
when the W est was being set­
tled and lawlessness reigned 
To tell h is tale he created 
Shanni, a H uastec princess, 
Tonah, her 200-year-old  
grandfather, shaman and sor­
cerer, and Caleb, son o f a mur­
dered rancher and love interest 
o f Shaniii The book would fol­
low their entwined relation­
ships, changing world and 
quest cross country

As any first-tim e author can 
attest, its  not just the creative 
process that requires dedica­
tion, but also the publishing 
and m arketing o f the com plet­
ed work

‘ The average book can take 
two years to go from subm is­
sion and acceptance o f a pub­
lisher and then to print and 
marketing, Gibson said

In order to avoid this tim e 
delay, he decided on a coura­
geously different route self 
publishing He funded his own 
project and would then oversee 
every aspect o f the production

“There’s a lot o f risks and 
rewards for new writers,” he 
pointed out, “but by self-pub­
lishing at least I’d have total 
control over the whole process 
I’d also be able to get im m edi­
ate feedback and learn from  
my readers ”

LEARNING CURVE

It also means learning the 
ropes o f the printing process, 
from proofreading countless 
drafts to final press check 
approval

Gibson expresses extreme 
gratitude to his chosen produc­
tion house, Old M ountain 
Press ‘ They led m e through 
every step and kept my spirits 
up’ he said W ithout faith, 
yoU can t  get there ”

It was synchromcity that 
would play a major part in 
naming Gibson’s new publish­
ing company About to go to  
print w ith the final draft o f his 
first book, his pressmati asked, 
“What are you going to call 
your business, Jim?’

Gibson already knew and 
replied, “Pentacles Press,’ then 
proceeded with an explana­
tion A  few  years back he was 
tackling another goal he d set 
for him self, com peting m  his 
first marathon 

‘ I’m  running through Hines 
Park when I spot this card m a 
pile o f leaves,” Gibson recalled 
‘I stopped to grab it and then 
got back into the race 

Hundreds o f runners must 
have passed the card, but it 
was Gibson who swiped it up 
and would later do the 
research to discover its mean­
ing It was a tarot card, “The 
Five o f Pentacles” w ith an illus­
tration depicting a  person 
reaching into a new future 

He laughed, “I thought, and 
here’s me, a retired guy, look­
ing toward the unknown ”

W ith name decided, 
Pentacles Press produced its 
first entry for the literary world 
in  2001

To date Gibson has taken 
three books o f h is Anasazi 
Princess senes to print m  two 
years and has a fourth drafted 
and ready for press 

Each novel will also stand on 
its own, written so readers can 
catch up through explanations 
and flashbacks o f pnnciple 
characters

And if  Hollywood comes 
calling, sniffing out a film  deal, 
a la Harry Potter, who would 
play the leads’

‘ Salma Hayek would make a 
great Pnncess Shanni, an 
ingenue’s metamorphous to a 
woman,” he suggested “And a 
young Robert Redford-type for 
Caleb, vulnerability w ith a 
hardness to him  ”

Gibson also has plans for 
landing an agent and editor, 
his books gam ing national 
publicity and becom ing avail­
able in  chain stores He can 
then fully concentrate on the 
writing and story process 

I write what I love to read, 
he added “My books are writ­
ten to appeal to the thoughtful 
reader”

Researchers making strides in war on breast cancer

Dr David Bouwman, medical director of the Alexander J Walt Comprehensive Breast Center at the '  

Barbara Ann Karmanos Institute, says a woman's best defense against breast cancer is still mam* !

Dr Daniel Hayes remembers when the 
only option for a wom an diagnosed with 
breast cancer was m astectom y Twenty 
years later, 60 percent o f women in  the 
early stages require only lumpectomy 
and radiation thanks to  laboratory stud­
ies and clinical trials

In the m id-1980s, the odds of dying 
from breast cdncer began to decline after 
35 years o f progressive increases, the 
drop due to studies going on around the 
country Researchers are constantly 
looking for new drugs and therapies at 
University o f M ichigan Comprehensive 
Cancer Center where Hayes is clinical 
director o f the breast oncology program

For women who get breast cancer, 
there’s a senes o f advances that are excit­
ing,’ said Hayes “We used to routinely 
take out lymph nodes Now there s a new  
procedure where we inject dye into the 
breast to find out i f  it’s in  the sentinel 
node If it doesn’t  have cancer, we don t 
take them  out

The challenge in  th is age o f research 
is instead of taking the lump out to 
freeze or bum  it, or use radiofrequency 
ablation The next area o f challenge is 
quality o f life In th e l9 8 0 sw e d id n t  
worry about it, but life ”

PROGRESS

Researchers continue to concentrate 
on finding less physically taxing cures 
and along with it better ways o f identify­
ing risk factors and genetics of breast 
cancer According to Hayes, clinical tri­
als on diet and environm ental factors 
such as exposure to chem icals have been 
disappointing Researchers have learned 
women who take estrogen are at slightly 
higher risk

The good news is 10 years ago 43 ,000  
women died o f breast cancer annually, 
this year 38 ,0 0 0 -3 9 ,0 0 0  Even though 
the figures are dropping steadily that’s 
unacceptable to Hayes and colleagues 
working in the field

' We now have identified genes, if  
abnormal* the w om en have a high nsk of 
breast cancer,’ said Hayes .

Identification is a great leap forward to 
learning why it occurs in the first place 
and how

“We can now divide women m three 
categories -  women who have no identi­
fiable risk factors other than being 
women, moderately high nsk w ith a 
family history or abnormal biopsy, and 
women w ith gene abnormalities ”

For women with gene abnormalities, 
one solution is to have m astectom ies but 
even with the best o f surgeons some 
abnormal tissue is usually left behind 
increasing a woman’s risk For women 
who ve had mothers and sisters with 
breast cancer the drug Tamoxifen prom­
ises hope

None o f the advances would have been 
possible w ithout clinical tnals to evalu­
ate new treatm ent options Conducted in 
a hospital or clinic, volunteer patients 
take part in research studies on the caus­
es, treatments and prevention o f cancer

At the University o f M ichigan, they re 
looking at drugs to either complement 
Tamoxifen or replace it along w ith ways 
to keep cancer from spreading to bone, 
liver and lung Hayes says he s tired of 
telling women with m etastasis disease 
there s no cure

That’s why clinical trials are so impor­
tant W ithout them  there’s a good 
chance today s treatments wouldn t  have 
becom e standard Careful oversight by 
the government and review com m ittees 
assures tnals are medically sound and 
ethical

W e don t  test anything on people that 
hasn’t gone through laboratory and am 
mal testing,’ said Hayes

TECHNOLOGICAL ADVANCES

Dr Frank Vicim’s seen clinical tnals at 
Beaumont Hospital lead to tremendous 
technological advances dunng his 13 
years as a radiation oncologist The 
Farmington H ills resident was the lead

___researcher on a partial-breast irradiation
study published m  the Aug 20 edition of 
the Journal o f the National Cancer 
Institute Irradiating only a portion o f 
the breast significantly reduces radiation 
exposure to the affected breast, heart, 
chest wall and other breast Radiation to

the heart can accelerate the progress or 
developm ent o f heart disease 

Vicmi gives 30 to 50 talks a year to uni­
versities throughout the world to dissemi­
nate findings from Beaumont research A  
breathing control device to protect the 
heart dunng radiation treatment for left­
side breast cancer was developed by 
Beaumont radiation physicist John Wong 
and studied by Vicini The device allows a 
woman to hold her breath dunng admin­
istration o f radiation thus eliminating 
damage to the heart 

Studies on IMRT show  the intensity- 
modulated radiation therapy kills cancer 
better than conventional radiation 
because it delivers a m ore uniform dose 
throughout the entire breast It also 
minim izes unnecessary radiation to the 
heart, lungs and other breast

W e’re focusing on three things -  mak­
ing treatm ent easier on patients, making 
it quicker w ith less side effects, and 
improving technology to try to improve 
cure rate, said Vicmi, chief o f Oncology 
Services at Beaum ont H ospital in  Royal 
Oak and Troy

EARLY DETECTION

W hile advances in technology promise 
to one day cure breast cancer, Dr David 
Bouwman says there’s no substitute for 
early diagnosis At the Barbara Ann 
Karmanos Cancer Institute researchers * 
are working hard but screening is still the 
best defense Early diagnosis m eans less 
invasive treatments and less side effects 

Bouwman was m m edical school in  
the late 19^0s when radical m astec­
tom ies were routine He’s now  m edical 
director o f the Alexander J Walt 
Comprehensive Breast Center at the 
Karmanos, and professor o f surgery at 
Wayne State University and Karmanos 

Karmanos conducts everything from  
basic science research m laboratories to 
clinical studies including biological ther- ‘

Yom Kippur concludes 
High Holy Days for Jew s

At Bet Chavenm m Canton, Rabbi Peter 
Gluck is preparing for the most solem n of 
Jewish holidays -  Yom Kippur, the day when the 
faithful ask forgiveness for misdeeds during the 
previous year

Yom Kippur concludes the Jewish High Holy 
Days that began w ith Rosh Hashana, the New  
Year On Monday Oct 6, Rabbi Gluck w ill lead a 
6 p m  service at the reform synagogue Yom 
Kippur begins at sundown Oct 5 w ith a 7 15 
p m  service follow ed by a 24-hour fast

‘ It’s a tim e dunng which every individual and 
the community as w ell stand before God and are 
judged for their good deeds and bad,” said Rabbi 
Gluck ‘Yom Kippur is also called day o f atone­
m ent because in Judaism  there’s no idea o f orig­
inal sin The key or theological idea is that dur­
ing this day associated w ith the new year, that 
you get to begin all over again The slate is 
washed clean ”

The tim e betw een Rosh Hashana and Yom 
Kippur is called the 10 days o f repentance One 
is to reflect upon life m the last 12 m onths, ask 
for forgiveness, and plan for the year to come

“Its also called 10 days o f awe You’re reflect­
ing upon your life, how  you’re going to be better 
in the year to com e, your failings, how  to per­
form better, plan, do and review how  to be a bet­
ter person”

N ot only do Jews seek forgiveness from God 
but from the people they’ve wronged

‘Repentance is all about acknowledging to 
yourself, and that’s the hardest things for human 
beings to accept According to tradition you

can t just say I did som ething wrong but to 
admit and apologize to the person 

In Judaism it’s assum ed that the person ask­
ing for forgiveness w ill be forgiven

It’s biblical from  Leviticus,” said Rabbi Gluck 
“This is a very ancient practice A t one tim e, 
when there was the tem ple m  Jerusalem the 
priest would go into the inner sanctum  on Yom 
Kippur to read the sanctified name o f God and 
ask for atonem ent o f the community There is no 
tem ple today It w as destroyed in  the year 70 
Priests no longer exist and the practice o f recit­
ing the holy nam e o f God is no longer done The 
exact pronunciation was lost We are eternally 
humble to know that we are never allowed to 
pretend we know the exact and specific name of 
God We remain seeking after the living God in 
every generation and are called upon to act in an 
ethical and moral way in  the world ’

On Yom Kippur Rabbi Gluck will recite spe­
cial prayers for the day At the end o f the 6 p m  
service on M onday all will participate in a 
break-fast then begin the year anew  

‘ The Jewish calendar is based on a lunar cal­
endar,” said Rabbi Gluck. ‘Yom Kippur is proba­
bly the m ost senous day m the whole calendar 
It’s not considered a celebration but a day o f 
atonem ent It’s singular, unique in the Jewish 
calendar

Anybody who’s  seeking is w elcom e We’re a 
very open congregation We don’t require mem­
bership to attend We’re a very spiritually aware 
group We help anyone seeking to expand their 
spirituality including interfaith We’re particu­
larly open to the interfaith fam ily”
