Superintendent Jim Ryan, 
who had been projecting a 
budget deficit reaching $7 
million, now says he envi­
sions a deficit m the $3 5 
million range

‘Some good things have 
happened/ Ryan said ‘ The 
higher enrollment (nearly 
300 students) and the blend­
ed count (from which state 
funding is calculated) has 
produced $700,000 And, m

It’s official The 150-year-old cop­

per beech tree on the Wilcox prop­
erty is dead

The tree was moved over a period 
of months by Worldwide Tree 
Moving Co in Oxford m the sum­
mer of 2001 It was an experimental 
procedure that dragged the tree and 
its root system more than 100 yards 
with three large bulldozers in an 
effort to save the Plymouth land­
mark from being chopped down to 
make way for a multi-million dollar 
condominium project, which has 
yet to begin construction 

In a letter dated Aug 18 Dr 
David Roberts of the Michigan 
State University Extension Service 
said he inspected the copper beech 
at the request of Action Tree Co of 
West Bloomfield, which was admin­
istering care of the copper beech 
after the controversial move 

“I believe the primary cause of 
death to be associated with trans­
plant problems combined with win 
ter injury,” said Roberts, who called 
himself a tree pathologist, or tree 
doctor

Roberts said the attempt to move 
the tree — 56 inches in diameter 
and more than 350,000 pounds — 
about 100 yards wasn’t  conducive to 
keeping it alive

“The whole idea of moving such a 
large tree wasn’t  a good idea in the 
first place,’ Roberts said “The 
chances of it succeeding were prob­
ably pretty low Anytime you move a 
large tree, the chances aren t  good ” 

Roberts, in his report, said, ‘The 
tree showed injury from various 
secondary insect borers and canker 
diseases induced by secondary fungi 

(which) attacked the tree in a nat 
ural progression when it was in a

'picture as local man prepares 
.fo r Hawaii Ironman competition

The two daily packs of ciga­
rettes and the junk food had to 
go

No way otherwise would 
Katsumi Shiji, also known as 
Karl, make it through an 
Ironman Tnathalon, let alone 
alive And he knew it 

“I had to change my eating 
habits No more junk food,” 
said the small-statured Canton 
resident “I used to be a really 
heavy smoker ’

On Saturday, this Japanese 
native will limber up and at 7 
a,m jump in the Pacific Ocean 
at Kono, Hawaii, and make a 
2 4 mile swim before he hops 
on his bicyde for an 112-mile 
bike race through Kona’s lava 
fields And when he’s done 
with that -  one the same day -  
he will hop off the bike and 
start running for 26  2 miles 
Competitors have 17 hours to

finish the race 
“I will then go back to the 

hotel, take a hot shower and 
sleep,’ Shiji said 

While hes pushing himself 
m the 2003 Ironman 
Thathalon World 
Championship, his wife, 
Hisako, a self-admitted choca- 
hohc, and their 15-month-old 
daughter, Monet, plan to kick 
back and bask in the Hawaiian 
sun on a warm, sandy beach 

“I have to hide the choco­
late,” Hisako said 

By the time Hisako and 
Monet see the man in their 
lives, he will have been one of 
1,400 competitors in this, 
Ship's fourth Ironman compe­
tition

‘They will come from 50 dif­
ferent countries,' Shiji said 
“All of us had to be qualified ’ 

He accomplished that last 
year in Florida. And he’s been 
training ever since Actually, he 
has trained for years, ever

since he changed his mind 
about the tnathalon and decid­
ed to give it a try

“I saw my first tnathalon m 
1983 m Japan At the time, I 
thought, “this-is crazy’” Shiji 
said By 1986, he had been bit­
ten by the bug ‘I thought I 
might try it Then again, I did­
n’t have any sports back­
ground ”

Compared to some competi­
tors, Shiji started from square 
one The cigarettes got tossed, 
as did the junk food, and 30 
pounds of weight And the 
training was underway

My goal was just finishing,” 
he said, about the first 
tnathalon of his career His 
first foray into training was 
about three or four hours a 
week That eventually climbed 
to 10 hours a week to keep up 
with competitors ‘I just had to 
build up more hours of train­
ing”

Tbday, he swims regularly at 
the Summit on the Park or the 
Livonia YMCA He runs and 
bikes along Hines Dnve The 
training and tnathalon have 
done more than make him 
physically stronger, especially 
in endurance Shiji has learned 
time management, especially

with the birth of his daughter 
Between now and when he 

and his family board a  plane 
Tuesday, Oct 14, he plans to 
begin tapenng the training 
and will work on resting in 
preparation for the Ironman 
Competition

Following the competition, 
Shiji and his family will head 
to Hiroshima, Japan, where he 
and Hisako grew up After a 
short visit, he will head back to 
Canton, the Nowland subdivi­
sion to be exact, and back to 
work as a manufacturing con­
sultant m Troy 

Hisako and Monet will 
remain m Japan visiting fami­
ly “We usually go back once a 
year,” Hisako said 

While keeping their family 
connections strong, the couple 
nonetheless love living m 
America “There is opportunity 
here,” Hisako said They came 
to Michigan when Shiji 
worked for Mazda They trav­
eled back and forth for awhile 
and finally decided they want­
ed to live m America 

When she first moved to

Auto pacts could be tough pill for local pharmacies to swallow
What’s good for General 

Motors (and the UAW) may be 
good for the country, but some 
area pharmacists say it could 
be bad news for them and, 
potentially, for Michigan

At issue is language in the 
recently adopted contracts 
between the union and the 
automakers that would require 
UAW members and retirees to 
purchase certain “mainte­
nance” medications by mail 
order from out-of-state com­
panies

The plan would Save the 
automakers hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars a year and 
would reduce the costs to 
union members and retirees by 
allowing them to only make 
one co-payment of $5 for a 90- 
day supply of medication If 
they choose to buy the medica­
tion at a retail pharmacy, 
they’ll be responsible for the

foil cost of the drug at the 
company’s discounted rate

Dale ihiab, owner of Wiltse’s 
Community Pharmacy m 
downtown Plymouth, said 
there’s no real way of gauging 
the impact on his business

“Some insurance contracts 
have had that for quite some 
time,” Knab said ‘It may not 
affect us at all, there’s no way 
to possibly tell For one thing, 
we don’t  know which employer 
our patients have We know 
what insurance they have, but 
99 percent of the time we have 
no idea who their employer is, 
unless we know them person­
ally

‘ I couldn t  tell you that out 
of1,000 patients m two or 
three days how many were 
from the auto companies,’ 
Knab added

Thomas Eiden manager of 
Richardson’s Super Drugs m

Canton and a pharmacist him­
self, said he’s not sure at this 
point what the impact of the 
plan will have on his store, an 
independent pharmacy that is 
associated with Sav-Mor 
Drugs

‘Our mam concern is what’s 
going to happen to the cus­
tomers,’ he said ‘People will 
no longer be able to come in 
and have access to their local 
pharmacist We want to make 
sure customers come to us We 
see people m here on a regular 
basis who have had trouble 
with their mail-order prescrip­
tions

Eiden said in some Michigan 
pharmacies, 60 to 70 percent 
of the customers are affiliated 
with the UAW

“Our percentage isn t  that 
high,” he said Canton has a 
lot of salaried people who work 
for the car companies Its a

large segment of the Canton 
population We’re just looking 
for a level playing field ”

Eiden said Michigan law 
prohibits mail-order prescrip­
tion companies from operating 
in the state

“What we’d like to be able to 
do is give 90-days on all pre­
scriptions,” he said ‘ But the 
insurance companies won’t 
allow us to do it. We’re con­
cerned about restraint of trade 
and customer care ’

While small independent 
pharmacies are concerned 
about the impact on their 
operations the big chains are 
also taking a close look at the 
situation

Michael Polzin, a corporate 
spokesman for Walgreens, 
which has 132 stores m 
Michigan, said the company is 
taking a look at options 

“Obviously it (the plan) is

not going to be a benefit to our 
pharmacies,” he said “One 
thing we are trying to interest 
insurance companies and 
employers m is a new program 
that would allow individuals to 
get 90-day prescriptions filled 
at retail rather than by mail 

“We’ve come up with a pro­
gram where individuals qould 
get a 90-day prescription at 
pharmacies with one co-pay 
instead of three ’

Like Eiden, Polzm said 
patient choice is a concern 

“The advantage of our plan 
is it s at a lower cost than three 
30-day refills,” he said “And it 
preserves choice for the 
patient Rather than using a 
mandated mail service, they 
would have a choice That 
choice is very important ’ 

David Bassett a spokesman 
for Michigan based Sav-Mor 
Drugs said in addition to

hurting pharmacies, the plan 
could cost the state millions of 
dollars m taxes

“About 30 percent of pre­
scriptions at Michigan phar­
macies are for maintenance 
drugs like insulin, high blood 
pressure medication, choles­
terol,” he said “There are 2,047 
pharmacies m Michigan, about
5,500 active pharmacists and
120,000 full- and part-time 
workers

‘Collectively pharmacies pay 
$1 billion, $179 million m state 
and local taxes Taking 30 per­
cent of that revenue would 
dramatically reduce the 
amount of taxes we pay”

He said while Michigan 
pharmacies strongly support 
efforts to contain health care 
costs, mandating mail-order 
prescriptions is not the answer

Livonia police suspect the 
mother-daughter team is 
responsible for a series of jew­
elry thefts in Livonia and 
Westland, and attempted 
thefts m Redford and 
Plymouth

One of the suspects has been 
charged with first-degree retail 
fraud, a five-year felony, and 
larceny from a person, a 10- 
year felony

The women, a mother- 
daughter team from Plymouth, 
were tracked down and arrest­
ed after an Oct 1 complaint 
from Master Craft jewelry 
store m the Laurel Park Place 
mall, said Livonia police Lt

Ben McDermott 
“Both of the women were 

having problems with paying 
their bills and they were being 
evicted from their homes,” 
McDermott said 

Store employees told police 
two women came into the 
store, and the younger woman 
was trying on several wedding 
bands

The mother, they said, dis­
tracted store employees while 
they were in the shop 

“Sometime while the daugh­
ter was trying on a number of 
different wedding bands, she 
managed to slip a diamond 
wedding band and engagement 
ring set into her purse, 
McDermott said 

Store employees noticed 
later that day the set, which 
retails at $10,000, was miss­
ing

Employees were able to help 
police track down the women 
by describing her unique tat­
too

She had her name tattooed 
on her ring finger, McDeimott 
said We were able to track 
her down just by doing a 
search on her name and a 
description of her”

Mother and daughter were 
both arrested, but the mother 
was not charged 

“It sounds like she was doing 
the distracting in the store, but 
we didn’t  have enough evi­
dence to charge her,’ 
McDermott said 

He added the younger 
woman has pawned several 
wedding bands and a diamond 
ring at a Westland consign­
ment shop where the rings

Patterson pointed out the 
state has decommissioned facil­
ities in Jackson and Calhoun 
counties, and there might be 
room m Milan However, 
Patterson wouldn’t go into 
more detail about other 
options

“This is going to be a delicate 
dance, and I ve got to assemble 
a sufficient number of col­
leagues m the Senate and the 
House,” Patterson said “Since 
this is an important issue, I’m 
willing to work the legislative 
process”

The legislation came as good 
news to officials m Plymouth 
Township, who had vehemently 
opposed the expansion at 
Western Wayne 

Plymouth Township 
Supervisor Steve Mann said 
he’s glad to see Patterson trying 
to cap the inmate population 

“We’re certainly pleased he’s 
introduced that legislation 
Mann said

“We have that area pretty 
well buffered by industrial, and 
it doesn’t  make any immediate 
impact on our residential area 
When they propose the expan­
sion, it presents a drain on 
township services 

‘ We perform a lot of 
services, primarily police and 
fire, and quite frankly we aren t 
reimbursed for them,” Mann 
added

“We’re very pleased to 
see that use diminished I 
hope the legislation passes, 
because it would directly limit 
the costs we spend out at that 
facility”

Marian agreed if trends con­
tinue more space would be 
needed to house female prison­
ers, but said the department 
has no position on Patterson’s 
legislation

“In her veto the governor 
said the issue needs further 
analysis and public input 
before proceeding,’ Marian 
said

points is to watch for an execu­
tive order cut, and I can’t  see 
how she’s going to get around it 
after holding us harmless the 
first time, without cutting us 
this time,” he said “It just 
depends on how much ”

Last year, Granholm stayed 
away from cutting the founda­
tion grant, but instituted a  3 8- 
percent across-the-board K-12 
cut, which resulted in about a 
milhon-dollar loss for 
Plymouth-Canton

“We just tightened out belts 
and went to emergency spend­
ing plans,” said Ryan “We have 
some plans We just have to see 
what the outcome is from her 
action

“I’m hoping we don’t  have as 
big a challenge as last year, but 
we’ll have a big enough chal­
lenge that we 11 have to make 
some cuts,” he said

State Rep John Stewart (R-

Plymouth Township), whose 
district covers Plymouth and 
parts of Canton, said it appears 
after meetings on Wednesday 
that funding for categoncais 
wil] be cut, but not the founda­
tion grant

‘It’s a very unfortunate day 
when we have to cut funding 
for at-nsk programs and pre­
school,’ said Stewart “I’m most 
concerned about the school aid 
fund We ve made a promise to 
Michigan school districts, and 
they depend on this money

“But, the big question is 
where are we going to find 
other revenue’” he said “We’re 
going to have to sharpen our 
knives and see where cuts can 
come

School board President Judy 
Mardigian said she’s hoping 
Granholm’s cuts will be mini­
mal “We’ve been hearing rum­
blings all year, and we’re bracing 
ourselves,” Mardigian said “We 
hope it doesn’t  come to pass, 
but I wouldn’t  be surprised if it 
did More cuts from the state 
will make it really difficult ”

A purple heart comes at last
Hurry up and wait It’s a say­

ing that every soldier knows all 
too well But 58 years?

That’s how long Canton resi­
dent Joe Jagodzinski, 86, a 
World War II veteran, had to 
wait to get his Purple Heart 
medal

It arrived last week, Oct 2, 
2003, 58 years after 
Jagodzinski was wounded m 
Germany in 1945 -  just three 
days before the war in Europe 
ended

‘The government is like 
that,’ he said philosophically 
“But at last I got my Purple 
Heart’

Jagodzinski was a corporal 
in Gen George Patton’s Army -  
specifically the 94th Infantry 
Division of the 8th Army, the 
“Thundering Herd ’ -  when he 
was wounded 

He doesn’t know exactly 
what happened 

“There was a big blast,” he 
recalled ‘It threw me right 
over My sternum was cracked 
They first sent me to a  field 
hospital run by German 
POWs Then they sent me to a 
regular hospital m Belgium ’

It took him weeks to recover 
In August 1945, the United 
States dropped atomic bombs 
on Hiroshima and Nagasaki 
and m September Japan offi­
cially surrendered 

Jagodzinski was sent back to 
the states in November Just 
before he left he had his first 
and only encounter with 
Patton m person 

‘ He came out wearing a sil­
ver helmet with four stars on 
it,” he said ‘He had two ivory 
handled pistols on his belt ’ 

Patton told the troops to fear 
the atomic bomb 

“He said, We ve gotsit now 
but before long some other s— 
of a b—  will get it,” 
Jagodzinski said He swore 
like he ll’

Jagodzinski s return to the 
states was less comfortable 
than his trip to Europe 

W hen we went over we 
sailed on the Queen Elizabeth 
in August of1944,” he said 
What a ship that was It took

He saw a lot of Europe while

They came back on a  victory 
ship, the SS Antioch, m 
November 1945 That tnp  took 
four weeks

When he returned to the 
states he went to work for GM 
Hydramatic’s Willow Run 
plant, where he was a foreman 
He retired from there after 35 
years, then worked at DrumTec 
m Plymouth for 81/2 years 
making drum heaters 

Finally, after working for 
more than 42 years, he decided 
a few yearn ago to retire per­
manently 

Well, sort of 
A widower -  his wife, 

Florence, died three years ago 
of cancer -  Jagodzinski lives 
alone m the house he pur­
chased in Canton in 1966 

‘I work around this damned 
house during the day, he said 
I like to cut trees and I can 

walk on the roof, but the kids 
tell me to get the hell off there

He also repairs lawn 
mowers and snow blowers on 
the side, something to make a 
little extra money and to keep 
busy

For recreation, he goes to 
casinos with his kids and three 
days a week plays senior volley­
ball for two hours at the 
Salvation Army gymnasium in 
Plymouth

O n a table in his living room 
he has a  picture of a lady 
friend” from his volleyball 
group

“But shes too smart for me,’ 
he said

Does he still drive his car?
^Hell, yes, he said
“I have to renew my license 

in January’
? Jagodzinski has one son and 

four daughters, 17 grandchil­
dren and 13 great-grandchil­
dren

I had girls, he said ‘Thats 
why I have so many grandchil­
dren ”

As for his 58-year quest for 
his Purple Heart, he’s just 
happy that he finally got it

Workman referred to 
staffing levels for city services, 
including police and fire per­
sonnel

When people start talking 
about cutting money for those 
positions, I struggle with that,’ 
he said

“They are people who 
are first on the scene m life 
and death situations every 
day’

Workman said, in Conjunc­
tion with passing Proposal 1, 
the city administration needs 
to spend taxpayer money 
smartly

‘I think we’ve been pretty 
comfortable, for a long time, 
doing things the way we have,’ 
said Workman “This is a 
wake-up call to be prepared 
to look at smart investments or > 
efficient uses of money”

According to Workman, the 
city administration should be 
held accountable for the state 
of the city’s finances, but hes 
not so sure they can be held 
responsible

“I don’t think they’ve mis­
managed,” Workman said

‘ I think the city is managed 
quite well, and I think this 
is a wake-up that says there 
are some other ways to do dif­
ferent things Lets explore 
those”

As for the Sheldon Road 
underpass project, Workman 

, believes a deal is a  deal, and 
the city should ante up 

t “We made a deal years ago,” 
said Workman, “and I think we 
need to do our share because 
we live m a community, not a 
vacuum

Sometimes people believe 
that Plymouth exists solely 
without its neighbors I don’t

think that because our neigh­
bors help us thrive

“I’d be concerned that if we 
don t  do this project now, it 
won’t be there again,” he said

“It’s one of our duties, as a 
municipality that owes it to a 
high-traffic area, to participate 
at the level we promised years 
ago ($503,250)”

Workman said he d like to 
see the city and Plymouth 
Township partner to form a 
joint recreation program, 
which could include formation 
of a separate millage to sup- 
portit

“Other communities 
have passed millages, either 
combined or separate from 
their operating millage, for 
community centers,” said 
Workman

‘The possibility of partner­
ing with the township to do 
something like that exists

Plymouth is a small city, 
and its difficult to fund those 
kinds of large-scale opportuni­
ties with numbers that small ” 
he said

‘So, partnerships are vital to 
what we do along those lines 
Without that kind of philoso­
phy, we may have trouble try­
ing to fund those kinds of 
opportunities with just city 
dollars ”

Verna Amble, the district's 
executive director of instruc­
tional services, said there were 
only two major fluctuations -  
middle school reading, which 
increased 15 points, and sev­
enth-grade writing, which 
showed a decrease of 13 points 

“Part of the reading score 
increase is a  reflection of 
changes in the test,” said 
Amble “The entire state aver­
age had an 11-point increase 

“We’ll take a look at the writ­
ing and have discussions to see 
if anything is being done dif­
ferently," she said “The state 
average also dropped by 10 
points ”

One of the biggest concerns 
with the MEAP is making cer­
tain all the district’s schools 
meet federal “No Child Left 
Behind” standards 

“According to the scores 
we’re seeing now, all our 
schools will make Adequate 
Yearly Progress,” said Amble 
“There won’t  be any schools on 
the watch list”

This year, some of the 
Michigan Educational 
Assessment Program tests 
were given to different 
grades than in the past, mak­
ing it difficult for administra­
tors to make yearly compar­
isons

However, most of those 
given to the same grade as the 
previous year showed little sig­
nificant change, according to 
Amble

Fourth-grade math scores 
were basically flat, fifth-grade

science remained consistent, 
fifth-grade social studies 
showed slight improvement, 
and eighth-grade math, sci­
ence and social studies show 
little fluctuation 

“Anything less than 10 points

isn’t  too significant,” said 
Amble

“We just keep working on 
the curriculum, delivery of 
instruction and the work we do 
for instructional development

“We rely on our teachers to 
deliver quality instruction, and 
we think that’s paying off for us 
very well,” she added

Fourth-grade reading 
showed a 20-pomt gam 
However, Amble isn’t  ready to 
jump for joy

‘They’ve changed the 
test, so it s hard to know the 
reason for the increase, ’ she 
said

Plymouth-Canton Schools 
curriculum administrators 
spent time m August correct­
ing errors in preliminary 
MEAP test results issued by 
the state Department of 
Education

As a result of problems with 
a contractor, the proficiency 
scores were released five 
months behind schedule, mak­
ing it tough for educators to 
make improvements m cur­
riculum

“It puts us behind the eight- 
ball,’ said Lon Rutkofske, 
director of secondary educa­
tion for Plymouth-Canton 
Schools

The scores fiom the year 
before help build a plan to 
improve on the areas of weak­
ness If you don’t  know the 
areas of weakness, it makes it 
hard to improve ”

The governor s veto of a bill defining 
the beginning of life and banning certain 
forms of late-term abortion created quite 
a stir last Friday Poll data of one major 
metropolitan newspaper revealed that

Early childhood education 
key to later school success
They held the ninth annual Governor’s 

Education Summit conference a couple of 
weeks ago m Lansing It was the biggest 
one ever, with 1,000 people attending and 400 

more turned away for lack of space But, not 
surprisingly, the summit didn’t  get much atten­

tion, and disappeared almost without a trace m 
the maw of the big-time media machine 

* 3t was important, though, because it marked 
significant change in direction for Michigan’s 

policies on early childhood and education, a 
’change driven by what brain scientists and doc­
tors have come to  understand about early child 

development It turns out that 
children learn most rapidly 
from a very, very early age — 
probably starting literally at 
birth Much of infants' brain 
and personality development 
takes place by the time they 
get to age 5 or so, after which 
learning is slower and emo­
tional health is more problem- 

Phll atic
What’s very interesting 

about these findings is that 
they highlight an enormous 
disconnect in our society 

between what we know and what we do What 
we know is that kids are best able to learn when 
they are very, very young What we do is to start 
children in kindergarten at age 5, exactly the 
point at which their capacity to learn starts to 
slow down

Consider, furthermore, the enormous misal- 
location of billions of dollars arising from this 
disconnect For some years now, a group of 
heavyweights from the business, education, 
human services and foundation communities 
has been meeting to chew on this issue Called 
*Ready to Succeed,” this group has sponsored 
some interesting advertising campaigns on 
radio and TV, all around the theme of ‘ Be a 
hero from age zero and urging parents of new­
borns to “hold, talk, read, play, and so forth 
with their children The idea is to get the prac­
tical consequences of scientific findings into the 
heads of ordinary parents 

The Ready to Succeed folks had a willing 
audience m Gov Jennifer Granholm, who 
immediately latched on to the idea, now 
repackaged as “Project Great Start ” At the edu­
cation summit, she announced a sweeping plan 
to use donations instead of tax dollars to pro­
mote the idea that “education begins at age 
zero ” The slogan will be on grocery bags from 
Meijer, on public service announcements on 
TV, in church bulletins and in videos m doctors’ 
waiting rooms ‘We need to hit this from all 
directions if we are to create a movement, if we 
are to change people’s minds about when edu­

cation begins,’ Granholm said m her keynote 
speech

All this promotion is well and good But it 
doesn’t cut to the concrete core of what needs 
to  be done if we are to bring our child care and 
education system kicking and screaming into 
the 21st century

T\irns out the best m  the world at all this are 
the (gasp* 1) French, who operate a system of 
maternal and child care centers for every family 
with children as part of the national health sys­
tem The centers start with prenatal care for 
mothers and babies, continue with home visits 
after the baby is born and provide very early 
childhood education The whole system is 
linked m a continuum of care from birth to 
grade school, and most experts say it’s the very 
best part of the French education system The 
English have a similar system, called “Sure 
S tart’

Of course, we probably can’t  get to the French 
or English systems overnight, even assuming 
we would want to They are very expensive and 
fit perfectly into the French/English culture of 
cradle-to-grave social services that cost taxpay­
ers a ton But it does represent a model that 
might usefully be adapted to American condi­
tions

Granholm offered a start m  her speech at the 
summit when she said that 17 Michigan ele­
mentary schools on a federal list of 213 under- 
performing schools this fall will open Family 
Resource Centers with state social services 
workers on hand to help solve family problems

The idea of co-locating social services, public 
health and early childhood care in elementary 
school buildings has been kicking around for 
years, especially in communities with deeply 
rooted social and economic problems So sup­
pose you add a child care specialist and a 
teacher to the Family Resource Centers And 
suppose you expanded the program to all 213 
underperforming schools And suppose further

you get the point
The big problem with all summit conferences 

is to figure out “what’s next” after the confer­
ence is over Edging toward a serious early child 
care and education system is the obvious "next 
step ’ It will take a lot of tugging and hauling 
on a whole lot o f constituencies that are invest­
ed m  the system as it now is, but it’s well worth 
the effort And it could be a defining objective 
for a very smart governor with three school-age 
children and a demonstrated interest m policy 
innovations in the field

it comes to asking fo r tax increase

Did you get a 31 percent pay raise lately’ 
Plymouth city government wants that big 
a raise on Nov 4

City residents will go to the polls to decide 
whether to raise one city operating millage by 
31 percent

■ Plymouth millage and fee hikes in 2003 
This millage increase request comes on top of 
several other recent big city millage and fee 
increases Earlier this year, city government 
hiked the cost of garbage bag tags 50 percent 
and it raised the solid waste and recycling tax 
millage by 20 percent For a typical house m 
the city with two bags of trash weekly, this is a 
3 4 11-percent increase in trash disposal costs 

Those cost increases are
in addition to the annual

B j  double-digit increase in the 
I cost the city imposes for

I water and sewer use
If Proposal 1 is approved, 

the city’s aggregate local 
millage will be over 19 mills 
This is because Proposal 1 
affects only the city’s operat­
ing millage The city can 
and will continue to tax sep­

arately for solid waste and 
the street repair bonds (now 
18 and 2 31 mills, respec­

tively)
■  Controlling spending The city govern­

ment claims to have cut spending but it really 
has not The city’s own budget numbers show 
that in just three years spending from the 
city’s five major funds has INCREASED over 
13 percent, from $8,321,350 in 2000-01 to 
$9,407,740 m 2003-04 

As it tnes to sell this tax increase to the tax­
payers, the city government claims that since 
1982 it has reduced the number of full-time 
city employees from 77 to 56 (see taxpayer- 
paid, pro-tax newsletter sent by city govern­
ment)

The city government’s claim of only 56 cur­
rent full-time employees is wrong According 
to 2003-04 city budget documents, there are 
7115 Full Time Equivalent employees 
(“FTE”)

This figure is misleading because any staff 
reductions happened many years ago when 
the city transferred its fire department and 
emergency dispatch employees to Plymouth 
Township The city’s taxpayers still must pay 
for the township for these services 

More recently and relevantly, the number 
of city employees has actually increased from 
69 65 FTE in 2000-01 to the current number 
of 7115 FTE (Source City Budget Document, 
April 2003, page A15) The city government 
actually wants to increase staffing further, not 
cut it (Source City Manager 2003-04 budget 
memo No 1, page 3)

City employee salaries continue to escalate 
faster than inflation Even m the midst of this 
so-called budget crisis, all nonunion city 
employees got a 3-percent pay increase this 
year Unionized employees will demand simi­
lar increases when the city renews their con­
tracts

This year, the city manager got a  3-percent 
pay hike that was made retroactive for one 
year

Tough times call for tough choices 
However, the city government has not asked 
for position, wage or benefit concessions from 
city employees Compare these city employ­
ment benefits with your own

■ City employees receive retirement bene­
fits that are generous compared to the private 
sector and other units of government City 
retirees get the same taxpayer-paid health 
insurance that active employees get

Not long ago, one city employee retired at 
the age of 39 That’s not a typo retired at 
age 391 The city’s taxpayers will pay for that 
person’s health insurance for decades

■ Every year, city employees get a cash pay­
off of their unused sick time The next year 
they get more sick time This extraordinary 
benefit costs the taxpayers tens of thousands 
of dollars every year

There are many such samples City resi­
dents must ask, can we continue to afford 
these generous benefits’

■  Keeping promises Before increasing 
their own taxes 31 percent, city voters should 
ask whether the city government keeps the 
service promises it makes when it increases 
taxes In 1996, city voters approved a 2 0 
street improvement millage The city govern­
ment provided the taxpayers with a very spe­
cific street improvement schedule when it 
asked them to approve this millage

But the city government has not done very 
well keeping the promise it made in 1996 
The street project fell quickly and seriously 
behind schedule Street improvements that 
were to have been finished in 1997,1998 and 
1999 were not completed until 2002 and 
2003 Much of that work has not even been 
started yet Some work may never be done

And file city government’s own explanation 
for this’ We planned, budgeted, and executed 
the street improvement program poorly 
(Source City Budget Document, April 2003, 
page A41)

Perhaps before city taxpayers entrust a 31- 
percent tax hike to Plymouth city govern­
ment, we should demand more accountability 
for the tax increases we have already passed

Not always true, of course 
Decent players often rise to the 
occasion to make the key play 
Which then, m the fickle world of

As I contemplated from 
which direction my openmg- 
day buck would arrive I 
noticed a big, fat gray squirrel 
frittering away on the ground 
below me He’d gnaw up a 
beechnut, then move over to a 
big white oak and start in on 
the acorns As I watched m 
earnest and wondered why his 
big, bushy tail was so much 
bigger than his body, I caught 
a slight motion m front of me

Upon closer scrutiny I rec­
ognized the legs of a whitetail 
descending upon my area My 
blood pressure immediately 
soared and my heart began 
pounding

As I turned to position 
myself for a shot, I caught a

couple more glimpses of fur 
through the leaves, confirm­
ing my initial assumption that 
a deer was moving my way

He stopped at about 50 
yards out and began nibbling 
on some acorns I could just 
barely make out a couple of 
his legs as he stood chewing 
up his forage

‘Kmda skinny legs,” I 
thought

A moment later he started 
moving again and I caught 
sight of his short-nosed, bald 
head As the deer broke into 
an opening about 30 yards in 
front of me I realized it was a 
little button buck

I prefer to let button bucks 
walk, allowing them to 
mature to an older age But 
that didn’t  dimmish the thrill 
of having a whitetail within 
range on opening day He was

“We have to recognize we 
have major weaknesses We 
just have to have someone step 
up’

There were good points in 
the match Like the 14 service 
aces, the passing was good, 
too Problem was, the finishing

was poor — as a team, SC had 
a 144 kill percentage 

Not that it s a new problem 
For the season, the Ocelots are 
hitting at a 199 percentage, at 
last weekend s Jefferson 
College (Mo ) Invitational, they 
weren t  even that good, hitting 
180

“We had a couple of games 
that we hit really well m,” said 
Teeters of the Jefferson tourna 
ment But in the last match 
against Jefferson, we strug­
gled’

That might not quite 
describe the futility the Ocelots 
endured against the host 
Vikings Their hitting percent­
age was a  woeful 017, one rea­
son they lost 30 16,30-15  

‘ If we get out of rhythm,

Case in point Against 
Macomb, Meghan McAuhffe 
was the team leader with nine 
kills However, she also had 
nine kill errors, leaving her

Angie Wangler, moved into a 
starting role at the Jefferson 
tournament, was the Ocelots 
best hitting option against 
Macomb with eight kills and 
no errors — a 533 kill percent­

age She also had four service 
aces Next best hitter was Holly 
Soldenski with six kills ( 364) 

Setter Kelly Smes had a solid 
match against the Monarchs 
with four aces, 14 set assists 
and 11 digs Co-setter Liz 
Fredlund was also very effec­
tive with five kills 13 set

At the Jefferson tournament 
— annually one of the toughest

French doors have a subtle 
way of saying, in the language 
of elegant decor, that style lies 
Within for whomever enters 
this passageway 

Today, they often replace 
patio exterior doors or they can 
divide the kitchen and dming 
room French doors swing for­
ward and backward instead of 
sliding open and shut on a 
track

‘It’s a more classy door,” 
explained Paula Hardy, admin­
istrative assistant with Delet 
Door in Farmington 

She adds, however, that 
French doors can seem out of 
place in some homes, especial­
ly if the houses are extremely 
small, or the decorating style is 
too modern, or in some other 
inappropriate m the room 

At Home Depot in Livonia, a 
millwork employee says he is 
seeing an increased demand in 
French doors for entryways 
throughout the house He says 
pine and oak are the woods of 
choice

“I’ve been here three years 
and they’re just starting to get 
more popular,” the Home 
Depot employee explains

Aside from looking good, he 
adds, French doors serve to 
divide living spaces that would 
otherwise blend together 

It gives a  sense of a separate 
room — versus having a dining 
room slash kitchen area, he 
says

VERSATILE

Besides separating a kitchen 
and dinmg room, French doors 
can work to partition off a 
room making different activi­
ties more private, too, explains 
Robert Thomas, owner of 
Accent Building Construction 
in West Bloomfield 

For instance, he says, they 
can offer a quiet place if some­
one wants to play pool or 
watch television away from 
everything else m the base­
ment

The size of the door opening 
really influences whether 
French doors can be used more 
than anything else

‘If you have a door opening 
size that will fit, most people 
go with it, Thomas said The 
minimum door opening must 
be four feet for the interior and 
usually five to six feet for an 
exterior entrance 

If you can t  go with the real

thing, some manufacturers, 
like Pella Windows, offer slid­
ing exterior doors that appear 
to be traditional French doors, 
but are actually sliding doors 
There s a lot of options m 
French door designs, too with 
various types of panes and 
blinds offered, explains Patty 
Andresen, Pella Windows 
inside sales representative

Pella has corporate offices in 
West Bloomfield and 11 stores 
in southeast Michigan 

The other option is to get 
an inactive left or right side 
and the other one is active,” 
Thomas says

Mosts customers who visit a 
Pella Window showroom hope 
to get French doors, Andresen 
said

‘ It has that open space feel,’ 
she adds

Aside from just looking 
good, French doors are practi­
cal m a lot of ways, too For 
instance, if you have a piano, 
hot tub or other large piece of 
furniture, the French doors 
provide an opening wide 
enough to move them m and 
out

Everybody always loves the 
French doors and it’s what 
everyone is thinking about 
when they come here,”

Incandescent bulbs aie little

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Walnuts have captivated nut lovers for centuries
BY JOAN CIRILLO

AP - Pop quiz What nut was 
beloved by the Romans, has 
fascinated artists through the 
centuries, and is produced pre­
dominantly by one state of 
these United States’

Answer Walnuts The 
Romans willingly paid dearly 
for this flavorful nut and threw 
them at weddings, for fertility 
The convoluted shape of the 
walnut kernel, resembling the 
human bram, in its tan wrin­
kled shell has captivated 
artists And the state of 
California supplies 99 percent 
of US walnuts and the majori­
ty of the world supply

Walnuts have a history that’s 
even more ancient than the 
Romans, dating back to prehis­
toric times Today they are 
used m cmsmes around the 
world, particularly for baked 
goods and confections

These days, with the focus 
on good fats and bad fats in 
our diet, the walnut has come 
into fashion with those who see 
it as an easy way to stock up on 
those good fats This year the 
Walnut Marketing Board 
dubbed the walnut the “Mega 
Nut to highlight its polyunsat­
urated fats, a source of heart- 
healthy omega-3 fatty acids

(One ounce of walnuts, 
about 14 walnuts halves, con­
tains 190 calories, 4 grams of 
protein, 2 grams of fiber, 0 
cholesterol, 15 grams saturat­
ed fat, 2 5 grams monounsatu- 
rated and 13 grams polyunsat­
urated fat, according to the 
USDA)

The marketing board spon­
sored a two-day gathering here 
with industry experts, growers 
and researchers to give visitors 
a behind-the-scenes look at 
walnuts

The two major species of 
walnuts in the U S are the 
English or Persian walnut, 
which originated in Persia and 
was brought here from Europe, 
and the black walnut, native to 
the US

English walnuts were first 
planted m Southern California 
about 1770 by the Spanish 
Mission fathers, explained 
Gail McGranahan, a pomolo 
gist at the University of 
California at Davis (The
English’ refers to the English 

merchant marines who trans 
ported the nuts for world 
trade)

The temperate climate and 
nutnent-rich soil in 
California s Central Valley 
attracted growers and helped 
the industry thrive Walnut 
trees are now cultivated in a 
370-mile region, primarily in 
the San Joaquin and 
Sacramento Valleys Now there 
are more than 5,000 growers 
and 50 processors m the state, 
producing a yearly average of 
300,000 tons of walnuts

The black walnut, though 
edible and historically a staple 
of American Indians, is not 
used commercially for food 
because of its hard shell and 
small nutmeat yield The

Eastern American black wal­
nut, found east of the Rocky 
Mountains, is grown for its 
wood Walnut wood is prized 
for furniture — in particular 
burled walnut, used as a veneer 
and for dashboards m luxury 
cars

The Northern California 
black walnut is so hardy that 
its roots are used as rootstock, 
and U C -Davis scientists 
demonstrated how English nut 
varieties are grafted onto the 
roots of black walnut trees 
There are some 37 varieties, 
hybrids of the English or 
Persian walnut, m the United 
States

Walnut trees can produce 
fruit for up to a century and 
bear their first fruit within 5 to 
7 years of planting Because it 
takes so long to realize a profit, 
California growers are mostly 
multigenerational family farms 
(which can diversify with other 
crops while waiting for profits) 
as opposed to corporations 
seeking quick profits

WALNUT USES

We often think of ripe wal­
nuts as a favorite holiday nut, 
used in baking or the festive 
nut bowl But walnuts can be 
picked and used when they are 
green (unripe) or half-npe

Jack Mariam fondly recalled 
his Croatian grandfather s ritu­
al of making walnut brandy 
The Mariam family has grown, 
processed and marketed wal­
nuts for nearly three decades 
from plants in Winters, about 
30 miles west of Sacramento

The elder Mariam would 
grind the nuts and hulls of 
unnpe (green) walnuts and 
mix them with orange and 
lemon leaves, vodka, sugar and 
vanilla

‘The mixture would stand 
40 days and 40 nights in the 
sun,’ Mariam recounted as he 
shared with guests some of his 
reserves of the inky, mellow 
liquid, of 1987 vintage 
Everyday, twice a day, he d 

have a glass He lived to 94
Aside from brandy, the sour, 

green unripe walnut can be 
made into jams, marmalade, 
ketchup and pickles The nut- 
meat of half ripe walnuts is 
used m syrups m the Middle 
East

Ripe walnuts are mostly 
associated with confections, 
candies and baked goods, 
including baklava, breads, 
cookies and ice cream Grower 
David Skinner and his wife, 
Tina, say they like to grind wal­
nuts into the crusts of pies, 
quiches and cheesecake

Walnuts are also popular for 
savories and other uses The 
Mariams make a walnut pesto 
sauce, and toss nuts m carrot 
and asparagus salads French 
walnut growers make a walnut 
wine, and nuts are pressed to 
extract walnut oil, frequently 
used in salads and cooking 
(Walnuts are about 70 percent 
oil)

Walnut shells are ground for 
use in cosmetics and as an
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NewTopamax and Zonagran stop sweet and starch cravings

BUYING AND STORING

Although walnuts are avail­
able year-round, grower Jack 
Manani says the best time to 
buy them is in October during 
the harvest, which runs from 
September through November 
He recommends always asking 
merchants how fresh nuts are

■  Store in-shell nuts away 
from sun and in a cool, dry 
place (under 50 degrees) for 
several months

■  Packaged shelled walnuts, 
good for a year if stored prop­
erly, should be kept in a sealed 
container m the freezer or on 
the top shelf (for lower humid­
ity) in the refrigerator

■ Frozen shelled nuts can 
last up to two years This cold 
storage prevents insect con­
tamination and the oils from 
oxidizing and subsequently 
turning rancid (Nuts smell 
like paint and have an off taste 
when rancid)

Shelled nuts cost around $3 
a pound and in-shell nuts 
range from $1 to $ 129 a 
pound, according to walnut 
grower Jack Gilbert, chairman 
of Diamond Walnut Growers 
and the Walnut Commission

TOASTING WALNUTS

Toasting walnuts brings out 
their crunch and flavor, which 
can be further enhanced by 
adding dried or powdered 
spices

To oven-toast, spread wal­
nuts evenly on an ungreased 
baking sheet and toast in a 325 
F oven for 8 to 12 minutes, 
depending on size Check and 
toss nuts frequently to allow 
even cooking and prevent over­
cooking (Walnuts darken as 
they toast and when out of 
oven) Store m a sealed con­
tainer m the refrigerator for 
up to 3 weeks

These flavorful nuts can be 
sprinkled onto salads, cereal, 
pasta, or eaten out of hand as 
a snack or appetizer

CRACKING WALNUTS

Do your walnuts break into 
tiny pieces when you crack 
the nuts with a nutcracker’

The best way to keep halves 
intact is to use a hammer 
Stand the walnut on its 
pointy end and gently strike 
the top of the flat end on one 
half, perpendicular to the 
seam Insert a knife into the 
seam and carefully work it 
around the nut to pull apart 
the shell

When halved, notice how 
the nutmeat forms a heart 
shape as it sits inside the 
shell No matter how you crack 
nuts, be sure to discard the bit­
ter papery membrane between 
the nut halves

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History of International Credit Union Day Tips for Protecting Yourself 
at the Cash Machine

International Credit Union 
Day is a celebration of the 
credit union movement’s sig­
nificant points in history In 
1844, workers and weavers of 
Rochdale, England, created a 
democratic consumer coopera­
tive The work of Freidnch 
Wilhelm Raiffeisen (1818- 
1888), considered to be the 
founder of credit cooperatives 
m Germany, still influences 
contemporary credit union 
development

Raiffeisen attempted to 
form a credit union m 
Flammersfeld, Germany in 
1848, but it was not actually 
formed until December 1,
1849 Because the idea had 
taken root m 1848, Roy 
Bergengren and other United 
States credit union pioneers 
used 1848 as the starting date 
for credit unions That tradi­
tion continues today

We pay tribute to these 
founders and to the many peo­
ple today who continue the 
commitment that maintains, 
sustains and builds modern 
cooperative financial institu­
tions We also honor our spe­
cial heritage, unique philoso­
phy and dedication to coopera­
tion throughout the credit 
union movement and among 
other cooperatives

International Credit Union 
Day provides an opportunity to 
look to the future and renew 
our pledge to take the credit 
union idea to all that wish to 
use it to achieve a higher quali­
ty of life

T h e  F irs t C red it U n io n  D ay

On January 17,1927, the 
Credit Union League of 
Massachusetts celebrated the

first official holiday for credit 
union members and staff 
January 17 was chosen because 
it was the birthday of 
America’s “Apostle of Thrift,’ 
Benjamin Franklin (1706- 
1790)

Credit union movement 
pioneers believed that Franklin 
symbolized the life Mid teach­
ing embodied in the spirit and 
purpose of credit unions ” At 
that time, there was so much 
activity in the development of

credit unions in North 
America that people were 
either too busy to celebrate or 
too new to the movement to 
recognize the significance of 
their actions because, after a 
brief trial period, the practice 
of celebrating Credit Union 
Day ceased

The Second Chance 
In 1948, the 100th anniver­

sary of Raiffeisen’s initial idea, 
the Credit Union National 
Association (CUNA) decided 
to try a new Credit Union Day 
celebration CUNA and CUNA

Mutual Insurance Society set 
aside the third Thursday in 
October as the day of obser­
vance Credit union leaders 
believed there was a  need for 
an occasion that would bring 
people together to reflect upon 
their cooperative history and 
credit union achievements 
Credit unions, leagues and 
chapters in each state were 
encouraged to celebrate the 
new holiday It was to be a 
time for raising funds for

movement causes and to pay 
homage to the men and 
women who dedicated their 
lives to credit union develop­
ment Banquets, picmcs and 
patriotic speeches were the 
order of the day as credit 
unions celebrated the 100th 
anniversary of credit unions

Sending a  Message A ro u nd
the  W o rld
In the 195bs, CUNA World 

Extension Department provid­
ed technical assistance and 
philosophical guidance for 
credit union development proj­
ects around the world Many 
people liked the idea of a spe­
cial holiday that could be 
enjoyed by everyone, regard­
less of religion, political beliefs, 
cultural differences or lan­
guage Each year, new nation­

al movements joined the credit 
union family and more and 
more people were interested in 
celebrating their unity and 
uniqueness

So many countries had 
credit union movements by 
1965 that CUNA International 
was formed and International 
Credit Union Day became for­
malized Publications, ban­
ners, kits and slogans were dis­
tributed and the day of honor 
and recognition was acknowl­
edged globally

W he re  the  D ay is
Celebrated
By 1971, worldwide credit 

union progress was so substan­
tial that a fourth tier of service 
institutions, the World Council 
of Credit Unions (WOCCU), 
was formed WOCCU exists to 
assist in establishing and 
maintaining viable credit 
union movements wherever 
the need is expressed In 
Africa, Asia, Australia, Canada, 
the Caribbean, Fiji, Great 
Britain, Ireland, Latin 
America, New Zealand,
Poland, Russia, and the 
Ukraine, credit union federa­
tions and confederations sup­
port and endorse credit union 
development New organiza­
tions are also being formed to 
provide credit union services to 
the people m China, the Czech 
Republic, Kyrgyzstan, 
Lithuania, Macedonia, and 
Romania

A recent study pub­
lished m the New England 
Journal of Medicine con­
firms what we’ve been 
hearing for years A 
Mediterranean diet high 
in fruits, vegetables, 
legumes, nuts, whole 
grains and olive oil will 
help you live longer 

The four-year study of 
more than 22,000 Greeks 
offered more evidence that 
the Mediterranean diet 
can protect against heart
