Those are som e o f the results from  a 
survey conducted by Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools (PCCS) and ! 
Schoolcraft College The 380 registered 
voters w ho com pleted the telephone 
survey live w ithin the boundaries o f 
both educational institutions 

W hen questioned about alternative 
approaches to  raising new  revenue

sources for Plymouth-Canton Schools, 
78 percent suggested charging for 
after-school tutoring m special sub­
jects, with 77 percent suggesting initia­
tion  o f a fee for talented students to 
attend summer school

Among other choices, 62 percent 
suggested charging a fee for on line 
courses, 58 percent favored creating 
magnate schools, such as an arts acad­
emy, that m ight draw out-of-distnct 
and private school students, w ith 45 
percent in favor o f increasing fees for 
all sports and extra-curricular activi­
ties

Suggestions as to  where Plymouth- 
Canton could make budget cuts,

respondents proposed extra-curricular 
activities, adm inistration positions and 
salaries

According to  the survey, the commu­
nity perception o f Plymouth-Canton 
Schools is very favorable R esults indi­
cate 34 percent o f respondents per­

to save about $1,200 ”

Since tax b ills are sent out 
twice a  year, that com es to  a 
total o f $2 ,400

“It’s not a  lot o f money, but 
every little b it helps,” said 
Cischke

Taxpayers who pay winter or 
summer tax b ills at City Hall 
w ill continue to  receive a 
receipt on the spot, according 
to Cischke

Thx bills were printed last 
Thursday, and are expected to 
be mailed W ednesday — mean­
ing they should be in  mailboxes 
in tim e for the holiday shop­
ping season

The tax b ill not only collects 
for the City o f Plymouth, but 
includes levies for Wayne 
County, the Wayne County jail, 
Huron-Clmton Metropark,

Taxes are payable at City

Plymouth, Canton and Salem  
high schools -  were high The 
areas rated the highest were 
m usic and art programs, 
sports, clubs, overall academic 
reputation, and the opportuni­
ty for parent/commumty 
involvem ent

Am ong the lowest scores for 
P-CEP were for overall size of 
the high schools and individual 
class sizes

“I think the information on 
the Park validated the commu­
nity’s idea that good things are 
happening out there,” said 
Superintendent Jim Ryan 
“They value athletics, die 
m arching band, the fine arts 
and extra-curricular activities

"We want what the commu­
nity wants A  good quality o f 
life w ith a really good school 
district to support and protect 
their tax investments,” said 
Ryan

M eanwhile, survey respon­
dents rated the quality o f edu­
cation at Schoolcraft College 
very high

Nearly 81 percent said the 
quality o f education at 
Schoolcraft is the same or bet­
ter than at a four-year universi­
ty And, compared to other 
com m unity colleges, 
Schoolcraft was seen as better 
(4 0  percent) or the same (42 
percent) m  quality education

Concerning community per­
ception, 41 percent rated 
Schoolcraft as excellent in  pro­
viding educational services, 
w ith another 53 percent noting 
the college does a good job

The study did show that resi­
dents have only a general idea 
about the cost o f a college edu­
cation D enise Sigworth, dean 
o f instruction at Schoolcraft, 
said that’s one area the two- 
year college needs to address

“We need to do a better job 
o f helping the community 
understand the support they 
give -  through the local tax 
base, state m onies and tuition 
and fees -  to  make community 
college Costs affordable,” said 
Sigworth “And, that in  these 
econom ic tim es, a community 
college is a viable option to 
sending a child to a four-year 
college for $60 ,000

The Plymouth Salvation 
Army’s year-round m ission 
to help needy fam ilies kicked 
into high gear Fnday with 
the annual Red Kettle 
Kickoff

The ceremony, which fea­
tured the choir from West 
M iddle School and a brass 
band ensem ble, begins the 
annual campaign, which fea­
tures bell-ringers stationed 
outside various locations col­
lecting money 

It is the Army’s biggest 
fund-raiser o f the year 

“We’re providing services 
m  Plymouth, Canton, 
Northville and Belleville,” 
said campaign coordinator 
Kelly Zmudczynski “The 
kettle campaign is how we 
fund the majority o f that ” 

Last year’s campaign drew  
some $129,000 and 
Zmudczynski hopes to top 
that th is year W ith 24 kettle 
locations, including half-a-

dozen m Belleville, she hopes 
the campaign can bring in  
some $140,000

In addition to  the kettle 
stands, located outside places 
like grocery stores and hard­
ware retailers and other 
businesses, the Salvation 
Army also uses “counter” ket­
tles, placed on counters near 
cash registers m  businesses

For $100, a  business can 
also sponsor a  kettle location, 
a donation that buys them  a 
sign bearing th e business 
name for an entire day o f 
bell-nnging

It all continues a tradition 
that started back in 1891, 
according to the Salvation 
Army’s Web site, when a 
Salvation Army officer, Capt 
Joseph McFee, prom ised to 
share free Christmas dinners 
and provide other assistance 
to fam ilies o f shipwrecked 
sailors who were poverty- 
stricken

Recalling h is days as a 
sailor, when som ething 
called “Simpson’s Pot” was

placed on the wharf for 
passersby to toss m charita­
ble contnbutions, McFee 
transformed the idea, and 
the Red Kettle Campaign 
was bom

By 1895 som e 30 Salvation 
Army corps were using the 
kettle, and three years later it 
had spread across the coun­
try Today, passersby contin­
ue the tradition, tossing 
coins and dollar bills into the 
red kettle, to the tune o f m il­
lions o f dollars each year

“The generosity o f the peo­
ple is amazing,” said Maj 
Stephen Hull, commander o f 
the Plymouth Salvation 
Army “Every year, people 
give o f their tim e to help us 
man the kettles, and people 
open their hearts to the 
needy in our com m unity”

Farmer Jack is still com m itted 
to its $ 3 0 ,0 0 0  contribution, 
Visteon has dropped its $5 ,000  
sponsorship

The festival com m ittee is 
also hurt by city o f Plymouth 
budget cuts that sliced more 
than $16,000 from  the festival 
budget W ith budget troubles 
loom ing, city officials decided 
earlier this year to  cut support 
for festivals Those festivals 
m ust now pay the entire cost o f 
city services 

W hile last year’s festival 
operated on a budget slightly 
m ore than $146,000, W atts to 
th is point has secured just 
$76,600 m  pledges for the 
2 004  festival W hile the initial 
numbers are down, W atts isn’t 
worried yet 

“I’m pleased w ith the 
response so far,” he said “It 
seem s like th e economy is turn­
ing around It was more diffi­
cult last year w ith the econom y 
and the war com ing I’m more 
encouraged this year”

W hile W atts is optim istic the 
budget numbers w ill pick up, 
som e changes to the festival 
have been made to fit it into 
the current budget structure 
The changes include 

■  Elim ination o f profession­
al carving com petitions

Professionals w ill still carve, 
but only in  exhibitions, mean­
ing the board won’t  have to pay 
the expense o f bringing m  pro­
fessional judges

■  Elim ination o f the dinner- 
dance “It was a nice event, but 
it really didn’t  work w ell as a 
fund-raiser,” Watts said

■  Cancellation o f the celebri­
ty carvmg com petition “Again, 
it was a nice event, but it was­
n’t  really cost-effective,” he 
said

The other change came in 
the sculpture program, which 
allows business owners to pur­
chase a sculpture to be dis­
played outside their businesses 
Those prices went up by $100, 
and sculptures now cost $400, 
$500  or $600  

Individuals can also pur­
chase them , but they w ill be 
displayed in Kellogg Park, not 
m front o f hom es because o f 
liability reasons, Watts said 

Other features return, such 
as the presence o f the Japanese 
carvers — “We want to  make 
sure the festival m aintains its 
international status,* Watts 
said --  and the student and 
amateur carvmg com petitions 

“That’s part o f our vision, 
part o f our purpose,” Watts 
said “We’re making hard deci­
sions while trying to keep the 
flavor”

m  his blind, then suddenly 
found him self on the ground, 
flat on his back. He’d fused five 
vertebrae, broken a  couple o f 
nbs, punctured a lung He 
couldn’t m ove M ental pictures 
o f his w ife, Suzanne, and h is 
three children danced through 
his mind

Finally, it got dark, and peo­
ple came looking And now  the  
ordeal has really begun 

Elder, w ho works for 
Century 21 Town & Country m  
Plymouth, is m  the hospital at 
the University o f M ichigan m  
Ann Arbor, going through 
physical and occupational 
therapy H e doesn’t  hold out 
much hope for walking again 
— “They say m iracles happen, 
so I’m  trying to  remain opti­
m istic” — and, w ith a house 
payment to  make and three 
children to raise, he’s worried 
what w ill happen if  he can’t  go 
back to  work 

As areal estate agent, the 
Livonia native — he graduated 
from Franklin H igh School — 
pays his own health insurance 
costs If he can’t  work, that 
well w ill soon dry up 

His focus n ow  survival 
“As long as I keep paying (for 

insurance), they’ll cover it, but 
I have no d ue how I’m going to  
be able to sell hom es w ithout 
the use o f my legs,” a discour­
aged Elder said “It’s very 
frightening I have so m uch to  
think about I have three kids 
at hom e, and I’m  the provider” 

It’s  the second tim e in  tw o 
years the Elders have faced 
life-altering circum stances that 
have shaken their future to  the

core Two years ago, Suzanne 
Elder, then ju st 35, suffered a 
stroke that forced her husband 
to stop working for a year to 
take care o f the family

Daughter N atalie was just 6 
months old at the tim e 
M adeline wasn’t  yet 2 and son 
Benjamin was just 7 They had 
needs, and Dad took care of 
them

“I probably didn’t  work for a 
year,” C hns Elder remembered 
“I was hom e, packing lunches 
and changing diapers ”

The Elders were just digging 
out o f the financial and emo­
tional hole Suzanne’s stroke 
dug for them  when Chns’ acci­
dent happened Fnendsand  
fam ily worry that this second 
tragedy m ight be too much to 
bear

“It’s unreal,” brother Jim 
Elder said “It’s so much in one 
family, it’s tough on the kids, 
too Everyone chipped in — 
friends, neighbors — to get 
them  going, and now here we 
are two years later It’s horn- 
b le”

H ornble enough that family 
and friends are trying to do 
som ething to help Sandy 
Perez, a nurse at St Mary 
Mercy H ospital m Livonia, is a 
long-tim e fam ily fhend She 
and others were among those 
who chipped in to help when 
Suzanne had the stroke, and 
now  they’re trying to help 
again

Perez and the Elder family 
are working together on a 
donation fund o f som e sort, 
although details aren’t  avail­
able yet

“(Elder) has been through so 
much traum a that we really 
think they’re going to need 
som e help to  get through these 
next m onths or years,” Perez

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A lot of our dreams died 
that day in Dallas
Y

ears ago, I was doing 
som e research at the 
John F Kennedy Library 

in Boston, and I asked to see 
Dave Powers, the president’s 
friend, a working-class 
Irishman who had been sort 
o f the court jester o f the N ew  
Frontier

“You’re from Detroit? he 
said, eyes tw inkling merrily 
“I love Detroit A  great thing  
happened to m e there We 
were cam paigning m Cadillac Square on Labor 
Day and I broke my watch ” Puzzled, I asked 
why m  the world breaking his watch during 
the m adness o f a campaign rally was a great 
thing

That’s exactly what Powers, then sort o f a 
ceremonial curator o f the m agnificent library, 
was w aiting for “Because Jack Kennedy took  
his o ff and gave it to m e’” h e said trium phant­
ly That was a legendary day state Democrats 
still talk about John Kelly, for many years a 
state senator, perched on h is father’s shoulder 
that day, h is llth  birthday, and briefly grasped 
the senator’s hand Thousands saw him , at ral­
lies across the state

Mary Ann W atson, a professor o f telecom ­
m unications at Eastern M ichigan University, 
was a little girl o f 4  when the candidate’s car 
whizzed by and she saw him , as she im agined, 
looking straight fit her She grew up to become 
the nation’s leading academ ic expert on televi­
sion in  the Kennedy era 

Last week, as television flooded the airwaves 
with specials, and younger Americans strug­
gled to figure out what the fuss was all about, 
those who knew remembered M ichigan 
played a sm all, but significant, part m  sealing 
Kennedy’s victory 

On Election Day, it was those same 
Detroiters who gave John F  Kennedy d ie mar­
gin he needed to carry the state by a whisker m  
one o f the nation’s closest elections Some say 
it was M illie Jeffrey who did it, the tiny 
dynamo o f a labor organizer who ran JFK’s 
campaign in  the state 

“I m et him  at a dinner in  Grand Rapids m  
1958, and was instantly taken with his charm, 
his ideas, his freshness,’ Jeffrey, now 91, 
remembers

But labor and civil rights groups were suspi­
cious Jeffrey, the highest-ranking woman m  
the U nited Auto Workers union, chaired his 
campaign, made him  acceptable to the 
Democratic Party’s base, rallied and fired up 
the troops

When M ichigan, after seesaw ing all night, 
finally went to JFK at 6 a m  the next morning, 
the Secret Service took that as its cue to move 
in  and protect the president-elect (In those 
long-ago and supposedly gentler tim es, m ere 
candidates didn’t  get Secret Service protection

Nor would they, until after the public saw an 
unguarded Bobby Kennedy dying in a pool o f 
blood on the floor o f a hotel k itchen)

M ichigan s narrow, but solid, margin for 
Kennedy in I960 also was a large part o f the 
real reason why Richard Nixon didn’t  contest 
the highly suspicious result in Illinois that 
year W hat is often forgotten is that even if  the 
Republicans could have proven vote fraud 
there, Nixon still needed another large state to 
win M ichigan was his last hope

“They loved him  We all did,” said Frank 
Kelley, the nation’s longest-serving state attor­
ney general He was a recent appointee to the 
job when the president came to M ichigan to 
campaign for Democratic candidates for a day 
m  1 9 6 2

‘You know, that grace, those perfect moves, 
those tailored suits, that face, made quite an 
impression on a m iddle-class Irish kid like 
me,’ Kelley said

Asked about his own race, Kelley made some 
comment about h is opponent’s ego “And I’ll 
never forget — Kennedy looked at m e and 
said, W e are all egoists, Frank. The one who 
hides it the best w ins ’” Kelley would go on to 
serve 37 years as attorney general, leaving 
office at last the year JFK’s son died

When he retired, I asked him  what his best 
day on the job was He couldn’t  say H e knew  
what the worst one Was, though He was swim­
m ing laps m the YMCA pool in Lansing on 
Friday afternoon when he looked up to see a 
grim-faced aide come m

“All I could think o f  was that som ething had 
happened to one o f my kids,” he said It was 
Nov 22,1963, and when the aide told him  
what had happened, Kelley felt no sense o f 
relief “That was the hardest thing to take as a 
public person A  lot o f hopes and dreams died 
that day in Dallas,’ he told me as he was leav­
ing office

Dave Powers had died the year before I f he 
were still around, I doubt that he would have 
been very visible this week H e didn’t like talk­
ing about the president in  November, when he 
did, all people wanted to know about was the 
assassination He knew all about it It was he 
who ran to the lim ousine at Parkland Hospital, 
wrenched the door open, looked down on what 
he should never have had to see

‘W ho wants to talk about that?” he said My 
goal is to keep the mejtnory alive, you know? I 
knew Last summer I was at the Kennedy 
Library again, and saw people, old and young, 
with stars m their eyes, watching the Inaugural 
Address In some crazy way, that part o f our 
past isn’t, in fact, over It isn t, as they say, even 
really past

W

hen M elissa Hafeli set o ff for the
University o f M ichigan 13 years ago, she 
faced the sam e challenges and fears every 

freshm an encounters learning to live inde­
pendently, adapting to university life, m eeting 
expectations, making new friends, finding her 
way around the m assive campus Stressful, 
adm its M elissa, but nothing like the anxiety o f 
overcom ing the one thing she feared most put­
ting on her socks

“I hadn’t  been able to put my socks on by 
m yself because I couldn’t reach my feet,” said 
M elissa, who now lives in  Tennessee “We 
looked around for an apparatus, a sock-putter- 
onner-thm g -  that’s the scientific name for it -  
and finally found one that worked I think I’m  
on my fourth now, I’m  pretty rough on them,” 
she casually jokes

It’s painfol im agining what this young 
wom an has gone through m  her 31 years 
Before she could even walk, M elissa was diag­
nosed w ith juvenile rheumatoid arthritis, a 
shock to her parents who perceived arthritis as 
an old person’s disease They quickly discov­
ered how  wrong they were Arthritis is any­
body’s disease In fact, doctors now believe that 
osteoarthritis, the m ost common form of 
arthritis, begins as early as m one’s 30s 

“I don’t know life w ithout arthritis,” M elissa 
m atter-of-factly says, her round cherub-like 
cheeks revealing a  pair o f sweet dimples ‘At 10 
m onths old, my parents began to notice that I 
was not necessarily m eeting the m ilestones I 
should be at that stage o f my life I began to 
have fevers and sw elling and after eight 
m onths, and a battery o f tests, I was diagnosed 
w ith juvenile rheumatoid arthritis”

A t age 3, M elissa began taking prednisone 
and hasn’t  been off since She remembers 
heading to kindergarten, her new school dress 
nicely com plem ented by a pair o f cumbersome 
arm braces Her morning ritual took hours, 
beginning long before sunnse w ith a  warm

M elissa -  as a child and now as an adult - is 
one o f the faces o f arthritis, giving us a glimpse 
into som e o f the worst that this chronic illness 
offers Amazingly she Speaks easily o f her past 
and her struggles, even laughing at her 
escapades Yet, her story o f perseverance pro­

M elissa’s fragility is som ething more and 
more Americans w ill soon experience first­
hand As baby boomers pour through the door­
way leading to the second h alf o f their lives, 
arthritis w ill be walking m  w ith them  
According to  the Arthritis Foundation, 70 m il­
lion Am ericans now have som e form o f arthri­
tis W ithin the next 2 0  years, that number could 
double

The good news is living w ith arthritis w ill be 
easier than it  was for M elissa, thanks to  the 
incredible advances in the treatm ent o f th is 
disease Still, as our knees, h ips, toes and wrists 
begin to sw ell and ache more often, we are 
reminded that there is little w e can do to pre­
vent its onset, but w e can manage it better

Shepherd s workshop, which 
focused on movement and body 
im age, was part o f Saturdays 
Fourth Annual Original Girls 
M atter Conference, held at 
Orchard Community Colleges 
Orchard Ridge Campus m 
Farmington H ills More than 
270 attendees spent the morn­
ing focused on equipping 
young girls with the tools they 
need to become healthy, happy 
women

'Hie conference is organized 
every year by representatives 
from  OCC, Farmington, 
Birmingham and Southfield 
public schools and W est 
Bloomfield Community 
Education OCCs 
W omencenter Coordinator 
Arlene Frank said the group 
started working on the idea five 
years ago for one reason

Some of us who work with 
girls or in the field o f women’s 
issues realized for our girls not 
to come back with the same 
issues that women do, we need­
ed intervention, she explained

According to both research 
and anecdotal information, 
Frank said, girls’ se lf confidence 
is fairly high until 11 or 12 years 
o f age At adolescence, many 
girls begin to more thoroughly 
accept the stereotyped notions 
o f how they should behave and 
create them selves

In one o f the workshops for 
parents, psychologist Elana 
Goell-Varkovitzky pointed out 
that young women who can’t 
identify their own em otions 
won’t be able to make good 
decisions

The lack o f “emotional intel 
ligence can interfere with 
everything from dating to 
career decisions

If kids don t know how to 
figure out how they feel, they 
can get moody and depressed, 
she said

Goell-Varkovitzky described 
the process o f brain develop­
m ent as one o f bloom ing and 
pruning -  children develop 
more shoots’ than needed, and 
m  adolescence, the brain goes 
into a m assive reorganization 
and specialization in  the area of 
identity

She urged parents to teach 
their daughters to respect intu­
ition, asking them  about their 
gut feeling” in the decision­

making process

One family's 
celebration 
touches all
I t  is on Thanksgiving that 

our family, like every other 
family, comes together for 

the holiday We travel from 
far and wide, my brother 
from Missouri, riiy sister 
from northern Michigan and 
my other brother lives just a 
few miles from my Mom, all 
converging on each other to 
share a day of Cards, football 
and food

As everyone arrives, the 
ottce-quiet house fills with 
commotion

Standing sentry at the 
front door, my Mom offers 
food, dnnk to the weary trav­
elers and points me to the 
bathroom

The house is warm and 
smells of bubbling turkey 
Stuffed in the oven, a bird big 
enough to ensure there 
would be leftovers for weeks 
and months to come On the 
stove, a pan of potatoes boil 
and a green bean casserole 
with crunchy little onion 
things waits to be warmed, 
and the gravy pan is on alert 

My brother sticks his head 
in the refrigerator and spots 
it The orange Jell-0 sitting 
in a plastic mold purchased 
at a party m 1967, the orange 
concoction has been his life­
long favorite

I can almost see my tiny 
little Grandmother sitting in 
the comer, demanding the 
carcass of the bird for her 
soup A shadow of my father 
passes by, I swear I hear the 
buzz of his electric knife, one 
he used to decimate many 
turkeys of feasts long^passed 

My 20-year-old nephew 
avoids the hubbub and steals 
to the empty bathroom My 
sisters-in-law chatter happily, 
and my husband sneaks 
downstairs to the sanctuary 
of peace and football 

The table is set for 13, hav­
ing abolished the kids’ table 
years back For the babies, 
two high chairs are strategi­
cally placed near the seats of 
each parent Fresh flowers in 
the center of the table glow 
with orange candles on either 
end of the arrangement The 
microwave, filled with dinner 
rolls, beeps, and the helpers 
m the kitchen spring into 
action

My nephew tries to sneak 
out of the bathroom unno­
ticed, but I grab him in a 
bear hug He blushes, embar­
rassed

“Hewwo, Aunph Caphy”
I stop to look at him, sur­

prised He speaks as if his 
tongue is swollen His father, 
my other brother, is beside 
him m a flash 

"Open up”
Openmg his mouth reveals 

my nephew’s brand new 
tongue piercing My brother 
rolls his eyes and walks away 
m disgust I stifle a giggle as I 
have to ask, "Didn’t that 
hurt9”

“No,” my nephew tells me 
thickly, “I wove it”

Five weeks later the tongue 
nng was gone 

Yet it is these times for 
which we must be thankful 
Moments with family, times 
to remember After the meal, 
after the cleanup, both of my 
brothers station themselves 
at each end of the table, shuf­
fling a deck of cards I take 
my place and wait for the 
games to begin 

In the middle of it all, I 
caught my father’s shadow 
once again As he put away 
his electric knife, he turned 
to me and smiled 

And for just a split second,
I would swear I saw him 
wink

Livonia nun encourages 

children to seek better life
Sister Nancyann Turner reaches out 

to hug one of the children at the 
Capuchin Soup Kitchen on Conner 
The Livonia nun can’t seem to pass 
anyone in the hall without stopping to 
offer a few words of encouragement 

Sister Turner likes to say die’s “tak­
ing all of the pieces and making a 
whole” here m the Rosa Parks Art 
Studio and Children’s Library in 
Detroit

After school a steady stream of chil­
dren flock to her for comfort from a 
trying day that can include anything 
from being evicted from their home 
to having it firebombed 

Like ajigsaw puzzle, she’s assem­
bled art, tutoring and a variety of pro­
grams to create a beautiful picture of 
what the future could hold for them 
On this day die children are making 
Thanksgiving Day cards to send to 
the most important people in their 
lives

“Children draw not by perspective, 
but by their own feelings,” said Sister 
Turner “About five years ago I started 
thinking about working with chil­
dren I asked myself what do I most 
want to do Where could I use my 
gifts and skills best91 wanted to get 
children off to their best Ifwewanta 
more peaceful, more earth conscious
world it has to start with children ”

*

TEACHING HER START

Sister Turner began her work as a 
Dominican nun by teaching children 
in Alpena, Saginaw, Dearborn, and 
Southgate after earning degrees m art 
education and fine arts from Siena 
Heights College in Adrian and 
Syracuse University m New York. 
Later, she learned the value of using 
art as therapy while working with 
people in an Appalachian ministry 

“It was a wonderful opportunity to 
use my arts m north Georgia,” said 
Sister Turner “I wanted to retrieve 
arts such as quilting and basketry It 
was wonderful to see them come 
together to have them do their arts It 
was my first time working with low- 
income people I saw the great gifts 
they had ”

After six years, the social service 
agency program ran out of money and 
Sister Turner was sent to Washington, 
DC Insight gained in the 
Appalachian Mountains wasn’t wast­
ed It led her to seek training as an art 
therapist She did field work on the 
psych wards at Walter Reed Hospital 
Now she’s come full circle, instituting 
art and other programs for impover­
ished children at the soup kitchen 

"I worked with the mentally ill,

those struggling with alcohol and 
learned about the role the arts play,” 
said Sister Turner “It’s a safe way to 
express inner confusion, inner angst, 
inner struggles It’s a way to come to 
gnps with their own soul, a way to 
envision what could be You can really 
tell what a person is struggling with 
when they do their art They can 
screen their words, not their art It 
gives therapist clues ”

REACHING OUT

Here in the art studio, Sister Timer 
can tell by looking at a child’s drawing 
the struggles they’re facing Five years 
ago this was an empty room

“I serve by empowering people so 
they have tools and support,” said

Sister Timer "Dominicans have 
made strong commitments to work 
with women and children, the poor, 
to fight racism and build community 
wherever we can, not to just seme but 
help empower them to take their life 
and do something worthwhile with 
i t ”

Helping others to help themselves 
is not always easy If a child has an 
especially bad day, Sister Timer 
leaves a little animal on the table 
where they sit to cheer them up 
Those are the days Sister Turner goes 
home drained Other times she’s just 
plain physically weary from coordi­
nating programs like the summer 
Peace Garden and a three-week camp 
featuring the arts and sessions for 
resolving conflicts

“Sometimes I can hardly talk about 
it,’ said Sister Timer “Right now 
especially you see all the ads for the 
perfect Christmas This is a hard time 
for low income because you can never 
match what the ads say, and you can’t 
explain that to children

w

“This area is a lot of families with l
not a lot of housing available, or not 
kept up, even if available, not livable - 
Somehow I have the energy and call 
to go back every day to see people tak- <- 
mg control of their life, see moms ,
making progress, moms grateful to 
have a place for their children to -
come ”

Sister Timer is thankful for volun­
teers like Delphme Sievert and hus­
band Jerry, and Tina Adams and hus­
band Pat for making the children’s 
programs possible at the soup 
kitchen Delphme and Tina wanted to 
pass on the love of books they 
acquired during years of teaching at 
St Michael’s School The two retired 
from the Livonia school five years ago

At the soup kitchen, they help 
organize the library and set up art 
projects for the children once a week 
for three hours

“I think Sister Nancyann is doing a 
marvelous job Those children need 
whatever she’s giving them Her 
thrust is art therapy helping with the 
problems, and the tutoring It would 
be so sad if anything happened to that 
program,” said Delphme Sievert "If 
you just helped a few of the children it 
can make a difference ”

GRATEFUL

“Volunteering awakened m my hus­
band and I a feeling of how grateful 
we are for everything we have,” added 
Tina Adams “We’re helping those 
that don’t have If we can make a dif­
ference in these children’s lives, with 
good reading, if only every house 
could have a little library, and parents 
and people to take time to make them 
realize the importance of reading m 
life”

Sievert says anyone can help make 
that dream come true Especially 
needed are donations of gently used 
or new African American books, edu­
cational and story books, and books 
for sixth-eighth-grade children

School supplies like loose leaf paper 
and spiral notebooks are greatly 
appreciated, said Sister Timer who 
plans to begin a noon storytime for 
preschoolers at the soup kitchen in 
January Books on math or spelling 
would help children in the tutoring 
program as would educational games

“We need blankets for families that 
are burned out,” said Sister Timer 
who prepares gift bags consisting of 
books, clothes, and a toy or treat for 
the children at Christmas “The gar­
den club needs funding We’re hoping 
to find a garden group to give us a 
grant for our peace garden Last year 
people gave us money to pay kids a

Lots of love: Garden City family says 
there’s no place like their home

Catherine Stoner has a special fondness for Garden 
City This is where her late husband, Leo, landed “his 
first real job” delivering milk from house to house m 
the mid-1930s If it wasn’t for his route, they might 
never have met, married and raised seven children -  
Ann, Mary, Barbara, Nancy, Judy, Pat and Dan 

Today, Stoner lives alone in a home m Garden City 
surrounded by the memories Leo left behind when he 
died from a stroke m 1992 

“I lived in Detroit around the old Olympia, ‘the red 
bam’m 1936 He came down the sfreet with a horse 
and wagon I was 18 He was 23,” said Stoner now 85 
“My older sister suggested taking milk from him Not 
long after he brought milk, rapped on the door We 
started talking and he asked me out to the Creamery 
Dance at the Book Cadillac Hotel downtown We 
were married on Devil’s Night in 1936 The rest is 
history”

While many of the early photographs were lost dur­

Leo was a jack of all trades who bought houses, 
fixed them up and then rented them to families m 
Garden City Over the years, the Stoners lived in four 
of the homes on Marquette, Dillon, Belton and 
Barton Many times, Leo had to park his milk truck 
on Memman because the streets weren’t paved Leo 
worked hard to make a life for his family After driv­
ing milk routes for Bodker Creamery, Wilds 
Creamery, and Twin Pines he went to work as a jani­
tor for Garden City schools Leo always seemed to

have his hand m something A1946 newspaper 
advertisement boasts of the famous chicken dinners 
served at Nelli’s Lunch on Middlebelt at Pol’d Back 
then city hall was on the second floor of the building 
now occupied by Onn Jewelers Later, he owned 
Cassie’s Sweet Shop in Detroit

At age 50, Leo went back to school to become a 
senior tax accountant for the city of Detroit, then 
Inkster

“Taylor’s Ranch was across the street and had 
horseback riding for $1,” said Mary Martzolff, the sec­
ond oldest daughter ‘There were 40 acres across the 
street, an all wooded area that ran all the way to 
Eloise (a former mental hospital and poor house m 
Westland) We’d go out in the woods and pick rasp­
berries and strawberries One day I found a park with 
swings and slides that must have been a prospective 
park at Cherry Hill and Memman I felt like Hansel 
and Gretel Now I live out m the woods again on 10 
acres m Pinckney Garden City at one time was that - 
many, many farms and Victory Gardens

“We’d take a walk uptown to Ford and Middlebelt 
Half the kids went to school on their horses It was 
called Garden City because there were gardens every­
where ”

“It was go peaceful, no drugs,’ added daughter No 
6, Patricia Benefiel of Farmington Hills Benefiel’s 
worked as a paraprofessional with special needs stu­
dents in Farmington Public Schools for the last 20 
years “We went to football games I walked to school 
less than a mile away I got a job at the first Kmart 
while a senior m high school ”

bor It’s still that way today”

It is possible even common to have 2 arthritis conditions in the same knee The  usual 

combination is osteoarthritis of the knee combined w ith gout in the same joint

The first arthritis to occur is osteoarthntis An in ju ry o r repeated in jury to  the knee as 

occurs from football o r motorcycle riding sets up t ie  osteoarthritis In turn the damage to 

cartilage makes the knee vulnerable to an attack of gout Gout arises when the uric acid 

concentration in the blood rises to  a point that c rysta ls of urate w ill precipitate on the 

surface of jo int cartilage Damaged cartilage predisposes to this precipitation jus t like  a 

craggy rock w ill gather debns

Your doctor can te ll an attack of gout in your knee from  a flare of osteoarthritis in the 

same knee A  gout attack comes on suddenly and the p an  is to intense you require 

crutches or a wheel chair to  get Into your doctor’s office In  contrast osteoarthritis causes 

a gradually increasing discomfort one that is relieve by rest and worsened by walking a 

considerable distance

It is important to make a correct diagnosis A  gout attach required imm ediate removal 

of fluid from the knee and the need for medicine fo r a  long term  to prevent another attack 

Osteoarthritis may be treated by removal of fluid but often medication for pain w ill suffice 

to control the condition
