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Layoffs loom as district eyes

T h e  Plym outh-Canton Schools Board o f 
Education will consider the layoffs o f 
seven administrators, including the three 
athletic directors at Plym outh-Canton 
Educational Park, as part o f a cost-saving 
measure to whittle down a $9 2 m illion 
budget deficit for the 2004-05 school 
year

Superintendent Jim  Ryan said the 
seven administrative positions w ill be 
considered at Tuesday’s board meeting 
because o f contractual obligations which

require a 90-day notice There are possi­
bilities th a t some, i f  not all, could be 
retained However, Ryan said its  likely 
there w ill be a restructuring o f the athletic 
hierarchy at the park

“W e can save money by restructuring 
the athletic leadership,’ said Ryan “I ’ve 
talked to  Troy, Livon ia, Farm ington and 
W alled La k e , and they all have a distnct- 
wide athletic director and three half-time 
A  D ’s I ’m  not sure that will serve us well, 
b u t u ntil I  decide I  have to put them  on 
the layoff list”

Th e  three high schools currently each 
have an athletic director Sue H em zm an

at Canton H ig h  School earns $98,021, 
Tom  W illette at Salem and Terry Sawchuk 
at Plym outh each earn $83,395 

Ryan said some o f those laid o ff could 
be back at reduced salaries 

‘W e  have to find a way to change the 
costs,” he said “By restructuring the 
department, they could be back at differ­
ent salaries and roles ’

Ryan didn’t  discount the possibility o f 
having one athletic director and several 
assistants to run athletics at the park.

Am ong the four others to receive layoff 
notices on Tuesday are Bill K e ith , manag­
er o f W S D P , the student-run radio sta­

tio n , M a rk  Bretton m  the curriculum cen­
te r, M ike  Wesner, a computer technician, 
and Susan Jackiw, an executive secretary 

R y a n  said he expects to  give approxi­
mately 23 teachers, the same as last year, 
layoff notices next m onth By law, teach­
ers m ust have notice o f layoffs 60 days 
before the end o f the school year 

“T h e  cuts are getting harder because o f 
w h at w e cut the past tw o years,” said 
R yan “We’ve cut things m  the  past that

Plymouth woman finds joy in new life working at grief support center

T h is  isn’t  the place Sandy Prebenda 
thought she’d  b e in  fo u r years ago, 
w h e n  she was the young wife o f  an 
up-and-com m g corporate executive 

B u t life has a  w ay o f  changing 
things — rapidly — and  the w h irlw ind  
it dished out to Prebenda and her tw o 
young children included the devastat­
ing loss o f  her husband 

Still, four years later, Prebenda is 
rebuilding her life and happy to  be m

“I t ’s been a roller coaster,” said 
Prebenda, whose husband, D a vid , 
died m  M a rch  20 0 0  “You go through 
em otions, feelings, thoughts you never 
expected to  have (B u t) die sun comes 
u p , the kids get hu n g ry and life goes 
on Somehow, you fin d  a w ay to  fu:

Prebenda, w h o  ju s t turned 40 
January, found her w ay to function at 
N e w  H ope Center fo r G rie f Support, 
the Northville-based center th a t offers 
counseling services to  adults and chil­
dren who have lost loved ones

law , she sought o u t N e w  H o p e  as a 
w id o w  and d ie m other o f tw o  young 
children, M o rg a n  and R yan , as a

T h e  city o f  Plym o u th, struggling to erase 
a $ 1 2  m illion budget deficit fo r the  20 04- 
OS fiscal year, received some good financial 
news for a change

T h e  M ichigan Departm ent o f  Treasury 
notified Finance Director M a rk  
Christiansen it  has ruled the city does not 
owe $1 8 m illion m  back taxes, interest and 
penalties fo r taxes collected thro u gh the 
D o w n to w n  Developm ent A u th o rity  from  
1994-2001

T h e  state had questioned the D D A ’s cap­
ture o f  school taxes fo r dow ntow n develop­
m ent, claiming the city failed to follow  
state guidelines after Proposal A  w e nt into 
effect

In  question, according to  Christiansen, 
were school taxes that were used to  con­
struct the dow ntow n parking deck and the 
streetscape project, which included road 
construction and beautification projects

“W e m et all the required dates and 
required components when legislation was 
passed to be eligible under the act,” 
Christiansen said “H a d  the determ ination

o f  the  state stood, we w ould have had  to 
b o rro w  m oney to  pay the state ”

T h e  state government began its audit o f  
several dozen communities seveial years 
ago, keeping them  o n pins and needles 
w ondering i f  they w o uld have to pay back 
m illions o f  dollars

“T h is  whole process was k in d  o f  absurd,” 
Christiansen said “E v e ry  com m unity they 
dealt w ith  already spent the m oney, th in k ­
ing th e y  spent it  appropriately T h e  real 
travesty is that the state w ould w ait this 
long to  tell municipalities they were violat­
ing the  la w ”

Christiansen said i f  the state had  ruled 
against the city fo r the seven years in ques­
tio n , the  city w ould also have been liable 
fo r another $ 1 2  m illion fro m  20 01 to  the 
present

T h a t w o u ld  have m eant borrow ing $3 
m illio n  to  pay the state

Plym o u th  fared better than some other 
com m unities T h e  state reportedly wants 
$8 m illion back from  A u b u rn  H ills , $7 
m illio n  fro m  Rom ulus and $1 m illion fro m  
Pontiac

convicted murderer Leslie Gordon apologized m 
court Wednesday fo r the pain and suffering felt by 
fam ily members o f  victim s who died last Sept 11 
after being gunned dow n at Neil’s Party Store in 
Westland

O n  the same day she was sentenced to life m 
prison without the possibility o f parole, G ordon, 
24, admitted she should have taken her mother’s 
advice to  choose her friends carefully -  an obvious 
reference to her ties to  30-year-old tnggerm an 
Michael Lam o nt Schofield 

G ordon has m aintained that she served as 
Schofield’s lookout because she feared he would 
kill her during a botched robbery that left four 
m en dead and tw o wounded B u t, fam ily m em ­
bers w ho addressed her m  Wayne C ounty Circuit 
C ourt said she has shown no real remorse fo r a 
slaughter that shattered lives 

Schofield shot and killed neighborhood resi­
dent James Kuebler, 35, after Gordon opened the 
door fo r  Kuebler and A b u a li Schofield also 
gunned down 29-year-old employee Feras Yousif 
o f  O a k  Park and, o n his w ay out, he shot and 
killed tw o Canton m en, 63-year-old Kenneth 
Littlefield and his 44-year-old nephew, K e ith  
Gaddis, who drove u p in  a pickup truck.

Littlefields brother, G o rd o n  Littlefield, said in 
court that he hopes the m andatory life sentence 
handed down by Circuit Judge Annette Berry

But, fam ily members who addressed Leslie 
Gordon in Wayne County Circuit Court said 
she has shown no real remorse tor a slaugh­
ter th a t shattered lives.

“will m end the hole th a t was to m  in the fabric o f 
our fam ily”

Kuebler’s mother, L in d a  Cantrell, described her 
son as a caring m an w ith  a quick w it w ho, as a 
heating and cooling repairm an, would often help 
poor families w ithout charging them T h e  last 
time she saw her son, she said they celebrated 
their birthdays together

In  tears, Cantrell said Gordon’s decision to 
greet Kuebler at N e il’s and invite him  in to his 
death made her just as guilty as Schofield, who 
shot him self to  death after leading police on a 25- 
m ile, high-speed chase th a t ended when he *  
crashed his getaway Corvette m  Detroit t
Plym outh Township police played a significant t  
role m  th a t chase, w hich originated in the to w n- *r 
ship “She m ight as w ell have pulled the trigger • 
herself,’  Cantrell said o f  Gordon’s role

D e p a rtm e n t and its suburban 
customers over water rates,

B o th  G ran h o lm  and 
K ilp atrick addressed the board 
M a rch  12 at its meeting m  
D e tro it T h e y  b o th believe the 
board offers a foru m  to  solve 
the issue on a consensus basis, 
rather tha n through the courts 
or m  the political realm 

“T h is  is an am azing, grand 
experim ent,” Granholm  said o f 
die group, which has no real 
authority ‘T h is  is really a w ay 
o f getting things done, and not 
resorting to politics I  w ould 
love to  see this consortium 
become a m odel to  solving 
other regional disputes ”

K ilp atrick said the consor­
tiu m  w ill be a place to have 

honest, open dialogue m  a 
dispute, he said, th a t has been 
m arked b y  m iscom m um cation 
andjabs through the m edia 
Th e  consortium  has members 
representing D e tro it and m any 
o f  the suburbs

‘Fin a lly , we have a place 
where all the issues can be 
heard I t ’s very im p o rta nt to 
have open dialogue Y o u  need 
tw o sides to  talk There has 
been pervasive ignorance in 
the region on this issue,’ he 
said

T h e  consortium  was form ed 
last year after U  S  D istrict 
C ourt Ju dge  Jo h n  Feikens 
ordered the municipalities m  
the region to solve water quali­
ty  issues

H ow ever, m ost o f  the 
group’s w o rk  has dealt w ith  the 
w ater rate issue Suburban 
com m unities have complained 
about the form ula the D W S D  
uses fo r w ater rate increases, 
as well as the departm ents 
operational efficiency 

In  the m onths since Feikens 
directed the group to w o rk  on 
water rates, its members have 
developed a fram ew ork fo r 
solving the issue 

The re  are fo u r w orking

groups, including a rate policy 
team , best m anagem ent prac­
tices team , a nd a regional 
infrastructure coordination 
team  T h e  teams issued their 
initial reports, w hich establish 
guidelines fo r solving the 
problems T h e y  are ho ping to 
make some progress toward 
those goals b y  the next m eet­
ing, tentatively scheduled for 
Ju ne

Feikens, w h o  recently issued 
w h at is being called the  “white 
paper” th a t explains the role o f 
the consortium , said this 
arrangem ent is far better than 
resorting to  the courts

The re  wasn’t  a mechanism 
like this m  the past to  solve 
water qu a lity problem s o n  a 
consensus basis I t  s m uch bet­
ter doing it  this w a y  tha n hav­
ing a judge do it  I  could never 
get this group together in  a 
court o f  law  anyw ay,’ he said

O a k la n d  C o u n ty  D ra m  
Com m issioner Jo h n  
M cC u llo ch , a m ajor critic o f 
the D W S D  s rate setting fo r­
m ula, said it is better for a 
regional b o d y to  solve the issue 
tha n rely on D e tro it to  do it 

Th is  is a regional system 
th a t involves regional issues,

made of untreated straw, wicker, or seagrass (Masters, 
mats, baskets, etc )

■ Toss toys cardboard roll from toilet paper, wire ball 
with a bell inside, plastic keys for babies, large Lego 
blocks, etc

■ Empty margarine tubs and lids
■ A towel to dig in or drape over a chair for your 

bunny to run through
■  Old telephone books and cardboard boxes to shred
■ Box foil of hay, straw, shredded paper, spare piece of 

carpeting or anything else your bunny likes to dig m
■ Litter box full of sand or soil to dig and roll m

FEEDING

■ Rabbit’s diet should be comprised mainly of fresh, 
leafy green vegetables and timothy hay (not alfalfa)
Fresh water should be available at all times, in either a 
bottle or a bowl

■ Commercial rabbit pellets are not a healthy diet, and 
should be fed in moderation, if at all Abetter choice for

Of late the problem of pressure points is lessening instead if you have fibromyalgia you 

find yourself experiencing a tingling or numbness sometimes a shooting pain that goes down 
your arms into your fingers. At times this pain is down one arm at other times includes both 
No particular motion or position sets off this pain and it lasts for moments to hours gradually 
subsiding Alternatively you may go for days and not have this electric-like shock down your 
arms
In many instances your doctor feels obligated to look for evidence of a pinched nerve in your 

neck or consider unusual conditions such as multiple sclerosis There are clues that the arm 
discomfort is part of fibromyalgia First is that the pam radiates down the whole arm in a sleeve 
type of distribution Second is that the pain is migrating and fleeting as noted above Third 
nerve ending studies are often difficult for you The pain of inserting the nerve conduction 
needles can be so great as to prevent the technician from completing the evaluation 
Treatment for the nerve like pain associated with fibromyalgia is the same as treating 

fibromyalgia itself Understanding the condition and taking exercise as tolerated remain the 
mainstays of therapy
