Leaving a lasting legacy

Woman's Club bows out after a century of service

What started more than 100 years ago
as a study group and became one of the
Plymouth community’s most prolific
civic groups has gone away

got 1ts start 1n 1893 as a group studying
American history, held its final meeting
May 7 before turning all of 1ts archival
material over to the Plymouth Historical
Museum for historical safekeeping

Bringing home the bread

Bakery owner gets rise out of new career

About a year ago, Mark Demis decided the
corporate world wasn t what he wanted
anymore Bemg the director of the Ford
division at Yazaki, sitting 1 an office, wasn’t
where he saw his future

In trying to decide what he wanted to do,
Demis remembered the pleasant atmos-
phere he always felt whenever he visited a

akery

“When you walk into a bread store, peo-
ple always seemed to be 1n a good mood,’
said Denis  And, the customer 1s always in
a good mood It’s a positive environment”

Denis decided he wanted a bakery of lus
own, and recently opened the House of
Bread n the Buschs shopping center on
Sheldon Road at Five Mile

“We have 20 different types of breads,
cinnamon rolls mn the morning, along with
muffins and scones  and, of course, freshly
roasted coffee,’ he said ‘Here, we do every-
thing from scraich We're grinding the
flower, and we're not using eggs or oils m
our breads

People want natural and freshly baked
products, Denis added ‘Not all places
make things from scratch They buy them
frozen and put them in the oven and call
them freshly baked”

The House of Bread has the feel of an old-
time bakery, with a vintage stove from the
Detroit Stove Company and a Vernors gin-
ger ale cooler adding to the nostalgia.

And, as with all House of Bread stores,
theres a mural of a wheat field, whnch was
designed and painted by two Plymouth-
Canton high school students

Denis said the key to the business 1s at 4
a.m , when the baker has fresh product
ready for when the doors open at 7 a m

Before you buy, Denis has samples of the
fare of the day, with a money-back guaran-
tee on the bread if 1t spoils

“We use honey as a natural preservative
and to sweeten our breads,” he said “Many
places went to corn syrup when the price of
honey went up, but 1t’s not a preservative

City officials thought Lyons

Local man pushes gay marriage ban petition drive

A petition proposing to
amend the Michigan
Constitution to ban gay and
lesbian marnage 1s the first
effort in which Canton resident
John Miner has ever been
nvolved

‘I have never been 1mvolved
m any activist type of situa-
tion, said the retired super-
market equipment salesman

But Mmner said he has
watched other states address
gay marriages and states, such
as Massachugsetts, which have
allowed gay marnages He
decided 1t was time to get
mnvolved

Miner jomned up with
Citizens for the Protection of
Marrnage, led by Farmington
Hills resident Marlene Elwell
The coalition was formed in
early April when the 1ssue of
mamtaimng heterosexual rela-
tionships as the only legally
recognized form of marnage
failed to get a two-thirds
majority in the Michigan
Legislature

The only thing left was a
petition drive, saxd Miner, a.
coalition coordmator for
Wayne County

Jeff Montgomery, executive
director of the Triangle
Foundation, said his organiza-
tion worked to defeat the leg-

islative vote ‘We appealed to
the better mstincts of the
members of the state House”

Montgomery called the pet1-
tion effort “mean-spirited,
heavy-handed and a form of
gay bashing They are trying to
elevate bigotry and prejudice
10 a constitutional amend-
ment It should offend every-
one

Ths 1s the first time 1n
Miachigans history that an
orgamzation 1s attempting to

specifically and explicitly sm-

gle out one segment of society
for second-class status,’
Montgomery said “The whole
mtent of the Michigan
Constrtution has been to
expand rights and access and
privileges to people

Steadfastly saying he and
other coalition members will
not discuss or debate the rejec-
tion of gay marriage — at least
at this pownt 1n the petition
drive — Miner said the only
goal 15 to place the 1ssue on the
November ballot

To do that, coalition mem-
bers need 350,000 signatures
(by July 6) This 1s & massive
effort; Miner said Alot of
people saxd 1t can’t be done”

The coahition, according to
Elwell, includes thousands of
grass-roots activists all across
Michigan and with coordina-

tors already 1n 65 of Michigans
83 counties ’

The proposed amendment
says To secure and preserve
the benefits of marnage for our
society and for future genera-
tions of children, the union of
one man and one woman shail
be the only agreement recog-
mzed as a marnage or similar
union for any purpose’

Elwell uses Massachusetts as
an example ‘Activist yudges
decided to thwart the will of
the people, the Legislature and
the governor and nvoke a poh-
¢y that 1s wrong, she said
“And today, 1n the state of
Massachusetts, marriage will
cease to be a union between
one man and one woman

In Michigan, five existing
laws prohibit gay and lesbian
marnage ‘Why do we need
another one?” Montgomery
asked

Trangle Foundation, which
offers victim services for gays
and lesbians, has noticed a
dramatic increase in crimes
against homosexuals, from the
tume the US Supreme Court
struck down sodomy laws, fol-
lowed by well-publicized gay
marriages i San Francisco,
Massachusetts and Ontario,
Montgomery said

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D-Day anniversary stirs many
memories of forgotten heroes

# his weekend, this nation
. will celebrate and honor
“ the men who dropped
from the skies and charged
the Normandy beaches on D-
Day
We'll see the old newsreels
and modern tributes and hear
about Dwight D Eisenhower
This wall be an especially
poignant anniversary
because, before long, there
will be no more survivors to
give mterviews
But I will remember a sort
of gawky kid who I feel like I
knew, a kid who bitterly hated
the 1dea of war and every-
thing about 1t His name was
Bob Swarthout, and when 1t
all began, he was a student at
Wayne State University, who
wanted to be a reporter and
have a normal Iife
Wayne was really just an
overgrown city college then,
and most of the classes were
1n a huge old building that
was once Central High
School They called 1t then, as
now, Old Main, and then, as
now, Wayne was the best™
school Detroit-area kids
could attend 1f they didn’t
have connections or money
What 1t did have was a
good student newspaper, and
Bob Swarthout rose to be its
edrtor His best columnist
was a young woman named
Helen Thomas, who went on
to be a journahism legend
There 15 a myth that all
Americans, especially the
young and progressive, could-
n’t waxt to get into the war
That was, 1n fact, broadly
true of the faculty Wayne stu-
dents mostly thought that
was a very pool 1dea, because
they were the ones who
would have to fight 1t In bhs-
tering editonial after editoral,
Swarthout denounced war
When a faculty petition called
for us to declare war, he went
ballistic
“They would plunge the
country once again into the
bloody and hell-torn raging
inferno that 1s Europe,” he
wrote “They have mounted
the mad elephant of propa-

Jack

ganda, and with other ntel-
lectuals of the land wall nde
him to the death”

Swarthout, who had grown
up during the Great
Depression, didn’t want
death He wanted alife He
had helped start Wayne's first
basketball team His columns
spoke of normal college stuff
— he wanted a garliriend,
found a girlfriend, had the
usual problems with his girl-
friend

He spent too much time at
the paper, fighting with the
academic adviser (the days
when students could print
whatever they wanted hadn’t
yet arrived) and his grades
suffered He worred about
graduation, he worned about
finding a job

And he worried about eager
armchair generals dragging
us into war He was pleased
when a young professor quit
the faculty and went to
Canada and enlisted Good
Anyone who wants to be in
the war should follow his
example, and hive up to your
convictions without inflicting
them on us, he snorted

What he wanted was for
times to get better and for
Wayne State to become a real
unversity, wath a campus and
a student umon

Then came Sunday, Dec 7,
1941 And everything
changed The next editonal
had the headline, today eenly
remumscent of Sept 11,
“United We Stand ” Now his
country had been attacked
“We must hick hell out of
them,” he pounded out on s
manual typewriter “Every
action, every deed, every
tholght must be calculated
on the basis of whether 1t
helps or hinders victory”

The next spring, he gradu-

ated, and hus girlfriend mar-
ried him, and Bob enhsted in
the Army Axr Corps Helen
Thomas went off to
Washington Soon, nobody on
campus remembered him

Then, one day m the fall of
1944, as the German army
was retreating across France,
the Dasly Collegran got a let-
ter from someone who had
known Bob Swarthout, and
had heard him talk about the
newspaper and the school

Amenca’s air superiorty
was pretty much total on D-
Day, which was the main rea-~
son the Germans were unable
to push the 1nvaders back
into the sea Swarthout had
been a bombardier on a B-24
which pounded the concrete
defenses on Omaha Beach
The Nazs shot down very few
planes that day

But they got hus

It went down 1n the Enghsh
Channel, and hus body was
apparently never found His
death was swallowed upina
tidal wave of death that day

When the war started, they
turned off the light in Old
Main’s tower, lest it become a
target It hasbeen alittle bit
of beauty mn our drab sur-
roundings, he had written
“And in the darkness, stu-
dents have looked at the light
tower and imagined it as the
focal point of a new, enlarged
and modern campus’

Today the hght 1s shining
again, and Wayne State
University has a new, sprawl-
ng and largely modern cam-
pus, and 2 huge student
union

Nobody remembers the boy
who opposed the war, and
who died on D-Day, two years
before President Bush was
born And so from my gener-
ation, who grew up to have all
the things he missed out on, I
say, stmply, “Thanks”

Department, Sister Ann Stamm points to
the vintage photographs of her parents
on the wall of her Madonna University
office One of Stamm s favorite sayings
recognizes the love and devotion that created the
compassionate person who mimsters to pohce offi-
cers, abused children and grieving familes
Her dedication was recognized May 6 with an
honorary doctor of divimty awarded by the
Graduate Theologzcal Foundation for years of
chaplain work and teaching With several of her
family and friends 1n attendance, Stamm gracious-
ly accepted the tribute during convocation/gradu-
ation ceremomes at the University of Notre Dame
and Century Civic Center m South Bend, Ind
Stamm has taught every level through university
for the last 52 years When she came to Madonna
Umnaversity 30 years ago, she had several police
officers n class and was asked to be a chaplain
After successfully going through the police acade-
my for chaplains in Detrott, she jomed the Wayne
County Sheniff’s Department, and résponse team
for Wayne County Emergency Management
Dvision, ministering to those affected by thrée
plane crashes mcluding Northwest Flight 255 She
presently 1s chaplain for the Livonia Police
Department Stamm did her doctoral dissertation
on the spirituality of grief and has counseled peo-
ple n all walks of life
“Lafe’s all about roots and fruits, past and future
Without roots there are no fruits At the ceremony,
I paid tribute to my parents,” said Stamm, profes-
sor and chairperson of religion and philosophy at
Madonna Umiversity “My seven older brothers
and sisters were teachers My mother and her
mother were teachers My father was not educat-
ed, but wise If he wanted to compliment us he'd
say, ‘You look like a teacher’ If he really wanted to

“You cannot lose yourself in the work you do,
whether 1t's a police officer or a mom, and you
have to accept your humanness My form of
catharsis 1s writing,” said Stamm, who also pants,
draws, carves and boasts of having the best garden
m Livoma

“If you can write, you can fly One of the high-
lights for me 1s being able to inspire students, to
teach the love of word, mstill 1n them a sense of
thewr worth Each of usis ajewel Every facet of
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Sister Ann Stamm displays the honorary doctor of diinity degree she received for her years of police chaplain work and
teaching in front of her 1s the gold shield presented o her by the Livonia Police Department

that jewel has to be explored

Revealing painful facets 1s definitely one of the
major challenges faced by Stamm 1 her work wath
more than 3,000 abused children When the
words won't come, 1t helps to have a furry friend

“I raise dwarf rabbits and frequently use them to
get to the children who sometimes won’t talk, but
will to a rabbit,” Stamm saxd ‘The way to the
human heart 1sn’t clear When you hear a man’s
words, histen to his heart”

FRIEND TO EVERYONE

Stamm’s wealth of sayings, Irish charm and
work with abused children and pohice officers are
some of the reasons so many 1n the community
call her friend

‘I remember when she had rabbits and conduct-
ed therapy with abused children, said state Sen
Laura Toy “Child abuse 1s an underlying 1ssue or
problem that families do and don’t want to recog-
nize It’s a sensitive manner It's important for |
someone to recognize and participate n the heal-
g Through her grief counseling, she touches the
other s1de of life that people don’t want to recog-
mze It takes a special person to do that”

Sgt Julie Warden of the Livonia Police
Department couldn’t agree more Shes proud to
call her former teacher friend

“She’s a good support system and shares her
faith 1n a way that doesn’t matter what your reh-
gion,” Warden said “She brings a lot of Iife experi~
ence and she's well-respected”

Whenever Livoma Police Chief Robert
Stevenson has to deal with death, he seeks counsel
from Stamm Therr friendship goes back nearly 20
years He took her death and dying class when
studying for a bachelor’s degree at Madonna
University

“Death notification 1s one of the hardest things,
and she’s always there when we need her whether
1t’s a tragic mncident, counseling on a group level of
an untimely death of an officer, private counseling
with officers and therr families It gives the officers
someone to turn to 1n a confidential manner,” said
Stevenson, who remembers Stamm holding his 4~
week-old son so he could take an exam

“She wrote a blue book for the department that
talks about gnef, guidelines for death notification,
child abuse,” he said “It was a huge mvestment of
time on her part She has such life experence I
know she’s been alot of comfort to officers over
the years For me, she’s a great resource It makes
my job easier”

Stamm’s feeling for officers 1s mutual In fact,
thetr loss m the line of duty touched her so much
she wrote the song 4 New Day Dawns, which 1s
now used 11 police funerals across the nation

“It’s ike me having another famuly,” Stamm said
“Police officers have a place in my heart that no
one will ever have I see the noble and sacred side
of a pohce officer

“I call them my terrific blue angels They come
with their own hurts and fears People sometimes
fail to think police officers are human beings, a
man or woman They’re my heroes”

Dr Kimberiydawn Wisdom, Michigan's surgeon general, warns ‘obesity 15 a

Diabetes is a silent killer

According to the Southeast
Michigan Diabetes Outreach
Network Strategic Plan,
Michigan has the seventh hgh-
est diabetes prevalence rate in
the US with almost 1 3 milhon
residents having diabetes or
pre-diabetes, a condition which
puts mndividuals at high-risk
for developing type 2 diabetes
within the next 10 years

But there 1s something
everyone can do to prevent the
disease from happening To
lower your nisk, control your

weight, exercise regularly, and
eat low fat meals high 1n fruats,
vegetables and whole grains

Blood pressure at or above
130/80, a family history of dia-
betes, or having diabetes dur-

One way, according to eight m 10 respon-
dents, would be for them to wear gloves, shoe
