Even before Plymouth Township and
Michigan State Pohice have completed
therr investigations in the deadly force
shooting death July 23 of Robert
VanBuren at the Church of the Nazarene,
attorney Geofirey Fieger had his own con-
clusions

“The entire propaganda machine to jus-
tify the killing of Rob has been set mn
motion, Fieger saixd These statements
by Chief (Tom) Tiderington are lies I
would prefer that Wayne County
Prosecutor Kym Worthy begin an inde-
pendent mvestigation mto this killing

Fieger, joined by six family members at
his Southfield office, announced a $65
mullion lawsuit Thursday agamnst
Plymouth Township, Tiderington and the
two officers 1nvolved in the shooting
death of VanBuren

Rob was a very rehglous person, he
clearly sought sanctuary and entered a
church to pray, Fieger said He did noth-
g to justify his killing’

When 99-year old Fred Kaun was
born, Theodore Roosevelt was presi
dent When Kaun voted 1n hus first elec-
tion, he helped elect Roosevelts distant
cousin — Franklin D Roosevelt — as
32nd president of the United States

Eleven presidents later, Kaun of
Plymouth Township still casts his ballot
during each election — though n recent
years he began gomg the absentee voter
route

“The reason I vote is I want to see the
most honest guy win,” Kaun said whale
sitting on the backyard deck of hus
daughter Linda Coughlins home

Kaun was born Sept 8, 1904, m
London to German parents He emm-
grated to the U S 1n 1928, eventually
moving to Dearborn with hus wife, Ella,
in 1944 He worked as a cabinet maker
for the Dearborn Public Schools for 25
years and served as mmister of an
Apostolic Church, retiring 1n 1969

Since becoming a U S citizen at age
24, Kaun has rarely missed out on a
chance to exercise his civic duty

‘I may have missed one or two elec~
tions, he saxd

Kaun saxd he plans to spend his cen-
tenmual with his family at the Northwille
Halls Golf Club

Kaun’s daughter said that for a 99-
year-old, he 1s extremely self-sufficient

‘He does hus own laundry, empties
the dishwasher and never complains
about anything, Coughlin said

If a home project 1nvolving wood-
working needs doing, Kaun 1s defimtely
the man n charge, she added

When Fred Kaun, 99, was first able to vote, he

People who lost loved ones
on Sept 11, 2001, sometimes
get to meet other people who
lost loved ones on that day But
1ts more unusual to meet peo-
ple who lost loved ones in the
same place on the same day

seling center Two years ago,
the center began offering a
9/11 gnef support group for

Thirty-five names are on the
9/11 support group list, with
participants haihng from all
over metro Detrort and
Michigan The group meets
once per month

Pat Whalen of Canton fost

But years before 9/11, when
her two daughters were chil-
dren, she lost her husband to

The Ann Arbor couple mvited 50 relatives and
friends for hors d oeuvres beer and wine in the

Bartlett-Travis House m historic Cherry Hill Village at

Ridge and Cherry Hill

And 1t was all about location, location, location The

party was held m the home owned by Debras ances-
tors more than 100 years ago

As a young gl she remembered heanng about the
house where her father, Dave Travis, worked as a boy
on his grandparents farm Travis 70 regularly trav-

eled from Plymouth, where he lived with his fanmuly, to

the Canton homestead
The property was sold many tumes and was finally

donated to the township Now 1ts used for recreational

events and 1s rented out for weddings and parties
But the Greek Revival house was much different
years ago when Travis was a child
The Bartlett-Travis House was hkely built in 1838,
according 1o Mehssa McLaughlin, Canton Township
trustee and vice chair of the historical commuission
Thomas Bartlett married Maria Blackman in 1823
and together they purchased the house and property
at Canton Center and Warren from Maras parents
It was origmally very simple But after many reno-
vations and additions, today 1ts about 3,000 square

feet and mcorporates Greek Revyval, Italianate and
Colomal Revival architectural styles

The Travis hnk came when William Travis bought
the property m 1908 for $5,400 The family owned 1t
until 1954 and 1t went through a series of owners until
1t was finally purchased by Ken Dividock, alocal real
tor, who planned to convert 1t into an office

The coststo bring 1t up to code to meet disability
standards, however, were too steep and he gave 1t to
the township for a donation 1f it were moved off the
property

He didn t want to see the house destroyed and
offered 1t to the townshup for a donation 1f we moved
it McLaughhn said ‘We took the house

In 1989 Canton moved the house to five acres 1n the
Cherry Hill Village Canton received $50 000 from
state grant funds and matched 1t with another
$50,000 to transport the house to the current histonie
district fix the roof and make other changes

Today, 1ts open for events sponsored by Cantons
Leasure Services Department mcludimg hohday deco-
ration tours and the popular Corn and Hot Dog Roast
every August

But before 1t became a pubhc buidding, 1t was a fam-
iy homestead

Debra and Rick, of Ann Arbor, hosted the party to
honor Debras parents, Dave and Donna Travis, who
have homes 1n Bellaire and Fort Myers, Fla,

I did this so my father would have a chance to tour
the house, Debra said ‘It gave everyone a chance to
tour the house”

Debra was impressed by the decor, which she called
“fantastic and on par with the detail paid to homes
Greenfield Village

The kitchen, for example, showcases many of the
staples of the time, mmcluding pink Tower Spode dishes
and a flowing well that ‘was unheard of at the time’

Each room had special features, like hand-painted
and screened wallpaper; Debra saxd

One room has an Eastlake cherry bedroom set with

blue velvet 1n the drawers and pink marble tops
The restoration was just outstanding,” Debra said
There was a quality i the wood planks and furmsh-
ing My father was surprised how large 1t was, too’
Debras son, David, and her sister, Durinda Smath,
of Saline, were among the guests A third sister, from
Jacksonwille, Fla, couldn t attend
Debra asked her friend, Juliana Jayko, a harpist, to
perform while guests enjoyed the evening The
Scottsdale Anz, resident played a 1915 Lyon and
Healy harp 1n the sitting room while guests mingled
and toured the home
Ultimately the hopeis that the Bartlett Travis
House will include a big barn for dances, art classes

Shot parties
combat fatal
form of
meningitis

Theres an undercurrent of nerv-
ousness running through the party
at Terry Czekay's Livoma home
Daughter Cormne, who's chatting
with friends about gomg off to play
hockey at Finlandia College n
Hancock, becomes uneasy when
nurse Kay Renny begins setting up
a table in the iving room

This 1s a party with a purpose
These teenagers are not here for
food and fun, but to protect them-
selves from four of the most com-
mon strains of bactenal meningi-
t1s, an infection of the liming
around the brain and spinal cord

August 1s Meningitis Awareness
& Prevention Month and time for
freshmen like Connne to head off
to college Students hving mn dorms
are six times more susceptible to
meningitis No one hkes getting
shots, but they want to prevent the
disease that can kil within seven
hours

‘The shot parties seem to be
catching on since the Visiting
Nurse Association of Southeast
Michigan began offering them last

year

“I heard so many kids have died
of meningitis,” Terry Czekay said
“My son complained when he left
for eollege that he had to go so far
for a shot. This was really easy to
do Kids can come locally”

VNA of Southeast Michigan
requires a mummum of 15 to throw
aparty Corinne easily came up
with the required number by 1nvit-
mg college-bound freshmen she
ran mto at graduation parties for
classmates at Stevenson High
School 1 addition to those for
friends like Megan Gill, who went
to Ladywood mn Livonia

“I didn’t have to go out and find
a place myself to get the shot, said
Gill, who's headed to St. Marys
College in Indiana ‘You always
have to worry about catching
stuff”

Ashley Lertch Iiterally was
scared mnto getting the shot after a
classmate at Garden City High
School acquired the disease
Equally m favor of the menmngitis
vaccination was Ruth Schlaff,
whose daughter Rachel
Bonkowski was leaving for
Michigan State University Three
students died of bacterial menmn
gttis 1n 1996-97 at the East
Lansing school, and there have
been at least two cases reported mn
the last three years

shley Matz and Claire Doty got their meningitis shots and they're ready for college

A 2001 Michigan law requires
colleges 1n the state to educate stu-
dents on meningitis and the vacci-
nation Michigan State University
distnbutes materials on vaccina-
tions to students as part of a
proactive health campaign Even
so0, Bonkowsk: appreciated nurse
Holly Coppiellt’s talk on how to
prevent the disease

“I'had to do 1t Ijust don't hke
shots,” said Bonkowsky, a
Ghurchill High School graduate ‘I
Just know 1t’s important because
1t’s a dangerous disease You need
to be safe When I'm out I'm aware
of not taking drinks from anyone
I wash my hands alot”

Students need to take precau-
tions to prevent meningitis, which
15 spread by direct contact, said
Renny, manager of community
programs for VNA of Southeast
Michigan And they need to recog-
nize the symptoms early — fever,
headache and lethargy, which are
frequently 1gnored because they
mumuc the flu

“While 1t s rare, 1ts fatal It usu
ally peaks 1n late winter and early
spring, thats why 1t can be easily

misdiagnosed, because thats when

flu 1s chagnosed That’s when they
need to be aware, Renny said

If they have sensitivity to hght,
arash, stiff neck, the disease 1s
progressing Thats not to say if
you had those symptoms 1ts not
something else, but you need to

seek medical attentton immedhate-

ly Meningococcal bacteria double
1n number every 20 to 30 minutes
once they enter the bloodstream’

The swift progression of the dis-
ease 1s what makes 1t so danger-
ous The Centers for Disease
Control & Prevention and health
care providers like Dr Kimberly
Keller of the Snow Health Center
at Eastern Michigan University

are encouraging parents to consid-

er the vaccine Eastern had a stu-
dent die of bactertal meningitis

‘That was about four or five
years ago and the first point we
did start to recommend the vacc-
nation Up to that fact 1t was con
sidered new and optional That
brought the pomt home to us;”
Keller sand

“The most important thing 1s to
definitely consider the vaccina-
tion, be aware of the signs and
symptoms, because the vaccine
only covers some of the types of
meningitis, and seek help early It
really does progress quickly
Everything with meningitis 1s so
extréme, body aches and-
headaches I'm abig fan of vac-
cnes A flu shot keeps you healthy
and helps in the diagnos:s’

Or, maybe you're waiting to hit the lottery and can
afford to pay the plumber, electrician and handy man

Even the handiest of people have dreams of what
might be repaired for the days when they have enough
time, money or both

Living 1n an apartment can pretty much wipe away
those concerns You have a leaky faucet or a closet door

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In fact, that luxury 1s one of the most common
reasons, Zendell says, people choose to live in
apartments

“They don’t want to shovel the snow, fix apphances
or do the other maintenance,” Zendell adds. “There’s a
staff of people who do that for them, which makes
apartment hving so desirable.”

The best part 1s that there 1s no extra charge unless
someone puts their fist through the wall during a fight
or “they do something unusual to break the appliance,”
Zendell adds

“It’s carefree living and 1t makes their hfe a lot
easier,” she adds.

Lock-outs are one of the most common emergency
calls to the mamntenance staff at Woodbury
Management with 14 apartment properties 1n metro
Detroit, including Diamond Forest in Farmington
Hills, Twin Arbors mm Plymouth and Woodridge in
Livonia, as well as other locations 1n Colorado and
Missoun

“You just make a call to an emergency number and
someone would come out as soon as they could get
there - usually within a half hour - to fix it,” according
to Nick Sheftler, Woodbury leasing consultant.

If the call 1s made after regular working hours,
Sheffler says, there 1s a $20 charge to open the door.
However, during regular working hours the serwce is
free.

Pipe and gas leaks, as well as refrigerator and awr
conditioning breakdowns are the most common
maintenance repairs, Sheffler says. If you Iive m a
home, those repairs can be the biggest headaches,
because they need to be fixed immediately.

Usually people who have had bad experiences 1n the
past with maintenance problems 1n their homes are
most drawn to the convenience of having a
maintenance person on hand for thewr apartment
repatrs, he adds

“Those are the people who ask before hand,” 1if the
mamtenance 1s covered, Sheffler says. “A lot of people

hen I was 18, I moved to South Lake Tahoe sight
unseen I had grown up Cahfornia dreammg —
fascinated with the prospect that there was a

. place on Earth that was warm all year, full of
beautlful movie stars, where you could spend your days surfing
the ocean waves and working on your tan

So when a girlfriend 1n high school asked me if I wanted to
move to California with her after graduation, I didnt
hesitate I saved my tips from Olga s Kitchen, packed a
few cardboard boxes and took the plunge mnto what I 4
thought would be the Pacific Ocean -

Needless to say, I arrived m a very different place

Tahoe 1s located nine hours northeast of
Hollywood, and 6,000 feet higher

The only beach 1s along the frigad shores of Lake
Tahoe, and 1t can snow 36 inches 1n one mght dur-
g the winter ;

I found myself 1n the mddle of the Sierra Nevada
mountain range and 1t was the best move I ever 3
made

1 soon started working at Heavenly Valley resort 4
and learned to ski I bought a mountain bike
nstead of a car and rode 1t to work and school
When a friend asked me to try yoga on the
beach, I took bim up on 1t, and when he asked
me to go hiking, I accepted that offer too

The first time I chhmbed Mt Tallac, I
thought I was gong to die, but I kept put-
ting one foot 1n front of the other — for
about four hours — until I reached the top
The view was breathtaking Desolation
Wilderness undulated before me like an
ocean 1n 1tself, and gave me a brand new per-
spective on life

Growing up m Michigan, I had always been active, but I never
considered myself athletic because I didn t like orgamized team
sports In Tahoe, I learned there were maty ways to be an athlete,
and I woke up every day planning adventures

Ilearned to rock chmb, water sk, roller blade, cross country
sk You name 1t

Meanwhile, I learned something that seems cliche — I can
chmb any mountam If you take 1t one step at a time, you will
eventually reach your goal, after all

I have been back i Michigan for 10 years now, but I still carry
with me the memory of the mountains and the lessons I learned
there Iam still active, but I have translated the confidence I
learned 1n athletics to achieve less tangible goals at work and m
my relationships

I reach them the same way [ reached the top of the peaks — by
staying cool under pressure, keeping my eyes on the prize, and

Independent women of all ages are
purchasing more rght hand rings than
ever before, thanks in large part to
DeBeers' right hand ring campaign
launched 1n 1999

The trend has actually existed for years,
ongmating with divorced women who no
longer wanted the symbolic value
attached to engagement rings So what
did they do? They took the stones from
their previous rings and created pendants
and new rings for their right hands

But 1t was DeBeets' campaign that
heightened national awareness of right
hand nings In the past two years, more
women have realized that purchasmg
rings for themselves 1s a viable option
Now Helzberg Diamonds, Mondera and
Birmmgham's David Wachler & Sons
Jewelers are among the numerous com-
panies featuring their own hnes of nght
hand nngs

Link Wachler has designed nght hand
rings for 30 years but said that since the
big manufacturers have made the push,
these nings have become popular in their
own right He has designed a dozen new
styles within the past couple months

Right hand rings symbolize two kinds
of independence, according to Kirk
Kuchukian of the Gem Cellar in
Birmingham, another designer of the
trend

“Women are and have been suppressed
for so long and now are comng of power
and importance They re decision mak
ers, and really want that identity within
themselves, Kuchukian saxd “The other
option 1s the fact that women who have
been divorced who no longer wear a ring

These rings differ from typical engage-
ment rings because they are free form n
design and are multi-dimensional,
Kuchukian said They can vary in metal

ven though Tricia Saunders won’t be competing 1n

the 2004 summer Olympics — where women’s

wrestling has been added to the games for the first
time 1n history — her career statistics prove that she is one
woman who fought her way to the top

Saunders was born 1n Ann Arbor to a family of
wrestlers, including her two brothers, father and
grandfather She even married a wrestler, Townsend
Saunders, and they now have two children

With so many wrestlers surrounding her, it’s no

wonder Saunders took up the sport
“I don’t remember ever not going to wrestling
tournaments,” Saunders said “I was three or four at my
first event, and httle kids would maybe wrestle on the
sidelines or something ”

Saunders began to compete a few years later when she
was eight years old and wrestled over 200 matches in the
1970s She contended against boys at both the state and
national level

Saunders was the first female to win a Michigan state
title and also the first woman to win a regional national
championship

“My brothers were already wmning the state title when
[ won my first state title,” Saunders said

But even though Saunders said her club was very
accepting of her, others were not quite so accommodating
“A lot of people said I couldn’t wrestle, and I said, “Oh, I'll
show them,” and I thought that I did and that would be
the end of 1t

That would not be the last ime Saunders encountered
adversity on her climb to the top When she was in
seventh grade, the Ann Arbor school board said she could
not participate with the team Instead, Saunders focused
on gymnastics, and did not return to wresthng until after
college, when she was living 1n Arizona

“I really loved both sports, and they both went at the
same time, so ultimately a choice had to be made They
just chose for me,” Saunders said of the school board’s
decision

When she was 22, Saunders began to compete again in
hopes of winning the World Championships

“Every time you win the nationals and tnals, it got you
to the World Championships That was always my goal
Nationals were just a stepping stone, like, now you're

where you need to be, they were just the vehicle to the Worlds
for me ”

Four World Championship titles and 11 National titles later,
Saunders works as a physician’s assistant and coaches the
women’s Olympic team with her husband, Townsend

“It’s about so much more than sports,” Saunders satd of the
Olympics “It’s about nations coming together in peace, and the
fact that 1t’s in the spotlight makes 1t that much bigger and
more important The Olympics are when we say “this 1s extra
special” and 1t’s great to see women’s wresthng be a part of
that It’s overdue, and I'm really glad to see 1t happen It’s an
honor for all of us ”

Saunders said that she had the opportunity to wrestle in the
