The walk benefits the Susan G 
Komen Breast Cancer Foundation 
and the Nationad Philanthropic 
Trust Breast Cancer Fund

The push to get voter approval for $138 million m 
funding for Plymouth-Canton Schools began in 
earnest this week

Nearly two dozen members of the Citizens Election 
Committee began a whirlwind, month-long push to 
get “yes” votes for the two proposals that will be pre­
sented to district residents Sept 28

The ballot will have two questions One calls for 
the approval of an 18-mill renewal on non-homestead 
property for the next 10 years, which is worth $29 
million to the district

The other asks voters to pass a $109 million bond 
issue, $94 million will be used for upgrades m budd­
ings constructed before 2000, with the remaining 
$15 million to build a new elementary school in 
southwest Canton

Committee co-chair Kary Amm of Plymouth 
Tbwnship says spreading the message on the impor­
tance of the two proposes will be the group’s biggest 
challenge

‘Showing how important it is to upgrade the 
schools, as many of them are getting very old,” said 
Amin, whose three children attend Isbister 
Elementary Many surrounding school districts con­
tinue to upgrade and maintain, whether it’s integrat­
ed technology or infrastructure, so it’s important that 
we keep pace ’

The advocacy committee spent two hours Monday 
discussing how to persuade voters Ideas included 
lawn signs, presentations at PTO and booster club 
meetings, phone banks before and during the vote, 
and letters to the editor

I don t  think it will be that tough a sell said co 
chair Mary Eggenberger of Canton Township 
Residents in the Plymouth Canton community are 

very supportive of their schools And I think they 
realize schools need improvements, just like you fix 
up your house

If you’re looking at the money, and it will only cost 
$47 a year, hopefully they’ll be thinking it s worth it 
to keep up property values, added Eggenberger, who 
has three children in all three grade levels

According to Patricia Brand, the district’s executive 
director of business services, the millage renewal 
won’t cost most homeowners any money, only those 
with second homes and businesses The cost of the 
bond proposal will be $47 a year for those who own a 
home valued at $245,000

One of the committee members is 78-year-old 
George Dodson, long-time Plymouth-Canton Schools 
educator for whom Dodson Elementary is named 
Dodson said it’s a mistake to believe senior atizens 
will automatically vote down a proposal that includes 
a tax increase

Looking back on it now, 13-year-old 
Julianna Celski remembers being horribly 
frightened Wednesday while she was help­
ing ̂ et up for a birthday party at her n e i^ - 
bor’s house at Bradner and Parkhurst 

At the time, th o u ^  she didn’t  let the fear 
overcome her, and her quick actions may 
have helped save eight other children from 
serious injury or worse when a huge limb 
fell from a tree m the back of the house 

Julianna heard the limb cracking, and 
herded the eight youngsters to safety, help­
ing them climb a fence moments before the

limb would have crashed down on them 
“It came out of nowhere,” Julianna 

recalled “I told the kids to get over the 
fence, and we got over just in time I really 
didn’t do much ”

While Julianna is humble about the whole 
thing, her mom, Robin Celski, said her 
daughter’s actions were swift and sure 
According to Robin Celski, the kids could 
have taken two paths out of danger back­
ward over the fence, or forward up the 
dnvewaj?

Julianna led them forward, according 
to her mom, the limb Would have fallen on

“God knew who to use to get the job

done,” Robin Celski said “I m very proud of 
her”

The incident happened dunng prepara­
tion for the party Had it happened two 
hours later, dunng the party itself, more 
than a dozen othet* children could have been 
endangered, Robin Celski said Instead, they 
simply moved the party to the front yaid 

“The kids were shaken/ Robin Celski said 
“We felt it would be good for them if we 
went on with it, so we moved it out front ’ 

Juhanna is just glad it’s over 
“Everybody was screaming, she recalled 

“It was very ftightenmg ”

Dunng a career of public 
service that included 30 years 
in Washington, D C , 
Congressman William Ford 
never lost touch with the peo­
ple he served

“Bill was always for the little 
guy and I admired that 
tremendously,’ said State Rep 
Jim Plakas (D-Garden City) 
“He did a lot for education 
There are a lot of kids who 
benefit from the work he did 
on the education committee 
opening up students loans ”

A member of congress fixim 
1964 until 1994 when he 
decided not to seek reelection, 
Mr Ford, 77, died Saturday at 
his Ypsilanti home from com­
plications of a stroke His old 
district included Garden City, 
Westland, Canton and part of 
Livoma

‘ Bill Ford was unique for a 
Washington power broker, he 
cared for the little guy,” said 
Westland Mayor Sandra 
Ciarelli “His efforts to make a 
college education accessible for 
all is sure to be his legacy, but 
just as importantly he should 
be remembered for his ability 
to relate to the common man 
on the street as easily as he 
could negotiate with heads of 
state”

Mr. Ford

A Detroit native, Mr Ford 
earned a law degree and at 26 
became the Thylor Justice of 
tHe Peace before being elected 
to the Michigan Constitutional 
Convention in i 960

“I thought Bill was a great 
person, very professional He 
was from Thylor, but treated 
Westland lite it was his home- 
tovm,” said Westland Council 
President Charles Pickenng, 
who served as Westland mayor 
1982-86

Dunng his time in Congress, 
Mr Ford had chaired the 
Education and Labor 
Committee as well as the Post 
Office and Civil Service 
Committee A local recognition 
of his efforts on education is 
reflected in the Wayne- 
Westland Community Schools’ 
William D Ford Career- 
Technical Center which was 
named in his honor

Along with sponsoring a 
number of education initia­
tives, including middle income 
education assistance, Mr Ford 
also was known for his work to 
require large employers to give 
employees advance notice of 
plant shutdowns and on bene­
fits for federal employees

A Garden City councilman 
and mayor before being elected 
to the State House, Plakas said 
he first met Mr Ford m 1962 
during the Constitutional 
Convention

“Bill became a very dear 
friend to me -  a  mentor He 
was always there for me,” said 
Plakas, who worked as a local 
representative for the con­
gressman 1965-67 “I enjoyed 
being with him, I learned a 
lo t ’

The son of a Scottish immi­
grant who died in a  factory 
fire, Mr Ford was an advocate 
for work place safety and close­
ly allied with organized labor

“Bill was really a  pioneer on 
plant safety and worker safety,” 
said Plakas “He was always a 
very strong union supporter - 1 
liked his quote about the AFL- 
CIO’

Mr Ford once told a union 
audience, “The AFL-CIO sent 
me to Congress, the AFL-CIO 
keeps me in Congress, and the 
AFL-CIO will tell me when to 
leave Congress ’

Over his long congressional 
career, Mr Ford was known for 
hosting regular tnps to 
Washington for local officials 
and an annual picnic for con­
stituents

“It was old-fashioned poli­
ticking That picnic was well- 
attended -  probably 500 or so 
people each year,” said Plakas 
It was a lot of fun I got a lot 

of enjoyment working for Bill 
He was a good guy and a good 
fhend”

Mr Ford often had joint 
events with U S Rep John 
Dingell, D-Dearbom, with 
whom he developed a close 
ftiendship

“Bill was very fnendly with 
John Dmgell He told me when 
in doubt on an issue, call John 
Dingell,’ said Plakas

A lieutenant in the U S 
Navy, Mr Ford also was 
known for his support of the 
military

A memorial service will be 
held at 10 a m Friday at the 
Eastern Michigan 
University Education 
Center, 1275 S Huron, 
Ypsilanti Burial will be at 
Arlington National 
Cemetery in Arlington, Va

Mr Ford is survived by his 
children William D Ford J r , 
Margaret VanFleet and John, 
sister Janet and brother

A dead bird found m the 
eastern section of Plymouth 
Township earlier this month 
has tested positive for West 
Nile virus

The Wayne County 
Department of Public Health 
reported the bird was found 
Aug 7 in a  neighborhood 
bounded by Ann Arbor Trail 
and Hines Drive, between I- 
275 and Haggerty Road

“If you have an infected 
bird, the virus is obviously 
around, and if mosquitoes 
are infected then humans 
could be infected, said 
Anahid Kulwicki, director of 
the Wayne County 
Department of Public 
Health “Of course, we don’t 
know exactly where the bird 
came from, but we presume 
the bird came from an area 
close by ’

County officials reported 
three birds tested positive for 
the disease, including ones 
found in Southgate and 
Trenton

To date, a total of five 
infected birds have been 
found in Wayne County Last 
month, infected birds were 
reported in Huron Township 
and Belleville

West Nile virus is transm it­
ted to humans by infected 
mosquitoes State health 
officials have reported one 
human case of West Nile 
virus in Kalamazoo

Mosquitoes are active until 
the first hard frost Until 
then, Kulwicki said residents

should learn how to avoid 
mosquitoes, and the possibil­
ity of contracting West Nile 
virus

All sources of standing 
water should be eliminated, 
such as bird baths, wading 
pools, any areas that can 
breed mosquitoes, said 
Kulwicki Window screens 
should be repaired so mos­
quitoes can t get in the 
house, and use mosquito 
repellent that contains DEBT 
when outside ”

Kulwjcki said mosquitoes 
are active in both the morn­
ing and evening, and wearing 
long sleeve shirts and pants 
during those periods are a 
good idea

Kulwicki noted the virus, 
in many people, goes unde­
tected

“As many as 80 percent of 
the cases go undetected 
because people don’t show 
any symptoms, she said 
The other 20 percent will get 
flu like symptoms, including 
fever, fatigue headaches and 
body rash

“One in 150 infected peo­
ple will get a more severe 
infection, which could result 
in encephalitis (inflamma­
tion of the brain), severe 
headaches, disorientation, 
seizures and paralysis, 
added Kulwicki ‘That could 
result m a coma, or possibly 
death

It appears the current 
Plymouth city charter will 
thwart any chance for the city 
commission to put the issue of 
revising the charter on the 
November ballot without forc­
ing a special election

Commissioners were hopeful 
of putting the question of 
revising ffie charter, and elect­
ing a nine-member city charter 
commission to do the work, on 
the November ballot for voters 
to decide

However, because of strict 
time guidelines required by

the current charter, petitions 
to run for the charter com­
mission m ust have already 
been signed and turned in to 
the clerk’s office in order for 
candidates to be put on the 
November ballot

“The question of shall we 
revise the charter could be put 
before the electorate in 
November,’ said City Manager 
Paul Sincock. “However, if 
they say “yes,’ you need to hold 
a special election within 60 
days to elect the charter com­
mission ”

Sincock, earlier this month, 
said a  special election could 
cost the cash-starved city

$10,000 Commissioners are 
trying to avoid having to spend 
money on a charter revision 
that could be used for other 
city services

City attorney Bob Marzano 
said if commissioners hold off 
until after the first of the year, 
they could save the money

‘If you hold off on this ques­
tion until after the November 
election and put both ques­
tions on the ballot at the same 
time, it won t  require a special 
election,” he said

The city commission decided 
to hold off on both issues until 
after the November election to 
deade its next step

In March, a charter commit­
tee ended 16 months of work 
by recommending 32 pages of 
changes to the current city 
charter The city commission 
could put severd of those 
changes on a ballot m future 
elections, but it would take 
nearly $3,000 per ballot issue, 
and several years, to vote on 
and implement the suggested 
changes

An elected charter commis­
sion could recommend making 
all the suggested changes to 
the charter m one ballot ques­
tion

She taught science class at 
Ivan Ludmgton Magnet 
Middle School and was one of 
18 people who went to Lansing 
to cast presidential ballots for 
Michigan as an elector

“I think the actual program 
was like 45 minutes,” she said

A slate of electors is chosen 
depending on which presiden­
tial candidate wins Michigan’s 
popular vote

Gore won the state m 2000, 
so the electors “were all tned 
and true Democrats coming up 
there,’ Weigold said

Each congressional district 
has one elector nominated by 
the congressman or woman 
They are picked at a political 
par^s state convention If a 
party’s candidate wins the pop­
ular vote, their electors go to 
Lansing

Weigold represented the 11th 
congressional district She said 
her 30 years of being politically 
active gave her a spot as an 
elector

‘ I thought they (the party) 
did a very nice job There was a 
luncheon before the proceed­
ings,” Weigold said ‘We met m 
the chamber of the Michigan 
State Senate”

During the 2000 presiden­
tial race, the group met Dec 
18, a  day Kenneth Oke said 
was treacherous

Oke said hes been going to 
Democratic state com'entions 
since he was 18 He remembers

‘We had all the electors from 
the different districts there, we 
had the lieutenant governor 
there, the head of the House 
(of Representatives), and they 
all gave a speech he said 

The groups first duty was to 
nominate the Democratic can­
didates

‘Actually, I was asked to 
nominate Lieberman,” Weigold 
said

After the nomination, the 
electors had a vote which 
unanimously awarded Gore 
and Joseph Lieberman all of 
Michigan’s electoral votes 

Most states give a winning 
candidate all the electoral votes 
with the exception of two 

“I believe Maine and 
Nebraska give their electoral

All told, less than one out of

“Entire books have been

If neither candidate can

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Having to recount the ballots m Flonda dur­
ing the 2000 presidential race made election 
officials worry about the efficiency of voting 
machines

Four years later, Michigan is focusing on vot­
ing performance m the upcoming November 
election

"I suppose that with the fiasco in Flonda, 
that’s what initiated this whole thing,” said 
Plymouth Township Clerk Manlyn Massengill

To make sure all votes get counted, Michigan 
is adopting a single voting method -  optical 
scanning

An optical scan ballot has a column of candi­
dates with an incomplete arrow or oval adjacent 
to their names To vote, a resident will complete 
the arrow next to the name or, if the ballot has 
an oval, fill in the oval

The ballot is placed m a folder to ensure 
secrecy, then it is fed to a tabulator, about the 
size of a desk, which records the vote

Some municipalities still use different tech­
niques Southfield has computenzed punch 
cards, which City Clerk Nancy L M Banks 
describes as “the same system to the optical scan 
except It uses a punch card instead of a piece of 
paper and you tabulate at the precinct just like 
the optical scan”

Massengill stands behmd her township’s com­
puterized touch-screen voting system She said 
residents have been using that method for more 
than 10 years

“The only disadvantage that we see is that we 
don’t  have a paper trail that a voter can see 
There is a paper trail, but it’s internal,” she said

By 2006, all Michigan commumties will use 
optical scanning, a method chosen by Secretary 
of State Tern Lynn Land because of how popu­
lar It already is

Adoptmg a uniform voting technique is one 
way the state is complying with the federal Help 
America Vote Act of2002

HAVA was designed by the federal govern­
ment to replace outdated voting machines It 
also makes polling more accessible to handi­
capped and disabled Americans

“So when you move from community to com­
munity there will be no discrepancies,” Banks 
said

Most counties in Michigan have already 
adopted this method OaWand County has been 
using It for 12 years, said County Clerk G

Last season despite the 
painful shoulder Momll aver 
aged 2 12 kills per game with a 
394 kill percentage She wa.s 

only slightly behind Suder in

Bass-fishing regulations 
may be revamped by DNR

Bass fishing has been a hot 
topic in recent weeks, ever 
since the Department of 

Natural Resources announced 
potential plans for revamping 
the bass fishing regulations 

Earlier this year, the DNR 
released a 53-page report 
detailing bass fishing regula­
tions from other states across 

the country, 
bass biology 
and other sci­
entific bass 
literature 
The report 
also includes 
seven poten­
tial options 
for bass regu­
lation
changes here 
in Michigan 

Bass
anglers, espe­
cially the 
tournament 
crowd, have

for years been lobbying the 
DNR to liberalize bass fishing 
regulations m Michigan, which 
has some of the tightest 
restrictions in the country 
Currently anglers m Michigan 
can fish for bass from the 
Saturday before Memorial Day 
through Dec 31, except on 
Lake St Clair and the Detroit 
and St Clair Rivers, where the 
season runs the third Saturday 
m June through Dec 31 

With wall^e, pike and 
muskie season opening annu­
ally on the last Saturday m 
April, anglers have been push­
ing for a minimum of a catch- 
and-release season starting 
that same day Anglers pomt to 
a pilot program the DNR initi­
ated several years ago to study 
the affects of early-season 
catch-and-release fishing on 
spawning bass

That study allows catch-and- 
release bass fishing only from 
April 1 through the Friday 
before Memorial Day on six 
inland lakes m the state 
including Cass, Kent and 
Pontiac lakes in Oakland 
County The other three lakes 
are the Holloway Reservoir m 
Genesee County Muskegon

The report also includes 
seven potential options for 
bass regulation changes here 
in Michigan.

Lake in Muskegon County and 
Hardy Pond m Newaygo 
County

Anglers who fish those lakes 
claim the extended season has 
provided quality recreational 
opportunities and has not 
adversely affected the bass 
populations there They feel 
the DNR should consider 
opemng a catch-and-release 
season statewide

So they have
But the sticking point is that 

of the options presented by the 
DNR for regulation change, 
any of the proposals that cdl 
for early-season catch-and- 
release also calls for a  compro­
mise that would delay the start 
of the catch-and-keep season 
until June 1 That has the tour­
nament crowd up in arms 
Shortening the catch-and-keep 
season would severely restrict 
the available dates bass dubs 
could hold tournaments

The DNR says it wants to 
error on the side of conserva­
tion, if at all, and maintains 
that catch-and-release fishing 
early in the season could pose a 
problem for nesting bass 
Biologists feel a  compromise is 
needed to protect the resource 
and that delaying the start of 
the catch-and-keep season 
would maintain balance

But anglers who have been 
practicing pre-season catch- 
and-release bass fishing on the 
six test lakes claim the resource 
on those lakes is fine They say 
that catch-and-release fishing 
has a minimal effect on the 
overall bass population and 
that other things like weather 
and evenjet skis running 
through shallow spawning

areas on inland lakes each 
spring, cause more harm to the 
resource than catch-and- 
release fishing

The DNR says it needs more 
data before m ^ n g  a decision 
on the effect of the early season 
fishing, therefore, the compro­
mises have been presented for 
public review

The DNR wants the public 
to help it decide what is an 
acceptable level of risk It set 
up a senes of meetings across 
the state, but didn’t release the 
list until the last minute mak­
ing it impossible for monthly 
or bi-weekly outdoor publica­
tions to announce the times 
and dates of the meetings 
before they started

There was a meeting earlier 
this month in Novi, but we 
didn’t  have enough time to let 
08cE readers know before the 
meeting was held Not a very 
good way to solicit public 
input "V^y the list of meetings 
couldn t  have been released a a 
month, rather than 11 days, 
before they began is a  good 
question

But we do have another 
option

Joe and Mary were mar- 
ned 10 years when Mary 
found out about a secret 

John had been keeping from 
her He claimed to be e-mail- 
ing and checking out various 
Web sites for bargains But 
one day she stumbled on an 
e-mail to Joe from an XXX- 
rated Web site, She decided 
to check the history of the 
Web sites Joe had been ̂ m g  
to That day, her stomach 
sunk as she uncovered the 
sex sites he was viewmg 

“How could I have missed 
this?” she said to herself “Is 
this an addiction or does he 
have a  bad habit’”

Do you know what an 
addiction would look like 
yourself’  David Stoop, 
founder of the Center for 
Family Therapy, writes that 
there are 10 misbeliefs about 
addiction

The first misbelief is that 
“Everybody’s doing it so it 
cannot be an addiction ” 
Minimizing helps justify bad 
behavior, he says It’s like a 
teen or college student who 
believes that since d l the kids 
are getting drunk at parties, 
it can’t  be that bad 
Everybody’s acceptance of a 
problem makes it 10 times 
more difficult to see the 
problem for what it is 

The second misbelief is 
that some people’s opinions 
about what an addict should 
look like is often erroneous 
Alcoholics are people who 
dnnk m the morning, out of a 
brown paper bag while sit­
ting on the curbi Stoop 
reminds us that that land of 
alcoholism only describes 
“the end product ”

No 3 IS the misbelief that 
some people think it is a spir­
itual issue which can only be 
cured with God’s help God 
can play a big part, but more 
times than not the person 
must also go through a recov­
ery process which may 
include a treatment center, 
psychotherapy and/or a 12- 
Step program 

No 4 IS that people have a 
choice to be addicted Thus, 
if t h ^  exercised their 
willpower, they’d be free of 
the “habit ” In fact, if the 
addiction were onfy a bad 
habit, they may very well be 
able to pull themselves away 
from it Unfortunately, addic­
tions are like a  rubber band 
You try to pull away from 
pornography, gambling, 
drinking, cigarettes, work, 
exercise, laxatives, food, IV  
or whatever, and the rubber 
band wants to sprmg back to 
its natural state 

No 5 I S  that the problem 
only affects the individual 
person Addictions are 
ALWAYS a family problem, 
and they affect everyone 

No 6 misbelief IS that the 
problem is only about the 
addicted person and no one 
else m the family should have 
to make changes Alanon 
meetings, the 12-Step pro­
gram for family members, 
were created for this very 
reason

No 7 IS the notion that we 
need to keep our problem to 
ourselves Contusion and 
humiliation, says Stoop, will 
keep a family silent 
Surpnsingly, thmgs will actu­
ally get better the sooner you 
acknowledge what is going 
on to important people m 
your life

The eighth belief is that if a 
spouse/partner gets tough 
and sets limits, the other per­
son will leave

The ninth is the belief that 
addiction won’t  happen to 
me Ifyougrew upm afam i- 
fy where one person was 
^d ieted  to something, you 
may have vowed to N E ^ R  
let that happen to you or 
even marry someone like 
that

The last misbelief is that 
people can never change 
People can change when the 
pain becomes too much 
Thousands of people change 
every day

Summer months for most 

children mean ndmg bikes, 
skateboarding, swimming and 
playing on sports teams For 
most, fiiese activities will be

According to the Brain 
Injury Association of 
Michigan, an estimated one 
million children in this country 
sustain a traumatic brain 
injury each year Every 21 sec­
onds, a head injury occurs in 
the US The majority of these 
are closed head injuries, also 
called concussions

A concussion is a head injury 
in which the skull has not been 
broken The brain can be 
injured from the inside by 
banging and bouncing against 
skull walls Very often, X-rays 
will not detect the damage 
However, the impact on the 
child’s functioning can be dras­
tic

Actually, any disruption m 
consciousness, no matter how 
bnef, such as being mildly 
dazed, constitutes a concus­
sion It takes only three sec­
onds to permanently damage a 
child’s brain in the so-called 
‘shaken baby syndrome ”

Common after-effects of sig­
nificant concussion injuries to 
children can include problems 
with attention and concentra­
tion, memory and learning

These symptoms may not

It can be a good idea to have 
a child who has experienced a 
head injury to be examined 
medically and then by a neu- 
ropsychologist He or she 
would conduct special tests 
that measure memory, intelli­
gence, verbal and non-verbal 
reasoning, perception, motor 
skills and emotional frinction- 
ing

Then the neuropsychologist 
would consult with the school 
and might work in conjunction 
with a  rehabilitation specialist 
to develop a treatment plan 
Special education laws now

Most importantly, we need 

to devote attention to preven­
tion It is estimated that 90 
percent of closed head injuries 
and concussions could be pre­
vented This means consistent­
ly using seat belts, weanng 
protective helmets in sports 
and while nding bikes, scoot­
ers and roller blades, etc 
Additional prevention includes 
firmly anchoring dimbing 
playground equipment and 
knowing the depth of water 
before diving The greatest tool 
we have against traumatic 
brain injury is prevention

Locally, the Farmington 
Hills Police Department gives 
away free helmets to any child 
brought to the station by a par­
ent with proof of residency 
Last summer, 1,100 were given

My Kids Firs t Coach
New  DVD aims 

to  prevent 
childhood 

ob esity

Dr Martin Levin and former Detroit 
Lions player Jim Browne have teamed 
up to fight childhood obesity As par­
ents, they’re concerned about the 
increasing numbers of overweight kids 
who are being diagnosed with diseases 
typically found in adults 

After long discussions at the gym 
where they work out, the two, together 
with Levins wife Mollene, decided to 
produce a DVD in hopes of encourag­
ing an active lifestyle that could help 
prevent obesity My Kids First Coach ’ 
guides parents through a senes of 
exercises to coax their children into 
developing motor skills, coordination 
and confidence 

Levin is fond of saying, as an 
optometnst he s not as concerned with 
kids eyes but their bodies His biggest 
pet peeve is parents who want glasses 
for ̂ e ir  children so they can sit at the 
computer longer Children need less 
time m fi-ont of computer and televi­
sion screen^

PREVALENT PROBLEM

We started doing research, my wife 
Mollene on childhood obesity Shes an 
elementary school teacher whos seen 
the value of exercise in young chil 
dren,” said Levin, a West Bloomfield 
resident We contacted the CDC 
(Centers for Disease Control & 
Prevention) for literature and discov

ered that smce 1980 the number of 
overweight kids has doubled, the 
amount of overweight adolescents 
nearly tnpled That’s a pretty outstand­
ing figure

“Obesity leads to health issues 
Young children develop bone and joint 
problems, asthma and breathing prob­
lems In teenagers we re seeing type 2 
diabetes which you never saw until 
middle age The biggest ramification is 
one-third of children born in 2000 if 
things continue this way, will have type 
2 as middle age adults ”

Levin introduced his sons to skiing 
and skating at age 3 so he has no reser­
vations about promoting exercise for 
children as early as six weeks old 
Divided in three sections, the DVD 
focuses on increasing flexibility and 
muscle awareness from newborn 
through the time a child is walking, 
hand-eye coordination and muscle 
control for toddlers through age 3, and 
strength, concentration and confidence 
for ages 3 to 5

I t ’s a very interactive program, said 
Levin ‘When you have a child you 
start playing with them, rolling them 
around Wifti this its focused play 
Parents are bonding with the children, 
just stretching their limbs, getting 
them aware of their movement I don’t 
think its pushing them at all Its a lot 
of the things that parents normally do ’

At age 56, Levin still plays hockey 
and skis Like his children, he started 
playing sports at a young age Today, 
they all remain active and maintain a 
hesdthy weight

It s been shown that children active 
at a young age will continue doing it 
through their adolescence, said Levin, 
who developed the exercises related to 
eyes and hand eye coordination This 
is not going to make every child into a 
great athlete but is great for self 
esteem I remember in school every 
thing was centered around athletics If 
you were one of the last people picked 
it was traumatic Were trying to give 
them a huge head start so they won t 
be the last child picked

Jim  Browne designed the pro­
gram after one he used to train ado­
lescent and adult athletes, including 
professionals, after retiring from 
the NFL in the late 1980s Browne 
played with Detroit Lions in 1985- 
86, and L A Raiders in 1987 then 
returned to Michigan to present 
seminars for athletes throughout 
the area including Birmingham 
Brother Rice High School

At age 42, Browne still works out 
three to four days a week combining 
aerobics, weight training and run­
ning, and plays flag football and 
basketball with friends Browne 
says he was not the most gifted 
player during his NFL days but was 
willing to work harder and smarter 
than most of his teammates

I thought I was strong and fast 
and could teach this to others said

Browne, a certified personal trainer 
at Powerhouse Gym in West 
Bloomfield T’ve taken it down and 
minimized the drills It s strikingly 
similar to drills you do with the 
professional athlete 

“It s based on coordination, the 
real building block Zero to five are 
the most cognizant years of their 
life I was amazed by how quick 
they picked it up From six weeks to 
walking doctors and researchers 
agree you can do these things with 
your child -  the initiation of move­
ment, making them aware of body 
movement From when the child 
starts to walk to age 3 they re able 
to do much more on their own 

Browne started his son Jonathan, 
now 3, on the program as well as 
younger son Ryan who’s about to 
turn 1 year old

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Reducing cholesterol lowers 
your risk of heart disease, stroke

IVaditional medications were not enough to 
lower Renee Remke’s sky-high cholesterol level 
But preventive cardiologists at the University of 
Michigan Health ^ t e m  were able to offer the 
52-year-old an alternative 

Cholesterol apheresis is ablood-filtenng tech­
nique similar to kidney dialysis that stops the 
blood of LDL cholesterol to help lower toe levels 
ofthis artery-clogging substance UMHSisone 
of a handful of centers across the country, and 
toe only one m Michigan, to offer this technique 

The technique is not a first-line treatment for 
people with high cholesterol Imtially, patients 
are encouraged to lose weight, follow a healthy 
diet, exercise more or take any of several hpid- 
lowenng medicaticms For approximately one in 
300,000 people, these methods aren’t  enough to 
achieve the goal

There are two types of cholesterol in our blood 
-  low density lipoprotein, or LDL, and high den- 

j sity lipoprotein, or HDL LDL is known as the 
“bad” cholesterol because it sticks to the lining of 
the blood vessels, narrowing them and raising 
the nsk of heart attack, stroke or angina pain 
High levels of LDL cholesterol are linked to an 
increased nsk of dying from cardiovascular dis­
ease HDL cholesterol actually removes harmful 
cholesterol from the blood vessels 

Patients receive cholesterol apheresis treat­
ment once every two to three weeks A catheter is 
placed in one arm to drain the blood The 
machine separates the red and white blood cells 
from the plasma The LDL is then removed from 
toe plasma and the plasma is returned back to 
toe body with the patient’s own blood cells 
Because the patient’s own blood is returned, 
there’s no nsk for external infections The proce­
dure takes about two to three hours 

"Typically we reserve LDL apheresis for 
patients who have failed lifestyle changes and 
multiple drugs to achieve their goals for LDL 
cholesterol It’s not a first line therapy m any­
body because there are many other options, 
including lifestyle changes, weight loss, diet 
and multiple medications to achieve the goal ” 
said Dr Robert Brook, a hypertension and vas­
cular specialist at UMHS and assistant profes­
sor of interna! medicine at the U-M Medical

School
For those people who do require cholesterol 

apheresis, it is highly effective Studies indicate 
It lowers the nsk of cardiovascular events by 50 
percent to 70 percent, compared to patients 
receiving traditional therapy

LDL apheresis may be indicated for people 
whose LDL levels are higher than 300 mg/dl or 
for those with coronary heart disease whose 
LDL levels are 200 mg/dl or h i^ e r  It is only 
used if the patient cannot lower his or her cho­
lesterol through lifestyle changes and medica­
tions or if toe medications are not tolerated

Recommended total cholesterol should be 
less than 200,200-239 is borderline high, 240 
or above, high

Cardiologists recommend HDL levels of 45 
mg/dl or higher

Recommended LDL levels vary depending on 
your nsk Less than 160 is considered good for 
most people, less than 130 for people with 
increased nsk of heart disease, and less than 
100 for people with heart disease, diabetes, 
penpheral artery disease, abdominal aortic 
aneurysm or symptomatic carotid artery dis­
ease

To keep your cholesterol low by eating nght, 
exercising and not smoking Here are some 
tips

■  Eat fruits, vegetables, beans and whole 
grains every day Avoid foods high m fat, espe­
cially saturated fat, such as butter or meat

■  Look for healthier polyunsaturated and 
monounsaturated fats

■  Use oils like sunflower, safflower, canola, 
ohve and corn instead of palm or coconut

■  Choose chicken, turkey or fish over red 
meat

■  Use egg whites instead of whole eggs
■  Replace whole milk dairy with nonfat or 

low-fat milk, cheese or yogurt
■  Reduce fried foods, vending machine choic­

es and fast food
■  Exercise at least 20 minutes every other 

day T>y swimming, jogging, walking or bicy­
cling

■  Have your cholesterol levels checked once a 
year

the house ’

figures

Design and construction pros agree 
that with sound planning, creative 
thinking and today’s newest Building 
matenals, it iS possible to create a base­
ment that is warm and comfortable, 
light and just as appealing as the mam 
floor of the house

Whether you are building a new home 
with a finished lower level or finishing 
the basement in your current house, 
here are some basic considerations to 
keep m mind

■  Address dampness as the first step 
in a basement project so that flooding, 
mol4 or musty smells won’t  rum your 
investment Get a qualified professional 
to identify the source of any water prob­
lems, including seasonal seepage, and 
prescribe a fix Install one or more sump 
pumps, with one powered by a battery or 
generator m case of a power failure Use 
a  dehumidifier and install proper venti­
lation for adequate air exchange

■  Plan ahead and cluster your utilities 
apd mechanical systems, such as the fur­

nace and hot water heater, in one place, 
away from the living areas, to reduce 
noise and maximize the amount of fin­
ished space Make sure all your contrac­
tors know of your plans for finishing the 
basement Wiring, plumbing, heating 
and cooling systems should be installed 
so that they are easily accessible and 
have minimal impact on living space and 
headroom

■ Get your living space off the cold 
concrete Rick Angelico, a partner in 
Hampton RMR, a residential construc­
tion firm m Easthampton, NY, suggests 
installing a DRIcore subfloor The 
DRIcore system consists of mterlodong
2-by 2-foot squares that are set directly 
on top of the concrete to form a floating 
floor over which carpet, vinyl, laminate 
or engineered hardwood may be 
installed

‘Because it’s a wood product, it’s softer 
to walk on than concrete,” Angelico said 
It’s quick and easy enough for a do-it- 
yourselfer, he said, because it doesn’t 
require any framing ‘Ybujustsetthe 
squares on top of the concrete and tap 
them together”

B  Let m the light If you are building a 
new home or planning an extensive 
remodel, specify generously-sized win­
dows m w ik-out or daylight basements 
If you have an existing basement with a 
few tiny transom windows and a tight 
budget, you 11 need to be more creative 
to achieve a light and inviting room 
Consider using strategically placed spot­
lights to add drama.

Charles Riley, a New York interior 
designer who tackles basement projects 
with creativity and flair, suggests fram­
ing a large panel of frosted ^ass or other 
quality translucent material to create a

■  Don’t ^ m p  on quality Create 
whatever style you desire, but be sure to 
finish the lower level with the same 
quality as the mam floors of the home 
That means using diywall rather than 
paneling, and quality detailing and

Bartelt-Filo Design Build “If a remod­
eled basement is a great source of enjoy­
ment for your family, then the payback is
