Around 9 a m  Tuesday an 
imidentsfied man was spoT 
ted dumping a package on 
the railroad tracks in the 
industrial area of Eckles 
Minutes later, a train hit the 
package, causing an explo­
sion that left propane gas 
and hydrochloric acid leak­
ing from three derailed cars 

That was the scenario that 
faced emergency responders 
in the Plymouth community 
-  firefighters, police officers, 
township officials -  m a fed­
erally funded disaster 
response exercise designed to 
tram participants m the han­
dling of a terronst-type inci­

dent
There were some glitches 

most notably m communica 
tions but the overall evalua 
tion fiom the Plymouth 
Community Fire 
Department s deputy emer 
gency management coordi­
nator was pretty positive

It wasn t  bad at all, said 
Don McDurmon, who coor­
dinated the exercise Part of 
the reason you do sometliing 
like this I S  to find out where 
you need training, and where 
you need work We certainly 
did that

Because the exercise was 
paid for through a $12,000 
grant from the U S 
Department of Homeland 
Security, the scenano had to

tions

A corporate decision by 
policy-makers at Target’s 
Minneapolis headquarters 
has eliminated all Tsu'get 
stores across the country as 
potential bell-nngmg loca­
tions, meaning the Canton 
Ihrget store on Ford Road is

taboo for the 2004 cam­
paign

'Ihrget corporate leaders 
cited a burgeoning list of 
requests for solicitation and 
decided not to make any 
exceptions to the company’s 
‘ no solicitation’ policy, offi- 
aals said in a letter

'That’s a shock to the kettle 
system here, because nngers 
brought in some $15,000 at 
the Canton 'Ikrget store a 
year ago, second only to the 
$17,000 raised at the 
Northville Hiller’s

“It’s a huge hit,’ said 
Kelly Zmudczynski, kettle 
campaign coordinator for the

Plymouth Salvation Army
“Ikrget is a favorite place 

for our nngers There’s a  lot 
of traffic there, and they 
treated us very well ”

It was a good news-bad 
news week for Zmudczynski 
While dealing with the loss 
of the Target location, she got 
word from management at 
the new Michaels craft store 
in Canton that kettles can be 
set up there

The kettle campaign also 
lost a profitable site a few 
months ago when the Little 
Book Shoppe on the Park 
closed However, the 
Salvation Army has already

replaced that site with a ket­
tle in front of Wild Wings 
Owner Kal Jabara approved 
the move recently 

“We very much appreciate 
them stepping up to help fill 
the void left by the boofetore 
and by Target, Zmudczynski 
said

When It comes to parking for events 
at Isbister Elementary in Plymouth 
Township, it’s literally on a first-come, 
first-served basis

“We have a  great amount of turnout 
at school events, but not enough room 
to park,” said Karen Farnll of Canton 
Township, whose 9-year-old son, 
Chnstopher, attends Isbister “We 
sometimes have to park at Pioneer 
Middle School and then have a shuttle 
bus that runs between the two schools 

The parking situation is just one of 
the problems Famll hopes is addressed 
if the $109 million bond issue being 
presented to voters 'Ihesday passes 

“We don t  have air conditioning, and 
when you have 600 or more kids m the 
building, it can get really warm, she 
said I also hear from my kids how 
some of the faucets and drinking foun­
tains don t  work well 

Farnll also has an 11-year-old, 
Elizabeth who attends West Middle 
School and is hoping for improve 
merits there also

All of ou’’ schools are m the same sit 
nation in need of repairs that haven t 
been addressed, said Farnll I just feel 
our staff and kids are the best, and we d 
be short-changing them if we re not 
giving them an adequate environment 
to teach and learn ”

The Citizens Election Committee has 
been conducting a whirlwind,mlbnth 
long push to get ‘ yes” votes for the two 
proposals on Ihesday’s ballot 

One calls for the approval of an 18- 
mill renewal on non-homestead prop­
erty -  mainly businesses -  for the next 
10 years, which is worth $29 million to 
the district

'The second-proposal asks votes to 
pass a $109 million bohd issue $94 
million for upgrades at distnct Build­
ings constructed before 2000, and $15 
million to build a  new elementary 
school in Canton’s Cherry Hill Village 

The first won’t  cost homeowners a 
penny 'The second will cost the taxpay­
er of a home valued at $245,000 an 
additional $47 a year, according to dis­
tnct officials

Co-chair Nancy Eggenberger of 
Canton Township said she’d like to see 
overwhelming su p p o i^ t the polls, 
which would indicate the community is 
behind the effort of the school district 
to make improvements 

“I think the district has really tne^ 
hard to say they’re taking care of these 
schools ̂ fix in g  them and relieving 
overcrowding,” said Eggenberger 
“'They’re not asking for something that 
isn’t  re^ly necessary, and I hope the 
comftiumty realizes that and ̂ pports 
It” ^  ^

Carole King, who serenaded 
a generation into adulthood 
with soulful tunes that paved 
her way into the Rock and Roll 
Hall of Fame, made a cam­
paign stop m Westland last 
week, addressing 100 plus vot­
ers at the Bailey Recreation 
Center

The New York-born song 
wnter/performer, now living in 
a hnght-red Republican coun­
ty” in Idaho, is taking time out 
from her first concert tour in a 
decade to sing the praiSes of 
Democratic presidential hope­
ful John Kerry and running 
mate John Edwards 

“I want to carry the message 
to people who want to know 
more about John Kerry,” said 
King ‘ He is a man of integrity 
and expenence, of real com­
mitment to making life better 
for people John Kerry and 
John Edwards live, breathe 
and eat these ideas They want 
the opportunity to make 
America stronger at home and 
respected in the world 

‘ I have four kids and four 
grandkids, I have an invest­
ment in this country I want ̂  
can-do person for my presi­
dent”

The petite, perky 62-year- 
old stood with a microphone in 
hand -  there was no piano in 
sight -  and spoke about con­
cerns she shares with Kerry 

■ Health care -  1 h ^ e  it, 
but 45 million Americans are

without It, she said It is still 
important to me because of my 
sense of fairness and decency 
Other countries seem to be 
able to give health care to their 
people John Kerry and John 
Edwards feel the same way 
They have a plan that would 
cover all children up to the age 
of 18

■  The economy -  Is there 
anyone here who really thinks 
we are doing well’ King 
asked “One of the first things 
John Kerry will do is dose 
loopholes for companies that 
are rewarded right now for 
sending jobs overseas He is 
thinking forward ”

■  Education- In my dis­
trict, school IS closed on 
Fridays,” King said ‘There is 
no funding We have this sys­
tem with the No Child Left

■ Energy -  George Bush is 
not interested in alternative 
energy,” she said ‘He likes us 
being dependent on foreign oil 
Kerry would pursue alterna 
tives, she said, adding, “What if

King has lost count of the 
number of cities she’s visited 
She picked Westland because 
she didn’t necessarily want to 
go to the downtown cities that 
are the typical campaign stops, 
said Adnanne Marsh, press

Facing declining enrollment 
and a desire to revamp its 
Leadership Plymouth program, 
Plymouth Communily 
Chamber of Co^nmerce officials 
last year shut down the 8-year- 
old program in an effort to do 
just that

The work is done, and now 
chamber officials are ramping 
up for what they hope will be a 
reinvigorated program that can 
reach attendance figures they 
got m its first few years

“The program is designed to 
develop"hew community lead­
ers with the knowledge, tools 
and contacts to enable them to 
get more involved,” said 
Michael Gerou, a 35th District 
Court judge who chairs the 
chamber’s Leadership 
Plymouth steenng committee

Leadership Plymouth is a 
six-month program that intro­
duces students to various 
aspects of community life The 
program starts with an 
overnight retreat m 
Frankenmuth, designed to give 
students a chance to get to 
know each other and ease into 
the program

After that, students meet 
once a month for the next five 
months on topics including 
quality of life and culture, com­
munity service, government 
and industry, the justice system 
and human needs and educa­
tion

Many of those categories 
have been pared down or com­
bined in an effort to make the 
program more concise and 
effiaent

*We ran into time problems,’ 
said Fran Toney, executive 
director of the chamber 
“Ibday’s technology is sup­
posed to create more time for 
people, but it rarely does that 
We didn’t  necessarily eliminate 
anything, but we condensed 
some things ”

The program was born in 
1996, and dozens of students 
have completed the annual 
class since then However, the 
2002 class had fewer than 10 
students That left chamber 
officials thinking of ways to 
improve the program

"We wanted to look at other 
programs to see what, if any­
thing, we should be doing,” 
Toney said “What we found 
was "^at we were actually a 
step ahead of many of them 
because we offer skill sessions 
with ours We took (2003) off 
to revamp the program, and 
we’re excited about starting it 
again

This year’s retreat is sched­
uled for Oct 21 in 
Frankenmuth The cost of the 
program is $795, with a $100 
discount for students who sign 
up by Oct 1

“(Students) will gam insight 
into Plymouth’s nd i history, its 
schools, government and judi­
cial system, and its diverse 
business and cultural 
resources,’ Gerou said Our 
hope IS that graduates will use 
what they learn to take a more 
active role m the community’

‘We’re currently in negotia­
tions with a company that 
wants to buy the property for 
storage,” said City Manager 
Paul Sincock.

Officid records detailing the 
history of the landfill are 
stored in several boxes stashed 
in the basement of City Hall 
From most recollections, the 
property was used in the 1950s 
as a place for the city to dump 
Its trash, in the days when the 
municipality owned its own 
garbage trucks 

City building inspector Jim 
Penn, who as a teenager 
worked at the landfill “picking 
up papers that blew across the 
road” in the late 1960s, said the 
landfill closed the first time in 
the early 1970s, and then had 
to be closed a second time in 
1992, which cost $15 million 

“The state said it didn’t  meet 
proper closing requirements, 
even though it did at the time 
we first closed it,” said Penn 
“We had to put in a number of 
wells to test the water, and gas 
vents to allow methane gas to 
escape the system 

“And, there was a 30-mch 
diameter culvert that ran 
underneath the garbage which 
shifted, keeping sewer flow 
from happening,’ added Penn

“We had to put m a  new pipe 
that ended up going all around 
the landfill Then we had to 
put three feet of clay on top, 
with another six inches of top 
soil”

Finance Director Mark 
Christiansen said to pay for the 
state-mandated improvements, 
a $750,000 bond was issued in 
February 1993, with the other 
half paid for by a  federal grant 
Since then, according to 
Christiansen, the a ty  has paid 
$75,500 a year for the property 
located at Five Mile and Chubb 
roads

“In the grand scheme of 
things, $75,000 isn’t a huge 
amount of money m our budg­
et,” said Sincock “But, it’s a 
chunk we have to account for 
And we, like everyone else, 
have to make the mortgage 
payments

‘If you’re paying the

mortgage on your house or 
spending for home improve- 
ments, that’s worth it,” he said. 
“But, to pay that kind of money_ 
for vacant land, you grind your  ̂
teeth on that one”

Penn said provisions of the 
federal grant included main­
taining the landfill for 50 
years The state tests the wells 
and performs inspections twice 
a  year

As a result of restrictions of 
what can be done with landfill 
property, very little can be con­
structed on top of the garbage 
heap to keep from puncturing 
the clay cap

“And, with It being located 
next to another landfill, it 
doesn’t exactly make it pnm e t  
development property,”
Spicock said

Railroad, who could identify 
the contents of the tram cars m 
the scenario 

“The logic behind doing 
something like this is to get the 
guys thinking on their feet, to 
be thinking outside the box,” 
McDurmon said You get 
township officials and fire and 
police officers thinking about 
what It would take to conduct 
yourself on a scale this size ” 

The scenario also included 
some 20 injured people some 
of them critically whom fire

fighters had to triage, treat and 
evacuate Volunteers were used 
to simulate the injuries

Lynn Hetner, a  recent gradu­
ate of the Plymouth Township 
Citizens Police Academy, and 
her daughter, Kelly, were 
among the volunteers Hetner 
was glad to have taken part, 
although she said “it needed a 
little work ”

“It seemed a little disorgan­
ized,’ she said “(But) I’ve 
always wanted to do something 
like fills ”

McDurmon acknowledged 
there was some confusion For 
instance, it was the first time 
the township was able to use
an interoperability capability

which allows police and fire­
fighters to switch to the same 
radio frequencies in an emer­
gency

“We out-thought ourselves a 
couple of times,” he admitted 
“A lot of the problems you find 
IS where to find certain things, 
who to get expertise from, 
things like that We had some 
communication problems, you 
always do We found a couple 
of quirks, but all in all it was a 
very successful exercise

‘It’s a lot easier to work it all 
out now than it would be in a 
real emergency’

'Yes' vote best 
for school plan

Taxpayers in  the  Plym onth-C anton school district, 
many of whom have money troubles of their own, might 
not want to hear what district officials have to say about 
the impending Sept 28 special election 

But "sye think they should listen anyway 
Unless ̂ ouVe been living under a rock somewhere, you 

ki\ow school officials are putting a tw o-part pitch for 
money on the Sept 28 pallet The first question is simple 
a  renewal of the distnct’s 18-miil non-homestead millage 
That levy accounts for 22 percent of the distnct’s operat­
ing budget, a  tax on business last renewed in 1995 

W hile you may grouse th a t the d istric t should find 
other ways to fund its programs, or that you already pay 
too much taxes, or tha t you don’t  even have students in 
the district, the fact is th a t  w ith no real desire among 
state legislators to change the way schools are funded, 
this 18-mill levy is not only crucial, bu t irreplaceable We 
believe supporting it  is a no-bramer 

The second question is dicier, not because the distnct 
doesn’t  need it, out because it 11 be tougher for the public 
to swallow The district hopes to convince voters to pass a 
$109 m illion  bond  issue it  will use to, among o ther 
things, m ake im provem ents a t existing buildings and 
build a  new elementary school in Cherry Hill Village 

While voters in Canton should be elated — it’ll be the 
fourth  consecutive bu ild ing  the d istr ic t has built in 
ban ton  — the  decision m ight be a  little  tougher for 
Plymouth residents, who may feel their tax dollars are 
being used m Canton, with no direct benefit to them 

While the building of the Cherry Hill Village elemen­
tary is the most visible piece of the bond issue, the bulk 
actually goes to repairs to the Pl5unouth schools that need 
them  The d istr ic t’s Bond Steering Committee spent 
months identifying and prioritizing needs, and the dis­
trict plans repairs or upgrades to every building in the 
district built before 2000 All the buildings in Plymouth 
fall into th a t category

We would also argue money spent m  the district — 
whether it’s north or south of Joy Road — upgrades the 
quality of a school district, which m turn  helps keep up 
the property values of homes m both communities 

I t ’s a d is tr ic t th a t’s already bu rsting  at the seams, 
despite the building o f three new buildings in the last sev 
eral years The biggest growth in the distnct is coming m 
Canton, and the new elementary school will help ease the 
burden of overcrowding

District officials have shown they can be trusted with 
the money — their last three projects have come m on 
time and under budget

We believe residents should trust them one more time 
and vote yes on both questions

The second proposal is a bond request 
for nearly $109 million to meet the dis­
tricts current needs and growth lam  
confident that under the professional 
leadership of our school superintendent. 
Dr Jim Ryan, the process that has led to 
these two proposals has been fair and 
honest As with any of these tax’ issues, 
there are those will be those who support

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B lackberries grow on a tre llis
Th i s  I S  t h e  s e c o n d  y e a r  w e  

h a v e  h a d  a  b l a c k b e r r y  
“ p a t c h ”

Well, not a patch exactly, our 
blackberries grow on an arch­
ing trellis

We started with two divi­
sions given to me by a friend 
Last year, the first, there was 
little yield, but this year we had 
a bumper crop' My first black­
berry pie was dehaous and the 
second pie was just as good I 
have enough berries frozen to 
make two more pies later when 
the snow flies We’re all look­
ing forward to the yummy 
taste again

I have mentumed my success 
with these fruits to several peo­
ple and have found that the 
majority of them have never 
tasted blackberry pie These 
berries are also used for jellies 
and some rather exotic sound­
ing treats such as blackbemes 
in framboise, jelly rolls and 
jam cakes, wine, and more 

Blackberries are easy to 
grow, are not demanding, and 
take little space in the garden 
They like nch, well-drained 
soil with moderate amounts of 
sunlight, but m the wild the 
plant grows in sandy, clay, or 
gravelly soils It doesn’t  require 
much sun to produce luscious 
fruits Our plant grows at the 
west side of the house, and gets 
little sun The soil is day and 
rarely dnes out completely 

Blackbemes have thorns or 
are thornless (which is what we 
grow), and the above ground 
canes only live two years In 
the first year, long unbranched 
canes appear, m the second, 
small side branches on the 
canes produce little white flow­
ers m mid to late June and 
produceifruit throughout 
August

As I write this m early 
September, there are two 
remaining dusters on the vines 
and we’re waiting for them to 
npen As they do, the berry 
conges from green to red to 
glossy black \^en y o u p ic k a  
blackberry the receptacle (the 
little white center) comes with 
it, while with raspberries, the 
receptade remains on the stem 
of the bush This is the main 
difference between blackber 
ries and raspbemes (Wait 
until the fruit is deep black to 
be sure it is ripe If not it is 
quite sour)

Thornless blackbemes 
include Darrow, Black Satin,

Chester and Hull The follow­
ing nurseries sdl the thornless 
vanety Telly’s Greenhouse, 
Bordmes, Wiegands Nursery 
and all English Gardens loca­
tions They will be available 
next spring

When we picked the bernes, 
I nnsed them with water, 
drained them well on paper 
towels, then laid them in a sin­
gle layer on a cookie sheet to 
freeze I put them m a well- 
sealed bag to store Thaw and 
dram them well before using 
them m a pie because the crust 
will get soggy if they retain too 
m udi water You can always 
use them fresh

Here the recipe I used for 
the pies 4 cups fresh washed 
blackbemes, 1 to 11/2 cups 
sugar, 21/2 tablespoons corn 
starch, a dash of sdt, three or 
four pats butter and a double 
pie crust for a 9 -inch pie 

Preheat oven to 4252 F 
Place lower crust m pie pan 
Combine sugar mixture and 
bernes m a large bowl 

Place in pie shell Dot with 
butter Place top crust on and 
vent Seal and flute edges 
Bake 40 minutes or until pie is 
golden brown and fhiit is ten­
der
s Next spnng prepare the new 
bed and construct some kind 
of trellis or use a wall on which 
they’ll grow Set the canes to a 
depth more than 12 inches 
Fertilize in spring with com­
post before canes break dor­
mancy Apply 4 to 8 inches 
organic mulch, m winter apply 
4 to 6 inches of compost 
Water regularly (dnp imgation 
is recommended to keep water 
off the bernes) In the second 
year you 11 get fruit After the 
harvest is over, cut the fruit 
bearing canes to the ground 
and shorten the long new 
canes -  tie them on a trellis to 
keep them in bounds

Dead b atte ry means another tw o-year 
agreement with the cell phone company
W hile I worked on this col 

umn, I looked up the word 
appliance m Webster s 

Dictionary An appliance is 
described as “a tool or utensil for 
a particular use ’ and “act of 
applying, or putting to use ”

That reaffirms m my mind 
that a telephone falls into the 
category of appliances Knowing 
that, let me inform you about 
how you can get npped off by a 
telephone company It hap­
pened to mejust afewdays ago 
I will not use the company 
name, but I’m sure it m i^ t  be 
happemng to others besides 
myself Actually this incident is 
the second occurrence for me m

If there ever was a time for 
composting, it is now 

Backyards are overflowing 
with old plant matenal stuff 
once foolishly called garbage 
old stems leaves, and flowers 
from the garden, kitchen tnm 
mings, leaves from trees 

A bit of modern-day alche­
my transforms all this material 
into nch, dark humus, which 
really is like gold for the gar­
den With all this matend 
available at once, the compost 
pile grows rapidly, becoming 
like an amorphous animal j 
with its innards generating 
warmth The heat can be suffi 

sjcient to kill insects or diseases 
^ed  to the pile along with the 
plant matenal

^ Rip out weeds and add them 
ito this melting pot of vegeta­

tion -  the heat will snuff life 
from them also

If you were to do just one 
thing to make a good compost 
pile, it would be this Have 
some sort of bin to enclose it A 
bin keeps everything looking 
tidy retains heat and moisture 
and makes the matenal less 
accessible to animals The 
minimum size for a compost 
bin, sufBaent to generate heat, 
IS one cubic yard, or 3-by-3- 
by-3 feet

You need access to the bin, 
both to add matenals imtiaUy 
and later to remove the fin 
ished compost, so make it three- 
sided Better still, make it four­
sided with one side removable, 
or make it so that the sides get 
built up or down as you add or 
take away matenal

Construct more than one bin 
and you can be feeding one 
while the innards of one or

more others are cooking
All sorts of matenals have 

been used in the construction 
of compost bins Fencing is 
cheap and easy to use, but the 
material within usually dnes 
out too quickly Cinder blocks 
are another possibility, as are 
straw bales which as they rot, 
can be added to new piles 
Wood makes a nice enclosure, 
either permanently joined or 
else notched Lincoln-log style 
to grow and shnnk with the 
growing and shnnking com­
post pile

Pay some attention to how 
you feed your compost, imag­
ining that it really is an ammal, 
which, like other ammals, 
needs air, water, and food 
Provide air by making sure the 
pile is fluffy Balance out dense 
matenals with fluffier ones and 
don t  pile matenals h i^ e r  
than 5 feet

Baechlersaid “He calls the 
plays in the huddle and he 
makes adjustments on the field 
It’s like having another coach 
out there

“Jake IS one of those kids who 
leads by example He doesn t  
get m his teammates’ faces, but 
if I’m having a problem with a 
player, I’ll ask Jake to talk to 
that player and he knows how 
to handle it man-to-man ”

Although he’s always been an 
upbeat, optimistic person, 
Powers gamed an even greater 
appreciation for life following a 
near career-ending injury he 
suifered while pitching for the 
Chiefs’ baseball team last April 
A line drive off the bat of a 
Salem player struck Powers just 
below the left eye, shattering 
his cheekbone and breaking 17 
bones in his face

If the ball would have hit a 
few centimeters higher, or on 
the side of his head, the mjunes 
could have been much more 
severe, doctors speculated

“I definitely look at things 
differently since that hap­
pened,” said Powers, who has 
completely recovered from the 
incident “I realize now how 
quickly things can change and 
how fast things can be taken 
away fronf you I enjoy every 
practice and every play now a 
little bit more than I used to 
just because you never know

when It can all end 
Powers credits much of his 

athletic development in high 
school to a ngorous training 
routine the Chiefs endure 
called ‘Bigger, Faster, Stronger’ 
The program begins immedi­
ately after football season ends 
and runs until the following 
season’s conditioning program 
begins

“It’s a computer program, 
and each player has their own 
booklet to keep track of his 
progress,” Powers said “At the 
beginning, you have to max out 
m all the lifts, then your height 
and weight are entered into fhe 
computer program The pro­
gram tells you how much 
weight you should be lifting 
and how to get there ”

The program not only made 
Powers, stronger, but it 
improved his foot-speed 
markedly, he said 

“I ran a blazing 5 4̂ 40 (yard 
dash) when I was a freshman,” 
Powers said, smiling “Now I 
have It down to 4 8 ”

Powers, who carnes a 3 76 
grade-point average, is current­
ly being recruited by several 
colleges, including Ivy League 
schools Penn and Harvard 

“If I had to decide nght now, 
I’d probably choose to major m 
business,” Powers said 

That’s only natural consider­
ing Powers has been money on 
the football field for the past 
three seasons

A good waffle iron is essen­
tial to making a great waffle 
Waffle irons can be found in a 
vanety of stores and on-line, 
and have come a long way 
from the first US patented 
iron in 1869

While there aren’t  many 
varying components to a waffle 
iron, nonstidk finish and 
durable die-cast grids are the 
norm, there are accessones 
that can assist busy cooks said 
Hany Patealis, houseware 
merchandiser for 
Hawthorne/Kitchen 
Glamor

Patsalis 18 partial to the 
VillaWare line which offers a 
higher m ttage to cook the 
waffles quicker, an audible 
alert and various temperature 
settings Waffles, like toast, can 
be browned to varying degrees

The attractive, stainless steel 
Kitchen Aid Pro-Line restau­
rant-grade waffle iron features 
a  flip-and-bake style that cooks 
two Belgian waffles at once, 
and includes a temperature 
gauge that informs you as to 
when the machine is cool 
enough to put away

Temperature is a very impor­
tant part of a perfect waffle, 
according to Alex Slutsly, 
owner of The Omelette & 
Waffle Cafe in Plymouth

He operates three restau­
rant-grade Belgian waffle mak­
ers and two for “regular’ waf­
fles

Once he pours his secret 
family batter and flips the iron, 
It’s exactly 2 minutes and 50 
seconds until a golden brown 
waffle (with or without pecans) 
IS ready t(fbe topped The 
hotter the better, he advises 
His iron heats up to 500 
degrees

Certain VillaWare lines can 
cook a waffle in 90 seconds, 
while most waffles take around 
2-5 minutes

Waffle irons can cost any­
where from $35 to over $275 
depending on how senous a 
machine is needed Because of 
their durability, waffle irons 
can be passed on from genera­
tion to generation, depending 
on Usage

O u r hom eowners association is 
internally divided about a 
decision by th e  board to  install 
lighting in th e  com munity. Some 
say th a t before th e  board enters 
into such an arrangem ent, it 
should be approved by the 
mem bers and o th e rs suggest 
th a t th e  board should be given 
th a t discretion since the 
association has th e  money fo r 
It W hat do yo u think?

It all depends upon the 
documents for your 
subdivision or community 
association Generally 
speaking, the board is given 
wide latitude to maintain 
common areas of a 
community association 
including the installation of 
lighting which is generally a 
good idea to avoid potential 
liability and to enhance the 
safety of the residents of the 
community If the 
association has the money, it 
does not need a “special 
assessment” which 
depending on the 
documents may require 
homeowner approval The 
board generally has 
discretion in its business 
judgment to enter into such 
a contract Most 
homeowners and 
community associations do 
not appreciate the fact that 
they are members of a 
corporation v. iich has a 
board of directors which is 
vested with wide discretion 
m making decisions 
concerning the governance 
of the areas over which the 
association has exclusive 
junsdiction Associations 
cannot be run as a 
committee of the whole 
which is why j ou have 
elected a board of directors

I am  a real e sta te  agent who is 
listing a p ro p e rty  fo r  sale, 
a lth o u g h , th e re  is a quiet title  
action pending concerning a 
disputed s trip  o f lake frontage I 
am advised th a t I should 
disclose th a t to  th e  purchaser 
but do I have a d u ty  to  do so?

To the extent that a direct 
inquiry is made of you with 
respect to the ownership to 
the stnp of land, you have a 
duty to disclose all facts 
concerning same The cause 
of action would be silent 
fraud, 1 e producing a false 
impression upon the mind 
of the other party and if the 
person relied on the false 
impression, you would be 
held accountable You are 
best advised to disclose all 
material facts concerning 
the purch^e, particularly if 
inquiry is made of you

Changing careers
Flexibility, work at home fuels dads

After nearly losing his life 
dunng Hurricane Hugo,
Chuck Sheldon left the off­
shore oil business to become 
an assistant store manager at 
Home Depot in Louisiana

It was a great company to 
work for they were just begin 
nmg said Sheldon a 
Faimmgton H 11s lesidenu and 
Realtor for RE/MAX in 
Plymouth He grew up m Ohio 
and wanted to move to the 
Midwest after he and his wife 
started having children, 
because of the schools

They landed m Michigan, 
and Sheldon, who aspired to 
become a store manager, 
worked 70 hour weeks and 
holidays

“I was never with my family,” 
he said ‘My wife is from 
Louisiana She’d never seen 
snow The first few years were 
tough on her, I was never 
home

Four years ago his kids then 
8 and 11 asked him to quit the 
store because they never saw 
him

I resigned, and told them 
my children needed me My 
wife was behind me a 100 per­
cent She was tired of raising 
the kids alone I gave two 
weeks notice ”

He chose real estate after 
talking to a co-worker who 
worked m real estate

‘He said I would do well 
because I m good with people,” 
said Sheldon But making the 
transition from store manager 
to Realtor wasn’t  easy Sheldon 
got m right before Sept 11 hap­
pened, in June After 9/11, the 
real estate market came to a 
standstill and he saw a lot of 
people leave

His advice to anyone consid­
ering leaving their 9-to-5 job 
for real estate is to have 
enough saved to support your­
self and your family for six

months to a year Realtors are 
independent contractors who 
work on commission without 
the secunty of a weekly pay- 
check And once you m ^ e  the 
decision to go into real estate, 
keep your commitment

My first year was very diffi­
cult It s a tough business to 
build said Sheldon ‘You can 
advertise and do mass market 
mg which takes a lot of money 
to make ihe phone ung The 
other way is by referral if you 
have a huge network of family 
and friends

Being your own boss has 
advantages and disadvantages 
More than a third of all 
Realtors participating m a sur­
vey by the National 
Association of Realtors said 
they don’t have enough time 
for their families and 21 per­
cent were not able to make and 
fulfill committments to spend 
time with their families

Over half of those participat­
ing in the survey, who previ­
ously worked in 9-to-5jobs, 
said they plan ahead and 
schedule around special family 
times Fifty-five percent said 
its easier for them to find time 
to be with their family than it 
would be if they were m anoth 
er career

S E T  LIM IT S

‘I set limits,’ said Sheldon 
Saturday is family day You’re 

the president of your company 
To run the business efficiently, 
you have to balance a life A lot 
of people will respect you if 
you tell them what your sched­
ule IS , they understand and 
appreciate i t”

His voice mail message 
includes detailed information 
about when he returns calls 
Sheldon likes to meet clients 
during the day, but will sched­
ule evenmg appointments if 
necessary

Although he works a lot of 
hours, Sheldon works most of

them at home where he’s avail­
able to his kids jf  they need 
him

‘When they come home in 
the afternoon I want to know 
where they’re at, he said His 
wife works m Southfield 
Monday-Fnday as an office 
manager at a pediatrics office 
She loves her work,” said 

Sheldon My wife is so happy 
with me being home She loves 
the fact that I m able to pick 
the kids up from school All my 
kids friends know me very 
well I feel that s a great asset

Sheldon said his kids are 
also happy dad s home and 
amilable to drop them off at 
the movies or a  friend s house 
if they need a ride

Business is going well, 
Sheldon said he’s been getting 
referrals and does some adver­
tising too ‘ My family drives 
me,” he said ‘You only live 
once”

Benjamin M Rube is new to 
the business He s been work­
ing as a real estate consultant 
for Keller Williams Plymouth 
for only six weeks, but is confi­
dent he 11 be successful

He grew up in Germany and 
always dreamed of moving to 
the United States His mom is

The biggest advantage
